Holding Power of Nails

Some very interesting testl of the

The tests were made in pine and
spruce, with both cut and wire nails.
The nails were of all sizes trom 1 1-8 to
6 inches in length. Inevery Fase the
cut nails showed saperior *:éhOld\Ug
strength by a large percentaget

In spruce, in nine different sizes of
nails both standard and light weight,
the ratlio of tenacity of cut to wire
nails was about 3 to 2. \

With the finishing nails the ratio
was 3.5 to 2. With box nails 1|11 4 to 4
inches long, the ratio was 3tod The
mean superiority in spruce wd od was
61 per cent.
In white pine, cut nails, diive
taper along the grain, showed a
superiority cf 100 per cent. and with
taper across grain of 135 per cent.
Also when the nails were driven in the
end of the sticks along the grdin, the
superiority of cut nails was 100 per
cent-or ratio of cut to wire nails was 2
toI.
The total of the results shewed the
ratio of tenacity to be 3.2 to 2 for the
harder wood, and about 2 to 1 for the
softer. '

Passengers on the French liner La
fayette, which arrived in New York to-
day, say it is generally believed in Paris
that General Gallieni, ‘“‘the/savior of
Paris,” was killed by a traitor.

He is Gustav
Heslouis, and is here to purchase sup-
plies. = When he was asked about the
death of General Gallieni he merely
shrugged bis shoulders and would)
neither affirny nor deny the story.
Another passenger on the liner was
Miss Annie W. Wilson, who has been
nursing wounded soldiers in a hcspital
at Neuilly for the last six months. She
said the most terribly mangled men
she had ever seen came to the hospital
from the Verdun front.--New York
