The deputy attorney-general’s letter
seemed to imply that the board had
not absolute control over its appropria-
tions. It was finally pointed out that
the school board should have been ap-
plied to for the full amount of the
tax levied.

At this stage of the discussion the
chairman pointed out that the deputy
attorney-general had overlooked the
point at issue in this particular case.
That his reading of the law would be
correct had the Public School Act not
been in the statute law, thereby re-
pealing the ordinary law of taxation
as stated in the opinion of the deputy
attorney-general.

The "architect when called upon to
submit his plans for the new school
building ‘in Victorla West stated that
up to the present his chief consider-
ation had been concentrated on adapt-
ing his plans to accommodate the fin-
ancial requirements of the board
rather than upon the architectural
elaboration of structural detail.

GREEN LOSES
LIBEL ACTION

VERDICT IN FAVOR
UF ¥ NCOUVER WORLD

Sued Newspaper Because it Stated
That Caron Had Bribed Him
With Shares.

Vancouver, Aug. 1.—“I haven’t the
slightest hesitation in saying that Sir
Adolphe Caron should have the insig-
nia of the Royal favor which has been
conferred upon him, stripped from him
for writing such a letter,” said Mr.
Justice Clement this afternoon to the
jury in the libel case brought by R. F.
Green, former commissioner of lands
and works, against the Vancouver
World, the end of which came half
an hour:later in a verdict for the news-
paper,

Green was suing for $20,000 because
the paper 'stated that Caron Fkad
bribed Green with $37,000 in shares in
the Telkwa valley coal lands leases
which the provincial government Lad
granted to Caron’s . company, the
Transcontinental Exploration Syndi-
cate. Later the syndicate in vain
sought licenses in Pine River district
which the government refused on the
ground that the local government de-
cided not to grant licenses in that dis-
trict until the Dominion government
made its selection of the lands to
which it is entitled in the Dominion
belt,

The letter the court referred to was
one of the features of the case. - It-was
written by Caron from Ottawa, Janu-
ary, 1905, %, the combpletion of the
TeRwa. U xoy 1eas s, addressed to M
Greet, then British Columbia ‘minister
of mines.

“That matter now being closed,”
said .the letter, “I_wish to say if you
cared about some friend of yours und
selected by you joining our syndicate
we should be only too glad@ to have

him as one of us.”

Mr. Green had accepled this, While
declining himself, he accepted the cffer
naming Neil McKay, then private sec-
retary to Premier McBride, later dep-
uty commissioner of lands and works,
now Conservative M. P. P, for Xaslo,
Green’s former constituency.

“It is very difficult for me to find
language to criticize that action of Sir
Adolphe Caron,” said Judge Clement
in charging the jury. “Knight and all
that he is, it seems to me that a man
in public life, when a transaction is
going through an office, who writes the
head of that office a letter of that de-
scription, he should have the insignia
of the Royal favor which has been
conferred upon him stripped from hLim.
I haven't the slightest hesitation in
making that statement and making it
as strongly as I possibly can.”

“That letter reached Green,” contin-
ued the court, “and I say Green at
once should have resented the dishonor
done him in making him such a prop-
osition. Nor have I the slightest hesi-
tation in saying so. Either Green must
be a most innocent man, unable to see
that a proposition of that sort was
dishonorable, or else he must have
thought that in the long run possibly
some benefit would accrue to him from
it. There are only the two hypotheses,
and if you put the worst construction
‘upon the action of Green in respect to
that proposition, then I say he has only
himself to blame if your verdict should
be against him.”

Although in analyzing the other
branches of the evidence Mr. Justice
Clement charged strongly against the
newspaper, the jury within twerty
minutes afier retiring returned a ver-
dict against Green and in favor of de-
fendant with costs.

D. G. Macdonell, in his address to the
jury on behalf of the newspaper, fre-
quently referred to Caron as a “Sly
and Wily Old Fox,” adding: “He has
been in politics before many of us
were born and is there still. He knows
better than to destroy letters.”- Green
having testified that he had destroyed
Caron’s letter to him and had kept no
copy of his reply to Caron.

THE MEN VOTE 10
RETURN TO WORK

Governor Johason will Send Repre-
sentative to Investigate Situa-
- tien on fron Ranges. -

Duluth, Minn.,” July 31.—~Shortly be-
fore 2 o’clock this aftermoon the ore
dock workers.who have been on strike
for recognition. of the union’' and a
raise in pay voted to return to work.
Neither of .the issues raised by the
men were granted by the Duluth, Mes-
aba & Northern railway, and the men
will return to work to-morrow morn-
ing. Their status will be the same as
it was the day they voted to strike.
The employees will be taken back by
the, company without. prejudice, and
the rate of pay they have been receiv-
ing under the verbal agreement with
the company, which would not have
expired until October 1st next, con-
tinues.

The strike lasted about two and half
weeks, and was entirely free from any
disorder.

There were a number of conferences
on the strikes and at three of them a
letter setting forth the position of the
company was read. The: last was de-
livered to the men this morning. The
rajlroad officials adnopted kindly tones
in this final letter, stating they were
willing to treat with their men indi-
vidually or by committee on an open
shop basis, and the men realizing that
unless they accepted the terms. offered
by the company they would not be able
to get back their old jobs, voted to
return to work. The discussion over
the letter was a long one, lasting over
two hours. 5

The news of the ending of the dock
strike was flashed to Evelith, Hibbin
and Nashville, the three storm centres
of the mining region, where trouble
might originate, and the news was re-
ceived with rejoicings. Everything at
these points was reported quiet.

President W. J. Olcott, of the Duluth,
Mesaba & Northern, said this after-
noon that he wag greatly pleased that
the ore dock’s strike was over. He said
that operations would be resumed to-
morrow. It is likely that the men at
Two Harbors wili follow the lead of
the men here, as they have always
taken that course. Shipping of ore can
be started in full swing on short no-
tice, as there are hundreds of loaded
cars on the docks here and in the yards
at Proctor Knott, besides a number of
big piles at the underground mines
which can be drawn up.

Situation on Ranges.

St. Paul, Minn.,, July 3lL.—After a
consultation with his advisers this af-
ternoon, Governor Johnson decided to
send a personal representative to the
iron ranges to investigate and report
to him whether or mot it would be
advisable to send troops there. The
governor’s reports of the situation have
been of so conflicting a character that
this course of action was deemed
necessary. This announcement was
made after Frank B. Kellogg, attorney
for the steel corporation, had been in
consultation with the governor for
some time.

KOREAN ARM{
10 BE DISBANDED

IMPERIAL EDICT
HAS BEEN ISSUED

Forty Natives Killed and Wounded
in Fight in Capital--Japanese
Casualties Slight.

Seoul, Aug. 1L.—At 1 o’clock Japan-
ese troops surrounded the Xorean
barracks, after an imperial proclama-
tion had been issued disbanding
Korean army composed of 7,000 men.

Several hundred Koreans gathered at
the Great Bell during a thunderstorm,
and wereé dispersed by a company of
Japanese soldiers.

The outlets from the Korean army
barracks, are guarded by machine
guns. Two thousand of the Seoul gar-
rison will be disarmed and disbanded
to-day. .

The proclamation disbanding 1he
troops says .uac the disbandel soldiers
will be granted one year’s pay. The
Emperor’s bodyguard will not be dis-
banded.

Casualties in Fight.

Washington, Aug. 1.—A dispatch re-
ceived at the state department to-day
from Consul-General Thomas Simmons,
at Seoul, says that forty Koreans were
killed or wounded to-day in a fight
precipitated by the disarming of the
Korean army.

The casualties on the Japanese side,
the dispatch adds, were siight.

MANY STOWAWAYS.

Seventy-Four on the Tumeric—Poiice
at Funchal Assisted Them to
Get Aboard.

Hcmplulu, July 25, via San-Francieco,
Aug. ' L—Immigration officers have
conclusive proof'that the Funchal po-
lice authorities actively aided stawa-
ways to get aboard British steamslip
Tumeric when the véssel was in the
port of Funchal, taking on immigrants
for Hawaii. In all, 74 stowaways were
aboard ‘the vessel, several of them hav-
ing been brought from the jail by the
police. A policeman in uniform was
stowed away and when found he had
his official sword with nim. This was
taken away from him by the ship’s of-
ficers. When he left the ship here he
demanded the return of the sword. All
of the stowaways who could qualify as
immigrants were allowed to land heres
by orders from Washington.

Champion Three-Year-Old Will Not Start
in the Brighton Derby.

New York, Aug. l1.—Peter Paa, the
champion three-year-old of the season,
and winner of nearly $60,000 this year,
will not start in the Brighton Derby on
Saturday. While at work yesterday he
struck one of his fore legs and limped
home so badly that his owner declared
him out of the race. The owner and
trainer agreed that the horse must have
a long rest.

The withdrawal of Peter Pan takes
away much f the interest in the big $15,-
000 Derby. XKean’s other entry, Zambesia,
will not start. The best horses among
present eligibles are Frank Gill and
Charles Edward. The former has a bad
knee, and it is quite likely that he will
not face the barrier.

Honolulu, July 25.—via San Fran-
cisco, Aug. 1—Active efforts are being
made to raise $120,000 by subscription
to build a yacht to be designed by
Crowninshield, of Boston, to represent
Hawaii in the trans-Pacific race from
San Pedro to Honolulu in 1908.

FOREST FIRES.
Millions of Feet of Standing Timber
Threatened With Destruction.

Bellingham, July 31.—Millions of feet of
timber standing in Skagit County are
threatened by the forest fires now raging
near Birdsview, and unless a soaking rain
falls soon thousands of dollars damage
will be done.

The fire has been burning for_ some
days, and now presents a front of fire
four miles wide, and is rapidly sweeping
up from the valley of the Skagit river
northward, and nothing but rain will pre-
vent its travelling across the divide to
the south fork of the Nooksack, a dis-
tance of seven or eight miles. This
stream is not wide enough to stay the
flames, and from this point there will be
nothing to prevent the fire spreading In
each direction after crossing the south
fork, and within a short time the flames
will be burning Whatcom County timber.

PUMPED RIVER NEARLY DRY.

J. B. Duke Tried to Make Park Look
Like Fairyland for Home-
coming of Bride.

Somerville, N. J.,, Aug. L.—In an ef-
fort to make his two thousand acre
rark like a fairyland, with gushing
fountain, cascades and beautiful lakes,
for his bride during their honeymaoon,
James B. Duke, president of the Aniér-
ican Tobacco Company, pumped “the
Raritan river at this point nearly dry.
Yesterday there was scarcely enough
water left in the well of the Raritan
wollen mills to keep the boilers going.
About one thousand persons are em-
ployed and operations were brought to
a standstill. To relieve the situation,
Mr. Duke’s manager ordered the pump-
ing ‘station closed down.

THE MASSACRE
BY ARAB CHIEFS

NUMBER OF REFUGEES
REACH TANGIERS

Several Europeans Were Slain by
Natives White Fleeing to Con-
sulates for Protection

Tangier, Aug. 1.—Dr. Merall,, who
arrived here last night on a German
steamer, which brought a number of
Jews and refugees from Casablanca, is
bearer of a report from the French
charge d’affaires there showing that
the slaughter of Europeans 'in Casa-
blanca was an outcome of a war
preached by the Arabs for the exter-
mination of the Europeans.

On Monday a number of Arab chiefs
entered Casablanca and demanded that
harbor improvement cease. The Pasha
of Casablanca pointed out that the
works were being done with sanction
of the Sultan, whereupon the chiefs
replied that the Sultan was no longer
their ruler as he obeyed the Euro-
peans., They then began to hurl in-
vectives at the Europeansein town.

On Tuesday morning the natives be-
gan thelr attack by stoning an Euro-
rean and when the man tried to flee
he was surrounded and -hacked tc
pieces. This was the signal for the
general attack and as soon as the dan-
ger became known the French and
Spanish residents rushed to their re-
spective eonsulates for protection.

During this flight at least eight were
murdered.

M. Dbuvelle, the French consul, de-
mangded that the Pasha provide an es-
«cort” for the recovery of ine bodies.
The Pasha pleaded at firet that he had
no" cartridges; but upon further repre-
sentations he finally provided an es-
cort.

When this rescue party,
reached the scene of attack, it was
charged by a number of Arab cavalry-
men and forced into flight.

In the meantime when the Jews and
Christians were taking refuge ' on
board a German ship, the Mussulman
began {o attack the other Europeans
upon the harbor works. They fired on
the workers and killed some men whose
bodies were subsequently burned. One
woman who tried to escape was shot
in the water.

It is feared Casablanca will be in-
vaded by twenty thousand Arabs to-
day.

The French cruiser Galilee which left
here last night for Casablanca should
arrive there to-day. L

Time For Action.

London, Aug. 1.—The morning papers
comment strongly on the state of
anarchy as revealed by the massacre
at Casablanca, Morocco, and declare
that it is evident that the Sultan is the
most .powerless 'to preserve order. The
powers therefore, they assert, are
bound to take measures to exact retri-
bution and stem the lawlessness.

The Daily News says: “Nobody
would blame France for deciding that
its useless to proceed with a policy
which merely toys with the fringe of
the question. In the end, however, the
Moroccan difficulties, must be solved in
Berlin beforé the case is closed.”

The Daily Graphic declared that the
whole of Moroceo is laughing at the
inability of Europe to _secure Mac-
lean’s release.

This is the ultimatum which the
French cruiser Galilee, due to reach
Casablanca to-day, is conveying.

The French cruiser Forbin, now at
Azores, also has been ordered to pro-
ceed for Casablanca immediately.

Action by the French government
will not for the moment go any furtner
than this. The Galilee has been or-
dered to take on board all Europeans
desiring refuge.

The French newspapers generally de-
mand that the government not listen to
the Sultan. They declare that the
Magzen or governing power is directly
responsible for the occurrences at Casa-
blanca, as it persisted in maintain-
ing the present pasha there in spite
of protests of the diplomatic corps at
Taungier.

The" Eclaire says it considers that
France has been caught in a trap
and that the occupation of Oudja by
France has only served Mussulman
fanaticism without demonstrating the
power of the government. .

Advices received by the French for-
eign office here confirm the reports
that five Frenchmen, two Spaniards
and one Italian were killed and their
Bodies thrown into the sea.

Distribute $200,000 on Septem-
ber 4th.

As has been anticiffated for some
little time, the British Columbia Cop-
per Co., Ltd., has joined the ranks of
Boundary dividend payers, the first
disbursement, according to report,
amounting to §200,000, and . will be
payable on September 4th, says the
Phoenix Pioneer.

This action was taken at a meeting
of the directors of the company, held
in New York city at the head offices of
the concern. The dividend is specified
as quarterly, and is at the rate of 25
cents per share, with 15 cents per share
extra, making a total payment of 40
cents per share, for this initial divi-
dend. It is to be made available for
this purpose. R. H. Eggleston, the sec-
retary of the company, is quoted as
saying that the company also has suffi-
cient funds now on hand to meet the
next two regular quarterly dividends.

About a year ago the British Col-
umbia Copper Co. began the work of
dismantling its old small, two-furnace
smelting works at Greenwood, and in-
stalling three large modern blast fur-
naces, which were expected to handle,
when operated at full capacity, ‘about
2,000 tons of ore per day. There
were many unforseen delays not only
In completing the new works, but after-
wards in getting them in full commnis-
sion, including coal shortage. How-
ever, everything was finally completed,
and one and then another of the fur-
naces blown in. The third furnace,
making the full battery, was blown in

-June 17th, and since then the plant has

been working at full capacity, aver-
aging close to 2,000 tons of ore daily.
It is estimated that, under the
present conditions, the company can
turn. out about 1,500,000 pounds of
copper fine per month, when
uously operated. The converter is
now working double shift, as against
one shift previously, handling also the
copper matte from the smelter of thes

has been made that the British Col-
umbia Copper Co. by reason of its
many economies introduced in the new
Smelting works, has brought its cost of
Smelting down to $1.18 per ton — ad-
mitted to be an extremely low figure
for any reduction works.

EXTENSION TICKETS

So as to Enable Long Distance
Travellers to Visit Points
on Isiand

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)

A new departure, it is said, is about
to be inaugurated in Victoria by the
Canadian Pacific railway directorate
when the new Empress hotel is opened.
Extension tickets for long distance
tourists, without extra charge, are to
be given to suitable tourist resorts on
the Island. In other words the Island
for the first time is to be properly ad-
vertised from a tourist standpoint.

It is likely that different centres on
Vancouver ' Island, specially adapted
for hunting, fishing or as summer re-
sorts will be named as stop over points
should the traveller care to take ad-
vantage of such a stay.

In the city of Victoria there has ex-
isted a feeling that tourists, ordinary
tourists, have all they require in “tally-
ho” rides, the beauties of the Gorge,
Beacon Hill and the immediate neigh-
borhood of Victoria. They come here
when there is no one at the hotel to
point out to them tours on the Island.
There is no co-operated system. It is
all left to individual advertisement. By
chance the tourist may find out for
himself places to stay at while
he is waiting for his " boat.
He has been round the world
or he may be on his journey
round the world, but one thing is cer-
tain he has had a surfeit of ordinary
hotel life, even of the luxuries of the
most perfect hotel system of the world.
He comes to Victoria either from the
east or from the west and he desires
a change and rest. There has been lit-
tle change offered him in the past in
Victoria. He has lived at one or other
of the hotels in the city, until the time
has arrived to continue his journey.

This will now be all changed. The
visitor is going to be induced to pro-
long his visits. He is to be persuaded
to be the means, in a great measure,
of building up the wealth of a young
country, rich it is true in natural re-
sources,

Like Switzerland and other countries
which might be particularized at the
present day in Europe, the Island is to
be enriched with the milllons of dollars
of the tourists. The attractions of the
Island are to be prominently brought
under the notice of the tourist. Now,
however, the C. P. R. are going to
take the initiative. They have got an
interest in the city and its tourist
trade. Their million dollar hotel is soon
to be opened. The first step the rail-
way authorities are going to take is
so to run their hotel so as to increase
the transient trade of the town by
showing travellers how to visit Van-
couver Island, and not how to stay in
Victoria. They are going to make those
who at present hurry on from steamer
or train rest before continuing their
journey at some charming country re-
sort where the ordinary amusements of
a European watering place will be pro-
vided for them.

A good hotel service and outdoor
amusements or recreations as well as
other adjuncts of a holiday resort will
be guaranteed. They are going to de-
velop the Island.

The first step which it is purposed to
take in this direction is the issuing of
tickets without extra charge to all
transcontinental or transoceanic pas-
sengers by their lines to any place - or
places of interest on the Island, pro-
vided that such places will reflect
credit upon their recommendations in
the way of hotel acgommodation for
such a class of tourists as have been
accustomed to all the luxuries of re-
fined civilization.

Luxton, K.C.; and R. T. Elliott; the
city had for its counsel E. ¥. Bodwell,
K.C.; W. J. Taylor, K.C.; and: C. Du-
bois Mason, while A. E. McPhillips and
H. G. S. Heisterman watched the case
for. the Victoria Power Company.

The taking of evidence and the argu-
ment occupied a long time and it was
not until May 23rd that Mr. Justice
Duff gave his judgment, His Lordship
taking pains to give a very careful con-
sideration to the question.

In his judgment Mr. Justice Duff
found that the HEsquimalt Waterworks
Company was in the right, and an in-
junction against the city and the Vie-
toria Power Company was granted. He
found that the Esquimalt Company in
acquiring the lands along the course
of the stream at Goldstream had thus
acquired all riprarian rights which went
with the ownership and could thus ap-
propriate the water for any use under
their act.

After considerable delay an appeal
was taken from the judgment by. the
city to the Full Court, which was con-
stituted as follows: Chief Justice
Hunter, Mr. Justice Irving and Mr.
Justice Morrison. The decision of the
Full Court reversed that of the trial
judge, the Chief Justice dissenting:

Mr. Justice Irving allowed tNe ap-
peal. The plaintiff’'s application for
an injunction should be dismissed, he
held. “The defendants are entitled,”
he said, “to a declaration that they
have the right to take the unrecorded
waters under the Water Clauses Con-
solidated Act, 1897, also the right to
take the water of Goldstream under the
act of 1873.” y

Mr. Justice Morrison took the view
that the waters of Goldstream were un-
recorded waters, and open to record by
the city. He ‘held that the purchase of
the lands do not give the company the
rights claimed, contending that all that
they could claim under it was the un-
interrupted, undiminished and wunpol-
luted flow of the water past their lands.

The Chief Justice in dissenting, held
that there were no limitations on the
purposes for which the waier might
be diverted by the Eisquimalt.Company,
and that even if the proper use were
not being made it was not for the city
to take action, but for the government
or the degislature.

The Esquimalt Company in order to
give finality to the matter, decided at
once to appeal to the Privy Council,
the argument taking place a few weeks
ago.

EVIDENCE OF MATE
OF THE SAN PEDRO

Skippers Are in Habit of Running
Full Speed Regardless
of Fog

San Francisco, July 31.—The testi-
mony of officers of the steam schooner
San Pedro at the inquiry into the re-
cent disaster, demonstrated clearly
that the habit of coast skippers, said
to be practically universal, of running |
vessels full speed regardless of fog,I
was mainly responsible for the wreck
of the Columbia.

Chief Mate B. Hendricksen, in charge
of the San Pedro at the time, testifled !
that when he first heard the fog signals |
of the Columbia he did not slow down
and that when the passenger vessel
loomed out of the fog it was too late
to do anything but to try to make the
collision as slight as possible.

He appears to have acted with des-
patch and judgment when he sighted
the Columbia, but at that time, accord-
ing to his testimony, the ships were
not more than a boat’s length apart.
The're was no time to go to starboard,
therefore he blew the danger signal,
ordered the engines stopped and threw
the helm hard-aport. He did not order
the engines reversed, hd explained,
because he hoped to throw the San
Pedro around so as to strike only a
glancing blow and in order to do this
it was necessary to keep sufficient way
on her. The San Pedro had been mak-
ing about 8 knots and probably five
when she struck the Columbia.

CANADIAN ROYAL MINT.

Will Be Completed in November Next—
Majority of Employees Will
Be Canadians.

Ottawa, July 30.—The Canadian royal
mint, which is the first mint outside
the capital of the empire to be desig-
nated ‘“Royal,” is expected to be com-
pleted in November next. At present
all Canadian coins are minted in Lon-
don, but after November they will be
turned out at the Ottawa mint. The
profit, which is at present nearly half
a million dollars, will then aeccrue to
the Dominion government. Dr. Bonar,
the recently appointed deputy master
of the Royal mint, will return to Eng-
land shortly and will take up his resi-
dence in Ottawa this fall. The experts
who will have actual charge of the
colnage will be brought out from Eng-
land, but the bulk of the employees
will be Canadians.

RUSSO-JAPANESE
IREATY SIGNED

RELATES TO FISHERIES
AND COMMERCE

General Political Agreement Be-
tween the Two Nations is in
Course of Preparation

Paris, July 29.—M. Kurino, Japanese
minister to this republic, is the author-
ity for the following information con-
cerning the Russo-Japanese treaty on
commerce and navigation, which was
signed in St. Petersburg.

The treaty embraces five subjects,
commercial relations, fishery rights, the
junction of Manchurian railroads, the
delimination of frontiers and political
relations. i

The clause dealing with this last-
named subject is brief and is practical-
ly a duplicate of the Franco-Japanese
agreement for the maintenance of the
status quo. M. Kurino denies the re-
port that Japan has ordered two dir-
igible balloons in Germany.

St. Petersburg, July 29.—The signing
yvesterday at the foreign office here of
the treaties of ccmmerce, navigation
and fisheries between Russia and
Japan will be followed shortly by the
publication of a political entente.

The foreign office to-day confirmed
the dispatch to the Associated Press
from Tokio on this matter, and admit-
ted officially that a general political
| agreement between thes two states was
in coufse of preparation, that the ne-
getiations to this end had almost
reached their conclusion, and that the
signatures would be affixed to the
document in a few days.

This entente .. conceived along the
same lines as the similar agreement
between France and Japan. Under 'its
terms Russia and Japan will mutually
guarantee their rights and territory.
The negotiations looking to this . en-
tente have been conducted with com-
plete secrecy because of Japanese disz-
like of publicity, but it was
to-day that Foreign Minister Iswol-
sky’s desire to settle pending ques-
tions in the Far East and inaugurzte
a new period of peaceful colonization

Russia makes unusually liberal don-
cessions to Japanese fishing on the
Russian coast, and the Amur river,
and it is claimed that under these
privileges Japan will = dominate the
fisheries of the Pacific.

The convention bestews upon Jap-
anese subjects the right to fish along
the entire coast, with the exception of
34 inlets and rivers, to repair their
fishing vessels and to occupy the sheds
for the drying of fish in the sun, or
by a fire, or other necessary buildings.

The Japanese are to pay the same
taxes as Russians, and the export of
fish to Japan is declared to be free
from all export duty. The Japanese
concessionaries are allowed to employ
Japanese labor along the coast except
at the mouth of the Amur river,
where they are obliged to employ Rus-
sians.

In view of the cheap price of coolie
labor it is believed that the Japanese
will be able to beat' down all comp-
tion at the public auctions at Viadi-
vostock and become possessed of nearly
all the fishing grounds.

FRICTION CAUSED BY
THE RECENT CHANGES

The OId System in Vogue Seems to
Have Worked Much More
Smoothly

(From Tuesday's Dalily)

In legal circles the all-absorbing
topic is the incldent of yesterday's
court, when J. A. Aikman read sensa-
tional correspondence with the depart-
ment of justice at Ottawa relating to
the deadlocck over the failure to secure
a quorum of judges in the Hansen trial.

In such matters, it is, of course, very
difficult to-get at all the facts, but it
is apparent that the root of the trouble,
apart from any personal feeling there

| may be between learned judges, is the

rule of court adopted by the Lieuten-
ant-Governor-in-Council in 1906, under
which the Supreme  court. judges take
only such duties as are assigned them.
Previously such details were fixed
either by the rules, as for instance, the
taking of chambers in rotation, or by
mutual arrangement between the
judges themselves. Under the new
rules this authority is wvested in the
Chief: Justice, who notifies the various
| members of the bench of the duties
which he wishes them to discharge.

The immediate cause of the trouble
seems to lie in the form of notice sent
by the Chief Justice to Mr. Justice
Martin, which was by message through
an officer of the court, instead of by
writing. He had previously, it appears,
notified the Chief Justice that he would
regard such notices only when in~writ-
ing, and in the Hansen case he carried
this determination into effect.

The feeling among the legal frater-
nity seems to be that the local govern-
ment, having altered a condition
affairs under which the administration
of justice proceeded smoothly, for one
which seems so provocative of trouble,
that the duty of smoothing out the le-
gal machinery lies with them and upon
their shoulders must rest the responsi-
bility.

JUDGE GRANTS
BAIL T0 MOYER

AMOUNT PLACED AT
TWENTY-FIVE THOUSAND

Trial of G. A. Pettibone Has Been
Set Dotwn for First of
October.

Boise, July 29.—Charles H. ~Moyer,
president of the Western Federation
of Miners, and co-defendant with
William D. Haywood, acauitted yes-
terday was ordered released on $25,000
bail to-day by Judge Wood, who pre-
sided at the Haywood trial. The at-
torneys for the Federation expected to
have the bond ready to-night, but the
arrangements had not been completed
at a late hour, and Moyer will gtay in
jail to-night. He will probably be
released to-morrow, and will leave for
Denver, his home.

No application for bail was made
in the Ttase of George A. Pettibene,
the third of the alleged conspirators,
but the motion was made for a speedy
trial, and his case was set down for
Tuesday, October 1st. Counsel inti-
mated to-day that they might apply
for bail for Pettibone later, but it is
not believed that the state’'s attorney
will consent. It has been generally
claimed that the state has more in-
criminating evidence against Pettibone
than against any of the others, while
it has been generally conceded tha' the
case against Moyer is the weakest.

It was said to-night that Pettibone
may be taken back to the Canyon
county jail at Caldwell. The prison-
ers were braought to Boise six montns
ago on a change of venue from Can-
yon to Ada county.

Attorney Darrow, of Chicago, made
the formal application for Moyer’s rc-
lease; an objection was interposed by
Senator Borah representing the state.
When it came to fixing the amount
Senaior Borah named $25,000 and “‘that
is reasonable,” said Mr. Darrow. Judge
Wood said he would approve the bond
and would make it continuous so
Moyer could remain at his home in
Colorado until wanted.

CLEANING MACHINES

Indications Are That Railway Com-
pany Will Do Work in
Land Belt.

Vancouver, July 30.—R. Marpole an-
nounced that fifty acres of land on
Shaughnessy heights, just south of the
city limits, are to be cleared immedi-
ately. The intention is to bring two
large land clearing machines from the
Okanagan to experiment on this work
to ascertain whether they will do for
work on Vancouver Island.

C. P. R. INTERVIEWED

Bright . Prospects Before British
Columbia--The Building of New
Lines in Province.

(From Tuesday's Daiiv.)

D. McNicoll, vice-president of the
Canadian Pacific railway, a member of
the board and of the executive of that
great company, second omnly to Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy, came in to Nel-
son last night on his way back to Meon-
treal, says Saturday’s Daily
News,

Mr. McNicoll was seen by a repre-
sentative of the Daily News and sald
at once that he was on a pleasure trip
through British Columbia and had his
wife and family with him. He could
not neglect Nelson, which he vigited
first 16 years ago and again as late as
1905

Asked as to whether there was likely
to be a car shortage this winter, Mr.
McNicoll repliéd that he did not think
the car shortage would amount to any-
thing in particular. Cars were always
short and sometimes the shortage came
in spasms. But he was doing his best
to alleniate it. He had got every shop
in Canada, which would take the job,
working for hiﬂi, and he was sure that
the output of the C. P. R. in this re-
gard was greater than of all the other
companies, the government included,
put together. Every day Montreal was
turning out 28 wooden cars and from
6 to 10 steel. There was an outpul
this year of over 6,000 cars, and this
rate had been maintained for a long
time past, though at the present minute
cars were being got out at about double
that rate. The company was also build-
ing many more passenger coaches, the
same running into much money. Some-
thing like $10,000,000 had recently beer
expended in this direction by his com-
pany. Also he was putting out a loco-
motive about every five days. In ad-
dition he was buying more from all ove:
the continent. The total number of lo-
comotives added to the rolling stock for
the year ending in the fall was upwards
of 200, including the 70 built by the
C. P. R. shops.

Mr. McNicoll denied that the ocea-
sional howl for cars had any real ex-
cuse. “For instance,” said he, ‘“youl
paper published a special from Phoenis
the other day calling attention to the
shortage of ears at a certain large
Boundary mine. Well, we attended tc
the matter at once and rushed cars tc
the spot with the consequence that we
have now received a telegram from thait
mine asking us to send no more cars
they had aill they could use. And,” con:
cluded Mr. McNicoll, “that is the wajy
we always find these car shortages turr
out.” ’

With reference to the building of new
lines in this province Mr. McNicoll saic
that the company had authorized more
work than could possibly be carriec
out this year. There was no desire te
keep the province back. The new lint
had nearly been completed into the Ni-
cola valley and the C. P. R. engineers
were busy looking over the ground witk
a view to a rapid extension beyon¢
Midway to the coast. As to the Koote:
nay Central railroad, Mr. McNicol
sald the matter was in the hands o!
Mr. Whyte, and that he had not seer
that gentleman since his trip over the
Kootenay Central proposed route in ar
automobile.

The fact has been demon-
strated already that in a multitude of
counsellors on such a matter as water-
works extension there is little
else than confusion. If the pres-
ent council were to resign and
new one were  elected, the situa-
tion would be practically the same.
It 4s evident that a very Ilarge
sum of money must be invested in wa-
ter works. That being the case, we
cannot afford to make any mistakes.
It will pay us to engage and retain the
commendations of such an’ authority,
and we fear that, except on the rec-
commendations of such an authority,
any scheme that might be submitted
to the ratepayers would be: defeated.

IN THE HANDS OF THE BOSSES.

It has been officially announced that
the United States tariff will not be re-
vised until after the next presidéntial
election, which vill take place mnext
year., That means there will be no re-
vision until the yoar 1912 or thereabouts
if the Republican party retains control
of national affairs. There has been for
a good many years a demnd for tariff
revision. President McKinley voiced
this sentiment, but he was assassinat-
ed before he could give official expres-
sion to his opinions. Roosevelt suc-
ceeded him; but Roosevelt is a strong
“stand-patter.”” The president is a
very discreet man, notwithstandinglhis
general boldness of political and social
demeanor. The tariff is a very perplex-
ing instrument to tamper with. The
demand for a revision comes from those
who belleve an effective scaling down-
wards would be in the interests of a
majority of the people. On the other
‘hand, the element which controls the
affairs of the na;ion has always con-
trived to have the duties scaled up-
wards instead of downwards when re-
vision was undertaken. The McKinley
system, with its high duties, developed
into Dingleyism, with its still higher du-
ties. The peculiarity of the situatipn
lies in the fact that the American peo-
ple believed they had prepared the way
| for a lower tariff when they -secured
the appointment of the Dingley revi-
sion committee. They were deceived,
as the results of the Dingley recom-
mendations proved. The probability is
that they would be deceived again if
another revision committee were ap-
pointed under présent political circum-
stances. The demands of the people,
therefore, can never be realised unless
there be a political revolution. Who
believes there will be a revolution as
long as the Democratic party is domin-
ated by William Jennings Bryan?

Now that the city of Victoria has
outgrown—or, in deference to the opin-
ion ‘of those who believe there is still

plenty of water for all immediate re-
quirements in the present source of
supply—appears to have outgrown, the
capacity of Elk Lake, and the highest
tribunal in the Empire has decided that
the corporation cannot procure water
from Goldstream except upon terms
dictated by the Esquimalt Water
Works Company, it has been insidious-
ly suggested that there is a way in
which we can deal with that company
with apparent profit to the ratepayers of
the city. The company, it is disingenu-
ously pointed out, may be compelled by
the provisions of its charter to deliver
water at so much per gallon in the
mains of corporation. We have no
grievance against the shareholders of
the Esquimalt Water Works Company.
They are merely exercising the rights
conferred upon them by a careless—we
hesitate to say corrupt—legislature.
Our representatives ought to have fore-
seen the rapid growth of Victoria and
to have safeguarded our rights in the
waters of the surrounding country. But
if the legislature made one mistake,
that is no reason why we should com-
mit another and more culpable error.
If in a measure we have been delivered
into the hands of a private corpora-

BRIDGE OVER
BURRARD INLET

DELEGATION WAITS
ON THE GOVERNMENT

Residents Desire to Connect North
Vancouver With the City and
Southern Districts.

To secure the erection of a govern-
ment undertaking of -a‘combined rail-
way and traffic bridge across Burrard
Inlet at the Second Narrows, a dele-
gation representing both Vancouver
and North Vancouver: were waiting on
the provincial government this morn-
ing at the parliament buildings. The
delegation was composed as follows:
Mayor Healy of North Vancouver; Al-
dermen Jordan, Irwin and Dick, of
North Vancouver; Aldermen Brydon-
Jack, McSpadden, Cavanagh and Mac-
Donald, of Vancouver City; Reeve May
of the district of North Vancouver;
Councillors MacNaught, Robson and
Clerk Philip, of the district of North
Vancouver; Reeve Bryne and Council-
lor Cliffe, of Burnaby; J. Balfour Kerr,
representing the North Vancouver
board of trade; W. Skene, secretary of
the Vancouver board of trade, and
others. X

The members of the government in-
terviewed- were Premiér-McBride, Hon.
F. Carter-Cotton, :president of tihe
council; Hon. R. G.:;Tatlow, finance
minister, and Hon. F,.J, Fulton, com-
missioner of lands and works.

Mayor Kealy introduced the delega-
tion and at some.lenlg’t.h. explained the
object in view. The estimated cost of
placing a traffic bridge across Burrard
Inlet would be from $700,000 to $1,000,-
000. Considerable stress was laid on
the fact that this was the only avail-
able situation for building the bridge.
It was pointed out that a railway com-
pany had already secured a charter to
build a railway bridge there, and if
this was the only thing done it would
be a difficult matter to have to con-
struct a separate traffic bridge. Atten-
tion was also called to the immense
advantage which resulted in the ccn-
struction of the combined bridge across
the Fraser River. The need was also
pointed out for the construction as a
link to further the building of railways
to the north and also to connect with
the transcontinental roads now under
construction.

A memorial was handed in from the
Reeve and councillors of the district of
North Vancauver embodying what they
considered the various advantages of
such a scheme. In this petition the
government was asked either to con-
tribute to a railway company under-
taking to build the bridge, the sum of
$250,000, for the purpose of assuring
that it be a joint vehicular undertiak-
ing, as was done in the case of the
Fraser, River bridge,~and to allow any
railway the use of it om paying toll-
age. It was further pointed out that
the bridge was essentially a provincial
matter, and that at the recent sale of
provincial lands in north
Vancouver the government had been

able to realize the splendid sum of |

$670,000 from a comparatively small
area. The high prices were determin-
ed very largely by the hope of the all-
round advance which must result from
increased travelling facilities in the
neighborhood and the forming of new
connections in the north and east.
“This bridge, stated the memorial,
“is the starting point {n the establish-
ment of the ‘connection they relied on
when they offered these prices.”

The speakers at the delegation were
Ald. Brydon-Jack, Reeve Bryne, Coun-
cillor MacNaught, Mr. Balfour Kerr,
Mr. Skeene and Ald. McSpadden.

After hearing the delegates Premier
MecBride asked a number of questions
relative to the project. He then stated
that there would be a full meeting of
the executive next week, when the
proposition, which was a large one,
would receive its earnest consideration.

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BTTER PRIES
HAVE ADVANCED

DIFFICULTY FELT
IN GETTING SUPPLY

Report of the Market Rates Pre-
vailing in the City of
Victoria.

The feature of the week has been the
it it v e
general advance of filve cents a pound
on butter. Even at the higher prices
Victoria creamery is often difficult to
obtain. The Delta, Cowichan and Vic-
torio creamery, which is always higher
than the others, now retalls at 45c. a
pound, while the other brands sell at
five cents less. Dairy butter is worth
35c., although one sometimes finds a
high grade dairy that can command
almost as high a price as the best
creamery. There seems to be no good
reason why a good housewife should
not make equally as good a butter as
the creameries if she has a proper place
to work in, understands her business,
and is always careful. The difficulty is
that many of those who make their
own butter have not the qualifications
for a butter-maker, and some are care-
less. The butter-maker at the cream-
ery is discharged if he fails to bring
results, but there is no one to dismiss
the farmer’s wife.

Apples and tomatoes have dropped,
and probably they will be cheaper yet
next week. Gooseberries are all gone
and the present importation of preserv-
ing apricots is probably the last of the
season. The extremely hot weather
has caused a greater demand for
oranges and lemons, and there has been
a consequent advance in price. The
Valencia orange is the only one now on
the market.

In the grains, wheat is slightly lower
at $37 per ton, best quality, while oats
have gone up to $33.

The new hay is now on the market at
$20 a ton, while old hay can still be
bought for $17 or $18, according to
quality. Straw stands a little higher
at 75c. a. bale.

There are a few new fruits and vege-
tables on the market, such as Califor-
nia grapes, California celery, cante-
IOst, California eggplant, and green
corn. The last-named at 50c. a dozen,
is rather high from a housekeeper’s
point of view, but all vegetables have
been high this year owing chiefly to the
sub-division of the Chinese gardens in
the suburbs,.

UNDER REVIEW

Full Court Decides Where It Is De-
fective and Will Require
Amendment.

Judgment was delivered in the Full
court this afternoon on the appeal
made by Frank Higgins against the
decision of Mr. Justice Irving sustain-
ing in every particular the city liquor
license regulation by-law.

The unanimous decision of the court
was that the by-law was invalid in
one clause, No. 7, that requiring the
hotel bar rooms and saloons to close
at certain hours, and was part invalid
in the clause relating to the sale of
drink to females. The court held that
the city could not set the hours for the

| closing of saloons which were only re-

quired to refrain from the sale of
drink on Sunday, and that the city
could not prevent the saloons from sell-
ing drink to females as long as they
did not consume it on the premises.

Crates of the finest cherries
are here put up by experts and then
an even mora striking evidence of tha

country’s productiveness in fruit is to
be seen in the branches of the cherry
trees loaded with ripe fruit. Ripe to-
matoes that are models of perfection
in size, shape, good color, grown as
easily as we grow potatoes here, and
the crates on exhibition from Victoria
are ideal. Ripe peaches are also on ex-
hibition. It is claimed that these
peaches are the first to ripen in the Do-
minion of Canada, being several weeks
ahead of the Ontario crop. The Vie-
toria bulb farm, said to *be the only
bulb farm in Canada, has contributed
to the display a large collection of
bulbs of all varieties, which are regu-
lar in shape, firm in texture and con-
sidered fully equal to the imported
Dutch stock.

The logan berry, a large, firm fruit,
obtained by crossing the black berry
and mulberry, figures prominently in
the exhibit. It is found to be an ex-
cellent fresh fruit, and with good keep-
ing qualities. A collection of cut flow-
ers which though they have travelled
over 1,500 miles, retain much of their
original beauty and fragrance, adds
much to the display.

This magnificent exhibit has been
prepared on very short notice by the
citizens of Victoria to show to the peo-
ple of this section of Canada the possi-
bilities of soil and climate of their city.
Victoria, it is claimed, is the wealthiest
and most prosperous city, population
considered, in the Dominion, and is now
receiving more visitors than ever before
in its history.

An outline of the present trade con-
ditions affecting th'é' ‘different routes
along British Columbia will be furnish-
ed by Captain Troup to Manager Piers,
and it is expected that some alterations
in the present schedules will be effect-
ed. The growing trade along this
seaboard has formed a subject of cm-
sideration to C. P. R officials for some
time past, and it is highly prchable
that one or two extra vessels wiii be
added to the fleet to meet the increas-
ing traffic.

Among other matters which wiil
come up for discussion will be the new
steamer Princess Ena, which i now
rapidly approaching completion in the
Old Country. According to present ad-
vices she will leave for this coast about
the end of the present monti. and be-
fore the end of the year wil\ have en-
tered into the northern trade.

Captain Troup will spend two days
in Montreal, where Manager Piers is
at present, and will then return direct
to Victoria. About the middle of the
month Mr. Piers is going to the Old
Country, as there are several altera-
tions in contemplation with respect to
the C. P. R. Atlantic fleet.

BACK FROM TRIP -
TO IRON MINES

E. Lindeman, Dominion Government
Expert, is Again in the City--
Progress of Work.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

E. Lindeman, M. E., the mining expert,
who is out here at the instance of the
Dominion government tc investigate the
iron deposits on the Coast, is back from
a preliminary trip up the West Coast. He
has already visited Port Bentrew, where
he looked at the Bugaboo mine and Mr.
Newton’s property’; At Alberni Canal ‘he
saw the Sarita and Copper Island mines,
and the Sechart mine was also examined.

All Mr. Lindeman would say was that
he had seen good ore, but could tell no-
thing about the quantity. The ore body
is usually covered with timber and gravel
and it is difficult to tell much about it,
except by making a thorough survey.
This is the work now about to be under-
taken.

Mr. Lindeman is now going back to
Sechart, where he will make a magnetic
survey of the Western Steel property.
From there he returns to the Sarita, and
on to Nootka and Quatsino. This he ex-
pects will take about six weeks or per-
haps more. At the end of September he
goes across to Texada and thence to the
Mainland. e

For years the people on this Coast have
been looking for just such a survey as i3
now being made. It cannot help but prove
of incalculable value to the country.

The possibilities of the Island as a place
for the treatment of iron ores will be
fully gone into by Mr. Lindeman, and
thus the investing public will be given re-
liable information upon which to basec
their further investigations with the ob-
ject in view of establishing works.

IRRIGATION OF
 RUT LW

‘AN AREA WILL BE
TREATED THIS FALL

A Llocal Syndicate Has Acquired
Valuable Property on the
Esquimalt Lagoon.

(From, Thursday’s Daily.)

This fall, for the first time in th
history of Vancouver Island, irrigates
fruit lands wijl be placed on the mar-
ket.

The location of these -lands is on
Esquimalt lagoon, and they comprise
250 acres of the well-known Belmont
Farm, which until this summer, were
tied up in an estate and hence was not
avaiiable for sale or sub-division. A
snort time ago, however, the estate was
closed and a syndicate of Victorians at
once purchased the tract mentioned,
which has half a mile of frontage on
the Esquimalt lagoon.

The land slopes back from the pro-
tected and warm waters of this lagoon
almost to Colwood, its slopes banked
by a park-like growth of, spruce, cedar
and fir, and the whole commanding a

Roads in the foreground. Down the
slopes of the district run four fine
streams, with a combined volume of
about two hundred and fifty miners’
inches of the_ best spring water — ex-
actly similar in character to the stream
on Hatley Park adjoining, and from
which the Admiralty obtained their
supply.

Roads are now being cut through the
property and the whole surveyed. It
is the intention to divide it into fruit
lands of from five to fifteen acres, and
to provide irrigation for the whole from
the streams in question. This will be
done by bullding reservolrs at the top
of the hill, which will be fed from rams
on the streams, and this water in turn
carried on to the property by a
proper system of distribution. The
owners state that there is ample water
available for both domestic and irriga-
tion purposes.

The land lies five miles from Vie-
toria and will be reached either by the
Colwood road, or by the ferry which
plies between Esquimalt and Rod Hill.
The Dominion government has in con-
templation the dredging of the spit at
the entrance to the lagoon, thus facili-
tating the work of the public ferry
which the residents of Colwood and
Metchosin have petitioned the loeal
government to establish and which in
that case would bring Victoria into di-
rect and quick communication with the
lagoon—the finest bathing pool on the
whole coast. The colony of lagoon res-
idents, including Capt. Goss, Mr.
Heatherbell and others, have received
encouragement from the, government
that an appropriation will be made
next season for this work.

This departure is full of interest to
every resident of Victoria, for it means
that the influence of irrigation on the
fruits of this district will be accurate-
ly determined. The soil at Colwood is
very similar in character to that at
Gordon Head, being light and friable,
the exposure is the same, with addi-
tional protection from winds. Some of
the ranchers at Gordon Head estimate
that if water could be laid on their
strawberry patches during the fruit-
ing season, it would be worth $9 or
$10 an acre a year, not to mention its
influence on the fruit trees. By the
ald of water, too, it is felt that not
only could many of the fruits now pro-
duced be brought to greater perfection,
but others would be raised which can-
not now be produced owing to the sum-
mer druoght. Several horticulturists,
one of whom has had wide experience
in England, propose locating in the
district, feeling sure that under the
conditions mentioned fruit growing will
prove a very profitable investment,

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INQUIRY INTO
RECENT  FIRE

THE COUNCIL BEGAN
TAKING EVIDENCE

Chief Watson and Members of the
Brigade Gave Accounts
of the Outbreak.

For three hours Tuesday the Mayor
and aldermen of the city sat in the
council chamber and resumed the in-
qguiry into the circumstances connect-
ed with the fire. A number of those
connected with the locdl fire depart-
ment were questioned and cross ex-
amined while Mr. Norris, who for
many years had been a volunteer fire-
man was also interrogated. At 11 p.
m. the constituted court of inquiry ad-
journed until next Tuesday night.

Chief Watson and his assistants
strove hard to show that the supply of
water was sufficient, at least such as
was taken from the lower levels. Both
Chief Watson and the assistant chief
stated point blankly that the wide
spread nature of the disaster was not
due to the lack of water and yet as
the examination proceeded and the
various engines and hose \pipes in use
were considered in detail there was
only one conclusion to be drawn. Each
personal cross examination as it drew
to a conclusion left the ®lear impres-
sion that a plentiful supply of water
would have prevented the fire from
spreading as it did.

Chief’s Account.

When the Mayor had explained the
object of the meeting it was decided
that the first person examined should
be Chief Watson. The chief gave an
explicit account of doings on the day
of the fire immediately prior to the
disaster until it was well in hand. “I
left the fire department,” he said,
“early in the afternoon and went to
Victoria West to make someé inquiries.
I had been informed that the water
pressure there was not satisfactory
and I had been trying the pressure at
one or two of the hydrants. From
there I went to the round house at
Russell station and while there I heard
the fire alarm. Jumping into my
buggy I made for the city as quickly
as possible. At the corner of Rock
Bay bridge the buggy upset and I was
thrown out. I picked myself up and
started to run for the scene when the
Victoria West wagon on its way to the
fire came along and I jumped into it.

“On arriving. at the scene of the fire
at the corner of Herald and Store
street, the Albion Iron Works machine
shop and three houses were in flames.
At this time there was one stream of
water coming from the Rice Mills. I
first ordered the Victoria West wagon
to go to the corner of Herald and
Government streets and to lay on from
there but the hose was too short. I
then ordered them back again. Scarce-
ly fifteen minutes had elapsed since
my arrival when I got word that the
fire had spread to Green street. Leav-
ing word for an engine to follow, I
made my way to Green street in the
first motor I could come across. On ar-
riving there one of the roofs of a one-
story house had caught and I employed
my time until the arrival of the en-
gine In trying to pull away the shin-
gles and prevent the fire from spread-
ing. When the engine arrived I sent
it to the corner of Chatham and Quad-
ra streets where the nearest hydrant
was. It could do nothing and I sent
for another engine and laid a hose
900 feet long. There was, however,
only sufficient water to reach to the
end of the hose and when it arrived
there it had no power. I remained
there for an hour while house afler
house caught fire and the residents re-
moved their belongings to places of
safety. The fire burned until it had
exhausted itself at that point.

‘“After an hour at Grezn street I
turned my attention to - a point on
Chatham street. There I tore the
shingles from several houses, one of
which I remember was owned by Capt.
Cox. We saved fifteen to twenty houses
in that way. i

“When danger was averted at that
point I hastened to the corner of Pio-
neer and Blanchard. At this point I
spent the rest of the time, when the
fire was raging. We tried to get water
from the hydrant there, sending the
engine to the corner of Pioneer - and
Blanchard. The John Grant was the
engine used, but the tank was only
half full, and the engine could not ob-
tain sufficient water. In order to sat-
isfy myself that nothing was wrong
except that the tank was not full, I re-
hearsed with it again next day, and
found that it drew all right when pro-
perly sluiced.”

The first of the court to question the
chief was Mayor Morley, who asked
how many engines were on the scene
when he had arrived.

“All from headquarters,” replied the
chief, "‘and shortly afterwards the Vic-
toria West and James Bay brigades
arrived.”

Cross-Examined.

‘“How long after the alarm did you
arrive?” asked the Mayor.

‘““About four minutes,” was the reply.

“At that time was there only one
line of hose ‘on the fire?” was asked.

“Yes,” said Chief Watson. “I may
add that I have evidence to prove that
the fire was burning for fully five
minutes before any alarm was given.
The Merryweather engine was the first
one brought into use, and the line was
laid from the corner of Fisguard and
Store streets.” %

Questioned as to whether it would
have been possible to obtain salt wa-
ter from the harbor to fight the flames,
the chief replied that the drop was
something like 15 or 20 feet. The dis-
tance was also very gredat, and as the
experiment might occupy something
like half an hour, and, expedition was
the first consideration in such a fire, he
did not think it would have been any
good to try, as in hi!s opinion by the
time the water reached the engine it
would be unable to act.

Ald. Fullerton for some time pursued
the question of the salt water, and
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seemed to think it would have been
feasible under the circumstances. He
also seemed to think that the chief had
not stayed sufficiently long at the point
where the fire had broken out. ‘“How
many streams where there on the fire?”
he asked.

“James ‘Bay, Victoria West and head-
quarters,” replied the chief.

“What was the pressure like?” pur-
sued the alderman.

“S\ffhcient to have put out any or-
dinary kind of fire,” was the chief’s
reply.

“To what then was_the spread of the
fire attributable? Was it lack of wa-
ter, proper fire equipment or a short-
age of men?’ was asked.

“To none of these,’” said the chief.
“In my opinion it was due to the high
wind which was blowing. All the ap-
paratus or men we could have handled
would have been insufficient to stay the
fire. We have stifled fires which have
had a worse origin, and have had no
trouble except in the case of a high
wind.” e

‘“Was there no thought,” said Ald.
Fullerton, ‘‘of blowing up the houses
which lay in the path of the flames by
dynamite, and thus preventing the fire
from spreading?”’

“No,” responded the chief, “we did
not entertain the idea. It would have
been highly dangerous to use dynamite
in such a place. It was a regular rook-
ery, and had dynamite been used it
would have been impossible to say
where the debries would have fallen. It
would have been fatal to use an ex-
plosive with so many people around.
'"The chemical engine was of great as-
sistance. I almost believe that when
I was going about if I had had a five
gallon chemical box with me I could
have extinguished the fire before it
gained anything like the proportions
it did.”

“When you arrived was steam up in
the engine?”’ queried the Mayor.

‘“Yes,” replied the chief,

Ald. Vincent then asked why more
attention had not been paid to the Vie-
toria Soap Works, which in his opinion
wasg the cause of the fire spreading to
such an extent. Time wasg wasted, he
said, in playing on bricks while if the
conflagration had only been stifled at
the soap works much damage would
have been averted.

Chief Watson said that it was im-
possible to think of everything at such
a moment, and that he had done what
he considered best at the time.

Answering another query, the chief
said that at Store street the engine had
pumped the hydrant dry in less than
five minutes.

In the neighborhood of Green street
the chief attributed the lack of water
to the fact that hundreds of taps were
running in Spring Ridge and James
Bay district.

“Is it true,” queried Ald. Hanna,
“that throughout the fire a hose at
Sayward’s mill was kept running,
thereby wasting the water?”

The chief did not know.

Ald. Ross then asked if more ladders
had been kept by the different” houses
would not considerable danger have
been javerted?

“Certainly,” responded the chief, “It
would have been much easier to tear
away the shingles had there been a plen-
tiful supply of ladders. In my belief
the roofs should. be built of ‘composi-
tion and not of shingles, and the latter
lend themselves to disaster such as has
been experienced.” ‘Alluding to the en-
gines in use, the chief drew attention
to the two Merryweathers, one of
which, he said, had been built in 1360
and the other in 1889. They were both
old he said, but still serviceable.

Continuing, the thief said that either
of these engines could pump salt water.

“Did I understand you to say that
the spredd of the fire had nothing to
do with the lack of water?” asked Ald.
Vincent.

“Yes,” replied the chief.

Driver's Evidence.

Chief Watson then sat down and the
driver of the hose reel wagon was next
examined.

He stated that the hose was first laid
on from the rice mills, at the corner of
Store and Fisguard. Some 900 feet
had been laid on from the John Grant
engine, It was too hot to get through
to Herald street. He was back and for-
ward to the department getting more
hose line,

Ald. Vincent again pointed out that
the entire fault of the spread of the
fire was due to the two-story building
on Herald street. He then asked the
driver if he had been in charge of the
hose when it was laid on the Calvary
Baptist church.

“Yes,” he replied, “but it would not
reach.”

“Were there not two
hose,” queried Ald. Hall

“Yes,” responded the driver.

Asked if it would not have been pos-
sible to have got ahead of the fire and
stay its progress in this manner the
driver said that this wou’l have been
impossible, owing to the terrible heat
they could not approach near.

Ald. Vincent thought, however, that
it should have been fought from Gov-
ernment street. ‘“Then,” he said, “it
would have been coming towards you.”

Assistant Chief.

The next fire representative exam-
ined was Assistant Chief McDowell
He was kept on the stand for upwards
of an hour. His explanations were all
of a lucid character although the
ground covered by the questions of the
Mayor and alderman Aaliuded to fac‘s
which have already been established.

In his opening statements he gave
detgils of the different streams on the
fire. He gtated that the first detach-
ment to arrive was from the head-
quarters of the brigade. There were
five men and himself. There names
were Stuart, Oakes, Everett Hitch-
cock and Preston.

“How many of these were
men?”’ asked the Mayor.

“Five of them,” said the assistant
chief, ‘“the sixth was not trained, he
was a substitute and was very good.
The heal in places was terrible. Two
buildings were ablaze when we first
laid through. We started in Herald
street, but made no attempt to get
| ahead of the fire as it would have been
{ impossible. As soon as I saw that the
| outbreak would assume large propor-
tions, I sent in the general alarm as
almost from the first I realized that
the fire was going to be something
very big.”

“How many men are there attached
to the department in all?” queried the
Mayor.

“Twenty-seven,” responded the as-
sistant chief. ‘“There are 11 at head-
quarters and the remainder distrib-
uted through the different stations.”

“Where did you spend your time dur-
ing the fire?” asked the Mayor.

“I was from Store to Green streets
backwards and forwards. When I real-
ized that the fire in the vicinity of
Store street was under control, I ieft
Captain Palmer in charge with an en-
gine and nozzles.”

When asked with reference to the
supply of water, he said that he con-
sidered that it was very poor in the
neighborhood of St. John's church.

“Did Chief Watson give you any in-
structions during the fire ” he was
then asked.

“Yes,” replied the assistant chief,.“he
told me on several occasions to go to
different places.” .

“You say,” said the Mayor, “that
vou went along to St. John'’s church
and that you found a hose laid there
which would not reach the fire. What
did you do then2” $

“I sent the men farther up the
street to keep the sparks off the
houses,” came the reply.

“Was there an engine attached to
the hose at St. John’s church?” pur-
sued the Mayor.

“I could not remember,” responded
the assistant chief, “as I had such a
wide field to cover.” ‘How long did
you stay at St. John’s church?” “About
10 or 15 minutes and when I left I
placed a man in charge.”

“Where did you go then?”
back of the Baptist church.”

‘“What did you do there?” “I spent a
good deal of time looking for men to
keep the sparks down.”

“At any time during the fire,” asked
the Mayor, “did you and Chief Wat-
son have a conference as to the best
course to pursue?”’” “I might have
had,” said the assistant, “a fireman
has to work quickly.”

“Did you see any of the men the
worse of liquor?” “No, sir.”

“Did you see any of the volunteers
the worse of liquor?” “Yes there was
one man. On two occasions I took a
fireman’s helmet off a man.”

“After you left the vicinity of
Baptist church where did you
“First I went to Green street and then
to the corner of Chatham and
Pioneer.” 3

Alderman Hanna then asked: “When
you hitched on at the lower levels did
you find the force good.” In reply the
assistant chief sald: “It was fairly
good. I was not, however satisfied with
the force at St. Johh’s schoolhouse. At
Green street there was no water at
all. At the Douglas Street hydrant
there was a fairly good stream of
water.” 3

Some uncertainty seemed to prevail
as to who had laid the hose at the
back of the brewery. “I should like,”
said Ald. Henderson, “to meet the man
who laid the hose there.” He stated in-
cidentally that hé had taken charge at
that point himself.

The question of the strength of the
brigade then cropped up for the second
time, and the assistant chief gave elab-
orate details of the number of men
available and the number that had at-
tended the fire.

“What caused the fire to spread?”
asked Ald. Vincent. “Tt went like a
flash of powder,” was the reply. “From
the very first T knew it was going to
be a big affair.”

General Questions.

Ald. Hénderson then alluded to the
water pressure at the time of the out-
break. As to the pressure and the
pumping from the lake, the chief
pointed out that it was not the duty
¢f the brigade to interfere with the
pumps connected with -{welve-inch
main. *

Chief Watson then made a statement
relative to the lack of water at Green
street. The only available hydrant
was 900 feet away he said. The tank
there was empty. If it had been full
there would have been no difficulty.
He then explaindd that it was some
months since it had been seen to, ow-
ing to changes in the staff of the de-
partment &nd other duties. Continu-
ing, he said that there was not a man
in the fire department who was not in
thoroughly proper shape on the day of
the fire. Speaking of the suggestion of
laying before the fire, he said that it
would havs been a mistake as other
great fires in big cities had ‘ already
“We know of conflagrations
which have burned up great cities that
have had smaller beginnings to the
one now under discussion.”

Alluding to the question of salf
water, the chief again reiterated that
it would have wasted too much time
in trying to draw it from the harbor.

“You have admitted,’””. interrogated
the Mayor, ‘“that the engines were not
in proper repair. How many men have
you in the department on the active
list out of the 272" The chief replied
that the force was up to strength and
had done everything that was expected
of it. In the summer time there is al-
ways one man away on leave. From
time to time I have asked the council
to supply a few more men in the sum-
mer time but they have not done so
up to the present. !

“I notice,” said Ald. Fullerton, “that
there have heen 8 changes in the staff
during the last few months. What
do you attribute these to?” ‘“Some of
them have found, what they consider
bgtter employment, while others have
béen discharged,” responded the chief.

Commenting on this, Ald. Fullerton
said that he noticed that the-chief had
made several recommendations to the
council from time to time.

Engineer Collins.

Engineer Collins, who was in charge
of the Hugh Grant, then gave evi-
dence. He stated that the engine was
fired up before it left the station. The
last time it was thoroughly overhauled
was after the Driard fire. It was three
years since the valves had been opened.
He did not consider, however, that the
engine was out' of order now. Every-
thing had worked satisfactorily. In
practice, he pointed out, that the pump
could lift water a height of 27 feet.
To illustrate the difficulties against
which they had to contend, he showed
a bundle of stuff, consisting of earth
and rusted pieces of iron which from
time to time got into the engine and
this blocked it.

Volunteer’s Account.

Mr. Norris, a volunteer, who had
fought the fire at the corner of Doug-
las and Chatham streets, then gave
evidence. He stated that he had been
the amateur engineer of the steam
Deluge for 15 years. His energies had
been directed in the direction of the
blazing cord of woOod.

A Dawson dispatch says: Fully two
thousand people have gone into the
Innoko country and are now scurrying
through the hills and valleys fighting
mosquitoes, dragging small boats
through sloughs, cursing their luck or
anxiously sinking through muck and
gravel looking for the yellow fetich.

Purser C. D. Grange of the steamer
Hanmilton, which has just arrived from
the lower river, says small boats have
been heading for Innoko for weeks,
taking men from upper river points,
chiefly from Fairbanks, and there wiil
probably be no end to the procession
for some time. The information ob-
tainable on the main river is meagre,
as the men who go to the new strike
disappear up the winding stream and
scarcely a trace of their place of de-
parture from the father of the northern
waters is to be seen. Distances thare
are so vast that the procession of men
going into the wilderness seems scarce-
1y to have left a trace of its flight.

Some who have been up the Innoko
have gone out disgusted. Two men
who were on the strained Healey
steamer at Kuskowin crossed by In-
noko, staked claims and did not even
record them. Then .they mades their
way down to Yukon and worked _as
firemen on the Hamilton to St. Michael.

“However,” says Mr. Grange, “it is
not yet possible to say Innoko is a
failure. Traders are shipping in goods.
and the camp may in time prove good.”

The idea is for the Canadian Pacific
to build three new boats for the Hali-
fax route, and place the Empress of
Britain and- Ireland on the Pacific,
where they will sail in connection with
the company’s fleet in these waters.

WILL OPERATE
THREE STEAMERS

NEW CORIPANY WITH
HEADQUARTERS HERE

British Coast Steamship Enterprize--
harters Two Norwegian Vessels
--Purchases Third in England

('From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

Under the title of the British Coast
Steamship Company, a concern incor-
porated in January, has now assumed
definite proportions and will enter into
the trade of the Pacific coast over an
area ranging from Ketchikan in Alas-
ka to Guaymas in Mexico, and along
the line will include the principafports
on the North American seaboard.

The company has been primarily
equipped for the purpose, of carrying
ore, coal, lumber, explosives, machin-
ery and general freight. Its object
also is to create a tariff sufficiently low
1o foster the trade between the various
shipping mines and the smelters along
the coast line.

Two vessels have already been char-
tered by .the company. These are the
steamers Transit and Thordis and tue
first of these will leave Moji in Japan
cn the 5th of August for Portland with
a cargo of coal for the Pacific Coast
Steamship Company. The first sailing
1 the company’s vessels, whose head-
Guarters will be in Victoria, will be
on approximately the 1st of September
and hereafter sailings will be made in
accordance as the freight offers.

The two vessels chartered belong to
Wilhelmsen & Co., of Norway, ona of
the largest shipowners there. They
are sister ships of recent construction,
having been built last year. Each of
them is a 3,000 tonner with a cargo
capacity of 2,600 tons dead welght.
Their dimensions are: length, 270 feet;
beam, 38 feet, and depth of hold, 20
feet 6 inches, They are capable of
steaming 11 knots an hour and burn 8
tons of Welsh coal in 2¢ hours. They
are steel screw steamers with ateel
masts and derricks and-are construct-
ed with four hatches.

As before stated the headquarters- of
the new steamship line will be in Vie-
toria. The vessels will call at Ketechi-
kan, Portland Canal, Prince Rupert,
Vancouver, the Vancouver Island
smelters, Victoria, Seattle, - Tacoma,
Portland, San Francisco and Mexican
ports. \

The company will commence onera-
ﬁnns under the hapniest of auguries.
Already a contract has been secured
for seven and a half million feet of
lumber ues, which will be d¢drriea srom
Ketchikan, British Columbia and
Puget Sound ports to Guaymas in
Mexico for the construction of the
many railways which are now in hand
in the southern republic. For the re-
turn journeys contracts have been se-
cured for ore, salt, and fruit to be car-
ried from different Mexican ports to
San Francisco. The inauguration of
the company was due in large measure
to the demands arising from the ore
trade, but it is expected, and the con-
tracts already secured go far to show,
that the new company will deal in
nearly all the commodities incideat to
trade on the Pacific seaboard of the
North American continent. '

The company has been incorporated
with a capital of $100,000. This is
divided into shares of $100 each. The
president of the company is J. E. Gray,
who recently arrived here from Regina
and entered into the real estate busi-
ness.. The secretary is G. W. Jones,
and J. K. Smith is general manager.
The board of directors will consist of
the president, J. E. Gray, the secretary
G. W. Jones; C. W. Blackstock, H.
Saunders, a shipping man of Liverpool,
and Cecil Woods.

It is not the intention of the com-
pany to restrict its efforts to the
scheme outlined above. Already nego-
tiations are in progress for the acquis-
ition of a vessel in England. The veg-
sel is the steamer Armourer, which was
built in 1888. She is being purchadhd
at a cost of $100,000 and will be placed
on the route from Victoria to north-
ern British Columbia ports. Her di-
mensions are: length, 200 feet; beam,
30 feet, and draught, 14 feet. She has
an iron hull, double bottom, water
tight and water ballast compartments.
The vessel is ideadly constructed for
carrying ore, coal, coke, heavy 1na-
chinery and lumber. It is expected ihat
she will make three voyages e¢ach
month calling at Seattle, Vancouver,
Victoria and Prince Rupert and any
other ports in British Columbia where
cargo may be offering.
pointed out incidentally that she has
more cargo capacity than either thea
Princess Beatrice, the Venture, or the
Camosun. She is 19 years old and Eng-
lish built.

At first glance it might appear that
the new comp#ny will be in direct
competition with the Canadian Mexi-
can Paeific Steamship Company, the
enterprise recently formed and sub-
sidized by the Dominion and Mexican
governments. The Times has been
asked to state that the management
of the British Coast Company will do
everything 1in its power to co-operate
as far as is possible, and to cater to
the trade in conjunction with the Can-
adian-Mexican line.

Neither of the vessels, the Transit
or the Thordis, will be placed on.the
Skagway route. and this trade will not
be specially catered to until the ar-
rival of the Armourer in these waters.

The principal business accruing to
the new company is expected to re-
sult from the south bound ore trade.
It will, at the same time, foster every
other branch of trade. The headquar-
ters of the fleet being at Victoria will,
in no small, measure,.add to the well-
being of, this port as a shipping centre.
An interesting factor connected with
the new enterprise is that the capital
has been almost altogether subscribed
by British Columbians. The enterprise
is essentially a local one and great
hopes are entertained of its immediate
success. 3

INTIAL WORK
AT KYUQUOI

OPENING WEEK AT
WIALING STATION

: )
Plent at New Station Most Satis-

factory--Six Sulphur Bottoms and
four Humpbacks Captured

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The first week’s whaling from the
new station at Kyuquot Sound has re-
sulted in the capture of six sulphur-
bottoms and four humpbacks. The
news of this great activity was brought
to port on Saturday by the steamer
Tees, which arrived from the West
Coast of the Island.

The new station, which, as before
pointed out, is the largest in the world,
commenced operations on Tuesday, the
16th, and since steam was started up
there it has run without a hitch of any
importance. There was some stopping
of belts, as is the case in every new
plant till the belts are stretched. Some
elevators also had to be tightened until
they ran absolutely smoothly. These
little matters, however, did not inter-
fere with the work in any way, and
operations were being carried on while
they were being adjusted. Since the
inauguration of the station work has
never ceased.

The showing of the plant is satisfac-
tory in- every way pdnd beiter work
could not have beerr‘expected. It is in-
deed remarkable that an entirely new
factory after the stefiim is once started
should keep running”in full work with-
out interruption. ”

The sulphur brﬂ";' ns captured are of
large size, and wi*h it is pointed out
that one sulphur bottom is equal in
bulk to three smaller whales, it will be
seen that the initial work of the Kyu-
quot station has been eminéntly satis-
factory. This also in spite of the fact
that the plant was being worked short-
handed. The additional men teo com-
plete the crew have already been ship-
ped and a further numbér will go up
on the next boat as extra hands.

In connection with the Kyuquot sta-
tion there is a new feature never em-
ployed heretofore in ~any station
throughout the world. Hitherto in con-
veying the guonua from the drying ma-
chine to the storehouse a great quan-
tity was lost. At Kyuquot, however,
by means of an air blower and an air
screening arrangement thréugh which
only dust-free air will escape, the
guano is all deposited in the storehouse
and not 'a particule is lost.

During the last week the operations
by the steamer Orion from Sechart
have resulted in the capture of twenty-
one mammals. These were all hump-
backs and the record of each station
during the week is of an unprecedent-
ed character. Most credit is, however,
due to Kyuquot, inasmuch as it was
only commencing operations, and was
also handicapped by a shortage in men
due to labor conditions. A feature of
the belt of hunting ground lying along
the vicir)lty of Kyuquot would seem to
be that is it prolific in sulphur bot-
toms, and as each of these mammals
are three times as valuable as a hump-
back, it is highly likely that as time
goes on all records in the annals of
whaling will be surpassed by the Pa-
cific Whaling €Company from its new
station at Narrow Cut Inlet.

PITIFUL TALES OF
FAMINE IN CHINA

———

NATIVES SUBSIST ON
THE BARK OF TREES

Letters From Member of Relief Ex-
pedition Tell of Suffering---
Rumors of Cannibalism

New York, July 30.—Pitiful tales of
the famine in China, where 15,000,000
natives in the hunger-stricken prov-
inces along the Yanktse Kiang “ nave
undergone the ravages of slow starva-
tion, until death or the relief expedi-
tions delivered them from their suf-
ferings, are told in letters which have
just been received at the Presbyterian
board of foreign missions here from
William H. Gleysteen, who headed a
relief expedition from Pekin.

Mr. Gleysteen spent some time in the
famine zone, where, he says, thou-
sands of Chinese reduced to abject
want existed for months on the bark
of the trees and weeds. There were
reports in the city that in their dire
distress some Chinese practiced can-
nibalism. Food and funds recently
hurried into China from Europe and
America have adided wonderfully in
helping the distressed.

Describing the scenes as he viewed
them from a launch on the Grand
Canal, Mr. Gleysteen “stales that at
points along the canal swarms of
women and children surrounded the
boat and begged for food and held up
their skeleton babies as evidence of
their need.

GUATEMAILA EXPECTS
WAR WITH MEXICO

Has Made Preparations for Conflict
--Execution of Alleged Con-
spirators Pestponed

Mexico City, Mexico, July 30.—The
eleven men who were sentenced to be
shot in Guatemala City for conspiracy
in an attempt to assassinate the pres-
jdent, have not been executed and, ac-
cording to Walter Williams, a resident
of Guatemala City for 13 years, who
arrived in this city to-day, there will
be no executions for that offence.

THE PEACE CONFERENCE,

William T. Stead Criticises the British
Delegates.

London, July 29.—William T. Stead,
editor of The Review of Reviews, wno
has been conducting a publication at The
Hague, devoted to peace conference mat-
ters, when interviewed on the .progress
of the peace conference, delivered a seri-
ous indictment against the British dele-
gates. He said:

“Until last Saturday, when under the
pressure of angry protests the British
government instructed its delegates to
make a belated declaration of adhesion
to the American plan of obligatory ar-
bitration, the British delegation had done
nothing for '‘peace, nothing for arbitra-
tion, nothing, in short, for anything the
British people believed they had been sent
to The Hague to do.

“Their action, and still more, their in-
action, has been the amazement and de-
spair of all the friends of peace. I do not
exaggerate in the least when I say that
qs far as every principle the British gov-
ernment is supposed to have at heart is
concerned, it would have been far better
to have had no delegates at all than the
men who have shown scepticism where
they ought to have shown enthusiasm;
who have repelled where they ought to
have attracted; who have been a wet
blanket upon every aspiration of the
peace crusaders, and who have succeeded
in utterly(destroying England’'s reputa-
tion as the leader of the peace-loving na-
tions of the world.

“As members of a conference striving
for peace ideals, they are about the most
incompetent set of beings that ever
achieved an unmitigated failure.”

Continuing, Stead said: ‘‘Great Britain
having abdicated her traditional position,
the leadership has fallen into the hands
of Germany and the United States, and
we have taught the Americans that the
Germans are warmer friends and stouter
allies than the British.”

IRON AND STEEL COMPANIES.

No Steps Taken in the Direction of Set=
tling Dispute.

Halifax, July 29.—J. H. Plummer,
president of the Dominion Iron & Steel
Company, states there is no change in
the situation and nothing whatever haa
been done in the direction of a settle-
ment of the dispute between the Do-
minion Coal and Steel Companies.

PREPARING FOR WORK
WEST OF EDMONTON

Company is Ready to Give Contracts
Whenever Suitable Contractors
Are Available.

F. W. Morse, first vice-president and
general manager of the Grand Trunk
Pacific Railway Company. arrived in
Edmonton on Thursday, says the Bul-
letin. He was accomipanied by Chief
Engineer B. B. Kelliher, assistant 130«
licitor D’Arcy Tate and. his secretary.

Immediately on arrival the party
proceeded to the Grand Trunk offices
and held a conference with Mr. Van
Arsdel. .

To the Bulletin Mr. Morse stated he
was here on the official business of the
company. With respect to the work
between Edmonton and Winuipeg, Mr.
Morse said they were working all along
the line and most satisfactory progress

was being made notwithstanding the:

difficulties of Jast winter. The neces-
sary material for the construction of
the road between Edmonton and Win-
hipeg has been secured.

The Grand Trunk Pacific Company
ere preparing to begin construction on
the line west of Edmonton and are
ready to give contracts whenever suit-
able contractors are available. “We
are ready,” said Mr. Morse, “to give a
contract to-morrow if we can find a
contractor of experience and standing.”

Mr. Morse made no statement as to
the probable date of the entry of the
Grand Trunk Pacific into Edmonton,
remarking that he had nothing to say
beyond the previous announcement of
Mr. Schreibe. This announcement, it
will be remembered, was to the effect

» that the road would be completed to
Edmonton by the autumn of 1908.

Mr. Morse,said he expected to be in
Edmonton often during the coming
year in connection with the company's
business,

The above statement by Mr. Morse
that the company are ready to com-
mence construction west may be taken
to mean that the government engineer,
Mr. Schreiber, has approved of the
route chosen by the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific, and that the company will put
forth strenuous efforts to be the first
to reach the Pacific by the Yellow Head
Pass.

GREAT BRITAIN AND
PEACE CONFERENCE

- Delegates Are Preparing to Submit
a Proposal Providing for
Septennial Sittings.

The Hague, July 30.—The British
delegation is working on a proposition
which when it is presented will cause
considerable surprise, as it is in the
nature of the unexpected. As already
cabled, the  representatives of the
United States have been privately
discussing with other leading delégates
the ‘advisability of the United States
presenting a proposition for the peri-
odical sitting of the conference this
proposition suggesting that it should
meet quinquenially on June 2nd, begin-
ning in 1912,

The British delegation went ahead of
the Americans, having already com-
municated in the strictest secrecy to
only a few delegates of the great pow-
ers its proposition on the same sub-
Ject, that the conference should sit sep-
tennijally, but that two years before
the meeting special representatives of
Great Britain, Germany, Russia,
France, United States, Austria and
Japan and Italy should meet to pre-
pare the work of the conference, pre-
arranging everything connected with
its organization and the matters to be
taken under advisement. Thus when
the conference meets again 'its pro-
gramme would be already so studied
by each country that satisfactory
agreements could be the more easily
reached,

In addition although nothing has
been said against Russia, the confer-
ence would be no longer monopolized
‘by one nation, and would not depend,
as heretofore, on the will of the sov-
ereign of that country for its coming
together and its programme.

TROOPS IN BELFAST.

Belfast, July 30.—That the authorities
view seriously the local situation arising
from the strike of the dock laborers for
increased pay and shorter hours, which
has been aggravated by the revolt of the
police, who -are demanding more pay be-
cause of the extra work the strike entails,
is evidenced by the arrival here to-day of
the first battalion of the Cameron High-
landers with a Maxim gun and a detach-
ment of cavalry. In addition the Thir-
teenth Hussars are now on their way into
Belfast, and the Berkshire and Middlesex
regiments have been ordered to - hold
themselves in readiness to move at a
moment’s notice. Special camp accom-
modations are being provided, and it is
said that a total of 6,000 troops will be in
Belfast within a few days. - The number
of emergency magistrates has been in-
creased, and additional police inspectors
are arriving. The strikers were active
to-day and a number of dock carts were
overturned.

In Cork.

Cork, July 30.—The police of this city
are in full sympathy with the Belfast
force in their demands for increased pay.
They have asked the permission of the
inspector-general to hold a public meet-
ing to discuss the grievances of the Bel-
fast men, and a circular to this effect has
been sent to all the police stations in
Munster.

CRUISER PILED
UP ON ROCKS

H. M. S. Pyramus With Lord North-
cote on Board Met With
an Accident.

Steamer Manuka, of Canadian-Aus-
tralian ‘line, which reached port Tues-
day, brought news of the piling-up of
H. M. 8. Pyramus, a third-class cruiser
on the’ Australian station, on the Bar-
rier reef, about 18 miles to the north-
west of Cape Flinders, while convey-
ing the governor-general of Australia,
Lord Northcote, on hig return from a
trip to the northern territory. The
Pyramus was running at a, speed of 15
knots swhen she struck the coral reef
and slid up on it until her keel was
showing as far as the foremast. There
she lay for over a week wuntil the
steamer Tsinan, at the third attempt,
succeeded in towing her off at high
water. The salvage was considered a
wonderful feat, as the warship was, for
the greater part of the time, almost
high and dry and had to be shored up
with heavy timbers to prevent her
from keeling over.

Lord Northcote left the cruiser on
June 26th, the day after she piled up,
and returned to Brisbane, afterwards
leaving for Sydney. The Pyramus had,
through some unaccountable mistake
on the part of her officers, missed the
course inside the reef, which is a no-
toriously ticklish piece of navigation,
and piled up on the reef during the
dark in the early morning. When the
Tsinan succeeded in salving her it was
found that the cruiser had sustained
practically no damage. An investiga-
tion will be conducted to ascertain the
cause of the accident. Had the acci-
dent occurred upon ‘the rock reefs the
vessel would have been sunk within a
few minutes, and the fact that the
place where she struck consists mainly
of sand and soft coral alone prevented
a terrible disaster.

H. M. 8. Pyramus, which was com-
missioned for the Australian station at
Devonport on October 3rd, 1905, is a
third-class cruiser of 2,135 tons dis-
placement, and was constructed at Jar-
row in 1898-1900, at a total expenditure
of £141,008. She is 300 feet in length,
with a beam of 36 feet 6 inches, her
draught being 13 feet 6 inches. The in-
dicated horse-power of her engines,
which were built by Palmer’s Ship-
building & Iron Company, Limited, at
Jarrow, is officially given as 7,000, and
the vessel ig capable of maintainiag a
high rate of speed.

LIBEL ACTION.

Vancouver, July 3L—The libel suit
brought by R. F. Green, former com-
missioner of lands and works, against
the Vancouver World for $20,000 for
saying he was bribed by Sir Adolphe
Caron into accepting $37,000 in shares
of the Transcontinental Exploration
Syndicate which holds nine leases of
provincial coal lands, was partly heard
here to-day. It will be concluded to-
morrow. The World pleads justifica-
tion,

The court upheld Sir Charles Tup-
per’'s refusal to answer certain ques-
tions, on the ground of professional
privilege. - Premier McBride, Minister
of Finance Tatlow, and the president
of the executive council, Hon, Carter
Cotton, in turn claimeg privilege of
oath of office, which the court upheld.

D. W. Higgins, formerly editor of the
World, in turn claimed privilege of
editor. This was also upheld, and the
source of information was not reveal-
ed. He admitted he wrote the alleged
libel and declared he had verified the
information to his satisfaction.

Photographs of two destroyed letters
were produced, one from Caron to
Green and Green’s reply. These show-
ed the offer of shares was made as a
gift and declined by Green, but Barris-
ter Neil McKay, of Kaslo, later ap-
pointed deputy commissioner of lands
and works, had been named by Green
as a likely member of Caron’s syndi-
cate and certain shares later were sent
to him, which Caron says are of a
nominal value of $500.
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LABOR QUESTION
IN THE COUNTRY

Rev. Dr. Sparling of Winnipeg Wants
to Know Whence Workers Are
Coming.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Rev. Dr. Sparling, who passed
through town yesterday on a tour of
the West, has been making a study of
the conditions out here. He is im-
presed with the extent of the country
and the boundless possibilities, provid-
ing labor can be obtained to deveicp
it.

He was particularly interested ir the
Oriental labor question, one with which
he has not before come in contact.
“East of the Rockies,” said he, “‘the
Chinamen is a laundryman and that is
all. Here we find him doing every kind
of work and often in position of trust.
You British Columbians I fear,” said
he, ‘“do not look at the question with
an open mind. You are one-sided in
your views. In Winnipeg we get the
Englishmen, and they are no good.
Many of them come from the slums of
the great cities, and it is years before
they adapt themselves to the condi-
tions obtaining out here.

“If you don’t get the foreigner in
here, how are you going to develop the
country?” concluded the reverend gen-
tleman. ‘“The Canadian won’t do the
work, and who else will?”

DUTY ON FISH.

London, July 30.—Speaking in the
House of Commons to-day, J. B. Ro-
land, Nationalist representative for the
southern division of Kerry, called the
attention of the* y Foreign Secretary,
Sir Edward Grey, totthe fact that the
United States is. the principai market
for Irish cured mackerel, and asked
the secretary to \use his best endeav-
ors in connection ,vith the negotiations
now going on betyzy'n Great Britain,
Newfoundland, Canzga and the United
States, regarding the fisheries question
to have the American tariff of $2 a
barrel on _mackerel removed in the
event of Chnadian fish being allowed
to enter the United Statets free of
duty.

Sir Edward replied that if a favor-
able opportunity was presented to
make an attethpt to obtain a reduction
of the duties on the product of the
United - Kingdom, the case of Irish
cured mackerel would not be overlook-
ed, but he said the negotiations on the
subject of colonial fish that had taken
place some time ago had not led to
any definite result.

Address at Meeting of the I.iberaI

City.

Vancouver, July 31.—The Liberal Asso-
ciation last night decided that it was in-
advisable to oppose Hon.'W. J. Bowser.

R. G. Macpherson, M." P., delivered an
address on the Japa.r;ese question. He
said he would not object so much to the
incoming to this country if we had five
to one to hold them, but if things kept on
as they have been it is quite possible
there would be as many Japanese as
whites here.

FAMOUS RUNNER
ARRIVES IN CITY

B. R. Day, Great Britain’s Champion,
Will Challenge Any Professional
on the Continent.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

One of the world’s greatest atliletes
in the person of B. R. Day, the pro-
fessional champion short distance run-
ner of Great Britain, arrived in Vie-
toria this morning on boardi *he steam-
er Manuka. He has come from a tour
through Australia and New Zealand
where he attended many athletic meets
and met the champions of both coun-
tries.

He leaves for Seattle to-night' and
on his arrival there his manager, Rufe
Naylor, who accompanies him on his
tour, will post $1,000 forfeit and chal-
lenge, on behalf of Day, any runner,
either in the United States or Canada
over distances ranging from 130 to 1,-
000 yards. B. R. Day is anxious to
meet the best runners on the Ameri-
can continent and immediately on his
arrival in Seattle, will go into train-
ing.

Mr. Day is one of the most versatile
athletes in training. This can be
guaged from the-faet that he is wiil-
ing to meet Alfred Shrubb, the world’s
long distance runner, over a distance
of a mile. If Shrubb is agreeable to
will require three
months to get into, training for the
longer distance. Day also signifies his
willingness to meet Tom Longboat, the
Canadian Indian marvel, if the latter
should turn professional. He will not
race any distance over a mile, but
when it is considered that he is really
a short distance champion, the fact
that he is willing to meet either Shrubb
or Longboat, the acknowledged cham-
pions of long distance running, some
idea of his anxiety for a match can
be gleaned. His best time for the mile
is 4 minutes and 22 seconds.

During the time he was in the An-
tipodes, Day put up two new world’s
records on circular tracks. The first
was over a distance of 175 yards which
he accomplished in 171-5 seconds, and
the second was the 440 which he did
in 474-5 seconds. The last perform-
ance was a marvelous one as he prac-
tically walked the last 15 yards after
going at full speed up to that distance.

This morning B. R. Day and his
manager, Rufe Naylor, paid a visit to
J. E. Smart, the secretary of the Agri-
cultural Society, with a* view to get-
ting on an engagement at the fall fair.
Mr. Smart told them that while he
would not recommend them to stay in
the neighborhood on chance of a match,
he would, in all probability, make
some arrangement if they were still at
Seattle at the time. It will be remem-
bered that some time ago negotiations
weng in progress to securc Tom Long-
boat for the fall fair to be held here.
It is not yet known if he can ccme.
The fair authorities need not, however,
lack an attraction in view of the
presence of B. R. Day, who in his own
particular sphere, is even more famous
than the Indian runner.

Ruring his tour in the United States
and Canada, B. R. Day will make at-
tacks on all the short distance records
from 100 yards to 1,000, and he is very
hopeful of establishing new ones on
straightaway tracks. He will make
his headquarters at Seattle for some
time to come and even if a match can-
not be arranged in this city, it is
very probable that he will give an ex-
hibition at the fall fair to be held here.

FIRE IN QUATSINO.
Difficulty Was Experienced in Saving
the Wharf—Two Houses Burned.

Last week the Quatsino townsite was
almost devastated by fire. The fire
raged for about five hours, commenc-
ing at 930 p. m. Two houses were
burned down, two others were saved,
The wharf very narrowly escaped to-
tal destruction. It was on fire, but
through the energy of the constable,
who organized a bucket brigade, it was
saved. The men of the town turned
out in a body. They did yeoman ser-
vice. The fire was kept under control,
but it was hard work to extinguish it,
and the fight with the flames was fierce
while it lasted. QGreat praise is due to
the local constable, who superintended
the work of the volunteer brigade.

J. E. Doyen, who has just returned to
this city, was present at the fire. In
reference to Quatsino he reports that
the fishing this year is exceptionally
good. The biggest pack on record has
been secured. The Alert Bay cannery,
on the east coast, has had a particular-
ly good season up to the present.

The construction of the railway from
the Sound to the June group of mines
is to be immediately started. It is re-
ported that J. A. M. Moore has shut
down work one one of his properties.
The men employed were sent down in
a body on the gteamer Tees.

The timber limits in the neighbor-
hood have all been carefully staked
out. It is stated that nearly all the
limits worth taking up have now heen
secured.

for it has arisen. Ranchers have be-
come anxious to rent large tracts as
grazing lands for cattle and sheep,
and farmers and fruit growers have
sired to homestead quarter sections,
and to buy adjoining quarters or more.
Occasionally there has been a clash be-
tween the rancher amd the homesteader,
The rancher paid two cents per ac
as rental for the lands which he used.
The homesteader pzid the market pr
for the lands which he bought. Part
of the country was in the dry belt and
there were many' questions connect-
ed with irrigation, in reference to
which information was sought by the
government. Beyond the Cascades,
part of the country was very wet and
all the conditions were different. The
number of immigrants entering the
district was not excessive, but they
were numerous enough to render it es-
sential that the department of the in-
terfor should have exact information
regarding the conditions prevailing in
all parts of the province. The cli-
mate was attractive in the Sunset pro-
vincg, and in the years to come there
would be an increasing ‘movement into
all portions of the country where there
was arable land.

BRAKEMAN’S DEATH.
His Legs Severed by Freight Car—Died
in Hospital.

An ccident attended by fatal results,
occurred at Revelstoke shortly before
midnight on Thursday, J. McMillan,
brakesman, was on his way home and
was crossing the yard, when the yard
engine, which was swiltching, sent down
a string of freight cars just as MeMil-
lan was crossing the track. The fore-
most car struck him violently and
knocked him down, the wheels passing
over both his legs, one of which was
completely severed, the other being
terribly mangled and hanging by a few
shreds. . The unfortunate man was con-
veyed to the hospital. He regained con-
sciousness only for a short time, and
died early Friday morning.

The deceased was a man only 23 years
of age, and very popular amongst his
associates, having been in Revelstoke
for the past year.

Indians Are Increasing—Inspector West
Arrives From Lesser Slave Lake.
Inspector West, of the R. N. W. M.

P., passed through Calgary last week,

en route to Banff for a few weeks’

sick leave. Inspector West nas been
stationed at Lesser Slave Lake, about
three hundred miles north of Edmon-
ton, for the past six years. In conver-
sation with the Albertan he said that
the climate in the Peace River district
is very good and that wheat of the
very best quality and vegetables of all
kinds can be raised without fear of
frost. A flour mill is 'in operation at

Vermillion, which supplies flour to the

different posts and settlements

throughout the district.

Inspector West, who is also a doctor
of medicine, was for five years medical
officer to the Indians under treaty S.
and his territory includied the entire
Athabasca country. He says that the
prevailing disease among the Indiansis
tuberculosis, but in spite of the fact
that the death rate is high, the Indians
of that district are increasing at the
rate of about five per cent. per annum.
The settlers in the Peace River dis-
trict are very prosperous and expect
shortly to have railway communica-
tion with the southern country through
the construction of a branch of the
Grand Trunk Pacific.
