INGINERATOR CLOSED;
'MENACE-TO PROPERTY

et e

Its Close.Proximity to Creosote
Tank Might Cause a Dis=«
astrous Fire.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

As a result of an inspection of the
civic incimerator at the«foot of Tele-
graph street, following a report from
the sanitary inspecfor that it was bad-
ly in meed of attention, the streets
committee last night ordered the city
engineer to stop the burning of refugze
at once, and this has been done to-day.

Ald. Raymond brought the matter o
the attention of the committee as one
calling for immediate actlon. The
small incinerator, in which refuse that
can be burned is dispoged of, is within
a few feet of the large tank in which
wood paving blocks 'are ’ tr¥ated.
Should a spark get into the tank there
would be an explesion, 1,600 gallens of
creosote wéuld flow down into the har-
bor, and in addition to the disastrous
fire which would be caused in the
neighborhood, destruction would be
carried to the shipping in the harbor,
and the whole harbor front. The creo-
sote has been flowing down the creviges
in the rocks under and around the in-
cinerator, thus creating another source
from which fire might start,

Ald. Raymond suggested that the new
city wharf be extended to the faoet of
Herald street, and the incinerator be
placed there, making that end the gar-
bage wharf, In any case a larger plant
is_necessary, a8 the incinerater is con-
gested and oartloads of inflammable
refuse lying around it add to the
menace,

After hearing Ald, Raymeond. the
committeg lost no time in deciding. oR
closing the plant and having the en
gineer prepare plans for an extensien
of the wharf.

Ald, Ross and Ald. Raymend cdlled
attention to garbage floating ahout the
harbor mouth, and Ald. Turner men-
tioned complamts of stuff drifting in
along the™Dallag road foreghore, The

AMBASSADOR BRYCE
AT PEACE CONFERENCE

Speaks at Closmg Sessmn of
Gathering at Lake
Mohonk,

Lake Mohonk, N, Y., May 22,—With
an imposing array of speakers, the fif-
teenth annual meeting of the Lake Mo-
heonk conference en international arbi-
tration conejuded its deliberations Jast
night. The speakers include the- Rt.
Hon, James Bryce, the British ambas-
sador; Alfred Maseley, eof London;
Representative Richard Bartheldi, of
Missouri; Edward J. Wheeler, editor
"of Current Literature; ank Chapin
Gray, editor of the Chautauquan, and
Dr, Richard Watsen Gilder, ot the Cen-
tury. 3

Mr, Bryce said in pa.rt “Why is the
practice of nations regarding peace so
much worse than their theory? One
of the answers given that ill feeling be-
tweén nationg leading up .to war is due
to the newspapers, which, when a dis-
pute arises between two peeople, are
accused of misrepresenting the pur-
poses and the sentiments of the other
people, and’ so leaBling each people to
believe itself whally in the right and
the other whally in the wrong.

“It is not necessary to gefend the
newspapers, but in the interests of
truth and justice it. must be asked
whether it is really they whe are to
blame. In every country the newspga-
pers reflect the wishes of the people,

A ditch from the point of diversion
to the Jordan Meadows, will be con-
structed to a power house to be erect-
ed upon lots 2; 8, 4, ‘or 9, Renfrew Dis-
trict, at the mouth of the Jordan river
or near it where the electric power will
be generated. The water will be re-
turned into the natural channel of the
Jordan Meadows, being one source of
supply of the Jordan river, the differ-
ences in; altitude being 20 feet.

The proposed reservoir for .storing

ROBERT HOLLOWAY

Deceased Had Resided in Brit-
ish Columbja From Early
Days of Colony.

The death of Robert Holloway this
morning removes. another of the pio-
neers of the: province. The deceased
has been for a long time employed on
the staff of the provincial printing of-
fice. After an illness of a. short dura-
tion he passed away this morning at
St. Joseph’s hospital.

He was the son of an English bar-
rister and was born at Norwich 76
vears ago. The family came to Canada
in the early '50's. The eldest son,
Lieut. Arthur Holloway, dying in India
a few years ago. Robert Holloway, the
yvoungest of the family, came to Vic-
toria  in December, 1863, travelling
overland from Fort Garry, an Hudson’s
Bay post, by ox-team. striking the
Fraser river dt Tete Juene Cache; In
1865 he went to Cariboo and engaged
in gold mining, returning later to Vic-
“toria.

Arguing that the Indians of British
Columbia have much. more land set
gpart for their mse than is necessary
to meet their regujrements, and that

edly provoke semething very much
mere to be deplored than strained re-
lations. N

If the attacks npon Germany which
appear monthly in: the jingeistic: Na-
tional Review, a frothy periodical
which professes to be greatly con-
cerned about the future of the Empire,
are inspired chiefly by political spite
against the Asquith government, then
matters political bave fallen to a very
low ebb in Great Britain.

AS TO AUTHORITY

Full Text of Judgment in Bur-
rard Power Company: ...
Case.

decision in the case of the at-
cv-general for the Dominion of
ada vs, the Burrard Power Com-
Ltd., and the attorney-general

C,, recently given in the Ex\

juer court of Canada is a interést-

ine one. It establishes points-in rela-
tic: to the rights of the Dominion and
the province relative to lands in the
rai'way belt in the province. The judg-
ment of Mr. Justice Cassels in the Ex-
chcquer eourt ‘as announced briefly in
a (despateh to the Times a few days
ago is in favor of the contention ef the
Dominion government in the points of
disgpute. It is held that the Burrard
company i8 net entitled to divert-water
from the navigable stream “as-propas-
ed. The company was on April 7th,
1906, granted under the Water Clauses
Act of the province the right to divert
25,000 inches of water from Lillooet
lakes and tributaries and Lillooet river
and its tributaries to be used for power
purposes and ta be returned at a stated
point. The atterney-general .of the Do~
minion as plaintiff in the case, sets
forth that the Lillooet river and Lil-
looct lake are wholly within the lands
known as the railway belt granteg in
1880 by the. pravince of British Colum-
bia to the Dominion geverpment for the
purpose of aiding the econstruction-fer
the Canadian Pacific railway. The Do~
minion govermment alleged that this
record purported to be granted  the
copany, if acted upon., wéuld- seri-
ously interfere -with the rights ef pro-
perty of the Dominion in the said rail-
way belt, and.-would also interfere with
the public rights of navigation in the
said Lillooet river. The Dominion also
contended- that the British . Columbia
Wwater Clauses Consolidation Act ex-
pressly provided that lands reserved to
the crown should net be affected byits
provisions, The attorney-genera} for
the Dominion claimed that the said
water record Was invalid and asked the
court for a& declaration to that, effect,

and also for-an-injunctien te restraln 8

the Burrard Power Company frem pro-
ceeding to complete and enforce any
rights they may assert under the said
water record. The defendant company
in their defence claimed  that the said
water record could mot be set aside-ex<
cept upon the petifion of the provingial
authorities.
Provinece a Party,

The attorney general. of _British Col-
umbia. was added as a party defendant
subsequent to the filing of the defence.
The fa.cts were_referred. for inquiry and
report' to Mr. Justice Martin of the Su-

preme court ‘of British Columbia, and
he-reported amongst other things. that
the Lillooet river at the point in dis-

pute was wholly within the railway
belt, ahd that the proposed diversion of
the water of the, river under the said
record, would interfere with navigation.
An appeai was taken from . the report
of the referee to Mr. Justice Cassels.
By the judgment. delivered by him the
contention of the Domimion that the
waters in questxon are wholly within
the railway belf is sustained, and asu
a consequence the qwnership by the
Dominion would carry with it the bed
of the lake and of the river and of the
waters, in any event where it is mon
tidal. This renders the British Colum-
bia, water clauses consolidation inoper-~
ative .as against the Dominion in re-
spect of the locus in guo, and the Bur-
rard Power Company have no rights
under such legisjation as against the
Dominion. “Mr. Justice Cagsels .also
holds that if the proposed diversion
by the company of waters of the Lil-
looet river took- place, a very serious
interference with the navigability of
the river would result, The Dominion
is held to be -entitled to-.a declaration
that the -company’s record -is invali

The defendants, the Burrard ‘Power
Company, in their defence, deny all the
allegations of the-information.

chequer court of Canada regulating the
proceedings on a reference.
“Dated at Ottawa, this 23rd day of
December, 1907.

1. The alegations, founded upon cer-
tain statutes, contained in the first,
ninth and tenth paragraphs of the in-
formation were"’not-considered proper
subjects of diseussion before me under
said order of reference.

2. The allegationsg of fact contained in
the third paragraph of said informa-
tion were admitted.

3. The allegations of faet econtained
in paragraph four of said information
have been proved. It is to be explain-
ed that the given point of return of the
water “diverted from gsaig Jakes and
river, i.e.;- at or near lot 404, group one,
New Westminster district, is not on
the “Lillooety river, but ecn Kanaksa
creek, which creek at its nearest point
is .distant from said river about twé
miles to the south, andesaid creek dis-
charges into ‘the ‘Frager river.

4. The allegations of fact ntained?
in the fifth paragraph of said;inferma-
tion have been proved.

5. The allegations-of fact contained ln
the sixth and seventh paragraphg of.
said infermation have been proved;:
and the rights of .the Dominion: which;
have been’ materially yxteygered W‘thb
include navigation, timber, ang fisher=
ies; the result of defendant’s proposed
undertgking upon the salmon (seckeye)
spawning beds in the lake would be
specifically detrimental, not, to, speak
of the harmfu] effect upon: that_fish
and ‘other kingds of salmon and trout;

ary volume of water in the river, there-
by curtailing the spawning area 24
proWably entirely preventing fisn from
ascending to the upper reaches of the
river at the proper season of the year.

6. The allegations sf faet contained

Within Railway Belt,

7. With respeci %0 #he second para-
graph of said information the allega-
tions of fact therein ' dontained ‘that
“both the Lillooet river, which is tribu~
tary .9f the Pitt river, and the Lillecet
lakes from whiéh it rises, are wholly
situate within the limits of the said
railway belt,’” hdve béen proved. Coun-
sel-for the defence: and for the-atter-
ney-general of British- Columbia, ad-
duced a considerable beody of evidence
to show that the soureces of supply of
said lakes were to a large extent out-
side the said-railway belt, but I have
not entered upon the eonsideration -of
that matter beeause in my opinion it is
an immaterial issue which it would net
be profitable. to. pursue.

Navigable Stream.*

Withi¥espagt to the allegation in the
same paragraph, that “the Lillooet
river is about twel¥é miles long and is
4 public and navigable stream,” the
evidence establishes the fact that the
river is a tidal one for a distance of
upwards of nine -miles from its mouth
(at Pitt river.) Of said nine miles,
nearly six miles, up to what is called
the, Town Line bridge, are navigable
for power oraft of varioug sizes. Said
bridge has prevented any evidence,
based on actual experiment, being of-¥
fered of the capacxty of the stream
above ‘it for power craft, but the evi-
dence points to the belief that a little
and inexpensive work would enable
such crafvt to go up another mile or
so, Above the said bridge loggers’ and
other boats can go up for two or three
miles, say about nine miles in all near-
ly any time in the year. The balance
of the river (which as a whale is ‘prob-
ably nearer thirteen miles long than
twelve, though there ig ‘no exact mea-
surement) is for the most part of a dif-
ferent character, the stream becoming
much swiftef and narrower, and its nse
is made more difficult by riffles and
rapids of varying depth and strength,
and shallow and rocky places through
which the channel makes its way with
lesg or more facility according to the
height of water.. There are no falls in
the river, and the rapids or shoals are
not ef a size er nature te prevent pros-
pectors’, fishermen’s and loggers’ load-
ed boats of abeut twenty feet in length,
being laboriously poled, or ‘“‘tracked’” by
line, following the mere :or léss eon-
tracted channel, up to the lake during.
any part of the year, except at the top
of freshets; which are of uncertain oc-
currence owing- to their being iargely
caused by the varying rain or snow-
fall in the mountains surrounding the
lakes. The river.is not obstructed by
ice, and is capable of being used to
drive logs in a commercia] sense for
between eight.and nine months of the
year, the time for so doing depending
upon the freshets, which do not as a
rule occur in the latter part of June,
or.in July or August, or till the latter
part of September. The river as a
whole -is not of so turbulent a nature
as streams which. are generally met
with in' the mountainous section ef
BriQ:h Columbia, and it has mere than
the average natural facilities for driv-
ing logsy» -

It is contended for the defence that
the stream has no higher elaim to be
considered navigable than that pertion
of the Miramichi river above Price's
Bend, which is described in the Queén
v. Robertson-(1882) 6 8, C. R..52, at p.
129, and -which was held not to be nay-
igable but in my opinion it is impossi~
ble to really compare the two streams
in view of the somewhat meagre. de-
scription given of the Miramichi. The
fact that boats can only - utilize a por-
tion of a stream in the ascent thereof
by resorting K to more or less slow or
laborious methods, does not ‘of itself
determine it§ navigability, any more
than does the fact that the descent
may be corresppndingly swift and easy. |
In my opinion it ¢dmes to a question of
degree, and regard must be had to the
custom and pature of the country and

utilized by these experienced in fheir
nature and” peculiarities. The well-
known " navigation by steamboats of
certain turbulent rivers in this province
might well be regarded as an impossi-
bility by these who had not the lecal
knowledge and experience. I feel that
the question is not an easy one to de-
cide, but after giving due effect to the
evidence afid argument, I have been

-unahble to reach any other-cenclusion

t.han that this river is a navigable ene.
Submitting respectfully the foregoing
for your lordship’s consideration,
I have the hohor te be, sir,
Your obédient servant,
(8gd.)

Judgment Given,

The report was duly filed on the 22nd
Decenfber, 1908, and notice of the Afiling
thereof given ‘to the defendants shortly
thereafter.

No appeal was taken agalust the re-
port, and by the rules- of the ¥Ex-
chequer court the report became abso-
lute. (See-rule 214.) Si

Thereupon the plaintiff set the case
down for hearing, praying for judgment
as asked by the information;gand the
case came on for argument before me
on the 13th April, 1909,

Mr. Newcombe, K.C.,. eppeared for
the plaintiff, The attorney-general of
British .Columbia (the Hon. Mr. Bow-
ser. K.,C.), and Mr. Lafieur, K. C., ap-
peared for the respective defendants.

On the opening of the case am appli-
eation was made on behalf of the de-
fendants for leave to appeai from the
report on two grounds, ‘and after cen-
siderable discussion, the defendants
were allowed to appeak

The grounds of the appeal are as fol-
lows: .

1. The finding of. fact contained in
the bth paragraph of the shid report,
and. contained in-the following words
of the said paragraph:

““The result of defendants” propesed
undertaking 'upon the salmon (sockeye)
spawning beds in the lake would be
speciaUy detrimental, not to speak of
the harmful effect upon that fish and
Other kinds of salmon and trout caus-
ed "by the reduction of the ordinary vol-
ume of water in the river, thereby eur-
tailing the spawning area and probahly
entirely preventing fish from ascending
to the ypper reaches of the river at the
proper season of the year.”

2, The finding  of fact contained in
the 7th paragraph of the said report, to
the effect that the Lillooet river is a
navigable river.

It was considered by counsel for fhe
plaintiff and defendants that it would
be in the .interest of the parties that
the appeal should be argued’ ai the
same $ime as the motion for judgment,
and that I should pronounce judgment
on the findings of the report ag given
by the learned referee or: as  subse-
quently varied by me, if varied.

I will deal with the grounds of ap-

peal later, although in m® judgment

the legal rights of the plaintiff will not

be affeeted even if the report be varied

As contended for by the defendants,
Malin Questiens;

The two: majn questions argued on
the part of the plaintiff were:

ist. That the Water Clauses Consoli-r
dation Act. 1897, Cap. 190 of thd®Revised
Statutes of British Columbia, does not
confer powers as against the property
of the Dominion, and that™if this legis-
lation purported to §6 enact, the enact-

ment would be ultra vxres ‘and of no |

effect.

9nd, That the propo¥ed grant referred
to. in paragraph fouriéf the informa-
tion would be an interfergnce with the
public right of navigation, and that
therefore the plaintiff is entltled to an
injunetion to restrain such diversion of
the water.

On behalf of the defendants, Mr. La-
fleur argued yvery forcibly and succinct-
ly the casefrom the standpoint of Brit-
ish Ceolumbia. Hig contention is, 1st,
that the property which passed from
British Columbia to the Dominion, pur-
suant to the agreement referred to in
paragraph 1 of .the information, is not
property within the meaning of section
91 of the Confederation Act, and that
the property in question still forms part
of thé, province of British Columbpia.
with Tespect to which the legislature
of British Columbia bad ful] nower to
iegislate, and that the property in
question was affected by the provisions
of the Waters Clauses Consolidation
Agct, 1897, Cap. 199, referred to,

3rd. That prior to the agreement and
statutes referred to in the first para-
graph of the information certain sta-
tutes had been enaeted by the legisla<
ture of British Columbia  which inter-
fered with riprarian rights as they ex-
isted theretofore; -and the Deominion
took subject to these rights and the
power of the legislature of British Col-
umbia to amend such prior statutes.

4th, That the litigation was prema-

ture, as the grant to the defepdantg the
Burrard Power Coppany, Ltd., had not
yet -been approved by the lieutenant-
governor in council,
“@ubsequently  this - contention w&s
Jnpdified into a contention .that it was
ipremature in so far as a right to 23
injurction ig concerned.

If the prepérty in question ig pro-
perly _included in the division of pro-
perty covered by section 91, then if not
affected by prior Ieglslation of British
Columbia the case for the defence fails.

‘Precious Metais Case.

The argument for the defence rested
mainly on the language of the judges
of the board of the judicial gommitice
of the Privy Council in the precious
metals gase—Attarney-General of Brit-
ish Columbia v, Attorney-General of
Canada (14 App. Cas, 29.) This case
was duly considered by the Supreme
court in the case of Farwell v. the
Queen (228; C. R., p. 552.)

In the case of the Queen v. Farwell
(14 8. C. R. 393), the agreements with
British Columbia and-the effect of the
Statute of British Columbia, 47 Viet.
eap, 14, were considered by the learned
judges,

8ir W. J, Ritchie, C.J., states as fol=|

lows: -

“I.am clearly of opinion that the ap-
plication of the defendant on the 22nd
November, 1883, conferred on “him ne
right, title, or interest in the land ap-

plied for. T am also of opinion that the
line of the Canadian Pacific railway. as
well in jaw as in fact, was on the 13th

that on the 16th day of January, 1885,

‘the date of the grant. the preyince of

British Columbia had ceased to have
any interest in the land covered by said
grant, and that the .title to the same
was in the crown for the.use and bene-
fit of the Dominion of Canada and
consequently conveyed ne right, title,
or interest to the defendant,in said
lands.”” (Page- 423.)

Strong, J.: *I am of opinion that the
objection that the statute required @&
grant or some subsequent instrument
%o carry it into execution wholly fails.
It was clearly self-executing and op-
erated immediately and conclugively
as soon as the event on which it was
limited to take effect happened, that is
as soon as the ‘line of railway was
finally located. Whether upon that
event occurring it operated by relation
from the date of its enactment B0 &8
to *avoid intermediate, grants by the
province of British Columbia is ‘an in-
duiry which the facts of the present
case do not require us to enter upon,
for the respondent acquired no title to
this land unti] after the line of railway
was finally” located.” (P, 425.)

Fournier, J,: “In the case of At-
torney-General of British Columbia v.
Agtorney-General of Canada (14 S, C.
R, 345), which was decided by this
court yesterday, I had occasion to ex-
press my opinion upon the question of
the ownership of the preciois:metals
in' these railway ilands, but as regards
the ‘construction to be put ‘upon the
statute granting provincial iands in aid
of the construction of the Canadian
Pacific railway, I think the expressions
used dre guite sufficient to comvey the
lands to the Dominion. and:therefore
Farwell’s title from the government of
British Columbia s void.” (B..428)

The judgment of the Supreme court
in Attorney-Genera] of British Celum-
bia v. Attorney-General of Canada
having been reversed by the board of
the Privy Council so far as the right
to the precious metals are concerned,
the quegtion again arose in the Bu-
preme court in the case referred to of
Farwell v. the Queen (22 8. C. R, 53.)

Transfer to Dominion,

King, J., in pronouncing the " judg-
ment of the court, said: :

“These lands are within what is
known as the raflway belt, a tract of
land transferred to the Dominion by
Act of British Columbia, 47 Vic. ch, #
(1883.) In October, 1885, an information

of intrusgion was filed against Farwell#

in respect of the lands in question: ]
He then set up as a defence that his
possession was under a grant issued to
him by the Queen under the great seal
of British Columbia .in January, 1885,
and that prior thereto the landg were
in the ‘hands and posSession of the
Queen,, in right of the Dominion, and
not in right of the province. It was so
held, by the Supreme court of Canada |
(14 S. C. R, 392) and the defendant was,
put but of possession on $th .Ta_nuar-y',
1892."" (P. 587.)

““But, secondly, theré is no inconsls-
tency between Queen v. Farwell (14
Can. 8. C. R. 392) and Attornéy-Gen-
eral of British Celumbia v.
General of Canada. (14 App. Cas. 295,)
The former case held that the Act of

British Columbia transferred to the Do-

minion the rights in the lands which
had been formerly enjoyed by the pro-
vince. The Jatter held that the act]
transferred  to the Dominion those!
rights only, and did not transfer the
jura regalia, ineluding therein the pre-
cious metals then in question. These
were held t0 be in-the crown, subject to
the control and disposal of the govern-
ment of British Columbpia.” (P. 558))

The opinion of Mr. Justice Burbidge
is reported in 38 Ex. C. R. 288.

Quoting at page 559 from St. Cath-
arineg Milling Co. v. the Queen (14 App.
Cas, 46), Mr Justice King said:

The title is in the Sover-
eign in right of the Dominion, in the
same senge (as te territoria] rights) as
it was in the Sovereign in the right of
British Columbia = before the act of
1883. Mr, Justice Burbidge has effectu-
ally disposed of the suggestion‘ that,
upon a sale of the lands by the Domin-
ion. the grant is to be spassed under the
great seal of British Colmubia on ap-
plication of the Dominion. The rights
of the crown territorial or prerogative,
are to be passed under the great seal of
the Dominion or province .(as the case
may be)-in which ig vested the benefi-
cia] interest therein, otherwise they
cannot be said to be enjoyed by it, or
under its control.”: (P. 560, 1).

By the
iatter act the minister of public works
for Manitoba was authorized to con-
struct -any public-work ‘at the expense
of the province, of which the construc-
tion - might be assigned to him by the
lieutenant-governer * in° eouncil, and
whether such work was autoorized by
the statutes then in force or met.. It
was also provided ¢hat:sums needed
for the construction of such . public
‘works might be raised by loan upon
the credit of the province bearing in-
terest dat a rate not eéxceeding five per
centum.” Both 'theSe¢ acts ' were disal-
lowed by the governor-gemerajin ecoun-
cil on-the recommendation.of Sir John |
/Thompson. The following observatxons
are taken from his repoft:

or reserve.’

It, will be noticed that this section
expressly excepts from its - operation
“any navigable river ‘or (water) other~
wise under the exclusive jurlsdietion
of the parliament of Canada.”,

Cap, 190 of the Revjsed Statutes o
British- Celumbia. 1897,  is the_statite -
ungder the provision of whieh the grant
of the water power in question  was
made. The title of the Act is as fol~
Tows:

“An Aet to confirm t6 the Crown all
unrecorded and unappropriated Water
gnd Water Power in the Prevince, and
to consolidate and amend the law re-
Jating to the acquiring of ‘water rights
and privileges for ordiffary domestic,
mining and agricultura] purposes, and
for ' making adequate provision for
‘munieipal water supply, and for the ap=
plication of water  power to industrial
and mechanicd] purposes.”

1t recites the Water Privileges Act of
1892

“YWhereas, by the Water privileged
Act, 1852, all water and water power

in the province, not under the exclu~ -

sive jurisdiction of the parliament of,
Canada, remaining unrecorded and un-
appropriated on the 23rd day of Apri.
1892, ‘were declared to be vested in the
crown in right of the province, ang it
was by the said act enacted that na
right to the permanent diversion or ex-
clusive use of any water or water paw=
er so.vested in the crown should after
the said date be acquired or conferre:

save under priviliege or power in that
behalf granted or conferred by act of
the legisiative Assembly heretofore
passed, or thereafter to be passed.”

It also recites: ™ - -

‘“And whereas it is neécessary and exs
pedient at the presént session to ‘pro=
vide for the due consgervation of ‘all
water and water power‘so vested in the
crown as aforesaid, and to provide
means whereby such water and watew
power may be made available ‘to the
fullest possible extent in aid of the
industriaj development, and of the -
ricultural ang mineraj resources of
province.”

Stream Defined.

This recita] deals with water 8¢
vested in the crown by virtue of the
Water- Privileges Act of 1892, namely,
all water and water power ‘“not unde®
the exclusive jurisdiction of the pars
Hament of Canada.”

containing water ‘or not, and all rivers,
creeks, and  ‘gulches, and all water
power, not being waterss under the ex-
clusive jurisdiction - of the parliament
of Canada.”

If T am correct in my view that the
property in ‘question. is¢property of the
Dominion embraced w# hin the mean-
ing of section 91 of the British North
America Act, this Brijiish Columbia
legislation does not cover the watet in
guestion. It it did, it wiould be so far
ultra vires. On the othqr hand, if the
contention of the defemdznts is correct
that the Dominion  have no  higher
rights than any other grantee so far as
ownership of ' the lands ‘and riprarian
rights are concerned amd’ ‘are subject to
local legislation, then the legislature of
British Columbia would' be supreme,
a,hd unless the plaintiff can make a
casé on the other branch, namely, as
interfering with naviga tion, the infor-
mation must be dismiss

It is conceded that ‘lhe waters. in
question are wholly within the limits
of the railway belt tranpferred to the
Dominion and consequenifly the ownexr-
ship of the lands would carry with/ it
the bed of the lake and of the river an_d
of the waters in any evenit where it is
non-tidal. (See Fisheries Case, Attor-
ney-General of Capada >f. Attermey-
General “of Ontario ‘et al., 1898, 'App.

It is admitted -that the river as far

s the Town Llfle bridge, and possibly
{ mile or two beévond, is both tidal and
pavigable jn fact,

Mr. Lafleur, confines: his contention
to that part of the river above the point
to which it is conceded to be a navig-
able river. I.agree with. the -conten-
tion of the appellants.: I.do not think
the river 4g navigable in fact in that
portion of its course. Loose logs cafi
be floated down during.portions ‘of the
year,. and .small boats partially ‘poled
and lined up, but in my judgment this
does not constitute that part of the
river a ‘navigable river. Were the 1aw
of the province of Quebec applicable it
could not be considered even a float-
able river. Tanguay v. Canadian Elec-
tric Light Co. (40 S.'C. R. 1)

. In 1871 it was enaated that “the clvil
and crimina] laws of England as the
same existed on the 19th November,
1858, and so far as the same are not

' from logal circumstances inapplicable,

are and shall be in force in all.parts
of the colony of British Columbia.”

In Attorney-General v. Harrison (12
Gr, 466), Chancellor-Spragge deals fully
with the fact that should be taken into
account: in applying the test of navig-
ability. Queen v. Robertson (6 8. C. R.
129) is applicable: also Bell v, Corpora-
tion of Quebec (5 App. Cas. 84.)

In the judgment ofs-Mr. Justice Ang-
kin in the Corporation ' of Kenora v.
Keewatin (13 O. L. R. 237) there is a
full discussian of. the authorities. See
also Attorney-General of Quebec  v.
Fraser (37 S. C. R. 577), applicable to
the province of Quebec.

Interferes\With Navigation.

I do not discuss the question further
for the reason:that if the first point is
decided .in faver of the plaintiff it is
immaterja] whéther the upper reaches
&re navigable or not. If the first ques-

is"decideqd .adversely to the plain-
tiff,. then if my view, which I will dis-
cuss later_as.to.the. interference with
pavigation, is sustained, it is equally
immaterial. 5
" If it be held that the legislature of
British Columbia have power to enact
as they have done, and that there is no
right in the plaintiff to have redress
for interference with navigation, then
{t is equally immaterial.

I have dealt with the questions rais-
ed by the appeal as the defendants are
entitled if thought advisable to ap-
peal to have the findings as they ghould
in my opinion be. The report should be
varied in accordance with my finding.

The contention of the plaintiff is that
the diversion of the waters of the Lil-
looet river will seriously interfere with
the navigation of the river. The referee
so finds, but whether as to the upper
stretches, which I find non-navigable,
or the whole river, is not quite clear.

Taking the evidence which fs volum-
inous, there does not seem.to be much
doubt but that the river below is
r<igabie even without the flow of the
tide. 1 tHink it equally clear that if
the proposed . diversion takes place
there will be a very serioug interfer-
ence with the navigability of thg river
below. Can it be that because at the
point of diversion the river is non-nav-
igable nearly all the water can be di-
verted and practically ruin the naviga-
tion below?

This is not basing the case upon any
‘interference with riprarian rights, but
testing it solely in regpect to an in-
terference with navigation.

Most of the cases reported are cases
in which the interference has occurred
in the navigable portions of the river.

Section 4 of Cap. 115 of the Revised
Statutes of Canada is as follows:

“4. No bridge, boom, dam or aboiteau
shall be constructed so ag to interfere

If the legislature |
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with navigation, unless the site there-
of has been approved.by the governor
in council, nor unless such  bridge:
boom, dam or aboiteau is built and
maintained in accordance with plans
approved by the governor in council.”

It is argued that this section only ap-
plies to dams erected in the navigable
part of the river. This may be, but
the section does not so read.

Section 19 of the same statute is as
follows: ;

“19, No owner or tenant of any saw-
mill, or any workman therein or other
person shall throw or cause to be
thrown, or suffer or permit to be
thrown any sawdust, -edgings, slabs,
bark or rubbish of any description
whatsoever into any river, stream or
other water, any part of which is nav-
igable water.” !

This section is evidently to prevent
the acts therein referred to being done
on the unnavigable parts of a river so
as to interfere with the navigable por-
tion

in any event in my opinion the nav-
igability of a river cannat pe destroyed
by a diversion of the waters above.

At the opening of the reference coun-
cil for the defendants the Burrard
Power Company, Ltd., ‘admitted the
truth of the allegations made in the
4th paragraph of the information.

The referee also finds the facts prov-

ed with the addition of pointing out!

that the point of return “at or near lot
404” is not on the Lillooet river, but
on Kanaka' creek. There is no appeal
from this finding. .

I think the plaintiff is entitled to the
declaration claimed in paragraphs (a),
(b) and (d) of the information, also to
an injunction if desired.

The defendants must pay the costs of
the plaintiff, mcludlng the costs of the
reference.

WORKING IN CAUSE
OF ARBITRATION

Business Men Speak at Inter-
national Conference at’
Lake Mokonk.

Lake Mohonk, N, Y., May 21.—I#ist
night’s session of the Lake Mohonk
conference on internatienal arbitration
was given up entirely to business men.
Chas, .Richardson, of Philadelphia, pre-
sented a report of a special commis-
sion showing that nearly two hundred
leading chambers. of commerce and
boards. of- trade in the larger cities
were co-operating with the conference
in promoting international arbitration.

The committee urged upon business -

men that they should seize every op-
portunity to create public sentiment in
favor of this method of settling inter-
national difféerences, and against fur-
ther increase of armament,

Concluding, Mr. Richardson said: “It
is within the power of business men to
do more than any other class to create
in our own and other great nations a
public. sentiment which no modern
government could afford to ignore, It
should be said, moreover that the pres-
ent is a most propitious time for ef-
forts of this kind. There is a grow-
ing tendeney  towards that mental at-
titude which' led ‘Lord . Salisbury, the
English prime minister, to write to the
representative of Great Britain -in
Egyut .that if their military friends
could. have their way they would want
to garrison the moon in order to pre-
vent an .invasi§n ,from Mars. The
enormous recent- and prospectlve in-
crease in national armaments' in prob-
ably’' the most effective of all possible
agencies for arresting the attention of
the plain .people -and foreing them to
realize that ruineus loutlays and rates
of taxation that will paralyze the in-
dustries of the world will be' the in-
evitable -result, if they fail to demand
and insist that their governments shall
unite in establishing and forever main-
taining better methods than those of
war for securing justice and..fairness
in the settlement of all intema.txonal
differences.””

MUCH NEEDED RAIN

Frequent Downpouré Since Ap-
paratus Was Installed on
Istand at Curacao.

The Hague, May 2I.—~That thHe advent
of the wireless in the wind swept arid
island of Curacao, of the coast of Vene-
zuela, brought rain and-luxuriant vege-
tation is the word brought here by a
steamer from the island.

Dry, dusty, and shrivelled, the island
has lain under a tropical sun bereft of
all but the scantiest vegetation, Re-
cently a wireless apparatus was instal-
led. Rains have fallen frequently since
that time, and the island is becoming
a little emerald in the Carribean. Its
dusty roads have been sprinkled, and
its scant crops are plenished by down-
pours which in the belief of scientists
have travelled with the aerial waves of
the wireless,

HARVARD’S PRESIDENT,

Dr, Lowell Declares Policy of Universi-
ty Will Be Maintained,

Cambridge, Mass.,, May 21.—Dr. Ab-
bott Lawrence Lowell, the new presi-
dent of Harvard, made a virtual dec-
laration of his policy in response to
an enthusiastic greeting by several
hundred students, comprising his class
known as ‘“Government L.” The pres-
ident said that the present ‘general
policy of the university would be
maintained, and "that Harvard college
would preserve the attitude towards
the graduate department as formerly.

“Few things stand before us- pre-
senting such serious problems as the
American college,” he said. “Educa-
tors are attacking it on all sides.
Many of them are not in sympathy
with it and say that under its present
status it has outlived its usefulness.

The agreement reached with the Sil-
ver Spring Brewery Conipany, with ref-
erence to granting them a thirty-foot
strip’ _on Lime street in lieu of the
equivalent space which the old Fair-
all brewery buildings
Esquimalt road, was endorsed by the
city counci] last night in the form of
a_ by-law.

During the course of the discussion
there was a sharp passage between
Ald. Henderson and Mayor Hall, th®
lie being passed.

A by-law for the estabhshment and
expropriation of Esquimlalt .road, be-
tween the western boundary of the
Songhees reserve and the western side
of . Russell street, wag introduced on
Monday night and passed last night.
The fifth clause of this conveys to the
brewery company the Lime street strip.
and: t6 it was added in committee a
rider that the company agreed to erect
no permanent. buildings, and no build-
ings except of wood, on the strip, and
that if the city ever required the land
for street purposes. it should. get - it
back on ‘payment of the then value of
the buildings, with no compensation
whatever for the land or for disturb-
ance of business.

City_ Solicitor Mann explained how
the ‘road had originally been laid out
as 66 feet.wide, like .all government
roads,.although the actual roadway in
use in early days,was probably not
over 30 feet. . The solicitor stated that
he and the city barrister had drawn
the by-law up very carefully.

Ald. Henderson declared himself em-
phatically as entirely opposed to the
deal being made with the brewery
company. The city proposed to ruin
a street which was a proper city street
in every sense in order to make an
irregular road, which was not,a city
street, straight.
