iSamuel Birsen Killed, His Head Cut Off and His Body Cut in
Picces and Carried About Streets for Hours.

New York, June 11—The dismembered
body of a murdered man which, wrapped
§n oilcloth. was left by a stranger in the
icare of a boy'in Catherine street last
night, was identified today as that of
Samuel Bersin, 22 years old, a painter of
East 98th street. g

The man’s head, which was missing last
might was found lying on a pile of refuse
near the Brooklyn bridge some distance
from the point where the body was left.
Identification was_accomplished by laun-
dry marks on the clothing and was con-
firmed by the dead man’s sister and bro-
ther.

Robbery is believed by the police to
have been the motive for the crime as
Bersin had been wearing two handsome
diamond rings, and these with whatever
money he-earried, were missing when his
.body was found.

Bersin had been missing from his home
gince Wednesday. Owing to the mysteri-
ous features of the murder which rivalled

A

some of the most extraordinary cases
which have puzzled the authorities in
years, the police bent every effort to dis-
cover the murderer and to ascertain the
circumstances under which Bersin came to
his death. That a man could be killed, his
head thrown into a pile of rubbish and his
body severed into two parts and carried
about the streets until trace of the mur-
derers was lost, move the police to unusual
efforts. Early evidence seemed to indicate
that the murder was committed in the
lower east side not far from the spot
w" o the head was found.

The case took on a new phase today
Wiicu i, Molife isaacson, the murdered
man’s sister, informed the police that Ber-
sin had been greatly depressed for the
last month because a young woman of the
east side with which he was in love, had
forbidden him to call upon her. Mrs. 1saac-
son said that Bersin had a jealous rival
for the girl’s affections and stood much ip
fear of the other man. Through this clue
the police hope to solve the mystery.

More Fires in Kent and Northumberland Counties

—Much Dama'ge Done Along Keswick Stream

Attempts to Fight Fires on the Border Aband-
oned—Danger at Westfield

Fredericton, June 11—(8pecial)—Forest
fires along the Keswic stream hurned
fiercely all night long, the flames illumin-
ating the country for miles around. There
is ‘still no sign of rainm, and with a stiff
southwest wind blowing today the outlook
is anything but encouraging. ~The report
that Leslie 'White’s” house at Doyne
Bridge was destroyed yesterday cannot
be verified, and is probably imcorrect.
Fire burned last night right down to- the
edge of the settlement, and was kept
from the buildings only -with the' greatest
difficulty.

1t is estimated that one and a half mil-
lions of'standing timber was burned over
yesterday, in the vicinity _of ‘Doyme
Ridge. Today the fire is sweeping over &
nine thousand acre block of timber land
owned by John A. Weatherbée and oth-
érs, of Bangor. It is believed that the
entire block will be wiped out.

A’ representative bf the Keswick Lend
Company arrived from Houlton last even-
ing, and is today frying to make an estim-
ate of the emounf of damage suffered by
his concern. Fanned by a southwest wind
the flames are today heading towards the
Nashwaak river. |

Word was received at the crown land
office today that big fires had ‘broken out
at Lockhead Settlement, near Blackville.
‘As in ‘most other cases, it. was started by
careless settlers clearigg land. A crew
of tiwenty-five men have been dispatched
to the scene by the crown land depart-
ment.

A number of minor, fires have been blaz-
ing in this vicinity for several 'days past,
but a half dozen new ones sprang up yes-
terday. No. rain has fallen here for sev-
eral weeks, and a pall of yellow smoke
overhangs the entire .country.' ;

THE CLOSE OF
A BUSY LIFE

Dr. Edward Everett Hale,

Eminent Boston Divine,
- Passed Away at His Home

Yesterday. 2 :

Boston, Mass.,.-June '10—The moming'
light was breaking as the venerable Rev.
Edward Everett Hale, D. D., "chaplain of
the United States senate, Unitarian
divine, philanthropist, author, journalist
and lover of peace, breathed his last to-
day in his home in Roxbury. At the bed-
side was his aged wife, his daughter,Miss
Ellen D. Hale, and his son, Philip L.
Hale, the artist. Two other sons, Arthur
Hale, of Washington, and Prof. Edward
Everett Hale, Jr., of Union Colltge, re-
turned home this evening and tomorrow
it is expected that partial ‘arrangement
for the funeral on Sunday in he South
Congregational  church, of which Dr.
Hale, was the pastor emeritus, will be
apnounced.

On his return from Washington, a few
weeks ago, 1v was reported that Dr. Hale
was not in good health, but he soon re-
gained his activities and until Tuesdsy,
attended meetings and received = friends.
Last night, however, he-showed signs of
distress and, rapidly weakening, passed
peacefglly away in the early hours of the
morning.

It seemed today as if the whole country
joined in mourning the lass of Dr. Hale.
Messages expressing sorrow and esteem,
poured into the Hale household, one of
the first being from President and Mrs.
Taft. People of all walks of life and
especially those whose professional careers
brought them in contact with Boston’s
leading citizens, were eager to pay tri-
bute to a life so full of fruitful works, so
inspiring to his fellow-beings. -

As an author, his fame rests on the
short stories, such as The Man Without
a Country; as an instigator of thé social
uplift, the work of the two great organ-
izations, the Lend-a-Hand clubs, the
King's Daughters, will always be to his
renown; as ‘'a minister and pastor, his
half a century in the pulpit of the South

in- many other churches, were unsually
prolific of wise spiritual inspiration, while
as a historian, drawing patriotism from
his famous uncle, Captain Nathan Hale,
the Revolutionary martyr, his writings
and antiquarian works have become au-
thorities.

It was Dr. Hale, who, twenty years
before its consummation, predicted a
world-wide peace tribumal; it was Dr.
Hale who upheld Garrison and Phillips
in their anti-slavery work; it was Dr.
Hale, whose benevolent counsel brought

of the battlefields of the civil war, as a
member of the sanitary commission and
it was Dr. Hale who gave to the world
the famous stanza: <

Look up and not down;
Look forward and not back,
Look in and not out;

Lend a hand.

Said Senator Henry Cabot Lodge, upon
Jearning of his death: “That which will
be longest remembered will be his un-
wearying eervices to his fellow men.”

INTERVIEW WITH

THE HON. W. T. PIPES|

% He Tells Toronto Paper About

Nova Scotia’s Forest Pro-
gramme

( Toronto News.)
Hon. W. T. Pipes, Attorney-General

and Commissioner of Crown Lands
Nova Scotia, who has been in the city for
the last few days, has arranged to have
Frofessor Fernow, of the Forestry Depart-

ment of the University, go to Nova Scotia, |

taking with him four assistants, and' make
a thorougﬁ examination of the timber and
pulpwood resources of that Province:

“Lumbering is not our’ greatest indus-
try in Nova Scotia, but the timber is all
becoming so valuable ~ that we want to
know just what we have, and also estab-
lish a policy that will ensure the wisest
handling of our forest wealth,”’said Mr.
Pipes when interviewed by the News at
the Queen’s this morning.

“Dr. Fernow and his assistants will take

two summers at their work, beginning in

a few weeks and will prepare a forest map
going through the province county by
county. They will survey 1,500,000. acres
which are ungranted and unlicensed, as
well -as the timber limits held by private
persons or companies: -

“Tu_nber leases are granted at the pres:
ent time at eighty cents per acre for a
twenty-year lease, with the right of . re-
newal. The leases are not sold by auc-
tion, but upon application. Up until about
ten years ago the timber lands were sold
outright to the lumbermen. I should say
that more than half the timber area of
Nova Bcotia has been sold or leased.

“We have no export duty on logs as
you have in Ontario, but in all leases of
pulpwood limits we insert a condition that
the product must all be
within the province.

“Prfoessor’ Fernow believes
have some waluable
Cape Breton.

“Our pulpwood includes spruce and fir,
and the other commercial timber is chiefly
oak, . birch, maple and hemlock.

“A great deal of lumber is shipped to
the United States and to South America,
while deals are shipped to England in large
quantity,”

GIRL WORKERS

They are Unfair to Others—Girls
Whoq Work to Get Money for
Dress and Amusement Drive
Down Rate of Wages

The ‘fpin'mor{ey” girl ‘worker is causing
no little agitation among. women workers
in general and demonstrations against her,
organized by the Natioral Union of Clerks
are to take place in London..

Unlike other women . workers,
earnings are  their sole support, the pin
money girl hag no need to work, but does
so. to ha\;z more money for dress and
amusement&. :

“Such girls are driving down the rate of
wages ‘all the time,” the secretary of the
Amalgamated Union of Clerks, Warehouse
and.Shop Assistants said.

“Considering their home life dull, they
take a course in shorthand and typewrit-
ing, :and often accept $3.10 a -week, in-

whose

numbers of ‘pin’ money’ applicants, ithe
employers- refuse to pay the higher rate.

“This - is* very hard .on girls who work
for-a living, for no girl can' live:properly
on less than $5.25 a week.” -

“If well-to-do girls - would demand a

proper wage one could::not complain of
their taking office positions,” a girl clerk
said, “but even then they crowd out others
who really need the -work.
" “I am working at the next desk to one
of them at present..a nice girl, we all
agree and we're all fond of her. But she
gets on our nerves sometimes.

“She arrives at the office every meorning
with a lovely bunch of roses pinned in her
belt, ‘picked from papa’s conservatories.’
She had a twenty-first birthday last week,
and, to quote a fashionable reporter her
‘presents were numerous and costly.”
Sometimes her ‘papa’ calls for her and
takes her to the Savoy for lunch.”

“] think girls ought to go out to. busi-
ness if they wish, whatever their position,
a “pin money” girl said, ‘‘for they become
independent of their parents and are well
equipped if misfortune should overtake the
home and they should be called .on to pro-
vide for themselves.

“But I certainly do mot believe in any
young woman taking less than the proper
wages. That would be really wicked.”

MOST : DIFFICULT WORK

\

A despatch from The Herald’s corres-
pondent says that the Grand Trunk Pa}-
cific knew from the beginning that this
was one of the most difficult pieces,of
railroad construction work that has been
attempted anywhere, and that the cost
was bound to be high to obtain the level
line called for by the act of Parliament
under which the road was built. An im-
mense amount of heavy rock cutting had
to be done, and the bridges and culverts
were all to be permanent and not of the
temporary character usually put on at the
time of first construction.

Though the work is high grade and
therefore costly, it will by no means costl
as much-as the Tribune states—in fact, it
will cost only about half as much, instead
of $125,000 per mile, as declared by the|
Tribune, the cost of the 250 miles of the
section will be between $65,000 and $70,000
a mile. There is no surprise for the
Grand Trunk Pacific in this, as they have
been represented by their own engineers
on the work since the beginning.

The
car was run as a special and as it went
to all sections of the road involved the
railway in considerable outlay in running
expenses.

1t is understood that the new commis-
sioners saw no particular benefit in main-
taining this costly method of paying the
employes and decided that payments by
check would be equally satisfactory. In
cases where the men cannot be reached to
receive their pay personally the money
will be sent to them by registered letter.

Lord Morley, Addressing the D

Peace Among Nations.

Tongue is the Best Bond of Imperial Union and Asks if
the Press is Doing Its Share of Preaching the Doctrine of

elegates, Declares That English

London, June 10.—Lord Morley, secre-
tary of state for India, presided over the
final session of the Imperial Press Confer-
ence, which was held today. The ministry
was also represented by Augustine Birrell,
chief secretary for Ireland, and Winstod

Churchill président of the board of trade.
Lord Milper, former high commissioner
for South Africa, was also present.

The subject of today’s discussion was
Literature and the Press, upon which Lord
Morley ‘delivered an interesting and pro-
vocative address, tinged with dry humor.
Lord Morley turned irom militarism, that
hag marked the previous meetings, and
put. forth the claim that the English
tongue was a stronger and more enduring
bond of imperial union than anything else,
a thousand times stronger than the achieve-
ments of soldiers and sailors and the
statesmen who had directed them.

He asked the assembled editors to strive
after two moderate aims—simplicity and
directness.

It was, he eaid, the presence of the liter-
ary elements in the editor which differen-
tiate him from the news boy shouting the
scare headlines in the contents  sheet.
There was a vast improvement apparent
in journalism and criticism, but he won-
dered how far the press had its share in
the large general forces which were bring
ing about the present European situstion.

as it, Lord Morley asked, systematically
persevering in preaching the doctrine of
peace ameng nations?

Winston Churchill noted a tendency to
correct the habit that many organs had
contracted, namely, the expression of the
views .of the readems rather than of the
writers. In concluding, he reminded the
press mén that confidence bred confidence
between' nations and that hatred and sus-
picion bred the very dangers wherefrom
they originated.

Lord Milner observed that they had
heard much about the rebarbarization of
Europe, but he thought it dreadful non-
gense. 1f they retlected they would re-

member that disputes between nations were
now settled less by war than ever before.
One of the most powerful reasons was
that nations were organized on the sys-
tem of national armies and it was these
armies which made for peace. {

Augustine Birreli kept the audience in
great good humor with a characteristically
witty speech. He could not understand
why the Fourth Estate should assume the
shackles, part of which the other states of
the realm must take up, and he reminded
them of the fortunes not only of one em-
pire, but the world, might largely depend
in the future upon the fitness for their
task of writers whether they wrote books
or day by day. =

Sir R. Russell, Lord Courtney, T. P.
O’Connor, Mr. Bauergee, of Bengal, and
Mr. Engelberg, of Pretoria, contributed in-
teresting speeches, in which they reflected
the literary side of newspaper life in the
parts of the empire they came from.

Case Against Martin McGuire
is Dismissed—Nothing Done
W.th Reference to Other
Cases. ,

i i
. Yesterddy  afternoon the adjourned
cases against Joshua Ward, Martin Mec-
Guire and Mrs. J. Hogan in reference to
screens and other obstructions prevent-
ing a full view oi their liquor stores were
taken up. i
Evidence was taken in two of the
cases. That against Mr. McGuire was
dismissed and nothing definite was done
about that of Joshua Ward.
When the cases were called George A.
Henderson, who . prosecuted, was about
to move for a further postponement. He
intimated that something had been done
to comply with the law, but something
more should have to be dope and the in-
spector would visit the places again.
At this point- Judge Ritchie mterrupt-,
ed: “These are the most péculiar cases
I have ever known to.be before the
court in ihe ‘last twenty years. Won't
somebody open up and, tell the whole
truth about the matter? Why can’t we
deal with these liquor cases the same as
with |assault cases or other matters?”
Mr. Henderson at once agreed to go on
and after Mr. Ward bhad pleaded not
guilty ' called Inspector Jones to the
stand. The inspector said that on the
day the information was laid, June 3,
Mr, Ward had a partition about 10 or 12
feet .back from the window which com-
pletely hid the. interior from view.
Mr. Henderson intimated that this was
the case against the defendant. They did
not wish, he said, to collect’ a fine so
much as to secure compliance ‘with the

aw.
Judge Ritchie then inguired about the

Hogan case. -In the absence of the de-
fendant he said he could not accept a
plea of guilty.

J. B. M. Baxter, who appeared for the
defendant, said that he was not so sure
that his client was guilty of an infringe-
ment of the law on the date named. His
impression was that the Jaw had been
complied with when the summons was
served. As far as Mr. McGuire was con-
cerned, he went on, the screens and
partitions complained of had been taken
out.
His henor reminded “him that it was
not a question of what might have been’
done since, so much as what the condition
of the premises was on June 3. |

On hearing this Mr. Baxter entered a
plea of u(i:;l guilty ‘for Mr. McGuire agd

lpCe?o v Jones” ‘was- again put on the
slgahﬁ.'mé bvidetve Was to the effect that
on June 3 Mr. McGuire had a perforated
ijron screen in the window to the left of

‘was on hinges and -obstructed the yiew
into the interior.

To Mr. Baxter the inspector said the
screen was as high as his shoulder. He
@aid that he had not ‘tried to see the in-
terior of the bar room through the screen
and he did not know of anyone else who
had been unable to see into the room
because of the screen. As far as he was
concerned personally the screen had
never prevented him from seeing into the
room. : i

At this point Inspector Jones was ask-
ed to sign his evidence. Before doing :so
he ‘said he had been about to make. an
explanation, but had been prevented from
doing so on account of having to answer
Mr. Baxter’s questions.

There being no other witnesses for the
prosecution Judge = Ritchie asked Mr.
Henderson if he would ask for a convic-
tion under the evidence. Mr. Henderson
replied in the affirmative. {
| Mr. Baxter moved for dismissal on the
ground that-the evidence of the 'inspec-
tor was contradictory, The mere pres-
ence of the screen in the window, he
contended, was not in itself a violation
of the law as it had not prevented the
only witness for the prosecution seeing
into the barroom.

Judge Ritchie also commented on the
contradictory evidence. ~ He thought it
ought to be a simple thing for a man to
be able to say whether the screen ob-
scured the view or not. Under the cir-
cumstances he would take the view most
favorable ‘to’ the defendant and dismiss
the case.

In addressing. Mr. Ward, Judge Ritchie
reminded him that. the new amendments
had been passed on April 9. No reports
had been made during April as it was
felt that, in order to meet the new re-
quirements, carpenters and other work-
men would have to be called in. He re-
ferred to the drastic nature of the law
and said that, whether it was good or
bad, he for one meant to remember his
oath and see that it was carried out.
