G OVERNMENT—AND:PUBLIC RIGHTS

We'il goand fish now without consulting
Mr. Fraser or any other ‘‘native.” A
quict pool near the bridge has our atten-
tion, as it gives promise of good fishing; in
fact we can see the finny gentlemen lying
lazily on the bottom. A clean pebbly bar
extends ‘from the shore like a tongue,
diagonally, to within some thirty feet of
the second pier. 'We have fished for some
time (suppositious case entirely) getting
an odd feeble ‘‘rise ” and are sanguine of
hooking a fellow invested, in our imagina®
tion, with monstrous proportions and—

‘I beg your pardon,sir,” said a stalwart
man ““didn’t you know that these grounds
(applied to water) are leased nud«qre there-
fore private property.” £

We apologize, plead ignorance -and
declare our intention to move further up.
The man smiles.  We look puzzle as
the corners of his mouth twitch with
suppressed merriment ¢ My good man, ”
says he patronizingly, ¢ you have a good
walk ahead of you. There are two indi-
viduals who have the exclusive right of
fishing this stream for fifty miles above
here. The farmer whose  lands are
bounded by these waters dare not use s
spear or cast a fly from his own shore.”

““Who's{o stop them” say we.

‘“ Bailiffs, water bailiffs everywhere.
The Government must protect these
people in their rights when the Treasury
receives their money.”

‘“ Ah ! they pay well for this exclusive
privilege,” we enquire with some in-
terest.

““ Well, I'm afraid not ; about equal to
the salary paid one of the 'many guard-
ians, I've heard say.”

At first we could hardly believe it pos-
sible that individual rights were thus le-
gislated away in this or any part of the
new world ; that the very worst features
of feudalism were in full power and force
in our young Dominion. The idea of de-
barring a man from catching fish af any
proper time of the year in a river which, in
many instances, flowed through his land
seemed so monstrous that we could not
believe it till, on enquiry, we found it to
be correct be in every particular. We don’t
blame any individual, or individuals for se-
curing a right to fish fifty miles of a river
for a nominal sum if he or they can; but
we do blame the Government which in-
augurated such alaw. It committed a
grevious wrong ; it has insulted the intelli-
gence and manhood of the country abd
the Government which perpetuates it can-
not fail to be brought to the bar of public
judgment to receive condign punishment
sooner or later.

3¢ Well sir, you’d better see Fraser,”
said the public guardian of private tishing
rights, ‘‘he owns the Metapediac for
twelve miles above here ; you can’t throw
a line in any of those waters where sal-
mon resort without laying yourself lia-
ble to a penalty.”+ The officer is thanked
for his courtesy and information and the
kind way in which he performs a disa-
greeable duty, when the fisherman seeks
the proprietor of the only fishing privi-
leges of which he can avail himself, unless
indeed, he is acquainted with the own-
ers of the main river, and receives an in-
vitation to cast his line where and when
he will. In this respect these parties
cannot be accused of.‘exclusiveneu, this
kindness being often extended to persons
who have no claim but‘xhut of the ameni-
ties due a stranger in strange land. ~

““Ah,” said Mr. Frasey, ‘I did not notice
your out-going or I coulll have told you
all this. You can have all the fishing you
require on my waters at a& much per diem
($4.00 to $6.00 per day hé=will find when
he comes tosettle his bill). If youdo not
choose to toil along the banks and wade
from pool to pool you.can secure a couple
of Indians and a canoe for a very moder-
ate figure and they know every place
where a fish is- to be found. Being a
stranger you willifind some such assistance
indispensable. —1 advise you by all means
to hire them while you stay.” The
‘““moderate figure” of the Aborigine is
soon found to beona par with Indian
moderation ingeneral, corresponding pretty
evenly with the toll levied on your rod.
If youare lucky you land from one to
three salmon at a fearful expenditure of
energy and muscle, but yet the excite-
ment is such that all this is spon forgot-
ten, if not, you whip the stream all day
and then it must be fine fun for the salmon
which look grimly up from their pebbly
bed as at some circus gentleman perform-
ing and cutting strange antics for their
especial benefit. At the end of three days
he will find every exposed part of his body
inflamed, and red as the back of a boiled
lobster from the bites of every imaginable
species of fly and every boune in his body
as sore as if he had been energetically,but
unsuccessfully, performing on the flying
trapeze.

preventible and unavoidable was used
as political capital and finally the farce
was enacted of bringing forward a case of
suicide or murder, it matters not which,
that took place on this line, asa charge
against the rulers of the land. - Without
any particular leaning for either party we
may say that we think ‘polities run
mad” could proceed no further than this.

Premising this, it will be supposed
that we noted everything in this connec-
tion which came under our observation
by the way, and that we diligently en-
quired into all matters bearing on this
point. The first thing that strikes the
traveller is

THE EXCELLENCE OF THE ROAD BED.

We have passed over many, east and
west, in Canada and the States, but on

none have we been more comfortable or

conveyed with more celerity and certainty
to our destination. A newspaper can be
conned almost as easily as if seated at
home in an easy chair, while running at
a speed of thirty miles per hour, or over,
which is more than we can say for any
other road ot our acquaintance. It may
be said that the present management are
not entitled to any credit for this; that
the excellence of the way is not of their
making, but simply a result of faithful
construction. They who argue thus have
little knowledge of the work which they
undertake to criticize. In any country a
railrond needs the most unremitting and
careful supervision that the track may at
all conform as near as possible to a plane §
but in this northern region of frost and
snow the vagaries of sleepers, which seem
to have a constewt desire to regain theit
growing positien, and drifts of vast propor-
tions which never present the same phases
twice in su ion, tax the vigil and
forethought of section, ‘‘bosses” and
superifitendent to the very utmost.
Every human agency, involving bound-
less expenditure, has been putin requisi-
tion to ensure the success of this great
highway. Atall exposed positions, or as
far as'practicable/ snow fences have been
erected, and covered sheds, froma few
hundred yards to a half mile or more in
length, protectthe track in all deep cut-
tings. Huge mowploughs, capable of
standing a strain of hundreds of tons and
of themostapproved pattern,are ever ready
to be sent out from the terminis of sections
on any emergency ; in fact there seems to
be o contingency, for which the manage:
ment has not provided a remedy.
THE CARS AND THOSE IN CHARGE OF THEM.
The cars are as good as we have seen on
anyroad in the U. 8, in every detail,
considered either in regard to cabinet
work or upholstering—models of convens
ience and elegance in their way—nor will
the sense of the most fastidious be offen-
ded by obtrusive impurities. All parts
bear evidence of close inspection from
those who have acquired habits of neat:
ness and order and become inbued withthe
apmt of all-perva.dmg cleanliness. From
ter to b the traveler
will get nothxng bnt civility and courtesy.:
Any information desired will be given
cheerfully and faithfully by any official
with whom  we have come in contact,
and the conductors are models of kindness
and consideration to those who may need
their counsel and protection. Taken as
a whole the entire staff cannot but be re.
garded favourably. They are intelligent
and ‘smart” looking, prepossessing in
feature, combined with a physique which
may challenge competition among an
equal number of men taken at random
from the most favoured regions of the
world.

SYSTEM.
We stayed several days at the Station
.a(\CampbeIlton under the care of Mr.
Vye who keeps the Dining Rooms and to
whom we recommend all who love the
good things of this life and courteous treat-
ment. Having an old friend in one of the
offices we had many sources of information
open to us in regard to the working of the
road and the mode of transacting the busi:
ness thereof, which is denied the ordinary
wayfarer.  The superficial observer would
be apt to enter his protest against what he
would designate as an inordinate amount
of red-tapeism, but looklug deeper he will
soon change his opini The ful
operation of a railroad depends on system,
the safety of every traveller is dependent
on an adherence on the part of the em-
ployees to an arranged routine which must
be followed as undeviatingly as the sun
follows his path in the heavems. That
this course may be followed in great'things
it must descend to the very smallest:
The soldier who ““ pipeclays ” his belt one
morning and has got to go through the
same operation on' the following one with-
out having worn it since, will not be apt
to see the utility of the proceeding. It;
however, secures the desired end, a clean
belt at the hour of parade and, among #
large body of men, this could only be at-
tained by a rigid adherence to an inflexible
rule. Itwillthusbe seep that red-tapeism,
when not carried te extremes, has not
only a wholesome effect but is absolutely

ry where discipline has ;got to be
maintained and where every part of a com-
plicated organization must move simul-
taneously.

IN THE MACHINE SHOP. z

Being the end of a section, several rail-
way works are locatel here. After hiw
allotment of travel theiron horse needs rest
that he may cool down; careful grooming
and cleaning that he may go forth whett
required with supple joints and renewed
vigor; and a stable in which he may be
protected from the weather while regain-
ing these vitalizing forces. To accommo-
date him there ig & fﬁﬁd hotse capable of
sheltering nine of his kind with attendant
car shop and limited machine works. Al-
together there are over one hundred men
employed here including train hands, the
whole being under the controlof J. Baird.
Fsq., Mechanical Superintendant. It i8
emphatically a busy place. Here at my
right hand as I enter the round house, is
an Engine in course of repair—having a
new set of tubes put into the boiler and at
three several other points are men engaged
in cleaning, tightening, fitting as many
more of these road leviathans, Dear me!
what a hot job that man has got in the
pit under that hissing Engine. Why, the
heat is almost unbearable in the coolest
place which I can select. Look at him a
he rubs and sweats, sweats and boils,
smeared from head to heels with the most
abominable filth and say if you dare that
he does not earn far more than lm services
will ever command.

« Pretty hot under there, my friend ?”
we venture as an interrogation.

« Well, yes it is, that’s a fact ; but we
get used to it. It comes pretty hard at
tirst though.” :

¢ Ishould think it did. How long
have you been at this kind of work.”

We are glad to hear it and say so, as a
lifetime M in such employment must
needs be a ghort one, and contrary to the
adage will be just the opposite of merry.

formed. In adwmonishing the Times
to be more particular in matters of
nomenclature, we beg to assure. it
that while we accept the compliment
that we are ““ usually so firm” we do
not realize that in giving expression
to our convictions respecting Fishery
administration, we have at all de-
parted from our record as an inde-
pendent journal. We hope that we
shall always be “agood Government
paper” when dealing with acts of
Government which deserve. commen-
dation, for loyalty tothe institutions
of the country, which should be con-
sidered the first duty of intelligent
citizenship, requi;es public support of
the Government. Thisisan abstract
principle which,we believe,the Times
might recognise to a greater extent
than it does. It is because we de-
sire the success of the Government,
irrespective of personal or party pre-
ferences, that we proclaim the weak
and corrupt spots which are affecting
the general body. We believein the
general policy of the present Govern-
mentas weunderstanditand, therefore,
are the more sincere in ourregret that
much of the detail work of its ad-
ministration has been done in a most
wretched and bungling manner.
Knowing this to be true, we would
forfeit the regard of the public if we
refrained from plainly stating it.

Where is that Reply?

Several correspondents, as well as
dozens of persons who can hardly under-
stand how it is that the Minister of
Fisheries is afraid to investigate the
rotten state of affairs under his control
on the Miramichi, have made enquiry
as to why Overseer Wyse of Chatham
has not made the reply to our charges
which he promised some two months
ago in a letter to a local paper. We
can only say that we are aware of no
reason for his silence, save the consci-
ousness that he has no defence, and
that the head of the Department does
not care whether he has or not. We
know that the charges are true and the
Minister knows it also, butas the
Minister appears to be afraid to interfere
in any matter which his Inspector in this
province desires to remain undisturbed,
those who are interested will only have
to bide their time, until their turn
comes to show, through the ballot-box,
that they can punish those who accept
public money for mismanaging public
interests. :

Fish-Slaughter.

We'had a sample, in Miramichi Bay,
a week or two ago, of the Puriic faith of
American fishermen in the enjoyment
of their privileges under the Washing-
ton Treaty. A vessel was in the Bay
having on board a seine one- hundred
and fifty fathoms long and seventeen fa-
thoms deep. This enormous net was
fitted with small and light rings along
its bottom-line and through these a
drawing line +was run. The seine
could be thrown around a school of fish
in deep water and—by means of the
drawing line—the bottom closed up, so
that the whole device would form a
bowl-shaped bag of say 175 feet diame-
ter, from which it'would be impossible
for fish tu escape. In ten to fifteen
fathoms of water,.an acre or two of
bottom area might be swept over to-
wards a centre and fish of all kinds
taken. The seine is of light cotton
twine and the mesh about two and a
half inches. The Yankee skipper
boasted that he could throw it in fifteen
minutes, but he said the Miramichi Bay
was too shoal for its successful opera-
tion. The Government which so unjust-
ly prohibits the use of seines by our
people, should take such action as
would prevent Americans from using
these destructive engines on our coast.
If some of our fishery officers who
seem never so zealous as when perse-
cuting our own fishermen, could be
induced to forego their efforts to serve
their political friends and bring even
the limited intelligence they bave to
bear in preventing this species of piracy
by aliens npon one of our most valuable
interests, they might be of service to
the public. Thereseems, however, to
be a feeling, both at home and abroad,
among those who desire to use our

purposes, that they have perfect immu-
nity from check or punishment in the
well-established apathy and ignor-
ance which characterises_the adminis-
tration of the gentleman now at the
head of the Fisheries Department. The
public, whose interests are suffering,
are doubtless glad that the present state
of affairs can only last a year or two
more; at best, for the gentleman who
will in all probability, represent Mira-
michi interests in the Dominion Parlia-
ment after the next general election,
will be required to demand such re-
forms as will remove present glaring
abuses and, with them, those officers
who are so cordially endorsed by both
the Minister and ex-Minister of Fish-
eries.

The preponderance of New Bruns-
wick men on the team shovs that the
province is still able to maintain the
foremost position which it has hereto-
fore occupied as a nursery for marks-
Now that the system of centrali-
zation at Ottawa has been discontinued,
we shall expect the Dominion team to
win back what it has lost by it—that is
if the above team is sent t0 Wimble-
don, and there is no valid reason why
it should not be. If there has been
anything in the experienceof the past
two or three years to discourage the
sending of a Canadian team'to Wimble-
don the Council of the Dominion Rifle
Association are to blame for it, because
of the mode adopted for selecting the
men.

It will be observed that James Pallen
of Chatham heads the aboye list, fol-
lowed by another New Brunswicker,
Pallen being no less than seventeen
points ahead of the next best man out-
side of the province. Out of twenty
men New Brunswick has twelve, Que-
bec, tive, Nova Scotia two and Ontario
one on the team. The gratifying part
of it is that the New Brunswick marks-
men owe their position to merit and
not to the semi-arbitrary mode of selec-
tion in vogue for the last three years.

What wo are Contending For.

The St John Freeman, referring to
our remarks of last week concerning
fishery management  on the Miramichi,
says:-—

““The Chatham Advance, supposed to
be a supporter of the Dominion Govern-
ment, last week showed a strange disposi-
tion to go into opposition. It has several
theories as to the proper mode of regulat-
ing the fisheries of the Miramichi, which
have not found favour with the Depart-
ment, and now it assails the Minister in
several articles.”

The Freeman may always count upon
the Apvance supporting the Govern-
ment of the country when it can do so
honorably. When, however, the Go-
vernment inflicts what we consider un-
questionable wrongs upon the people
in whom we are especially interested it
ought nok to expect the ADVANCE to re-
main silent. We have never been
particular as to the side of politics we
were supposedsto be on, having always
professed indépendence of both parties
and shown 4 disposition to act up to
our professions. We have reason to be-
lieve that the majority of our readers
recognise and rely upon this fact, what-
ever our cotemporaries may believe or
say to the contrary.

‘We were not before sensible of enter-
taining any theories in reference to the
proper mode of regulating the fisheries
of the Miramichi, beyond those which
the Department professes to recognise
ag correct, but we have found the pro-
fekwions of the Department one thing
and its practical administration quite
another. We have, therefore, been
driven to the unpleasant alternative of
“assailing the Minister,” because we
are convinced that he has not-a just ap-
preciation of the interests which he is
being induced to damage. The Free-
man touches a point of importance
when it says :—

““The Advance would like to see the
Figshery Department in Northumberland
thoroughly reconstructed, and perhaps
such reconstruction may be serviceable,
but to the dismissal of officials, unless for
sufficient cause sufficiently established,

the Dominion Government is - decidedly
averse,”

The Dominion Government may al-
ways expect the support of the
ADVANCE in retaining the services of
officials who discharge their duties faith-
fully, for we believe that such discharge
of duty should be the only requirement
to ensure tenure of oftice in the public
service, but so long as official fraud and
gross abuse of official position are pub-
licly known to be condoned by the De-
partment of Fisheries,we must be allow-
ed to believe the Government may
carry its liberal treatment of political
opponents in office so far as to inflict
positive injuries upon both itself and
the country.

The Freeman appears to know more
about this subject than its whole course
in reference to it would indicate, for it
says :—

“Mr. Mitchell naturally filled all the
places in Northumberland with bis friends
during his long term of office, and it may
be that the oécia]s 80 appointed would
like to serve him in return, but everybody
does not agree with all the views of the
Advance as to what the fishery regulations
should be,.and we have no doubt that the
Minister earnestly endeavours to do what
i right in all cases.”

The closing words of the Freeman
form the answer of the Minister to the
scores of people whose privileges have
been unnecessarily taken from them
and whose “families have suffered
through his ill-advised policy.” We
never doubted the Minister's desire to
do what was right in all cases, but of

fishery interests for their own present | been to the people of the Miramichi?

The most valuable fisheries of New

Brunswick are those of the North Shore

and, of these, those of the Miramichi

are the most extensive and important.

Complaints of gross mismanagement of

these fisheries by the Inspector for the

Province and Overseers as corrupt as
that officer,’have been openly made,

and investigation of them asked, but all
to no purpose. The ex-Minister, Hon.

Mr. Mitchell, is known to have played
a double part with the Minister in some
important cases,and his attitude cannot
fairly be interpreted as meaning any-
thing save a deliberate plan for render-
ing the present administration of Fish-
ery matters as wretched as possible.
We are, therefore, driven to the con-
clusion that Hon. Mr. Smith -is either
disloyal to the Government of which he
is a member, or that he is so unfitted
for the position he holds as to haveren-
dered his Department an important
organization in the hands of the Opposi-
tion for working positive and open
damage to the Reform Administration.
If the Freeman will undertake to deny
the facts on which these conclusions are
based—facts which have been already
gtated in these columns—or advance
satisfactory explanations of them,which
will relieve the officers complained of
of our charges of fraud and the Minister
of the charge of inefficiency, we shall
make the proper amende. If it cannot
so undertake we ask it to lend its strong
and well-known influence in effecting
the reforms for which we labor.

Grascow Woop TRADE.—- Messrs.
Allison Cousland and Hamilton’s Glas-
glow Wood Circular of 4th inst., says
that “notwithstanding the adverse cir-
cumstances affecting the trade, the sales
and deliveries last month of Wood
oods for consumption were large ; the
prices realised, however, were unsa-
tisfactory. Doubtless there was and is
considerable pressure_tosell on account
of the Fall cargoes costing much less
then those of Spring. The Shipbuild-
ers onthe Clyde having agreed to the
principle of arbitration for the settle-
ment of the wages question, opened
their gates to the workmen, but both
carpenters and ironworkers refuse to
enter until a basis of arbitration should
be agreed on, and the prospect of this
being done is not immediate ; there-
fore for all practical ends the strike
continues.”

We are glad to observe the following
among our despatches under date of
18th ;—“The Clyde shipwrights who
have been on a strike for six months,
last night agreed on the basis of the
arbitration, and will resume work im-
mediately.”

So ’UmBiE !— The North Sydney
Herald is edited by one of those noble
specimens of bucolic journalism who,
generally, keep a cow, raise their own
vegetables and publish items (for pay)
about big eggs, big cucumbers, etc.,
thereby depriving the legitimate dairy-
man, farmer and cultivator of hen-
fruit of a portion of his market profits.
Whether the Herald man ever cricked
his cow by feeding her injudiciously on
green clover followed by doses of water
until mortality set in, or attempted to
push the turnip tradein Texas we cannot
say : probably he never had such faith
in quackery as to invest in herbs and
roots as operative partner and com-
pounderof prescriptions in a clairvoyant
dispensary, yet he is so absolutely lost
to all self-respect as to publish that his
sanctum has been “honored witha visit
from T. McKay, Esq. M. P., for Col-
chester.” If an ordinary journalist,
with a correct idea of self-respect,” re-
ceived a call from an M. P. he would
hardly think of the event as anything
beyond an ordinary matter of courtesy
due to himself, but such is the effect of
the ordinary amenities of life upon such
persons as the Herald man, that even a
visit from persons like our friend Mr.
McKay, (who is a very estimable man)
makes him ‘gush” as above.

THE WAR

A Constantineple despatch of 14th
says that Baker Pasha, while advancing
from Gorna Kruidler on the previous
day, encountered four battalions of Rus-
sian infantry, supported by cavalry,near
Karaghatch, and aided by a Circassian
detachment. Baker Pasha attacked
the enemy who being reinforced by five
infantry battalions, repulsed the Turks.
Later in the day the Turks received
cavalry and infantry reinforcements and

compelled the enemy to retreat to

Vodidzka with heavy losses.

The London Times’ correspondent de-
scribing Tuesday’s fighting about Plevna
parapet, estimates the forces engaged
at about 57,000 Russo-Roumanians on
one side, against from 50,000 to 70,000
Turks. -The valor of the Russian
troops, he says, was the only thing to
be praised, as the attack was unskilful-
ly directed, and the waste of life unne-
‘cessary. The Turks were very skilful-
ly handled. They must have lost some
men in their two sallies, otherwise they
were completely covered, and lay close
till the moment of assault. The Times’
correspondent also says the capture of
the redoubts by the Turks converts a
bloody repulse into a final and . perhaps
permanent success. In any case the
subsequent attacks must be by sap and
trench, for the last reserves were en-
gaged on the Russian side.

The Russian official bulletin dated
Boeden 13th, says :—°‘Yesterday we
made no further attacks but bombarded
the Turkish fortifications and town of
Plevna at short range. Towards 4 p.
m. the town began to burn and two ex-
plogions were observed within the forti-
fications. The Turks made little reply
to our fire and directed all their efforts
against our left wing which threatened
their rear. Atthis point Gen, Skobeloff
repulsed five furious attacks, but was
compelled in the evening, after the
sixth attack, to evacuate the fortifica-
tions which he had captured on Tues-
day. During Wednesday night our
troops entrenched themselves in their
position.”

“From the beginning of the battle
to one o’clock p. m. on Wednesday six
thousand wounded have been brought
to the field hospitals. There have been
no collisions at other points of the
theatre of war. The Rustchuk column
is concentrated in fresh positions about
a half day’s march behind the river.”

A correspondent of the Standard be-
fore Plevna telegraphs that at the

taking of Grivica redoubt the Turks
neither ran away nor asked quarter.

The first Russians who entered thought
the redoubt was abandoned, but the
garrison had only retired to the case-
ments and galleries, where they stood
at bay. The fighting was all with bay-
onets. The Turks immediately tried to
retake theredoubt and poured a larger
number of men‘into the adjacent en- |
trenchments. The Russians bombard-
ed them,but suffered severely from their
rifle fire at only two hundred yards dis-
tance. This attempt to take the re-
doubt and another one on Wednesday
were repulsed.

This correspondent, who'is apparent-
ly unaware of the recapture of the other
redoubts from General Skobeloff, esti-
mates that the Russians up to Thursday
lost 7000 killed and wounded, and the
Roumanians 2000.

An official telegram of Saturday last
from Suleiman Pasha says:—‘We
opened a violent canonade upon the
Russian positions {n Schipka Pass on
Thursday which dismounted many of
their guns and killed great numbers of
their artillerymen, principally by ex-
ploding their ammunition wagons. In
the afternoon their artillery was
silenced.”

Telegrams from Plevna confirm the
report that the Turks re-captured two
redoubts on the Lovatz road.

The Vienna Political Correspondence's
Bucharest special contains the follow-
ing :—*‘ The Czarowitch has withdrawn
completely behind the line of the Jantra.
Unfavorable rumors are current con-
cerning the Russian position in Schipka
Pass. The new bridge at Nikopolis
was still unfinished on Wednesday,
owing to the scarcity of boats.”

The Daily News’ Vienna correspon-
dent! telegraphs that a despatch from
Sistgva says it has been ascertained
that Plevna is victualled by the Turks
for two months.

It is said Servia has postponed de-
claring war for another week, pending
the result of operations at Plevna.

The London Standard’s Vienna cor-
respondent  reports that the mobiliza-
tion of all the Roumanian reserves has
been ordered.

A Bucharest despatch of Friday
says :—Since the capture of the Grivica
redoubt before Plevna, there has been
only a continued bombardment of the
town and other positions of the Turks.
Preparations are making for another as-
sault. - There is an immense number of
wounded and but few surgeons.

A London despatch of the 15th says
Suleiman Pasha received reinforcements
compensating hislosses in Schipka Pass.

The London News issues a special
edition with the following, under date
of Bucharest Friday night:—

“I left the battle field before
Plevna at noon yesterday. Two re-
doubts were taken by Gen. Skobeleff
on Tuesday evening, and held twenty-
four hours. On Wednesday the Turks
made six attacks, and finally in the
evening drove him out. He lost three
cannon  which he had placed in the re-
doubt. \He asked for reinforcements
several times, but Levitzy refused them,
thinking Skobeleff had enough men.
Finally Gen. Kreloff, on his own re-
sponsibility, sent the remnant of his
regiment which had attacked the lower
redoubt, near Plevna, “and whose
effective strength was reduced to ome
thousand men. They were utterly unfit
to go into battle. "Even this regiment
arrived a few minutes late, and another
regiment sent from the headquarters of
the staff to reinforce him arrived when
Skobeleff already had retreated. The
loss of these redoubts is -disasterous for
the Russian attack, as it seems the Rus-
sians in possession of these two redoubts
and Grivicaredoubt had counted upon re-
commencing the offensive immediately.
This is now impossble until the arrival
of reinforcements. When I left the
battle field all was quiet, except a light
artillery fire. The Russians still are in
possession of the Grivica redoubt, which
‘was under continued heavy fire from the
Turks. Thisredoubt was visited by Col.
Wellesley, whq says it is heaped full of
dead Russians and Roumanians.

Mehemet Ali telegraphed to Con-
stantinople oun Tuesday that the
eleventh Russian army corps had evac-
uated Tirnova, and proceeded in the

Suleiman Pasha, telegraphing to Con-
stantinople from Shipka, Friday, claims
that his Circassians penetrated to Elena
on Thursday, when they defeated 500
Russians. Cannon in the Pass were
dismounted on Friday. A despatch
dated Constantinople 1. 30 o’clock Sun-
day afternoon says: ‘‘The Grand
Vizier has informed Minister Layard
that Osman Pasha defeated the Rus-

The Minister of Customs.

It is a satisfaction for us in this consti-
tuency to know that our representative,
the Minister of Customs, has won for him-
self the merited reputation of being a
minister in fact, as well as in name. We
-do not believe in any man accepting any
position of public trust without acquaint-
ing himself fully/and thoroughly with the
duties and details of his position. In this
réspect Mr. Burpee has been eminently
successful, and it is no injustice to his
predecessors in office to say that the' Cus-
toms Department of Canada to-day, under
his management, is more efficient than it
ever was before.

The latter is making desper-
ate efforts to talk himself back to power,
but the effort, supplemented though it has
been largely by the abuse of Dr. Tupper,
appears to make but little or no impres-
sion upon the country. We want workers
in this country more than talkers, especial-
ly so when it is felt that no dependence
can be placed in the truthfulness of the
talk. We are not even aware that Mr.
Burpee will have any opposition for re-
election. At all events he will have no
difficulty in being again returned.”—sSt.

Legalised Robbery.

It will be remembered that,pursuant to
permission given by the Fisheries Depart-
ment, Bass were takenin nets at Napan,
Black River, etc, last Spring for domestic
use,and that a lot so taken by the Messrs.
Loggie and sold to Mr. Vanstone of Chat-
ham were, on being re-sold by him in
Newcastle, seized by Mr. John Hogan,
Fishery Overseer, who had Mr. Vanstone
brought up before the Newcastle Police
Magistrate, John Niven, Esq., charged
with contravention of the Fisheries Act.
The wording of the charge preferred by
Mr. Hogan—as stated in writing by the
Magistrate—was ** that Thomas Vanstone
*“of Chatham, hath had in his possessi

analogy of reasoning, whatn the Newcastle
Police Magistrate knew that he was asked
by a persecuting, ill-chosen, over-officious
public officer to take from a man who had
done no wrong money wnich he had earn-
el asan honest citizen, he should Lave
remembered the dignity of his position
and honored it. Had he gone so he
would not now have to reproach himself
with his part of a most discreditable job.
It is not to be wondered at that Mr.
Vanstone was surprised when the Con-
stable appeared to serve the Execution
whichwas issued on the above Conviction.
He felt that a great injustice was being
done him and thatit was hard that he
should be thus persecuted. He is doing
the largest business on the Miramichi as
a butcher, so going to gaol could not be
thought, of at this busy season of the year.
He therefore, told the Constable that if
Mr. Hogan was determined to have the
fine there was property at hand to be
seized and he might proceed in that way;
but the constable said that the execution
required that the money should be paid,
failing which Mr. Vanstone must go to
gaol. The latter asked for a little time
to consult his friends, which the constable
readily granted. The Minister of Fish-
eries was again communicated with, but
he appeared to have no idea of the facts as
they had been laid before him, so they
were re-stated and presented, together
with a request that Hogan be requested
to waive the Execution. The Minister
contented himself, however, with doing
nothing save to refer to the fact that an
appeal could be had, while Hogan acting
as it would seem, under Departmental or-
ders, urged the constable to execute the
paper placed in his hands, which the
latter did, Mr. Vanstone being obliged to
pay sev dollars and twenty cents—a

‘“Bass, and offered them for sale in the
“Town of Neweastle and County of
‘Northumberland on Monday 30th day
“of April 1877, in contravention of the

When Mr. Vanstone was obliged to
appear in the Police Court at Newcastle
he could only say that the fish were caught
legally.

The case is one which may well cause
the people of the Miramichi to consider
whether either their liberties or properties
are safe 8o long as so important a Depuart-
ment as that charged with the control of
our Fisheries is managed as at present.
The Fisheries Act places the most arbi-
trary powers in-the hands of Fishery
officers, and when one of the latter, through
either misconception of duty, malice or
avarice,chooses to lay hands upon a fellow-
, there is no protection such as is

understood, from those who ought to
know what was right in the matter, that
there was no breach of law in selling legal-
ly-caught Bass in Newcastle, If he was
wrongly informed, however, he must take
the consequences, and it would not be

That answer
seemed . to have settled the matter in
M¢. Vanstone’s favor, for it was well
known that Mr. Loggie, who caught the
fish, was prepared to swear that he did so
with a net,as allowed by the Department.

A month or two after, when the matte:

was nearly forgotten, Fishery Inspector
Venning visited Mr. Vanstone’s place of
business and told the latter that although
he was fined, he would be let off, provided
he paid the costs.’ But, acting under ad-
vice of his friends, Mr. Vanstone did not
pay the costs.

In the latter part of August-—about
four months after Overseer Hogan made
bis complaint—an Execution against Mr.
Vanstondh was placed by Hogan in the
hands of (ﬁnstable Buckley of Chatham.
It then,for &e first time,appeared that the

We have no desire to say anythihg
which might andeservedly reflect :;dversely
upon the Newcastle Police Magistrate,
but his conduct in this case does nut square
with what is generally accepted as the
manly idea of fair dealing and justice.
There may be men in a community who,
finding th lves in p of power
over their neighbors, are unable to with-
stand the tewmptation to exercise it ty-
rannjoally, especially if those to whom
they owe their position require that they
shall crush others who are opposed to
them. Svch men would, if they dare,
use the bludgeon upon a fellow-citizen
just as quickly as they would the power
of the law, could they do so without fear
of punishment. It is ‘the duty of the
Magistrates to hold such persons in check.
There are men, too, who are willing to do
very questionable work fur others—they
belong to the same class as the Process-
Servers in distraint cases among the Irish
tenantry, and are generally execrated in
the communities they infest—men who
draw public salaries amounting to twice
what they could possibly earn in fair
competition with vther men, alongside of
whom they are elevated by act of Parlia-
ment. When such fellows attempt to

-afforded by the law in general cases. It
is true that there is an appeal, but it is
not to the higher courts of the country,
but to the Minister. Unfortunately, it
has always been the policy of the Fisheries
Department to sustain its officers in their
acts, even to the straining of justice, and,
indeed, it was never an easy matter to ob-
tain a hearing on appeal at all. Of late,
the present Minister has, practically, al-
most shut his ears against complaints
affecting the officers of his Department—
from the Inspector downwards—in New
Brunswick, so they may do as they please
and literally defy him to punish them.
Northumberland owes the present dis;
graceful management of its fishery in’t?fta
to the Provincial Iuspector, and-fwo or
three Overseers, who, having been be-
queathed, in entail, by the ex-Minister to
the present Minister, are faithfully fulfil-
ing the mission for which they are sustain-
ed in  positions they have long ago forfeit-
ed. These officers have been guilty of
mal-administration which no efficient head
of a Department would tolerate in his sub-
ordinates. Hon. Mr. Smith is in posses-
sion of the leading facts concerning frauds
perpetrated by them, and the manner in
which he shields them is positively dis-
creditable to him and to the Government,
which is being injured every day that he
continues to hold office.

The Queen vs Vieche Moses, shooting
with intent to do bodily harm.

About 120’clock the Grand Jury came
into Court, and returned ‘“ no bill” in the
case of Vieche Moses, charged with shoot-
ing. The prisoner was then brought
into court and discharged. The Grand
Jury brought in a true-bill against Thomas
Campbell for manslaughter.

The prisoner being placed in the Dock
pleaded not guilty, declaring that he did
pot know ‘“one ha’ p’ orth of a word
about it.”

The Grand Jury also brought in a true
bill against James McAllister for steal-
ing $30 from John Martin in August last.
He pleaded not guilty.

The Grand Jury after making a short
presentment and being addressed in reply
by His Honor, were discharged.

- CIVIL SIDE.

At 2 o'clock the Court re-assembled
and the case of Jas. Robinson vs John
Ellis and James Carter was taken up ; A.
A. Davidson' Esq., counsel, and Michael
Adams Esq., attorney for plantiff, C.
Weldon Esq., Q. C., counsel, and L. J.
Tweedie, Esq., attorney for defendant. .

It was claimed by the Plantiff that a
pair of grey horses belonging to him had
been wrongfully taken, by the first named
defendant, . as official assignee, and his
deputy, Carter, as the property of John
Arbo an insolvent and afterwards offered
for sale by public auction. A number of
witnesses for Plaintiff were examined.

His Honor, in reply, said he thanked
the Grand Jury for their kind and flatter-
ing Address, which touched his feelings,
for although he had npever met them in
this County before, yet the County po-
ssessed associations connected with a
father and mother long in the grave. He
hesitated to accept the flattering compli-
ments paid to him, but it should be his
constant effort to uphold the dignity of
the Bench, as it had been transmitted
to him by his predecessors, and while
not possessing their high ability, he
would lay claim to their zeal, and he hoped
to leave the Bench with a character as
high as theirs. He had now reached
three score, though the alloted age was
three score and ten, but whether his time
were long or short, he would continue
in endeavour to discharge his duty.

WEDNESDAY.

The case of Robinson vs Ellis and Cart-
er was continued, the forenoon being oc-
cupied by the hearing of witnesses for
the defence, contradicting the evidence of
plaintiff, and their cross-examination by
plaintiff’s counsel. A. A. Davidson, Esq.
Q. C., proposed to recall plaintiff to rebut
various statements of the defence, but
His Honor ruled that this could notbe
done.

C. W. Weldon Esq.,Q. C., on the part of
the defence then submitted to His Honor
that the court had no jurisdiction in the
case ; that the plaintiff shovld have ap-
plied under the 125th section of the In-
solvent Act for a summary order from a
Judge to have the property restored.

On the part of the plaintiff, it was con-
tended by Mr. Davidson that such an ap-
plication could only be made where the
goods claimed to be wrongfully seized
were in the possession of the Insolvent
at the time, and not in a case where the
property was in the possession of a third
party, which in this case constituted the
very offence complained of. i

It was finally agreed that the case
shouid go to the jury, and that the ob-
jection made by Mr. Weldon, on the part
of the defence, should be reserved.

Mr. Weldon than addressed the jury
for the defence, congratulating them, in
his opening remarks,on the great improve-
ments which had been made in the Court
House. He was followed by Mr, David-
son for the plainfﬁg/thé addresses with
his Honor’s remarks to the jury occupy-
ing the afternoon.

The jury then retired and before the
Court closed brought in a verdict for $260
for plaintiff.

THURSDAY,—TRTAL OF JAMES CAMPBELL
FOR MANSLAUGHTER.

The Court opened at 10 o’clock.

James Campbell was placed in the dock,
and the following jury were sworn, seve-
ral others who where called, being chal-
lenged by L. J. Tweedie Esq., whoap-
peared for the prisoner :

S. Thomson, Esq., Q. C., then read the
indictment, to the effect that the prisoner
was charged with having on the 20th,
May, 1877, in the parish of Chatham,
killed one Joseph McKenna.

Mr. Thomson said that the Grand Jury
had brought in a bill on the second count
of the indictment, for manslaughter, and
he briefly explained thelaw on the subject,
ohserving that the theory of the proseca-
tion was, that on the’20th May, several
persons, among whom were the prisoner
and deceased went ashore from the barque
Snowdon, and having become intoxicated,
returned about tea-time. McKenna, the
deceased, then started to return to the
shore, having put-on the coat of the pris-
oner, when a quarrel ensued, during
which thedeceased was stabbed and killed.
The prosecution held that when the
wound was given there was no necessity
for it, either for the preventionof personal
harm or the saving of life, which could
alone justify the use ot deadly weapons in
the eye of the law.

The witneases for the prosecution
were”then called, but as the evidence
taken at the inquest was published in the
ADVANCE of 24th May last, it is unneces-
sary to repeat it.

Bartholemew Stapledon,- captain of the
Chatham Police, testified to the circum-
stances of the arrest of the prisoner, toge-

ther with Kelly and Fay who were present
at the time and produced a knife and
sheath which had been found covered with
blood under prisoner’sbunkin theforecastle
and also the belaying pin which was brok-
en in two pieces, longitudinally, which
had been found in the same vicinity. He
stated at the time of the arrest the prison-
er was bleeding freely from wounds on the
temple and at the back of the head, and
that he declared, ¢ If I have to die for
this I shall die innocent.”

Joseph B. Benson, Surgeon and Phy-
sician, testified as to the nature of the
wound of the deceased, McKenna, in the
left groin. He judged the wound had
been made by a knife and it would be
fatal, The belaying pin produced, if used
by a violent man, might/produce death
by blows over the head of a person, especi-
ally over the temple.

Daniel Ferguson, Esq., Collector of Cus-
toms at Chatham, testified as to the clearing
of the “‘Snowdon” from this port.

Dr. J. 8. Benson, Coroner, testified to
holding the inquest on deceased on the
21st May.

The Crown Officer now put in the de-
positions which had been tuken at the In-
quest, namely—those of Capt. Morgan,
Alex. Campbell, David M. Jones, Thos.
Boyd, John Kelly, and James Fay, which
after some argument on the part of the
defence were admitted.

Mr. Tweedie, for the defence thought
better proof than was before the Court
should have been given as to the absence
of the witnesses, but His Honor, ruled
that the testimony of the Collector of
Customs as well as that of the Captain
of the Police, who had accorapanied the
vessel some miles to sea, was sufficient.

Dr. J. 8. Benson resumed. He testi-
fied that death might result from the
blows of a belaying "pin about the head,
especially if held at the end, as this ap-
peared to have been.

’ The depositions weye then read to the
Jury, which concluded the case for the
Crown.

The defence called Angus Campbell,
Depaty Sheriff, who tegtified to the mild
character of deceased and his excellent
condugt in Jail, from letters the prisoner
had received, he knew ke belonged to
Drogheda and had a wife and three chil-
dren.

Bartholemew Stapledon, Captain of
Police, was sworn and produced a certi-
ficate from a number of leading men in
Drogheda, also one from John Gasson
Master of the *“Cecilia” who had known
the priscner for 20 years, both bearing
testimony to prisoner’s good character.
Mr. Tweedie addressed the jury on he-
half of the prisoner. He said he-had not
had an opportunity of examining the wit-
nesses for the Crown, and, although it was
proved by the Coroner that an opportunity
had been afforded the prisoner of doing so,
it was unfortunate he had no professional
man to watch his case at the inquest, for
he.(Mr. Tweedie) not only doubted that
be was the man who had committed the
crime, but believed if he was the man, he
was justified in doingit. He then review-
ed the evidence, particularly adverting to
the discrepancies between that of Kelly
and the others, especially in the fact that
he only saw deceased strike prisoner once,
and that when stabbed he had thrown the
belaying pin away, while Fay’s and Boyd’s
evidence stated that McKenna was beat-
ing the prisoner at the time they were
separated. He contended that even if
prisoner was the man who inflicted the
wound—of which there were doubts—
he would be justified by the circumstances.
Mr. Tweedie concluded with an eloquent
appeal on behalf of thelprisoner, who was
ahusband and father, urging -that he had
already been incarcerated four months,
that both the prisoner and the witnesses
were equally excited at the time, and that
if the belaying pin had not broken, as it
did, the prisoner might also have lost his
life. It was for the jury to decide, first if
the prisoner was the man who committed
the crime, and secondly—if they believed
he was--if he had a reasonable apprehension
that his life was in danger.

Mr. Thomson, for the Crown, then

briefly addressed the Jury. = The question
for them to decide he said was whether
the prisoner was the man who committed
the act, and whether he had sufficient
justification for the act committed. He
then briefly adverted to points in the evi-
dence, and, alluding to the eloquent ap-
peal made by counsel for the prisoner in
reference to * his being a husband and a
father, said the deceased also had friends.
They had only one duty to perform in the
matter and that was to give a verdict ac-
cording to the evidence.
His Honor charged the Jury, observing
that the questions to be considered were,
1st— If McKenna was killed, 2nd—If the
prisoner did it. If there was no doubt as
to the 2nd point, the considerations
were—Did the deceased first assault the
prisoner with a dangerous weapon, and he
having been assaulted, did he inflict the
wound under fear of death, in which case
the law would excuse him. If the de-
ceased assanlted the prisoner, and he was
stunned and drew the knife without being
in his full senses and used it without re-
treating, then the law would also excuse
him. But these men were all in their best
clothes, and there was no evidence to
show that the belt and sheath were round
the person of the prisoner. In the cabin,
he makes the singular ‘declaration ““If I
am to die for this I die innocent” and
when the belt and knife sheath are shewn
him he immediately says * That is mine.”
His Honor then spoke of the discrepancies
in Kelly’'s evidence, which stated Me-
Kenna had thrown the belaying pin away
when he was stabbed, while others stated
he was still beating the prisoner when
they were separated, and then Kelly pick-
ed up the knife which eould not be found
afterwards. His Honor then recapitulat-
ed the various conditions under which the
crime was excusable, and concluded his
address,

The Jury retired®and after an absence
of half an hour brought in a verdict of
““not guilty.”

His Honor then addressed thé prisoner
to the effect that he ccncurred in the
verdict of the Jury, and did not see how
they could come to any other conclusion.
There was no doubt that his (Campbell’s)
life was in jeopardy, .and His Honor was
not convinced, even that he was the man
who committed the deed.

Prisoner—¢*I am as innocent as the
child unborn.”

His Honor concluded by observing to
the prisoner that he, no doubt, owed his
position to the evil iations with which
he was connected at the time and that the
circumstances in which he had been placed
were very unfortunate.

The prisoner was then discharged
the dock.

CASE OF LARCENY.

James McAllister was then placed in the
dock, charged with having, on the 26th
Aug. 1877, stolen $30 from oune John
Martin.

L. J. Tweedie Esq., was assigned to de-
fend the prisoner by the Court.

The Crown Officer, Mr. Thomson, in
aldressing the Court said that John Mar-.
tin had just arrived from P, E, Island and

fallen in with some company, and gener-
ously treated and drank with them. He
afterwards went from a hotel to sleep on
one of ‘the wharves, and while there he
was robbed of some $30 by the prisoner,
who was arrested with the money in his
possession.

There was no evidence for the defence,
and the prisoner was ‘sentenced to three
years in the Penitentiary. This being the
last case the proceedings of the court were
brought to a close.

Dear MR Eprror.—I send you a num-
ber of Forest and Stream an American
publication in which you will find an
article My first Salmon,” it treats in a
maudlin style the salmon fishing the
writer had on the Nepisguit but the pur-
port of this note is to ask you what you
think of the following guotation ¢ with
the assistance of the last named gentle-
man (meaning F. Curtis, a Lawyer of
Boston) and Jobn Hickson, Esq., (pro-
bhably James is intended) the courteous
Warden. I was enabled to get the refusal
of what is called the Rongh Waters of the
Nepisguit River from the 25th of June to
the 3rd of July inclusive.”
Now, Mr. Editor,I have been for the last
three years under the impression that the
Rough Waters were open to the public—i.
e., by paying one dollar per rod per day, a
pool or more would be apportioned by the
Warden for three days’ fishing only. I
know the Rough Waters well; the, fish
generally run between the 20th of June
and the 5th of July, so that if the courte-
ous Warden has the power to give to the
Yankees the Rough Waters, let the-public
know it, so that no one native angler may
be disappointed next year.
