to their victims. 1t might almost be
believed to be an octupus transformed
into a plant, from which the dog was
released with great difficul y and severe
injury to the hands. Among the few
facts learned was that the fetid odor of
the sticky l'quid serves to attract prey
and it was also ebserved that the *“laiid.
octopus,” like other carnivorous plants,
abandons its victims after sucking out the
nutritive elements. To the natives this
strange plant is known as ‘‘the Devil's
noose.”

Dwarfs in Africa were mentioned by
Homer, referred to as an historical fact
by Herodotus, and described by Aristotla,
Pliny, a later writer, speaks of the
pygmies as living in different countries.
These roferences were substantially all
that was known of the African pygmies
until a few years ago, when accounts of
them were first given to travelers by
neighboring tribes, then they were seen
by Schweinfurth, and epecimens were
finally brought to Europe.. M. A. de
Quatrefages, the eminept anthropologist,
finds that the ansients had information,
more or less real, cencerning five pepula-
tions of small stature. Two were located
in Asia ; a third to the south, toward the
sources of the Nile ; a fourth to the east,
not far from these; and the fifth in
Africa, to the southwest. Two of these
groups, more er less modified by crossing,
are still located in Asia. The African
groups - are farther away than the tradi-.
ions represent, vut in nearly the same
direction. All of them are fragments of

In
no year- has - the aurora been observed
batween May 23 and July 22—that is,
near the summer solstice ; and the test of
the year shows two maxima, a primary
in October and a dary in February.

The electric incubator upon which Otto
Schulze, of Strasburg, has been at work
for three.years is intended to overcome
the ordinary difficulcies of the arificial
hatohing of chickens. The apparatus is
easily manipulated; and requries enly an
uninterrupted bat small supply of electri-
city. Auntomatic attachments regulate
both_ ¢ ature and isture, the
former being kept within atenth of a
degree of :the. normal tewperature of
incubation. In this apparatus, 90 in
every 100 eggs are expected to batch,
An electric mother, a btox in which the

protection while being at liberty to run
about on the ground when they choose,
has been devised as an secompaniment of
the incubator.

Au investigation by M. Miguel tends
to disprove the idea that wood pavement
‘isa favorable breeding place for germs,
and that it mayhave led to the Paris
epidemic-of grippe in 1889 1890. Saw-
dust from different depths was sown on
nutritive gelatine, “the ocolonies being
counted at the” end of 30 days. New
pavensent of pine blocks yielded 650
bacteria per gramme at a depth of an
eighth of an inch ; pavement of Landes
pine laid in 1887 gave 1,400,000 bacteria
per gramme at the surface, and only 4200
st.& depth of a fifth of au inch ; and pitch-
pine pavement laid in 1889 produced
1,400,000 bacteria per gramme at the
surface, and -only. 500:- aé a depth of a
swelfth of aninch. In all cases the germs
weére confined to the superficial layers of
the wood. Paris; mud, -dried ,and pul-
veriged yielded 'from ‘40,000,000 to 50,-
000,000 bacteria per gramme.

A revised atlas of the surface currents
of the Gireat Lakes, as determined from
the drift of bottles during the last three
years,is given by Prof. M. W. Harrington
in Bulletin B. of the Udited States Weath-
er Burean. Nearly five thousand bottles
were floated, of which 672 were recovered.
These showed the chiefcurrents to be:
eastward sleng the south side of Lake
Superior, westward along the north side ;
south along the west side of of Michigan
and Huron, north along the east side;
generally eastward in Erie and Ontario.
Local and trausient currents during gales
are sometimes strong enough to drag
vessels from their moorings. A phenomo-
non which may be called a seiche—a single
wave which is seen by navigators asa
white wall approaching and passing—is an
ocoasional occurrence.

That Post Office Again.

. .In publishing, last -week, some items
from the Dominion Auditor General’s
Report showing amounts received by
officers on the North Shore who
are paid from more than one sunrce,
we appear to have cenveyed to the
Advocate, the World and the post-
master of Chatham the impression that
we had some motive other than that
of giving the news to our readers. Many
papers publish facts and figures from the
blue books -as they are issued, those of
New Brunswick being no exception, and
it seems singular that when we gave a list
of ten officials who received Dominion pay
from more than one source, any one of
them should assume, or any paper should
assume in his'behalf, that it was done to
put any one of the ten in a false position.
Sach, however, seems tobe the case.

The Advocate singles out from all th.Q
ethers, the figares given by the ADVANCE
respecting the payments to the Chatham
postmaster, and adds the following from a
Chatham coarespondent : —

*But as & matter of fact thePost maeter of
Chatham does not reaeive more than $1400,
for eut of his salary he has to pay clerk hire
and all the expemses of his. office such as
olesning, sweeping, peuns, ink, paper, wax,
&c., &c. ; while the offices of the Customs
and Inlasd Revenue are allowed for al! such
expenses, together with the salaries allowed.
Then the hours of these officers are from 9
a. m till4 p. m., with an hour for dinner,
while post office is worked from 6 a. m. till
8p. m.,, with no time for meals. Thus,

DBriggs' two sons,
William aged 21 and Edward aged 8 decided
to olimb the rocky crag where the eagle had
its nest, with a view of killing it acd
destroying. the nest, when the big bird
suddenly swooped down on them and
fiercely attacked the younger boy with
beak and talons. It destroyed the boy’s
left eye and injured the right, besides
Tacerating his head and facs. The brother
was powerless to render assistance and
Eddie might have been much more seriously
ivjured, had not the boy’s father arrived at
the scene and beaten off the eagle.

Bristor, R. L.—“It makes no différence
what the yacht costs,” is practically what
the Vanderbilt-Morgan-Iselin - syadicate
said to the Herreshoffs when they instruct-
ed the latter to design and build & boat to
defend successfully the America's cup
against Valkyrie III. As a result, the De-
fender is likely to cost quite a little more
than $200,000 rather than anything less.

Speed is naturally the first and ochief
requirement. To secure this the boat will
carry such a spread of canvass as mever
before was heard of- To balance this there
must be the greatest possible strength
throughout the yacht and the greatest
possible absence of weight above the water
line, This has beensecured at a eost of
75 cents per pound for the sides of the
yacht above the water line, by the use of
alominum floor beams, whieh give the
greatest possible strength with the least
weight.

Precisely the same policy is being carried
out in respect to the blocks of the Defender,
which are not only te be marvels of cost,
but are te be far and away the strongest
and the lightest ever ocomstructed for any
boat of avy description, the extremes of
each being unprecedented.

Early ia the planning of the yacht, Capt.
Nat Herreshoff decided that the blocks
must not weigh more than one tos, and at
the same time they must withstand a strain
of anywhere from 10 to 28 tons because of
the immense spread of canvass which it
was designed that the boat shounld carry,
and the consequent tremendous strain upon
the blocks.

GREAT ENTERPRISE COMPLETED AND IN
RUNNING ORDER—STORAGE FOR FISH, FRUIT
AND VEGETABLES,

The cold storage warehouse, which has
been erected by the Texas Lake Ice Co.,is
ﬁm-hei snd in runniog order. The estah-
ish t was opened for b on Monday.
Thia enterprise is one of great.importance to
Westminster, and its value will be fully
appreciated before the end of the present
year. It will assiat greatly in the develop-
ment of the export of fresh fruits to
Manitoba and the Northwest. Frvits can be
sent to the city in small lots from all parts
of the District, placed in cold storage here,
aad, wheh sufficient has been collected to
form & carload, then the whole may be

The same applies to the storage
and shipment of salmon and other fish, and
the company intends making rates se
moderate that all the fish exporters will find
it of advantage to use the sold storage rooms
when msking up carload shipments,

Eggs caa be "kept perfectly fresh in the
cold storage rooms fora year, and so can

strawberries, raspberries, dranges; pinuppleé
and.all other perishable goeds.

In addition to the cold storage, the com-
pany have an ise-making plant capable of
prodacing 25 tons daily and all their ice will
be made from pure Coquitiam ,water,
supplied from - the city service. The whole
establishment, of which Mr. W. H: Whee!eér"
was the architeot, is perfectly arranged and
equipped in every detail, and is considered
the best north of San Francieco, and oneof
the largest as well. " Thirty carloads of
goods may be stored in the eold rooms at:
one time.

The enterprising directors of the company,
when they determined to build a cold
storage establishment, appreciated the fact
that We stminster, being the market centre
of the largest ani richest agricaltural section
of the Provincs, and the headquarters of’
the world-famed salmon fisheries of the
Fraser River, was the proper place for their
enterprisa. The civic authorities were |
approached, and lent every encouragement-
to the projectors, offsring two lots on Front
street adjuining the Mainland Pottery, at &
nominal price, and two water lots opposite
ata trifling rent fora term of ten years.
These cencessions being satisfactory, an
agreement was entered into between the

city and the company for the erection of a’

cold storage building and ice-making plant,
the. conditions of which have now been
fulfilled. .

For the cold storage, the company have
adopted the ammonia compressing systen.
The ammonia is carried in liquid form from
the receiving tank to the cold storage rooms,
where, the expansion valves being opened,;
it enters a coil of pipe, sad, expanding,
forms into gas. In the process of expansion -
the ammonis absorbs heat, and thys makes ]
the surronnding atmosphere intensely cold.
After going through all the rooms, froim gue
ocoil to another, the gas is compressed again
by the ammonia compressor, which heats it.
The gas next passes into.the condenser, and
speedily becomes liquid ammonia again.
The flaid is then carried back iuto the
receiving tank, and is again forced through
the pipes and expsnded into gas again.
Providing no leakage occars, the same
ammonia will last for an indeficite period.
The condenser is in the form of three great
woils of pips on which a stream of ice cold
water is kept constantlg playing, producing
rapid condensation.

Almost any degree of cold may be pro-
duced by this system. It is simply s
question of piping. The more pipes for the
gas to circalate through, the colder the
storage rooms can be made, Each of the
rooms in the company’s establishment is
supplied with about 500 feet of piping, by
which 10° below zaro can be produced if
desired. Any degree of cold can be main-
tained by ting one or
more of the coils in the room.

The building has a fromtage of 112 feet
and s depth of 48 feet, and is two storeys
high. The first flour contains the boiler
house, tank room, engine room and receiving
room ; ice storage room, 18x20x20 feet ;
two coid storage rooms, 124x18} feet ; seven
ditto, 74x18% feet. All the rooms are 9 ft.
8 in. high.. The second story oontains the'
condensing room, 12x25 feet, and stereroom,
184x19 feet, and the remsinder of the space
will be converted into cold storage rooms as
required. The storage rooms oornbmed
have a capacity of 300 tons,

The external walls of the cold storage
departments are 16} inches thick,.and the
inside partitions 104 inches, and are
constructed in such manaer with boarding,
packed sawdust space, dead air space, and
four different thicknesses of special mineral
paper as to farm a ° perfect insulation. The
floors and ceilings are thicker than the walls
and partitions. The cold storage doors are
9} inches think, and are fitted 5o as $o be
absolutely air-tight.

In addition to the ammonia process of
freezing, the company will also use the salt
water freesing process. This will be used
for ice-making and also in the rooms where
s low temperature is not desired. The ice
will be frozzn in blocks 36 inches long, 156
inches broad, and 10 inches thick.

In case of mishap to the city serviee, a
water tank, with a capacity of 16,000 gallons,
has been erected in rear of the building.
It will be kept constantly ﬁlled with water
puanped from the Fraser.

The ammonia compressor is rus bya
50 h. p. Hamilten-Corliss Machine Co.,
Wilmington, Del.;” W. N. Lazer, sole sgent
for the Pacitic Coast. The machinery will
be in Operation day and night the whole year
round.

The company have expended over 830,000
on the enterprise to date, aad are not finish—
ed yet. They will shortly build a wharf
and warehause, 132«50 feet.

Besides storing fish, the compaay w:ll do
a fish business of their own, and have seven
boats already at work. They will freezs
their entire catch for shipment to Europe.
In one of the cold storage rooms'st present,
there are six touns of halibut, which will be
eaten in Paris, The fish will be shipped
first to Australia, and thence te Europe.
This is a long way round, but eheaper, the
manager says, than by the C. P. R., and
Atlantic liners.

A BOX OF GOLD SUPPOSED TO BEA PART OF
CAPTAIN KiDD'S PLUNDER UNEARTHED
BY A MASON.

RiverEEAD, L. L, May 10, 1895. —Hny
farmers in Bllhng Hollow believe firmly
no w thatCaptainKidd buried his plander on
the North Shore of Leng Island. Their
belief is fortified by the fact that John E.
Peterson, a mason, found an old iron box
contsining gold and silver coin vlnle
excavating for a cistern on Wednesday, on
the premises of George B. Wells,

Peterson refuses to tell, but admiis it
contained gold and coia. Hp fears  that thb
gold will be taken from him.'

The box -which contained the coin is oldly
constructed. It isof iron, five by seven
by two inches, and looks as though it had
been in the ground mere than a century.

George B, Wells, who keeps a country
store, and is also the postmaster, verified
the story of the finding of the treasure, but
says Peterson will not say mach ahout it,
and bad it not been for Rudolph, _afarm
haad, who discovered Peterson with the box,
no ome might have know anything concern-
ing ite

adolph said there was surely a double
handful of coin. Mr. Wells thonght that
when Peterson was informed on authority
that the gold could mot be taken from him he
would make known the extent of his find.

Where the box was found Mr. Walls says v

was an old ditch dag a ceatury and & half
ago. This diteh is not far from the Sound
shore, and the discovery is thought to give
much strength to ghe theory that Captain
Kidd and his pirates buried his treasure
there.

Captain Kidd‘s “‘treasure** then, as now,
was somewhat disturbing the calm and
peaceful serenity of men‘s lives. The
 writer says, ‘I am very anxieus to hear
something more about the Gold from
Chester. I hoped ere this to bave heard
the good news of the Treasure having been
tfaised. I hope you will not fail to write
me all particalars eof the whole amount
recovered, and if they expect any more and
intend to continue their operations in the
spring; and claim all the amount of my
shares ; you have full authority to look
after my intereste.

Well. it is now over two_score years since
the above was penned, and up to this date
Mr. Matheson has not been placel ina
position to *“‘claim all the amouut®* of his
friend ‘s shares—but hope oun, hupe ever.

In those days railroads were in their
