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SKIM MILK IN BREAD MAKING.

It is common practice In many |
households to use more or less milk |
for mixing «dough, since it is believ-
ed that the quality of the hread is
thereby improved. Frequently skim
milk is used instecad of whole milk.
Doubtless comparatively few persons
realize that skim milk has a fairly
high food value, and that its use
makes bread more nutritious. in ad-
dition to improving its quality. It
must be remembered that when the
cream is removed the milk is depriv-
ed of only one of its constituents,
namely fat. It still contains practi-
cally all the highly nutriticus casein
and dthér nitrogenous materials, as
well a8 the milk sugar and ash orig-
inally present,
0.3 per cent. of ash, (good
milk contains from 3 to 5 per
fat.)

Farmers’ Association, skim milk ma-|
terially increases the yield of bread
and consequently the profils in]
bread making.

In the preparation of soups, such
as potato, celery, tomato, green pea,
and green coriu soups; fish, lobster,
clam, and oyster chowders, bisques
and stews, skim milk will (satisfac-
torily) replace the whole milk that
the  directions for preparing usually
call for.

PREPARING SOIL.

The best way by far to seed any
small grain is with the drill. One-
fifth less grain will suflice to produce
w given stund,  und the plants have
their crowns down lower in the
ground, so they will be less afiected !
by any. period of drouth that iy
overtake the crop. Where the drill is
used the lund  should be thoroughly
prepared beforchand, so as not to
disturb it after drilling is done. The
giruss or clover seed rhould be sown
betore the final harrowing, so it will
be well covered and down in the
ground in better shape to withstand
drouth. It will not only Le more)|
sure of getting a start in this way.
! but will also be less liable to  be
killed when the grain is taken off.
If you have no drill and feel that |
you cannot allord to get one, Lhu‘
flu\\ Best way is to disk in the grain |
a8 thoroughly as you ‘ean, If xmnt
land is loose disk in the grass or|
clovor seed with the grain., 1If clayey |
and heavy and inclined to run. to-
gether it will not be best to  have
these small sceds down too far, and|
it will be best to sow them after ‘
the disking but hefore the harrowing
is done.

Do not leave rough places or
bunches of stalks to be in the way
of harvesting the grain, or, later of
harvesting the hay.

They will|
also. be less liable to be destroyed,
or partly so, by storms.and to he
damaged by the hot weather when
filling.

PREPARATION IFOR CORN.

The directions which follow  will
also apply quite generally to all
cultivated crops. If the ground has
been fall-plowed, go onto it as early
in spring as it is dry _enough to
work without sticking, and with the
| disk and smoothing harrow work it
up into a  mice seed bed just as
though you were going to plant
right away. This is for the purpose
of getting the sced bed warmed up
as early as possible for the reason
above given, and for the additional
reason in this case of conserving the
soil moisture for the future use of
the plant.

;wmle if on the other hand it is over

(loddv and the seed bed consequent-
wlv not so good as it might have
been. Thoroughly prepare the seed
| bed but do not be in a hurry to put
{ the corn in the ground. The observ-
{ ation of these two points may often |
make the difference between a good |
crop and an almost total faflure.
Corn is a tropical plant, and it |
must have a fairly warm soil tn‘
thrive in. There never was a first-
class crop of corn obtained where
the seed was planted in a cold seed
bed.’

SKILL IN MILKING.

Milking is an operation which re-
quires skill, as it has an important
eilect on the amount and quality of |
milk  given. Dairymen know that
there are as great differences between
wmilkers  as between cows, and that
s will do much better with some
milhers than  with  others. Indeed,
good cows are often almost ruined
by poor milkers,

The milker should avoid handling
the cow more than is necessary, and
he should make it a rule to do  his
work quickly and thoroughly. le
should never go from a sick to a
well cow without first cleansing his
hands. The habit of wetting his
hands with milk is filthy in the ex-
treme, and should never he practiced, |

I believe a tree will stand twice as
much oil when there is sap in it as
when perfectly dormant, Decidedly
the safest and best time to spray is
when the sap is circulating, about

HENS AND CHICKS

Sitting hens should have clean
nests, secure from invaders. Line
the nest with paper, on which drop
a little lice killer. This will keep
drufts from the eggs and lice from
the hen and nest. Two hens should
be set at the same time and when
they hatch give one the chicks and
reset the other. The chicks must be
removed as soon as hatched . and
taken out of hearing or she may re-
fuse to sit agein. The sitting hen
should have a daily dust bath in the
sun if possible, plenty of sharp grit,
clean food and pure water, says Mr,
S. N. Walcott.

The young chicks must be kept dry
and warm. The coops shbuld be put
under a dry shed if you have no
house, and the hens confined in
coops on damp, windy days. Have
a feeding coop handy and the chicks
will run out until cold and then go
back to cover. There are more
chicks lost by being dragged around
through the cold and damp than any
other cause except damp coops. The
food may be the best, but without
dry warmth the mortality will be
great. 1 cook but little food except
to scald meal and bran together and
then add enough dry to make it
crumbly. I always have good suc-
cess if I can keep the chicks dry and
warm.

Globe's ‘“Webb te”
The Sl Syndies

The St. Jobn Globe reproduced a lot
of conjectures from certain western
papers,making an editorial out of them,
in which it labored to make its readers
believe that there was a syadicate of
which Dr. Seward Webb was the head,
and that it‘had designs upon the rail-
way systems of Canada, and was, there-
fore, worth watching in the public
interest. An Ottawa despatch, how-
ever, states that Dr. Webb was in that
city on Monday last and gave a state-
ment to the press in whioch he pointed
out that he was connected with only
threw enterprises in Canada, so far as
the railway situation was eoncerned.
He said : “First, I built, some eight
years ago, the St. Lawrence and
Adirondack railway snd ara president
of that corporation. Second, a year
ago I undertook, on behalf of the
Dominion Securities Company, the
oconstruction of the Cape Breton rail-
way in Nova Scotia. I did it because
I am a believer in the futare of Canads.
The propetty is owned by ‘the Dominion
Securities Company. Third, I am in-
terested in the purchase of the Canada
Atlantic railway and its boat line.
These comprise my interests in Cana-
dian enterprises. There is no Webb
syndicate in Canada or anywhere else.”

Fishery Claims.

An Ottaws despatch says that Pre-
mier Tweedie and Attorney General
Pugsley, of New Brunswick, met the
Minister of Justice aand Minister of
Marine and Fisheries on Monday even
ing with a view of arranging s case to
be submitted to the supreme court
interpreting the recent judgment of the
judicisl committee of the privy council
in regard to the fisheries.

The Minister of Marine and Fisher-
ies said that he would call a conference
of the representatives of the various
provinces interested in regard to the
question, and if no smicable arrange-
ment was then arrived at, he would
have the case submitted to the supreme
court to bave the matter finally decided.

The matter involved is the award of
$5,500,000 paid by the United States
to Canada under the Washington
treaty for the privileges enjoyed by
United States fishermen within the
three mile limit on the coasts of the
Maritime Provinces. It is established
that these fisheries are and always bave
been the property of the Crown as
represented by the provineial authori-
ties and that the money paid by the
United States should have been dis-
tributed equitably amongst the Mari-
time Provinces, instead of being retain-
ed by the Dominioa government, - The
different provincial governments inters
ested have determined to press their
claime, and they must succeed, although
the federal authorities will, no doubt,
resist payment as strongly as possible.

Street Work

A new and much needed sidewslk has
been made ou the east side of Cunard 8t.,
from the corner of Duke to the old Searle
bomestead line. Why should the town
not make such arrangements with the
property owners between thefe and Water
Street as will enable them te d the
sidewalk tbrough? Whether that is done
or not, Cunard St. should be graded
properly from Water to Church Streets at
least and have hard materisl, suck as was
on if formerly, restored to it by the water
snd sewersge contractors, whu haye left
only & mixtare of sand and brokea ssnd-
stone to supply disagreeable dust in dry,
and mud in wet weather. We understand
that the rosd-maker is to be brought
to Chatham to do grading work i the
towe. If so, the crossings, etc. should be

being done from end to end of the
streets and the cross-sections should be
evenly ourved from curb o curb,
with & depth below the surface of
sidewalks at the curbs of not more than
seven or eight inches. The middle of
the streets should not be above the level
of the sidewalks. We hope to see the
day when Obatham’s street-makers will
have learned that bridges in front of
every residence aud back-yard entrance
from street to sidewalk are simply sn
indicasion of ignoranoe of the first princi-
ples of street-making. What would be
thought of the public works or street de-
partment of any city, if they should toler-
ate such encombrances 7

It will pay the town of Chstham to
send whichever of its officers is in
charge of its street work abroad eo
that he msy learn something on this
subject. There is s fsir specimen of
cross-section eof street between Pallen’s
sud Henderson street corners on Water
street, and it could easily be made right
by putting better sidewalks down and
insisting upon the Public Works Com-
mittes making both street and sidewslks
conform to intelligent grading. The
ocontractors for the water and sewerage
works used & good deal of the- former
surface gravel in bedding pipes, ete., but
when they restore it, the street will be a
fair one as to material. Whatever work
is done, however, let it be as permanent

as possible.

During the past year the town has
practically had no official to look after
the streets, No member of the Buard of
Works can be expected to assume the
duty of giving the necesssry time to
street-making, for the resson: lst, that

worth thousands of dollars to the country |

daties to perform and that these dusies are
only in counection with the electric light
service and limited supervision of sewer-
age aud water works. The ‘‘mess” that
has been msde at the water works dam
and oconnecting work indicates that
superintendence is most urgently needed
in the interest of the iatepayers. Our
salaried pr fessi ladi the
Coffin and town superintendents—ought
to be ashamed of their work up there. If
the Town Council cannot call these gentle-
men to acoount, let them give up the job,
for there does not seem to be a practical
salaried man in a responsible position in
connection with the whole business. 1f
there is, it would be & relief to have the
tatepayers, who must pay the bills, hear
from him.

We suggest that the Mayor get one of
his company’s dam-bvilders off ‘‘the
drive’’ and send him to Morrison’s Brook
to show the town engineers how todo
that kind of work.

The Worth Shore's Enemies.

Because the World is inspired, in almost
every issue, to sttack Hon, Mr. Tweedie,
that psper pretends to believe that he, in
some way, suggests subjects for treatment
in the Apvance. Weare not sble to say
what the practice of Mr. Tweedie was
towards the World in this respect when
lie and some other gentiemen established
.that paper in Chstbam, and imported its
present editor to menage it, but we
assume that it had no editorial assistance
in the way of suggestion or inspiration
from him. It is well known thst if there
is one thing in which Mr. Tweedie is

tions; and it may be thas Mr. Tweedie’s
indifference to the praises which the
World used to bestow on him when he
and his associstes were finding the cash to
run the office, until they became tired of
it, is the cause of its vindictive howling
ageinst and sbout him at the present
time, and to which he equally pays no
attention. DMr. Tweedie is, we think, s

The Boers are the sort of settlers
that the Osnadian government is looking
for. The Dominion government proposes
to give s full homestead, consisting of 160
scresof lsad, to each hesd of s family
that will setile dewn, as well as to each
male over twenty-one, to assist them with
money—as settlers are at present assisted
—and to admit them to the same terms of
civil liberty ae any settler.

The Pllotage Iaw.

“(v.) baving & draught when loaded
unt exceeding sixteen feet, and empluyed
exclusively in voyages between any pord
or ports on Lake Oatsrio, Lake Erie,
Lake Huron, Lake Superior, Lake Michi-
gan or on sny of the waters ocunnecting
shose lakes and any port or ports on the
River 8t. Lawrenoce, or between any ports
on the River St. Lawrance ; except only
in the ports of Halifsx, Sydney, pilotage
district, Miramichi and Pictou, as respects
each of which ports the pilotsge suthori-
ties of the district may, from time to tims,
determine, with the approval of the
Governor-in-council, whether any, and
which, if any, of the stesmships s¢ em-
ployed shall or shall net be whollyor
pertislly, and, if partially, to whas extent,
snd vnder what circumstamce, exzempt
from the compulsory psyment of pllotage.”
