He Nas held himself
liable for all bilis contracted, and bhas paid
them too. The result is that the scheol has
made money,bthere being a very satisfactory
balance %o ite crediv. - And it must be re-
membered that rooms have been finished
and extensive improvements made out of the
receipts, It is te be hepsd that arrange-
ments can be completed whereby the scheel
may continue, buv the fact that the staff, in-
cluding Principal deBlels, are making
engagements elsewhere, on account of the

From Aulac to Summerside, Via Bay Verte
and Port Elgin.

(SPECIAL CORRESPUNDENCE OF THE SUN.)

Aulac is the last station on the line be-
fore crossing the Miseiguash River, the
boundary line between Nova Scetia and
New Brunswick. Thestation house is built
on whavis known as the great Tantramar
marsh, and owing to this fact the work of
vhe census taker in the immediate viciaity
is not large. The present population ocon-
sists of the station agent and hia family.
The agent keeps a horse and is very willing
to give a friend a drive or to earn an honest
penny by doing the same for a stranger.
Her msjesty’s mail which meets the train
daily is under the supervision of Mr. and
Mrs. Christopher Wry. They are always
ready to look after the welfare of; travellers
who, ab first sight, may think they have
“gtruck’ the wrong town.

Driving southeast from Aulac, the first
bighland reached is Fowler’s nill. A stiff
climb and & mile {rive brings you te a
pretty little Eoglish church. Mount
Whately is the npame of the place. The
view from here isffice. Facing northeast
you have on the left hand the head of the
Tantramar marsh, and stretching slong ite
borders for several milés is the village of
Sackville, In frent, not mere than a mile
distant, the little village of Point de Bute
nestles among the trees. Ab the right and
almost at your feet the Missiguash winds in
and out through the green meadows, A
listle farther to the right is the thriving vil-
lage ot Fort Lawrence, and still farther is
Amherst, the border town of Neva Sootia,
the home of Rev. Donald Bliss, who for
more that ferty years has been the Episcopal
clergyman at Mt. Whately,

The most business centrg is Point 'de Bute
corner. A substantial -ldcking Methodist
church first attracte the avtention. The
Methodist minister, Rev. F. H. W. Pickles,
lives here in a neat parsonsge. The busi-
ness places are owned by J. H, Goedwin and
Shenff McQueen. Judging from the com-
fortable appearance of the homes around, it
must be a good place for trade.

Ia the ten miles between Peoint de Bute
and Bay Verte there are a number of goed
farms, with neat looking farm houses, but
a8 youget away from the marsh the land
shows unmistakeable signs of exhaustion,
The eld village of Bay Verte,on this fice June
morning, looks trim and thrifoy. When you
remember that forty years ago it waa one of
the busiest of shipbuilding centres, you feel
that Bay Verte has held its own well. At
present there are seven or eight vessels in
port leading with deals, but as they have to
lie some distance from the shere it does not
make much stir in the village.

Two miles from Bay Verve is Pert Eigin,
the hub of the purish. It is built on the
Gaspereanx river, and is rather a pro-
gressive little town. It has a steam saw-
mill, a weellen mill and wood factory, be-
side other large buildings. The Methodis.s
have a fioe new church, supplied by the
Rev. Mr. Thomas of Bay. Verte. The Bap-
tists bave jast finished a church under the
generalship of the Rev. Mr. Lavers.
Tuarning to the lefv and following the line
of the river for a tew miles, then striking
off almost due east for three or four miles,
you get a glimpse of the water eoff the
Shemogue shore. Three miles further along
a pretty shore read brings you to the thrifoy
village of Bristol. Here there are two spores
for general merchandise, owned by /Mrs.
Adam Oopp and Ivy Avard. The houses
are neat and pretty. There are many very
good farms, but in seme fielde the white
weed and the yellow weed will be the enly
crop. Six miles beyond Brlstel is Capa
Bald. The drive to Cape Bald is a pleasant
ene. The water is in sight for a greater part
of the digtance. The heuses scattered all
along beleng to the French, but one
is surprised by the cleanliness and thrify
which seems to abound. The well swept
door yards, the tidy orchards and the old
fashioned well-sweeps please more than the
eye alene, Cape Bald is a small French
village. The ohapel is a large white build-
ing with tall spires and towers, The school-
.house is near, and in the early morning, be-
fore the schoolbell calls them in to their
work, the steps of the chapel are covered
with bright faced, neatly dressed children.
Opposite the chapdl is the dweliing house of
Father Bradley. The farms, after leaving
Bristol, are very much run out. Whole
fields of the white weed aund -the yellow
waed, with here and there fislds completely
bare of any vegetable growth, meet the eye
in all directions.  Mussel mud has been
nsed to-some extent, but has failed to pro-
duce apy saticfacrory resulte,

The next village is Liee Dish. Just before
entering vhe village you crose an arm of the
sea, which flyws about a mileinland. Judg
ing from the little boys and girls yon meet
Lee Dish mnsv be & very police neighbor-
hood. The boys take off their brogd rimmed
hats with a hearty “Good day, sir,” while
the girls courtery very prettily. Soon after
leaving Lise Dish you cress the lower Abou-
shagan river. The village of Aboushagan
is rather & neat place,’ There are
seme very . good young erchards
which jusv now are giving promise of a
plentiful harvest.  Crossing the upper
Aboushagan river you come to Barachois,
the prettiest village on the road. The large
white chapel, the neat dwellirg houses angd
the fine view-of sea make’'a pleasant spov in
which to streilfaround while the horses are
getting their breath. Baracholie is only five
miles this side of Shediac, and in a short
time Point do Chene is reached. Point du
Chene conziste of etly a few hounses. The
principal part of the town is the wharf. A
great maoy deals are shippsd from here.
Those which do net come by train are
made into rafts and flated down
the' smaller streams to the straits.
They are then towed along the shere to the
wharf, At the wharf they are made into
larger rafrs and floated oub to the vessels.
Point du Chene house, in charge of Mr. Mac-
Donald, provides good accommodations for
the traveller ~ Av 12 o’clock the whistls of
the 88.

DOUBLED THE ACREAGE.

Sixty Acre Fields of Potatoes 1n Aroostook
¢~ County— Some Swiking Figures.
\

\ } [Bangor Commaercial.]

Spesking of petatoes is quite a favorite
topic’in the northern Aroosteck section of
the state, and perhaps the readers of the
Commercial would like te know something
about the potato crop in northern Aroos-
tock. Since last August thare have been
shipped from Fort Fairfield station to Bes-
ton and points weet more than 3,400 car
loads, averaging at least 600 bushels to a
car, making in round numbers 1,440,000
bushels, and at a fair average price returns
to the farmers $864 000. Nor is the above
amount all the farmers derive from the tub-
ers,for about $500 000 aretaken by them from
the starch faotory operaters. Nearly ene-
half more acreage of potatoes is under culti-
vation this year than ever before planted in
Aroostoock county, the number of acres
ranging from five to sixty. Several farm-
ers near there have from twenty to thirty
acres planted, and Weeks & Houghton have
sixty acres, the largest number of acres ever
planted in that county.

Another correspondent writes: There has
been a larger crop of potatoes put in the
ground this year than was ever put in be-
fore in Aroostoek. Your representative
talked with some of the farmers in different
parts ef the county, and I -ehould
jadge that they had puv in donble crops
frem last year, the smallest farmer having
ten acres and from thav te 50, averaging
about20 acres to a farm threugn Oaribou,
Foro Fairfield, Presque Isle, Lswiston and
Easton. I met Mr, Wecks of Bosten, the
great potato buyer in this part of the coun-,
try, at Fort Fairfield last week., He has
“been down hére aboub three wecks Tooking
afver the planting of 60 acres of potatoes
which he has had in the ground. I
rode over with him to his farm which is
in Fort Fairfield about three miles frem
the village. It would make a Penobscet
farmer feel good to get a look at this field
of 60 acres of young potatoes planted all in
one field. As you ride aleng the country
road you will see from 10 to 20 acres at
almost évery house or farm, The farmers ex-
pect as a return acrep to beat anything
ever beforq known. They also hope te have
the crop taken to market by the B. & A.
rallroad which they hope te see completed
te Caribou and the Fort this fall.

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ERASTUS WIMAN’S TRIAL.

The Case for the Prosecution
Closed.

Judge Refuses Motion to Dismiss the
Caseand Wiman Takes the Stand.

He Tells of His Early Life and of His Connec-
tion With the Agenecy.

NEw YoRrk, June 12.—A large attendance
marked the opening of the second day of the
trial of Erastus Wiman for alleged forgery
before Judge Ingraham in the ceurt of oyer
and . terminer, Mr. Wiman came into the
court with his usual imposing array of coun-
sel. The people are represented by District
Attorney Fellows and his associate, Mr,
Wellman,

Assistant District Attorney Wellman,
epening for the prosecution, began by
explaining the diffsrence between forgery
in the first and second degrees, for which
last Mr. Wiman was indicted. Oie of
the counts against the accused, said Mr.
Wellman, waes that for forging the name of
E. W. Bullinger of shipping guide fame toa
check for $5,000 and depositing same to his
own aocount in the Central National bank.

Mr. Wellman then went into a review of
the firm of R G. Dan & Co., **with whom,”
said Mr. Wellman, ‘‘the accused had been
connected for more than nwenbyﬁve_a years,
but always as an employe. At no time was
Mr. Wiman the partner in the firm of R.
G. Dan & Co.,”” continued Mr. Wellman.
%QOI late years he had 18 per cent. interest
in the profits of the firm.

“This interest netted him from $73,000 to
$80,C00 yearly.” Mr.Wellman said that by
by the general public Mr. Wiman was re-
garded as the ‘company’ of the firm. ~ *I
will later proeduce deccumentary proof that
Mr. Wiman’s position was ocvly that of an
employe, and that he se understood the re-
lations between Mr. Dan and himself.”

Ib was explained how Mr. Wiman, as
general manager of the firm of R.
C. Dan & Co., bought all the sapplies,
such as paper, made all arrangements
with Mr. Ballinger and with the Camp
bell Printing Press company. Mp Well-
man dilated en Mr. Dan founding the great
meroantile agenoy fifty years ago and tak-
ing Wiman when . a young man, had put
him ahead, and how he had robbed his ben-
efactor.

The defence will try to show that this re-

verses the relations of Dan and Wiman, and [*

that Wiman has built up a splendid business
for the firm of Dun, Wiman & Co. in Tor-
ento when, in 1886, he was cailed to New
York to rejavenate a business that was not
making a dollar; that he built up the buai-
ness to ivs present magnificent proportions,
with an income to Dua of $300,000 or mere
per annum.

Mr. Wellman said he would show that
Mr. Wiman had uttered  many other forged

checks prior te Fab. 6:h, 1893, the date of |

the Bullinger check; one to J. N. Fairbanks
for $16,000. ;

General Tracy objeoted that Mr. Wiman
was on trial for alleged crime, and they ad-
mitted right here that Mr. Wiman wrote
the sigaature on the back of the check, in
accordance with established practice in
“commerocs,

Mr. Wellman eaid this admission was
made beoause the forgery could mot b
denied, and he had begged for mergy.
He then asked why Wiman dieguised the
band in which he endorsed the check
He=aid ,after che .forgery a. .shortage of
$187,000 wae discevered in Wiman's books,
although the shortage had been covered
up by ekilful manipulatien; that Wiman
had given a bookkeeper a check for $135,-
000 which he had him held fourteen months
for a shortage discoversd in 1891; that  be-
fore that forgery Wiman had presented a
check drawn to E W, Bullinger, and en-
dorsed E. W. Bullinger, jr.; that the bank
did not like the jr., and he scratched out
the endersement and got Ballinger to en-
dorse it, telling him that he had drawn
it by mistake and presented the check the
mext menth, having written “E. W, Ball-
inger” on it in a disguised hand; thab he
failed afterward for $1,000,000 on a ten per
cent, ocapital which shows his financial
straits and the motive for the crime.

The articles of agreement betwesn R. G.
Dan, Wiman, Arthur J. King and Rebert
D. Douglass of January 1, 1889, were put in
evidence. They stated that R. G. Dan was
and should centinus to be the sole owner,
and would pay a sum equal to 17 per cent.
of the profits,

Tne first witness for the prosecution was
James Harren, cashier of R. G. Lun & Co.,
who testified to drawing the $5,000 check to
E. W, Bullinger upon Wiman’s statement
that the firm was indebted to Bullinger.
Witness identified the endorsement as
Wiman's, Upon oross-examination by Gen,
Tracy he admitted that for ten years he had
made out checks upon the order of Mr.
Wiman, and that almost the entire direc-
tion of the firm’s affsirs for that time
was under the control of Mr. Wiman.
Mr. Dan was away for the greater part of
the time and the pay rolls were generally
signed by Mr. Wiman, but semetimes by
Mr, Douglass or Mr. King, and that the
firm’s letter heads bore the names of Wiman,
King and Douglass, with that of R. U, Dan.

Mr. Bullinger,the next witness,was shown
the check and testified that he had never
before seen it, and had never authorized
Wiman te sign his name to any such instiu-
ment. The check was offered in evidence.
Upon cross-examination, he said the en.
dorsement in ne way represented his hand-
writing.  Recelving Teller Taylor ot the
Seventh National Bank testifiad receiving
the check from Wiman for deposit, en-
dorsed, as he thought, by Ballinger.

NeEw York, Jume 13.—At the Wiman
trial today it was plainly evident that a
goed prepertion of the crowd of Bpectators
were composed of sympathizsrs of My,
Wiman, who was greeted with hearty hand-
shaking and neds. Atithe opening of court
Mr.Wellman announded that the case for
the presecution would be closed before the
afternoon session.

The first witness called today was James
M. Fitzgerald, who supplied R. G. Dun &
Co. with paper. He wns shown & check of
R. G. Dan & Co. for $7,500 to his order,
He testified that he had not received the
money for it and the signature on the back
was notin his handwriting,

Ogden Brewer, treasurer of the R, Camp.
bell Printing Pcess Co., was shown a check
of $5,000 to the order of his firm, drawn
January 20, 1893, which had passed Mr,
Wiman’s bank and bore the clearing heuse
number and stamp.

Oross-examined by Gen. Tracey, witness
said that he had received Mr. Wiman’s in.
dividual note in payment of several ohecks,
This would tend to shew that Mr, Wiman
saw himself in'a desperate strait and took
this method of using the .alleged forged
checks,

Robert D. Douglase, an employe of the
firm since the year 1881, was then
called - to the stand. Witness testified
that he knew nothing about the $135.000
check nor the mnote of $45000. He firss
saw the cheok February 21, 1893, I did
not see the §50,000 check on 'which the
charge is made until February 17, 1893
Mr, Wiman had then been away three er

e
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four days.”

Then Mr, Wellman produced the alleged
letter of confession and asked the witness to
identify iv, and after Mr, Douglas bad - done
80 offisred it in evidence,

Gen. Tracey objsoted, but not before the
witness had said iv had been written by Mr.
Wiman, Witness also explained that he
was shown the $50,000 check at the Chemi-
cal National bank.

**Now, I want to see that letter” thunder-
ed Gon, Tracey. The letter was handed to
him and therewith much interest was felt,
his collosgues looking over his shoulder.
Following the-reading of the letter the coun-
sel put their heads together and after a
brief conference Gen, Tracey opposed the
reading of the lebter on the ground that it
was a cenfidential communication.

It was admitted by the defence that the
letter was a written confession by Mr.
Wiman te Mr. Don, in which the acoused
threw himselt on Mr, Dun’s mercy.

The defence objeated to the letter being
offered in evidence, on the ground that Mr.
Wiman had been premised +hat the letter
would not be used against him in any agtion.
Mr. Douglass  was cross-examined by Mr.
Boardman, who asked numerous questions
bearing upon the culmination ¢f Wiman’s
troubles with the firm. To most of these
witness pleaded ignerance.

““Do you recall the fact that Wiman was
guaranteed immunity from presecution ?”

“I do not'recall iv.”

*‘Do you recall suggesting that Wiman_
take a trip to the Arg-gtine Ropublic uniil
the trouble was over ?”

‘I made no suggestien of that sort,” re-
plied the witness.

*Now, did you say to me,” asked Mr.
Boardman, “G— d— that man Wiman, I
wish he was in h—1]?”

““Why,” said the witness, with rising in-
dignation, *‘I never said such a bb&ng of any
man in my life,”

It was just five minutes of noon when Mr.
Tracey said: ““Mr. Wiman, take the wit-
ness chair.”

The defendant dropped into his seat with
a weary air, and outwardly was very much
perturbed. After giving his age and place
of residence and a brief sketoh of his con--
ngction with the firm of Dan & Co., the de-
fendant was asked about the letter of con-
tession,

““I was assured,” he said, *‘that if I wrote
that letter I would not be prosecuted. I
had received such assurance from Mr. Mo-
Farland, couneel for Dan & Ce. I had
known Mr. McFarland for over twenty
years and had esteemed him as my friend.
The letter was written partly at the dicba-
tion of Mr. McFarland,”

*‘Thav’s all,” said General Tracey.

Mr. Wellman then asked that the oroms-
examination of the defendant be suspended
until Mr. McFarland then not present,
should have testified,
| Mr. McFarland just at this moment made
bis appearance and took his seat on the wit-
‘ness chair. He denied having had any part
in the writing of Mr. Wimaxn’s letter or that
he promised the defendant immunity. He
ocould net give the acoused any aseurance of
immunity, not being empowered te do so.

Cross-examined as to certain properties
held in the name of Mr. Wiman and his
wife, Mr. McFarland admitted that he bad
made inquiries in that direction, This he
thought perfectly matural, as it was his duty
to pretect the interests of the firm of R. .
Dan & Co. Mr. Wellman then read Mr.
Wimau's letter of confessien.

Av the opening of the afrernoon session,
Judge Tracsy teck up the second count in
the indictmentof: Mr. Wiman, and argaed
that there was no evidence of fraud in the
meaning of the p-val code. The deposit of
the checksin '3 Dentral National bank,
satd- General“ Prdoly;*was “not & frandalens
utterance. b

The ocourt said that according te the
articles of agreement Mr. Dun was to pay
his associates for their services, and that
the agreement clearly restricted the powers
of the associates. The agreement also ex-
pressly provided that no associate is
empowered te draw or collect, except to the
oredit account of the association. The
agreemeut is an elastic ene, but it distinctly
provides that mneither Mr. Wiman, Mr,
Glass or Mr. King can take any authority
upen themsclves to draw any sam in excess
of the percentages mentioned in the agree-
ment. Mr. Wiman's act in the Bullinger
case seems to come within the meaning of
that sectien of the code whioh reads: **An
in;brn:'nenu purperting te be the act of an-
other.

Judge Ingraham denied the motien to dis-
miss the case of the second indictment.
Then Mr. Boardman epened his address to
the jury. At the conclusion of Mr, Board-
man’s speech, Gen. Tracey cslled the de-
fendant to the stand and aeked him to tell
the jury in as brief a manner as he could,
the story of his life up te the present day.

Mr. Wiman began by saying that he is
Dow sixty years of age; was born in Toronte,
Canada; became  a printer in that'city, and
at sixteen a reporter on the Toronte Globe
at the salary of six dollars a week.
Later he became an employe of the Toronto
Produce exchange and, while compiling com-
mercial statistios for that institution,became
a correspondent for Dun & Co. Later he

became the Canadian partmer of the con-
cern, the firm name being Dun, Wiman &
Co. Hc cameto New York in 1866.fo0 take
charge of the New Yeork branch at the earn-
esd solicitation of Mr. Dan. Mr. Wiman
went en to describs bow he snggested the
establishment of the firm’s printing office,
how he ' bought enormous supplies for
that plant, and how soon there-
after he was taken into the
asseciation. He added that he had cem-
piled the reference book containing more
than a million names, and had created mahy
new features. The agency at that time was
on the mercantile Spy system, but he ab-
‘olished that ebj=ctionable feature and raised
the tone of the agency. During his time ae
manager of the agency the firm’s profits in-
creased frcm nothing at firsp to $50,000;
then to $100,000, te $250,000, and by suc-
cessive jumps to half a million, which,
in round numbers, was the net profit
of vhe agency when he was dropped eut,
Mr, Wiman went en to say from the time
of Mr. Barlow’s death in 1880, Mr, Dun had
ceased to take an active interest in the asso-
clation’s affairs. He said that Mr. Dun had
an equal interest with him in the Staten
Island Rapid Transit scheme of 1880,
Speaking to Mr. Dun of his overdrafts, wit-
ness had told him that he then ownad at
leaat $300 000 worth of real estate on Staten
Island and that he regarded thab as a trust
held by him against any moneys he might
owe R. G. Dun & Oo. “I will add that at
that time I owned more real estate within
ten u’n’iles of New York city-than any other
man.

Ab this point Gen. Tracey read a letter
written by Mr. Dun on Jan. 12:h, 1893, in
which Mr. Dun stated that he had heard
that Mr. Wiman was drawing teo heavily
againet his account. In thisletter Mr. Dan
restricted Mr. Wiman to $3,000 a menth.
The letter goes on to say that it had come
te Mr, Dun’s knowledge that he (Wiman)
was going about telling people about the
private affairs of the firm and winds up by
stating *'I would be glad to learn that your
affairs are in better shape than I imagine
them te be.”

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THE PES'IHILENCE IN CHINA,

It Resembles in Character the Great
Plague of London in 1665,

But is More Fatal, Ragiog in Hong-
Kong and Canton.

8ixty Thousana Dead in the Latter City and
Forty a Day in the Former.

(Correspondence New York Herald.)
SHANGHAL, May 20.—The news of the out-
break of vhe plague at Hong-Kong has
doubtless reached the Herald ere this by
telegraph, but no such necessarily brief com-
munication on the subject can convey an
adequate idea of the character and extent
of the vieitation which is ravaging Canton,
Pakhoi and Hong Kong, and throwing this
part of the world generally into a state of
verror and panic almest withoat paratlel.
The disease has long been raging in the
two first namod placesand iv has carried dff
tena of theusands of victims in the last few
weeks, but 8o long as it was confined to
China very little was said about it in print,
The moment it reached Hong-Kong, how-
ever, which it did last week, the alarm be-
came great and threw the colontste and the
government of that island, as well as the
foreign and native residents of the coast
ports, into a state of terror and alarm.
Even in Hong-Kong an ¢ffort seems to have
been made at firat to keep the existence of
the pestilence secreb, but it spread se fast
and was 8o horribly fata] in its effects that
it was found impessible to conceal the dread
trath for more than a tew days.

HONG KONG AN INFECTED PORT.

Oa Saturday night, 11th inst., the French
and Porvuguese consuls here issned a noti-
fication, preclaiming Hong Kong an infected
port. Oa the Monday foilowing the entire
body of foreign consnls united in a represen-
tation calling upon the Chinese authorities
»b Shanghai to impose qaarantine regula-
tions upon all vessels comivg from Hong
Kong or Canton. The French mail steamer,
which lefo Shanghai for Earope on the 12th
inst,, refused to call in at Hong Kong for
either mails or passengers, and since then
all vessels are giving the port a wide berth,

T'he plague, which is described by medi-
cal men gu almost exactly similar in ap-
pearance and symptoms to ‘‘the great plague
of London,” which devastated vhat city in
1665, was noticed first in Canton about the
end of April, prier to which date there had
been a period of prolonged drought.

IT BROKE OUT IN FILTH,

The firat sign observed was the appear-
angeof thousands of rats, swollen and evi-
dently dying, crawling up from the open
sewers and the houses of that abominably
filshy oity., These vermin are invariably
the  precursors of all such visitations in
Southern China, and - every year they give
notice of the appearance of the plague in
Pakhoi, where it appears to be almest en-
demic. The disease is of a bubonic char-
acter, with purplish or black swellings in
the glandular regions, in the groin, armpir,
under the knees and in the ueck, accom-
panied by terrific fever, the temperature
®oing ab a bound up te 105 and over 106,

Iv is frightfully rapid in its course. ' Par-
ging diarrices at once sets in anda state of
delirium, followed by coma, is reached in
three or faur heurs in bad cases, death en-
tuing and the bedy tarniag black, putrid
aud ewoolen to thrice its s/z> in the eonrse
of twelve to twenty-four heurs. Very
8Jrong men have resisved vhe avtack for two
days and then  suocumbed, bat
a8  many as eighty per  cemt.
of those attacked in Canton died
in one day. Those whe held out for three
or four days generally recovered, but they
were very few. Six thousand fatal oases
are known to have eccurred in ene district
in Canton—in the old Mehammedan quarter
of the city—within a week, these tgures
being checked by the number of coffins given
out for the burial of the dead by ene charit-
able institution, ¢

SIXTY THOUSAND VICTIMS,

made systematic enquiries, which he avers
shew bhabup to the 8sh inst, avleast 60,000 pee-
ple have been carried off. All the immense
business of the city was at a standstill, and
the inhabitants whe ceuld de so were fleeing
inte the ceuntry, while those who remained
were endeavoring to stay the progress of
the terror by the mosy eXtravagant “‘joss
pidgin,” er worship of their idols, vain rites
in which the highest officers of the govern-
ment joined. Several medical and other
experts were despatched from Hong Kong to
inquire inte the cause of the plague, and
they all agreed that it*was due primarily to
the incredible filth, the abominable habits
and the poverty of the Oantonese, aided no
doubt by the prolonged drought, which
oaused the filth in the open sewers to germ-
inate into hideous forms of life.

ENTIRELY CONFINED TO THE CHINESE,
Seme psople believe that the fondness of

is largely accogntable for the pestilence,
which the rats canght fleat from eating the
festering contents ot the sewers, There may
be somsthing in this, for it is a fach that
none ot the European residents of Canton or
Hong Koog have bsen attacked by the
plague, which is entirely confined to the
Chicese. Nor in one hospital where over
four hundred patients lay, three hundred of
whom died in a tew hours, were any of the
attendants avtacked. I myself saw, how-
ever, one case of a Earopean being carried
off by an exactly similar plague in Paknir in
1887, when the Chinese thers were dying at
the rate of over one handred a day. This
man lived as a Chinese, dwelling ameng
them and eating their foed. So far as I can
learn this is the only instance en record of
the bubonic plague in Paknir, Canten ior
Hong Keng affecting others than natives.

By the 7oh inst. en ong small street in
Canten, out of a population of 170 only 40
were left alive. Whole families had been
carried off in many districts. Even the
thieves who went to rob the heuses of the
doad were in many Instances carried off by
death before they could escape with their
plunder, and the native decters were found
dead in their sedan chairs as they were
being earried to see their patients,

THE PESTILENCE REACHES HONG KONG,

The plague seems to have reached Hong
Kong about the ‘8:h inst., and en the 10th
forty deaths a day were recorded in ene
amall distriot called Tinningsham, and since
then the mertality has been semewhat
oh:gkod by the exertions of the sanitary
authorities, but at the time of writing there
are frem thirty to forty deaths a day in the
colony, being about sixty per cent. of th
attacked. Hong Kong, too, has been suffer-
ing from want of rain, and the great reser-
voirs recently erected at vast /expense at
Tytnz were almost empty on Moenday last,
the inhabitants of the celony being put en a
very short allowance, and no water being
available te flush the dralns, which in many
ﬁ“u of the colony were ina filthy cendi-

on,
PRECAUTIONS AT HONG KONG,

Indeed, from a sanitary point of view, in
the mere crowded parts of Hong Kong,
where the Chinese are packed more donnry

At this port steps
are being taken to guard against the
plague being ocarried in from Hong
Kong, but @as we have abund.

and have lately had excuedingly beavy rains
ivis not likely thab the pustilesce. will visit
us, though there is alwaye the dasger of
similar visitations wherever a large Chinese
population herds together. Nothing can
change their filthy habite, and ne being is
strong encugh to induce them fo observe the
most rudimentary sanitary laws. This fact
should not be lest sight of by those whe
would allow the Chinese into America with-
out restrictions, and who .foelishly think
thab they can be made to conform with any
regulations for their own or the public’s
safety. Since yesterday morning, I am ad-
vised by telegraph, heavy rains have fallen
in Hong Kong, and the authorities there are
in hopes of the plague abating,

WHAT THE DOCTORS SAY,

Oa the 10:h inst. at a meeting of the sani-
tary board a number of papers in reference
to the pestilential disease were snbmitted.
The captain superintendent of police on the
26°h of April reported the appearance of the
disease in Oanton, and in ord%r t6 ascertain
what precautionary measures sheuld be
taken iv was submitted to the colonial
surgeen, Dr, Ayres, who communicated with
the consul at Oanton and received in reply
a report from Dr. Rennie, dated the 28:h of
April. In this the symptoms were described
as tollows :

“With or without premonitory warning
in the shape of malaise or ohill there s &
sudden onset of fever, rising to 105 or over,
There is much headache and cerebral dis-
turbance, accompanied by stupor, In from
twelve to twenty-four bours a glandular
swelling occursin the neck, armplte or groin,
rapidly enlarging to the sizs of a fowl's egg.
Ivis bard and exceedingly tender. With or
without a decline of the fever the patient
sinks deeper into a cendition of coma and
dies, neunally at the end of forty-eight hours
or sooner. If six days are reachod recovery
is hopefnl, The glandular swelling shows
no signs of suppuration. Ip some cases
epistaxis or vomiting of blood ocours;
petechize  appear in a few, but no regular
eruption. Such are, bricfly, the symptoms
ab the beginning of the disease.” Thne re-
porb was communicated te the celenial
surgeon, as well as the sanitary board, and
precautionary measures, in the way of
flashing drains, eto., were advised.

Oa the 10th inst. the colonial surgeon and
the acting superintendent of the civil hos-
pital reported that there wore twenty eases
in one ward at the Tang Wah hospital; that

there had been soveral deaths from the dis- .

ease; that there would be more within the
next twenty-four hours, and advising the
isolation of persons attacked.

- DUR 70 POVERTY AND FILTH.

During the discussion which tollowed the
presentation of these documents,.the colon-¢
ial surgeon said the disease was one entirely
of poverty and filth, but there wae no neces-
sity for getting up a soare about is. Dr.
Lowson expressed the belief that the disease
was more chemioal than bacteriological, and
that & few days’ good rain which wounld
wash out the filth, would also wash out the
poleon. Immediately after the wmanitary
board meeting the executive council sat,
and later in the evening a proolamation was
iszued by Major General Barker, the acting
governor, putting in force sections 32 to 37
of the ordinance for amending the laws re-
lating to public health.

Hoxe Korg, June 13 —There were
eighty-six deaths here from the plague yes-
terday. Nine British- soldiers have been
attacked with the disease and the military
authorities are taking extraordinary pre-
cautions to prevent its further spread among
the treops. The leading Chinese residents
are removing these of the sufferers whe
are willing to Canton on board of
Chinese gun boats, The exodus of the na-
tives continues,

The department of the interier, United
States geological survey, have issued &
pamphlet eompiled by Joseph D. Weeks,
editor of American Manufacturer and Ifen
World, Pittsburg, Pa., on manganese pro-
dustion. To those interested in this mineral,
this pamphlet will be very instructive in

showing how the business of mining man-

ganese has gradually closed in the United
Status and  Oanada and opened up
in  Russia, Cuba and Japan. Se
far as reported, 'the ores from these
latter countries are suitable only for blast
furnace uses, and there is still a demand for
high class pyrolusite such as was mined at
Markhamville in New Brunswick and at
Tenny Cape in Nova Scotia. After the
legislators ab Washington are finished
tinkering with their tariff and manufactur-
ers start up their works again the increased
demand for high class manganese will be an
indocement to push the development of
pyrolusite mining in New Bruneswick and
Nova Soetia.

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A NOTABLE ANNIVERSARY,

It is not surprising that the celebration
which teok place at Memramocook on the
12th shounld have excited the enthusiasm eof
the participants, No man who compares
the educational status ef the Acadians of
this province today with the condition a
quarter of a century ago, can fail to realizs
the immense benefit that has beem ocon-
ferred by Sbv. Jeseph’s collegs. Higher
education has made great advances all
round since that time, but nowhere more
than among the French speaking people of
this prevince. Before Father Lefebvre
began his work it was necessary
for Acadians seeking anything like a
liberal education to go te distant schoola.
Few, perhaps, could afford this, but still
fewer sought vhe schoels. There was not
then the incentive and inspiration afforded
by the presence among them of & consider-
able number of well educated men of their
own race. They were distinctly inferier in
culture, though by no means so in intellect,

to their compatriots in Quebec prevince. In-

Quebec every town had a olassical academy
or college. But in Now Brunswick such
schools were small, far apart and not well
known. The establishment of the college
en its noble &i abt = Memramcook,
in the midst of | the most pres-
perous class of the French speaking
people, gave them a perpetual reminder
of their wider opportunities. The constant-
iy increasing number of young men and
boys sent thither from the French speaking
pepulation shows that the peeple were enly
too ready to use such means of culture as
were brought to them, The alamni of the
school went out and became leading citizens
of the towns and villages, and important
men in the country places. The college has
beceme a recognized centre of intellectual
activity and finde in itse hund-
reds of old = students all over
the country its best vindication.
We have spoljen of St. Joseph’s as the
college of the Acadians, True it is claimed
not less by many Roman Catholics of other
races a8 their alma matér, but the English
speaking folk hold a semewhat different
relation to the mchool. It was not ab the
beginning so absolute a necessity for them
as for the French speaking peeple. To these
latter the establishment of some such sehool
was absolutely essential te any such general
educational advance as has been made.
This benefit is much wider than the rell of
students would indicate, fer very large
numbers of the alumni are themselves
teachers, and most of them are to some ex-
tent a stimulas te those about them. The
president of the college, who was honered
yesterday, must be gratified to mark the
suoccess of his former students in the varions
walks of life. When he came to this pro-
vince, there were few Acadians whe at-
tempted to enter the learned professions, or
who looked ferward te pesitiens ef high
trust in the country. This, as we now see,
was not because of want of ability or energy,
but of opportunity and incentive, Father

- Lefebvre has been more instramental than

any other man in changing all that.

THE INTERCOLONIAL ROUTE.

It is rather late to bring forwurd the
statement that the North Shore reute of the
Intercolonial was chosen to please political
opinion in Nova Scotia. When the route
was chosen the interests of Nova Sootia
were such as woulgd be betber served by the
more direct line, The Welegraph newspa-
per, of all others, ought to knew that the
choice of the North Shore route was due te
two inflaences, that of the imperial gov-
ernment and that of New Brunswick and
Quebec. Hon.Peter Mitchell bases his claim
to suppert in Northumberland on his ser-
wioces to the Nerth Shore in this connection.
TChere is no doubt that he did what he
could, and that he was supported by several
New Brunswick members. From Quebec
province petitions in favor of the Nerth
Shere came by the score. [This local infla-
ence was probably an important supplement
to the imperial preference for the military
route, far from the Uanited States frontier.
Imperial ivfluence did neb take the form of
dictation, bub rasher of encouragement. At
that time it was not oconsidered safe for
Canada to go into the money market en the
atrength of her own security. An imperial
guarantee was deemed necessary to the

floating of Intercelonial bonds on the Briv-
ish market. The country can new afford te
look back with some degree of complacenoy
on those days of weakness and comparative
insignificance. A guarantee would not be
needed now for a loan many times larger,
But it was a serious consideration for Canada
then, It was also & serious consideration
in England, where it could omly be justi-
fied on the ground that if was
a step in the establishment of & military
line of communication bevween the eastern
and western provinces. We got the guaran-
tee and built the railway. The route did
not ab the time euit the requirements of So,
John and western New Brunswick, and was
not so satisfactery to Nova Socotia as the
frontier line or the western route
would have been. It did eunit Qae-
bec and northeastern New Brunswick.
In the end it has worked well all round.
The North Shere has its railway. The St.
John valley has a frentier line. St. John
and all east of it has the mest direot line
te Montreal and the West. No one of these
three railways is superfluous, No matter

the others would have followed. Had the
Temiscouata route been the first one chosen
it would not have answered the purpose
of the Short Line through Maine. Seoner
or later the North Shore would alse have
demanded its railway, which weuld pre-
bably have been constructed years age as a
local road mainly at the expense of the
province,

ANOTHER OF THEM.

Mr.John Charlten is net in his right place
in the Canadian house of commons. He ought
to be in congress as a United States citizen.
Chen he could assist in framing legislation
hestile to Canada without proving a traitor
te the people whom he is supposed te repre-
sent. He has done his best, but so far in-
effectually, te have a conditienal duty im-
posed by the United States on all lumber
proeducts., This is because Mr, Charlton is
not a loyal QOanadian, because he has
lumber interests in the United ‘Staves, and
because he ewns tugs which tow logs
to the United States zide .of the lakes. This
is the reasen that Mr. Charlton sent off
quietly his petition te Secretary Carlisle.
In this memorial Mr. Charlton said:

The Mills bill contained a provision as fol-
lows: ‘Provided, that if any export duty is
laid upon the above mentioned articles, or
either of them, by any country whence im-
ported, all said articles imported from said
country shall be subject to duty as now pro-
vided by law.”

The McKinley bill also contained, as above
mentioned, a similar proviso, under the opera-
tion of which the removal of the export ﬁut
by .the Canadian government was secured.
Tke Wilson bill is supposed to follow in the

Ivis respeohtnllﬂ submitted that this proviso
should read as follows: “Provided, That it any
export duty is laid by any foreign country upon
any of the articles mentioned in ‘paragraphs

ach.

. 8hould this proviso be inserted, it will inevr
itably prevent the imposition of an export cuty
bﬁhe n government. It is that pro-
vision which the entire lumber trade in Michi-

Ohio, and New York, dependent more or
ees npon Canadian supply for lugs, is anxious
to see inserted in the bill,

After some further information as te the
laws o Canada Mr. Charlton added—

“The imposition of export duties on lumber
is a prerogative of the dominion government.,
Such duties were first imposed in 1866 upon
logs and shingle bolts, and were continued,
with variations as to amguat until 1890, when,
under the statutory offer of the McKinley bill,
groviding for.the reduction of the pine duty to

1,in the case'of any country not imposing ex-
port duties, the Canadian Government abolish-
ed the duty. i

“The reimposition of the duty by the Can-
adian Government can only be prevented by a
similar ¢ ause in the future; putting back at
the old duty all articles in tne wood schedule,
if export duty is imposed upon any of them.

“The sawmills of the Saginaw Valley, and
other points in eastern Michigan, are now
almost entirely dependent upon the forests of
Can :da for a supply of logs. The importation
of logs from Canada for Mich gan, Ohio and
wesiern New York mills was not less than
$5.000,000 in 1893, and the reimposition of the
Canadian export cuty would be most disas-
trous to this extensive American interest.”

This is the memorial which was discussed
in parlisment Tuesday. Mr. Charlton is
getting to be a heavy load fer the grit
party to carry.

HOW HE GOT RICH.

The late Mr, Duncan Molnbyre was un-
| doubtedly one ef the two or three richest
men in Oanada. It has been charged that
he got his wealth through his cennection
with the Canadian Pacific company and that
his was one of the fortunes created by the
policy of the tory party. The trauth prob-
ably is that Mr. MoIntyre made money
faster during the life time of the
Mackenzie government than at any
other time before or since. He
became rich as a contractor on railways
built er subsidized by the liberal adminis-
tration. We quote from the Montreal Wit-
ness, a liberal paper:

All the time Mr. McIntyre was ambitious of
makiog money,'and when he saw his chance,

the Mackenzie government, of getting
into the railway contracu business, he eagerly
embraced it.

Mr. Mcintyre was an ardent liberal, and
from an early age took an interest in politics.
He was a great ad mirer of Mr. Mackenzie, and
labored to promote his success. Indeed, he
stood self once for Renfrew, but was de-
feated. In those days there was more passion

ated with elections than we see visible
now, and the ready blow was not considered
an uosuitable way of resenting an impuration.
‘At that time,’ said a friend, ‘Mr. McIatyre,
young and full of fire, would have thought
nothing of levelling an opponent with. his Est,
if feeling ran high.’

Mr, Mackenzie was returned to power, and
that was the beginning of Mr. g&clnryre's

at fortune. He bought the binds of the
embroke and Ottawa railway; he got a large
subsidy from the Ontario government for
carrying the line to Pembroke; and when the
fed govemmenb conceived the larger
scheme of carrying the line through the coun-
try. Mr. McIniyre was felo to be indispensable
to that immenge undertaking, and he was the

first man who signed that famous contract
with the government.

We have it on other authority that Mr,
Molntyre made a coel twe millions out of
one railway which he controlled before he
joined the Canadian Pacific company.
It is safe to say that he never made an
equal sum in the same length of time ogt of
the Oanadian Pacific, or out of any other
enterprise with which he was connected,

good reasob; e was nobt ag strong &
jurist as some judges of less eminence. No
doubt his literary gift and fine general
scholarship added to the lustre of his fame
in the sphere in which he was placed. He
was an Eoon and Oxford man, and a college
fellow. He reached the bench through
parliament by way of the offices of
solicitor general and atterney gemeral,
a course in which his sucocessor, Sir Charles
Russell, has followed him. Lord Coleridge
was offered two judgeships before he saw fit
to take the position of chief jastice of the
common pleas, Oa the death of Sir Alex-
ander Cockburn, in 1880, Lord Coleridge
become Lord Chief Justice of Eoagland: It
was understood when Attorney General Sir
Oharles Russell, a fow weeks ago, became a
lord of appeal, that he weuld be called upon
to succeed Lord Coleridge. And this has
happened. Lord Russell’s latest appoint-
ment breught the usual offer of a seat on the
bench to the attorney genmeral. It was only
the other day that Sir Charles Rigby was
prometed from solicitor general te attorney
general, and now both law offioes are sup-
plied with fresh men.

THE statement that Mr. Henry Perley,
formerly chief engineer in the public works
department, is to be taken back inte - the
public service, ought to be true. Mr.Perley
may have been less vigilant than he ought

to have been in dealing with one firm of

contractors, but in the MocGreevy investi-
gation he was not shown te have been dis
honest. [The impression left on the mind of
fair men'who heard the evidence was in
favor of his personal uprightness. The unfor-
tunate circumstance of the present of plate
and jewelry made his family by Mr.
Murphy, but afterwards paid fer, told
against him at the time. Bat
when the facts were fully understood
they were not found sufficient to suppoert a
charge against Mr, Perley’s integrity. There
was no doubt that he was deceived in some
matbers, and that he sheuld have been more
sharp. Bat he has paid dearly for his short-
comings in this respeot. /

THE election of Rev. Dr. McKay to the
position of mederator of the general assem-
bly is a recognition of the outside service of
the church. He is, we believe, the first for-
eign missionary to ococupy that position. Dr,
McKay is one of many. members of the
Presbyterian church of - Canada who
are empleyed in foreign fields and
is beyond question the most emi-
nent eof the missionary preachers,
The retiring moderator i, and has been for
thirty-five years pastor of a country con-
gregation, to which he has ministered dur-
ing his whole clerical lifetime without &
desire for a change on the part of preacher
er people. The moderator before him was
the head of a school of divinity at Toronte,
and his predecessor wae the pastor of a city
congregation. Thus the Presbyterian body
heners its workers in all branches of servi.g,

THE atbempt to personate in civil servise
examinations is a crime. If fifty persons
who wrote examination papers at Montreal
were guilty of the offence the case is ene
calling for criminal prosecution. It ap-
pears that the minister of justice has insti-
tuted proceedings in some cases and is col-
leoting evidence in the others. This being
the oase, it would have been 'obviously
wrong for parliament te institute an enquiry
before ite' own ocommittee. Parliamens
might as well enquire inte charges of pick-
ing pockets or forging notes, The present
house of commons has toc many men
in it whe would like to drop the work of
legislation and assume the functions of
judges.

PreMIER DiBBs has not visited Canada
for nothing. He has proposed a scheme
of Australian unien almesy exactly like the
British North America Acv. But why need
he follow Canadian 'pteoedent in joining the
two larger provinces first? The union ef
the twe provinces comprlsing eld Canada
was not a necessary parbt of the plam of
British North American unien. It was an
incident- in Canadian history which took
place many years before the larger con-
federation. The only way in which it can be
said to have led up te the unien of all the
provinces was by proving itself to be a
failure. v !

THE alleged friends of Mr. Ellis in par-’

liament, whe appear te be rather offisious
and mischiveous friends, have made a great
outcry because, as they said, Mr. Ellia was
compelled to pay $3,800 costs te Mr. Baird.
The supreme court had net condemned him
to pay such an amount. It had net then
given- dacision on the basis of taxatien of
coste. Ibie now claimed as a great victery
for Mr. Eillis that the coste payable to Mr,
Baird will not be over a third of the sum
stated. Thus Mr. E lis gets two triumphs,
one in. the sympathy bestowed on him for
baving s0o much money to pay, the other in
not having te pay the money.

THE centre of disturbance in Africa has
suddenly shifted from the head waters of the
Nile to the shores of the Mediterranean.
Some Earopean nation will probably find it
necessary to protect Morocco. The usual
way of protecting an African state is te
establish a protectorate there. Such pro-
tection is not always well received, but it is
seldom withdrawn.

THE settlement of the Ross will case in
Quaebec gives nearly half a million dellars to
charitable and religious purposes. Educa-
tional, charitable and religious institutions
and associations in the meighborhood of
Quebeo city receive some $400,000.

THE PRESBYTERIANS.

Persons Who Desire to Join the Church
—Other Appheations.

'Tho Report and Debate on the Revision of
the Hymnal

What the Church is Doing in the Northwest
Wednesday’s Proceedings.

The twentieth general assembly of the
Presbyterian church in Canada opened in
Su. David’s church on the 13:h at 7.30
o’clock. Rev. Dr. Sedgewick, moderater of
the assembly, was in the chair.

The committee of clergymen and elders
who were appointed by the St. John pres-
bytery to perfect arrangements for the re-
ceplion of the commissioners have over-
leoked nothing. . In their endeavor to have
everything in perfect readiness for the meet-
ing the minutest detail has not escaped their
attention. As férmerly announced, there is
beth telegraphic and telephone communica-
tion with the church. Tables, statienery,
etc., have been placed ab the disposal of the
members of the press. The lady members
of the church very thoughtfully decorated
the pulpit with choice flowers and house
plants in a most becoming manner. The
air of the church is redolent with the per-
fame of the flowers. The church was
crowded with commiseioners, their wives
and daughters, and with the citizens of St.
John.

After singing and prayer the Rev. Dr.
Sedgewick preached an able sermon from
the words found in Mathew vii., 20: *‘Then
by their fruits ye shall know them.” The
rev. dooter firet pointed out that in nature
the truth contained in the words of his vext
was demonstrated. Every tree breught
forth fruit which characterized iv, and
which enabled persens te distinguish it
from other trees. This fact was not confined
to nature alone, but in the members of the
human family it was quite as strongly
mapifested. False prophets who sperted in
sheep’s clothing could always be distin-
guished by ‘their fruitse. [This fach
could also be applied to all religious
systems whether they were true or false.
After speaking in a general way of the hea-
then religions the speaker proceeded te
point eut wherein Christlanity was superior
to any of these other se called religions. He
pointed to what little all these ether systems
had done for the world, and then showed
how vastly different was the religion of
Jesus Christ. All the other so ocalled re-
ligions were earthly, but Christianity was
divine. These other religions, what were
they doing? What had they dene? They
lacked the® true power to make
progress in the world—the power
of  Christianity, and effects which
were so unlike could not have proceeded
from the same seurce. The missionaries
who were present would net say that the
heathen religion bore good frait, or that it
was elevating, or that it would tend te the
general upbuilding of those who professed it.
He was quite willing te acknowledge that
these religions contained seme truth, but
did they centain the whole truth? He did
not think €o. There were difterent
forms of Christianiby itself. All persons
did not take the very same view of re-
ligious questions, There was one great
guestion on which many stood divided,
namely: How were the children of Ohrist
made partakers of eternal lifs.. There were
two bodies who held ideas on this matter
which wer® foreign ‘ene to apother. One

QOatholic and Greek churches and the mem-*
bers ‘of the higher Episcopal church, These
claimed that the grace ef Jesus Christ,
flowed only in one channel; that only the
descendants of the twelve apostles- could be
partakers of that grace, and - that all who
were eutside could not claim His love,
They claimed that where the bishop was
there also was the chureh. On the other
hand there were those who held on to the
truth more solidly and said where Christ is
there is the church. How were they to de-
cide? Arguments, he thought, were wasted
in endeavoring to prove the truth of the con-
tentions held by the first body. It was not
consistent with the teachings of Christ.
Again, on the other hand, this eld doctrine
had held its own for ages and the world had
bettered by it. 1If. the religion of
the  former were the trne re-
ligion, Mexico, the states eof South
America, Italy and Spain would now be
flourishing, Their people would be cul-
tivated, educated and advanced, and the
people of Uanada, England, the United
States and all the other Christian countries
would be dead in sin and te vhe truth.
Was such the case? Referring to their own
church, the apeaker said he thought he had
detected signs of dissatisfaction among its
members. There were those who wished to
reconstruct their old religion for the re quire-
mente of the times. He sympathiz:d with
them if they jwere actuated with a desire
to better mankind and show te him -the re-
ligien of Ohrist. But the eold truths
should, not be torgotten. They should be
carefully considered before any change was
made. In the beginning of the present cen-
tury the same leaven began to work among
the old Paritan religion of the people of the
eastern atates. The result was that many

thought he detected ominous signs in places

 where they should be least expected. It
this leaven were allowed to werk, the result
would be the same as it had been in the
Unibed Stabes.-

In cenclusien, Rev. Dr. Sedgewick again
exhorted the church to keep a sharp leok-
out, and te weigh the old truths well before
they cast them aside for something new.

Atter singing, Dr. Sedgewick constvituted
the assembly and declared it epen for the
transaction ot its regular business. The
clerk then ocailed .the roll. Twe hundred
and sixty-six answered to their names. All
the commissioners have not" arrived yet,
however, but a large number are expected
today.

Rev. Dr. Sedgewick, in retiring from the
chair, said much had econrred during the
past year to sadden them; some of those
members who had been towers of strength
in the church had been taken away from
earth, But he did not feel like entering
upen the subject. He wished to thank the
assembly for placing him in the chair and
be also wished to thank the members for
the able support they had given him. He
would ask them to nominate his successor,

Prof. MoLaren of Toronto said there were
several gentlemen present whom he would
like te see in the chair at some future time,
but the ene he proposed te nominate had
not only been of great service to the church,
butb ae a representative of 80 good a ocause

"deservéd all the honor which the assembly
ocould place upon him. He referred to Rev.,
Dr. Geo. L. McKay. (Applause,) More
than twenty-two years ago they had sent
bim te China as a missionary, and since that
time he had been laboripg there with great
success. As a result of his labors there
were 1800  communicants. A large
number  had  alio  been /baptized,
and sixty churches had been erected, He
was now home, and they should place honor
on him. He had no doubt the dooter weu'd
be unanimously elected as moderator of the
assembly.

ed to the business of councils. Daring the
past year he haid been in the habit of ar-
riving av concimsions his own way. He
thought he-had an idea, however, how
business should be done in this or any other
country. He realized that it was very easy
to drag out a discussion hour after hour
when the work counld be done in a much
shorter time, and by every commissioner
observing this fact the business of the
asgembly would be very much ex-
pedited. He hoped the business weuld
be transacted in a Christ-like manner,
and thus a good example would be preduced.
He thanked them for placing him in the
chair, but assured them thap it afforded him
ne pleasure, that he had on'y consenved: to ec-
cupy it because they had wished him to
do se.

The assembly had sent an address of wel-
come to Lord Aberdeen om his arrival in
COanada. Rev. Dr. Sedgewick read a letter
from the governor general’s secretary, and
also one from Lord Aberdeen himself, in
which he expressed deep appreciation of the
action ef the assembly and wished them
every success.

Dr. Sedgewick said that he had been re-
quested to commission Rev. Dr. Martin to
represent the church in England and alse
Rev. Samuel Kingston to represent the
church in Ireland. He had done as he had
been requested.

For some time there has been a movement
on foot ameng the Presbyterian churches te
rovise the old hymnal. A committee was
accerdingly appointed to de the work, They
have completed their labers. A draft of the
new book has been printed, copies of which
were circulated among the members of the
asgembly yesterday. The new hymnal is
considerably larger than the old book. I
contains chants and psalms, and the hymns
are, it is thought, better calculated te meet
the demands ef the Presbyterian church of
veday.

The hymnals now in use in the Presby-
terian churches in Canada, United States
and Scetland ail contain different hymns,
It has been proposed 'te have a commen
hymnal,that is, cue that will be used by all
these churches. 1'he Presbyterian church in
Canada have taken the initial step in the
matter and are now waiting tor a povement
in reference to the matter on vhe part of the
churches in Scetland.

Rev. Dr. Gregg, as convener of the
hymnal committee, submitted his report as
follows: The hymnal committee beg to re-
pert that they held meetings in Torento en
the 18:h, 19.h and 20th April, and on the
16:h, 17th and 18th of May of this year.
The chiuvf matters considered at these meet-
ings were, the subject of co-operation with
the joint committee of the Scoutish churches
appointed to prepare a Common Hymnal for
Presbyterian churches, and the reporte of
presbyteries regarding a revised snd en-
larged Hymnal, and regarding a Book of
Psalms. Reports have been received frem
37 presbyteries.

I. Common Hynal—On the subject of a
Commeon Hymnal it was found from corres-
pondence with the joint committee ‘of the
Courch of Scetland, the Kree church and
the United Presbyterian church, engaged in
the preparation of a Common Hympal for
these churches, that some progress has been

made.in the provisional selection of hymns,-:

and . that. the jolnt . committee asked
for .co-operation . with them by  the
Presbyterian church in  Canada. It
was resolved (1) That the work
already accomplished by your committee be
forwarded to the said joint eemmittee, ask-
ing thav the said committee weuld in like
manner raciprecate as their work goes for-
ward; and (2) that power be asked from the
assembly for the Gommittee to take such
action as they may frem time to time deem
neceseary, in concert- with the said joint
committee, as may ensure ab an early date
the issue of a Cemmon Hymnal for the said
three churches, and the Presbyterian church
in Canada. The committee therefore re-
commend the general assembly to grant the
power asked for to ce-operate with the joint
committee of the Scotvtish churches.

II. Book of Psalms—In regard to the
Book of Psalms the committee find that
twenty-nine presbyteries declared in faver
of retaining the wheole Psalter. This is in
harmeny with the judgment of the commit-
tee. They therefore recommend that the
whole Psalter, that is the 150 psalms now in
common usey be retained as part of the Book
of Praise.

III. Selections and New . Versions of
Psalme—In regard to new versions ef and
selections from the psalms the committee
find that an additien of some new versions
is deemed desirable by twenty-two presby-
teries, and that eleven presbyteries reported
in favor of seleotions from the common and
other versions. In the unanimous judgment
of the committee it was deemed desirable
that such selection should be made. They
have accordingly revised the selections made
by the committee last year, availing them-
selves of suggestions by presbyteries, and
agreed to submib full copies of the revised
selections (including new versions) to the
general assembly, with the recommendation
thav these, if approved er revised, should
form the first part of the new Hymnal.

1V. Paraphrases—In regard to the Para-
‘phrases the committee find thav it is the
general opinion of presbyteries that selec-
tions frem these should be incorporated with
the hymns of the new Hymnal, This ac-
cords with the judgment of the committee.
They have therefore revised the selections
submitted last year in general conformity
with suggestions made by presbyteries and
have agreed to recemmend that such
selections should be incorporated with the
new Hymnal,

V. Hymns—1In regard to hymns the com-
mivtee have deveted lengthened and care-
ful consideration to the views reperted by
presbyteries. In general accordance with
these views they have revised the list of
hymns proposed to be omitted, added or
altered. Tl;o:y have also agreed to olassify
the new list of hymns under their. appropri-
ate heads, and to print copies of the New
Hymnal as revised by the committee, to be
submitted te the general assembly with the
recommendation that it be sent for censider-
atien to the presbyteries of the church with
instructions that they report their views re-
specting ib on or before the 1st of March,
1895, through the bymnal committee.

VI. Complete Collection—It was sgreed
by the commiitee te recommend that the
CUomnplete Collectien should be ocalled Book

et
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of Praise and should include——(1) The
whole of the psalms in the metrical’ versen
nowinuse; (2) Selectionefrom thejprose version
of the psaims and other portions of scripture
for chanting; (3) Selectioms from the psalms
in vhe ordinary metrical version and in
other versions; (4) Hymns approved and
edopted by the assembly; (5) Scripture
sentenoces.

VII. Editiens—The committee agreed to
recommend that every edition of the Book
of Praise authorizsd by the assembly shounld
contain either the whole Paalter or the se-
lections agreed on.

VIII Caildren’s Hymnal—With refer-
ence to a Children’s Hymnal it was found
that eleven preebyteries advised that, main-
ly on account ef cost, there should be a sep-
arate Children’s Hymnal. Your commivtee
were unanimous in recommending that there
should be one Book of Praise for church and
school. They had reason to believe that an
edition containing selections from the
Psalms and the whole of the hymns could be
published av & cost that will bring the werk
wibhin reach of all our Sabbath schools, as
well as other organizations of our charch.

1X.—Iadices, etc —The committee agreed
to recommend: (1) That the Hymnal sheuld
be 80 indexed as to indicate hymns speoi-
ally euitable for children; (2) That the
psalm selections be numbered separately
from the bymns; and (3) That pages be wuni-
form in all editions. As part of their re-
pert, the committee submit to the as-
sembly a drafo copy of the Boek of Praise,
20 far as completed. /

Appended is the treasurer’s report. From
this it will be seen that the income is much
smaller and the outlay much larger than in
former years. This is due to the expecta-
$ion of a new hymnal and to the expense in-
ourred in its preparation, The sales last
year were of the different editiens of the
Church Hymeal; 15,076 copies, and of the

" Children’s Hymnal, 12 491 copies. There

were distributed grauitously 1,574 copies of
the tonic-sol-fa edition of the Children’s
Hymnal, W, GREeg,
Cenvener,
Toronte, 4th June, 1890.

Afternoon Session.

The afternoon session opened at 2 30 o’-
clock. After routine, the subject in refer-
ence to the new hymnal was again brought
ap. Toree overtures were read from Oa-
tario syneds, asking the assembly to make
oertain ‘recommendations te the bymnal
committee.  These overtures were sup-
ported by gentlemen who were appointed
by the syneds. One of the recommenda-
tions was that the presbyteries be requested
to send selections to the hymnal committee
instead of committeée sending selections to
the presbyveries, and also that the old
tanes which have been connected with cer-
tain hymns should not be changed, and that
no hymn should ©ave more than one tune,

Dn motion of Rev. R, M. Glassford of
Guelph, resolved that the recommendations

" of the report be considered section by sec-

tion. Rev. Dr. Gregg read the recommenda-
tion centained in the first section of the re-
port, which was adopted. The second sec-
tien of the report brought up a lengthy dis-
cussion in reference to what Hymnal sheuld
be used in the Sabbath schools. It was
pointed-ent that the new book was too large
b0 be used in the Sunday scheols, etc. They
had tried to keep their book in the schools,
but it only remained a short time. Moody
& Sankey’s book came along amd' kicked it
oub.

It was also pointed out that it would be
inexpsdient te publish a new Hymnal
ab this date; that a joint committee
had been appointed to draft a new Hymnal
for cemmeon use.- In case the new Hymnal
which was before them were recommended

bo_be published; the:joint: committes might, |

in the conrse of & year or so or longer, come
forward with the draft of a Hymnal which
they would ask the Presbyterian churches
on this side of the water and also on the
other to accept. Then the church members
would be obliged to again procure new
beoks,

Dr. Gregg was of the opinion, however,
that iv would ‘be a long time betore a com-
mon Hymnal could be agreed upen. The
discussion was still going on at 5.30 o’clock,
when the moderator called .the members te
order and adjoarned the assembly’ with' the
benediction.

There was a short discussion before the
hour of adjsurnment.

Rev, Mr. Bruca infermed the members of
the assembly that the beard of trade rooms
were open for their convenience, The
thanks of the assembly was tendered to the
board offisials for their kindness in this
matter. Adjourned.

At/ the Evening Session

the Rev. John MoMillan, convener of the’

home mission committee (eastern section)
submitted his yearly report and moved its
adoptien. I:wasin part as followe:

Forty-nine ordained men and fifty-nine
catechiats . have been ab work during the
whole or some portion of ‘the year. Of the
erdained, twenty-nine bad appointments as
missienaries for a year or mere in particular
fields. Some of vhese spentonly a short
part of the year, completing a previous ap-
pointment, or after having received
& recent omne; but fourteen of them
devoted the whole year to the work, and
six more fuily one-half the year, The other
ordained workmen, twenty in number, re-
ceived monthly appointments to vacant con-
gregatione; and wwelve have been called and
settled as pastors in these charges. Of the
fifty-nine ocatechists, four were employed
continuously throughout tne year; twé more
were at work during the winter; and fifty-
three during the summer of 1893,

The total amsunt paid by H. M, com-
mittee during 1893 94 was $9,186 05.

For the firso' time in the history of your
committee they are confronted with a
heavy debt of $285521. As the state-
ment of the financss already given shows,
this debt has arisen, not from decreased
liberality en the part of the people, bat
from an increased expenditure, particularly
en additional ordained missionaries, and
also on the supply given ‘to weak
congregations while vacant. The\ fact
is, the committee have been doing
augmentation work to a oonsiderable
extent, and have suffernd in funds in cen-
sequence, We do nov uffirm that the incidence
of this work on the committee is an evil—
although we cannot but leok with sorrow on
fields that were for some time in the enjoy-
menb of & setcled pastor, under the augmen-
tation scheme, becoming vacant and de
pendent for supply on the H. M. committee
—but we feel strongly that the conse-
Quences it involves in the shape of debt

must be at ence considered and some rem:
edy provided against the oentinnance and
recurrence of such a bar to pro \

Rev. A, Simpson of Halifax seconded the
adoption of the above report in a brief
address. The repert, he thought, showed
that the work of the committee had been
well dene during .the past year. He did
not think a single call had been allowed to
pass unnoticed. The church should ocon-
gratulate hereelf upon the rising ministry,
they,student catechists; and the training
which they received in the field was very
valuable to them. They were deing a
noble work, and he woald say all honor to
them. The committee was thankful te God
for the work it had been able to accomplish
during the past year.—Adopted.

Rev, E. Smith, convener of . the augmen-
tation committee (eastern section), submitted
the yearly report. The total receipts dur-
ing the past yehr aggregated $7,880 16.

As compared with the previous year,
there is an increase in the collection of 5
presbyteries and a decrease in the other 6,
making a total decrease of $183 16 frem
congregations. From interest, legacies and
donations, there were received $193 64, as
compated with $144 the previeus year, an
increase of $49 64. On the receipts from all
sources, there is a decrease of $103.52. Only
one presbytery, that of Miramichi; procured
what the synod asked; and when it is con-
sidered that $67 of its contributions were
made in the early part of the
year to ocover & shortage on the
precedlng year, it appears bthat even
it fell below the requirement by $52 22,
The congregations that gave what their
presbyteries assigned te them, as their fair
proportion, number 138; while 27 only gave
& part of what was requested from them,
and 35 gaye nothing at all. These facts can
net be regarded as -fully satisfactory, and
indeed would have been very serious had it
not been for a state of things museh te be
deplored in our church, viz.: the vacanocy of
a good many of the congregations, once on
the list of settled augmented charges.

Only 42 congregations, as compared with
50 the previous year, received aid fronr the
fund, calling for a disbursement of $7,064,
nearly $300 less than the previous year.

There is a gratifying increase of $689 in
local contributiens to stipend; but there is no
oase this year of a congregation abandoning
aid from the fund, and assuming the full
salary of ite minister. We can only point
to 11, as yet, who have grewn into sufficient
strenguh, by the aid of the fund, toe walk
without this financial support.

Rev. Mr. Smith said the maritime prov-
inces formed only a small portion of Cac-
ada, so was the head small in proportion to
the body, but the body conld not get on
very well withont the head, neither ceuld
the demjnion get along very well without
the maritime provinces. He theught the
report was in many ways a very satisfac-
tory one. For instance, they were able te
report no deficit.~ The tide of emigration
had hindered them in their work somewhat.
The Presbyterians were geod colonizers.
Abraham was a Presbyterian, and ever since
his day the Presbyterians had gone on with
the noble work. Mr. Smith spoke of the
success of the Presbyterian ministers. He
believed as much happiness could be found
in the Presbyterian manses as in any ether
home in the wide world; if it were nob go,
then the wives must be to blame.

The Rev. J. M. Robinson moved the
adoption of this report nnd Hon. David
Laird seconded it.—Adopted.

Rev. Dr. Cochrane, cenvener of the home
mission committee (western sectien) moved
the adoption of that report. (Lhe health of
their missionaries had, he_said, been goed,
There had not been & sibgle death. He
was in faver of a reserve d -for these
missionaries, €5 § :

There had been a‘great financial depres-
sion in vhe west, and if the people had not
given as much as they had in other years it
was because they were unable to do se,

There were 320. missionaries in the field
av present. There were 981 preaching . sta
tions. Dr.Cochrane referred to the work of
Rev. Mr. Gordon, whe, he said, had done
nobly. - The maritime provinces had done
well and they felt grateful to them for their
support. But there should be no east or
west, all sheuld laber together for the noble
canse. The young peoples’ societies were
noving forward and carrying with them
great ;good. The Christian Eadeaver
society had done noble work, The docter
quoted figures, which are given in this re-
pert, shewing that.the revenue was falling
off and that in order for the committee to
carry on this werk they would have te re-
ceive larger grants.

The report wasi seconded: by Rev. D. J.
McDonnell and unanimously adopted. The
following is a synopsie: The commercial
Aepression which has prevailed bas not enly
very materially affected the revenue in
many of. the older presbyteries, but has
been severely feltin the Northwest. In ad-
dition to the failure of orops on the point of
being harvested, from sudden and unexpect-
ed causes, and the small returns received by
the farmers for their grain, the Presbyterian
settlers in many distriots have been wholly
unable to give the support they otherwise
would to gespel ordinances.

The following summary will shew the
position of our church in the west at pre-
sent. In the 2 synods, with their 9 pres-
byveries, are 51 self-sustaining ‘congrega-
tions, 28 augmented congregatiens and 163
missions among the whites, and conneoted
with these congregations and missions are
765 preaching stations, 12,059 families, 4,442
single persons and 15944 communicants,
The number of miniaters, professors, students
and catechiats is 250, of whom 143 are ordain-
ed and 107 not erdained. The gains as com-
pared wivh 1893 are: Families, 975; single
persens, 165, and communicante, 853. The
revenue for all purposes was $234 300, a
falling off as compared with the previeus
year of §2,307. [These figures are weil with-
in the actnal state of the church., In addi-
tion to these there are 14 Indian missions
and g miselon to the Chinese. These are
eupplied with 8 ordained missionaries, who
are assisted by 26 teachers, interpreters and
matrons in industrial schools, The com-
municants in the Indian missions number
about 210,

Reference was made in the report to the
foreignsrs who are setuling in the country,
for whom it said no adequate provision was
being made for their conversion. Nome of
these foreigners had become converted and
were deing good work. A Hungarian min-
ister began work lately in a colony of his
countrymen in A.nlnlgola.

The attendance in the Sabbath schools in-
creases every year, and a considerable num-
ber are received from the classes into the
ahurch. In the winter the meat of the
country schools are closed.

There was very generous response of con-
gregavions and also of individuals in Scot-
land and Ireland to the appeals of the Rev.
O. W. Gordon. $12,170 03 were given for
mission work by ocongregations or indi-
viduale apart from and in addition te the
regular contributions of the presbyteries.

The eastern section of our church ven-
tinues to give us aid, which the western com-
mitee desire gratefully to acknowledge. In
8o doing they recognize that our work in
the Northweso aud British Columbia is
theirs as much as ours. This year their
contributions amounted to $21061 17, of
which $500 was from Fort Massey churoch,
Halifax, ;

While the committee are thankful that

Children Cry for -

the home mission fund gloses the year with
& balance on hand, it is onl right te say
that this satisfactory state J affairs is not
due to increased contributions on the part
of congregations. On the contrary, while
the revenue from this-source last year was

nearly $57,000, this yesr it is only §51,000.

There was also a balance to begin the year

with of $6,000; but for the donations, be-

quests and grante from ether churches,

which amount to the altogether exceptional

and magnificent sum of $20.500, therei
would have been a very large deficit in the

home miesien fund.

As regards the state of the augmentation
fund, your committee feel that vhey can do
nething more than repert the deficit for the
year, ameunting to $4 500, What this
means to-the families of ministers in as-
sisted congregations every one knows. Last
year the sum cf $10 was deducted from the
grants; this year $36 had to be deducted
frem every settled charge, and a preportion-
ate amount from settlements sffscted during
the last half of the ecclesiastical year.

BRITISH NEWS.

Death of Lord Chief Justiee Coleridge,
at the Age of Seventy-Three Years.

LoNDoN, June 14,—Lerd Chief Justice
Celeridge is dead. The Right Hon, John
Duke Coleridge, F. 8. 8., D, C. L., was up
to the time of his death an honorary fellow
of Exeter college, Oxford, He was the eld-
est gon of the late Right Hon. Sir John
Taylor Coleridge, his mother’s maiden name
being Mary Buchanan, She was the daughterof
& glergyman. Lord Coleridge was born in
18M. "His early education was obtained at
Eatop, from whence he wenbt te Balliol col-
lege, Oxford, where he graduated in his
twenty-first year, and was then elected to
an open fellowehip in Exeter college, which
honor he had up te the time of his marriage.
Throughout the latter portion of his life
Lord ~ Celeridge filled many more
or less important public offices.
He was appointed te his last
office, that of lord ohief justice of England
in 1880, on the death of his predecessor, Sir
Alexander Cockburn, ~Lord Coleridge was
& frequent contributor to various periodi-
cals, and his articles were always of a
peculiar merit. He was twice married, the
last time being in 1885, when he was- sixty-
four years of age, The Hon. Bernard John
Seymour Coleridge, who represents the
Attercliff division of Sheffield in the honse
of commons, is the oldest son of the de-
ceased,

Lerd Coleridge was unconscious for a few
hours before his death. His death was
painless. His son Bernard will sncceed him
in the peerage, :

It is announced that Baron Russell will
succeed Lord Ooleridge as lord chief justice,
and that Sir Jebn Rigby will becothe a lord
justice of appeal in place of Baren Russell,
Rebert T. Reid, now solicitor general, will
become attorney gemeral, and Richard B.
Haldane, M. P., solicitor general.

SUPREME COURT.

Judgment Delivered Last Week in Many
Important Cases.

The Consolidated mmo Co. Cases to Come
Up on July 10th.

. FREDERICTON, June 13.-—The following
judgmente were delivered by the supreme
court this forenoon;

8v. Stephen’s bank v, Bonness—This was
an action to recover the amount of a prom-
issory note endorsed by the defendant. The
detence set up that the plaintiffs had taken
from the makers of the note, first, a bond
and warrant of attorney upon which they
entered up a jadgment, and afterwards had
taken a bill of sale for some $6,000 and had
received from these securities some $4,200,
and that the note sued on had been paid by
the proceeds of this bill of sale. At the
trial a verdict went in faver ot the defend-
ant, subjecy to leave reserved to move bhis
court to ' reverse or for a new trial. The
court divided evenly, Judges Tuck and
Barker delivering judgments to set aside the
verdiot and fer a new trial and Judges Han-
ington and Landry diemissing the appeal.
The result is that the verdioy stande.

Queen v. Theriault—This is the Viotoria

-manslaughter case, which was appealed by

Mr. Gregory with a view te quash the con-
vietion found against the prisomer. The
court refused to quash the conviction, but
granted & new *rial on the greund principally
that the question of reasonable apprehension
of danger to the prisoner’s wife and family
had not been left to the jury ab the trial,
which Theriault now claime as a jastifica.
tien of his acte,

Queen v. Ellis—This is the appeal trom
the jadgment in this case ordering the de-
fendant to pay the prosecutor’s costs. Judg-
ments were delivered by Judges Haningten
and Landry on both the questions raised.
These are the only judges on the bench now
who heard the case, except J adge Tuck,
who takes no part. They beth held that
the ceurt had power to award costs and
that the clerk sheuld tax such connsel fees
as were paid by the prosecutor’s attorney to
obher counsel, provided that the prosecu-
tor’s atterney had the authority of the latter
to empley sach counsel, but that
the order did net include counsel
fees charged by the attorney of the
prosecuter. The motion to vary the order
by striking out the part relating to coste
was refused with cests, and the motion as to
direction as to what coste were included was
dismissed without cests.

Molson v. Lantalam—Rale for new trial
refused.

Neilson v. Hachey—The same,

Day v. the Deminien " Safety Fund Life
association—the same,

Vroom v. Connor—This case arese out of
the transactions of G. Herbert Lee. He was
trustee for the Simonds estate, and Conner
endorsed notes for the ameunt of something
near $2,000 for Lee as such trustee on the
word of Lee that he was about to censeli-
date the debt of the estate by mortgage, and
when the negotiations were completed the
note in question was to be paid. Connor
now claimed to be paid out of the estate,
and obtained a decree in the equity ceurt in
his favor, from which this appeal ia taken.
The judgment of the court was delivered by
Barker J., whe held that inasmuch as it
was not denied that Lee had pocketed the

money and the estate had never gob the |-

benefit of it or any part of the proceeds;
thap Connor had no lein on the estate,
There had been no agreement or any pre-
tence of an agreement that Connor was to
bs secured by a mortgige on the estate.

‘The appeal was allowed with oosts, setting

aside the decree of the ¢quity ccurs,

Ex parte Johnston—This is the applica-
tion for a certiorari to quash the assessment
of ‘the Bathurst schoel district for school
purposes. At the argument Mr, Skinner
admitted that the repl purpose of the appli-
cation was to obharn the opinion of the
court upon the way in which school affairs
were administered at Bathurst, and whether
the school trustevs were acting legally or
otherwise. The court held that the assess-
ment was striotly legal, but refused to ex-
press any opinion as te whether the school
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law had been administered legally or other-
wise, and dismissed the application, &~
Ex parte Mrs. and Louiea Hanford—The
applicante applied for a rule tor an attach-
ment against M. B. Dixon, an attorney, for
nob paying over to them certain funds which
they claimed he had in his hands as their
attorney. Mr, Dixon olaimed that he was
willing to settle with the Hanfords, and
that the meney he had was placed with him
for investment, that he had loaned $1,000
on a note te an estate which G. H. Lee re-
presented, and which appeared to him to be
good seourity at the time, and that he had
offered to settle by handing over this note
and the balance some $900, which the ap
plicants refused. The ceurt held that theze
wat a bona fide dispute between the parties;

and therefore refused to exercise the sum- |.

mary jurisdlotion asked for and dismissed
the applicatien.

Ex parte Mrs. Hanford, This was a
similar application for the sum of $1 500,
The only point made by Mr, Dixon in his
reply to the afficavit ef the applicant was
that he wae acting not as the atterney, buv
a8 the agent of the applicant, ard had per-
formed no duties which required his ser-
vices as an attorney. The court held that
inasmuch as in his bill rendered he had
made charges for his services as an attor-
ney, that he had therefore acted as an at-
torney of this court. T'he rule was made
absolute for an attachment unless Mr.
Dixon delivered his account and paid over
the balance before Auguast first,

Chute v. Grattan. This was an appeal
from a decree in ¢quity and songht te give
priority to the decree over a security given
to one Baiten, The appeal was dismissed
with coste,

Newcombe v. Calhoun was a county court
appeal and was dismissed with costs.

Bank of B. N. A. v. Lantalum was a
motion to set aside an order made by Bar-
ker J. to enter up judgment under the act
passed at the last session of the legislature
on the ground that affidavits did not suffio-
iently show the manner in which the note
had been presented, merely stating that iv
hadibe n ‘*duly presented.” The court held
thav affidaviv was sufficient and stated the
manner in which the nete had been present-
ed as fully as required in affidavits to hold
to bail. Motion refnsed.

Ex parte Charles Cassidy—This was an
application tor a certiorari. The order was
granted by Tuck, J., on the ground that
the magistrate hai issued his warrant with-
out awarding distrees. Held that the
oriminal code made provision for the course
adopted by the msgistrate, It appeared
from the arguments of counsel that the real
point relied upon was that the liquor sold
had nov been intoxicating. Ready, in St
John, manufactured lager been which he
sold te Cassidy, snd the latter mixed it with
soda water and called it Cassidy’s Tonic.
The magistrate decided that the liquor wae
intoxicating under the evidence, and the
court refused to inverfers with the convic-
tion, following the Daley case, Ibis said
Ready will oarry the appeal farther if he
can.

Bradshaw v. the Foreign Mission Bond7

This is an appeal from the decision of
Barker, J., retusing a motion for a new
trial on the ground that as he had not heard
the case tried he had no jurisdiction., Van-
warb, J., delivered the judgment of the
court, refusing theappeal and sustaining the
view taken by Barker, J. Judge Haning-
ton, with some hesitation, dissented.

MoAleer v. Reid, a county court” appeal,
wag dismissed with costs, This decides all
the oases argued before the conrt with the
exception of four cases argued this term.

LoNDoON, June 12.—The agents in this
oity of 1he various Brivish colonies and Sir
Charles Tupper, the Canadian commissioner,
have sigued and presented te the Marquis of
Ripon,the eec-etary of state for the colonies,
teday, & petition in reference to the exten:

colonial property, The petitioners urge
that such prcperty should be exempted
when it is preved that the colonial daty has
already been paid.

Lord Mayor Tyler presided today at a
meeting held in the Mansion house in aid of
the mission homes of Paris, The foundress,
the wife of the archbishop of Oatario, made
an appeal for funds to be applied for the
clearance of the debt, amounting to £2 000,
and showed the claims which American and
Oanadian girle had made upon the resources
of the homes. The sum of £110 was sub-
scribed at the meeting.

Herbert Gardner, president of the beard
of agricunlture, in the house of commons to-
day anoounced that the lung of an animal
landed frow: the steamship Lake Superior
in Liverpool, from Montreal, was believed
to be aff-oted with pleuro-pneumonia.

History is quoted
to the effcct that the siege and capture
of the famous prison *‘was more especial-
ly the work of foreigners, of whom the
majority were Germans,” and thus
France has teen annually celebrating
tue shedding of Frencu blood by Ger-
mans,

Hisherto it has been found impossible
to make steel chains without heating
the metal, or to produce steel links witi
a stay or crosspiece, These difficulties
are now reported to have been solved vy
a clever Birmingham inventor. The
chain is made from a steel bar of cruci-
form section, and of the greatest length
obtainable.  This bar is put through a
series of machines, in each of which
pieces are puunched out, so that after
five operations the links are perfectly
formed, but are still connected together
at the point where the inner side of the
vow of one link crosses that of the other,
In fact, the bar represents a rigid chain,
but on being passed through another
machine it comes out as a roughly
formed but perfect chain with separate
links, The chain then undergoes three
more operations, in which it is rectitied,
rounded and finished ready for use.
The process is a cold one, so that thera
is no déterioration of the metal by heat-
ing, the only heat applied Leing near
the end of the manufacture, when the
chain is annealed in an oven for a shors
time, Owing to the limited length of
the bars the chain has to be made in
sections, and eventually coupled up by
special ks, which are madle stronzer
than the c.aia itself, These chairs,
which are inade suitable for genesul
use, are produced in various sizes, from
one-half inch down to thrée-thirty-sec-
ouds of an inch. Some of the one-half
inch chains made from stgel have a fen-
-ilg strengtih of twenty-four tons per
square inch,

Serious Charges in Parliament
__ Against John Charlton.

His {Petition to the U. S, Seeretary
on Behalf of Michigan Inter-

G ests in Canada.j

Mr. Bennett Compares the North Norfolk
Man to Benedict Arnold,

OTTAWA, June 12, ~The afternoon session
today~was spent in the discussion  of
Charlton’s amendment denouncing the ex-
penditure on the Tay canal, which he
olaimed had ocost double the estimate, or
$476,128, while the returns were not more
than & mere percentage of that sum,
Charlton asked the house to declare that it
regretted the expenditure and was of the
opmion that by such : outlaye the public
debt had been unwarrantably ‘angmented.

‘Mr. Haggart pointed out that the policy
of bulldlﬁ vhe canal had commended itself
te parliathent and that by cheapening the
cost of transportatien to the whole of the
ports district had resulted in great public
benefit. The subjsct was an old one and
showed the desperate straits of the opposi-
tien,

The amendment was defeated by a ma-
jority of 43

In committee of supply a long discussion
ensued on the increase of $1,200 for print-
ing the year bock and statistical record.

The opposition made a general attack on
the census, '

Mr.Borden ridiculed the industrial census
of Kings Co ,N.8. Heclaimed the inorease
of 72 in the rumber of establishments was
absurd. It would give only $70 of an aver-
age increase in ocapital, one and three.
quarters te hands, $407 wages and $1,110
increase in oatput te each establish-
ment. Although the census showed the
population of Kings county was decreased,
yet it was in his epinion an over estimate of
the actual population in 1891. Te prove it
he preduced affidavits of one Sam G Kerr,
who swore that fifty names, taken by
enumeration, were these of people who had
resided from two to twenty years in the
United States.

Dr. Cameron ridiculed the idea that sworn
testimony could be obtained that a certain
fifty namés on the cénsus list were those of
a certain - fifty persons absent from the
county. ' Take my county, said the dector,
and if you wanted those named Donald Me-
Donald, you’d get about a thousand; even.if
you wanted Donald McDonald, Donald’s
son you’d get about five hundred. He did
not attach much importance to the affidavits
from Sarah Someboedy that her son had been
enumerated in two places.

Mr. Flint having spoken, Sir John
Thompson said the statements of the mem-
ber for Kings certainly required searching
investigation. With regard to' the request
that the census sheets should be open to in-
spection by members, he would give an
answer after consultation. The item passed.

This trade lact year amounted in round
pambers to $5,000.000 7 The' memorial
goes on te show that the provision in the
Wilson bill as it then stoed, imposing a daty
on guch article= of lumber as are- liable to
€Xport cu y i C..ada, will not prevent the
Canadian government imposing the du'y.
Mr. Obariton then suggests a -proviso
which will make the retaliation really effect-
ive, namely, a provise after the
plan of the McKinley bill and prooceede:
*‘The impesition of the duty by the Canadian
government can only be prevented by a
similar clause, in the future pusting back ab
the old duty all articles in the wood line, if
an export duty is imposed on any gf them.”

He had wsucceeded in irflaencing
Uanived States legislation against Cunadian
interests, but what a position for a Canadian
public man; a Osnadian representative with
American interests at heart. (Hear, hear.)
Iois a startling disgrace to our publie men
to besmirch the reputation of their country
in this fashion, said Bennett, and the daty

is cast on the leader of the eppesitien
either to disavow Charlten’s sentiments, or
to back up his statements. ‘I know it will
be an easy task for the hon. leader
of the opposition te taboe Mr, Charlten,
for he owes him no kindness and no good
will. Mr. Charlton has been a man who
has stabbed his leader in one ef these unfor-
tunate letters of his which always fall into
the hands of his opponents. Judas Iscariot
like, he wrote a leuter in which he lamented
that she liberal party had such poor pros-
pects owing to its being ‘led by & French
Oanadian and machine politicians like Mr.

Travelling Dairy at Musquaash,

The meetings held under the auspices of
the Dominien Dairy Commission by the
travelling dairy at Muequash the 13th were
a grand success. The afternoon meeting
was quite largely attended. Abount ten
pounds of butter were made from cream
furnished by Mrs. Clinch. The practical
illustration in butter making was greatly
appreciated. The care of milk and oream
was particularly referred to. Some twenty-
four samples of milk were tested for butver
fat, the results being quite favorable to the
dairy herds of Mutquash,

A full house greeted the managers of the
dairy at the evening session. The handl-
ing of milk and oream for butter was fully
diecuesed, and the illustration in chorning
the cream, washing the butter, working
and making in rolls, received great atten-
tion.

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THE EXCITED GOVERNOR

THE DANGER OF PROCRASTINATION
IN REGARD TO RELIGION,

Felix, the Roman Governor, Forms the
Subject of an Interesting Discourse by
Dr. Talmage—If You Are Going to be
Saved Ever, Why not Begin To-night ?

BROOKLYN, June 10.—Rev. Dr. Tal-
mage, who is now speeding across the
Pacific to Honolulu, on his round-the-
world journey, has selected as the sub-
ject for sermonic discourse ‘through the
press to-day, ‘‘The Excited Governor,”
the text being taken from Acts 24. 25 :
¢Felix trembled, and answered, Go thy
way for this time; when I have a con-
venient season 1 will call for thee,”

A city of marble was Cesarea—
wharves of marble, houses of marble,
temples of marble. This being the
ordinary architecture of the place, you
may imagine something of the splendor
of Goveriior Felix’s residence. In a
room of that palace, floor tesselated,
windows curtained, ceiling ‘fretted, the
whole scene affluent with Tyrian purple,
and statues, and pictures, and carvings,
sat a very dark-complexioned man by
the name of Felix, and beside him a wo-
man of extraordinary beauty, whom he
had stolen by breaking up another do-
mestic circle, She was only eighteen
years of age, a princess by birth; and
unwittingly waiting for her doom—that
of being buried alive in the ashes and
gooriee of Mount Vesuvius, which in
sudden eruption, one day, put an end to
her abominations. Well, one afternoon
Drusilla, seated in the palace, weary
with the magnificent stupidities of the
place, says to Felix, ‘“You have a very
distinguished prisoner, I believe, by the
name of Paul. Do you know he is one
of my countrymen? Ishould very much
like to see him, and I should very much
like to hear him speak, for I have heard
so much about his eloquence. Besides
that, the other day, when he was being
tried in another room in this palace, and
the windows were open, I heard the ap-
plause that greeted the speech of Lawyer
Tertullus, as he denounced Paul. Now,
I very much wisn I could hear Paul
speak, Won’t vou let me hear him
speak ?’ ‘Yes,” said Felix, I will, I
will order him up now from the guard-
room.” Clank, clank, comes a chain up
the marble stairway and there is a shuffle
at the door, and in comes Paul, a little
old man, prematurely old through ex-.

osure—only sixty years of age, but
ooking as though he were -eighty. He
bows . very courteously befere the Gov-
ernor and the beautiful woman by his
side. They say, ‘‘Paul, we have heard
a great deal about your speaking ; give
us now a specimen of your eloquence,”
Oh! if there ever was a chance for-a
man to show off, Paul had a chance
there, He might have harangued them
about Grecian art,” about the wonderful
waterworks he had seen .at Corinth,
about the Acropolis by moonlight,
about prison life in - Philippi, about
‘“‘what I saw in Thessalonica,” about
the old mythologies; but *‘Nel?
Paul said to hiwmself, ‘I am now on
my way to martyrdom, and this man
and woman will soon be dead, and
this is my only opportunity to talk to
them about the things of eternity.” And
just there and then, there broke in upon
the scene a peal of thunder. It was the
voice of judgment day speaking through
the words of the decrepit apostle. As
that grand old missionary proceeded
with his remarks, the stoop begins to go
out of his shoulders, and he rises up,
and his countenance is illumined with
the glories of a future life, and his
shackies rattle and grind as he lifts his
fettered arm, and with it hurls upon his
abashed auditors the bolts of God’s in-
dignation. Felix grew very white
about the lips. His heart beat uneven-
ly. He put his hand to his brow, as
though to stop the quickness and vio-
lence of his thoughts. He drew his robe
tighter about him, as under a sudden
chill. His eyes glare and his knees
shake, and, as he clutches tie side of his
chair in a very paroxysm of terror, he
orders the sheriff to take Paul back to
the guard-room. ‘‘Felix trembled, and
said, Go thy way for this time; when I
have a convenient season, I will call for
thee.” A young man came one night to
our services, ‘with pencil in hand, to
caricature the whole scene, and make
-mirth of those who should e¥press any
anxiety about their souls ; but I met him
at the door, his face very white, tears
running down his cheek, as he said, *“Do
you think there is any chance for- me?”
Felix trembled, and so may God grant
it may be so with others,

I propose to give you two or three
reasons why I think Felix sent Paul back
to the guard-room, ‘and adjourned this
whole subject of religion, “T'he tirst rea-
son was, he did not want to give up his
sins, He looked around; where was
Drusilla. He knew that when he be-
came a Christian, he must send her back
to Azizus, her lawful husband, and he
said to himself, ‘I will risk the de-
struction of my immortal soul, sooner
than I will do that,” How many there
now who cannot_get to be Christians be-
cause they will not abandon their sins !
In vain all their prayers and all their
church-going.  You cannot keep these
darling sins and win heaven; and now
some of you have to flecide between the
wine-cup, and unlawful amusements,
and lascivious gratifications on the one
hand, and eternal salvation on the other.
Delilah sheared the the locks of Samson;
Salome danced Herod into a pit; Drusil-
la.blocked up the way to- heaven for
Felix. Yet when I present the subject
now, I fear that some of you will say,
4Not qute yet. Don’t be 8o preoipi-
tate in your demands. I have a few
tickets yet that I have to use, I have a
a few engagements that I must keep. I
want to stay a little longer in the whirl
of convivality—a few more guffaws of
unclean laughter.a few more steps on the
road to deat ., aud then, sir, I will listen
to what you say. “Go thy way for this
time: when [ have a econvenient season,
I will call for thee,”

Another reason why Felix sent Paul
back to the guard-room and adjourned
this subject was, he was so very busy.
In ordinary times he found the affairs of
state absorbing, but those were extra-
ordinary times. The whole land was
ripe for insurrection. The Sicarii, a
band of assassins. were already prowling
around the palace, and I suppose he
thought, ‘I cauv’c attend to religion
while I am so pressed by affairs of
state.” It was business, among .other
things, that ruined his soul, and ' I sup-
pose there are thousands of people who
are not children of God “because they
have so much business. It is business
in the store—losses, gains, unfaithful
employes, It is husiness 1n your law of-
fice—subpoenas, writs you have to write
out, papers you have to file, argumenrts
you have to make. 1t is your medical
profession, with its broken nights, and
the exhausted anxieties of life hanging

they cannot listen.  They say, “Go thy
way for tais time.”  Some of you look
upon your goods, look upon your pro-
fession, you look upon your memoran-
dum books, and vou see the demand-
that are made this very week upon your
time and your patience and your mouney;

and while I am entreating gou about,

your soul and the danger of procrastina-
tion, you say, **Go thy way for this
time ; wien I have a converient season,
I will call for thee,” Ou, Felix, why be
bothered about the affuirs of this world
so much more than about the affairs of
eternity? Do you not know that when
death comes you will h:ve to stop busi-
ness, though it be in the most exacting
period of it—between the paymens of
the money and the taking ot the receipt?
The moment he comes you will have to
go. Death waits for no man, however
high, however low. Will you put your
office, will you put your shop in com-
parison with the affairs of an eternal
world? Affairs that involve thrones,
palaces, dominions eternal? Will you
put two hundred acres of ground against
immensity ? Will you put forty or fifty
years of your life against miilions of
ages? Obh, Felix! you might better
postpone everything else! For do you
not know that the upholstering of
Tyrian purple in your palace will fade;
and the marble blocks of Cesarea will
crumble, and the breakwater at the
beach, made of great Llocks of stones
six feet long, must give way before
the perpetual wash of the sea; but the
redemption that Paul offers you will
be forever? : And yet, and yet, and yet
you wave him back to the guard-room,
saying,**Go thy way for this time; when
I have a convenient season, I will call
for thee.” :

Again Felix adjourned the subject of
religion, and put off Paul’s argument,
because he could not give up the honors
of the world.” He was afraid,somehow,
he would be compromised himself in
this matter. Remarks he made after-
wards showed him to be intensely am-
bitious. Oh, how he hugged the favor of
men!

Inever saw the honors of this world
in their hollowness and hyprocrisy so
much as in the life and death of the
wonderful man, Charles Sumner. As
he went toward the place of
burial, even Indepeudence Hall, in
Philadelphia, asked that his remains
stop there on their way to Boston.
The flags were at half-mast, and the
minute-guns on Boston Common throb.
bed after his heart had ceased to
beat. Was it always so? While he
lived, how censured of legislative reso-
lutions, how caricatured of the ‘pictori-
als ; how charged with every motive
mean and ridiculous ; how all the urns
of scorn and hatred and billingsgate
emptied upon his head ; how, when
sjruck down in Senate Chamber, there
were hundreds of thousands of people
who said, **Good for him, served Lim
right I” how he had to pus-the ocean be-
tween him and his maligners, that he
might have a little peace, and how,
when he went off sick, they said he was
broken-hearted because he could not
get to be President or Secretary of State,
Oh, Commonwealth of Massachusetts !
who is that man who sleeps in your pub-
lic hall, covered with garlands, and
wrapped in the Stars and Stripes? Is
that the man who, only a few months
before, you denounced as the foe of Re-

ublican and Democratic institutions ?
s that the same man? Ye American
people, ye could not, by one week of
funeral eulogium and newspaper lead-
ers, which the dead senator could
neither read nor hear, atone for twenty-
five years of maltreatment and cari-
cature. When 1 see a man like that,
pursued by all the hounds o¢f the poli-
tical kennel 8o long as he lives, and
then buried under a great pile of gar-
lands, and amidst the lamentations of
a whole nation, I say to myself:
““What an unutterably hypocritical
thing is all human applause and all
human favor! You took twenty-five
years in trying to pull down his fame,
and then take twenty-five more 1n try-
ing to build his monument, My friends,
was there ever a better commentary on
the hollowness of all earthly favor? If
there are young men who read this who
are postponing religion in order that
they may have‘the favors of this world,
let me persuade them of their complete
folly. If you are looking forward to
gubernatorial, senatorial, or presidential
chair, 16t me’show you your great mis-
take, Can it be that there is now any
young men saying, ‘‘Let me have poli-
tical office, let me hrave some of the high
positions of trust and power, and then I
will attend .to religion; but not now.
‘Go thy way for this time; when I have
a convenient season I will call. for
thee I'”

And now my subject takes a deeper-

tone, and itshows. what a dangerous
thing is this deferring of religion. When
Paul’s chain rattled down tie marble
stairs of Felix, that was Felix’s last
chance for heaven ; Judging from his
character afterward, he was reprobate
and abandoned. And so was Drusilla.
One day in Southern Italy tihere was
a trembling of the earth, and the air got
black with smoke intershot with liquid
rocks. and Vesuvius rained upon Drusilla
and upon her son a horrible tempest of
ashes and fire, They did not reject re-
ligion ; they only put it off. Tuey did
not understand that that day, that
that hour, when Paul stood before
them, was the pivotal hour upon which
everything was poised, and tuat it tip
ped the wrong way. Their convenient
season came when Paul and his guards-
man eutered the palace; it went away
when Paul and his guardsman left.

“Have you never seen men waiting for a

convenient season? There is such a
great fascination about it, that though
you may have great respect to the truth
of Christ, yet soimnehow there is in your
soul the thought, ‘‘Not quite vet. [t is
not time for me 1o become a Christian.”
I say to a boy, *Seek Curist.” He says,

says, ‘“‘Wait until Tam on my diiag
bed.” 1 am called to his dying couch,
His last moments have ,come, I bend
over s couch and listdn for his last
words, 1 bave partiaily to guess what
thiey are by the motion of his lips, he is
so feeble, but rallying himself, he whis-
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pers,until I can hear him say, “I—am-—
waitipg—for—a more—convenient—sea-
son”—and he.is gone,

[ can tell vou when your convenient
season will come. [ can tell you the
year—it will be in 1894, I can tell you
what kind of a day it will be
— it will be the Sabbath day.
i can tell you what hour it will
be—it will be between eight and ten
o’clock. In other words, it is now. Do
yoa ask me how Iknow this is your con-
venient season? I know it because
you are here, and because the Holy
Spirit is here, and because the elect sons
and daughters of God are praying for
your redemption. - Ah, I know it is your
convenient season because some of vou.
like Felix, tremble as all your past life
comnes upon you with its sin, and all*the
future life comes upon you with its
tersor. This night air is aglow with
torches to show you up or to show you
down. It is rustling with wings to
lift you into ligit, or smite you into de-
spair, and there is a rusuing to and fro,
and a beating against the door of your
soul as with a great thunder of empha-
sis, telling you, ““Now, now 18 the best
time, as it may be the only time,”

May God Almighty forbid that any of
you, my brethern or Sisters, act the prt
of Felix and Drusilla, and put away
this great subject, If you are going to
be saved ever, wny not begin to-night ?
Throw down your sins and take the
Lord’s pardon. Christ has been tramp-
ing after you many a day. An Indian
aud a white man became Chris-
tians. The Indian, almost as soon
as he heard the Gospal believed
and was saved; but the white man
struggled on in darkuess for a long
while before he found light. - After
their peace in Christ, the white man
said to the Indian, “Why was it
that I was kept so long in the dark.
ness, and you immediately found
peace ?” The Indian replied, “I will tell

you. A prince comes along, and he offers’

The Modern Dietary.

Though the importance of submitting
even thase who are not so afflicted with
disease as to be bed-ridden to a more or
less restricted diet is still recognized, it
must be admitied that the modern diet-
ary does not much resemble the rigid
rules formerly 'in vogue, It is doubtful
if the medical nien of to-day are willing
to admit that they are many diseases 1n
which the patient is benefited by a close
restriction of diet. : :

1t is now uuniversally recognized tudt
it is a practice fraught with extremsé
danger 1n any form of disease, . t6 witii-
draw the bulk of the food without' re-
placing it with its equivalent in nourish-
ment, :

Such a replacement has been made
possible, as it never was before, by tlie
great variety of prepared foods which
while calling for no effort upon the
parts of the system, are still readily ab-
sorbed and assimilated.

The old adage, *‘Stuff a cold and
starve a fever,” as indicative of the
methods once employed in dealing with
the question _of the proper diet for the
sick, has lost its force; and the more
reasonable one, of sustaining the
strength by suitable nourishment in
every condition of disease, has taken its
place,

In the most extreme cases it will be
found necessary to obtain for the patient
food from which the waste and unavail-
able matter has been entirely removed,
80 sensitive is the system: at times, and
80 mstincnvel%does it repel what is not
of use to it, ut the limitation former-
ly placed upon the diet of the sick by
the lack of a variety to choose from  is
now happily done away with, and we
should spare no pains to find some nour-
ishment which shall provide for, and ac-
ceptable to, the most. difficult case.

Though we have no rules to guide us,
it will be found that a judicious use of
stimulants will often aid the system in
accepting what it would otherwise ve-
pel. But we must remember that alco-
hol, inany form, tends to destroy life
rather than to build it up, and that
stimulants should be used only under
the direction of the family doctor.

A harmless and often all efficient
stimulant in heat. ~ Preparations whigcii
are taken hot are often better borne and
do much more good than the*same pre-
parations taken cool,

It is not necessary to speak of the ad-
vantage of giving only a liquid diet in
extreme cases,— Youth’s Companion.

The Bill to Amend the Frmeh&e
Act Introduced.

The Prineipal Features of the Meas-
ure Explained by the Premier.

Senator Ferguson Advoeates the Cause of P.
E. Island in an Elaborate Speech,

(Continued from Page Seven.

OTrAwA, June 14, —In the house today,
Sir'John Thompson intreduced a bill to
amend the Franchise act. He briefly
sketched its provisions. Its principal fea-
tures were, firav, in reference vo the revision
of the present year, to bring into force the

rovisions of the Redistribution act of 1892,

t will tollow that the revision of the pres-
ent year will be made the basis of conetitu-
encies as rearranged by that acy,
althoagh the act would net ocome
inte foroe until the expiration
of the present parliament. But it was the
duty of the governmegt to see thit con-
stituencies would be ready for a general
election, so that, while it is poesible that
there will be another revisien next year and
before a dissolution, we must keep oon-
stituencies in a position te have a vote taken
at apy time. Io making the revision care
will be taken that the polling sub.divisiens
shall not run from ‘the eold, but new co
stituencies, before an election should take
place in any of these constitnencies, In the
meantime, the list of electors for the
constituency can be made from the sheets of
the constituency as it now stande. Thus
vhe twe principles can be held in view in
the one revision, A change has been pro-
posed alse in the basis. The basis of the
franchise will be adopted frem the franchise
of the several provinces,

Mr, Laurier—Hear, hear.

Sir John—While he argued this work
was a departure, it was not aball a sur-
render of any principle. The practical dif-
ferences between the provincial and domin-
ien franchises are now se few as to render it
not worth the expense of keeping them
up separately. The adoption of a com-
mon system for local and deminion
purposes has the recommendation of econemy
which was not peculiar to the dual system
which has been in vogue for the past few
years. T'he new system should be available
for yearly use, and while some difficuity and
labor will be experienced in the preparation
of the first list, the bill will so simplify the
system as to make future revisions easy.
The. great principle of the act of 1885,
however, namely that the revision be made
by officers under the contrel of parlia-
ment would be adhered to in the bill, first
as regards the franchise itself, and secendly
as to the carrying out of the franchise law.
The principle is maintained that elections
to the deminion house ought not be under
‘the control as regards franchises of officers
of any other than federal autherity.

Mr. Laurier congratulated the government
on all points of the bill but the retention of
the revising barristers, but he hoped that
feature would be abandoned in time.

In reply te a questien by Mr, Mills, the
first minister explained that the provincial
lists could not be regarded as cenclusive, for
it was preposed that persons who might
bave applied to the provincial officers and
been rejected, might apply to the commis-
slon officer and be put on the federal lisv if
able to establish qualification.

. Mr, Laurier wanted to know what the
government had decided to do about pro-
posed Quebec redistribution.

Sir Jobn Thompeon was afraid he would
have to disappoint his hen. friend, bnt in-
formed him that there would be no rear-
rangement of the Quebec constituencies,
with which Mr. Laurier was so dissatisfied,
befone nextsession. (Laughter).

Most of the remainder of the sitting was
occupied in discuseing the motion by Mr,
McMaullen to abolish the civil service super-
annuation.

Mr. Foster pointed out that the greatest
abuse of the saystem was under grit rule,
and it was left for the censervative adminis-
tration to improve the system as was dene
last year, i

The motion wae defeated 91 to 65.

NOTES,

Witheut reflecting upon the many able
men that P, E. Island has sent to Ottawa
since that province has entered confedera
tien, the Island question has never been so
ably and lucidly presented te parliament as
by Senator Donald Ferguson this afternoen.
A motion for papers and .correspondence in
connection with the previncial claims against
the dominion in the matter of public werks
pnd steam communication, in accordance

“with the terms of confederation, gave the’

senator the text for his speech. He stated
that long before cenfederation teok
place he was an earnest advooate ot i,
and although the island had net received
that meed of justice from the dominion
which she was entitled to, yet his faith in
the federal union had never wavered. - He
showed that in 1873 the dominion recog-
nized that from the insular position of the
prevince, and the fact that she would not
participate in the advantages of the Inter-
colonial railway, the Canadian Pacific rail-
way and the great canal system, which the
other provinces would enjoy, that special
privileges should be cenferred upon the
island, ' Mr, Fergusen gave some interest-
ing information with reference to the ex-
penditure on public works outside of P. E

| Island eince 1873, He defined the position of

the P. E. Island railway and demonstrated that
because of the deficits on the railway there
was no ground for the statement that the
island sheuld abandon her claims for public
works, In1886 Chief Justice Sullivan and
himself came to Ottawa and urged the
island’s claims for better terms because the
province had received no benefit from the
construction of the Intercelonial and
the Canadian Pacific. As a result of
those representations  the = domin-
asked = parliament to
increase the annual subsidy by $20,000 a
year. This was in the session of 1887. Sir
Richard Cartwright smiled sweetly on the
gopml. and the only complatnt that Mr,
avies had to make was that the island. was

not getting more. A few months later,
however, in Qotober, 1887, 8ir Richard
Cartwright at Ingersoll, speaking to an en-
tirely different aundience, said that the in-
crease in the subsidy to P. E. Island was in
utter defiance of the termsof theconfederation
act, :

The trade and navigatien returns could

He sketohed the history of the attempts to
keep up winter communication and the
agitation which had led to the adeption of

the tunnel scheme. 'He strongly urged the
government te push the I»r'ng. wiioh. it
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they were successful, would then be an in-
centive to the construction of a tunnel. If
the tunnel were built he believed that iv
weuld be of benefioial effect not oniy to P.E.,
Ieland, but te New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia. The Prince Edward Island rail-
way, the working of which gave a de-
ficit every year, would then pay. Until
such time as the tunnel could be
built he strongly urged that P. E. Island
ehould receive her share of appropriations
for public works equally with the other
provinees. All that he asked was that the
island should receive fair play.

OrTAWA, Juneé 15,—Ia the commons this
afternoon, on motien to adopt the report of
the parliamentary library, Sir Charles Hib-
bert Tupper said that the report referred vo
a great historical event and vo some of the
eminent men who had assisted in itd com-
memoration, The act was the Royal Wil-
liam, a Canadian bailo vessel was the first
steamer to cross the Atlantic,. I1'he minister
proceeded te ackaowledge the prominent
parb in the commemoration of vhis event
taken by the Nova Scotia Historical secleny,
whose resclution, passed in July, 1893,
he read to the house. Sir Charles also
alluded to the pamphles prepared by Capt.
Waurtele, describing the building “ef the
Royal William at Q 1ebeo, and the incidents
of her voyage from P.ctou, N. 8., to Londen
in 1833. This pamphlet will be “printed.
Che report, which recommended the placing
of & memorial plate in the library of parlia-
ment, wae adopred.

Oa motion to go inte supply Sir Richard
Oartwright moved a wagt of confidence
motion declaring inexpedient the govern-
ment’s proposal to seil some of the Thou-
sand Islands, Cartwrigho argued that the
Ontario guvernment ought to be given time

the leading cities, and others,

OTrawa, June 18.—In the house this
afternoon Hon. Mr. Haggart, replying to
Mr. Borden, gave the quantities of sorap
iron sold by the Intercslonial to the Trure
foundry. These varied in guantities from
16 1,000 pounds at $10 & ton in 1890 to 40,-
000 pounds at $15 a ton in 1893,

Mr. Perry moved for a return showing the
number of trips made by ice-boats between
Oape Tormentine and Cape Traverse in the
season of 1804, Speaking to his
motion, he deplored the inadequacy
of the service between the Island and
Pictou performed by the Stanley, although
the government- was to be congratulated
upon the improvément of the service over
that performed by the Northern Light.

An honest
effort had besn made to give P. E. feland
the best possible cemmunication with the
mainland. The Stanley had been built and
was admibted to be admirably euited
for the winter navigation of the
Northumberland Straits. The question
raised by Mr. Porry was worthy the consid-
eration of the government, and whether the
Stanley could net do a° better service be-
tween Capa Tormentine and Cape Traverse
than between Georgetown and Pioteu. He
contended the government should try the
experiment of placing the Stanley on this
route. He commended the action of the
government in testing the feasibility of the
tunnel scheme. It would be some
years before the tunmel could be built.
In the meantime a summer ferry
should be established between ‘the Capes.
This would give the people of P, E. I a
mail twioe daily instead of once as at pre-
sent and would also place them in . closer
connection with the I. C. R. trains,

Mr, Davies held that the government was
simply bambeczling the people. A proper
tunnel would cest from fifteen to twenty
milliens and a five million tunnel was a
farce.

Mr. Topper—Are you against the tun-
nel scheme?

Mr. Davies declined to commit himself.

The death is annoamoed in this week’s
iasue of John Yeats, one of St. John’s mest
prominent and most presperous merchants,
The deceased was a son ef the late Alex
Yeats. The latter was at one time in the
saddlery businees in this city, and his sen
John was clerk with him till he opened up
his extensive iron:warehouse. ‘This latter
bueiness was carried on uader the firm name
of Yeats & Sens, and for many years John
Yeats and his brother Chas. Yeatse had the
conduct of the same. No firm in Canada
bave a more honorable recerd than that of
the Messers. Yeats.

Some years ago they built a ship called
the Alexander Yeate, which is now om the
other side of the Atlantic. She
is the  best vessel ever  construot-
ed here. No expense was spared,
in faov she was so beautifully fitted up on
deck that she was sent across the Atlantic
witheut a deckload, her ewners teeling that
it would be a shame to disfigure her.

John Yeats was at one time a member of
the eommon oeuncil, being alderman for
Kings ward.

In 1862 he, as head of the fire commitbee,
went toe Amoskeag and purchased the first
steam fire engine St. John ever had. It was
placed in old No. 3 engine house, and Brown
& Hamm were given the contract for taking
it to fires.

Mr. Yeats was a great friend of the
firemen, and put in many years of faith-
ful service himself, having been foreman
and engineer of No. 3 company. After
some eight years of service at the council
board, Mr. Yeats ¢ff:red for the mayeralty
and was defeated by the latc Dr. Alward.
He never aspired to any representative
position afterwards. He was for many
years a director of the Bank of New Bruns-
wick, and was its vice-president at the time
of his death. He married a Miss Jordan, a
niece of John Jorden, J. P., of Loch Lo-
mond, whe sarvives him.

EARLY MORNING  HORROR.

A Waterloo Street Three Tenement
Building  Tumbles Down.

Miss Alios MoCormwck Crushed to Death—
The Others Escape With Shght -
Injuries.

About three o’cloek Monday merning an
alarm of fire was rung in frem box 16
The firemen, with Chief Kerr,responded with
more than ordinary premptness. Bat
on their arrival they discovered it was not
to fight fire, but to rescue three families
from the ruins’ of a three story weeden
building,

A few minutes before three o'clock
in the morning Officers MocLaren and
Walsh  were on Waterloo  streap,
and, hearing a orash, rushed to the
tcene of the noise, enly to diecoever that the
old three-story woeden building owned by
Mies Alice McOormick, off Waterloo strees
and  nearly directly opposite S,
Mary’s charch, had fallen. They
promptly sent in an alarm from box 16 and,
as above stated, the firemen were en hand
with remarkable promptness.

The ories of those in the ruins met'the ears
of the firemen as they rushed to the scenme
with their axes, rope and and other ap-
pliances, and tor nearly an hour the scene
was a most heartrending one,

Chief Kerr directed the movements of his
men with great ability, and the salvage
corps rendered the chief and his men every,
possible assistance,

Away down in the ruins came cries for
assistance from at least two persons. The
firemen immediately set to work to rescue
these people, and in a short time Thomas
Gorman, laborer, and John O’Lsary came
out fromthe ruins after the tiremen from
the lower flat, the firemen having provided
an exib.

Gorman said to a SUN reporter after his
exit, that”he was sound asleep, and that
the first thing ‘he heard was a crash.
The . only thing that saved their lives, he
says, was the bed post holding up a falling
partition.

Miss Alice McOormick, aged 33, and
Ethel McCormick, an adopted daughter,aged
12, were also on the lower flat. The
firemen mext directed their efforvs
to rescue these. Miss McCormick was_gob
out, but she was really dead when she was
reacued,while Ethel was rescued slightly in-
jured and removed to the General Public
hospital. She is believed to have sustained
slight injuries abeut the back.

About this time a veice could be beard in
the ruine oryiog : “Don’t walk on the top
or throw anything down; we are all right
underneath.” Then a woman’s voice was
heard, and she was orying bitterly.

Under Ohief Kerr the firemen redoubled
their efforts, and in a shert time Michael
Quinn and his wife were rescued. Quinn
had his face badly cut and was otherwise in-
jured, while Mrs. Qainn was cut about the
face, but i¢ is not thought she is otherwise
injured.

By this time the firemen commenced to
er quire if there were any more people in
the building aud donbts were expressed if
there were, but in 4 few minutes the cries
of a woman’s voice could be distinctly
heard, Then axes, saws and picks were
brought inte requisition, and in fifceen
mioutes or less a silvage corps ladder was
lowered and soon”Mrs. Hayes, aged be-
tweed 75 and ‘80 years, was brought

The building was, as .above stated, an old
three story structure, aud has  been ton-
‘sidered dangerous for some $ime.

The Inquest.

An inquiry inte the circumstances sur-
rounding the death of Alice McCormick was
kegun before Coroner Berryman at the
Oourt honse Monday evening, Thelargereom
was ocrowded with people, great interesv
being felt in the matter, The jury sworn
oonsiste” of 'Jonas Howe (foreman), John
Druryy Calvin Powers, Edward Bates, J,
McB. Morrison, David Watson and Wm,
Segee.

The jury viewed the body, which is in the
dead heuse, and then the taking of evidence
was oommell:oed. : L

Jobn {O'Leary, an employe in 7gan’s
soap works, said he boarded a~270 Waterloo
street. He had been for 20 years in the
house, which was owned by Alice McCor-
mick. The house was remodelled and re-
boilb a couple ot years before the big fire.
At thab time two svories were added to the
house.  New posts and new sills were put
in then, but since that time ‘no repairs were
put apen it. Daring the last month wib-
ness neticed a chasge in the bullding. It
had moved on the posts fully six inches. He
called on Mr, McMineman, the carpenter,
and that gentleman had a look at it.” He
had sald it needed repair; that the house
should be straightened up. Mr. Mo-
Mineman was asked to begin the repair
of the house as seon as he could, but ' he did
not come. QOa Saturday night last witness
went to see MoMineman again, and on Sun-
day he called again and had & look at the
bailding. McMineman promised to go to
work this week, He did net say the house
was dangerous te live in. Witness did not
consider the house dangerous te live in. On
Sunday night he went to bsd about 10
o’clock. He was awakened about 3 o’clock
the next morning and feund that the house
had tumbled down. He was greatly sar-
prised, net having expected any such thing.
He slept in the front of the house on the
lower flat, and was able to orawl out under
the timbers. The house was occupied by
witness, his cousin, Alma McCormick, a
girl named Ethel McNeil, on the first floor
Mrs, Hayes was the only ocoupant of the
second floor. Mr, Quinn and his wife lived
upstairs, Thomas Gorman slept with the
witness that night and get out the same way
he did. He made ne effort to leck after the
women till he got out. He believed the
acoident was dpe te neglect in not having
the house repaired when he had tried to get
it done. The house must have slipped off
the posts, which were not very pecure. Io
had been noticed recently thar the front of
the house was away from the stoop fully six
or eight inches. Av the rear of _the house
there was a grade towards Bruseels street.

Patrick .MoMineman, who resides on the
Marsh Road, testified that his bnsiness is
that of a house raiser and mover. Had had
oo’nuiderablo experience at the work. John

Leary called upon him four or five weeks
ago on business for Miss McCormick, and
called his attention to the cendition of the
house. He found the house in'need of cer-
tain repairs, and made an estimate of the
oost thereof. The posts behind the bailding
were buckled, the house baving worked over
the posts which were ont of plumb. The posts
were but 8 or 9 inoh posts, The heuse he
thought between 24 and 26 feet wide and
aboat 30 feet' long. It was three stories
high. He then considered it a safe house te
livein. On Sunday last he had another
look at the house, having been sent for. He
conld see no change in its condition, It wae
Just the same as he found it when he first
visited it. Of course he did not go in under
the building. The posts were between 4

year later,

and 5 teet long from the surface of the earth

to thq sill-of the house. He could not say
whether there was any diagonal braciog in
connedtion with the posts. There was a
wall built up outside of the posts and a deor
atvhefend eof it under the house. He did not
go inside te make an examination of the
house. The reason that he did not make a
more thorough examinatien was that he was
to do the work by the duy, the pacties far-
nishing the materials, There were two
posts sitting on the reck. They did not
move. The posts were five inches out of
plumb. Nothing else that he saw was in &
very bad state,

M. W. Maber, inspector of buildings,
stated that the duties of the office were
chiefly to see that the provisions of the
building act in the erestion of new buildings
were carried out, and to see thut dangerous
buildiogs were made safe. The McCormick
building was never reported to him as un-
safe. ' 1t stood a distance back from the
street, and he never had any suspicion that
there was anything wreng with it. It
locked frem Waterloe street to siv flab on
the ground and to be a little under ground,
if anything, If he saw an unsafe building
iv was olearly his davy to look afser it, He
did not knew that it would be his daty to go
nosing about cellars and private places look-
ing for dangerous houser, but he did almost
every day enter backyards and other places
examining properties which had been re-
ported as dangereus. From the evidence of
vhe other witnesses he would not jadge the
house unsafe and likely to fall, but koewing
as he now ' did that the posts were only a
few inches in the earth, he wonld have form.
ed a different jodgment. The front siil
was belew ground. The action of the frost
for years resulted in the sill being pressed
back towards the rear pests which being
only a few inches in the ground, did nes
give sufficient resistance to hold the building
in position. Posts were as a rule sunk three
and a half feet down in the earth. In wet
ground they were sunk even further dewn.
He saw one post which was only 8 or 9
inches in the earth. The frost forced the
whele building back by operating on the
frent sill and the rear posts being only a
few inches under ground c¢suld not resist the
pressure from the front. That was the cause
of the accident.

Chas. A Olark, captain of the salvage
corpe and fire police, told of having been
cill:d out at 3 o'clock Menday ‘meraing
by an alarm of fire. He went down to
Brussels street and found that the MoCor-
mick building had collapsed. Tho fire de-
partment and salvage corps men went to
work removing the wreck in order that the
peopl® under it might get out. A yeusg
girl was first rescued. Then a young lady,
Miss MoCormick, was got out. Sne was
removed to the dead house, being dead.
The house fell down the incline towards
Brussels street. He knew nothing of his
own knowledge as to the cause of the acci-
dent.

W. H. Bowmas, the captain of the hook
and ladder company, No. 1, was at the
collapsed building as soon atver the alarm
was given as he could get there. The fire-
men and salvage corps were endeavoring to
liberate those who were under the wreck of
the building.

He told her that whoever repaired
the house should shore the house up_ well
before anything was torn down. He was
surprised to hear that the honse had fallen
down, He expected the carpenters would
bave gone to werk on it Monday.
Miss McCormick said Mr, MoMine-
man teld her that the house was
safe, He sent the posts in on Friday. He
sent word for the carpenters to be ocareful
about shering the heuse up, The house had
been moving back fer two years, but he did
not think it was so bad.

The Telegram’s Incendiary Article Has
Its Effect.

y A
Goods Beized by Whitewayites From the
Customs Officers,

HAvnirax, June 15, —A special cablegram
from St. Jobne, Nfid., to the Halifax Herald
says: The Telegram’s incendiariem brought
its consequences today. An organizid at-
tempt was made by the Whitewayites to
break open Shea’s store and seize the
goods. At 2 p. m. the mob assembled
by previous ariangement, led by a body
of vruacks. The police eon duty at
the store barricided all doors and tele-
phoned for assistance. The whole police of
the city, fifty men horse and foob, arrived
under Inspector Fawcett. - The mob clam-
ored to get goode. The inspector said he
would give goods to parties owning the
same, but not while the meb was present,
Repeated attempts were made by the meb
te break through the police cordon. Mount-
ed pelice charged the mob several times.

The following Whiteway members were
preminent among the erowd: Speaker Em-
erson, ex-chairman of tho board of works
McGratk, Murphy, Weods, Furlong and
Parsene, who is also editor of the Telegram,
Some of these harangued the mob. White-
way was also present, but toek a conciliat-
ory tone, and advised the mob to peacefully
disperse; still he retired to a safe point of
vantage and watched the meb’s antics for
a whole hour and then returned and made
a similar appeal,

Judge Prowse, police magistrate, soon ap-
peared with the riet act, but was not
ebliged to read it. He advised the crowd
te disperse. Meanwhile Governor O’Brien
bad despatched an aide-de-camp with erders
to the captain of the warship Buzzard to
land marines if necessary. The aide-de-
camp then landed with a signalman, who
was in readiness to summon men to suppert
vhe orders of the inepector. This had a
wholesome effect and the mob retired. More
atbtacks are expected tonight.

All the Whiteway memberz present at
this disgraceful affair were either dicquali-
fied or are likely to be. The whole disturb-
ance was to terrorize the governor into dis-
selving the legislature.

Respectable people are highly indignant
ever the whole affair. Nobody participated
but Whiteway’s heelers.

Murray,another Whiteway member of the
dsgembly, was disqualified teday, making
the tenth. Seven more are to be tried.

The Delayed Passe;g;rs on the Through
Ex»ress from the Coast Pass
Resolutions.

WINNIPEG, Jone 15,—The dslayed pas-
sengers on the through express from Van-
couver held a meeticg at Moose Jaw this
morning and adopted resolutions highly
complimentary to the C. P. R. acd the man-
agement.

apolis and C. G. Langdon of Tonawanda, Penn-
sylvania, were appointed a committee to draft
resolutions expressive of the sense of the pas-
sengers towards the railway and oﬂlci/a.ls.

The committee reperted the following:

‘Whereas, throughout the extraordinary con-
ditionsj prevailing: on the line of the C. P,
railway in British Columbia, the passengers on
the east bound train June ‘2nd have passed
through an experience unprecedented in rail-
way travel; and

hereas, What might easily have become
an unbearable situation has been rendered per-
fectly tolerable, and on occasions actually
pleasant and enjoyable;

Therefore resolved, That we hereby testify
our deep sense of obligation to the Canadian
Pacific railway and its obliging officials
and employes for the liberality and cour-
tesy which has characterized our treatment
during our two weeks’ inprisonment at Van-
couver and on the line of the road. Amid the
vexations so likely to breed impatience, no
act of rudeness or discourtesy has been
reported. In the midst of disaster followln
disaster, the thoughtfulnes and liberal-
itay . of the company has not abat®
ed, instead of a trip fraught with hardships
and privations, the journey has been ever in-
terest: and filled with novel experiences,
which the care before mentioned has made
hhoronghly enjoyable.

SUSSEX PRESBYTERIANS.

Large Attendanecs at the Reopening"
of the Chureh Sunday.

Sermon by Rev. G. M. Morrison—Some
Interesting Historical Faots.

Sussex, June 17.4The avtendance at the
reopening of the Presbyterian church this
morning was very large, and long before the
time for service every seat was filled and re-
sort was had to neighboring houses fer
chairs, which were promptly supplied, and
the aisles of the church and every available
space was quickly eccupied,not a few stand-
ing throughoeut the whole service,

Rev. G. M. Morrisen, agent of the foreign
missions, Halifax, preached an able and ap-
propriate sermon. To the choir much praise
is due fer their excellent music, Dr. and
Mrs. Daly, Mrs, Murray and the Misses
Worden, Dodge and Creighton and others
kindly assisting.

The church was beantifully decorated
with choice flowers. The evening service
was also weli attended, Mr. Morrison again
preaching. The collections were very
large.

The building presents a very handseme
and creditable appearance. The moving
was successfully accomplished by Mr,
Chute. The remodelling of seats and
rostrum was done by Messra., Ross & Mec-
Phergon, to whom much credit is due for
vheir very handseme work. The painting,
glazing and tinting were satifactorily per-
formed by Whitenect & Sen. To H. A.
White and others teo much praize cannot be
given, Mr. W hite devoting every momenu of
his spare time.

The following may not be without inter-
est just now: About the years 1843 and
1844 the Rev. Andrew Stevens, brovher of
the present Judge Stevens of St. Stephen,
preached eccasionally as a missionary among
the Presbyterians of Sussex and surreund-
ing districts. Daring the time he remained,
a church was partly built at Fox Hill, near

bell, designed to accommodate resby-
terians of Upper Norton, Studholm and
Sussex. This church was eccasionally
used for some time, but was
never finished. The skeleton of it
formed the framework of the house
now occupied by Charles Foshay. After
Mr, Stevens lefo a Mr. Stewart, who had
not completed the required course of studies
for license, acted as missionary for some
time. After he left the disirict had no
regular Presbyterian minister for several
years, The colonial committee of the Free
Church of Soetland having sent Rev. James
Gray, A. M., te New Brunswick, the pres-
bytery of St. John sent him at once te
Hampton, Norten, Studholm and Sussex.
He preached his first sermon to the scattered
Presbyterians of Studholm and Sussex in

TThe Sussex cen-
gregation was organized as a congregation
on the 18th day of July, 1857, in the Roach
meeting house by Mr. Gray, assisted by
Thomas Purves and Robert Wood,
elders from 8t. Andrews Presbyterian
church, Hampton, (now Nauwige-
wauk) and the Lord’s Suopper was
celebrated for the firat time by the congre-
gation. On the following day, Rev. Mr,
Gray being assisted on the occasion by the
Rev. Lewis Jack, of Springficld, the ser-
vices were remarkably selemn, several
shedding tears copipusly as they thought of
the restoration of privileges they had en-
joyed many years ago before leaving their
native land. The congregation continued
to worship in the Reach meeting house uatil
they succeeded in erecting the ed:fice
which has new changed site, and which
was opened .for public worship June
21st, 1863, thirty-one years age. The
congregabion, although not large, continued
to prosper, and on Mr. Gray’s retirement
from the charge ef the cengregation he left
without a dollar of debt on either the church
or manse property. The Rev. Thomas
Stewart succeeded Mr. Gray, and was in-
ducted on the 14th November, 1887, re-
maining here about three years and nine
months till called to Dartmeuth, N. S.,
where he still remains, and about twe
years ago was succeeded by the present in-
cumbent, Rev. J. 8. Sutherland, who
though onl7 about 15 months here has won
the general esteem of the community, and is
evidently destined to prove an efficient
pastor of the Presbyterian church in Sussex,

(For THE SUN.)

The great Missionary Conference in Eag-
land and the Jubilee of the Young Men’s
Christian Associatien are the two events
which have occupied the attention of
Churchmen. The Bishops ¢f Londeun and
Ripon preached at S. Paul’s and av West-
minster Abbey on the occasien of festival
services held in connection wicth the Y, M,
C. A.; while the knighthood bestowed upen
the venerable feunder, Mr. George Wil-
liams, stands conspicuous among the other
“birthday honors” as the waell-deserved
recognition of a distinguished life and a
greav work.

The Missionary Conference has also been
a memorable assemblage. Of the many
weighty utterances, the paper of Mr, Bos-
werth-Smith upen the rclations of Christian-
ity and Islam, and that of Mr. Eugene
Stock upen the: general missionary work of
the Church of England, were most import-
ant. The secretary of the Church Mission-
ary seciety, after a recital of difficulties
with Roman Catholic mission-workers, de-
clared that the attitude forced upen them
must be ‘‘one of sorrowful but strenueus
resistance to umpreveked, uncalled-for, and
un-Christian aggression.”

The meeting ot se important a bedy as
the General Assembly of the Presbyterian
church in our city naturally monepolises
attention at this time. Neot often can St.
John have welcomed so many distinguished
guests within her limits, and the welcome
comes to them from all the sister churches
with equal heartiness. Questions of efi-
quette and precedent may decide en the
natare of the utterance in each particular
case, but eur brethren may be assured that
from the hearts of all of us goes forth to
them the full recognition ef censecrated
gifts and noble success, and the prayer fora
continued prosperity to those who serve
wisely and valiantly under the banner of
our Lord and Savieur.

Canadian Vessels Handicapped.

The bill respecting the manning et mer-
chanbt ships, which is new before the British
house of commons, is attracting consider-
able attention in Canada. The measure re-
quires vessels to be manned accerding to
their tonnage in such a way as to overburden
thém with men. A vessel which now carries
fourteen men will, under this law, have to
ship twenty-feur men. It means the lay-
ing up of all vessels flying the Eng-
ligh flag, fer they will be required to
have on board nearly twice as many men as
they actually require, while foreigners can
sail with whatever crew they deem suffi-
cient. All English shipping men, and Can-
adians as well, have decided to protest
against the passage of the bill. Geerge F.
Baird, M. P., has been acting at Ottawa for
the Canadian shipowners and the result is
that' Deputy Minister of Marine Smith gees
to England in the interest of the Canadian
shipowners.

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MR. C. H. FAIRWEATHER.J

Probably no other business man in 8t
John was as well knewn at home and
abroad, and certainly none was more re-
spected and esteemed than Mr. Oharles
Henry Fairweather, who perhaps more than
any man in the town would be chosen as the
type of the best commercial clags. His
name ateod for the various virtues which go
to make up the perfect business men. This
does not mean that he made money faster
than any one else, or that he had a
better gift for holding what he made.
But Mr. Fairweather was a mar who loved
his vecation and took a werthy pride in
maintaining its best traditions. He regarded
the pursuit of commeroce asa profession té be
followed as well for its own sake and for
its beneficent purposes, as for persenal gain.
He loved, was proud of, and had faith in
the oity where he epent all the days of his

manhood, and he always enthusiastically

supperted and contended fer the interests of
St. John. Yet no man could be less sec-
tional or narrow., There was no bet-
ter Canadian between Cape Breton
and Vancouver than Mr. Fairweather.
He supported with his veloe and pen every
great national enterprise, and all the ad-
vanced political movements which have
made the Dominien of Oanada what it is.
The firm ot Hall & Fairweather has con-
tinued with the same name and same part-
ners longer than any other heuse in this
olty, if not in all eastern Oanada. It was
the pioneer house in many new departuree,
Even to the last it has not been behind its
younger rivals in enterprise, and in all
its transactions it has been beyond reproach.
So it was both by precept and example that
the labe partmer taught the business virtmes
of straightforwardness and honesty, pluck
and energy, industry and hopefulness. Mr.
Fairweather was not much given te public
speaking, but his addresses in the Sv. John
board of trade and in the larger arena of the
deminion board were in general ocarefully
prepared statements, centaining & great
amount of information set forth in remark-
ably olear and terse language. [wice with-
in the last ten years he read papers before
the S8  Jobn board of trade,
which were reprinted and discassed
in half the newspapers of Canada.
Mr, Fairweather was a geod oltizen outeide
of his own business, fer his public spirit was
not confined to his own class and his own
trade. He was an earnest, though never a
bitter, and always a reasenable politician,
and more than one minister of the crown
owed much to his advice on business issues.
The liberal conservative party is largely in-
debted te Mr. Fairweather, whese business
and moral inflaence and sagacious counsal
must have greatly assisted any politieal

organization with which he was conneoted.

The
victery of Ladas counte two ways. = There
8 ‘*a non-conformist consclence,” as it ie
represented, which regards horse racing as
a moral evil, and a source of crime and loss.
Exaotly why this conscience should be co-
extensive with and limited to the monm-
conforming bodies is not stated. Probably
it is mot so universal ameng dis-
genters, er se exclusively ' theirs as
is represented for purpoeses of convenience.
Without donbt there are large bettings om
the Derby and ether races, Unquestionably
this betting i& not confined te rich men like
the owner of Ladas, but takes the form of
gambling ameng peeple less favored of for-
tune, It is said that the middle olass
of people, shopkeepers, clerks and eothers,
lost more money on the New-
market than by the most  dis-
astrous bank failures of last year,
It is true thab there is betting on the Ox-
ford and Cambridge boat race, against which
match the non-conformist censcience has not
yet protested, so far as we know. Likewise
there are large winnings and losings on such-
-events as the international yacht race. Bat
betting on horses is the special weakness of
the English sport. Men lose their heads
and afterwards their meney on the Perby
who seem impervious to other tempta-
tions. And 8o Lord Rosebery has
been represeated as the aider and
abetbor of this national = effence.
Mr. Gladstone, who, though a high church-
man, represents in many ways the politico-

- weligious ideas which are supposed to belong

rather to nem-cenformists than churchmen
in Eogland, has done what he could to help
the more youthfal premier by sending him a
letter of congratulation en the euccess of
Ladas. Bat in spite of all this Lord Rose-
bery cannot escape from the conviction that
& horse racing premier is not suitable for the
liberal party at the present atage of events,
when Sootch and Welah disestablish-
ment, and an advanced position against
the liquor traffic are included in the party
programme, It would be more safe for Lord
Salisbury to own and run a fast herse, Bat
the ex-premier prefers to take his amuse-
ment in the form ef . work in his physical
and chemical laboratory. The premier says
that he is not'ashamed to own a fast horse,
but nevertheless it appears that he is about
to retire from the turf. To win the Dsrby
and retire is after all not & bad selution of the
difficulty, since no amount of refermation
and abnegatien can deprive him of his glery
and his winnings.

THE UNFORTUNATE SAILING SHIP.,

The British sailor man will soon be pro-
tected of thesea altogether, Or he willfollow
the- British ship in taking retuge uoder a
foreign flig. What with their load lines,
and their deckload regulations and rules of
all gorts for the alleged protection of the
seamen, it hag become impossible for tie
British ship to ocompete with the Ner-
wegians, which are free from mosb of these

restrictions. Thus it has come about that
half the ships which come here
under the Norwegian flag are wholly
or partly owned by British. firms.
Some sort of legal transfer is made In erder
that the ship may go inte British ports free
under the Plimsell regulations and with
some chance te earn money. The latest
proposition is that ships shall carry a much
larger orew than is now usual. All this
legislation is well meant, but much of it is
net well considered and isnotin the in-
terest either of seamen or owners. No
other interest is se loaded down ‘with
regulations that are unworkable and
unnecessary as the shipping intereat.
As the British shipping interests in steam-
ships increase, while the ownership in sail-
ing vessels deolines, legislation against the
sailing ship becomea easier to secure and
less practical in its character. There is no
safer ship in the world than a lumber laden
wooden sailing vessel, and there is none
which isso hampered and injured by absurd
regulations, many of which in this country
are an ebjeot of ridicule te seamen and
owners.

A PARLIAMENT WHICH WORKS.

The Presbyterian general assembly is an
efficient parliament, It represents twe or
three times the population represented by
the New Brunswick legislature. The

churches and pastoral charges under its

contrel namber 2,600. They pay ia round
numbers $1,000,000 a year in stipends te
ministers, and a larger sum to other con-
gregational and general purposes. The re-
venue of the Presbyterian churchin Oanada
is nearly four times as large as the revenue
of the province of New Brunswick.
The interests include home missiens, for-
eign missions, prevision for poor parishes,
for infirm ministers, to widews and erphans,
French evangelization, five colleges, and sev-
eral church publications. The subjectsfor dis-
cussion also include matters of discipline,
ritual and dogma, and ot public and private
morals. The assembly transacts all the
general busines relating to the inbereats
mentioned and deals with all other matters
mentioned in the course of a one week ses-
sion.

THE FLOOD,

The British Celumbia floed has proved a
disastrous aflair, but much less so than wa
at first reported, The losses sustained by
the people living in the flooded valley can-
nob yet be estimated. But there appears to
be some prospect of a crop for this season
over a considerable part of the region. It
is late for re-seeding, but vegetation is rapid
and the season continues late in the antumn
in the Fraser valley. The accounts of the
destruction of cattle have it appears been
greatly exaggerated. The loss of the
Camadian Pacific  Railway ocompany,
reported away up in the milli-
ons, will mnet reach eme million.
An engineer estimates the cost of repairs at
$200,000. To this must be added the loss
by the cessation of business and by reason
of extraordinary outlays during the flood.
After due allowance is made for exppfisions
the flod will still be regarded as a great
calamivy.

pal Grant read the fellewing resolution’

T'he repert of the home mission commit-
tee (western sectior), was bronght up again
by Rev. Dr, Cochrane, who moved a resolu-
tion in substance as follows: That the gen-
eral assembly receive and adopt the home
miseion repert with gratitude te God fer the
advances made in the Northwest and B C.
The assembly returns thanks to British
churches for wvaluabie assistance, and te
individual members eof these churches, and
to the weman’s home mission societies,
to young peeple’s societies, to sabbath schools
and vo individual members of congre-
gations, and that they gratefully acknowl-
edge the kindness of the eastern section,
in bearing a share of the burdens of this
committee. [The assembly approves of the
appointment by the home missions cem-
mitbee of Rev. C. W. Gordon te bring the
claims of the committee before the British
churches, and returns thanks to Mr. Gor-
den and to ether gentlemen for their work
in the field during the present year.
Adopted.

In reference to augmentatien, Dr. Coch-
rane moved as follows: The general assem-
bly, feeling the great importance of the
augmentation scheme, and believing that
the progress of our church is largely de-
pendent on ite succeseful werking, regrets
exceedingly to hear that many of our strong
congregations have failed to contribute to
it. The assembly,. feeling that our people
will always respond to the appeals of the
church when faithfully presented to them,
epjoins upon all eour ministers the
duty of explaining this scheme to
their congregations and urging upen
them their duty regarding it, The assem-
bly aleo epjoins each minister to report to
his presbytery what has been dene in this
matter during the jear, and what amonnt
has been contributed by his congregation
to the fund; while at the same time not
overlooking the increasing demands of our
great mission fields in the Northwest and
Brivish Columbia. Adopted.

Rev. D. J. McDonnell moved the follow-
ing in reference to tbe same matver: That
the general assembly appeint a cemmitte«
to consider what changes should be mads
in carrying on bthe angmentation scheme i’
the western section ef the church, and i

Last year, it will be remembered, the
assembly agreed to have ‘a larger distribu-
tion of the minutes and re than in any
previons year. It was decided that a copy
of the minutes of the general assembly
should be sent to every acting elder of the
church, and one copy of the said minutes te
be provided for each deacens’ ocourt and
beard of managers. *‘Clerks of presbytery
te intimate te the senior clerk of assembly
the number of copies required under the
above rule ia their respective presbyteriee,
and when these are forwarded to them shall
see to their distribution ameng the congre-
gations of the presbytery.” In accordance
with this resolution, a circula: was sent to
all the olerks of presbytery, with the view
of finding ont the number of minuntes that
would be required. Roturns were not re-
ceived trom all, but iv was supposed that
8,000 copies (double the number issued the
former year) would be snfficient.

Of these 8000, 1,574 were sent to the
synod of the maritime province, 1,121 te
Montreal and Ottawa, 2,110 te Toronte and
Kingston, 1,666 to Hamiiton and Lenden,
363 te Manitoba, 134 to British
Columbia, 1,032 were sent to the ministers
of the church and retained in the office,mak-
ing in all 8,000.

The total cost of the blue book, includicg
paper and printing, was $§4,392 06, to which
had to be added postage stamps for copies
sent by mail, $76 50; packing cases for min-
utes sen by freight,£38 50; freight on boxes,
$92 73. To%al, $4 599 79,

The amount received from congregatiens
was $4,122 85; sundry echemes, having
funds, were charged in proportion for the
reports, the amount being $1,391 54; balance
from the preceding year, $105.10; total re-
ceipte being $5 619 49.

The tetal expenditure for the assembly
fund, including expenses of sundry commit-
tees, sundry accouats for printing, amount
for Presbyterian ccuncil and salaries of
clerks of assembly; including alse the cost
of the minutes and reports, as previously
mentioned, was $5,931 55, leaving a balanece
against the Fund of §312 06.

It may be stated thav of the cengrega-
tions in the several syneds, upwards ef four
hundred didnet contribute atall, while many
contributed very inadequately. The averaga
prioe eof a copy is a little above sixty cents,
and several congregations receiving eight or
ten copies did net pay more than $2 or $3,
some indeed nob more than $1 or $1 50.

In many presbyteries more systemabic
means are taken for collecting the amounts
for the assembly fund, and on the whole
presbyteries appear te be getting imto a
bevter system in regard to this mat-
ter, but there are some presbyteries where
the system appears to be in eperation to a
very limited extent. Anether circumsatance,
which tends to inorease the expense of the
Blue Book, is the increased length of many
of the reports. . Every year, from the in-
oreased sizs of the book, the postage rate is
increasing. ;

Iv will be for the assembly to consider the
whole matter and determine whether the
same system shall be in force this year as
last, or whether the number of copies shall
be lessened or, en the other hand, increased.

On metion it was reselved that the above
report be received aud considered. It was
being discussed when the meoderater ocalled
the assembly to order, declaring that the
heur for adjournment had arrived, and  the
matter was allowed to remain ever until the
afternoon.

On motion it was resolved to bear the

The firsv great d:fficulty which met him
in Sootland was, Mr. Gordon said, the ig-
norance in reference to the Northwest, and
in fact in regard to the whole of Qanada.
The amount of information pessessed by the
educated people of Scotland in reference to
the geography of this country was surpris-
iogly small. In order te convey to the
people of Great Britiin something like an
adequate idea of the Northwest missions,
Mr. Gordon said he had written a pamphlet
in reference to their work, about 30,000
copies of which were circulated. The colo-
nial society roceived him kindly, He felt
greatly indebved to many gentlemen in Scot-
land for the interest they had taken in the
work of the Northwest missions, How-
ever, some of the ministers whom he ap-
proached informed him that he had put in
an appearance at a very inopportune time,
They told him'if he had called the previons
year, or if he counld call the following year,
they could assist him, but at that particular
time they regretted their inability to do se.
It appeared to not a few of these people
that Canada had no right to appeal te Scot-
land for aid for miesions. However he found
that when they were filled up with facts in
reference to the whole matter they seldom
failed to respond liberally. He had induced
these peeple to take charge of between
thirty and vhirty five missions in the Can-
adian Northwest, some for three and some
for a peried of five years.

The eyes of Scotland, Mr. Gordon said,
were now upon the work of this church in
the Northwest. He had also visited Ire.
land, and was there very ocordially received.
He epoke in about thirty places. The re-
sult would be six missions, all for five years.
Mr, Gorden spoke interestingly of the work
of the Presbyterian church in the West, and
urged upon the assembly the necessity of
pustting forward every effort possible in~ be-
balf of these missions,

Rev. Dr. Reed submitted he report of the
finance committee as follows: (Western esec-
dion) Tne svatement of moneyes received
and the reporte of the different schemes will
show the financial position for the year,
The year has been a speolally hard one, and
in almost every case there has been a dimi:

Rev, R. J. M. Glasford of Guelph sub.
mitted the report of the commirttee en
statistios.. The fellowing is the summary as
contained in the report:

Comparing the svatistios of pasvoral
chargea as a whole for 1892 with these of
1893, delayed returns in both cases in-
cluded, we find the following results:

In the numbsr of churches or stations
supplied by pastors there was inorease of
108; but, strange to state, there was report-
ed decreage in the sitting accommodatien
of 98 804. In some cases, however, sessions
do net report the number of sittings which
their churches contain, & neglect or over.
sight for which-it is difficult to account;
tor, even although their pews are not num-
bered, yet they are easily counted, and the
number of persons which each can hold
ascertainable without diffionlty, A few
minutes spent in doing this would repay
the labor,

In the pumber of families there is an in-
crease of 2 151, The entire number of these
is now 91638, and it may be safely com-
puted that these represent more than 500,-
000 persons, With mission stations in-
cluded they would represent between 30,000
and 40,000 more.

Your committee are gratified in being
able to report an inorease of 1,069 single
persons away from the homes to which they
belong. More attention is evidently given
to this olass of individuals in our congrega-
tion than was bestowed a few years ago. It
is only proper that they sheuld be looked
after faithfully by those to whese bounds
they have removed, and by those charged
with the spiritual eversight of tho congrega-
tiensin which they worship. beasonable
care may eave some of them from making
shipwreck of their souls. Parents will be
comforted by knowing that they are mot
forgotten among strangers. As baptised in.
dividoals they have a olaim upon the inter-
¢s and good tffices of the churoh,

Tn the nomher of communicants there isan
izoxe ise of 1,875, but a decrease of ~958 on

know that her membership is growing. It
is eyidence that she is fulfilling, te some ex-
tent at least, the end of her institution;

Congregational missienary asseciations
have fallen off by 29, but woman’s fereign
and woman’s and young people’s home mis-
sion societies have increased—the former by
44, and the latter by 32,

Six hundred and twenty manses, an in-
crease of 23, and 49 rented housos,. a
decrease of 9, are provided for ministers by
the peeple of their charge; and 29 manses,

"an inorease of 3, were built during the jear,

and 51 charches, the same in each; while
twe answer *‘yes,” not specifying whether it
was a church er manse that was built, and
one reports » Sabbath school room,

On the stipend received from all sourcee,
including for example the grant from the
augmentation tund, there has been an in-
crease of $3,761 and on that paid by cengre-
gations, without such or similar aid, a de-
crease of $19,432, the total amount having
beern $812,585, as compared with $832,017.

Unfortunately, er disappointingly, there
has also been an increase of §2 402 ch arrears
of stipend, these being now §15,615. These
are heaviest in the synod ot Manitoba and
the Nerthwest territories, and next in that
of the maritime provinces; the syned of
Toronte and Kingston standing third, Bri-
tish Columbia, fourth; Hamilton and London
fifth and Montreal and Ontawa last, the
figures in that case being $812. The con-
gregations embraced in delayed returns show
arrears aggregsting $1,208,

Oa the expenditure on church and manse
there has been an increase of $2,213; ard on
other . inoidental :. congregatienal otj:cte
$2,572, making on these two.items $4,785,;

On the total payments of strictly corgre-
gational purpeses there wag a falling off from
¢1 653216 to $1,643 872, or a decrease of
$9 344, and by far the greater item towards
this was in stipend paid by the diff-rent con-
gregations,

On the contributions to the -schemes of
the church there are decreases as follows:
College fund, ordinary, $4.798; special,
$4,861; en augmentation, §2,799; on aged
and infirm  ministers’ fund, $9 889; eon
widows and orphans’, $113, and on assembly
expense fund, $212.

The ameunt reported in 1892 for foreign
missions was $98,311, of which Wemen’s
Mission societies raised $43,455, which de-
duoted would leave $54 856 for congrega-
tions alone, In 1893 the sum yaised wae
$59,356, whioh gives an increase of $4 500;
while the amount raised by Wemsan’s
societies was $47,114, an increase of $3,659,
or a total increase for this department of the
church’s work of $8,159. On heme missiens
there was an increase of $5 683, on French
evangelization of $273, and $8 646 were paid
in te the endowment fund for aged and in-
firm ministers, and perhaps this should be
set forward against the decrease reperted in
the case of the fund for their benefit,

In 1893 the total psyments to the schemes
of the church were $295,264, and in 1892
they were $295,475, a decrease of $211.

On the amount ralsed by Sabbatfi school
and Bible classes there was a decrease of
$389; by Woman’s and Young Peeple’s
Home Mission societies, $1 431; for synod
and presbytery funds, $477; and fer ether
religious and benevolenv purpeses, $7 965
It will thus be seen that on many of the
gchemes there is a considerable falling off.

The contribu‘ions for all purposes have
tallen from $2,076 171 in 1892 ro $2 056 300
in 1893, being a decrease of $19,871. In the
synod ot the maritime provinces there has
been a decrease ot $23,392; Torento and
Kingston, $34,900; Manitoba and the North-
west Terrivories, $406, and British Colum-
bia $2,808, making an aggregate decrease ot
$61,006.

Evening Bession.

The first business in the: vening was the
reception of the repert en Sabbath eobserv-
ance, which was submitted by Rev. Dr.
Armstreng, convener of the committee, The
repert itself is very much the same as those

presented in former years. It mentioned
and strongly deprecated all forms of Sab-
bath desecration, such as Saturday night
dances and parties, Saturday excursions,
which it said were fraught with danger to
the Sabbath, and which very often teck
iarge numbers of the citizens out ef the city
on the Sabbath day. The report also men-
tioned sacred concerte, which tendered in a
greater or less degree to destroy the sanctity
of the holy day. Great ' oare should be
taken in holding meetings for business, such
as sessions meetings, 8. 8. and remperance
meetings, ete. The evila of the Sunday
railway trains, streeb cars, steamship lines
and Sunday newspapers were strengly de-
nounced. The convener stated that these
Surday papers had started in the United
States daring the war, and the evil had in-
creased until now, when it was nearly as
bad as the war iteelf. These Sunday papers
contained scandaleus stories, such as if they
were they found in the houses in the shape
of books would be taken out on a fork.

Some of the other members also spoke
strongly againet Sunday papers. Rev. Dr.
Thorburn stated that there seemed to be a
growing tendency on the part of many peo-
ple to stop Sunday funerals. He thought
there were highly obj-c ionable.

The report contained the following recom-
m~rAations:

(1) Thatevery Presbytery hold a confer-
ence on the subjeco of Sabbarh observance
during the year, and thav Presby'eries ar-
range to have the claims and obligation of
the Sabbath brought prominently be‘ore the
ocongregations within their beunde, urd, alfo
as far as possible, before the non-church
going population.

(2). That the ministers and members of
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with regard to ‘the observance of the Lord’s
day, and seck by word and . example te
maintain the sanctity of fhe day.

(3) That ohe general assembly expresses
its general approval of the bill recently be-
fore parliament, records ite approbation of
the efforts of Mr. Chatlton and other pro-
moters of the measure, earnestly provests
againat the action of the senate in throwing
out the biil after it had passed the commons,
and inssruots ite clerk. to forward such a
protest in the name of the assembly.

(4) That the assembly record its gratifi-
cavion at the cordial-co-operation of all the
Protestant denomiuations in the Lord’s Day
Alliance of Oanada, and appoints as its re-
presentatives in the Alliance the members
of its Sabbath ebservance committee,

(5). That the assembiy believing that the
observance of the Sabbath as aday ef rest
is of Divine appointment, and highly bene-
ficial te man’s moral, mental, physical and
social welfare, expresees its sympathy with
the efforta of workingmen whoe, through
their corporatfons and leagues, are seeking
to secure that all unnecessary work shall
cease on that day.

(6). That the following questions be sent
down this year to sessions of the charch, to
be reperted on to their presbyteriee:

(a). How ia the Sabbath ebserved within
the beunds of your congregation? What
forms of Sabbath-breaking ocom?

(b). Has the subj:co of Sabbath observ-
ance been preached upon from the pulpit,
taught in the Sanday scheol, or in any
other way been brought under the notice of
your congregation?

(») Have you any facts to communicate,
or suygrstious to make to the presbytery on
this subj:c ? Has anything' been dene in
your cougregation to iufluence nen-church-
goers iu regard to the sanctity of the day?
to secure better legislation?

The report of the committee on French
evangelizition was nexo submitted by Rev,
Dr. McVicar. Itse adoption was moved by
Rev. D. Tait and seconded by Rev. Mr.
Ruclos, Both spoke at some length on the
work that has been done along the line of
French evangelization, Both spoke enceur-
agingly of the work. Mr., Ruclos said he
had been acquainted with this work for over
30 years, The advance which had been
made in these years had been very great.
The following summary will enable she
reader to understand hew the work now
stande:

There were employed for all or part of the
year, twenty five pastors, ordained missien-
aries and licentiates; twelve student mis-
sionaries; eleven colperteurs; twenty-two
mission day school teachers, Twenty-six
mission fields, with ninety staviens, were
occupied, connected with which are seven
hundred and five Protestant families, Qae
hundred and sixty were added to the church,
making a membership of nine hundred and
fifty-eight. Three new fields were occupied.
There were eight hundred and eighty-four
scholars in the Sabbath scheols. Ssventeea
hundred and ten copies or portions of scrip-
ture, and about twenty-three thousand five
hundred tracte and religious publications
were distribated. Eight hundred and
thirty pupils, of whem four hundred
and nineteen were from Roeman Qatho-
lic' hemes attended the twenty-four
mission day schools and four night schools,
the average attendance being tive hundred
and fiftesn. Ouo hundred and eighty-four
pupils were in the Pointe-aux-Trembles
schools, of whom one hundred and four
were the children of Roman Oathelic par-
ents, and fourteen French students (four of
whom graduated) from the Montreal Pres-
‘byterian college, in which there iz one

. French professor. Contributions frem fields

and people were upwards  of six thomsand
dollars. . Total number of laborers dar-
ing the yesr, sevenvy-three. Total re-
ceipts. were thirty-eight  thousdad, three
handred dollars.

This report was adepted.
The following resolution touching ¢t
above matter was adopted: ‘‘The assembly
rejoices to learn of the continued success of
Qoligny college, Oitawa, and commends it
anew to the cenfidence and generous sup-
pert of the church, and earnestly hopes that
the effort now being made to remove the
debt of §24,000 on vhe college property will
be successful, and that eur peeple will
respond liberally to the appeal of the board

for this ebj:ap.

“That the board of French evangelization
be and they hereby are empowered to take
such action as may be necessarry to have
the members of ssid board and  their suoc-
cesgors, to be annually appointed by the
general assembly, incorporated so that they
may legally hold and dispose of real estate
as well as receive beqnests, trust and other
funds for the purposes of said board.”

Jules Burgein, principal ef Point Aux
Crembles schools, epoke of the general work
of evangelization in the province of Quebeo,
He mentioned mary of the ebj:ctions Pro-
bestant teachers had to evercome. He
spoke of the frflaences of the Roman
Oatholic priests over the children, and used
strong language in characteriziog the nar-
rowness, prejadices and bigotry ef these
prieste. Where was the mother, he asked,
whe woull not hasten to snatch her child
from the teachings of such persons as she

would from under the claws of a wild beas!? -

There was no religion, there was no faith,
there was no Christianity in the church of
Rome,

Mr. Bargoin was followed by Rev. Father
Chiniquy. - This venerable father o.n
speak as scathingly of the Roman Cathol ca
and denounce the actions ot their priests in
as strong language as ever, notwithstanding
the fact that ne is ever 80 years old. Last
evoning, afver a few prefavory remarke, he
branched out into his old and familisr sub-
jeot. He first referred to his early cenpec-
tions with the Roman Catholic church, and
then went on to tell why he had severed
his cooneotion with it. Since he came ount
and rqaarely dencunced the actien ef this
church he had been avtacked with pistols
and oclubs, he had been stoned, and his life
had been attempted on very may oocasions.
Dhe .religion of the Roman Catholics was
more diabolical than that of the Chinese, or
even that of the Indians. The rev. futher
spoke for about an hour, during which time
he set forth, as he only is able,
what he oclaims to be the awful
condition of the Roman church through-

Commissioners—ﬁiscuss College
Reports and Afterwards Sail
on tha St. John River.

A Reception at the Mechanies’ Insti-
tute Assembly Rooms Satur-
day Evening.

Discourses of Various Visiting Clergymen in
City Pulpits Sunday.

(Continued from Fifth Page.)

Friday’s Procsedings.

The general assambly mebt fer the tran-
gaction of business yesterday morning at 10
o’clock. After rembine a report was re-
ceived trom the congregation at Mira, Cape
Breton, stating that the retiring allowance
which had been due the minater at that
place had been paid.

The commitvee cn the roll of the general
assembly reported as follows: That Judge
Stevens, Hon D Laird, J G Forbes, L W
Johnson, Dr Walker and Andrew Jeffery
had been commissioned to sit as representa-
tives of Honon, Regina, Winnipeg, Saugeen,
Oalgary and Iudore. That substitutes had
been received as followe—Presbytery of Sv
Jebn: P Hopper, W C Whiotaker and
Chas McLean, in place of Judge Stevens, L
W Johnson and D: Walker, Presbytery
of Ottawa: ‘Thos Wilson in roem of H
Gamlay. Presbytery of Montreal: Rev I
M Dewey instead of Rev J M Crombie.
Presbytery of l.onden: Rev J A Murray
in room of Rev J Bailantyne.—Adepted.

Rev. Coiburn Heine brougho up the de-
bate on the new Hymnal. Hs spoke in favor
of the recommendation made in the second
section of the commitvee’s report, namely
that the whole psalter, that is, the 150 psalms,
now in common use, be retained as part of
the book of praise. He spoke in opposition
to what smoe of the members had suggest-
ed, that those churohes which were not in
a position to accept the whole psalter should
go withoat the beek altogether. He was of
the opinion that the preposed Hymnal was
altogether too largp for use at all the servi-
oes.

The question was then asked whether or
not it was the intentien of the committee
that the Presbyterian church sheuld have
one Hymnal or two or three. t .

Rev. Dz, Fraser contended thabt the pre-
posed book weuld be very much too large
for use in the schools and in ether young
people’s meetings, and predicted that io
would speedily find its way into the muse-
ums of the colleges.

Principal Caven thought it was a very
solemn question, and ene that should re-
ceive their most careful consideration. He
pointed ouv that all disonssion was a mere
farce unless they were at liberty to speak
their econvictions abeut the question,
ne matber how friendly ~ were
their feelings towards the - members
of the commistee. He was in faver of the
amendment, He had, he said, spent many
years in interpreting, but he had been as
mnch puzzied with the seven recommenda-
tions of vhe Hymnal committee as ever he
had been over any of the epistles. The
matter should coms up before them, so that
all ceuld readily understand 16, He wished
to know whether the recommendation sug-
gested one er two beoks. In the way in
which he was obliged te interpret it they
were to have two books. The smaller book,
which some one had suggested for use in
schools, eto., and which was te contain only
the bymns and selections feund in the
larger one, had been called another
edivien. As a matter of fact that was an
abuse of the term. The smaller boek would
not be another edition, Dr. Fraser had
said the propesed hymnal would not be used,
and would find its way into the museums,
If it were going to be such a beek as that,
why should the assembly enceurage it to be
published at all? Principal Caven strongly
advocated retaining all the psalmes, and if it
were found necessary te cut down, let the
cutting be done in the hymns. Asa matter
of fact there were not over 200 first-class
hymns in the whele collection. He was not
strongly eppesed to two books, and it might
be that a book containing a number of selec-
tions and a number of good hyms would be
suitable for Sunday echools, eto. .

Mr. Blackweod was ef the opinien that if
a number of the churches wanted the whole

alms and all the hymns, eto., they should
g: allowed to have them; and, on the other
hand, these churches that wished only for a
number of the selections and a limited num-
ber of the hymns should net be ebliged to
accept the larger book.

Dr. McVicar theught the contention set
forth by Dr. ¥raser in reference te the
bulk of the propesed boock was a very
feeble argument. He peinted out that in
case a book of selections were allowed it
would in a very short time completely dis-
place the larger beok. :

Rev. Mr. Herridge, one of the members
of the committee, epoke swrongly in faver of
the motion and characterized the amend-
ment as immoral. ¢

Rev. Robert.Johnsen pointed out that if
the churches were taught to regard some
ot the psalms as higher and better than
others, the effect wonld be one té be depre-
ocated. There should be no distinction
made. The psalms should be taken asa
whole. It it were found abselutely neces-
sary to reduce the size of the proposed
book, the reductien sheuld be made in the
hymns and by no means in the psalms,
They could not afford to leave out a single
one of the latter. The speaker produced a
copy of the Methedist and the Episcepal
hymn books, and pointed out that
they were not large eor bulky in any
way, and yet the termer centained nearly

1,000 hymns and the latter about 900,

When the question of type  was suggested,
Mr. Johnson said he thought the Presby-
terians had about as good eyesight asany
other bedy.

E. Scett of the Record spoke briefly. He
thought the whele psalter and the hymnals
could be printed] conjointly, or selections
and hymns could be published separately,

After some further discussion the vete
was taken. It was as follows: In favor of
the amendment, 89; againat it, 156,

The vote in faver of the eriginal motion
wae unanimous.

The third section of the repert was next
-considered. Rev. Dr. Gregg moved  the
adeptien of the recommendations in this
seqtien;, The third section reads as follows:

IIL Sections and new versions of Psalms,—
In regard to mew versions of, and selections
from the Psalms, the committee find that an
addition of some new versions is deemed de-
sirable by twenty-two presbyteries, and that
eleven presbyteries reported in favor of selec-
tions from the common and other versions. In
the unanimous judgment of the committee it
was deemed desirable that such selections
should be made. They have accordingly re-
vised the selections made by the comnmittee last
year, availing themselves of suggestions by
mﬁymrles, and agreed to submit full copies
of the revised selections (including new ver-
sions) to the general assembly with the recom-
mendation that these if approved or revised
should form the first part of the new hymnal.

Principal Oaven moved the following as
an am: ent te the abeve:

The general assembly favors the introduetion
of new and ifwproved versions othgaalms into
the book of praise, but in view of the fact that
said book includes the whole of the psalms it is

and undesirable that selections
from the ter should also be comprised.

Seconded :I Dr, Sedgewick,

[The hour of 12 o'clock baving arrived, it
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was resolved to hear the deputationifrem’the
Methodist church in Canada, and the de-
bate on the Hymnal was quite unceremoni-
ously dropped.

A lengthy address was then read frem the
Mathodist church of Canada by the clerk of
the assembly., The address wished the
Presbyterian church God-speed in their
work. The representatives appointed by
conference to represent that ehurch at the
assembly being unable te be present, Dr.
Allison and Rev, Dr. Stewart of Sackville,
and Reay. Dr. Chapman of Fairville, St.
John, appeared in their stead.

Rev. Dr. Stewart said the greaty work
which the esteemed moderator had accom-
plished was a subject of universal gratitude
to Ged. They rejoiced greatly at the his-
tory of the ' Presbyterian church, old and
medern. There were, doubtless, differences
of opinion, but there was but one flock ahd
one great Shepherd. He rejoiced that he
was a native of Canada. Iv'was a land that
had a-great future before it The Metho-
dist church rejoiced in the work the Pres-
byterian college had been able to do. I re-
joiced ab their missionary and their Sunday
schoel work. The Methedist church had
determined to stand shounlder te shoulder
with the Presbyterian church to wipe out
the eovils of intemperance, and to do
all in their power to settle once and for
ever the disputes between capital and labor.
They were anxious to send to the halls of
legislation men whe would shake their heads
at bribes and men who would suffer rather
than lower the standard of morality. John
Koox was never so great as when he oiied,
“Give me Scotland or I die.” This was the
power they craved for themselves and for
the Presbyterian church.

Rev. Dr. Chapman congratulated Rev.Dr.
McKay upon the position to which he had
been elected. The speaker said he was not
altegether unacquainted with the Presby-
terian church, for his mother was a very
good Presbyterian. He referred to his asso-
ciations with a number of prominent Pres-
byterians, all of whom heesteemed very
highly. \

Dr. Allison said he had been privileged to
be present at several sessions of the Presby-
terian assembly. He was very glad te be
present.; The people of Canada boasted of
the natural features of the country, of their
mighty rivers and lakes and of their lofty
mountain peaks, but what did that all sig-
nify if the land were not possessed by a
Caoristian people. He wished the Presby-
tevian church every suoccess, for he saw in it
men who oould accomplish much in carry-
ing on the noble work. They had every
reason to be grateful to heaven for the
manner in which it had smiled on them.
Presbyterianism was a very fine type of
Christianity indeed. InCanadatheyhad done
a great work. He was present to wish them
God-speed. Dr. Allison referred elequently
to a number of prominent Presbyterians who
had passed off the platform of general use-
fulness, It@fforded him great pleasure to
l.know that the Presbyterians teok such a
deep interest in the matber of education.
The dector said he would take it upon him-
relf to say that the Methodists which held
their meeting this year at Hamilton weuld
feel highly pleased to receive a delegation
from the Presbyterian church.

Principal Grant moved the fellowing reso-
lutien, which was seconded by Principal
Forrest:

The general assembly has heard with pro-
found gratification the 'greetings of the sup-
reme court of the Methodist church’'in Canada,
and would assure the highly respected repre-
sentatives who have conveyed their greetings
that there is no body that has 'a larger share of
the affection ithat we feel for the Catholic
church than has the church of their denomina-
tion. - That the general assembly thanks them

for their presence and for the eloquent words
in which they have expressed their sentiments

to them and to us_alike in this land an
throughout the worid.

This was oarried unanimously and the
assembly adjourned until 2.30 p. m.

Afternoon Session.

The Rev. Dr.I. Murray opened the debate
on the Hymnal immediately after the assem-

bly had met yesterday afterncon. He charg-
ed that the compilation which the committes
had submitted contained many mutilations,
that several of the psalms were divided and
that by so deing an injurious effect wonld
be wrought. Dr. Murray spoke very strong-
ly in favor of retaining “the Psalms. There
was a well of water springing up in them,
which could never be found in the bymns of
Watts or any of the other well known com-
posers.. The Psalms should never be sep-
parated. They formed a valuable book of
education. This was an admitted fact. He
wished to stand up for the good -6ld psslms
of David. (Stamping and ocries of *‘eh,
oh,”) *“You may cry ‘oh’ as much as you
like,” exclaimed the speakery *‘1 wlll not
sit down until I get through.” In his con-
cluding remarks the Rev, Dr. Murray urged
the assembly te retain the whele psalter.
@A number of motions and counter motions
were here made, but were declsred out of
order.

Rev. Mr, McGilvray followed with a few
remarks in reference to the subject.

Rev. D, J. McDonnell thought Principal
Caven should not have differed from the com-
mittee. His convictions were that the com-
mittee were doing all they counld to conserve
the Psalms for many a day, and Principal
Caven was endeavoring to put them eut.
The aim of the committee had net been to
set aside the Psalms, but the opposite.
Many ocongregatiens would use the whele
psalter, and he wished it understeed that
the committee would not only allow this, but
would sanction their use. He had no doubt
there were charches which would use the
selections and perhaps a number would use
beth., [The speaker mentioned Paalms that
were always sung in two parts, and yet a
young fellow, be said, had tried te make
out that an awful thing had been done by
mutilating them. Principal Caven was
opposed to selections.

In answer te this, Principal Oaven stated
that he was net epposed te selections, bus
that he wished ministers te use a book con-
taining all the Psalms at public worship on
the Lord’s day. He was not oppesed to a
book of selections for Sabbath schools, eto.

Pdrlneipal Caven’s amendment was then
read.

Rev. Mr. McDonnell, centinuing, said of
the whele 150 Pealms, a large portion of
them wagld be te many cengregations so
much dead lumber as far as, public worship
was concerned. Suppose the bouk of selec.
tions did displace the whole 150 Psalmse,
would it not be better to have some ene
hundred of these selections in use in the
Sunday schools, where all the members of
the churches came from, than te virtually
have nothing at all.

Rev. Dr. Sedgewick spbke at/ some length
in favor of Principal Caven’s amendment,
He expressed himeself surprised at the re-
mark made by the former speaker in refer.
ence te ‘‘dead lumber.” The foermer spesker
had said that because all the 150 Psalms
were not sung, then they sheuld net be
used. This could be applied as well to the
hymns,

_Rev, Robt. Johnston asked liberty to
speak a mement. This was refused by the
members until the moderator ruled other-
wised, Several other ministers were on
their feet immediately after Rev. Mr.
Johnston concluded his remarks. Rev, Dr,
Gregg wished to cenclude the debate, but a
number of the members would not hear
to it. Dr. Gregg sald he would not clexe
the debate if the moderator would

allow him to speak for a“few momerits,

in regard tothe great work that is interesting’

(Lhis was allowed. Beveral other speakers
followed with short addresses, but nothing.
new was brought out. On motien it was
resolved to take the vote. It was asfollows:
In favor of amendment, 94; eppesed te it,
126.

The fourth section of the report was |°

pasged. It reads as follows: In regard to
the paraphrases the committee find that it is
the general opinion of presbyteries that
selections from these should be incorporated
with the hymns of the new Hymnal. This
accords with the judgment ef the com-
mittee, They have therefore revised the
selections submitted last year in gemeral
conformity with suggestions made by presby-
teries, and have agreed to recommend that
such selections should be incorporated with
the new Hymnal.

The fifth section passed with the follow-
ing added, which was meved by Rsv. Dr.
Fraser: *With a view to its publication fer
eubmission to the next general assembly.”
The section when passed read as follows:
In regard to hymns the committee have de-
voted lengthened and careful consideration
to the views reported by presbyteries. In
general accordance with these views they
‘have revised the list of hymns proposed to
be emitted, added or altered. They have
aleo agreed to classify the new list of hymns
under their appropriate heads, and to print
copies of the new hymnal as revised by the
commitbee, to be. submitted to the general
assembly with the recommendation that it
be sent for consideration to the presbyteries
of the ohurch with instructiens that they
report their views respecting it on
or before the 1st March, 1895,
through the Hymnal cemmittee, with
a view to itse publication for submission
te next general assembly.

The sixth section passed without change
as follows: It was agreed by the
committee to recommend that the
complete collection should vpe . called
*“Book of Praise” and should include—(1)
The whele of the Psalms in the metrical
version now in use; (2) selections from the
prose version of the Psalms and other por-
tions of scripture for chanting; (3) selections
from the Psalms in the ordinary metrical
version and in other versions; (4) hymns
approved and adepted by the assembly; (5)
scripture sentences,

The seventh section when amended steod
as follows: ¢‘That no boek containing any
pertion of the materials included in the
Book of Praise shall receive the imprimature
of the general assembly, unless it contains
either the whele psalter or the selections
from the psalme, which shall be approved
by the assembly.”

The VIII. and IX, sections passed with-
out much discussion, They are as feliows:
With reference to a Children’s Hymnal-it
was/found that eleven presbyferies advised
that, mainly on acceunt of cost, there should
be a separate Children’s Hymnal. Your
committee were unanimeus in recommending
that there should be one Book of Praise for
churchandscheel. Theyhadreasen tobelieve
that an edition containing selections from the
Psalms and the whole of the hymns ceuld be
published at a cost that would bring the
work within reach of all our Sabbath schoels
as well as other organizations of our church.
The cemmittee agreed te recommend, (1)
That the Hymnal should be se indexed as te
indicate hymns specially suitable for chil-
dren; (2) that the psalm selections be num-
bered separately from the hymns; and (3)
that pages be uniform in all\ editions. As
part of their report, the committee submit
to the assembly a draft copy of the Book of
Praise, so {ar as completed.

.Home missions was the last item of busi-
ness before adjournment. Rev, Dr. Cooch-
rane submitted the following recommenda-
tion as contained in the report: ““That the
committee‘recommend the general assembly
to enact that all graduating students and
ministers received frem {other churches be
required to give at least one year’s service
in the mission field before being eligible feor
acall.” The above precipitpated another
leng discussion. *

On motion it was reselved to continue the
assembly ten minutes lemger to cenclude
the debate. The debate was centinued up
till the hour of adjournment, but ne action
was taken.— Adjourned.

The Evening Session.

There was a large attendance abt last
evening’s session of the general assembly.
Rev. Dr. Sedgwick, ex-moderator of the
assembly, was in the chair. After singing
by the choir Dr. Sedgwick ocenstituted the
assembly, and the erder of business was en-
tered upon—foreign missiens. The re-
pert was submitted by the Rev.
Mr. Faulkner, who addressed the

assembly briefly in referemnce to the
work of the Presbyterian missionaries
in the Seuth Sea islands.
the report to show that the werk was pre-
gressing favorably and encouragingly. - He
meved that the report be accepted and re-
ferred to a committee,

The repert was a veoluminous one and
dealt with the subject of foreign missions
very fully. An encouraging repert comes
from the Indian missions in the Canadian
Northwest, There are 14 missions, which
cover 21 reserves. The work in China is
being pushed forward rapidly. In all the
other fields the missionaries are doing all
that is pessible. The 'following table
will give a geod idea of the present
standing of the church in places mentioned:
InErromanga there areone ordained preach-
er, 30 oatechists, 300 communicants, 30
schools for boys; the native contributions
for the past year were £10. Efate has one
ordained preacher; 31 have been added by
profession. In Sante there is one ordained
preacher, 3 catechists, 1 communicant, 1 add-
ed by professien, 2 adults baptizad,there are
3 boyse’ schools, Trinidad has 5 erdained
preachers, 50 catechists, 596 communigants,
180 adults were baptized, and 193 infants,
52 beys’ schoels, 4,380 in attendance, £587
10:. npative dontributions.

Principal Grant, in seconding adoption
of report, spoke of the jabilee year in
the islands. He spoke eloquently of the
wor< of John Geddie, the famous missionary.
Dr. Geddie met with atrdhg opposition from
nearly every quarter, but he persevered, and
the work which he had been able to accom-
plish was well known teday. The abeve
motion was carried.

Rev. J. F. Campbell, late mis-
pionary in Rautlam, India, speke of
the very great pleasure it afforded him to
meet old acquaintances. Since coming te
St. John he had met persons who were but
boys when he left. eferring to the work,
he said that ten years age there were only
about 100 communicants; now there were
not less than 400. This was not all, Very
many had been benefited indirectly. They
had been teuched with the good influences,
and the result could net be adequately esti-
mated. Speaking of the needs of Rutlam,
Rev. Mr. Campbell said they had a popula-
tion abogt equal te Camada  Roughly
spenklna,} central India was abouv as large
as Scotland, and the population was
nearly equal. For all these people
they bad only five mission stations.
Railroads were being built and the country
was being opened up. Ia this mannéer a
need of more stations was being felv. Very
many more men were vequired in the field.
They had asked him to pray for mere men.
It would only require that 600 persons deny
themselves to the extent of one cent per day
to enable them to epen & new~ station with
an additional missionary. Rev. Mr. Camp-
bell closed with an earnest appeal for more
help. °

I?ev. Mr. Wilkie of Indere, India, also
spoke of the work they had been doing.
Many of these who had professed Christian-
ity had done so av a great sacrifice. In
some cages they were ebliged to live in huts
and be subjected to the sneers and taunts of
their fellows. The native Christians were
great workers. They were of greatassistance
to him in conducting the Sanday schools.
The larger portion ef their people were low
olass and were not allowed to attend the
government schools, The natives, with
very few exceptions, after they once accept
the truth are earnest and enthusiastiq work-
ers. The matter could mnot be mistaken;
The work was advancing, but they wanted
teachers. To supply this great want they
were educating the natives, and the young
men were generally very anxious te ebtain
an Eoglish educatien. The miselonaries
had much oppesitien to struggle against.
Tons of infidel literature was being  poured
into the hands of this people, which might
counteract all their work and goed infla-
ences. Buv he felt the leaven was working.
The results were in Christ’s hands, and
their work ceuld net be etherwise than
successful. All they required was more
men,

Rev. Dr. McKay was the next speaker.
He related his experiences from the time he
left his home in Scgtland until he arrived in
Canton, China. hen he stepped off the
ship in that heathen land he neticed with
a great deal of pride and satisfactien his old
flag waving in ‘the breeze. Dr. McKay
spoke of his first wvisit te the
island of Formesa. He then gave a
brief history and explained the general topo-
graphy of thc island. Speaking of the
natives he said there were four classes of
women and also four classes of men on the
island. The qnestion always asked by a
man of a womsn whem he was thinking of
making his wife waa . nob is. she
strong er beautitul,” but has she got
small feet? It was generally believed that
the Chinaman were his quene not on account
of any religious belief or any superstition.
It was a badge of servitude arnd showed that
the wearer was in subjeotion to the Tartar
government. When he first went to the
island he had to laber against a deal
of suspicion. It was believed that he
could see into the greund fifteen or
twenty feet. If he stopped to glance
atb & flower they thought he was leoking for
treasure. He could net loek af the ocean,
they would think he was walting for the
arrival of Britieh ships. National suspicion
was to be found en every hand. Official
duplicity was another thing he had te cen-
tend with. Idolatry was another obstacle
he had to overcome. The natives would
worship  idols day and  night,
The idolatry was slavery, The speaker had
a large number of idels on the table before
him, The ancestral tablet was even a
greater barrier to break through than all
the idels taken together. The natives be-
lieved this tablet centained the souls of
their fathers and ef their other friends.
After they hbhad breken down all
the forts, etc,, in the shape eof the
idols, superstitions, etc.,, mentioned
they found individual sin the great citadel.
The natives took a decided ebjection to the
Lord’s day. They had not time te observe
this day, and it was cash, cagh, work, werk

| They did not like the story of Jesus Christ.

They teld him that if he weuld only leave
this out they would fill his churches, Then
they ebjected to a hely life. There wasnota
single thereugh going Confucian in the
empire of China. Much geod werk had
been done, many converts had been made,
There were several natives who had em-
braced Christianity and had beceme preach-
ers. A number of these had churches of
their own. The speaker produced several
photos of churches which had been built by
patives and the expemse borne by them.
There were eight converts for every
missionary in the island. He strongly
favered native preachers. They were bet-
ter able to convinoe their fellow-country-
men than Englishmen er Canadians. Four
hundred natives had died and gene to glory
in north Fermesa. They had 1,800 com-
municantd, and they had thousands who had
given up their idels. They had sixty
churches and an equal number of preachers
in the northern part of this island,
His party got a very cold recep-
tion in Vancouver, They were taken
takenback to theshipagainunder thegszesofa
eneering and smearing crowd. The true
genuine grip which the preachers had given
to the student he had breught with him, tt
showed that they were Christians. His re-
ception in Canada had been very warm. He
thanked God for the werk which had been
dene. The promises he had received had
placed his mind at ease,

= TLhe assembly’opened for busimess at 9
o'clook on Saturday morning, Moderator
McKay in the chair, The matter in refer-
ence t0 the Rev. Mr, Wilsen of the Matho-
dist ohurch, Peterboro presbytery,was re-
ferred to the committee on the reception of
ministers,

Rev. D. M, Gordon of Halifax submitted
the report of the Presbyterian college of that
oity. This year they had, bé said, reason
for deep regret in the death of the Rev. Dr,
MoKnight, principal of Pine Hill college.
The Prul:‘y,urlm church had suffered a loss
that would be irreparable, His place might
be taken by anether, but the speaker said

b
{?
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he did not think any other person occuld
fill the poeition as did the late principal.

This year the board preposed to erect two
residences within convenient proximivy ef
she college, to be ueed by professors of the
college. T'he board, he said, had considered
vhe matter thoroughly and were unable to
name a man te fill the vacancy as professor
ot systematic theology and apologetics. It
had, however, nominated a gentleman as
principal of the college.

Rsv. Mr. Gordon moved the adoption ef
the report in & resolution extending syin-
pathy over the death of Principal Mo-
Knight, cougratulating the cellege upbn its
excellent and grewing prospects, and re-
commending to the people of the maritime
provinces its claims upen them.

Principal Caven, in seconding the above
motion, spoke very highly of the late Prin-
cipal McKuight, They ceuld simply pray,
ne said, thav che work of the late principal
would go on and that the college weuld stiil
continne te ocoupy its high standing.

The above motien was unanimously
adopted.

Rev. D. M. Gordon, referring to a suc-
cesser te the late Dr. MoKnight, said there
was no fixed course te pursue in such a
mabter, but he would meve the fellewing
resolution, which was seconded by Rev. E.
D. Miller:

The board of management of the Presby-
terian college, Halifax, baving neminated
Professor Poliock, D. D., as principal of the
college in the place of the late Dz. McKnight,
the assembly cordially agrees to make the
appointment,—Adepted.

Rev. Mr. Goerden alse moved the follow-
ing in reference to the same mauter:

In view of the inability of the board te
present to this assembly the nomination of
any person as profeseor of stemabic
theology and apologetics, the assembly
grants permission to the syned of the mari:
time provinces to make the ap-
pointmenv on the nomination eof the
board apd subject to ratification by next
general assembly. Should the syned not be
in a position to make the appointment the
board are hereby authorized to make ar-
rangements for the teaching of the subjects
during the ceming session. I'his was also
adopted. e

Che board ef this college had arranged to
held a summer scheel of theology in the
college building during the latter] half of
July; but, on acocount ef the recent death of
the principal, and 'the unexpected with-
drawal of some other lecturers who had pro-
mised to take part, and whose places cannot
be filled at this late date, they havse reluce-
antly been compelled to postpene the project
for the present. The undertaking was te
be financially self-supporting, and entirely
independent of the vrdinary revenue of the
college. The profit to our ministry eof such
a season of study, fellowship, interchange of
opinions en present theological questiens,
and recreation amid the attractive surround-
ings of eur college cannot be doubted; and
therefore, while deeply regretting the com-
bination of events that has caused the pest-
ponement of the preject for the present, the
board hoped te be abie to make efficient ar-
rangements for inaugurating the ¥ohool next

ear.

g The buildings and premises have been
carefully attended to, and kept in geod re-
pair. The comfort of the students has been
thoughtfully provided for by the steward
and his family, te whem, as en past eccasions,
the board desire te record their indebted-
ness.

The report of the senate of the college was
also encouraging :

During the session the classes were at-
tended by forty students, the highest num-
ber in the history ef the institution. Of
these, six were of the senior year, nine of
the middle year, twenty-two of the junior
year, including both divisions, and :ihree
who took a partial ceurse. The health of
the students on the whele was geod, the
attendance was regular, and the progress in
study very satisfactery. Theugh the
graduating.class was small, containing enly
six members, there is at present every in-
dicatigon that the number will be at lsast
doubled for the next year, and trebled for
the year following. :

Meontreal college was the next heard from.,
.The report vqtﬁu presented by Professor
Sorimger. Lasb year, he stated, they had
the largest number of students in the history
of the institation. The number of gradun-
ating students was also larger than ever be-
fore, On the whole the werk had been most
successful. The funds of the iustitution
were ina sound conditien. At one time
they had feared thab at the end of the year
the balance would be on the wrong side.
Additional expense was incurred in making
repairs on the buildings. However the bal-
ance—a small ene—was on the right side.
The enly cause for regret was the small
amount of cengregational collections, which
enly aggregated $25,000, In reference to
the report he would move the following:

That the general assembly receive the re-
port of the board of management and also
that of the senate eof the Presbyterian
oollege, Mentreal, express gratification at
the centinued succees of the institution and
commend it anew te the divine blessing and
to the generous support of the church, The
above was seconded by Rev. A, A, Scott and
adepted, .

Rev. A, T. Lowe submitted the report of
Morrin college, Quebec, During vhe past,
be said, the report of this cellege had been
& very modest ene, but with the funds new
ab their disposal they heped to go forward,
secure the best men, and then they heped to
compare very favorably with any of the
other colleges. The college had received
$130,000 from the estate of the late J. .
Ross. This was in addition 1o $60,000,
which was for a boys’ high  schoel. If it
had net been for this windfall, Rev. Mr,
Lowe said they would have been obliged te
suspend operations.

Rev. Mr. Cochrane moved the following,
seconded by H. Cassels, which was carried:
*‘The general assembly in adopting the re-
port of the governors of Morrin college are
pleased to learn that the college is soon te
be placed en permanent basis by the sub-
stantial endewment from the estate of the
late J, G. Roes, and weuld express~ their
appreciation of the werk ~done during the
year amid great diffioulties, and commend
it to the sympathy and consideration eof the
church.” e

Mr. Clark ot Torente submitted the report
of Knox college. The educatiensl condition
of the institution was, he said, highly
satisfactory. - But whlle"’shle was true, their
condition financially was'to be deprecated.
They had hoped to increase the number of
beachers, but un account of their financial
condition they would be unable te do se.

The adoiﬂon of this report was moved by
J. M, Clark, secended by Rev. Dr. Sedg-
wick, and carried.

The report of Maniteba college was sub-
mitted by Protessor Bryce. The report, he
said, was a very favorableone from a finan-
oial peint of view. [They had erected large
extensions to' the building. He had much
pleasure in announcing that the building was
now free frem debt. q.l‘hoy had 145 students
in arts, and the work was of the most satis-
factory nature. There was ene thing, how-
ever, that was a subjeot of regret,
they had received oconsiderable assistance
from the maritime provinces. Last year the
amount fell off some $800,

Dr. Jobn Thompson of Sarnia moved that
the assembly receive the repert., He was
gratified at the excellent showing, and also
pleased that the financial outleck was much
brighter. 1'he assembly hoped that the in-
crease may continue until the deficit was
wiped out, and that the proposal of the
trustees that the theelegical professors
shall be appointed by the trustees subject
to the veto of the assembly+be granted.—
Adopted.

Dr. Cochrane of Brantford read a report
from the Brantford ladies’ college. It was
of a cheering nature. The buildings were
in a goed condition, the teaching of a high
class and the financial showing bright,—
Adopted.

The committee to examine the minutes of
the synod of the maritime provinces begged
leave to report that they had oxamined the
same and found them carefully and correctly
kept.

The committee appointed to examine the
records of the syned of Hamilton and Lon-
don reported that they were favorably and
well kept.

The Excarsion on the River.

““A delightful sail ! 1 had net the slight-
est idea the St. John river was se beantiful
Yes,I had heard much of its natural scenery,
but I can new say with that great queen
of old, ‘the half has not been told me.’' ”

Thus spoke one of the leading members of
the Presbyterian general assembly as he
stood beside a SUN man on the deck of the
steamer Aberdeen on Saturday afterncen
and gez:d out across the hills and valleys
situated along this river and which are now
g0 beautifully clothed with verdure green.

The excarsion was given by the members
of the board eof trade of rhis city. Mr.
Baird’s new steamer, the Aberdeen, had
been chartered for the occasion, and right
here it may be added that no better selec-
tion could have been made. The beat was
built for excursienists. It is stromg, it
makes goed time and it’s cfficers are as kind
and obliging as even the most fastidious
person could desire them to be.

Arrangements were made to have the
boat leave the wharf at Indiantown at one
o’clock, At that hour both of her decks
were pretty well filled with the members of
the assembly and their lady friends. At
1.15 the signal was given, the gang plank
was pushed eoff, aud, with the Unien Jack
flying fore and afv, the Aberdeen backed
slowly out into the river with net less than
four hundred persons on board.

The sail was as far as Oak Point, a dis-
tance of about twenty-five miles. Every
person te whem ‘the beauties of the St,
John river were unknown was, of course,
aoxious that nothing of any impertance
should escape his or her attention; and it
oan safely be stated that if they did not see
sverything that could be seen from the
deck of a river boat, it was not their faulv,
or it was not because they did mot en-
deavor te do go.

As soon as the river began to widen, and
green fields, leafy woods and beautiful
ranges of bills with smiling valleys between,
greeted their gazs, expressions of astonish-
ment, delight and Admiration were heard on
every hand. One gentleman said he had ne
idea the river was so lapge; another said he
believed it was the finest river in America,
and in support of this belief so voluntarily
expressed, a third man stated that he had
sailed on the Hudeon and for natural beauty
it was out of it with St. John!

Besides the members of the assembly there
were on beard a number of prominent ocit-
izene, Ameng them were noticed Sir Leon-
ard Tilley, W F Hatheway, Capt McRob-
bie, Dr Godsoe, A E Macintyre, James
Hannay, 8 Kerr, Rev J J Teasdale of Cen-
tenary church, and Rev Mr Mathers.

- Thie gentleman referred to the
great kindness the members of the assembly
had received sinoe they came to St. Jehn,
He did not think there was a better city in
which te hold the assembly—a city that
contained kinder people, better scenery and
better weather. Mr., Paul referred to the
excursion up the river, and of the pleasure
he had received from the trip. He wished
to tender to the ladies their best thanks for
the great kindness that had been shewn
them.
~ Principal Grant was the next speaker.
After a few general remarks some persons
near the deor, who had made censiderable
noise when the mayor was speaking, called
eut that they could not hear. ‘I don’t in-
tend you shall hear,” Dr. Grant exclaimed,
good humoredly but in a louder tone. **Since
coming te St. John my mind has se develop-
ed from eating fish that I do net intend to
make & toel of myself trying to speak te a
howling mob like that eut there.” (Laugh-
ter).

Dr, Grant referred briefly to the recep-
tion and complimented the ladies very high-
ly. Continuing, he said he had quite ex-
pected it, becanse he was a maritime prov-
ince man himself. He had not been born
away inland where people believed that red
was the natural ocolor ef the lobster. Of
course he had expected it, for he knew the
ladies of St. John were the best and were
the best looking in Canada. He would only
bar Halitax. (Cries of oh, oh!) He got his
wife there, he said, and he ought to know.
Principal Grant spoke in a jocular way of
St. Jobn fog. His remarks along this line
created loud laughter. In conclusion he
again thanked the ladies and complimented
the citizens of St. John upon possessing so
fine a city and so noble a river.

IN THE CHURCHES ON SUNDATY.

Sermons by Presbyterians im :Various City
Pnlplta, Morning and Evening.

REV, GEO, BRYCE, LL,D.,

of Winnipeg, one of the commissioners to
the Presbyterian General Assembly, oc-
cupied the pulpit of the Exmouth street
Methodist church on Sunday morning and
preached from the following werds, taken
from the 24th verse of the 7th chapter of
St. Mark’s gospel:

But He could not be hid.

Although, said Dr. Bryce, Christ came te
preach a universal gospel, He mainly con-
fined His work to the little land in which He
was bern. He never re-visited Egypt, nor
went to the ether great intellectual centres
of the east, Greece and Reme. True,
the chapter read for vhe merning lesson,
and from which the text was taken, teld of
His going into the berders of Tyre and
Sidon; but it was te rest, net te work, for
Christ was hugtan as well as divine, and
had the same bedily wants that come te us
all in life, Mark, who,more than any other
New Testament writer,possessed the faculty
of putting a great deal in a few words, does
net explain how Christ’s identity became
known; hesimply states thatour Saviour **en-
tered into an house and would have no man
know it, but he could net be hid.” There
was, said Dr. Bryce, a great principle em-
bodied in these few words, *He could net
be hid.”

First : He could not be hid in the werld.
Although his birth and life were surrounded
by emblems of poverty and He selected not
men of remown, but plain, honest, true men
for his disciples, His word has spread from
the little tableland of Palestine till it now
enciroles the world. Of themselves our
misslonaries are no match for those great
theelogians and debaters, the Brahmin
priests, yet there are in India teday 500,000
native worshippers of the Christ, and the
light of Brabminism is fading away before
the light of Christianity. And in that un-
changeable land of China, Confucianism,
which forms the basis of its jurisprudence
and morality and possesses many elements
of popularity, is also on the wane. Why
has Christianity so much power ? Because
it is a heaven-preduced religion. The ter-
rible burden of sin rests en the human fam-
dly and when the cress of Calvary is raised
up man everywhere, rich and peer, what-
ever his condition, says ‘this is a
practical religion and I will have the Jesus
whe is able to save to the uttermest. It is
this that is the secret of the spread of
Christianity and why Ohrist cannot be hid
in the world.

Again, Christ could net and cannot be
be hid in the church. Why should He
be hid in the church? Yet histery
teaches us that men have lest sight of
Christ as its head and heart. The worship
of the Virgin Mary, which arose, the
preacher believed, from a good motive at &
time when people had a wrong impression of
Ged, regarding Him as a stern judge only,
seught the mother of our Saviour as an in.
tercessor. This worship hid Christ from
the church. While it would be a mistake to
8ay we could do without the church, con-
tinued Dr. Bryce, there are those who be-
lieve in the church organizatien as a means
of salvation and with its machinery hide
the very face of Christ. To illustrate nearer
home, he added, seme people think that if
they ge to church regular they will go to
heaven, While he did not see how any
devoted and faithfal Christian could negleoy
regular worship, prayer meetings included,
they madea great blunder who regarded these
acts as the bases of their salvation, Christ
cannet be hidden, He is in his own church,
and men will see His face thers when they
lay aside pheir mistakes, During the dark
ages a little light never went out in the re-
cesses of the Alps. Then John Huss and
Martin Luther arose, shook the werld to its

very centre, and men saw the strength and

not the revival church it used to be. Ibis

not, Christ is in His charch teday and can-
not be hid.

cannot be hidden. We speak of a man’s
heart being a temple of the Holy Ghost, be-
cause his whole life is suberdinated to the
guidance of the spirit. A Christian says
Christ dwells in him simply in the sense
that he has taken Christ as the guide of his
life, and when this is the case it cannet be
hidden from men. Yon need not go areund

they will see whether you are or not by
your actions, which are but the outcome of
your thoughts. Cemmunities, if given time
enough, said the preacher, did not make
many mistrkes in their estimate of individ-
uals, You may deceive men for a while,
but seoner or later it will dawn en your
associates what you are. It we are Chris-
tiane at heart our fellows will see it, and if
we canneb convince the world we are Chris-
tians, we are most likely deceiving ourselves
and have hidden Christ’s face from us.

After these three applications of the prin-
ciple, Christ in the world, Christ in the
church, and Christ in the individual heart,
the preacher impressed on his hearers the
responsibility that rested upen them as the
chosen instruments of Christ te evangelize
the world, of manifesting te the full. by
their lives that they were Ohristlans,
‘‘How religion has suffaréd from poer
Christians,” exolaimed Dr. Bryoce, for
the werld is not far astray in
drawing its conclusions from eur .conduct
and doubting the efficacy of a system that
does not make its professed followers better
men outside as well as within. To these
who were net Christians, this subject, said
the preacher in cenclusion, hasa supreme
interest, We may by our attention to the
werld hide the face of Christ from us while
on earth, but the text was net therefere
untrue; as we read in Revelation that in the
last day °“‘all eyes shall see Him.”’—those
whe never saw Him here, for the first time,
when the day of opportunity is over, as the
judge instead of the tender loving Saviour,
the chiefeat among ten thousand and alte
gether lovely. The preacher closed with an
earnest appeal to all present to lift up their
eyes to the croes of Calvary while it wus yet
day and believe on the Christ who died for
the salvation of man.

REV. W. T, HERRIDGE

of Ottawa preached a very able serxponion
Cathelicity in St. Stephen’s church yester-
day morning. The text chosen was Acts
xxvil,, 318t verse: ‘“Except these abide in
the ship ye cannot be saved.” After a pass-
ing reference to the strange and motley
company which Providence had brought
together into that merchant vessel ot Aiex-
andria, the preacher told of Paul’s utter-
ances and his vision that promised him the
safety of every soul. He used these words
of the great apestle to indicate the unselfish
liberalism of trne Christianity, Paul
thought nev of himself, but of the others,
believing that he was under the care of
God.. Nething was more conspicuous in the

-epirit of Su. Paul than his bread cathelicity.

It came out in his letters; it came out in his
life, He believed in the doctrine ¢f Jesus,
the only panacea for human sorrows and
cares, yet he recognized whatever measure
of truth lay hid in religious thoughts
and aspiratlons everywhere. Theology had
wrested hard inferences from the words
he wrote to some of the churches, but his
teaching was essentially iremical, peace-
making, and only polemical, war-making
when it had to be, T'he preacher did not
know to what fold Paul would have belong-
ed if he had lived today. Perhaps he might
bave joined the Presbyterians if only in
acknowledgement of the good use they had
made of him. But whatever his ecclesias-
tical relationships were he weuld have re-
tained that broad, telerant spirit which was
to understand and appreciate the religious
aspiratious of all men, and to lead them by
the magnetie power of love out of their
doubts and errers into the truth as it was
in Jesus. What was the proper meaning
of that often misused word *‘Cathelic?”’
Cathelic meant general, universal. It in-
cluded everything that weuld be included
under the term which it described. The
catholic man was one whose thoughts and
sympathies went eut far beyond the circle
of his persenal affairs, giving him a true.in-
sight inte the lives of ethers, and practically
making him a citizen of the world. The
Cathelic dectrine was the dectrine which
under whatever modification of form it
might be held, and even in the midst of
ignorance, as te its real nature was the in-
alienable possession of mankind everywhere,
the fundamental truth ‘in which, whether
they knew it or not, they lived and moved
and had their being. The Catholic church
was the church into whidh every one, of
whatever race er station in society, and in
spite of any divergencies nupon minor points
of creed or ritual, inte which they could
enter, previded enly -he was a disciple of
Jesus Christ, fearing God and working
righteousness, That was what was meant
by cathelic, and it followed, therefore, that
if we put any ether limiting adjective before
it thav adjective must indicave a limit of
quality, nov of quantity. Certain things in
their very mature could never be cathelic.
They lacked the power of universality, They
were exceptional attributes, not general
ones, There ‘could be ne such thing,
for example, as .a oatholia. lie, for all
men were mnoeb liars in spite of

matter. There could be no such thing as a
cathelic immorality, for human weaken-
esses were manifeld in their character, and
what tempted one might not tempt another
atall. Sin in a broad sense might seem a
catholic thing, for we had all sinned and
come short of the glory of Ged. But there
was no.real ocohesiveness about evil, It
always hung togepher in a loose and dis-
jointed way. It was a separating, disin-
tegrating principle in society, and the only
bend it had was in the common loss and
ruin which é: brought upon’ mankind, The
preacher lieved in ‘‘the holy cathelic
church,” for holiness was the Wworld’s great
cathelicen. But he did net see how he
could believe in ¢‘the Roman catholic
church” any more than he ceuld believe in
the English cathelioc church or the Scotch
cabhelic church, for 1t seemed to him that
there' was here a contradiotion in terms,
He was asked te believe ina special general,
in a particular universal, and his mind re-
fused. to attempt a logical impossibility.

saying this he offered no
sweeping criticiem in regard te hie fellow-
Christians who did not agree with him.
So leng as they did not seek to destroy his
own civil or religions liberty he did not see
see why he oonlg ;:ot lhlro with them in the
utmeost peace and friendliness,opposing what
he might think teo be their ell-)rl:)on bgy the
power of noble deotrine and righteens life.
There were still teo many Protestante who
seemed to imagide ‘it thelr main duty to
vilify other people, and no one could tell
bow much barus ihey were doing. Catho-
olicity was mnet bound up in any
shibbeleth or ritual or ecclesiastical ergani-
zation, but manifested itself in pure and
upright conduct everywhere and in its dir
ect appeal to the hears and consclence of the
world. The most ignorant savage had in his
nature the roots of worship, the possibility
of communion with the living God. Each

old historic faith of the world brought its
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power of Jesus Christ in his church. You
shake your head and say: Oh, the church is

net so zealous. Be we mistaken in that or

what David once said in his haste en that |

distinctive message, a fragment of wnoon-
scious and half developed Christianity.
The Persian  religion, with its
good and evil divinity, taught that
something had gone wreng in the
moral universe. Greece brought a revela-
tion of the significance of the passing hour,
the joy and beauty of earthly life. The
theught of Egypt hovered on the border-
lands between the sections of the temporal
and the eternal. Reme auggested a possible
unity erasing the lines which divided the
varieus creeds of men and binding them to-
gether inte ome. Judaiam emphasized the
inwardnees of all true religion and the
tenacity of its hold upon the idea of one
supreme eternal Jehovah, Into - the midst
of all of these came Christianity, but not
merely as an eclectic creed gathering of the
best that was in each of them., It was true
that Christianity interpreted the deepest
religious thought and aspiration of mankind
everywhere, revealing the tull significance
and all ite desiree and lengings, of all its
hopes and fears. But it brought likewise
ite own distinctive message never heard
before. Ibrevealed the nature of Ged and
that of man and the open road of eternal
communion between them. It must needs
be the perfect religion because it alome
solved all the problems which made religion
of some kind a human necessity. There was
nething local or tribal or sectional abous it.
It was the one cathelic faith for the whole
world, It had a past, but it had a future
toe. The functien of the church was one of
magnificent granddgr. Its task was to un-
fold and illustrate among men the meaning
of Christianity. The thing set forth must
be indeed always greater than the mode in
which it was exhibited, but the end of
ecclesiastical endeavor was to bring the real
and the ideal into ever growing nearness in
the actual life of the world. To do this the
church must use every possible agency which
she possessed in herself or whioh she could
appropriately acquire in her centact with
human souls. It wac not eneugh that she
should be sincere and earnest, though that
was Indispensable. It was nob eneugh that
she should have learned by heart the mes-
sage which she preclaimed to others, theugh
unless she did that all her efforts would be
in vain. She must also understand what
science ' called the law of self adaptation teo
environment. She must study human na-
ture; she must keep epen every avenue of
approach to the citadel of life. She must
be broad as humanity itself in all its varied
illustrations, or else, no matter how zsalous,
she would always leave among men an un-
explored remainder. He did net mean that
the church should trim her sails to every
wind of caprice er fancy, to be all things to
all men simply for the sake of gaining their
favor. She had a divine trust to guard.
She. must make it clear that
the old gospel of Jesus Christ was still the
power of God unto salvation, The gospel
was  the divine manifesting itself
everywhere in the human and the heavenly
language translated inte the daily speech of
earthly life, The church must put out her
hands in all directions and for all kinds of
service if it was expected to regenerate
society. If we looked back ever ecclesias-
tical history we would see running through
it two broad and at first sight oppesing
characteristics. On the one hand there was
the ideal of the church as a school of spirit-
ual culture, and consequently of the Chris-
tian life as a life of deveut centemplation.
Men have in varions ways emphasized the
great truth that selitude was needed for the
soul’s ‘communien with God and the
strengbhening of its noblest energies, On
the other hand there was an opposite
ideal of the ™ church, reappearing
constantly in past ages, but especially prom-
inent in our own day, the idea of the church
a¥ a goclal corporation, a' ‘church militant
doing actual battle amid the evil forces of
the world. And that was surely & proper
conception,for a quiescent church,no matter
hew lofty its theories, would soon perish
and pass inte oblivion. In the ideal chifch
beth conceptions must be recognized with
all that lay between them. The preacher
here pointed out the importance of Chris-
tians being men of theught and action too,
and the different ways in which they could
be of service. We must have all sorts of
Christlans.  Aesthetic inflnences were
needed in the church te appeal to the love
of beauty. We needed intellecpnal influ:
ences that would win the respect eof men
who thought and were earnestly desireus of
some help in sgolving the great
problems of life. We needed emo-
tional infloences, for man was a
creature of feeling as well as of intellect.
We needed praoctical influences that modern-
ize it and render it truly progressive, Ne
one of these elements was sufficient alone.
The ideal catholic church weuld have
them all in harmonious propertion in blend-
ed unity. The preacher next warned his
hearers against the danger of one-sidedness,
The ‘experience of the past had been that as
ritual went up, preaching went down. There
were these who claimed that Christianity
had had ite day. This was a great mistake,
As long a8 prodigals wandered in far off
lands and serrew reigned ap heme; as long
as sin stretched out its merciless hand, and
the fair and the brave fell victims befere it;
as long a8 malice and pride and selfishness
found any corner of the earth in which to
hold their unhallowed carnival, that voice
oould never be an. unwelcome one which
unfolds to the world the tale of the infinite
pity and bids it rise into newness of being by
the might of the infinite love, So  far from
the essential truths ef Christianity being in-
appropriate for this enlightened age, they
were still the one and only agency for its
enlightenment, and even now we weré but
beginning te learn their bread adaptability
te every movement of life, and the trans-
cendent power they had to change the
whole face of nature, te bring gladness to
eyes that were now filled with tears, and
strength to hearts that were now weak and
despairing, and infinite forgiveness and ex-
altation to & lest and ruined werld. The
church of the future wonld possess in a
larger measure this spirit of cathelicity.
Loyal evermore to her great magter, Jesus
Christ, she would be less stiff and formal,
less insistent upen cerain types of dectrine
or modes of ritual, and ever eagor te adopt
herself to avery phare of the changing for-
tunes c* .. w..i:. She wenld welcome
all kinds or passengers inte the great ship of
life. She would oare for them and instruct
them while the veyage lasted, and when
the veesel broke up in some night of storm
she would have the reward - of her faithful
ministry, when some swimming with strong,
independent stroke ‘and seme clinging to
fragments of the wreok, it should ceme to
Ppass that every one, officers, crew and pas-
sengers, wonld at last get sate te land.

REV, FATHER OHINIQUY.

Rev. Father Chiniquy preached to a large
audience in the QCarleton Presbyterian
church. He took for his text, The Woman
ab the Well of Samaria. The rev. gentle-

man said: I did not come hers here to preach

a sermon, but to tell you that I was born in
the Church of Rome and was a priest of iv
for many years, -I have made mwy own Ged
with my own hands and then eaten it. I
was worshipping an idol. Al this time, my
Christian friends, you were in the light,
while I was in darkness, I invite you

‘when you are at home to read the fourth

chapter of John, -Itis one of the moat
sublime and saving chapters in the whole
Bible. Lot us go together to - the
well of Jacob, : mentioned in that
ohapger, and be sitting en the well,

The Saviour was here exhausted with the
barning sun so thav he could net go any
further. When you feel that way, tired out
with life, look at your dear Savioar sitting
en thab atone and ask him for the witer of
life, He tells a thing whioh is almost in-
credible—a very strange thing. They said
he was a liar, an imposter, possessed of a
devil. Why? Because'he came to tell us
that the dear God loved the peor sinner.
He not only loves you, but wants you. to be
with him in his kingdem, at any coss. He
does not love yopr sin or wickedness, bus he
wants to save you and have you with him,
Who is that Samaritan woman beside the
well? She is one of the mest depraved and
soandalous of the city—one of those we
never look at without a curse. She is so
depraved she could not get anyene to help
her at the well. She came to the well alone,
with burning cheeks. Rebuked by every one
she says I am an outcast. Then she oomes
to the well and the dear Saviour knews her
very well. He wants to save hor soul and
have her with him in his kinﬁdom among
his angels, praising him. How will he
begin his oconversation with that woman?
He will speak to her in a strange manner,
He asks her for something te drink., It
occurs again this expression. On the cross
he says: I am thirsting, give me to drink.
Why are these words going ever all the hills
and valleys of earth? Our Savieur made nse
of the word -thirsting to express to the poor
sinner: the invensity of desire. We can bear
every other pain but this. The pangs of
hunger can be borne, but not those of thirst.
The most cruel death is nething com-
pared with thie thirst. Come then, He
says, come sinner, and quench my thirss.
Why do you refuse the salvation which I
have brought te you. Qaench that thirst
by beginning a new life. That was what
our Saviour meant to that woman, but she
did not understand and therefore rebuked
Him,

In one word we have the “whele Bible—
what does He say? If thou knewest the
gifb of God. What does that mean—the
gift of God? It meany that Ohiniquy, whe
is speaking to you, was lost and was a priest
of Reme, But he has got the gift of God
and oan aow ask you to be happy. He al-
ways wanted to be happy. First he sought
it in making money and the gold came
in an honest way. Bat a orash of thunder
came and death was knecking at the deor.

The voice of God said: You will die and you.

will be lost and what will become of your
soul. How then will you be happy ?

Now I rejected the money. I did mot
keep a cenv of it. I felt that I could not
be happy by becoming rich. I then tried
for a reputation. I was called an eloquent
man. I had read in Prov. xxiii. abent in-
toxicating drink. I wanted to know what
God meant by that. I watched
with a powerful microscope the work-
ing .of a glass of wine and found
that God was true. After seeing what
Protestant dectors showed me, I swore that
I would neyer touch intoxicants. I was 27
years old then; I am 85 new. Look! My
hand does not shake—my eyes are as good as
when I was five yearz old; I can walk as
well as any young man. I have been three
times areund the world and have traveled
much, and my God has kept my strength,
If you love your God and yeur family you
will go on your knees and swoar that you
will not touch a drop- of these acoursed
drinks, Before I left the church of Rome
yeu would not find a.drunkard in my
parish. I theught in view of my werk that
I was happy:  But I found it was'all vain

lory. My God told me I was still lost, I
prayed te him to save me, but I was miser-
able—the darkness covered me as & mount-
ain of granite. It was the mountain of my
sins, I cried my Ged I am lost—have
mercy on me. But it seemed as if God wes
far away and could net hear my voice or see
my tears. But I was mistaken,my God was
very near, for suddenly I saw in the burden
and darkness of that night my dear Saviour,
I saw the cross, the crown of thorns and
the nails, and I heard his sweet
voice saying, I come  to give you
the gift of eternal life. Come oub of the

church of Rome, where you make your God -

every' morning, ' It is an idelatreus church.
Take the gift, Oh! His sweet voice made
such-an impression on me that I said: Pre-
cious Jesus, gift of Ged, come and abide in
me and teach me to be one with Thee for-
ever, I accept Thee for my way, my gifb
and my life, Then I saw behind me my
dear Jesus, and hs touched the meuntain of
my sins and it relled away te the sea, And
then for the first time I knew that
I was saved, and that u?lviﬁen
was the weork of Christ / alone.
In the Church of Rome I had been taught
that salvatien could be got by confession,
by abstaining from meat, by purgatery and
by indulgences. Isaw thatip was all wreng,
and that I had misled my countrymen. I

-asked Jesus not to save me alene, but to

help te save my countrymen. I spent a
sleepless night. My name I saw written in
the bloed of Christ en a crewn of glary, and
it was a gift. The next morning when my
countrymen came te service I told them all,
and showed the gift,. They teok that
gifc and left the Church eof Rome
to take Christ, the gift. Six menths after
we were 2,000 converts. Today we are
45,000 ar 50,000 converts, and every day
some oune is added to these, breaking the
bonds of the pope. Ob,*you are happy with
the gift. I have found very few among the
Protestant People who have taken the gift,
Ibis'easy to mark the difference. He who
has it tries to give it to his friends and his
family. Se with the woman of Samenia.
You see- what a ' change. Immediately she
forgets herself. She runs back to the oity
and tells the peeple of the gife,
‘And when these people heard from the very
lips of Christ that eternal life was a gifv
they said to Him, O! abide with us. I
hope you will make the same prayer tonight.
O, Protestants, take Jesus as a gift and you
will see Roman Catholics converted.

There is a blasphemeous word which I
deny. It is thavitis very difficult te be
saved. It is g0 if you try fo save yourself.
Bat it is Christ whe has saved yeu and paid
your debt, only on the ome condition that
you will love Him., That is all. Snull{ it
is not hard to love Christ. Believe in Him,
inveke His name and you are saved. Come
to the feet ef your dying Savicur and ask
Him why the shed hleod, why the tears,
why the death, and Jesue would tell you it
is for your eternal life as a gift, And He
would say He wanted nothing but your
heart. O, Protestants, young and old, love
the Giver and take the gift,

REV, J, F. CAMPBELL,

The pulpit in 8t. Davia’s church was ec-
cupied last evening by Rev. J. F. Campbell,
late missionary to India. He preanched
from the words found in Mat. 16, xix.: *I
will give unto yon the keys of the kingdom
of heaven,” etc, The majerity of persons,
he said, were anxious to gain heaven. True,
little was known of heaven: but on every
hand could be seen that lenging, that desire
after salvation, and the final reward in
heaven. In heathen lands the people fasted
and deprived themselves of the necessities
ot life, subjected themselves to all manner
of oruel torture, in the belief that by so
doing their reward in heaven wounld be
greater and their chance of reaching that
blessed abode would be made strenger.
There were, however, bypocrites among
them,as there were among all clagses of peo-
ple; bub in the majority of cases these people
were sincere in their actiona, and that spirit of
longing after something better in the world
to come was daily e manifest. Persons
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could net be too earnest about a matter which
concerned the welfare of their souls. Riches
did ot insyre happiness. In nearly every
oase a8 wealth increased care increased with
it, and so it was with everything upon
which man set his heart, only with the ex-
ception of Christ Jesus. His love alone
gave true happiness. The speaker here re-
ferred to the belief among many persons
that man in some instances possessed the
power to forgive sins. Only God ocould de
this. Man could not forgive man. The
apostles explained that the key to heaven
could only be obtained by true repentance,
and by the confeesion of Christ. This was
the enly key that opened the doors of
heaven. The Lord had pronounced a woe
upon those who knew of the way yet failed
to pursue the proper course, and in this
manner prevented ethers from so doing.
Were there not persons today who had despis-
ed their own salvation and who.had not en-
tered inte peace through the grace of God.
It there were any such, either ot young or
mature years, he would plead with them
te embrace it at once, There was only one
thing that could keep them out of heaven
when they possessed this knowledge, and
that was the will. It was ab their awful
peril that they refused God’s offer. [True
it was that Christ had called all to accept
of him, yet he extended a call to some who
were to wield these keys for his glory. Had
any of them felt they had baen called into

the werk ? They should not go into it unless -

they became obliged to de 8o, but on the
other hand if they felt the Lord was calling
them, if they felt that burning in their hearts
which they could not quench, then they
sheuld not attempt to §uench it, but sheuld
take this glorious work upen them and labor
for Geod.

Rev. Mr. Campbell referred tothe wants of
the people in heathen lands. About 130,000
every yearwenteutintoeternityfrom thelittlo
part of central India where they as a church
were laboring. [These people went out
without that knowledge. Had they done
what they could for these
He did not think they had. The bleod
of many of ' those souls were upon
their heads. Bub if they had not done what
they should in the past should they not stir
themselves to greater effort in the future?
Who would ge and proclaim the gospel to
these poor souls in foreign lands? Who
would help others to go?

In cenclusion the rev. gentleman appealed
te his hearers to put forth every effort pos-
sible to send the truth te thote who were
now in darkness.

REV, D, J, MACDONNELL,

At St, Stephen’s Presbyterian chirch last
vening Rev. D. J. Macdennell preached
rem & text founded on the 14th chapter of

John, special attention being directed to the
20d and 6th verses as follows:

In my Father’s house are many mansions; if
it-were not so I would have told you. I o to
prepare a place for you. A . = I am
the way, the truth and the life; no man cometh
unto the Father, but by me,

The preacher said there were many state-
ments in the gespels with which peeple were
familiar, and yet which were perhape little
understood and imperfectly  believed.
He wished for a - little to
direct his hearers’ thoughts to twe
of such familiar thinge—the Father’s
bouse and the way therete. There were
many imperfect cemceptions of Christ’s
meaning in the words quoted inthe text,
and what the speaker atmed to get at was
Christ’s conception of heaven and the way
to get to it. The werd mansion represented
a dwelling place, and it here suggested the
idea of rest and permanence.

Speaking of the Father’s. house—God’s
home—and dealing with the question of its
location, the preacher said that a conceptien
he iiked to entertain was that thete is ne
part of the universe which may net be a
partof it,. We are taught that Ged is
everywhere, that he even comes and dwells
of a verity in the human heart. Buv
whether we entertain this view rrgarding
God’s house, or think of it as a central re-
gion of light where the glory of the love of
God is especially manifested, there are in it
many dwelling places, not mere tents but
abiding hemes eternal in the heavens,

Many persons had need to alter their
views with regard te earth and death and
heaven. The speaker had ne fellowship
with these who Fegard earth as a dreary
place, Rather should men speak of it as
God’s beautiful and wenderful world, in
which we are placed for a while to learn to
love Him better and be prepared to enter
another and higher world. Earth, however,
is not our abiding home. Itis but the
porch or vestibule in which we wait for a
time until the black ‘servant whom we cali
Death opens the door through which we
pass to the true heme in the Father’s honge,

Heaven is a roomy place. Dealing with
this theught the preacher said we could
ferm no conception of the vast multitude of
men and nations that would enter there.
Their number would be proportionate
to the wvast breadth and depth and
height of God’s love—a love &o
great, se wide embracing that He
who had passed through death for man’s

sake would, when He saw the throngs ef re-

deemed souls, be satisfied. **He shall see of
the travail of His soul and be satisfied.” If
the heart of Christ is satisfied, surely we
too, however much there may now seem per-
plexing te us, will be satisfied.

Christ said, *‘I go te prepare a place for
you’—fer each disciple. There would be
found in heaven a place for each. What-
ever the capacity of each soul, it would be
filled. All would not begin at the same
stage, There would be no dead uniformity
in heaven any more than there iz in the
leaves of the forest or the color of the flow-
ers. Spiritual and intellectual needs would
be satisfied, for there would ba intellectual
diversities, There would be a place for
child seuls, for mother soule, for' the -wise
and learned, for the simple and untaught,
where each might use his powers te the best
advantage.

Passing en to the secend part of his sub-
ject, the way te heaven, the preacher dwelt
eloquently on Christ's words, *I am the
way, the truth and the life,” peinting ount
how He reveals God to us, how He peints
us to the truth, and at the same time gives
us power to choose and live the better part;
ex ending His salvation to the lost, reaching
dow i be the vuiy lowest and lifting them up
into vhe dight. If He shows God’s intoler-

ance and hatred of sin, He shows God’s

boundless love fur the sinner. When Christ
says to the helpless, *“‘Arise,” He gives them
strepgth te rise. He quickens the will of
those who- have lost their will power, for He
is the Life, as well as the Way and the
Truth,

In cenclusien the speaker dwelt upon the
thought that there is no other way. The
ladders of philesophy, of culture, of science,
ete., fall infinitely short te him whe would
ecale the heavens. There is no bridge save
Christ te span the gulf that separates us
from the unseen blessed world—the Father’s
house,

REY, PRINCIPAL GRANT,

Rev. Principal Grant occupied the
pulpit of S8t, Andrew’s church in the mern-
ing and preached a powerful discourse from
the last section of the twenty-fifth chapter
of Matbhew, verses 81 to 46 These verses he
said containeda concisesummary of all the say-
ings of Jesus previously recorded by the
evangelist, They were the embodiment and
essence of genunine religion. Therein Jests
hn%::t His oneness with the people; and that
the highest service was the service of man,

and of the general assembly; he .might
make long prayers and even be a preacher,
but if he did net do whav he could to feed
the hungry, clothe the naked; minister to the
sick and visit those in prisene, he counld not
enter into the kingdom of heaven. Dr.
Grant’s sermon was a mosd impressive pre-
sentation of the new goepel, which was ap-
preciated in the highest degree by all whe
heard it. :

1n the evening Principal Grant preached
ab the Centenary Methodist church, from
Luke ix, 59 60:

And he said unto another, Follow me. But
he said, Lord, suffer me first to go and bury my

father,

Jesus said unto him, Let the dead bury their
t(i}ead; but go thou and preach the gospel of
od. \

Many ancient stories and myths, said Dr,
Grant, teach the lesson of the choice of right
when good and evil is presented. Butin
real life there occurs eften the more difficult
preblem of the choice betWween right and
right. The story of the text is one of those
cases, because ordinary filial duty and the
usual decencies of life are on one side in
opposition to the divine ocall. Often such
alternatives come to us, sometimes requiring
decision ab a moment’s notice. Because of
the difficult choice between courses both
appeating to be right, millions have felt the
desire for infallible guidance. Some seek it
in an_infallible church, which, after all, is
but the subatitute for their own judgment of
that of another man. This is notv humility
though it may appear so, It is ‘ apiritual
suicide, and a man has no right to give his
brain and conscience into the keeping of
another, Some seek their external guide in
an infallible book, only to find many inter-
pretations, The old Testament scriptures
were known by heart to the Jews, but did
not enable them te find their Messiah when
he came, though the ecriptures all pointed
to him. The Bible, used externally as an
eracle, is ne better than another idol. It is
not a book to reveal truths by opening it
bap-hszard. ' It is nota book of ocases, but
of pricciples. Suppoee, then, you do not
trust to external guides, but take your pro-
blam to God in prayer ?  Experience shows
that inflallible guidance is not even
thus ebtained. Millions are devent-
ly praying today for contradictory Shings,
Prayer may be but consecrated self will,
How then are we to know? Dr. Grant had
no hard and fast rule to give, but com-
mended a well furnished mind, sensitive
conscience, high aims, a consecrated will,
& “constant eneavor to do right. Five
hints he offered from the story of the man
who wanted to bury his father,

Where there are two rights the higher
should be preferred te the lower, if the two
seem te be in conflict He offered an
illustration, the case of the only doctor in a
hoepital with many lives depending on his
skill, who should receive information that
his father was dying. Nature would prompt
him to go and close his parent’s eyes, but he
might say *“others whe have not the skill te
save lives can bury my father, T must sbay
here and do what no one olee can do. In
no other way oan I honer my father se
well.” He would certainly be misunder-
stood and deneunced as an unnataural sen.
Only men of insight, the poet or the
prophet - weuld read his case aright.
The priest who in the perilous days of the
ohurch refused to leave his /qules life and
become pepe was oredited by many with
humility; but Dante, with deeper insight,
places the man whe made the great refusal
in his lowest hell. Paul made his grand
cheice when he gave up his reputation, and his
past record, when anether way pointed te
suffering, disgrace and a cruel death. He
was not disobediént to the heavenly vision,

We are called to work rather than te the
luxury of Zmourning, God says to werk
when nature says grive, Men have an
advantage over women, for their daily toil,
as part of some great machine, keeps
their thoughts from their sorrow, while all;
the home scenes remind the woman of herloss,
Yet even to most women there are demands
of the living which relieve them in the time
of mourning. Woerk brings us face to face
with real things, while the sentimental
creature sorrows over the trials of a charac-
ter in a nevel, or a pet deg or cat. It mat-
gera not much what the work is so it is well

one,

The highest work is work for others, and
the highest work for others is that which
helps them spiritually. It happens.that the
highestkind of work is the mest difficult to
obtain recognition in the work. But God
recognizes it all through, and bis commen.
dation is better than the applanse of the
rabble.

In the fourth place, work on living issues,
not the dead past. Thisis a hint the church
needs, fer it busiesiteelf to an extraordinary
extent. with dead issues. Religious people
wrangle yet over the disputes which Wesley
had with his apponents. Better get the
epirit of Wesley and of some of these who
may have differed with him. Instead of
fighting over again the dispubes of Luther
and Zwinglius get some of the power of
either of these great men. There is much
disputing about the‘inspiration of the sorip-
tures, and seme attempt to defiae the kind
and degree of inspiration. My brother,
get inspired yourself, then yon  will
understand. 'Without the divine in-
spiration you are nothing but a
bladder with two'or three dried peas' in it.
You believe in the resurrection. So does the
devil. But get resurrected yeurself inte a
new life. It is net so much that you be-
lieve in the living God. It is -nothing te be
proud of that Yy . . « of one faith with the
{Lhe question is
does Ged live in yon? 02

Finally take the “Lord Jesus as your per-
sonal guide. Submit to his epirit. ob
Moses, for the sermon on the Mount threw
away this and that thing taught by Meses;
not the prophets, for the disciples
to call down fire from:
heaven like the prophet were rebuked;
not the pnln:xlor ne one would new ocall
Him blessed who would dash the head of the
little ones against a atone, Do not say that
if you had been on earth and known Jesus
you could follow Him better. Those whe
were with Him daily did not know until He
had gone the lessens He taught them. Not
till He went did His spirit come. Fellow
His teaching, be guided by His epirit, then
each right act and noble decision will make
the way olearer, till the light shines more
and more to the perfect day. :
