The 24th Punjab Infantry arrived in
Calcutta by special troop train at
about half-past ten on the evehning of
Monday, July 2. They had been de-
layed some time owing, it was believ-
ed, to another train having been de-
railed or some similar cause. The
officers of the regiment walked into
the docks and managed to procure 2
meal from the staff of the Nuddes, the
vessel on which they were to embark
the followinz day.

UNACCUSTOMED HEAT.

The hext morning = the : regiment
moved into the docks, and the work of
embarkation commenced. Every one
was working at high pressure through-
out the whole day in spite of the heat,
which to many of the officers and
men fresh from the cooler stations in
the North>rn Punjab was excessively
trying.

The work of landing the stores was
not actually commenced until the
morning of departure, the previous
day having been devoted to coaling,
and as the vessel was carrying three
months’ stores, in addition, I believe,
to coal and water for an almost simi-
_lar period, this portion of the work
was no light task, as may well be im-
agined. However, every lone worked
with a will, and soon after six o’clock
‘everything was on board, the deck be-
ing piled high with bales and .pack-
ages of every description. The men
of the 24th Punjab Infantry were then
formed up in No. 1 shed and marched
on board, the anchor being weighed
immediately afterwards. The depar-
ture could scarcely be termed inspirit-
ing, the sole spectators being three or,
perhaps, four Eurgpeans and the na-
tive do:k hangs.

SEPOYS IN STRANGE SURROUND-
INGS.

On the miscellaneous collection of
bales and packages with which the
deck was laden sat, squatted, or laid,
somre three or four hundred: sepoys
and followers, very hot, very dirty and
full of wonder at their new surround-
ings. Presently they began to settle
down a bit, and all the stores having
been successfully deposited in the
hold, the sepoys began to make them-
selves comfortable, and talked, smok-
ed, and ate as though they had been
used to being on, the water every day
of their lives; in fact, later in the eve-
ning, they had seo far adapted them-
selves to their position that we heard
a little weird and melancholy music,
wafted aft as we glided slowly down
the river after dinner, and evidently
emanating from the Afridi section of
the community. The, Nuddea did not
go very far that night, but cast an-
chor just opposite to Princep’s Ghat,
facing. the Calcutta Maiden, the my-
riad lights of the city twinkling mer-
rily on her starboard bow.

UNIVERSAL MAL-DE-MER.

At about four o'clock in the morning,
while the city still slept and the ship-
ping loomed up stern and grey on
either side, she stole quietly away and
proceeded on her course up the river.
But a few hours later she stuck in
mid-stream, and owing to the falling
tide it was not until well into the mid-
dle of the afternoon that it was pos-
sible to resume the voyage. The next
day she reached the open sea and
dropped her pilot, the pilot brig sig-
nalling with flags, ‘‘Success, adieun.”
From this time onward for three days
the weather was stormy. The Nuddea
is not at all a large ship, and she rolls
fearfully in a heavy sea. All the
sepoys, with the exception of a couple
of dozen or so, :‘were utterly prostrated,
and only two of the officers were fit
enough to descend to the saloon for
meals. Afterwards the weather sot-
tled down to a beawutiful calm, but the
heat was very great throughout the
voyage. The horses suffered fearfally
during the stormy days, and Colonel
Lorne Campbell’s charger Warrior, to
which he was greatly attached, as it
had been through several campaigns
with him, was kilfd. Ice and vege-
tables began to run very <hort as tke
vessel neared Singapore, bmt she was
not allowed to stop there even for an
hour or two, although every one on
board was dying for news, as the cap-
tain had strict orders to push straight
on to Hong Kong.

man for use on board ship. ‘There
were 370 fighting men »n »oard and
95 followers. The men ddnsisted of
four companies, two Sikhs, one Afridi,
one Punjabi Mahommedans, so we
had a fairly representative collection
of the flower of India’s army. - They
nearly all have the medals for the last
two frontier campaigns, and there are
a few men left among them who were
in Roberts’s march on Xandahar,
including Subadar Deva Singh, who
was all through' the Afghan war, in-
cluding  the march / .om Kandahar,
through the Black Mountain expedi-
tion, and the N. W. frontiér campaign
of 1897-98, including the defeuce of the
Malakand, relief of Chakdar, and op-
erations in the Upper Swat valley, etc.
He also accompanied the late General
Lockhart as one of his escort on the
Afghan Boundary Commission. Gen-
eral Lockhart, by-the-bye, was com-
mandant of the regiment from 1885-
1887, and General Steadman, now a
member of the India council, -vas once
second in command. The regiment, it
will be remembered, distinguished it-
self considerably in the last frontier
campaign, where Major Climo gained
the distinguished service order.

SENSATION AT BAR HARBOR.

Boer Flag Cut Down by Indignant Citi-
“ zens, and the Man Who Raised It
Asked to Resign from the
Gentlemen's Club.

EAR HARBOR, Me., Sept. 4.—Just after
the Britsh ships dropped anchor in the har-
bor this morning, an incident of more than
crdinary interest occurred near the shore
pash where the crowds had gathered to wit-
press the arrival of the fleet.

Edwarl VanNess of New York had erected

on his lawn in front of the anchorage of the
British ships a fifty foot flag pole, and
shortly before the arrival of the fleet he
swung to the breeze a large Boer flag, and
then made an address to his friends who had
assembled.
The news of the flag raising was soon the
talk of the town, and to say that the pcople
were angry is putting it very mildly. A
dozen volunteered to cut the pole down with-
out further ceremony. Admiral Upshur was
particularly véhement in his denunciation
of the man and -he deed. Chas. H. Wood,
chairman of the board of selectmen, called
on Mr. VanNess and politely requested that
the flag be taken down, as it was considered
or. insult to the Pritish, who had accepted
our invitation to comfe here on a friendly
visit. Mr. VanNess refused to grant the re-
quest, whereuoon Mr. Wood returned to the
Gentlemen’s Club, where the excitement was
at fever heat, and held a council of war. it
was unanimously dcided that the flag must
ceme dewn at once, particularly as the two
admirals -were soon to lunch at an adjoining
cottage.

Chairman Wood, together with Dr. J. Madi-

son Taylor, representing the Board of Trade,
and two police officers, reiurned to the
VanNess cottage, and renewed the request
to have the flag removed. Again the owmer
of the flag ‘declared that he would never haul
it down and defied the officers to remove it.
Quite a crowd had gathered to listen to his
address against the Britsh and their meth-
cds. When he had finished, Mr. Wood stepped
out to where the pole was erected and him-
self applied the knife to the halyards, and
the Boer standard floated to earth amid the
cheers of those assembled. The flag was
{.allign to the police station, where it is now
1eld.
Mr. VapNess is a New Yorker and was ore
of the committee to receive the Boer com-
missioners when they visited this country.
e has been requested to resign from the
Gentlemen’s Club, and invitations to the
rrivate functicns already issued have been
cancelled.

freight coming here from and going
hence to the western provinces.

«Certain newspapers maiatain that
this arrangement was: unfair to the
Intercolonial; for instancs, that the
Canadian Pacific trains running . be-
tween Montreal and Halifax pocketed
the local fares along. the route ®be-
- tween St. John and Halifax and Hali-
fax and St. Johm, so that the Inter-
colonial was literally fleeced. This is
entirely untrue. All local fares col-
lected om Canadian Pacific trains be-
tween those points go inte the trea-
sury of the Intercolonial. The Can-
adian Macific gets nothing save and
except the fares for its sleeping or
parlor cars and a mileage rental for
the use of its trains, which, by ithe
way, is less than the mileage - paid
under simila:s circumstances on other
eastern railways. I mention this
matter to show how far astray those
western papers have gone which have
imported the bias of partisanship into
the argument. Canadian Pacific trains
are run through from Montreal to
Halifax and from Halifax to Mont-
real simply for the conveniemce of the
public, and the receipts from through
tickets are divided in the usual way.
But, as said; every cent received from
local passengers and the mileage pro-
portion of fares paid by through
passengers using Canadian Pacific
trains within the territory of the In-
tercolonial goes-into the coffers of the
Intercolonial.

But on the completion of the
Short Line the Canadian Pacific set
itself to develop a winter port in Can-
adian territory, and the government of
the day felt bound to co-operate. Very
little import traffic (trafic from Eu-
Tope) comes by way of St. John, the
bulk of such traffic destined for the
western provinces arriving at Port-
land, Boston or New York. Hence
the Shert Line was likely to be what
railroad men called a one-way road
for an indeterminate period,. and this
consideration moved Sir John to give
it a fair share of the local freight go-
ing west from the maritime provinces.
He wanted to see St. John becomeé a
winter port worthy of the name. There
are state reasons why Canada should
not be dependent altogether on Port-
land or New York.

This
is done every day in the
railway world where, as in this in-
stance, two roads of unequal length
are seeking to draw traffic from a
certain territory. The Canadian Pa-
cific is willing to concede the Interco-
lonial a minimum mileage of 330 miles
in the division of receipts whenever
that allowance does not exceed local
rates. In very many cases it would
pa',’ the Intercolonial better to accept
this arbitrary than to handle the
freight over its long route. For ex-
afnple, the rate for a carload of flour
from Guelph to Halifax via the Grand
Trunk and Intercolonial is $63, or 21
cents per 100 pounds. The Intercolo-
rial proportion of $39 for a haul of 837
miles, or .31 of a cent per ton mile.
If a carload were routed via St. John,
the through rate would be the same,
but the Intercolonial for its service
from St. John to Halifax, 275 miles,
would be paid for 330 miles and re-
ceive $17.25, or .43 of a cent per ton
mile. Contrariwise on a carload of
fifth class freight from Moncton to
Toronto via Levis, Montreal and the
Grand Trunk, the Intercolonial re-
ceives $4.28 per ton for a haul of 651
miles, or .66 of a cent per ton mile.
If the same freight were sent via St
John and the Canadian Pacific, the
Intercolonial would be paid for 330
miles, although the distance from
Moacton to St. John is only 89, and
would receive over two cents per ton
mile.

What the National Policy Has Done
in Developing Cape SBreton and
for the Interests of Labor.

WESTVILLE, N. S.,, Sept. 3.—Large
crowd gathered at Westville park
in the afternoom. to hear the Labor
day speeches by Sir Charles Tupper,
Hon. G. E. Foster, Premier Murray,
A. C. Ball, M. P,, E. M. McDonald, M.
P. P., and others.

Major McDonald was in the chair,
and on the platform besides the
speakers were Charles Fergie, Rev.
Robert Cumming, John Moffatt and
the masters of the P. W. A. lodges
that were making the demonstration.
The Westville band, und2r the leader-
ship of James White, played a num-
ber of selections before speaking com-
menced, the programme beginning
with the ‘“Ladysmith March,” com-
posed by Robert Wilson, the trom-
bone player of the band.

Sir Charles Tupper was received
with loud cheers. It had been made
the rule today, = he said, that the
speakers were not to talk politics, but
he thought it —vas impossible to speak
at a labor meeting without talking
politics, for labor is the soul and
heart of the country.  Long before his
public life began, he had been closely
associated, he said, with labor, having
been appointed physician at the Jog-
gins- Mines when that property was
under the General Mining Association.
Sir Charles glanced backwards at
the condition of the province in 1857,
when he entered the governmeént of
Nova Scotia, when all the coal was
vested in the Duke of York. The next
vear they were freed by the united ef-
forts of the conservatives and liberals.
In 1858 the total output of coal in
Nova Scotia was 221,720 tons. In 1878,
at Sydney, he had unfolded the Na-
tional Policy, a policy which he felt
would change the inactivity in the
coal business that ©prevailed into
scenes of vigorous and increasing
prosperity. With the freedom of the
mines in 1858, the output of coal had
grown in 1878 to 690,000 tons.” This
year it would be 2,419,000 tons, and
in. a very short time the-output would
rise to 5,000,000 tons. If the pier at
Sydney today could ship 15,000 tons
daily, that amount would not more
than meet the demands. Sir Charles
alluded to the iron bounties which he
had advocated and enacted, and point-
ed out how the protective tariff that
his government had given to the
country had worked so well for the
coal and iron industries of Cape Bre-
ton, and had tremendously enhanced
the status of the working men of Cape
Breton. The time had come, Sir
Charles was proud to know, when lib-
erals and conservatives ailke could
publicly praise the vital value to Can-
ada of the National Policy. Since that
policy had been promulgated, 15,000
miles of railway had been constructed
in Canada, and manufacturing had
increased- with wonderful strides, giv-
ing vast employment to the labor of
the country. There is no country on
the face of the globe that presents
such magnificent opportunities for
labor and capital as does Canada.
Why is it, then, that we have less
than six millions of people, while the
population of the republic is seventy
millions ? Sir Charles replied to his
own question by saying that in com-
parison with the age of the United
States and of the Dominion our pro-
gress had been proportionately greater
than theirs. He pointed out that
Canada is greuter in area than the
United States; that our fisheries are
vastly superior to theirs; that every
country is lookinr to the Canadian
forests as a supply for the paper fac-

ko

tories ' of /the ‘world. The wheat
grown in Canada takes the gold medal
i competition with the world. In re-
gard to minerals, look, he said, at
our enormous wealth of coal both on

the Atlantic and Paeffic. - Sir Charles|

bron district. This was a very pleas~-

iquets and fatigues to furnish, as in-
a brigade camp. When this force re-
joined the brigade, one troop made 'up -
of men from B suadron, twenty in adl,
under Mr. Young, one of B squadron-
officers went out to relieve a troop of¢

ontmoreney’s scouts who  were
camped about twelve miles west of
Pretoria. :

We stayed there only one day;:
when we were relieved by a squad of”
cavalry. We then got orders to re-
join the Brigade on the .other side of.
Pretoria.

We spent one night in Pretoria—five
of us hunted up a hotel and had a-
good meal—the first time I have sat
down to a table since leaving the
Cape.—Next day we joined the bri--
gade at Reitfontein, ten miles S. E. of °
Pretoria, stayed there one day, then
came here, twanty-seven miles from
Fretoria, and between that place and
‘Johannesburg. :

We seem to be here just to block
the Bosrs from advancing south, and
I think are only a part of a general
line. We have had some fighting to
do here, the artillery have been en-
gaged mnearly every day. Sunday a
week ago we got into a mess and had
to retire. B squadron was supporting
scme gzuns and got a bit knocked
about with shrapnel. We had eight
casualties out of the fifty men we had
in this squairoen.

White, the only one who ~wvas seri-
ously hurt, was hit in the stomach by
a. shrapnel bullet. ‘We thought he
was done for, but he i8 now doing well
end may live. He is a chap from Can-~
ring, N. S., and has been horse holder
in my group sincs we joined. A first
rate fellow, we are all very sorry
about him.

Armstreng got a bullet hrough his
foot which will lay him up for some
time. These were the only ones hurt
in the maritime provinces troop. We
a2iso had some horses killed.

Our force had to retire, which is
samething new for us, and the Boers
chased us, but ¢id no damage.

Next day we escorted the same
guns, took a position on a hill and put
in a quiet day, lying alongside our
horses smoking and sleeping. The
Boers left us strictly alone till about
four o’clock, when a shell dropped near
us and woke us up pretty thoroughly.
‘We retired out of range, but not be-
fore they had two or three more shots
at us, the last one of which laid out
Mr. Young, who was leading our troop
(Mr. Borden was sick in Pretoria),
wounding him slightly in' the head.

We don’t like escorting guns, as
usually we get shelled without the
chance of firing a shot—not much fun’
in that. We all thought we must
have a force of Boers surrounded, as
they stuck to it so well, but I am
afraid that was a mistake.

The next few days we held a posi-
tion, but were not attacked. The day
before yesterday the Boers made a
general advance, drove in our piquets
and attacked us with a good deal of
determination. (It is a new sensation
for us to be attacked; usually it is
the other way round). The fighting
lasted all day, and 1 think they must
have lost a good many men. Our
battalion, or what is left of it, sup-
ported a piquet of the Royal Irish
Fusiliers, which were nearly cut off.
It was here that poor Borden and
Birch were killed and three or four
men badly wouaded. :

We know very little about the fight-
ing, except what goes on in our own
little corner, as the space occupied by
our brigade extends two or three miles,
and about other brigades we know
nothing. You know more about Mon-
day’s scrap now in Canada than we
do her=. The colonel of the Irish
Fusiliers 'wrote to Col. Lessard thank-
ing him for helping them out of a
tight olace, and Lord Roberts congra-
tulated the brigade on the way they
had worked.

We leave here, I believe, tomorrow
to take wart in a general advance. Our
horses are not in very good shape. We
have beea getting remounts, but they
don’t stand the work very well, being
a poor class of Argentine ponies, and
most of them played-out ones that
have been given a month or so to pick
up. The battalion has dwindled down
A lot of fellows have gone on the
railroad as brakesmen, conductors,
telegraph’ operators, policemen, etc.
More have gone back sick. We have
only twenty left in our troop and about
seventy in the squadron. Every COIpS
out here is the same way. We have
been expecting the war to end for
some time, but there seems to be lots
of fight left in the Boers yet, and we
may be at it for some time before we

are ordered home.
