SENSATION IN CHATHAM.

Stranger Deliberately Walked to
. ; Death 8ff the Ferry Boat.

CHATHAM, N. B, June 22.—A stran-
ger committed suicide here this even-
ing by jumping off the ferry steamer
as she was at her slip' near the Town

Hall. He was apparently a French-
Canadian, hailing from Bangor, about
forty-five or fifty years of age, rather
tall, stout, of dark complexion, and
with a large black mustache. His
name is supposed to be Ambrose. He
had boarded at the River View hotel
here for about a fortnight, and was
said to have acted as if suffering from
some mental trouble or as recovering
from a protracted spree. It is report-
ed that he spoke as if he thought he
was being pursued by officers of the
law, and otherwise acted in a rather
peculiar manner, His suicide was
marked by great deliberation, as he
walked on board the steamer, passing
on to the outer end, where he threw
his hat down on the deck, stepped over
the chain which guarded the open end
of the boat, and jumped over. He was
quickly drawn from the water and
gave indications of life, but owing to
lack of judicious treatment life was
extinct before the doctors arrived at

Former New Brunswick Man Dead in

Montana.

In the death of Thadeus Clowes
Miles at his ranch, about three mil s
from Silver Bow, early yesterday
morning, Montana has lost not only
a pioaeer, but one of its best known
and lorsal citizens. The end came af-
ter an illness of only five days and
was due to pneumonia. Mr. Miles was
63 years of age and is survived by his
widow, two children, five brothers and
a sister, all well known. The children
are Charles Le B. Miles and Augusta
Amanda Miles. The brothers include
Thomas O. Miles, who lives on th~»
ranch near Silver Bow; Frank Miles,
a stock raiser and mining man, nea:
Kalispell; Murray Miles of North Ya-
kima, Wash., and two others who live
at New Brunswick, Canada. The fu-
neral will take place tomorrow after-
noon. Services will be conducted at
the Miles ranch and the interment will
be at Mt. Moriah cemetery.

Despite his advanced years, Mr.
Miles has been robust and particularly
active. He made frequent visits to
Butte, and was always apparently in
the best of health. But a short while
ago he was at the Thornton Hotel and
transacted business. He was engaged
in raising Angora goats and was the
largest producer of Angora wool in
Montana. In addition, he raised cat-
tle and was engaged to some extent in
mining. 1t was natural, therefore, that
he wo. have considerable business
to transact on the occasjon of a visit
to Butte. About a week ago Mr. Miles
contracted a cold and complained of
seveére pain in his chest. All  that
medical aid and loving care could do
for him did not prevail, and after hav-
ing been confined to his bed for five
days by what was diagnosed as pneu-
monia, he passed away.

Clowes Miles, as he was generally
known, was born in New RBrunswick,
Canada, in 1831. He came west in
1843, when only 12 years of age, and in
1870 located at Silver Bow. For some
time he successfully engaged in placer
mining and turned his attention to-
ward stock raising and ranching only
when the placer mines at Silver Bow
played out and the camp passed. His
untiring energy, unqualified integrity
and business ability soon made his new
business more than a success, with the
result that at the time of his death
he was considered one of the most
prominent and successful men in his
part of the state. Mr, Miles was of
a modest and retiring disposition and
though often asked to accept public
office declined such honor, preferring
his home life. He was devoted to his
family -and was known as a man who
never forgot a friend. He was a mem-
ber of the Montana Pioneers’ Associ-
ation and was proud of the fact that
he was a ‘‘trail blazer” for many who
are today prominent citizens of the
state. Many friends mourn the loss
of a distinguished and upright citizen.

Mr, Miles leaves two brothers in
New Brunswick, LeBaron of Andover
and Arnaud of Maugerville. A sister,
Mrs, Dibble, wife of Engineer Dibble
of Woodstock, also survives.

Russian Losses at Vafangow Will Be
Fully Three Thousand.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 22.—The
emperor has received the following de-
spatch from Vice-Admiral Skrydloft,
dated June 21:

“A division of torpedo boats under
the command of Captain Venogradsky,
aide-de-camp of the grand admiral,
which was sent out June 15 on an ex-
pedition along the coasts of Japan, re-
turned to Vladivostok today. The tor-
pedo boats apprcached Port HEsashi
(south of Okushiri straits), near Hako-
date, but a frog prevented their en-
trance. Several trading and transport
schooners were captured.”

LONDON, June 23.—In the absence
of definite news concerning the fight-
ing on the Liao Tung peninsula report-
ed from various sources, none of which
is official, there is a large crop of spe-
cial despatches in this morning’s news-
papers, none of which, however, throws
any light on the situation.

Correspondents at Feng Wang,Cheng
report the continued activity of the
Russians north of that point.

The correspondent of the Standard
at Feng Wang Cheng, under date of
June 21, says that a large force of
Russians attacked a small number of
Japanese on June 20 at Ksuelitien, 15
miles northwest of Féeng Wang Cheng,
ana that the Japanese retired after a
stubborn fight.

TOXIO, June 22, 7 p. m.—A division
of the army under General Oku occu-
pied Hsiung Yao yesterday without
opnosition.

VLADIVOSTOK, June 22.—On the re-
turn of the Vladivostok squadron from
ite successful raid to the''south, the of-
ficers and sailors were accorded a
great popular welcome.

Richard T. Greener, American com-
mercial agent here, is looking after
the interests of the Japanese prisoners
taken by the squadron, and is notify-
ing their relatives. A

The appearance of the Russian squad-
ron off the Japanese coast caused a
panic. Many wireless messages from
the shore batteries warning the inhab-
itants of the presence of the squadron
were intercepted by the cruisers.

The commander of o R:xcfimh pedo
boat set the captain of a Japanése sail-
ing ship ashore with his visiting card
and a letter to the governor of Kako-
duk, excusing himself for not calling
personally and saying that he would
return.

KAI CHOU, Liao Yang Peninsula,
June 20.—Japanese scouts appeared
within two miles of Zuchen. The main
columns of the eucmy are three miles
in their rear. General  Samsonoff,
with the Russian rear guard, is falling
back as the Japanese advance.

A number of men, mising after the
battle of Vafangow, have rejoined the
regiments. The Russian losses are ex-
pected to total 3,500.

The troops are in excellent condition
in spite of the fearful weather. The
roads are ankle deep in mire, but the
rains are now ceasing. General Kuro-
patkin arrived here Monday, inspected
General Stakelberg’s corps and ad-
dressed the troops.

The general also presented the St.
George’s cross to 250 officers and men
who were drawn up on the platform of
the railway station and gave the com-
mander-in-chief a hearty send off.

The reports of the Japanese treat-
ment of prisoners and wounded are
inarked by extraordinary contradie-
tions. In some cases he greatest
kindness has been shown to the Rus-
sians, but from elsewhere come re-
ports of brutality and worse.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 22, 6.20 p.
m.—It is not betraying Vice-Admiral
Skrydloff’s plans to say that import-
ant naval developments are imminent
in the Far East.

The admiralty has no news of the re-
ported loss of two Russian torpedo boat
cestroyers off Port Arthur. The lat-
est despatch from Rear Admiral Wil-
hoft, dated June 17, reports all well
there.

The British ambassador, Sir Charles
Hardinge, is not presenting a protest
against the seizure of the British col-
lter Allenton by the Russian Vladivos-
tok sauadron, in view of the Russian
declaration that coal is contrabahd of
war and owing to the irregularity of
the ship’s papers.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 22. — The
imminence of a battle in the northern
part of the Liao Tung peninsula is
admitted by the war office and is in-
dicated snuccinctly in today’s des-
patches from the Associated Press
correspondents at Liao Yang, Kai
Ping and other points on the railway.

It is believed here that General
Kuropatkin’s object is to prevent 4
juncture of the Japanese armies. On
the other hand, the aim of the Japan-
ese apparently is to drive the Russians
out of the Liao Tung peninsula pre-
paratory to a march on Liao Yang.
The approach of the rainy season will
more than likely precipitate matters.

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REPUBLICAN CONVENTION.

No One but Roosevelt Mentioned for
the Nomination.

CHICAGO, June 21.—Without a dis-
turbing element to impede the smooth
operation, the first day’s programme of
the national convention was carried
out like clockwork. Not a jarring
sound was héard, not a false step
taken. It was an assembly of non-
combative delegates, which carried
into effect, without the thunderous de-
monstration usually attendant wupon
political conventions, a purpose that
had been clearly defined.

By the use of this device, which is
known as the Sub Target Gun Machine,
instructors can see and correct the
faults of beginners and teach them as
in no other way. No ammunition is
used. On the machine, under the rifle
and out of sight of the marksman, is
a little pasteboard target correspond-
ing, on a reduced scale, to the target at

MARITIME PULP MILL.

Granted Exemption From Taxation
For Fifteen Years,

CHATHAM, N. B, June 21.—A large
meeting of the ratepayers was held‘
this evening in Masonic Hall to consider
the question of exemption of taxation
of the pulp mill. Mayor Murdoch was
called to the chair, and Col. Mackenzie
moved a resplution exempting the mill
from town rates, ex=ept school rates,
for e pertod of fifteen years, such ex-
empﬁup to’ take effeot ondy while the
mill was in operation. W. B. Snowball
moved an amendment to the effect that
the mill be taxed om a valuation of
$50,000 for all purposes for a period of
ten years. Robert Murray moved as
8n amendment to the amendment that
the property be taxed at present and
while not being operated upon the
same basis as alt other town property
but that in event of the mill hexné
operatad that the town deel gbnerousi
ly with the come>m so operating and
tax on half its value for fifteen years.
Speeches were made in favor of the
original motion by Col. Mackenzie, W.
C.Winslow, Premier Tweedie, Ge'orge
Watt and others. The several amend-
ments were speken tb by W, B. Snow-
ball, James Nicol, W. 8, Loggie, M. P.
P, Robert Murray, P. Mclntyre and
R. A. Lawlor. Durlhg' the meeting
points of order were raised as to the
qualifieations of voters at the meeting
and :fvlso upon the manner in whish the
meeting had been called by his worship
the mayor. Mayor Murdoch appeared
to overrule both exceptions, and pro-
ceaded with the business in hand. The
vote was viva voce, and no division of
the house Wwas called. The originaj
motion was carried by what appeared
to be a large majority judging from
the volume of sound.

Some little interruption was made by
some parties in the audience, but the
presence of Marshal Buckiey acted as
a check and the procesdifgs were gen-
erally very orderly. Sonié parties as-
sert that a purchaser is in sight, whilst
othérs mainltain the opposite,

The above refers to the works of the
Maritime Sulphite Fibre Co., a chemi-
cal pulp mill that has cost nearly
$1,000,000. It failed to pay expenses
and intgrest on its bonded debt, and
went into liquidatiom.. The Bank of
Montreal, the prineipal Bondholder,
foreclosed its mortgage and acquired
a title to the property after some liti-
gation, and is now offering it for sale,
with a large area of timber limits, for
$250,000, exclusive of stqck on hand,
which is about half of the amount the
bank has put into it. Partits tith
whom the hank is negotiating asked
for tax exemption and anp option on
sufficient lumber to run the mill till
logs can be got out. The bank has
secured the option required, and now
the citizens have voted exemgtion for
fifteen years. This looks as though
a sale will be effected and the mill
started once more. It employed 300
hands and distributed $115,000 a year
in wages. Chatham will be greatly
benefitffed by the renewed operation
of the mill,

Mr. McDougall is an able and faith-
ful ofiicer. His vigilance, fearlessness
and detemixl;@lon to fight every

illegal payment to the point when he
is overruled by the thinisters compris-
ing the treasury board, and the frank-
ness with which he then prints the
whole story in his report make him a
terror to boodling contractors and
boodling ministers. This splendid of-
ficer was appointed by the Mackenzie
government in 1878. He had beén for
one term a member of the Ontario
legislature, and had served two terms
in the dominion parliament. He was
always an ardent and uncompromising
liberal. Mr. McDougall is no doubt a
libaral still, but, regarding himself asa
judicial officer, he has under both gov?
ernments administered his department
without fear or favor. There is not in
his work or his writing any indication
that age is telling on him, He is
sixty-five, three years older than the
premler, thirteen years younger than
the secretary of state. Mr. McDoug-
all is good for several years of effec-
tive service if the government ‘will
only permit him to perform it. But
the ministers are dissatisfied with him
for the same reason that they are of-
fended with Lord Dundonald. The
difference is that they cannot turn him
out of office when he turns on the
light. They can only obstruct him
and tire him out.

\ TWO STATEMENTS.

The minister of militia has given the
government organs this grossly unjust
and deceptive  criticism of Lord Dun-
donald’s statement:

“What strikes me as rather pecu-
liar,” said Sir Frederick, ‘is the course
which he followed, according to him-
gelf, to benefit the militia. His own
story is that he pursued the dishonest
course of remaining in the employ-
ment of the government .and under
the control of the minister simply and
solely to look out and watch for some-
thing so that he could do the minister
the utmost possible harm. He says he
did this in preference to retiring. That
is the avowed object which he pursued
while all the time pretending loyalty
to the government and loyalty to my-
self, with whom he was on the best
possible terms, sending me letters and
notes daily. As I have said, this was
a rather strange course to pursue, at
least it strikes me that way.”

The fairness and veracity of the min-
ister may be judged by reading his
language in connection with the state-
ment of Lord Dundonald, to which the
minister refers. This is what Lord
Dundonald said:

‘“My only reason for remaining in my
post was to benefit the militia of Can-
ada, but my efforts were so persist-
ently blocked that I came to look upon
the case as a hopeless one. I was forc-
ed to reflect very seriously upon what
I could do to effect my object—the im-
provement of the militia. It seemed to
me that, imperfect as is the training,
great as is the lack of armament,
numerous as are the faults of detail,
there lies behind all these evils a far
greater evil—the indifference of the

men who govern the country to the
welfare of the force.

PRIVATE INFORMATION.

Among the paragraphs which Sir
Frederick Borden struck out of the
report of Lord Dundonald was his re-
ference to the condition of the perma-
nent forces.

“ strength, had 277 enlistments and 154
“ desertions. The two small instruc-

DE MONTS AND CHAMPLAIN.

P

De Monts and Champlain were in the
same relative positions of authority
when they reached St. John as when
they explored Annapolis Basin. But
the central character of the Annapolis
celebration is De Monts, while in St.
John Champlain’s name is the more
prominent. In the expedition of 1604
De Monts was the man in chief au-
thority, but in Canadian history
Champlain is the important character.
Take him all together, Champlain is
the greatest of all the men whom
France sent to this continent while she
claimed and sought to maintain supre-
macy here. Soldier, navigator, geo-
grapher, author, administrator, states-
man, Champlain presented a remark-
able combination of high qualities. He
was not a man of letters, but his writ-
ing has a style about it, indicating a
strong and marked individuality. He
illustrated his story with maps of his
own and with quaint.drawings. His
annals are singularly free from exag-
geration or careless errors. ‘While
many of the charter holders of his
time were mere adventurers, serving
their own ambitions, Champlain seems
to have been a just and patriotic ser-
vant of his country and king. He pre-
sented to the colonists and to the na-
tives a type of strong, brave, true
manhood, and of genuine leadership.
De Monts makes a good appearance on
this memorable voyage. His large
toleration and his good disposition are
commended. But he was not near the
beginning of a great career as Cham-
plan was on St. John’s day, 1604. The
navigator and historian was the
earliest Canadian statesman. Had his
successor exhibited half his powers,
with equal moderation and justice,
France would not so easily have been
dispossessed. A great part of the
thirty years of his life after 1604 was
spent in Canada, where he met with
success and defeat, but suffered no
dishonor. Brifish victory removed him
from this continent, but as an old man
he returned to Canada to die by the
banks of the St. Lawrence.

AN ABANDONED POLICY.

With a majority of fifty-five to sixty
the Laurier government may some-
times think that it caa pass any legis-
lation. That idea seems to have pos-
sessed Mr. Sifton when he asked his
cclleagues to place the Manitoba eleg-
toral lists under fedaral control, and
also in the mind of the other ministers
when they agreed to his proposition.
It was, however, discovered that such
legislation could not pass earlier than
Christmas and perhaps not then. There
is a limit to the power of a majority
when outrages of a certain class are
attempted.

The liberal policy in opposition was
the provincial control of the federal
lists. The conservative policy was fed-
eral control of federal <clection ma-
chinery with a judicial revis-
jon of the list of electors. Each
system has in it something to com-
mend and something to criticise, and
both may be abused. When the pro-
grammes were discussed as party is-
sues the conservatives had control at
Otta va, the liberals dominated the pro-
vincial governments.

When Sir Wilfrid attained power his
party was supreme both at Ottawa
and the provincial capitals. H‘e swept
away the revising officers, meost of
them judges, adopted the provincial
fran-hises and the provincial registra-
tion. Each province had its own
methods, . but in all the liberal party
had some advantage in the prepara-
tion of the lists. For instance in this
province under the system as amend-
ed the municipalities chose two revis-
ors out of three, and the third is a
provincial government creation. Under
this method the forged Rothesay list
was produced.

In process of time the Laurier party
lost control of Manitoba. A strong
estab-

lished there. British Columbia also

became comservative in provineial poli-
tics. The liberal government of On-
tario got into trouble, and there were
signs of other changes. It began to
appear that the liberal party stood to
lose by leaving the federal election list
of Manitoba in the control of a con-
servative government and legislature.
The safme might soon be true of other
provinces.

Therefore Mr, Sifton seems to have
convinced the brilliant idea of trans-
ferring to Ottawa the  management of
the federal franchise and the federal
lists of those provinces which had
conservative local governments, leav-
ing matters as they were 'in the lib-
eral provinces. This was the legisla-
tion which the premier meant when he
told the house what legislation re-
mained to be introduced. Such a
measure could only be fought by all
methods known to parliamentary prac-
tice. Had Sir Wilfrid at Mr. Sif-
ton’s request reverted to com-
plete federal control he might have
been criticised but his scheme would
have become law. If he had allowed
the provinces to remain in control,
taking his punishment as it came, he
would have found the provincial con-
‘servatives prepared to give him a fair-
er deal than he ever gave them. But
‘he and Mr. Sifton might have known
that they would not be allowed to ap-
ply one principle in certain provinces
and the other in the rest of Canada.

I

THE PULP INDUSTRY.

It will be a good thing for the North
Shore if the action taken by the Chat-
ham ratepayers results in the sale of
the pulp mills to parties who will ef-
fectively operate them. This industry
was one of the most important in that
part of the province. Eveniif it did not
pay large dividends to the owners it
gave employment at good pay to a
great number of men. It is singular
that this province, which is one of
the greatest spruce regions in the
world, has not as yet found the manu-
facture of wood pulp a profitable in-
vestment. Misfortunes and troubles of
various'kinds have attended the enter-
prises, not only on the North Shore but
in St. John county, where two estab-
lishments have been erected. The diffi-
culties can hardly be regarded as the
result of necessary natural conditions,

for spruce pulp wood must be cheaper

at a well situated mill in some parts
of this province than anywhere else in
the world within reach of a market.
Faults of management or
disagreements,

location,
special accidental cir-
cumstances may for a time bring
about difficulties in this industry in
New Brunswick, as formerly occurred
in Maine. But if spruce wood contin-
ues to be the material from which
paper is made, New Brunswick is in
the nature of things destined to be the
centre of a great pulp and paper man-
ufacturing business.

THE TEMPERANCE CONVENTION.

The provincial temperance conven-
tion held in this city yesterday is an
event which rightly claims a share of
public attention. It will be observed
that the addresses and the resolutions
were practical in their character and
moderate in tone. To serve any good
purpose a convention of this kind must
be definite in its statements and de-
mands, seeking such
seems likely to be obtainable, and
likely to be effective. No doubt all, or
nearly all those who attended yester+
day’s meeting are in favor of Dominion
prohibition. That failing, they would
support prohibition for the province.
Meanwhile they commend the Scott
act, which is prohibition for the muni-
cipality. For such portions of the
province as will remain under license
these reformers ask for certain am-
endments to the license laws, with the
object of giving the local authorities
and the people in these communities
larger powers to regulate and restrict.
These amendments were presented to
the government last winter, but no ac-
tion was taken by the ministry. It is
proposed to give the government a few
months more time. The further an-
nouncement is made that if nothing is
done or promised in the way of amend-
ment of the license law an attempt
will be made to substitute the Scott
act for license in those counties which
are now under the license law.

THE DUTY ON BRINE.

U. S. Appraisers Say it Was an a
Mistake,

A decision of much interest to ex-
rorters of fish in the province has been
tanded down by the board of United
“tates general appraisers. Fish im-

rted to the States in brine are duti-

by weight at the rate of half a
. pound. About six months ago
weneral appraisers ruled that the
brine surrounding the fish must be in-
cluded in the dutiable weight. The
board now explains that its former de-
cision must be interpreted to mean
that only the brine adhering to fish
fter they have been drained shall be
included in the dutiable weight.

The decision is of great interest to
the importers of New KEngland, as a
result of whose protest the matter was
brought to the attention of the ap-
rs. For some time the fish im-
s here have been paying a duty
both on the weight of the fish and the
brine in the barrels, surrounding the
Their contention was that the
levying of a charge by the government

the brine was entirely unfair, be-
cause the brine was not essentially a
part of the fish. They also pointed
out that the aggregate duty was so
high that their profits were materially
educed.

The convention of temperance dele-
gates from all over the province op-

ened in Leinster street Baptist school
room Wednesday ‘afternoon and was
continued in the evening. The attend-
ance was large and much enthusiasm
was shown.

Rev, C. W. Hamilton called the
meeting to order. He was pleased to
see so many who considered the mat-
ter important enough for them to meet
there. He considered that it was be-
coming more fitting every day that
temperance -should be considered a
part of religion,

Mr. Hamilton was chosen chairman
for both meetings. W. C. Simpson,
grand secretary of the Temple of Hon-
or, was elected secretary,

‘The chairman said that as efforts to
obtain temperance legislation had been
unsuccessful, they had decided to is-
sue a call to all interested to a con-
vention. A provisional programme had
been drawn up, which the convention
might alter in any way they thought
fit, The first resolution on the pro-
gramme has been committed to good
H#hnds, Rev. Mr. Thomas of <Jamp-
bellton, and Rev. Dr. McLeod of Fred-
ericton. Rev. Mr. Thomas first read
the resolution:

“Whereas temperance sentiment is
so strong in New Brunswick that the
sale of intoxicating liquors is practi-
cally prohibited in the greater part of
the province, and whereas at<the pro-
hibition plebiscite held a few years
ago it was clearly shown*that the un-
ited temperance vote of the province
is very largely in excess of those fav-
orable to the liquor business;

“Therefore this convention urges all
temperance peeple in- New: Brunswick
to stand together in demanding strong
temperance legislation for every part
of the province as such united action
on our part cannot fail to bring about
the desired result.”

Mr, Thomas considered the resolu-
tion a very easy one-to move,.for he
thought there would be no difference
of opinion among them and the reso-
ution stated that the sale of liquor
was illegal in many parts of the pro-
vince. ‘There were about two votes in
favor of prohibition to one against.
He had noticed that if a minister was
tco earnest in temperance work he was
often advised not to take too prom-
inent a part. He thought the minis-
ter should be in the front rank of the
movement. “As a Christian people they
had a right to decide on united action
in the matter. If a man is relieved of
some illness he goes back to his work
g, different man. This is plain to the
eyes. In the same way the right or
wrong in the heart manifests itself. In
carrving out the resolution one man
would take too much on himself if he
pointed out the line of action to be
followed. Much time had been wast-
ed in the past. He wished to refer to
the Canada Tempecrance Act, whi.ch
he considered the finest piece of legis-
lation in Canada. He hoped that it
would be possible to apply it to the
city and county of St. Johm. If that
were done the conventions would not
have been in vain.

Rev. Dr. McLeod, Fredericton, had
much pleasure in seconding the resolu-
tion. He understood there was a
school above them. It was in the in-
terest of those boys in the school that
they were meeting. The resolution
states that the temperance sentiment
in New Brunswick was strong and
gave evidence to support it. There
was a majority in favor of prohibition
in every province in Canada with the
exception of Quebec, which gave &
hugz negative vote. In New Bruns-
wick two thirds of the people had con-
stitutionally voted in favor of prohibi-
tion. The Canada Temperance Act he
was ready to defend everywhere. It had
been unfortunately enforced by dis-
honest officials. In proof this figures had
been prepared by the.deminion statis-
tician in reply to a request of the tem-
perance people. Among other things
crime was touched. In the province of
New Brunswick could be seen the ef-
fect of the act side by side with those
districts which were not under the act.
Two thirds of the population were
under the action of the Canada Tem-
perance Act, and one third was under
the licensing system. This latter third
is responsible for two thirds of the
crime of the province. That showed
the effect of the Canada Temperance
Act.

It was a fact that temperance senti-
ment must take a stronger form. They
had plenty that manifested itself in
sp2eches, enthusiastic meetings and so
on,>but they wanted something more
solid. 'The political bosses promised to
give careful consideration to these
resolutions, but they knew that the
temperance .
party lines at eleetion time.
they knew this the bosses were dafe.
The rum men had one party piatform,
their own business; and one party, the
party that would protect their busi-
ness. They stick to that party by
whatever name it happens to call it-
self. The temperance party must take
a leaf out of their book and stand only
by the platform of its own interests.

The speaker held that the indépend-
ent voter was the only hope of the

country. He should not belong to a:

party, the party should belong to him.
The party voter had everything, .in-
cluding his thoughts, prepared for hx_m.
He was only a “thing” to do the bid-
ding of the party boss. Just as soon
as the temperance voter gave the
party leader to understand that he was
in earnest he would get what he want-
ed. He ought to vote as he prayed.

political- stump. The government ma-
jority had been:reduced to three. They
rhad lost the support of the liquor
trade, and so the temperance party
was a real power. He would not be at
all surprised if the present government
of-Ontario went to the country on the
prohibition question. He knew it would
be an uphill fight for the people of
Neéw Brunswick, but victory would
surely come in the end to those who
were in the right. He no longer kept
the word fail in his vocabulary. Just
as sure as the kingdom of God would
come, prohibition would come. The
liquor traffic was opposed to every-
‘thing that could be considered to be-
long to the kingdom of God. A saloon
keeper had told the speaker that he
eould not serve God in his business.
Was it not their duty, he said, to take
such a. man out of that business? The
liquor licensing laws would never do
any real good. Our descendants will
look upon us as barbarians for toler-
ating the evil so long. Once the peo-
ple of Canada believed that prohibition
was coming the hardest work was
done. He thanked God the people
seemed ‘to be realizing this.

W. W. Kingston suggested that 200
people subscribe $5 each to pay the
salary of a man who should do in New
Brunswick the work that Dr. Chown
had done in Ontario.

It was resolved that the chairman ap-
point a committee from the delegates
present to continue the work along the
lines suggested by the resolutions. The
names will be published in a few days.

Micheel Kelly of St. Martins moved
a resolution amid considerable amuse-
ment, pledging the convention to sup-
port a women’s suffrage act.

There are far too many wvessels afloat
for the business which has to be done,
and in spite of this the shipyards are
still doing all they are able for. The
over-production is largely due to the
cheapness of iron and stezl and vessels
are now built at greatly reduced cost.

Will Long be
Remembered.

Corner Stone of De Monts Statue Laid
—Addresses by Distinguished

Representatives,

ANNAPOLILS, June 22.—The great
De Monts celebration is at an end.
Unlimited success has attended it from
start to finish, and even those who had
looked forward to the event with the
most sanguine anticipaticns were
agreeably surprised. Old Annapolis
Royal will ever remember the days of
June 21st and 22nd, 1904. A _genera-
tion from now mothers will tell their
children how three great nations of the
world participated in the celebration,
and its memories récorded in the his-
tories of this dominion will go down
tosposterity, as one of the most just
and singularly appropriate events ever
held on Canadian soil.

It was a happy thought of the Nova
Scotia, Historical Society, when it an-
nounced over two years ago that
something should be done by the peo-
ple of the province to commemorate
the deeds of those noble explorers, De-
Monts and his companions, to whom
the origin of this beautiful village by
the sea is due. Strangely changed is
the Annapolis Valley from what it was
three hundred years ago when those
brave sons of France slowly wended
their;way through that narrow gut on
the rocky shore of the Bay of Fundy,
and without map or chart sailed up
the river to a point opposite Goat Is-
land and there planted the first fort in
this part of the world.

The appearance of old Fort Anne
this morning, decorated with the flags
of three great nations, green with na-
ture’s coating, and crowded with thou-
sands n.f people, can be' better imagin-
ed than described. It is probably safe
to say that there was not a single in-
dividual there who did not cast his
thoughts back to the condition of that
historic spot, three hundred years be-
fore, and indeed many looking far in-
to the future speculated as to the cele-
brations which will undoubtedly be
held there on the anniversary of this
day at the expiration of each coming
century.

Down in the distance could be seen
a flag flying over the remains of the
first fort, while between the two, pre-
senting a striking picture as they laid
almost side by side, were warships
representing France, England and the
United States.

Chatting on the green, or walking in
the .beautiful shady walks, the sail-
ors and marines intermingled. Every-
body was filled with the spirit of the
historic occasion; while each individual
resident of the town left nothing un-
done that would in any way add to
the success of the celebration.

DE MONTS® STATUE.

The most important part oZ today’s
programme was the laying of the cor-
ner stone of the De Monts statue in
the old garrison grounds. At 10.30
o’clock the band from the United States
ship Detroit landed at the steamship
pier and played as they marched to
the old fort. A few moments later the
crowds assembled in thousands, and
at eleven o’clock the lieutenant gover-
nor and distinguished representatives
arrived, the American band playing
God Save the King. The grounds were
beautifully decorated under the man-
agement of W. J. Shannon, to whom
much. of the success of the event is
due. At the left of the site of the
monument was a large new flagstaff,
from which was flying a beautiful
Union Jack presented to the garrison
committee by Mr. Holmes of Truro.

The above committee is composed of
his worship Mayor King, W. J. Shan-
non, E. D. Arnaud and Stipendiary
Magzis‘rate Fred Leavitt.

Among those who gathered around
the huge granite pedestal were the
government aide-de-camp, Capt. Dill-
ingham, Admiral Sir Archibald Doug-
las, Mr. Kleczkowski, Major General
Sir Charles Parsons, Capt. Aubry of
the Troude, Judge Owens, Mayor King,
Archbishop O’Brien, Hon. J. W. Long-
ley, Magistrate Leavitt and others.

Mr. Leavitt read an address to the
lieutenant governor from the town of
Annapolis, and presented him with a
silver trowel with which to lay the
stone.

His honor acknowledged the distinc-
tion and expressed his pleasure at be-
ing associated with the important
fungtion. He referred to the unveil-
ing of the statue on the 15th day of
next October. In the presence of those
illustrious representatives of three
great powers, Admiral Douglas, Capt.
Dillingham, Capt. Aubry and Mr.
Kleczkowski, he dedicated the spot,
and with a few strokes of the delicate
trowel plced the stone in position.

The following articles were deposited
in the corner-stone: Copies of the
Halifax Herald and Chronicle of June
21st, 1904; copies of Annapolis Specta-
tor, Bridgewater Monitor and Middle-
ton Outlook; coins of Canada, silver
and copper, 1902 and 1903; copy of plan
of Fort Anne, 1710; programme of ter-
centenary celebration, 1904; list of
names of officials of Annapolis, 1904,
and of commissioners of Fort Anne,
1904; copy of Belcher’s Almanac, 1504;
booklet, A Glimpse Through Annapolis
Royal.

After the ceremony a royal salute of
twent¥-one guns was fired from all
the ships in the harbor, while the as-
sembly retired within the ramparts and
the distinguished visitors took their
places _on the stand, where speeches
were delivered by Admiral Douglas,
Sir Chas. Parsons, F. B. Wade, M. P,,
and S. V. Hoffman of New York.

Hon. Mr. Longley first introduced

SIR ARCHIBALD DOUGLAS,

and in doing so spoke of his kindness
during the celebration. As the admiral
came forward to speak the band struck

up Nancy YLee. He regretted wery
much the fact that the size of the
Ariadne would not allow her to come
all the way up, and paid a high tribute
Fo Hon. Mr. Longley for the manner
in which he had conducted the cele-
bration. 'The old explorers, De Monts
and his companions, had left us a
tinge of blood, so now the French,
Saxon and Scotch are one in the Can-
ad.ian. The admiral said he wished to
join hands with Mr. Kleczkowski, the
representative of the great French re-
public, and Capt, Dillingham of the
United States, our twin brother, He
was pleased to be of any service to the
Historical Society, and was happy to
say “Long live the memory of De
Monts,”
The next speaker was

SIR CHARLES PARSONS,

When introdueing him Mr. Longley
said he believed him to be the ablest
British officer who ever filled the posi-
tion of commander-in-chief in British
North America.

Sir Charles spoke of the excellent
situation of the fort and drew atten-
tion to the fact that in his party De
Monts must have had some able sold-
iers, whose judgment certainly equall-
ed that of any soldier of the present
time. The fort itself, the manner in
which it was erected and above all
the strong situation was evidence of
that fact. He felt proud to take part
in the celebration of the wo#k of such
men. After Sir Charles had stopped

speaking thé band played Rule Bri-|

tannia and
F. B. WADE, M. P,

for Annapelis Co., was asked to speak
in the name of Sir Wilfrid Laurier.
He said that he had asked the prem-
ier for an appropriation to the monu-
ment fund and was sorry that it could
not have been complbted in time to be
unveiled today. The erection of the
statue meant something more than the
celebration of the event three hundred
years ago. It would tell rising gener-
ations what had taken place today.
He was pleased to be there in perfect
harmony with our brothers from the
south and he thought it a great bless-
ing that we have the French race
working in this dominion. Mr. Wade
referred to the fact that De Monts
gave the same religious rights to the
Calvinists as to the Roman Catholics
and said that Canada three hundred
years from now will be what we make
it. :
S. V. HOFFMAN

of the New Yark Historical Society
conveyed to the assembly the greet-
ings of that society and acknowledged
the courtesy shown them by asking
that a representative be sent to the
celebration. Champlain had a peculiar
interest, and Mr. Hoffman teld a very
interesting story in connection with
that famous explorer., He left France
in 1603, and was the engineer of his
party sent out to prepare and send
back maps of the country. In 1867, in
the township of Renfrew, Ross county,
Ontario, there was found a bronze in-
strument such as was used at that
time by the French to take observa-
tions from the sun bearing the date
1603. This instrument was probably
used by Champlain, for in 1613 he tra-
velled up the Ottawa river and in his
diary frequently wrote the words “I
took tbe altitude with my Asterlabe.”
The party was so heavily laden with
baggage that part of it was lest in the
woods near the place where this in-
strument was found. Mr. Hoffman
believes this instrument was the one
used by Champlain on that trip, for
after losing his baggage the explorer
never again mentioned his Asterlabe.
Mr. Hoffman’'s address was one of
the most interesting delivered during
the celebration.

Mr. Longley announced that N. Hov-
enden, the representative of the Royal
Historical Society, London, had not
reached New York in time to come on
for the celebration. The Nova Scotia
Historical Society, he said, desired him
to express their appreciation of the
kindness shown to them by the govern-
ments, of France and the TUnited
Stat:s, the different historical soci-
eties, learned institutions, and to the
people of Annapolis for their hospltai-
ity. It was a glorious thing to report
that the French, TUnited States and
British flags floated side by side in the
old fort.

Rev. Dr. Forrest of Dalhousie Col-
lege moved, seconded by Rev. Dr. Keir-
stead of Acadia, a vote of thanks to
Hon. Mr. Longley for his indefatigable
efforts in preparing for the celebration.
Mr. Longley replying in suitable terms
said that he had received his reward
long ago, for he could not find words
with which to express his sincere ap-
preciation of the kindness shown to
him by the nations whose
tives were present at the celebration.

The band played the national anthem
and thc assembly adjourned.

AFTERNOON’'S PROCEEDINGS.

In the afternoon the str.
left her wharf with a large excursion
party for the Aviadne on invitation of
Admiral Douglas, who desired ail who
could, to visit his vessel before she
left for St. John. The party were loud
in their praiszs of the generosity of
the admiral and his officers during the
time they were on board. Those who
had to leave on the six o’clock train
for Digby, were unable to accompany
the excursion, and went for a drive
instead. Four large buckboards load-
ed with fepresentatives, townspeople,
and newspaper men, left Judge Owens’
at three o’clock, driving out the Hali-
fax road, about four miles. Returning
they went up the beautiful L.eQuille
River to the Indian camps. Here they
visited the site of an old fort and saw
the place where Nicholson met the
French, after which they drove to the
golf club grounds, where tea was serv-
ed by the ladies. The scenery was
beautiful and the drive was one of
the “most pleasant incidents during
the celebration. In connection with
this drive too much cannot be said
about the kindness of Messrs. Brad-
ford and Waest, president and secre-
tary of the golf club, respectively, and
Judge Owens. His Worship Mayor
King s also to be congratulat-
ed upen the manner in which he car-
ried out his onerous dutie\s.

He appealed to the mi-
litia of York (Toronto), mainly U. E.

The council adjourned wuntil the
next day, and then d2cided to prorogue
the house and declare martial law.
On the 5th August this was done. This
was in all probability the turning point
in the history ef this continent. Had
Prock been a weak man, or had his
loyalist militia shown any lack of en-
thusiasm in backing him up, Upper
Canada, would have been lost. Sir
George Prevost, a weak, incompetént
man, seemed willing to abandon the
province. The exeeutive council were
mainly of U. E, Loyalist descent, and
tkey stood by Brock under circum-

Col. Denison closed with a strong
and earnest appeal in favor of imperial
unity. The cause, he said, that Can-
ada has made her own has been taken
up in Great Britain, and strenuous ef-
forts are being made to induce the
mother country to meet these advarnces
of her colenies and consolidate her
possessions in such a way as to pre-
serve and secure the markets of the
empire for the empire. The desire is
to put a stop to the system by which
every “foreign nation is ‘fostered and
nurtured at the expense of the assets
and resources of our empire, which
should be preserved and-employed to
strengthen and support the interests
of our own race.

General Brock was now master of
the situation, and the change in the
aspect of affairs in twelve days was
almost miraculous., A stirring address
to the people went forth on the same
day. On the 6th Brock left for Am-
herstburg. On the morning of the
16th August he crossed the river with
1,330 men and captured Detroit, with
the whole of General Hull's army of
2,500 men, and their immense stores of
supplies and munitions of war, which
he needed urgently to help arm the
militia. On the 18th October following
the brilliant wvictory of Queenston
Heights was won at the cost of Brock’s
life. Here again at his heels were the
Loyalist militia, his last words of en-
couragemeént being given to the York
volunteers, who had aISC\ been with
him at Detroit. A\

To show under what circumstances
Brack and his followers fought to re-
tain Canada for the British crown, I
may meantion that when he set out
from Fort George on the -morning of
the victory of Quzeaston Heights he
left in prison under the guard of a few
old soldiers as large a number of trait-
ors and aliens as he had altogether of
loyal soldiers wunder his command
when he made his charge upon the
Heights before the reinforcements
came up.

These two victories, Detroit and
Queenston Heights settled the fate of
the war. They inspired the loyal, they
overawad the disloyal, they gave

Sir James Grant in his remarks com-
pared the human system with the elec-
tric jar naturally stored, but capable
of cbnormal storage, causing . great
rigidity in the muscles.

His
qualification for membership came
from certain books which he had writ-
ten on military and historical sub--
jects. As his own

in 1783 and afterwards removed to
Upper Canada, it was appropriate that
he should take for his theme in this
place the United Empire Loyalists.

The first part of the address gave
an interesting review of the cause of
the war, the motives of the revolution-
ists, the original mistakes of the Brit-
ish government and of the Loyalists
of the colonies, and of General Howe
and other military leaders on ‘the
ground.

Colonel Denison discussed the influ-
ence which the Loyalists exerted on
the social, national, political and com-
mercial life of the country.

The Loyalists held as their great
doctrine, as the foremost article of
their creed, the scriptural injunction
“Fear God! Honor the King!” This
was their simple faith, to' fear God,
or in other words, to obey His com-
mands, and live righteously, to honor
the King—that is, to obey the laws
and support the
country, and to stand true to their
allegiance to their sovereign. The re-

It is a great blessing to us all that
we live in a country where the laws
are honestly administered, where jus-
tice is not bought, where crimes are
punished, where life and property are
secure, and where we enjoy as much
real liberty as any peovle on earth. It
§s due to the law-abiding British sen-
timent of our people, brought here by
our fathers and handed down to their
children, that we possess all these in-
estimable advantages, which we do not
fully value, because we accept them
as a matter of course.

The United Empire Loyalists have
also exerted a great influence on the
political history of this continent.

The immunity from Indian attacks

, timent, and did not care under which
flag they lived. In twenty years these
two classes were almost equal in num-
bers, the Loyalists being recruited by
settlers from the old country who had
. settled in Canada from a desire still
to retain their allegiance, and live un-
der their own fag,

This was the condition of affairs in
Canada in 1812 at the opening of the
war with the United States. Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick were com-
paratively safe, owing to the fact that
' Great Britain held the command of
the sea. The universal loyalist feel-
ing of the people was also a great se-
curity. Quebec, that impregnable
stronghold, gave us a firm grasp upon
the eastern portion of Lower Canada,
while the staunch loyalty of our
. French Canadian fellow countrymen,
under the enthusiastic leadership of
their clergy, made that province, with
its much larger population, more se-
cure, .

The point of danger, the turning
point of ithe whole war, was Upper
Canada. It was situated nearer to
the main population and resources of
the United States; it was much more
open to attack, and it had a scattered
population of about 70,000, of whom
only 11,000 were able bodied men, cap-
able of bearing arms.

General Brock was at the head of
affairs, not enly commanding the Brit-
j ish forces 1,500 strong, but he was the
civil lieutsnant governor as well. He
saw at once the danger. Indeed he
had foreseen it years before it came.

The next crisis in the affair of Up-
per Canada occurred in 1837, when
owing to the agitation of a few new
comers, and some descendants of
those who were lukewarm in 1812, an
attempt was made to throw off the
connection with Great Britain and es-
tablish a republic. There were no Brit-
ish soldiers in the province, but Sir
Francis Bond Head, the lieutenant
governor, did not have to appeal to
the loyal inhabitants to support him.
They poured into Toronto spontane-
ously from every direction, in such
numbers- to uphold law and order, that
the rebels were dispersed at once. In
various places where trouble arocse, the
malcontents were promptly put down.

The striking point about this rising
of the loyal population in defense of
law and order, is the extraordinary
contrast between the prompt and vig-
orous action of the loyal neople, and
the apathy and slowness of the same
class in the early days of the Ameri-
can Revolution, Had the loyal men
gathered on the day of the first fight-
ing at Lexington in 1775, and poured
into Boston in the same way, the re-
volution would not have been a suc-
cess.

In 1842, at the time of the Maine
boundary dispute, Governor Fairfield
threatened hostile operations. The
Loyalists of New Brunswick stood firm
while the legislature of Nova Scotia,
representing the same breed of staunch
defenders of British institutions, at
once placed all their militia and all
their revenues at the disposal of the
government to aid their sister pro-
vince in defending her rights. This
bold and determined action prevented
war, and once more the same old spirit
had its influence.

In the Fenian raid of 1866 the militia
forces of New Brunswick rallied to
the flag with enthusiasm, as did those
of the sister provinces of Ontarig and
Quebec, and the invaders were soon
driven out of our Dborders. In the
Trent 2ffair the Canadian people show-
ed the most loyal spirit, and their de-
termined attitude probably prevented
war and all its attendant calamities.
All these episodes indicate ihe great
influence the U. E. Loyalists have had
in our military affairs.

In 1887 a very insidious scheme was
evaolved in New York, and with the as-
sistance of a few people in Canada
was launched in favor of a commer-
cial union between the United States
and this country. This proposition at
first was favorably received. The
great prosperity which had been en-
joyed by Canada during the existence
of the old reciprocity treaty
had caused a genaral feeling
among the people that this pros-
perity was the result of the treaty,
when, in reality, it was due for a time
to the Crimean war, which raised the
price of wheat to nearly double, and
caused a keen demand at high prices
for all that Canada could produce.
The average, citizen at first thought
favorably of commercial union. The
Loyalist element was not asleep, how-
ever, and it was soon felt that an en-
tangiement such as commercial union
would necessarily involve, weuld in
the long run be likely to end in the
annexation or absorption of Canada.
This was contrary to the dream of the
Loyalits of the revolution, They
feught for a United Empire—~a United
British Empire. For that idea they
had Mmade all their sacrifices, for.that
they end their desceadants had always
ftood true to their sovereign and to
British institutions. This same idea
animated all other

‘Dr, Lindsay Parker, on " Life’s Supreme Ideal.”

Dr. Lindsay Parker, rector of St. Pe-
ter’'s church, Brooklyn, in the chapel
of Packer Institute, preached the bac-
calaureate sermon before the faculty
and students. The subject of the ex-
cellent discourse was ‘Life’s Supreme
Ideal.” The text was from Ephesians
v:l: “Be ye therefore followers of God

as dear children.” Among other things,
Dr. Parker said:

These words of St. Paul set before us
the supreme ideal of life. You whom
I address tonight have, every one of
you, I doubt not, some ideal, some
standard of desire, the goal of swhich
you would fain reach, the prize which
would be to you the abundiant reward
of most patient and arduous pu:rsuit.
Each one of you might imnake your own
the words of this same apostle, in an-
other of his letters: “One irthing I do,
forgetting the things which are behind,
and stretching forward unto the things
which are before, I press onward to-
arwd the goal, unto the prize.” Will
you suffer me, dear friends, in my sin-
cere and earnest desire to minister to
you in some real and helpful way, to
ask, what is the one thing for you, what
is your supreme standard of desire, the
jdeal to the relization of which you are
willing to give your life, your one sa-
cred life in this world, with all its op-
portunities, powers, possibilities? My
sole business with you tonight is to pre-
sent the ideal of the text as one which
rules out all that were unworthy of
you as children of God, and which z}l-
lows and includes every desire and sim
and ambition which will beautify your
character and enrich and ennoble your
life.

Now this is one of those texts which
the revised version gives us much more
satisfactorily than the old. In the lat-
ter it reads: “Be ye, therefore, follow=-
ers of God, as dear children,” A weak,
roor . rendering, one cannot help feel-
of the splendid summons which

ing,

fore, imitators of God,
dren.”

You see at once how clearly and for-
cibly this reading brings out the apos-
tle’s thought. To be a follower of God
may mean many things. To imitate
i~li1;1 can mean but one. That I am
God’'s dear child is indeed a thought
most sweet and comforting. But if
[ am His beloved, and if I know it, rea-
lize it, feel it—ah! then I am thril]ed,
uplifted, inspired! What is there now
that I may not aspire to and hope for?
What that I dare not attempt as my
Father’'s beloved child? “Become,
therefore, imitators of God, as beloved
children.”

Here now is one of the many illustra-
tions which the words of Christ and
His apostles afford of the divine hu-
manity. Hence their deep, invincible
faith in man, their lofty claims for him,
their bold, unquestioning challenge of
the nature which has in it the power
to respond; hence commands present-
ing the most exalted duties, solicita-

to be .something more than the mere
slave of ‘‘the categorical imperative.”

Rise bove the constraint and restraint
of:a “sense of duty.” Where the Spirit
of the Lord is there is libertythe glori-
pus liberty of the sons and’ daughters
of ‘'the Almighty. ‘“Become, therefore,
imitators of God,’ ’if you would be free
indeed, and know the true blessedneéss
of the ideal life, *! * =

Here, here is the secret of “the larger
nope.” Here is the great and precious
truth which we must hide in our
hearts, if we would not sin against God
our Father—and against our, own na-
fure—by doubting, the fullness of the
redemption which-is ours in Christ
Jesus our Lord, agtransfigured by the
mystic, mighty power of His spirit, we
are changed into the Divihe image,
made perfect even as our”Father who
is in heaven is - perfect. ‘“Become,
therefore, imitators of God, as beloved
children,” which means, if it means
anything at all, that ¢‘our life has its
law, as it has its essence in the divine
nature.” It is because I am by nature
the child of God—mark, by nature, not
made so in any mystical sense by bap-
tism, not becomingjso through any in-
ward spiritual expertence—because I
am by nature God&s child, that my
character has in it the elements of as-
similation to His character, and that
my life may be the life of God lived
here upon the earth.

And this is religion. You remember,

perhaps, Sabatier’s definition. ‘“Relig-
ion,” ’he says, ‘‘is the life of God in the
soul of man.”” Now'there is, there ean
be, I think, no better definition of re-
ligion than this. - It deseribes the re-
ligion of yesterday and of today and of,
all days that are yet to dawn upon this
world of ours. It is complete. It is
final. Whatever else religion is, it is
first of 21l and esentially this—‘‘the life
of God in the soul of man.” The relig-
ion which is not this is not the religion
of Him who says “I in them and thou
in Me, that they may be made perfect
in one, and that the world may know
that Thou hag sent me and hast loved
me as Thou has loved them.”
What a picture this, by the way, of
the Church of Jesus Christ, the univer-
sal, the ideal church, the church which
He had in mind when He utterad these
memorable words! Before any creed
was formulated, before any question of
church government or order was even
thought of, Christ’s great catholic
church was pietured and prophesied by
Himself, as one which should consist
of those in whom He should dwell—He
in whom dwelleth all.the fullness of the
Godhead, and who¥of His fullness
should receive grace answering to
grace, growing up into Him, their liv-
ing Head in all thimgs, changed into
the same image from glory to glory,
even as by the Spirit of the Lord.

So we come, as you must have seen
we surely would, to Him who has at
once defired for us and displayed to us
the image of God. That wonderful
word of our Inord, and this of His
apostle, might well bewilder our mind

tions encouraging the pursuit of nob-
lest virtues; hence the unhesitating dis- |
closure of such an ideal as that Which';
here gladdens the wuplifted eye, ana
makes the heart swell and throb v»'ith‘;
ihe power .of the grandest passion |
which human heart can know—to be |
like God! This, nothing less than this, |
is the desire which my text would
create and stimulate, this is the aimto |
which you are bidden to consecrate
your life. Here, in a word, is the Div-|
ine ideal which the Divine in you
makes possible of realization, unless
you realize which—hear me as I say
this, with the emphasis of strongest
conviction—unless you realize which,
you have not fulfilled the will of Godj
your Father concerning you, nor satis- |
fied the need and longing of your true
self.

Yes, it is as the children of God, His
beloved children, that you are summon-
ed to this splendid quest, this seeking
to realize in character and life the
ideal here set before you. You are
God’s children, sharing His nature. Let |
that nature assert itself. Give it free-:
dom and play. You bear your Father's |
image, dimmed and distorted, ’tis true, !
but, God be thanked, not lost by any |
child of His; be it yours to have it re-
stored, brightened, made ever more*
mmanifest and beautiful — this “image?}
and likeness’” which prove
are, in very deed and of a truth, God's
child.

FROM BOBRIKOFF’S ASSASSIN

Letter to the Emperor of Russia
Telling Why the Deed Was

Committed.

STOCKHOLM, June 21.—The Afton-

blaet publishes 'a letter to the em-
peror of Russia, purportin to have
been written by. Eugene Schaumann,
the assassin of General Bobrikoff, gov-
ernor general of Finland, the original
of which Schaumann said would be
found upon his body after his deed had
been committed. The letter follows:

“Sire—Through the senate, which is
obedient to Bobrikoff, the latter has
succeeded in creating lawlessness in
Finland. Through lies and false re-

officials of the state have been re-
moved without trial in favor of fortune
hunters and others ineligible to state
office under Finnish laws, and some of
your most intelligent and trusted sub-
jects have been banished.

“Plehve, whose duty it is to report
to your majesty all matters concerning
the arand duchy of Finland, is not a
Finlander, has no knowledge of Fin-
land laws and customs and has com-
mon interests with Bobrikoff. There-
fore your maJjesty doss not get true
knowledge of the real situation.

““As it is not probable that the real
situation will be known to you in the
near future unless Bobrikoff be re-
moved, there is only one way to take
in self-defence, action to render him in-
mocuous. The remedy is evil, but it is
the only one.

“Your majesty, I have done my deed
alone, after mature deliberation and:
in the moment of death I swear there
was no conspiracy.

“Knowing your good heart and good
intentions, I implore solely that you
seek information regaraing the whole
empire, including Finland, Poland and
the Baltic provinces.
