Tnc garrison, which it 
was said could be relied on, was placed 
undfer arms, and at the first symptom of 
disorder the city was to be cannonaded. 
—Smce then, it „appears from I he Madrid 
Gazettet of the 15th, that the aspect of af­
fairs lias, undergone a complete change. 
—This imist, of course, have been brought 
about on aie 14th, but for a knowledge of 
the occurrences of that day we must, it 
sec^ns, wait the arrival of fprthcr accounts. 
—With respect to them, the Mohiteur, 
for some reason or other, chooses to\leave* 
every body in the dark. u.

Intelligence from Barcelona of the 9th 
is given in the French papers. The news 
of the events at Malaga and Saragossa had 
occasioned a great deal of agitation in that 
city, and on the 6th Gen. Mina found It 
necessary to issue a proclamation enjoining 
the people of Catalonia to preserve the 
public tranquillity.
