Ottawa, Ont, Feb. 1»—The extraor­

dinary laxity of the late Liberal gov­
ernment In dealing with the vexed 
question of growing ocean freight 
rates was shown today by Hon. Geor- 
eg E. Poster after a Jibe by Hon. 
Frank Oliver, who seldom opens his 
mouth without putting tyts clod hopper 
Into it The discussion was upon oce­
an rates.

Mr. Foeter glanced at him for a mo­
ment with a smile of satisfaction and 
then proceeded to tell the house that 
the Laurier government in February 
1910 asked the Imperial government 
to appoint a joint tribunal to deal 
with ocean freight rates.

Three times envoys were sent to 
Canada from London to stir the Can­
adian Liberal government into action, 
but all to no purpose, and finally 
Great Britain gave up the attempt 
The present government, stated Mr. 
Foster, proposes to go through with

Mr. Foeter gave the house some In­
formation regarding the service of the 
Royal Mail Steam Packet Comnany 
steamers between St. John, Halifax 
and the West Indies. He went into the 
negotiations leading up to the con­
tract with the line now performing the

rvice, which have already been told 
The Standard.

Then the aatlmates of Hon. Dr. Reid
Minister of Customs, were under con­
sideration; and, ae, usual, Mr. Kyte of 
Richmond, and Mr. MacLean of Hali­
fax, had questions to ask.

EXPERT, FIFTY-SIX TODAY.
Dr. Howard A. Kelly, the distinguish­

ed Baltimore physician who has lately 
been In the newspaper limelight by 
reason of his experiments with radi­
um as a cure for cancer, was born in 
Camden, N.J., 66 years ago today. The 
medical investigator whl is being hail­
ed by many a* the conqueror of cancer 
received the degree of M.D. from the 
University of Pennsylvania, and his 
achievements have since been recog­
nized by degrees from Edinburgh, Ab­
erdeen and a number of American uni­
versities.
Hospital in Philadelphia, and was a 
member of the medical faculty of his 
alma mater before accepting the chair 
of gynecology at Johns Hopkins Uni­
versity at Baltimore. Dr. Kelly has 
written a number of books and hun­
dreds of articles for the medical prees. 
He is a member of medical societies 
of Ireland, Scotland, England, Italy, 
Germany, Prance and Austria. Dur­
ing the last three years Dr. Kelly is 
said to have bought not less than 
$100,000 worth of radium abroad, to 
be used in his experimental work for 
the cure of cancer. He has offered to 
add this collection to the government 
store should the United States Con­
gress take steps for the preservation 
and development of radium ore mines 
on public lands.

THE PRINCESS ROYAL.
The Princess Royal, Louise Victoria 

Alexandra Dagmar, Duchess of Fife, 
was born forty-seven years ago today. 
The eldest daughter of the late King 
Edward, and sister of King George,■ 
married the late Duke of Fife in 1889. 
She is the mother of two charming 
daughters, the eldest of whom became 
the bride of Prince Arthur of Con­
naught last year. The Princess Royal 
and her two daughters have often been 
referred to as “The Three Graces,” 
because the mother retains her girlish 
appearance to such a degree that 
strangers have considered them sis­
ters. Like many members of the Brit­
ish royal family, the Princess Royal is 
extremely shy, and she has often been 
called "Her Royal Shyness." King 
George was never in the least shy, but 
the Prince of Wales has inherited the 
family trait, although with the pass­
ing years he seems to be outgrowing

Probably this discussion will result 
in making the college still more prac­
tical. Already several universities 
have defined new ideals for themsel­
ves and are proceeding with charac­
teristic energy to enforce them. The 
fusion of cultural with vocational 
aims of study In many of the cities of 
the Middle West has produced a new 
type of college, which in some instan­
ces threatens to oust the established 
State university and take possession 
of the whole field itself. The chief 
danger of this propaganda is that it 
can be overdone. The commercial 
ideal may of Itself be no more satis­
factory than the classic. To overem­
phasize it would be as calamitous as 
to neglect it. Life after all is more 
than meat and raiment. In the Con­
temporary Review for February one 
of the leading economists of the day 
declares that science has not failed. 
She has succeeded beyond all imagin­
ation. But lie is not so certain about 
industry and commerce. If this be 
true, it should send us back again to 
first principles. Our methods of pro 
duction fail because we do not graap 
the great underlying laws of life and 
if this dispute between the school and 
the college only serves to put us on 
the right track again it will not have 
been in vain.

of the EARL OF BEAUCHAMP.
The seventh Earl of Beauchamp — 

pronounced Beechum—will pass his 
forty-second milestone today. He is 
called “the luckiest young man in 
Great Britain," for he has already held 
such high posts as governor and com­
mander in chief of New South Wales, 
lord president of the council, first com­
missioner of works, and lord lieuten­
ant of Gloucester, and not long ago 
he was appointed lord warden of the 
Cinque ports. Next year the Earl will 
celebrate the centenary of the crea­
tion of his title. He was only nine­
teen when he succeeded his father, 
and at twenty-three he was mayor of 
Worcester, 
made him governor general of New 
South Wales the Earl was only twenty- 
seven. His administration was not a 
pronounced succeed, owing to a lack 
of diplomacy.

DIVORCE IN CANADA.

While the House of Commons on 
Monday night, did not show itself in 
favor of the resolution of W. B. North­
rop, member for Hastings, the inten­
tion and purpose of which was to re­
form the divorce laws in the four 
Canadian provinces, where there is no 
divorce court, it is an open question 
whether the present practice of having 
divorces in those provinces granted 
only by Parliamentary committee is a 
wise one.

There should be no desire In Can­
ada to imitate the example of the 
United States in making it compara 
lively easy to dissolve the marriage 
tie, but the fact remains that in Can­
ada at the present time divorce is a 
luxury for the use and benefit of those 
alone who are sufficiently well provid­
ed with this world's goods to bear the 
heavy expense entailed in the pro­
ceedings at present necessary. This 
is manifestly unfair. As long as di­
vorce Is recognized and legalized by 
the laws of the land it should be equal­
ly available to the rich and the poor 
alike. There Is no disposition to In­
crease or add to the causes on which 
divorce may be granted, consequently 
there is no interference with the sanc­
tity of the marriage tie. The whole 
intention of the father of the present 
bill is to reduce the expense of the 
process, decidedly not to open the 
door of the divorce courts wider than 
at present except in this one item.

New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Prince 
Edward Island and British Columbia 
have jurisdiction over their own di­
vorce matters, and it is not on record 
that in these provinces the privilege 
has been abused. In fact the con­
trary is the case, as was shown In the 
House of Commons during the debate 
on Mr. Northrup's motion, when sta­
tistics were quoted to the effect that 
in the province of New Brunswick 
since the year 1868 there had been but 
115 divorces or an average of 2.6 per 
year. Thiè is a snowing that will com­
pare very favorably with any other 
province in Canada, indeed it is doubt­
ful if another can equal it. It speaks 
well for the respect our people have 
for the law of God which declares 
"those whom God has joined together 
let no man put assunder.”

At the same time conditions may 
arise in the lives of men and women 
married to each other, that make It 
Impossible for them to continue in 
wedlock. If they are well provided 
with wealth they can Invoke the aid 
of the Canadian divorce laws, If on 
the contrary they are unable to bear 
the expense of what Is at present a 
complicated and costly system they 
mast continue to live miserable lives 
or worse. Why? Not because nhder 
the law they here no right to relief, 
but simply for the reason that the 
processes which muat be followed to 
obtain that relief are beyond their 
means. The Divorce Courts In the 
provinces that have It has not shown 
Itself ta be an agent of the evil one to 
dissolve the tie of marriage for any 
save the most serious causes, on the 
contrary, it has proven more than once 
a happy solution of a terrible problem.

It is natural for the people of Can­
ada to decry divorce. Respect for the 
home and the marriage tie is strong

From a party standpoint there was 
no reason to increase the opposition 
representation upon the larger com­
mittee, but it is found that the Pre­
mier was too broad minded to take 
advantage of the opportunity and nam­
ed the larger committee in the same 
proportion as the smaller one. Thus 
the Government members of the com­
mittee are Hon. Messrs. Rogers, Pel­
letier and Rein, E. N. Rhodes, repre­
senting the Maritime Provinces and 
R. B. Bennett of Calgary. The opposi­
tion members are Chief Whip Pardee 
and Messrs. Beland, Buchanan and 
B. M. MacDonald. Mr. MacDonald be­
ing the Maritime Provinces' represen­
tative. This will at once appeal as 
an absolutely fair arrangement and 
one which should meet with favor. The 
interests of the Maritime Provinces 
•will be guarded to the uttermost, but 
there seems to be nothing for it ex­
cept adherence to the lines of the 
(British North America Act which pro­
vides for representation by population.

It Is even difficult to see how an ex­
ception can be made In the case of 
Prince Edward Island, for to give that 
province a greater number of mem­
bers than her population entitles her 
4a would be to strike a blow at the 
whole principle of representation.

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GARRICK'S BICENTENARY 
TO BE CELEBRATED

TWO YEARS HENCE
Two years from today the theatrical 

fraternity of English-speaking lands 
will join in celebrating the bicenten­
ary of the birth of David Garrick, one 
of the most illustrious of the world’s 
actors. The name of Garrick is em­
blazoned on playhouses in hundreds 
of English, American and Australian 
cities, and ever since his exit from 
the world’s stage it has been the am­
bition of every Shakespearean actor 
to be called “another Garrick.”

Garrick was bom in Hereford, Feb­
ruary 20, 1716, according to the best 
authorities, although there Is some 
doubt as to the exact day, and even 
the year, of Ills birth. He studied with 
Dr. Samuel Johnson, and, after some 
provincial experience on the stage 
with Giffard, he began his triumphal 
metropolitan career in London In 1741. 
He made his debut at the Drury Lane 
Theatre in 1742, and his farewell ap-

Between those two dates Garrick 
reigned supreme in his Interprétions 
of the Bard of Avon. He projected 
the first great Shakespeare jubilee 
which was celebrated at Stratford-on- 
Avon in 1769. The great actor died in 
1779, leaving an 
three-quarters of a million dollars. He 
was buried with great pomp and cere­
mony In Westminster Abbey, end his 
last resting place Is the Mecca of the­
atrical pilgrims from all over the 
world.

It was one of Garrick’s associates, 
Moody, famous as an actor of Irish 
character, who produced the first Eng­
lish theatrical performance in Ameri­
ca. The French had established the 
stage at Quebec, and the Spaniards 
In Mexico, long before Moody crossed 
the ocean in 1745 and gave a series of 
performances in the island of Jamai­
ca. He was so successful that he re­
turned to England and in the follow­
ing year brought out a regular com­
pany of actors. When Moody return­
ed to England in 1749 he was engaged 
by Garrick as a member of the Drury 
Lane Company. In the meantime an 
English play, Otway’s “Orphan," had 
been produced in Boston, but It arous­

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One of the greatest disasters con­
nected with the history of the North 
Atlantic took place fifty-four 
ago today, when the steamship Hun­
garian, after striking the rocks off 
Sable Island, on the previous night, 
slipped off and werit down with her 
entire company, consisting of 205 souls.

The nineteenth of February had 
been one of the wildest days in the 
history of the Nova °cotla coast. Fog, 
wind and rain prevailed during the day 
but as night came on the weather be­
came bitterly cold and the wind rose 
to a gale. Just before darkness clos­
ed in on the nineteenth some fisher­
men saw the wrecked steamer and 
they remained on shofeall night hold­
ing lanterns to guide any boat that 
might attempt to make the shotfe 
through the terrible waves. The com­
ing daylight showed the steamer hard 
and fast on the rocks. The vessel 
seemed to be In good condition, but all 
the boats were gone. Passengers and 
creAr were huddled on the deck.

The storm raged on and the angry 
waves rolled the doomed ship from 
side to side, but it was impossible to 
launch a lifeboat from the shore

Slowly the Hungarian slid from her 
place on the rocks and with her went 
the members of her company. Only 
the bow remained above the water, 
but it was washed by almost every 
wave. Still some of the people clung to 
the wreck. Finally a big wave covered 
the ship and the people aboard of her.

Only one survivor reached the shore 
and that was an Irish terrier which 
battled its way through the waves and 
was finally saved 
few days as a result of the hardships 
it had undergone.

Many of the bodies of the victims 
were later recovered by divers and 
they were buried in the churchyard at 
Clarke's Harbor.

He had made in­
quiries, however, and was satisfied 
that the sentiment of those moet in­
terested is one of satisfaction with the 
new service.. The vessels of the 
Royal Mall Line are more commodious 
thafi those which formerly plied to the 
West Indies. Then there Is a greater 
regularity of service, and for the first 
time really comfortable passenger 
accommodation had been provided.

Portland, Me.. Feb. 19.—British

Vice-Counsel John B. Keating, of 
cltly sent a report to the British 
bassadot at Washington, Sir Cecil 
flprlng-Rice, relative to the attempted 
services made by the officers gnd crew 
of the United States' revenue cutter 
Woodbury on their search for the 
British steamer Cobequtd, which went 
ashore off the Canadian coast January 
13, while en route to 8t.

The heroism displayed by 
these officers and men In carrying out 
their errand of mercy is highly appro 
dated in local British shipping cir­
cles, and I should be very grateful if 
you could see your way to 
the authorities of the U. 
cutter service the expression of my 
countrymen's gratitude and admira­
tion for the noble woPk done by 
officers and men of the Woodbury on 
this occasion."

• 4-4 "The dairy business in this province 
lias rapidly increased during the last 
few years.” said L. C. Daigle, provin­
cial dairy superintendent, when seen 
at the Victoria Hotel by a Standard 
reporter lust evening. “The net rev­
enue from the butter and cheese fac­
tories of the province last year show­
ed an increase ol $20,000 over the best 
previous year In the history of New 
Brunswick. Creameries and milk de­
pots, have been established in parts 
of the province where there appear­
ed the most need and the result has 
been very encouraging to the depart­
ment.

"The demand for New Brunswick 
milk and cream has enlarged, and 
milkmen have for some time been 
shipping milk and cream to the Bos­
ton market. > The business in 8t. John 
and Moncton has also expanded and 
there is no doubt that farmers will in 
future pay more attention than ever 
to the dairy branch of their business. 
The milk business has Increased near­
ly two hundred per cent, during the 
last five or six years.

“A new creamery will be establish­
ed at St. Louis, Kent county, and the 
manager there will establish an egg 
circle. The eggs will be collected from 
the farmers every day and shipped to 
the best markets. This will no doubt 
stimulate the poultry business in the 
parish of St Louis, which Is now one 
of the greatest egg producing sections 
for its size in.the province.”

Mr. Daigle arrived in the city last 
evening from Moncton and will go to 
Fredericton this morning. Thence he 
wll proceed to Ottawa, where he will 
arrange for the purchase of machin­
ery for a new central creamery at St. 
Hilaire, Madawaska county. This fac­
tory will probably be the only one in 
Canada handling the production of a 
whole county and every effort will be 
made to have this the most up-to-date 
creamery in the dominion. The work 
on the plant will be completed early 
lu the spring and the work of handl­
ing the milk will be comenced as soon 
as possible. _______

The Trades and Labor Council at 
its meeting last evening endorsed the 
nomination of its president, James L. 
Sugrue, as a candidate for the city 
commission, and decided to put up the 
money for his election expenses. Therb 
was a good attendance at the meet­
ing, and the endorsation of the candi­
date was of an enthusiastic character.

The legislative committee submitted 
a report stating that they had arrang­
ed for an interview with • Premier 
Flemming and members of the govern­
ment this morning. The committee will 
ask the local government to appoint 
an Inspector of building stages and 
scaffolds, and to amend the Workmen’s 
Compensation Act by increasing the 
indemnity for death by accident .from 
$1,600 to $2,500 and by striking out 
the clause providing that the injured 
workman or his dependents should 
prove that there had been no contri­
butory negligence.

Other matters to be brought up are 
the licenses of tugboat firemen, the 
adoption of a Widows’ Pension Act, the 
provision of free school books, and 
amendment to the Health Act, touch­
ing barbers and plumbers, and the 
use of the union label on government 
printing. The government will also be 
asked to keep the poll open at provin­
cial elections from 7 a. m. to 7 p. m., 
and to adopt the Dominion system of 
voting.

. It was announced that the labor di­
rectory would be issued in a few days, 
and that owing to the mild weather 
the carnival committee had to report 
a deficit of $70.

A special meeting will be held next 
week to draw up a platform for the 
labor candidate.
