Hon. Myr. Oliver’s Get
Rich Quick Methods

Attempts to Explain Away Charges Made in Commissioner
Ferguson’s Report—Some Interesting Details of How
He Got Thousands of Dollars in Royalties Which Should
Have Gone to the Dominion’s Treasury.

Ottawa, April 14.—Because of a pe-
culiar bluff manner he has, and a
habit of flying into a passion blurting
out strong phrases and brimstone epi-
thets, Hon. Frank Oliver, Minister of
the Interior in the late Liberal gov-
ernment, has been accorded an honest
name. His character has not been
impugned—not seriously at least un-
til now.

But the outlook has changed during
these last few days. There have been
revelations regarding his methods of
making himself and his friends rich

| bis transactions that parliament has
acquired, Mr, Oliver is now referred
to with a sneer. His sun of popular-
ity has set, he is discredited. Yet we

Parliamentarians found it difficult
today to find terms adequate to des-
sceribe this action on the part of Mr.

The only defence Mr. Oliver could
put up was that Commissioner Fergu-
son had no right to probe into his pri-
vate affairs and he described it as

There have been several references
by Commissioner Ferguson to Oliver's
unsavory dealings while Minister »f
ithe Interior, but none of them seem-

him. It was new in the sense that it
,has not hitherto been published. Dr.
| Roche showed that in 1890 Oliver took
a homestead within two miles of the
city of Edmonton. Not being able for
various reasons to perform the home-
stead duties he bought the land at
the rate of $1 per acre. It was dis-
stinctly printed on the entry form that

ﬁa mineral rights were reserved for
he crown. Nevertheless in 1906 Oliv-
er leased the mineral rights to a man
named Willis who had agreed to pay
a royalty to Oliver himself instead of
{to the crown. Willis pald royalties
i of several thousand dollars.

There was no possibility that Mr.
, Oliver Was not aware that the mineral
rights were reserved because although
he might have forgotten the condi-
tions that were attached to the orig'.-
al entry, he received from an offieial
of the iInterior department five mon*'s
after making a lease of the rights to
Willis, a memo distinctly stating that
the mining rights were reserved for
the crown.

In spite of this reminder from one
of the officials of his own department
Mr. Oliver went on accepting these
royalties. He continued to accept them
while he was Minister of the Interior,
and indeed until after the present gov-
ernment came into power.

A few months after the change of
government in 1911 Mr. Oliver applied
to the department for a lease of the
mining rights in his own name and
got it, but he has made no restitution
of the royalties collected from Willis.
In short he took royalties of the land
he had no right to lease. He was
swindling the country.

On June 38, J. J. Anderson, of Ed-
monton, son-in-law of Mr, Oliver, wrote
inquiring about the land. On June
7th the department advised Fahrni
that his land would not be cancelled.
After that he was not pressed to make
a payment. Fahrni had not asked
for this consideration. The neit
move was that Anderson took over
the lands for $25,000 and allowed
Fahrni the money he had pald the
government. On November 2, 1914,
Anderson transferred the lands to
Oliver.

Fahrni soon discovered that he had
been buncoed out of his land by Mr.
Oliver. He accused Oliver of using
his son-in-law as a blind in order ‘o
get his clutches on this land.

This had been done through fraud
and with: the connivance of the depart
ment. Whether or not Mr, Oliver will
get out of public life after the revela
tions that have been made remains to
be seen but it is considered hardly
possible for him to remain as a mem
ber of the House.

Just before the noon adjournment the
last amendment was refused by the
government, and the measure was
give a third reading, with certain ad-
ditional ' amendments, drafted by the
Minister of Justice.

One of these, made a few moments
before the final passing, provides that
there shall be scrutineers to look after
the balloting at the front. These scru-
tineers are to be named by the com-
manding officers.

The two chief Liberal amendments
were submitted again on the third
reading of the bill. Hon, Dr. Pugsley
moved that a commissipn of three ci-
vilian officers be appointed to take and
transmit the vote, one to be nominat-
ed by the leader of the government,
one by the leader of the opposition,
and one by the Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court. Premier Borden stat-
ed that this amendment had been pre-
viously discussed, and the govern-
ment could not accept it.

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux then sub-
mitted the amendment providing that,
before any action was taken under the
bill, it should be submitted to and ap-
proved by the British BSecretary of
War, Lord Kitchener.

“The only observation I have to
make in connection with this amend-
ment,” said Premier Borden, “is that
it it went into effect it would consti-
tute a severe blow to the autouomy
and ind dence of par

Hon. Dr. Pugsley differed from the
Premier. “This Act,” said he, “makes
it imperative that Imperial officers
shall deliver ballots, take affidavits,
seal envelopes and send them to the
High Commissioner's office. In other
words, it imposes duties upon Imper
ial officers over whom this parliament
has no control. It seems to me that
before we take any action toward
making those officers perform the
functiong designated it s only proper
that the consent of the Secretary of
War, who has control and jurisdiction:
over these officers, should be secur
ed.”

The amendment was declared lost.

Hon. Charles Marcil moved to strike
out the age limit. This proposal was
also declared lost and the bill passed.

Replying to a question by J. H. Sin-
clair, the Minister of Militia stated
that since the opening of the war
there have been eighty-five cases of
spinal meningitis among Canadian
soldiers. Of these forty-seven had
proved fatal and in the case of twen-
ty-eight the patients had completely
recovered. He stated that the disease
was regarded as contagious.

uneoualy Field Marshal Sir John
French’'s report on the British victory
at Neuve Chapelle, about which there
have been many rumors, was pub-
lished.

Neither event fully satisfied the cur-
iosity of the public on the matters
with which the minds of the people
have been occupied during receat
weeks. The House of Commons sat
for only thirty-five minutes, and the
expected statement of the ministers
on the questions of liquor prohibition,
the aceleration of the output of muni-
tions, and the general progres of the
war were postponed until future ses-
sions.

The statement of the Under Secre-
tary of War, H. J. Tennant, that thore
was no present intention to prohibit
the sale in the army canteens of beer,
the unly alcoholic liquor now sold at
these establishments indicated, how-
ever, that the restriction to be pro-
posed by the government will not be
g0 drastic as some have beem led to
expect.

Field Marshal French's report goes
into the details of the operations of
the British expeditionary force during
February and March, and while he
pays the highest tribute to General
Sir Douglas Haig, who was directly

He refers, for example, to a “consid-
erable delay after the capture of the
Neuve Chapelle position,” and says:

He also says: “The difficulties enum-
erated might have been overcome eac-
lier in the day, if the general officer
commanding the Fourth Corps had
been able to bring his reserve bri-
gades more speedily into action.”

On the whole, Field Marshal
French's report seems to Indicate
that the British troops engaged suc-
ceeded in carrying all the ground it
was Intended to take at the time, but
that, with a more effective artille:y
fire in some sectors, and better handl-
ing of the reserves, even more might
have been gained, with less loss.

The British losses, which total more
thafl 12,000, are very close to the esti-
mates recently published; so they cre
ate no surprise. The German losses,
according to this report, numbered sev-
eral thousand dead, 12,000 woundad
and many prisoners,

The commander-in-chief repeats his
tributes to the services of the aviators
and the Red Cross workers, and has
a very good word for the Canadians,
part of whom, Princess Patricia's
Light Infantry, took a coopsiderable
hand in the fighting, while the rest
of the contingent held important
trenches during the battle,

Since the battles with which Field
Marshal French deals the British
have had a rest, which the other Al-
lies on the western front are now also
enjoying, after their efforts on the
Yser and in the Woevre, although in
the latter quarter some liveliness is
still apparent.

The big battle, for the moment, is
going on in the Carpathians, and par-
ticularly in the neighborhood of ' Uz-
gok Pass, where the Austrians and
Germang have brought the Russians’
advance almost to a standstill. In
Eastern Galicla the Austrians and
Germans are trying to outflank the
Russians,

The Austrians, in their official re-
port, claim to have captured all the
Russian positions to the northwest of
Uzsok Pass. The Russians on the
cther hand, say they have made a fur-
ther slight advance. It is evident that
another series of very fierce battles
must be fought in the mountaing be-
fore a decision is finally reached,

Intention of Imperial Government to Consult Dominions Fully
on Matter of Possible Peace Terms When Time to Dis-
cuss it Arrives, Colanial Secretary Announces in Brit-

ish Parliament.

London, April 14—(Through Reu-
ter's Ottawa agency)—In the House
of Commons this afternoon, during
question time, Right Hon. Lewis Har-
court, Secretary of State for the Colo-
nies, made an important statement re-
garding the Imperial Conference. He
said:

“If the house will permit me, 1 will
state exactly what happened in rela-
tion to this matter.

Dominions To Have Voice in Settling
Peace Terms

“In all these communications,” con-
tinued the Colonial Secretary, “I re-
ferred only to what I carefully called
the ‘normal’ conference—by which I
mean the full Colonial Conference,
with all its paraphernalia of miscel-
laneous resolutions, shorthand reports
and resulting blue books. This is the
sort of conference which we thought
to be unsuited to present conditions.
But in January, when intimating its
postponement to the various domin-
ions, I telegraphed each of the Gover-‘
nors General: ‘Will you at the same
time inoform your Prime Minister that
it is the intention of the Imperial gov-
ernment to conbult him most fully
and, if possible, personally when the
time A arrives, to discuss possible
terms of peace.’

“I need hardly add,” said Mr. Har-
court, “that the Imperial government
intend to observe the spirit, as well
as the letter of this declaration, which
I believe hag given complete satisfac-
tion to the governments of the domin-
jons. 1 have exceeded the ordinary
limits of an answer to a question in
order that the position as regards the
Imperial Conference may be as plain
to the publio as it is to those govern-
ments.”

Honolulu. April 14.—Chief Gunner’s
Mate Frank Crilley went 288 feet un-
der water here today’ and walked along
the top of the submarine F4, which
disappeared March 25. The depth is

said by naval officers 1o be a world’s
diving record.

Last Month’s Battle.

London, April 14.—Field Marshal Sir
John French, commander of the Brit-
ish expeditionary forces on the contin-
ent, reports the British losses in the
three days fighting at Neuve Chapelle
as follows:

Killed—190 officers, 2; 837 men.

Wounded—359 officers, 8,174 other
ranks.

Missing—23 officers, 1,728 men.

Field Marshal French's report con-
tinued:

“The enemy fleft several thousand
dead on the field and we have positive
information that upwards of 12,000
wounded were removed by train. Thirty
officers and 1,657 of other ranks were
captured.”

The British commander’s despatch
concerning the battle of Neuve Cha-
pelle, which began early in March, is
lengthy, and says among other things:

“Considerable delay cccurred after
the capture of Neuve Chapelle, and the
infantry was greatly disorganized. I
am of the opinion that this delay
would not have occurred had the clear-
ly expressed order of the gemeral offic-
er commanding the First Army been
more carefully observed.”

The despatch describes the opera-
tions leading up to the attack on the
town, saying:

“On Feb. 6th a brilliant action by
the troops of the First Corps materia-
ally improved cur position in the area
south of La Bassee canal. During the
previous night, parties of the Irish
Guards and the Third Battalion of the
Coldstream Guards had succeeded in
gaining ground from which a converg-
ing fire could be directed on the flanks
and rear of certain brick stacks occu-
pied by the Germans, which had been
for some time a ‘eource of considerable
annoyance. At 2 p. m. the affair com-
menced with a severe bombardment of
the brick stacks and the enemy’s
troches.

“A brisk attack by the Third Cold-
stream Guards and Irish Guards from
our trenches west of the brick stacks
followed, and was supported by the
fire from the flanking position which
had been seized the previous night by
the same regiments.

“The attack succeeded; the brick
stacks were vecupied without difficul-
ty, and a line was established north
and south, through a point about forty
yards east of the brick stacks,

“The casualties suffered by the Fifth
Corps throughout the period under
review, and particularly during the
month of February, have been heavier
than those on other parts of the line.

Field Marshal French
Again Praises Work
Of Princess Patricia’s

Under Lt. Crabbe Showed Great Dash in At-
tacks on Enemy’s Trenches During Fighting
at Neuve Chapelle — Tribute to Late Col.
Farquhar — Field Marshal Gives Details of

I regret this, but do not think, taking
all circumstances into cunsideration,
that they were unduly numerous,
Unaccustomed to Climatic Conditions.

“The positicn then occupied by the
Fifth Corps had alweys been a very
vulnerable part of cur line. The
ground was marshy, and ~trenches
were most difficult to coenstruct and
maintain. The 27th and 28th Divi-
sions of the Fifth Corps had had no
previcus experience in Eurspean war-
fare, and a number of the unite com-
posing the corps bad only recently
returned from service in tropical
climates. In consequence, the harde
ships of a rigorous winter campaign
fell with greater weight upon these
divisions than upon any other in the
command.

“Chiefly owing to these causes the
Fifth Corps, up to the beginning of
March, was constantly engaged in
counter-atacks to retake trenches and
ground which had beea lost. In their
difficult and arduous task, however,
the troops displayed the utmost gale
lantry and devotion, and it is mosf
creditable to the skill and energy of
their leaders that I am able to report
how well they have surmeunted al}
their difficulties, and that the ground
first taken over by them is still intac§
and held with little greater loss than
is incurred by the troops in all otheg
parts of the line.”

Describing an attack on the German
trenches near St. Eloi on Febpnary
28, by Princess Patricias Regiment,
of the Canadian contingent, undep
cemmand c¢f Lieut. C. E. Crabbe, tha
commander-in-chief says:

More Praise for Patricias.

Lieut. Crabbe, who showed tha
greatest dash, took his party over
everything in a trench until they had
gone down it about eighty yards,
when they were stopped by a barrie
cade of sand bags and timber. Thig
party, as well as others, then pullad
down the front face of a German pare
apet. A number of Germans were
killed and wounded and a few prisone
ers were taken.

“The service performed by the dise
tinguished corps have contirued io
be very valuable since I had occasion
to refer to them in my last despatch,
They have been most ably organized
and trained, and were comwarded by
Lieut.-Col. F. D. Farqubar, D. 8. O,
who, I deeply regret to say, was kill
ed while superintending some trench
work on March 20. His loss will be
deeply felt.”

UIHE cANADIAN.
LOAN IN LONDON
OVERSUBSCRIBED

Ottawa, April 14—The Minister
of Finance reports that the recent
Canadian loan for $25,000,000, float
ed in the London market, has met
with a good reception, and has
been oversubscribed by ten million.
There were 4,814 separate applica-
tions for the Dominion's bonds
from the investing public, of which
3,662 were from small investors
for amounts of from $500 to $2,500,
The number of applicants makes
a new record for Canadian loans,
being about 2,000 in excess of those
received in connection with any
previous bond issue. The invest-
ing public of Great Britain evideat-
1y still regard a Canadian loan as
a safe investment under preseat
{European conditions,

WILL BUY NO MORE WHEAT,

London, April 14—The government
has announced its decision to make no
further purchases of wheat for the
reason that representations have been
made by the corn trade that such ac-
tion prevemts the resumption of nor-
mal trading.

TURKS" ATTACK
HEPULSED IN
MESOPOTAMIR

With 12,000 Kurds and Arabs
Attacked British Positions
—Left 300 Prisoners.,

London, April 14—The Turks, ao
cording to an official report issued
by the India office, who had collectel
a force of 11,000 regulars with 28 guns
and some 12,000 Kurds and Arabs, ats
tacked the British positions at ¥ ir-
na, Ahwaz and Shaiba, in Mesopo-
tamia on March 12, They were driven
off, however, leaving 300 prisoners
and two guns in the hands of the
British.

The British casualties list, ‘accord-

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MR. TURRIFF'S GENEROSITY
AT GOVERNMENT'S EXPENSE

Gave Away 28,000 Acres of Grazing Lands in Southern Al-

berta—More Sensational

With Land Stealing Under Laurier Administration.

Revelations in Connection

Ottawa, April 14—The balance of
Commissioner T. R. Ferguson's report
upon land manipulations under the
late government which has been tab-
led is replete with sensations in addi-
tion to those already published.

Hon. Frank Oliver and Robert
Cruise, M. P.,, have been seriously
involved in the revelations already
made, but in the matter of a grazing
lease in Southern Alberta, J. G. Tur-
riff, at present Liberal M. P. for As-
siniboia is involved.

In this case the nominal applicant
for the lease was H. P. Brown, of
Great Falls, Montana, the real appli-
cant was J. D. McGregor, of Brandon,
Manitoba, and the beneficiary A. J.
Adamson, of Winnipes.

J. G. Turriff, a brother-inlaw of A.
J. Adamson, was at that time land
commissioner of the department of
interior at Ottawa, and voluntarily
increased the acreage of the lease
granted from 32,000 acres te 60,000
acres, an unasked fcr increase of
28,000 acres. Not only that, but a
closed irrevokable lease was granted,
although it was not applied for.

The nominal applicant for this lease
had no knowledge that he had been
granted an area of 28,000 acres addi-
tional until he was informed of the
fact by Commissioner Ferguson. Not
only did he not know but he had as-
signed his right to the grazing lease
before the same was granted.

H. P. Brown in his evidence, swore
that when he was in Ottawa on or
about May, 1902, he met James D.
McGregor, of Brandon, and Mr, Me-
Gregor asked him if he would allow
him to use his name in applying for a
grazing lease in Canada. McGregor
gave as a reason that personally he
held about all the land that he was
legally entitled to. Brown acceded
to the request. On September 17,
1902, an assignment of his right to
tibe ranch was sent to him by mail by
McGregor, and he executed it. He
swore that he had never seen the as-
signment until he received it from
McGregor.,

Someé months after receiving the
assignment and during 1904 A. J.
Adamson, caused to be incorporated,
through his solicitor G. E. McCraney,
M. P., a company known as the Cala-
way Horse and (attle Co., and :he
name of that company was written in-

to the blank asignment, and other
blanks filled in. In this way the com-
pany became the holder of the appli-
cation.

The commissinoer calls attention to
the fact ti the Galw Horse .and
Cattle Co, had acquired the t with-
out paying anything for i It cost

nothing and after holding it, and pay-
ing one installment of rental to the
Dominion government, amounting to
$650, it was sold about March, 1906, to
one John Gowdney of MacLeod, Al
berta, for the sum of $22,500 without
having been used or stocked in any
way.

Mr. Adamson in his evidence swore
that this money was paid to the share-
holders of the Calway Horse and Cattle
Co., Ltd,, of which he held 1,125 shares
his wife 375 and A. J. Bell, his partner,
375 shares,

The commissioner finds that the evi-
dence shows conclusively that nefther
J. D. McGregor nor H. P. Brown had
anything whatever to do with the in-
crease in the acreage from 32,000 to
60,000 acres. It was simply a scheme
to enrich Adamson, although neither
Brown nor McGregor were taking any
interest in this application In March,
1903. Mr. Turriff placed @ memoran-
dum upon the file to this effect, dated
Ottawa, March 3, 1903,

“In January last H, P. Brown made
application to have township 13 and
that part of township 14 west of the
Bow river added to hig former appli-
cation for a grazing lease. Please
have it added and included and also
have a memorandum to council pre-

(Sgd.) J. C. TURRIFF, Commissioner.”

The commissioner finds that Mr.
Brown never made any such applica-
tion, he never gave instructions or
authorized Mr. Turriff or anyone else
to make the statement contained in
the memorandum.

ant Governor of the Province of Sas-

katchewan. They afterwards received
some notoriety by reason of procead-
ings in the exchequer court of Canada,
on a petition of right and by reason
of expropriation proceedings, institut-
ed by the Dominion government upon
the occasion of the construction of
what is known as the “Craven Dam”
at the south end. of Long Lake, Sask.

The commissioner finds that the
evidence shows that the relationship
existing beiween J. G Turriff, then
land commissioner, George W. Brown,
and Walter Scott, now Premier of
the Province of Saskatchewan, wasg
such that the land commissioner un-
hesitatingly acceded to terms in some
instances Brown could not himselt
obtain from the department. The evi-
dence according to the vnmm!sslonorl
also shows that in acceding to the re-
Quest made by Walter Scott, Turriff
did not hesitate to use his political
influence in Mr. Brown's behalf and
succeeded where the latter failed.

This is in every respect a very re-
markable transaction. It was clearly
shown in evidence before the com-
missioner that this one thousand
acres of land was acquired by the
Browns from the government at $1 an
acre, 518 acres were purchased for $1
an acre, and the balance acquired by
the application of half-breed scrip.

In writing to Walter Scott, asking
him to procure these lands , for him,
George W. Brown represented that
they were of very small value, “Five
hundred and eighteen acres,’” he says,
“are submerged by the waters of Long
Lake and the remaining 122 acres be-
ing worthle: land gravelly and sto-
ny. The o way the land could be
made valuable, he said, was by irri-
gation. It is only on occasional years
that the crops amount to anything.

That letter was written on April
24, 1900, at Regina. Yet in January,
1906, when the crown proceeded with
the construction of the dam at Craven,
Saskatchewan, and required this land
it had risen in value, according to Mr.
Brown to $100 an acre. The land was
expropriated and the value of the
lands was fixed at $25.00 per acre,
which sum, the then owner, James W.
Brown, was paid, although he had pur
chased them six years previously at
$1.00 per acre.

The commissioner finds that these
lands were sold without inspection by
the crown and the commissioner sug-
gested that no government lands
should be disposed of without reliable
inspection and valuation.

The commissioner finds that the
lands secured by Mr. Brown had been
improperly held for him at the re-
quest of Walter Scott, although other
applications came into them.

The oflicers of the department were
entirely in the dark as to whom these
lands were being held for, but Mr.
Turriff knew, as is proven by the or-
der, which he wrote across Mr. Good-
eve's memorandum.

Mr. Oliver stated
that in 1905, or 1906, owing to the de-
velopment of the country, through the
building of the Grand Trunk Pacific,
more money was needed for the de-
velopment of the Bulletin. A limited
liability company was formed, and was
subscribed to by citizens of Edmoa-
ton. It appears also from the com-
missioner’s report that the G. T. P
had taken shares in the company. Mr.
Oliver sald he did not know that it
would interest the House or the coun-
try, but the probability was that the
G. T. P, had lost its money, as he,
himself, had lost money by his con-
nection with the Bulletin Company.

Mr. Ferguson, however, seemed to
think that the G. T. P. had bought $15,-
000 worth of interest in the Interior
Department, but after an exhaustive
investigation he had been able to find
no evidence to support such a find-
ing :

Mr. Oliver supposed that the G. T.
P. being interested in Edmonton as a
Junction point, had subscribed for the
Ssame reasons as the citizens of Ed.
monton had subscribed.

Mr. Oliver claimed that the commis-
sioner had no right to probe into his
private affairs, any more than any
government has the right to investi
gate the private affairs of its political
opponents.

Mr. Oliver took up, in detall, eash
of the cases mentioned by Commis-
sioner Ferguson, and maintained that
in every instance the regulations of
the department, and the statutes safe-
guarding the public interest, had been
absolutely adhered to,

Explains How Cruise
Secured Homestead.

As to the report reflecting upon Mr.
Robert Cruise, M. P, this also had
been held back until Mr. Cruise had
started west for his home. Fortu-
nately, however, the facts could be
proved. To secure his homestead un-
der the act, Mr. Cruise had to have
twenty head of cattle. Mr. Cruise
had only thirteen at the time, so he
purchased seven more and gave a
promisory note. The whole transac-
tion was absolutely and unquestion-
ably within the law.

In regard to Southern Alberta Land
Company’s lease, Mr. Oliver noted that
the present government was appar-
ently convinced of the bona fides of
the company, as they had taken steps
during the past year or so to help the
company out of its bargain, and had
placed on the estimates $140,000 for
re-payment to the company. He ce-
clared he would stand by the prin-
ciple that private development of irri-
gation schemes under government
supervision was justified. In regard
to theAylwin irrigation tract bargaia,
entered into in 1909, Mr. Oliver point-
ed out that there was nothing to show
that the regulations of the department
had been departed from, or that the
influence of Mr, E. A, Robert, of Mont-
real, with Sir Wilfrid Laurier, or other
ministers, had secured any rights
which others would not have got un-
der the same conditions,

In the Craven dam case, with which
the names of Hon. Walter Scott and
Lieut. Governor Brown, of Saskatche-
wan, were mixed up, Mr. Oliver said
that there: was nothing wrong in the
transaction. The present Lieutenant
Governor, then Mr. Brown, had secur-
ed some flooded hay lands near Re-
gina in 1900 for one dollar per acre.
There was nothing in the ewidence
to show that Mr. Brown bought thase
lands for less than they were worth
at the time, and the subsequent en-
hancement of price could hardly have
been foreseen by the government.

As to the findings of the commis-
sioner concerning the transactions of
Messrs. Pedley, White, Smart and
other government officials in Indian
lands, Mr. Oliver said that while he
was minister he had never permitted
government officials to deal in public
lands. Years ago, when land values
were small and the department’s busi-
ness was not so large, officials were
allowed to do things which were not
permitted in later years, :

Hon. Dr. Roche Riddles Oliver's
Defence

Hon. Dr. Roche, in reply, thought
that Mr. Oliver could not have read
the reports of the commissioner very
thoroughly. They showed, said he,
that hundreds of thousands of dollars
worth of land—even millions—had
been allenated to private corporations.
In answer to Mr. Oliver's complaints

Davis had sworn that
forty per cent. of the applicants for
homesteads were not legitimate squat-
ters, and that the department, under
Mr. Oliver, had allowed this state of
things to exist.

As for the ‘Southern Alberta Land
Company's transaction, the minister
declared that the action of the pres-
ent government, in coming to the as-
sistance of the company, was simply
to prevent the west from receiving a
black eye, and was to be regarded in
no means as an endorsation of the
original agreement. In the Aylwin ir-
rigation deal, he contended that .ur.
Robert of Montreal had made a profit
of $12,000, while Mr, Frank Denton of
Toronto had made similar profits, sixq-
ply owing to theilr having “influence"”
with Sir Wilfrid Laurier and other
Liberal ministers.

In reference to the land deals of Lt.
Gov. Brown, of Baskatchewan, Dr
Roche said that the main fact that
stood out was that land bought from
the government for one dollar an acre
was valued three or four years after
at $100 per acre. He declared the
valuation of the land had been approv-
ed at the time of the sale by Mr. J. G.
Turriff, and that Premier Scott had
used his influence to get the conces-
sion for Mr. Brown. Dr. Roche charg-
ed that the ex-minister had been
derelict in his duty in not properly
valuing the land before it was sold.

Oliver Recelved Royalties Which Be.
longed to Government,

Then Dr. Roche proceeded to delve
into new matters. A case which Mr.
Ferguson had mot brought out could,
he said, be shown from the files of
the department, in which Mr. Oliver
himself was directly interested. In
1890 Mr. Oliver had taken a home-
stead within two miles of Edmonton,
and instead of performing homestead
duties he had bought the land from
the government at one dollar per
acre. In the sale by the Crown ‘t
was distinctly stipulated, said the min-
ister, that mineral rights were reserv-
ed for the Crown. Yet in 1906 Mr.
Oliver had leased these mineral rights
to 2 man named Willis and the lat-
ter had paid royalties to the ex-minis-
ter, amounting to several thousaad
dollars. - Although -Mr. Oliver must
have known that the mineral rights
were reserved to the Crown, never
theless he had continued to accept the
royalties until after the present: gov-
ernment came into power. A few
months after the change of govern-
ment Mr, Oliver applied to the depart-
mentf or a lease of the mineral rights
in his own name, and got it. He then
issued a sub-lease to Willis. No resti-
tution of the royilties collected from
Willis had ever been made to the gov-
ernment. Much had been said, con-
tinued Dr. Roche, by the opposition
about the forced restitution of $6,300
by a drug clerk as a result of the
Public Accounts Committee investj-
gations, but nothing had been doae
yet to get any restitution from Mr.
Oliver.

Mr. Oliver declared that if Willis
had stated that he had paid him roy-
alties totalling as much as $1,0uv he
had stated an untruth.

“The honorable member admits that
he got some royalties?” asked Dr,
Roche.

“Yes,” sald Mr. Oliver,

“Then it is simply a question of
amount,” replied Dr, Roche.

Hon. Dr. Roche read to the House
receipts and leters to Willls from the
ex-minister during the months of
1908, and demanded, on behalf of the
Crown, restitution from Mr. Oliver, of
the moneys so collected.

A second charge made by Dr. Roche
involved several parties. According
to the minister, a man named Chris-
topher Fahrni purchased twenty-three
sections of the Michelin in the Indian
Reserve from the late government for
the sum of $25,000 to be paid in five
annual installments of $5,000 each.
Fahrni made an initial payment of
approximately $5,000, but failed to
meet additional payments as they fell
due.

On June 7th, 1910, the department
wrote Fahrni cancelling the cancel-
lation, a thing the minister said, was
not authorized in any regulations.
Subsequently, the minister charged,
the property was purchased by John
J. Anderson, Mr, Oliver's son-in-law,
from Fahrni for the $5,000 paid and
the liability of $20,000, and was later
transferred by the former to Mr.
Oliver.

Mr, Fahrni had come to the conclu-
sion that he had been buncoed.

Canadian officers and men In the hos-
pital, one or more from nearly all the
Canadian battalions now at the front,
and I am pleased to say that they are
making good recovery.
“As far as we know we have mnot
had any of the members of the N. B,
contingent yet. I suppose that is due
to the fact that the 12th Battalion,
which came largely from New Bruns-
wick, is still at Salisbury Plain and
will likely comie on with the second
Canadian division. The wards in our
hospital, called after the provinces in
our Dominion, are now all very com-
fortably filled up, and your money will
enable us to complete the fitting out of
the New Brunswick ward and to sup-
ply & great many needs of the brave
defenders of our nation from your pro-
vince who are sick or wounded. We
have two splendid operating theatres,
well equipped X-ray department, eye,
ear, nose and throat department; a
splendid pathological and bacteriologi-
cal lab Y, and a di ry al-
most as good @s any Canadian drug
store,

“It 1s just possible that befors this
terrible war is over we may have to
expand still further; if so, we will do
it by erecting more tents. We have
our tents erected five in a row, and a
row holds thirty patients.

GHEGKED IN
BELGIAN GONGO

Explorer tells of desperate
battles fought mear the
equator — Kaiser’s forces
defeated.

—

New York, April 12.—~Details of
fighting between Belgians, Frenchmen
and Germans under the equator are re-
lated by Mr. James Chapin, explorer,
who has just returned from the Congo.
According to Mr., Chapin, the fighting
in the Congo has been characterized
by the same intensity that has marked
the battles of the world war in other
parts of the globe.

Mr, Chapin who was at Stanleyville,
in the Belgian Congo, when the war
began, sald that almost simultaneously
with the news, which was received by
wireless, word was brought that a
German column had seized the Island
of Kwijl, in Lake Kivu, had captured
or put to death the garrison, consist~
ing of & handful of mative troops un-
der a white chef de poste and had
landed on the west bank of the lake,
The lake marks the dividing line be-
tween German BEast Africa and the
Belgian Congo, the west bank and the

German Atrocities.

Runners brought the news to Uvira,
on Lake Tanganyika, whence it was
sent by wire to Kasongo, then to Kin-
du and Kongolo, where it was flashed
by wireless up and down the length
of the Congo. Preparations were made
at once to resist the German invaslon.
The railroad line from Stanleyville to
Ponthierville, and from Kindu to Kon-
golo, both links in the proposed Cape
to Calro Raflroad were guarded, and
the river steamboats between, Ponth-
ferville and the Lukandu were armed
with machine guns, while detachments
of troops fro mallt he river posts
from Stanleyville to Kongolo were or-
dred to the Kivu district.

Belgians Checked the Germans.

The authorities, according to Mr.
Chapin, kept secret the numbers and
dispositions of the relief forces. It is
probable that not more than 2,000 men
in all were gathered there at that
time. The Congo troops consist of
78,000 negro infantry, officered by
Belgians. The infantry’ have machine
gun detachments. These troops are
scattered about the entire territory in
garrisons and trading posts.

Mount Hibu, on Lake Kivu, was forti-
fied by the Belgians and held against
rthe determined German advance until
!vhe arrival of the first reinforcements.
Then several sharp encounters be-
tween the invaders and the Belgian
troops ensued, ut, balthough the Ger-
man advance was checked; the Kais-
er's forces were still in Belgian terri-
tory.

In the meantime the military au-
thorities of the Belgian and French
Congos, after deliberation, set about
making a counter demonstration
against the Cameroon, which was be-
ing blockaded by the French gunboat
Surprise and some British cruisers.

In November a Belgian expedition
mobilized at Coquilhatville was em-
barked . aboard river steamboats and
sent into French equatorial Africa, up
the Sanga river, where it was joined
by French native troops, and the
united forces made their way up the
Sanga to German territory, attacking
Ngoko, an important German port
The steamboats were armed with ma-
chine guns and equipped with search-
lights. This expedition, according to
Mr. Chapin, had not been very suc-
cessful up to the time of his leaving
Boma, early in January.

Mr. Herbert Lang, who was Mr.
Chapin’s partner in the American Mu-
seum of Natural History’s Congo ex-
pedition, and who still is at Stunley-
ville, had turned over his medical
equipment to the Belgians, Mr. Cha-
pin said, and was aiding in the base
hospital installed at Stanleyville,

where the wounded from the eastern
fighting were taken.

A German invasion of the Kivu and
Haut Ituri districts, with the object of
cutting the line of the proposed Cape
to Cairo line, was speculated upon in
the Herald on August 4, after the dec-
laration of war, when it was announ-
ced by Germans in this city that re-
servists would probably be taken to
Africa by the German steamships in-
stead of to Germany direct.

That the Belgians at last had suc-
ceeded in bringing to the Kivu a force
fsufficient to dislodge the Germans and
drive them back into their own terri-
tory was indicated a few days ago in
a cable despatch from Havre, which
announced that the Germans before
Mount Hebu had been dislodged and
were retreating.

Any attempt of the Germans to oc-
cupy Belgian Congo territory would
come to naught, is the opinion of Mr.
Chapin, who has been in the great
forest between Stanleyville and Nan-
gara, in the Vele, through which the
last link of the railroad will pass. He
said it would be impossible for any
large body of- troops to traverse the
jungles. The natives would not act
as bearers for them and they speedily
would find themselves in difficulties
if they marched toward Stanleyville.
The presence of large British forces
in Rhodesia would prevent an invasion
by way of Lake Tanganyika.

An occupation of Stanleyville by
the German forces would, of course,
cut off communication between the
far Eastern Congo and the lower rea-
ches of the river. But Stanleyville is
more than three hundred miles from
Lake Kivu.

“The Congo is well supplied with
food,” said Mr. Chapin. “The black
troops seem to be well drilled and the
Belgian officers are experienced men.
The feeling in the Congo is that the
territory could hold out indefinitely,
even if Germany were successful
throughout the rest of the world.”

SIR THOMAS
AN AUTHORITY
ON WRESTLING

Many titled Britishers besides the
marquis of Queensberry and Lord
Lonsdale have been patrons of
pugilism, but the wrestling game has
also had its ardent devotees among
the “upper crust” of English society.
Perhaps the most famous of these
early authorities on the grappling art
was Sir Thomas Parkyns, baronet of
Bunny park, in Nottinghamshire, the
author of a classic work, The Inn Play,
or Cornish Hugg Wrestler, from which
the present-day practitioner of the mat
game may obtain much good advice
and valuable instruction. Sir Thomas
died 174 years ago, in his seventy-
eighth year and, thanks to his devo-
tion to wrestling and other sports,
never knew a day of illness until that
which resulted fatally. He was a man
of great learning, but his fame as a
lawyer and magistrate is forgotten,
while he is still honored as the fore-
most student of the ancient art and
science of wrestling.

While a student at Cambride and
at London he took instruction from
the best masters in wrestling and box-
ing, but the latter sport, then in its
infancy, did not appeal to him as 4did
wrestling. On his ancestral J
which he inherited soon after h
dent days, he held annually a
wrestling tournament. The prize was
a gold-laced hat, worth only about f
dollars, but the glory was so g
that grappiers from all over K
flocked to the contest. The gold hat
wrestling matches were continned
long after his death, but were aband-
oned about a century ago

N INPORTINT WEISURS

A. O. Skinner re-elected president — Next Convention
to be held in Fredericton—Will seek much legis-
lation to promote better business methods.

After dealing with many important
matters the first convention of the
Retail Merchants' Association finishad
its sessions yesterday. For an or-
ganization only six months old the
convention was a great success, In
point of attendance and also in the
interest shown in the proceedings.

Most of the important matters
dealt with had to do with the need
of legislation and the relations of ma-
ufacturers and wholesalers with the
retail trade. Among the points
brought out were the need of legisla-
tion to protect the fair trader, and
prevent him being penalized for the
wrongdoing of the unfair trader, and
the need of opposing the practice of
price cutting on one or more articles
with a view to attracting customers,
who might be induced to buy othar
articles at Ligh prices, the need of do-
ing something to assure more honesty
in advertising, and the need of oblig-
ing manufacturers ot abandon the poli-
of selling their products to mail
order concerns at prices which would
not allow local retailers to compete.

Officers of the association for the
ensuing year were elected as follows:

President, A. O. Skinner, St. John;

1st vice-president, A. Murray, Fred-
ericton; 2nd vice-president, ‘E. O,
Steeves, Moncton; treasurer, William
Hawker, St. John; secretary, N, C.
Cameron, St. John.

On motion of Mr. McGivern, second-
ed by G. P. Farreli, Fredericton was
selected as the place for the next cod-
vention, the date to be decided by the
executive.

An amendment to the landlord and
tenants’ act was referred to the execu-
tive,

A motion was iutroduced recom-
mending the adoption of a daylight
saving plan during three months ‘n
the summer, and was referred to the
executive.

The matter of providing for inves-
tigation of cases where goods receiv-
ed were not up to standard was dealt
with by a resolution, providing that
association should undertake an

investigation into such cases

Complaint was made that Canadian
manufacturers of nails were selling
their products in the United States nt
a lower rate, than in the home mar-
kets, and this meant unfair competi
tion in border towns The matter
was referred to the executive.

Complaint was made that Canadian
manufacturers did not treat retailers
in a way that was compatible with the
made-in-Canada campaign, and the
watter will be taken up.

Wm. Hawktr, the treasurer, submit-
ted a report, showing the finances
were in good condition for a young

\ur;;unizulinn.
Secretary’s Report.

N. C. Cameron, the secretary,
mitted a report on the work of the
association. He said in part:

“On the 20th of October last, I had
the pleasure of addressing a meeting
of the retail merchants of the City of
St. John. I presented to them the
need and necessity of an organization
of this kind, and at that meeting it
was unanimously decided that an or-
ganziation should be started at once
and since that time, we have orga-
nized branches in every village, town
and city throughout the province. I
am pleased to see 50 many delegates
present today from every part of the
province, and trust that each one wiil
£go away from here feling that our
association is an absolute necessity
in order to protect the interests of ‘he
‘retall merchants of the province.

“We have at the present time a de-
linquent debtors’ list, containing over
a thousand names in this province,
and more names are coming in every
day. Many of our members have been
able to collect amounts that were oth-
erwise considered worthless. I hope
that in a very short time this list will
be published and sent to every mem-
ber of the association.

“We have been successful in having
what i8 known as “Dollar Day” in
nearly every village, town and city,
and reports have come in from all
quarters, stating that these days have
been a great success.

“We have met representatives of
the wholesale grocery trade in this
Pprovince, and have been successful ‘n
arranging a policy that will put trade
in its proper channels, and the great-
est good feeling exists today between
the wholesale and retail trades. The
wholesale recognizes that the retail
merchants have been laboring under
disadvantages, and we now have a
committee which is meeting a com-
mittee from the wholesale trade to
adjust many matters of interest. We

\ are beginning to find that many manu-
facturers throughout the Dominion
are at last recognizing us as a strong
commercial organization.

“Organization is the spirit.of prog-
ress, and the spirit of progress is the
greatest asset a country or a business
can have.

develop with a powerful maratime
power. There were numerous men
in England who believed that in the
event of an important European strag-
gle involving Great Britain, “the hun-
ger of London would dictate terms of
peace.” But the Admiralty were con-
vinced that the sea power of Britain
would keep all the routes open for
foodstuffs, The lands in the British
Isles which might have been devoted
to the growth of more wheat were
left as before, and the investors of
Britain, by placing their funds in the
bonds of railways in Canada, in South
Africa, in Australia, and in New Zea-
land, where vast stretches of fertile
country remained to be opened up, en-
couraged the production of a steady
supply of foodstuffs which might be
called upon in case of emergency. The
under-water craft of Germany have
failed to throttle the shipping of Great
Britain. Her ships come and go al-
most as theéy please. And the
sources of wheat lands, in themselves
many times the area of the British
Islés, are available for the need of
the people of Britain.
In facilitating the expansion of the
various railway companies in the Do-
minion during the last thirty years,
the successive governments, federal
and provincial, have enabled Canada
to. take up the burden of a greater
production in this year of the Empire’s
peril. Canada is measuring up - to
her advertised destiny as the “Gran-
ary of the Empire,” or, more emphatic
still, “Bread Basket of the World.”
The prophecies of leaders of thought
for three decades are on the verge
of fulfillment. The large exportable

Without these essen-
tial trafic arteries the Dominion would
have been merely a helpless spectator
while the greatest war in history rum-
bled through to a conclusion, Can-
ada’'s most important contribution to
the cause of Empire is in wheat and
flour and bread.

The bulk of the supplies of Canad-
jan wheat for export are drawn each
year from the wheat fields of the
prairie provinces. The total supply
may be computed by a study of the
carrying of the railways. During the
crop year 1913-14, the Canadian North-
ern alone handled from the territory
served by its western lines, 47,295,000
bushels, Estimating the increase this
year at 20 per cent,, the C.N.R. should
haul out approximately 56,750,000
bushels of wheat from the provinces
lying between the Great Lakes and
the Rocky Mountains, That quantity
of wheat, tonverted successively into
flour, and into standard loaves of
bread, would feed Greater London,
with its estimated population of 7,252,
963, for more than four and a half
years.

According to the millers, a barrel
of flour, 196 pounds, is made from
4 1-2 bushels of wheat, and, according
to the bakers, 187 standard loaves of
24 ounces each, are made from one
barrel of flour. The anticipated car-
ryings on the Canadian Northern this
geason, then, represent 12,611,111 har-
rels and 2,358,277,757 loaves of bread.
If this were divided in London each
individual in the Emperial City would
receive 325 loaves. If you divide the
population of the capital into families
of three, each family would be pro-
vided with 976 loaves. Allowing a
liberal supply of 4 loaves a week to
each family, would extend the food-
stuffs over 244 weeks, or more than
four and a half years.

There is no need to carry the illu-
stration further, so long as Britain
holds command of the seas, the avail-
able supply of foodstuffs from Can-
ada alone should suffice to overcome
the handicap her critics maintain she
imposed upon herself by producing
but a quarter of the wheat she annu-
ally consumes, ’

RED STAR LINE CMPANY

For Violation of Alien
Labor Law—Brought In
as Passengers Party to
Work as Stewards on One
of Company’s Steamers.

New York, April 14—Seventy-seven
men and women, practically the entire
force of stewards and stewardesses
aboard the American liner Kronnland,
were placed under arrest today by im-
migration officers and a warrant was
gerved on the captain, charging the
Red Star Line, owners of the vessel,
with violation of the alien contract la-
bor law.
The entire complement of stewards
and stewardesses—sixty-nine men and
eight women—it was charged, had
been brought in as passengers aboard
the liner Finland last January from
England. After their arrival it is
charged, the Red Star Line transferred
them, in accordance with a previous
agreement, to the Kroonland, thus vio-
lating the law.
Under the law, the immigration of-
ficers asserted, the line had the privi-
lege of transferring the crew of one
ship to another, but could not bring to
America as passengers aboard one of
their ships a crew for another ship
in America. Conviction of the charge
carries with it a penalty of $1,000 fine
for each alien employed. In this case
the maximum fine, upon conviction,
would be $77,000.

Will Appoint Committee to Investigate Assess-

ment Matters.

The city commissioners must be in-
duced to carry out the provisions of
the charter instructing them to ap-
point & commission to draft a new as-
sessment act, declared A. O. Skinner
at a public meeting held in the Sea-
men’s Institute last evening to dis-
cuss the tax question. The meeting
was held under the auspices of the
Retail Merchants' Association, and
Mr. Skinner as president of the asso-
clation occupied the chair. “I think
pressure will shortly be brought upon
the commissioners to make them car
ry out the charter,” added the presi-
dent.

Then after listening to an address
on the question of taxation from a re-
tall merchant's point of view by E. M.
Trowern, secretary of the Dominion
Boad of the Retail Association, the
meeting adopted a motion calling up-
on the Retall Association to appolnt
a committee to study the assessment
question and be prepared to advise
the civie ission on t

Mr. Trowern, who has evidently
made a considerable study of assess-
ment matters, ‘gave an interesting ac-
count of the Ontario system, contrast-
ing it with that in St. John. He
thought the St. John system had good
features; at any rate it overlooked
no chance of raising a dollar. He did
not think much of the single tax as
it is being tried in the West. He
condemned municipal ownership and
municipal trading of all sorts and said
Toronto was being ruined by social.
ism. “The way taxes are golng up in
Toronto there will soon be a rebel-
lion,” he declared.

Taxation, said Mr. Trowern, is the
last thing one wants to talk about—
the ordinary audience will go to sleep.

Volces—Not in this town.

Prior to 1904 Ontario had an assess-
ment act similar to that of St, John,
There was a tax on land, buldings,
incomes, etc. Ontario, however, aid
not tax ‘wmerchandise which had not
been paid for.

The retallers became interested in
this way. T. Eaton caimed to be
buying and selling for cash, but when
the assessors came round his stock
was only worth $80,000. The retailers
appealed the assessment of some big
merchants, forcing them to produce
their books. Their assessment was
raised, and Toronto’s revenue increas-
ed by thousands of dollars.

Then they induced the government
to appoint a commission to amend the

t act. This commi pre-
sented after some years a report,
recommending a new assessment 8sys-
tem. They recommended the aboli-
tion of taxes on all personalty, If
you really could tax personalty it
would be all right,

A Good Trap.

St. John has the best system to tran
everybody that could be devised; 10-
thing is overlooked.

The Ontario commission recom-
mended a tax of 7 p. c. on the rental
value of a business premise. This
meant that a retafler on a front stre st
with a small stock would bear a heay-
fer burden than a wholesaler on a
back street. The retailers opposed
this principle.

The government threw out the re-
port, and put it up to the A8Bessors (3
draft an t act. A 8

Ontario had one system for all muni-
cipalities. ‘Toronto had the highest
tax rate in its history last year.

After blaming the soclalists for ruin-
ing Toronto, the speaker sald he was

Continuing the speaker said the re-
taflers secured an amendment to the
Ontario act, providing for abolition
of taxes on bersogalty, and the impo-
sition of a busineSs tax on an assess-
ment of twenty-five per cent. of the
value of the property of retailers;
thirty-five per cent. on coal dealers,
and fifty per cent, on liquor stores.
Now they thought the twenty-five per
cent. valuation was too high. It might
be sald why not abolish the whole
business tax? But there was no profit
in it. The weak point of single tax
was that it tried to do something
which did not belong to taxation,
Henry George wanted the state to
own all the land. If you did not want
people to hold unoccupied land, you
would have to go about it another
way,

Best in Canada

Ontario’s assessment act wad® re-
garded as the best in Canada. The
business tax on an assessment of
twenty-five per cent. of value of prem-
ises was at the rate of two per cent.

In all the municipalities of British
Col the city s put the
tax on land; but the provincial gov-
ernment taxed everything else. “They
call it single tax, but not a single
thing escapes.”

The speaker was not in favor of
exemption. If you exempted one
class, the other classes would want
exemptions too. The question of poli-
tics should be kept free of politics. As
regards a poll tax—well, men coming
into the city to work should pay some-
thing towards its up-keep,

Bpeaking of forms of government
Mr. Treworn said that because a man
was elected to a position was no evi-
dence that he was qualified to fill it.
Heads of civic departments should
form an executive board and sit with
the aldermen in the council,

“My advice to you is to appoint a
committee, get all,  the assessment
acts, work on them all winter, and
then devise an act applicable to con-
ditions in this province.”

Land Vaiues Toc Low

The speaker thought land in St.
John was asessed at a very low valu-
ation, compared with other cities of
about the same size. The St. John
system had good features, but there
was something wrong with the valu-
ation. Either personalty was valued
too high or real estate too low.

A. O. Skinner—Most of the mer
chants in St. John rent their premises,
If we exempt personalty the tax will
have to go on real estate and the
landlords will make the merchants
pay.
T. J. McPherson moved that a
committee be appointed by the asso-
ciation to fnvestigate assessment mat-
ters, so as to be in a position to give
advice to the commission which
might be appointed.

A. H. Wetmore said the Board of
Trade was working along such lines.
He thought it might be glad of the co-
operation of the retailers.

To Mr. Wetmore, Mr. Treworn said
exemptions in Toronto amounted to
$74,700,000.

J. H. Vugh.a spoke in favor of a
committee on assessment.

Mr. McPherson’s motion carried.
The committee will be appointed at a
meeting of the association later.
