GREY SAYS PEACE 
IS WITHIN SIGHT tions

London, Oct. 10 
Grey, the former secretary of for­
eign affairs, in the first speech he 
has made in two years, said he 
thought peace was within sight, but 
not within reach. He praised the 
wisdom of President Wilson’s re­
ply to the German note.

Viscount Grey spoke at West­
minster at a “league of nations” 
meeting.

The country, he declared, must 
give its united support to the gov­
ernment In the conduct of the war, 
until peace was within reach. A 
league of nations could not be a sub­
stitute for the successful termina­
tion of the war. Never had he seen 
how it would be possible to form a 
league of nations before peace was 
concluded. Such a league must be 
founded at the peace conference; 
if delayed beyond a few days the 
chances that It would ever be form­
ed were slight.

A league of nations, he urged, 
must include Germany. There 
could be no thought of disarmament 
until Germany had disarmed.

Washington, Oct. 10—President Wilson's note of in­

quiry in response to the German peace proposal was praised 
and attacked today in the Senate.

" Senator Pittman of Nevada, Democrat, opened a debate 
that lasted several hours by criticizing Senator Lodge of 
Massachueetti, the Republican leader, for issuing a state­
ment commenting unfavorably upon the president’s action. 
The Nevada senator agreed with most of the othèr leaders in 
Congress who have discussed the matter for publication in 
approving both the president’s refusal to propose an armis­
tice while the Germans are on invaded soil, and the inquiries 
addressed to thfik German chancellor. He sauji the criticism'of 
the Republican leader could serve no good purpose and 
would tend to cfestroy confidence in the president.

HAIG’S STATEMENT.Le Gateau, the important junction 
point twelve miles southeast jf Cam­
brai, reprete* ted Thursdaj night the 
point of dee prat penetration uy the 
A'.i'tnk troops. The British were the 
master* of it. All atortg the front, 
however, the British, Americans and 
French have been steadily pressing 
forward their infantry forces, taking 
numerous towns and villages, while 
far In advance of them the noof beats 
of cavalry intermingled with the roars 
of the whippet tanks and the staccato 
barking of the machine guns inside 
the moving forts. So fast has been 
the re treating of the enemy that at 
various points the Allied forces afoot 
lost contact with him.

The retreat, which is over a front 
of about 35 mile*, from the south of 
Douai to the region east pf St. Quen­
tin, has left In the hands of the Allies, 
in adffltion to the towns taken, valua­
ble lines of communication and strate­
gic positions of high importance, and 
driven in a wedge that seemingly 
will force the Germans everywhere, 
from the North Sea to the vicinity of 
Verdun, to f/ril back. Southeast of 
Douai, one of the remaining strong 
points in the German line, in the 
north, the British are standing in 
Btrun, twelve miles southwest of Val­
enciennes, the pivotal point In the 
enemy's known next defence line, and 
ten miles to the south the city is out­
flanked at Solesmes.

American* Advance.
Meantime the French and American 

armies on that part of the line run­
ning from northwest of Rbelms to tnc 
Meuse River are still pressing for 
ward In the converging movement with 
the armies in the west, and are gradu­
ally forming the entire war theatre 
into a huge sack. The Americans con 
tin ne slowly to advance up the east 
ern side tof the Meuse, while west of 
the river, In conjunction with the op 
•rations of the French, they have all 
but obliterated the great Argon ne 
forest as an enemy defence position. 
To the west of the forest in the Aisne 
Valley and still farther westward, the 
French also have made further gains 
Throughout thla entire region the Ger­
man* still are offering stubborn resist­
ance, malflly with maheine guns, real­
ising the Importance of holding back 
tbelr foes while their armies In Bel­
gium and farther south make good 
their retrograde movement.

The British have advanced rapidly 
along the whole battlefront.

North of that place 
we have reached the general line of 
the Elle River from St. Souplet to the 
neighborhood of Solesmes and have 
captured I^a Gateau.

"West of Solesmes we captured Av- 
esnes and Rleux, and then St. Merlin 
west of the Scheldt Canal, we have 
taken Etrun.

"In the towns and villages captur­
ed In our advance today numbers of 
civilians have been found. Including 
2,6u0 In the town of Caudry.

$3.50l Before the Canadian Club last night 

Sir P. T. McGrath, K.B.E., told of 
the part that Newfoundland had play­
ed In the war to date, and his address 
was a revelation to all present. The 
speaker was interrupted time and 
again with cheers as he related the 
accomplishments of the smallest in­
tegral part of the far-flung British 
Empire, the gallant part borne by her 
sons in the fighting on land and sea 
as well, and the work of the women.

In introducing the speaker, H. O.
Mclnemey, president of the Club, 
said they were glad of the privilege 
of welcoming two distinguished sons 
of Newfoundland, Sir P. T. McGrath 
and non. John Anderson. Sir Pat­
rick was president of the legislative 
council of Newfoundland and had 
taken a very active part In all the 
war work. He had acted as secretary 
of the war finance committee and 
chairman of the pensions disabil­
ity committee, and secretary of the 
patriotic fund. In March, lHIS, in re­
cognition of his services the King had 
been pleased to create him a Knight 
of the British Empire

On rising to speak. Sir Patrick was 
greeted with cheers He expressed 
his pleasure at having the privilege 
to place before the people of St. John 
some of the things accomplished by 
Newfoundland, the smallest entity on 
the side of the Allies, having a pop­
ulation of only 250,000 scattered in 
1,230 settlements and 1,000 of these 
settlements had less than 200 people 
living in them.

The first difficulty had been lo get 
word to the people of the seriousness 
of the situation, and to this end re 
cruiting committees had been formed 
and a thorough canvass of the Island

They had had for twelve years a 
branch of the Navy Reserve and at 
the outbreak of the war had some 500 
or 600 men available for immediate 
service, and the Colony could claim 
the distinctirn of being the first of 
the overseas dominions to l ave men 
in active service, men from this naval 
reserve being on duty in the North 
Sea within two months after the 
outbreak of hostilities. This 500 men 
had been Increased to 2,000 and to­
day there were serving in the British 
navy 2,000 Newfoundlanders, and hey 
had fought In every one of the Seven 
Seas. There had been men from New 
foundland with Craddix'k, with Stur- 
dee. with Beatty and at Gallipoli.

Not content wfth their contribution 
to the navy it was decided to enlist 
500 men for the land forces, and with­
in a fortnight they had been secured.
St. Johns itself furnishing half the 
number. As there were no rifles on 
the Island, Canada was asked to sup­
ply 500, and agreed to do so. but they 
did not arrive until the troops had 
sailed with the first Canadian contin­
gent, so that the first Newfoundland 
troops to reach, England did not have 
a gun. After a short time at Salis­
bury Plains with the Canadians, the 
Newfoundland troops were sent 
Scotland, and stationed at Edinburgh.
In the aieantim- another 500 men had 1 July. 1916, there had been a call for 
been recruited, making a full battal­
ion, and In the sumhier of 1915 the 
Newfoundland unit was started for 
Khartoum, but on arrival at Alexan­
dria they were switched to Gallipoli, 
where they remained until the evac­
uation.

While at Gallipoli they were brigad­
ed w<th the 29th brigade, one of the 
famous fighting units of the British j

j brought the gathering to a close.

In July, 1910, they saw their first 
fighting on the western front at the 
Somme, and in this engagement the 
battalion was practically wiped out. 
Of 833 men who went Into action In 
the morning, only 63 answered the 
roll call at night, and 250 of the num­
ber never answered any more roll call 
on earth. Of the 32 officers, 16 were 
killed and 8 wounded.

The total enlistments under the vol­
untary system amounted to 5,000 
men, and of this number 1,250, or 25 
per cent, have been killed.

Last spring, owing to the wastage 
and men not enlisting In sufficient 
numbers, the battalion, had to be with­
drawn, and a conscription measure 
was passed. The first result of the 
measure was the voluntary enlistment 
of 1,600, and the first call under the 
act which would be on October 15, was 
expected to bring In another 1,500 be­
fore the end of the year, and New­
foundland was now In a position to 
maintain the regiment at strength un­
til the end of the struggle. In addi­
tion to these there had been enlisted 
a forestry unit of 500 men.

Those at home had also done their 
part. A patriotic fund had been es­
tablished and the dependents of the 
men had been kept In at least the 
same circumstances as when the men 
were home. The business men of the 
Island had taken their share of the 
work and given freely of their time 
and money. For three years the ex­
penditure had been looked after by a 
finance committee and for those three 
years the cost, had been less than 
$2.000 per year, and In that time 
$3,500,000 had been spent. There had 
also been a military organization com­
mittee which had served without pay 
for three years. At the end of three 
years the government had created a 
militia department, and these matters 
had been taken over T>y that depart-

There 
had been established a tuberculosis 
hospital and a convalescent hospital.

The women had borne their share 
in the work. On the organization of 
the Men's Patriotic Association, Lady 
Davidson had organized the women, 
and in less than a month there had 
been organized 200 branches, where 
socks and Red Cross neceesitles were 
made for the boys. It had Been stat­
ed by officers of Queen Mary's Guild 
that the contributions from New­
foundland exceeded all other coun­
tries both in quantity and quality. 
One reason for this was that every 
woman on the Island was a trained 
knitter. In the four years it was es­
timated that in cash and goods the 
Women's Patriotic Association had 
given between $350,000 and $400,000 
and for last year the cash contribu­
tions averaged $1.000 per week. In

Not only Is this unprecedent­
ed wltht light tackle, but the fish 
was near the Tuna Club record for a 
swordfish on any tackle. The biggest 
one ever caught was in 1916, which 
weighed 362 pounds.

Not in many years have the deep- 
sea fighters been so plentiful as this 
season off the famous Southern Cali­
fornia banks. Great swarms of yel- 
low^ail and other light tackle prizes 
have been frequent. The leaping 
tuna, dolphin and marlin swordfish, 
varying in size from 50 to over 300 
pounds, have been plentiful. W. C. 
Bosch en, of New York, is credited 
with capturing 99 tuna and 5 sword­
fish for the season. His nearest com­
petitor is Jas. W Jump, of Los 
Angeles, with 86 tuna and 11 sword 
fish. Ralph Vandeni holds the record 
for the season with the largest tuna 
caught. It weighed 149*4 pounds.

Prizes to be awarded by the Tuna 
Club for the largest yellow-tall, white 
sea bass, honita, albicore and tuna 
sea bass this year will go to novices 
in the big game fishing sport from all 
parts of the country, some of whom 
have never previously caught, anything 
larger than a fair sized trout.

J. A. O’Donnell of Cleveland1 

Last Evening Gave Talk on 
the Value of Co-Operative 
Deliveries For St. John.

Joseph Scarp Taken Into Cus­
tody Yesterday—Liable To 
Fine of $500 and 6 Months 
Jail—Two Liquor -Cases. rA large number of the rep

merchants of the community met 
In the Board of Trade rooms last 
night to hear J. A, O’Donnell, of 
Cleveland In a practical and Interest­
ing talk on the Value of Co-operative 
Deliveries for St* John.
Daniel, of the Retail Merchants’ Asso­
ciation, presided,, and introduced the 
speaker as a man well conversant 
with his subject.

Mr. O’Donnell femphasised during 
his talk the feasibility of having the 
delivery systems of the various stores 
centralised under one management, 
and he pointed out the practical re­
sults accruing from the co-operative 
delivery method in other cities, which, 
he stated, had long since passed the 
experimental stage. He stated that 
with each store delivering parcels, 
there would be several teams work­
ing a section of the towq, whereas if 
the co-operative system were in use 
only one team would be needed to de­
liver in that section, 
result in a great saving in time, money 
and men, a big factor in these war 
times, and the housewife would get 
better service and attention. Is 
citing examples to show the folly of 
the old time delivery system, Mr. 
O’Donnell stated that on one street it 
took 57 milk teams to deliver the 
morning’s milk to only 300 homes, and 
then one wondered why the price cf 
milk was so high.

He stated that not only could de­
liveries under the new system be done 
with less number of horses or autos, 
but because they were under the one 
management the feed or gasoline 
could be bought in large quantities, 
which would mean a discount, thus a 
saving of money would be effected.

Mr. O’Donnell fully explained the 
delivery routine under the new sys­
tem. He stated that in the morning 
the team called at the assigned stores 
and received the orders, which were 
conveyed to a central depot for redis­
tribution to the various sections of 
the city, which were charted out so 
that no two teams would traverse the 
same section, 
would be allowed a customer a day, 
thus avoiding going over the same 
ground twice. He slated that there 
were two types of delivery systems, 
the co-operative and the privately 
owned system, and of the two the co­
operative system was the best. Under 
this system each merchant would have 
stock in the concern, the stock being 
apportioned equally so that the small 
store would have the same advantage 
as its larger neighbor.

During the evening it developed 
that there were about 16 firms in tin 
country market making individual de­
liveries, a condition that could be 
handled by one or two teams.

At the conclusion of Mr. O’Donnell’s 
lectur? a hearty vote of thanks was 
tendered I» him, and then the meeting 
was thrown open for general discus­
sion. After some discussion it was 
decided to bring the matter up before 
the next meeting of the Retail Mer­
chants’ Association.
