EXTRADITION
PROCEEDINGS AT
WOODSTOCK,

The Burns-Kelly Case Caus-
ing a Great Deal of
Interest.

ONE SIDE FINISHED.

Defence Today—L. A. Currey Has a
Say About Action of U.S. Cus-

' toms Officer in This Instance—
Burns Tells Story of Night En-
counter Near Border Line,

‘Woodstock, N.
Great interest was shown this morning
and aftermoon in the proceedings before
q]}xtlge Gregory with respect to William
Ix_ell)', of Debec, charged under the extra-
dition treaty with assaulting with intent
to kill Frank W. Burns, of Fort Fair-
field (Mec.), a United States customs
official.

A. B. Connell, K. €., and J. C. Hart-
ley, represented the United States; L. A.
Currey, K. C, and Frank B. Carvel] -re-
presented Kelly.

The proceedings commenced by Judge
Gregory reading the information laid by
Mr. Jenks on 22nd of April against Kelly,
who said, he was ready to proceed and
denied the change.

Burns then gave his evidence. He said
that on the night of April 17 while
rw‘a.ltahmg for smwugglens he met Kelly
(1}'1ving towards Houlton on the American
side. He halted him and stepped along
the wagon to wsatisfy himself as to the
load. Kelly pulled a club and told him ‘he
couldn’t get on. Burns said he had a re-
volver and would have to use it if Kelly
used used the club. Kelly said “Damn

[ you, I'll kill you,” and jumped towards

him. Witness then fired. Kelly struck him
and he fell. Witness continued: “I tried
to get to my feet, when he struck me on
the head again. I said “for God’s sake,
Henderson, don’t kill me? Te said
‘Damn you, T'll kill you.” and I shouted
murder. That is the last I romember.
When I came to myseif I tried to get up
and could not. Finally I got to a man's
house named Terrell. Witness then de-
scribed how he was cared for at this
lxpuse. He did not become conscious again
till next morning, when he found Doctor
Putnam, of Houlton, attending to his
miounds.”

To the judge—When I fired Kelly was |

on his feet with the stick raised. He could
not have struck me unless he jumped. He
was in the adt of jumping.

Jacob Terrell described the condition of
Burns when he found him at his door,
and Doctor Putnam, of Houlton,- described
Burns’ injuries.

After the noon adjournment the town
hall rapidly filed with spedbators to hear
the remainder of the evidence and was
soon packed to overflowing. Nadurally
enough, sentiment is almost entirely with
Kelly. ’

Dr. Alfred D. Sawyer, of Fout Fairfield,
was the first witness. He said: When 1
saw Burns he was very weak, stupid and
dull. He was at Tirrell’s. A spring bed and
wagon were brought from Houlton. He
was taken on the bed and wagon to the
train and taken to Fount Fairfield. It was
hard to tell what might develop, judging
from the symptoms when I first attended
Burns. I did not think Burns could safe-
ly have come before this court for an
examination nor that it was entirely safe
for him to come this morning. I think
his case mow serious. The particular
danger to Burng would arise from brain
nressure,

This concluded the testimony for the
prosecution.

Mr.. Currey, for the defence, submitted
that the intent to murder was the gist of
the aetion while the evidence showed only
an intent to defend himself. When Burns
fired at XKelly, defendant was on the
nvagon; there was not the present ability
to kill, By the defendant. What Kelly did
was in defence of his life. Defendant was
not within reaching distance. He quoted
a casein which a Harvard student threat-
ened to cane a doctor. He met the doctor
and was about to cane him when the
dodtor fired and killed. In this case the
student had the present ability. The pres-
ent ability to kill was absent in the case
of Kelly. It was natural law that Kelly
should defend himself and he avas within
the law in so doing or was leagally justi-
fied. No officer has a right to begmn
shooting at a man because he has com-
mitted a minor offence. It was high time
that Mr. Burns and every officer dhould
learn that life was a sacred thing. When
Kelly said “I will kill you” Burns had
stated to the former that he had a re-
volver and would use it.

His honor—Would you admit that if
this wvas a Canadian case I was bound to
commit for trial.

Mr. Currey—Not on this charge. T do
not- think this avould be even a common
assault.

1{is honor—T would think T must com-
mit him for something. ‘As it is an extra-
ditable matter it is different, as an as-
sault without intent to murder is not- ex-
traditable.

Mr. Curreyv—The plea of justification
was applicable.-In order to justify extra-
dition, there must be proof of malice
aforathought. If homicide or manslaught-
er there svas no intent.

HEAR PLEASANT
ANNOUNCEMENT.

Aged and Infirm Ministers’
Fund More Than
$227,000.

STRATHCONA'S GIFT.

Rev. Cr. Torrance Presents Tabu-
lated Statement -- New Presby-
teries sFormed --- Statistics of
Ministers, Members and Finances
--Mission Work.

‘

Toronto, June 12——(Special)—'1'ﬂ\e fea-
ture of today’s meeting of the general as-
sembly of the Presbyterian church @ was
the amnouncement of J. K. MacDonald,
of Toronto, that the aged and infirm min-
isters’ fund is now more than $227,000 and
that Lord Strathcona has, according to
promise, sent a check for $20,000 of this
total.

Some time ago Lord Strathcona said
that when $200,000 had been subscribed
he would add $20,000. It is hoped soon
to bring the fund to a point where $400
per year will be paid to all pastors of 40
years’ service and more.

Rev. Dr. Torrance, who is mnow 79
years of age and has served for almost
half a century, asked to be relieved of his
position as convener of the committee of
statistics but consented under pressure to
remain for another year. He presented
a report containing a carefully ;abulatcd
statement as to the progress of the
church.

Puring the year three new Preshyteries
were -formed in the synod of Manitoba
and the Northwest Territories, raising
the mumber of these church courts to 58.
‘The total number of congregations and
mission stations is 1,781, an increase of
373 over the previous year.

The total number of ministers on the
rolls of Presbyteries is 1,198, a decrease
of 17 and in the appendix to the roll 170,
an increase of 15.

Selfsupporting charges aggregated 783,
and the augmented charges 203. Of the
last, 143 were in the western section and
60 in the eastern.

The families numbered 118,114, an in-
crease of 4,968.

In the number of communicants, 219,-
470, there was an fncrease of 5,799. In
the number admitted on profession of
faith, 11,259, as compared with 10,515 in
the previous year, an increase of 744, and
upon certificate 8,709, compared with
7,287 in the previous year, an increase of
1,422,

The average giving per family was $3.70
and pzr communicants’ $4.68, for stipends
alone, the total being $1,052,691, an in-
crease for schemes of the chunch of $26,-
369 during the year.

The total payments were $394,203.

For all purposes the total expenditure
was $2,857,489, an increase of $300,870.

In the-synod of the maritime provinces
ithere has been an increase of $4,325; Mon-
treal and Ottawa, $62,293; Toronto and
Kingston, $60,719; Hamilton and London,
$119,712; Manitoba and Northwest Terri-

‘tories, $50,054, and British Columbia, $40,-

346, aggregating $337,449, leaving $36,579
in delayed returns of last year to be scat-
tered among the synods.

Since the union in 1875, the number of
congregations has increased from 706 to
1,781, ministers from 579 to 1,368, com-
municants from 88,228 to 219,470 and con-
itributions for all purposes irom $982,672
to $2,857,489.

Mission work of the west was dealt
with at length in the home mission re-
port. It was urged that the James Rob-
ertson memorial fund be established, a
portion to be placed at the disposal of
Mrs. Robertson and the remainder to be
devoted to home mission work.

A great rush into the west was de-
scribed and estimate made that 150,000
people would be added to the population
this year.

Last year $98450 was spent on home
missions and this year $100,000 will be
needed. There are 428 mission fields with
1,230 preaching stations in the west. Be-
tween 40 and 50 new missions were or-
ganized during the year. -

Judge Forbes, of St. John, reported on
behalf of the committee for the eastern
section, aged and infirm ministers’ fund.
The balance of the fund stands at $6,169.
The deficit is $302. Collections from con-
gregations aggregated $2,449, interest
brought in $1,611 and rates from ministers
$617. Annuities paid $4,514. Capital fund
investment stands at $40,139. Increase in
congregational givings is reported. The
number of annuitants on the list is 26.
Qne died during the year.

The report of the eastern division home
mission committee stated a rapid increase

in population in Cape Breton has resulted

in addition of three self-sustaining con-
gregations to the Presbytery of Sydney.
Jlsewhere a decrease in popuiation has
affected the work. During 1901-02 the re-
ceipts were $15,281 and expenditure $13,-
987.

Dealing with Quebec, the report noted
that the decrease of English speaking fam-
ilies is not so perceptible as in former
vears and attributes this to the erection
of pulp and other mills and building of
new lines of railway. Special effort was
made to learn the exact debt of the
dhurch. It amounts to $1,549,298, a de-
crease of $145,668. The debt is not 15 per
cent of the estimated value of the prop-
erty a year ago and it would appear stiil
less if more recent values were known.

They boarded Mr. Howe’s flat-bottomed
rowboat at the ferry slip and kad gone
but a few feet across the Kennebec for
their -homes, when their small craft was
struck by the ferry boat Hockomok and
overturned. All of the occupants were
precipitated into the water. Mrs. Howe,
her three-year-o!d daughter and the Mor-
ris girl quickly disappeared, and all that
Mr. Howe could do to save them was in
vain. The ferry boat hands did everything
in their power, but they succeeded only
in rescuing Edgar Crockett. Mr. Howe
swam ashore with ¢wo of the children.

London, June 10.—The grain tax clause
of the budget passed the committee stage
in the house of commons today by 279
to 193 votes. A lengthy discussion pre-
ceded the vote.

SENTENCE IMPOSED IN ST. JAMES
ELECTION CASE.

Arthur Brunet Sentenced en Three Counts,
Aggregating 16 Months' Imprisonment,
But Terms Will Run Concurrently--Chief
Justice Severe on Such Offences.

Monktreal, June  10—(Special)—Chief
Justice Alexander Lacoste in sentencing
Arthur Brunet, who pleaded guilty to
corrupt practices in the NSt. James elec-
tion, in the court of king's bench today,’
was very severe om such offences. His
lordshin referred to the petition for c¢lem-
ency which had been presented to him
and stated it had received due considera-
tion. The woffences, however, were ex-
tremely grave ones and the public con-
sgience demanded they should be punish-
ed.

Possession of wealth gave a political
candidate very great advantage even when
used in a perfectly gssentL1l manner, and

it was absolutely essential ithis advantage

should mot he increased by -illegitimate
and criminal means. The same consider-
ation, he fe't, must exclude the option
of fine on the first count, that of bribery,
for which ‘the maximum penalty was six
moniths’ imprisonment. He therefore
would sentence the prisoner to four
months’ confinement.

For the second charge, which was a
ntora serious one, that of employing others
to impersonate voters, the maximum pen-
alty avas two years. but he would only im-
pose a penalty of six months in the pres-
ent case. i

The third offence—interfering with the
course of justice by taking witnesses out
of the country, aas the gravest of all,
but .even in this case he mvould limit tlie
penalty to six months, This made g total
of 16 months. But, out of regard for
clemency urged, his lordship
stated he would allow the sentences to
ran concurrenily whith would permit of
the prisoner being liberated “at: the end of
six months.

MILLION ACRES.
OF LAND ARE
N DISPUTE,

Matter Arises Between Rail-
way Company and Gov-
ernment.

COMPANY MAKES CLAIM.

Point Turns on Matter of Specify-
ing in Grant to Calgary and Ed-
monton People That Privileges of
Minerals Did Not Go With Land,
But Remained With Government.

.Ot’ta.\vﬂ, June 10—(Speciah—If the late
dominion government made a mistake in
not specifying in the dominion act passed
in 1890, giving a land subsidy to the Cal-
gary  and Edmonton Railway ‘Company,
that the minerals were re-eryed to the
crown, then the blunder may prove - a
co.s'_t!y one to the country. The Calgary
& Edmonton road was incorporated to
construct and operate a railway from Cal-
gary to Edmonton, nvith power to exterid
from Calgary southward to the interna-
txonal' boundary line. The 'govefnor-in-
dO}mcll was authorized to grant 'to the
:.m]‘\my company, subsidy of dominion
v_ands not exceeding (,400 acres per mile
for a distance of 190 miles north, and a
distancg of 150 miles south towards the
il}tematiuxml boundary upon the comple-
tion of the railway. .

The governor-in-council refused to grant
such lands unconditionally, but granted
somme and offered ito grant others by in-
s!:rumc'nts expressly reserving mineral
rights. The company claim that their
grants were to be unconditional and under
the dominion statutes authorizing the
same and therefore they brought their
case on a petition of right before the Ex-
chequer court today.

Although . their claim diredtly made is
for a patent for the southavest quarter
of section: 23, township 7, range 2, west
of the 5th initial meridian W. lon., free
irom any reservation of mines or miner-
als, a decision of the court is asked for a=
tq the company's rights in all the lands
along the railway.

The contention of the crown is that the
company has no right to anything but
the land and that the ‘minerals were re-
served mnder section 47 of the dominion
lands aat. . It was enacted that lands con-
taining coal or other minerals should not
be subject to the provisions of ithe demin-
ion land act respecting sale or homestead
entry, but should be disposed of in such
a manner that such ‘terms and conditions
as might be arranged by the governor-in-
council by regulations respecting the
same. Under this authority, regulations
were adopted in 1887 and confinmed by
statute Jater providing that all minerals
were reserved to the erown in all land
grents tto mailways. In accordance with
these regulations, the mines and minerais
in-the land granted ito the Calgary & Ed-
monton Railway Company were reseived
in the patents issued.

The order-in-council of the 27th June,
1890, and of the contract of the 26th De-
cember, 1800, giving the land tto the mail-
way avere granted subject to the reserva-
tion affecting all the minerals which
might be found to exist on the land. Or-
der-in-councils were subsequently passed
granting patents containing such reserva-
tions and they were accepted by the com-
pany, mow the company asks that these
orders should be rectified and that the
balance of the land coming to them should
be handed over unconditionally. Mlove
than 1,000,000 of acres are claimed by the
suppliants. The attoriey-general of the
dominion and E. L. Newcombe, K. C.,
deputy minister of justice, argued the case
for the crown, and Messs, Helmuth and
Saunders appeared for the railway com-

This was the
only regiment of Chinese who fought
against their own people and Capt. James,
who led them, says they did excelient
work, simply going through the Boxers
like a whirkwind.

Then there were the Flong Kong royal
engineers and six Cantonese (Chinese).
These are submarine engmneers and strap-
ping men. -

There were also the Hong Kong regi-
ment, 14 men, under Major Khan Ba-

badin. These are Indians. There are
alo the long Kong Singapore royal
antiliery, six men, three Puganhi and

three Mohamadens. The Indians have
their own rotions of rice and flour as they
refuse to eat meat whidh they do not kill
{hemseives. The men are ail well drilled
and the artillery Indians give fine exhibi-
tions of the bayonet exercises. ~Capt.
James, with his contingent, left Wei-Hai-
Wei Apruil 27 and came by -way of Hong
Kong wliere the whole contingent was in-
speeted by General (fascoigne, who is in
command there. A large number of people
were at the depot to see them go through.
All are dressed in khaki.

TRIAL 1N HOVA SCOTIA

Horse Stealing and Shep Breaking
Are Charged - Against One or
Other.

Truro, June 9.—One of the saddest cases
known in these parts has been brougnt
out in the session of the supreme court
in the shire town of Colchester. At the

present stage of the proceedings a mothet'

and one grown up son are stamped guilty
by a jury, and two other grown up sons
are lying in the same jail awaiting their
turns in the criminal cell on a charge for
which the already condemned man will
also be judged again.

Tears were in the eyes of many in the
court house when mother and son, to-
getiher, received the jury’s decision on
Saturday—“guilty.” The cases involved
are one against Mrs. Rushton, of West-
chester Mountain and her grown up son,
Mitchell Rushton, for, horse stealing, and
against the same son, Mitchell Rushton,
and his two elder brothers, Joe and Joln,
for shop-breaking. The first case has
been finished and mother and son mow
wait sentence. This case was in the
courts some time ago, but was brought
against the brother, Joe, who at that
time was acquitted. :

The evidence brought out that in Juiy,
19, Alex. Morrison, of Partaupique Moun-~
tain, missed a fine mare from his pas-
ture. Myp. Morrison and his son insti-
gated “a search and learned from James
Barnhill that he had seen the Rushtcns
with the horse. Mr. Morrison went to
the Rushton place on Westchester Moun-
tain but could find no trace of his horse.
He was also informed by another party
that he had seen the mare in the Rush-
tons’ pasture a day or two afiter the theft.
On ancither occasion a few days later
Mitchell Rushton appeared with the horse
at  Sutherand’s blacksmith shop to be
shod. Oviver IIurd stepped into the shop
and spoke to Rushton and the latter an-
nounced he would have to leave at once.
It was suppesed he became aware of dan-
ger. A little Jater Mrs. Rushton and
Mitchell drove boldly through Great Vil-
lage but a f[ew miles from the home of
their stolen property and Mrs. Rushton
told Arthur Fulton she had bought the
horse the day previous. It was also Jearu-
ed that'she had offered the animal for
sale. Mr. Morrison again learned of the
horse being in possession of the Rushton
family and secrotly visited the place. That
visit 1esulted in the prosecution of Joe
Rushton.

RESOLUTIONS
PRESENTED 10
THE PREMIER,

Sir Wilfrid Handed Results of
Boards of Trade Confer-
~ence at Toronto.

PREFERENTIAL TRADE.

On This He Said the Request for
Royal Commission of Inquiry Was
Not Unreasonable, But British
People Were Not Prepared to Im-

Ottawa, June 11—(Special)—A delega-
tion from the boards of trade of Toronto,
Montreal and Brantford, and from the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association wait-
ed upon Sir Wilfrid Laurier this after-
ncon and presented him ‘with™ copies of
the resolutions passed at the conference of
of trade m Toronto. The
principal speakers were A. E. Ames, presi-
dent of the Toronto board, and Mr, Me-
Yee, president of the Montreal board.

The resolutions were in two greups,
those relating  to, imperial and colonial
miaiters being in pne group, and those ‘re-
garding domestic "affairs' in another. In
reference to the first group, one of the
resolutions recommended that the Cana-
dian * governmenit should set apart some-
thing annually “for the purpose of main-
taining Canada in a state of defence, and
the other recommended ‘the appointment
of a commission to investigate the ques:
tion of preferential trade bdtween the
mother country and the colonies.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in reply, said that
he would be frank with them and say
that he was more interested in questions
of {rade than que:tions of war. He antici-
pated that the discussion in London at
the conference would be very important.
He read the resolution asking for the
appointment of a royal commission to in-
quire into preferential trade, and said that
the requedt was not an unreasonable one,
but it would be of more value if it set
forth what concessions were to be expect-
ed from Canada. He would like to know
how far the manufacturers’ association
would be prepared to go in return for
concessions from Kngland.

Afr. Monroe, president of the manufac-
turers’ association, said that they proposed
a 50 per cent. preference.

Sir Wilfrid® Laurier, in reply, said bhat
the British people were not prepared to
impose a tariff of 50 per cent. or anything
like it. However, it was some satigfaction
to know where the manufacturers stood in
discussing  this question. In conclusion,
the premier said that he would take the
resolutions which had been presented 10
him into his very serious consideration.

IMPROVING CATTLE

What May Be Accomplished In &
Few Years, .
One of the gratifying features of the
pure bred cattle sales thjs season is
the increasing large number of those
engaged in producing commercial cat-
tie who appear as buyers of pure bred
bulls, says The Live Stock Indicator.
We do not mean by this that they
show up as purchasers of $7,500 sires.
This kind of cattle fall into the hands
of breeders who already have excellent
pure bred herds and who seek to
carry the work of improvement still
further forward in théem. The breed-
ers of common cattle are purchasing
pure bred bulls of what may be called
the useful kind from the beefmakers’
standpoint. The bulls are good in-
dividuals and without fault in their
pedigrees, and in spite of the increased
demand of the season for improved
breeding animals the owners of com-
toercial herds are buying their bulls
very reasonably. More of them should
do so. |
If they do not keep cows enough to
warrant buying a good bull, two or
more neighbors who in the aggregate ]
do keep enough should join in the pur-
chase. If all over a given gection a
good pure bred bull were owned in
each 30 cows, the cattle of that section
would in a very few years attain a
reputation that would make them de-
sired and at prices well toward the
top. It would be a profitable thing not
only for the individual producers of
the cattle, but it would be a public
benefit by reason of the standing it
ould, give to the product of ﬂ;f., sec-
on in the general markets. If the
calf that was “just a calf” wére worth
$15 at a given age, a well bred calf at
the same age would be worth half as
much more. Figure out the increased:
vdlue that this would put on a year's
¢alf crop got by a single animal and
add to the amount the price that would

‘ the theory that he will pay for himself
the first year for the next season for
nothing. When the heifers become
too numerous in the herd, he is still a
gervicéable bull and can be sold to
thiose who know what they are about
for a good price, if he be a good. one,
because his get can be shown and his
value as an improver of common cat-
tle demonstrated, and the money he
he brings will buy another unrelated
bull to take his place.

1t is Important that changes of this
kind should be made from time to
time; otherwise there will be inbreed-
tng, the stock will deteriorate, and the
owner will fall into the error of sup-
posing that improved stock does not
pay when' in’ péality the fault is' his
own. One or more farmers who will
pursue this, course can in a half score
of years bring up their herds to a point
where for all commercial beef produc-
ing purposes they will be praetically
pure bred, and every steer that they
will have sold in the interval will have
brought from a third to a half more
than common stock would selt for.

Bad Prices For Grass Cattle,

Those watching the cattle markets
elosely at the principal points reeently
will netice the slump 'in prices for com-
mon and inferior grades, says The Na-
tional Stockman. This can be account-
ed for by the fact that an unusual
number of thin grass cattle have been
put upon the markets, a kind that is
never desirable and that is intrinsically
worth very little to the butcher: It
would be as unbusinesslike to put
green fruit or grain on sale as some
cattle that are now coming forward
and lozses by shippers and producers
of this class of stock are not to be won-
dered at.

The cause for the liberal marketing
of these grades is apparent. Dry
weather has made a short grass crop
in many gections of the country and
also gave rise to the idea that the corn
crop would He short. Not'wishing"te"
be caught short of pasture farmers
have rushed their cattle to market re-
' gardless of consequences and the re-
sult has been a bitter disappointment
in prices. It is to be hoped that the
recent rains will have the effect of en-
couraging graziers to keep their stock
until it is ready for the market.

Loss of Horses In War,

In every great campaign the loss of
torses is enormous. Napoleon's dis-
astrous retreat from Moscow is said to
have cost him 45,000 out of 60,000
horses. During the Franco-German
war, which lasted from July, 1870, to
May, 1871, 941,000 men being engaged,
something like 50,000 horses were lost.
In a campaign like the South African
the loss must be proportionately heav-
fer, since large numbers of the herses
succumb to the conditions of life to
which they are unused. In the Egyp-
tian campaign of 1882 we found that
the climate was far more fatal than
the enemy’s fire. Half the Lnglish
horses employed were disabled, and
of these 600 died of disease or ex-
haustion, while only 60 were killed in
action. In a cavalry action horses, as
the larger targets, suffer more heavily
than the men. At Balaklava the light
| brigade, 670 strong, lost 360 horses.

Mexican Cattle,

Mexico is rapidly improving as a
cattle raising country. The haclenda-
dos, many of whom are very wealthy,
have been importing fine bulls from the
United States for several years, and
slowly, but surely, the long horned,
long legged, swift footed Spanish non-
descript cattle are becoming plumper,
larger and more desirable every way.
It has been thought that the natural
forage and mild climate of Mexico
were not favorable to the development
of good dairy or beef cattle; but this
idea has now disappeared and Mexi-
can cattle, like the Fexas natives, are
being developed Into valuable types at
a rate that astonishes the happy go
lucky people of the land of poce
tiempo.—Texas Town and Laoch,

FACTS ABOUT
Sensational Features and Much Danger
in the Lives of Their Hunters—Why
They Are High-Priced. -

The life of an orchid hunter com-
bines in itself all the most sensation-
al features of exploration in untrod-
den districts, often infested by fero-
cious beasts arnd by even more sav=
age natives, and in many cases high=
ly malarious and disease laden. The
rarer orchids are generally found in
the most inaccessible spots, and im
{he densest and most marshy jun=
glcs. Even the nativss avoid the dis-
tricts into which the intrepid archid
hunter penetrates in search of his

floral quarry. :

A few years ago eight orchid bunt-
ers met at Tamatave, and then sep-
arated in search of specimens. Withim
a year only one of them survived,
and he had spent moaths in the most
pestilential swamps, from which he
emerged with his health permanently
impaired. One of the others had
been captured hy native priests, who
drenched him with oil and burned
him to death on their altar. :

The expense of collecting the otr»
chids and getting them at last into
the salesroom is very great. For ex&
ample, a fine orchid is found in &
vcry out of the way part of Colom-
bia. After being gathered the plants
are wircd to sticks and nailed inside
box s. 'These hoxes are conveyed on
a journey of scveral days to Bogota.
whence ancther six days’ journey,
tukes them to Hcnda, where they
are placed  on rafts and conveyed
down the Magdalena River to Sava=
nilla—a fortnight’s journey — where
the steamer is awaited.

When at last, after a heavy out-
lay, tho consignment rcaches Eng-
land, quite half the specimens  will
be dead, . and. in many, cases the
whole of them will be too far gone
for recovery.

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THE FINANCIAL TRIUMPH,

The comparetive ease with which Bri-
tain has borne the financial burden of
the war, a burden which would have
severely staggered any other nation, has
been shown in the statement made by
Lord Goschen, former chancellor of the
exchequer and an eminent financial au-
thority. Lord Goschen has pointed out
in illuetration that despite the immense
cost of the conflict and the borrowing ot
no less than $795,000,000, consols, which
are now standing at 97 and are paying
only 23 per cent., are really fifteen
points higher than they would have been
if converted in 1888, when they were pay-
fng 3 per cent. and stood at 101. If they
had been converted then they would- have
been worth only 82.

It seems entirely possible
i#hat” Britain’s next struggle, when il
“comes, may be by sea. Indeed it is con-
ceivable that the Boer war was closely
watched by the European powers in the
expectation that Pritain as a military
force would find it impossible to show
the strength she did. Having demon-
strated her ability by land, it is patural
4o infer that if again assailed the navies
of the powers will not be silent, for
Britain’s pre-eminence upon the sea is an
old matter of ‘jealousy and since the
colonies have proved such strength to the
mother-land of late, it is possible that a
foreign foe might “devise the theory that
they are also her weakness and seek to
strike through assault upon them.

It is therefore the part of prudence al-
ways in time of peace to prepare for war.
If the imperial government decides now to
do anything in vhe matter, $t. John will
gladly welcome it. Some twenty-five years
or more ago there was a scheme for the
eleotion of defensive works for Canadian
cities discussed in parliument and a loan
authorized for the purpose which it was
unileistood that the imperial government
mould guarantee. Whether this scheme
may be now revived, or whether the
home authorities now intend to under-
take the matter alone, has not yet trau-
#pired, bat certainly the topic is a timely
one.

AMERICAN COLLEGE ATTENDANCE,

Tn the ten leading colleges of the Uni-
ted States there are now more than forty
thousand students. As many persons in
Conada may not be able to enumerate
these ('olffvgm off hand, here is the list,

with the attendance: Harvard, 5,570;
Columbia, 4,422; Michigan, 3,812; Chicago,
3,727; . California, 3,540; Minnesota, 3,536;
Cornell, 3,216; Wisconsin, ,2,812; Yale,
2,680; Pénnsyﬂvalnia, 2,520,

The list is perhaps of no material value
excep} to show the capacity of the col-
leges, for there are a vast number of
minor ~ educational institutions which
doubtlless produce better results than some
of the great ones. [Exactly what the g‘remt-
number of college students are aiming
after is aleo doubtful, for college attend-
ance no more necessarily implies in . the
United States tham, in any other country
that the world is to be benefited from
the superior training of high-class brains.
It, of course, evidences that there are a
great many families able 4o send their
sons to college, which possibly, in the
United States, is one of the princival
things that the families wish to evidence,
for the chances of making college friend-
dhips which may afterwards prove valuable
in the social and business world are by
no means lost sight of by shrewd parents
residing under the stars and stripes. In
fact the large attendance shows mainly
that the college has become a recognized
social institution. :

Some other things of possibly more
moment, however, were incidentally de-
veloped in connection with the computa-
tion of the statistics of American college
attendance. To show how advanced work
in colleges had increased President Rem-
sen of Johns Hopkins Universify gave the
following statistics in his inaugural ad-
dress: In 1850 there were only eight
graduate students in all the ~American
colleges, viz., three at Harvard, three at
Yale, one at the University of Virginia
and one at Trinity. In 1875 there were
395; in 1900, 5,668; in 1902, more than
6,000. That" this increase has not drawn
from the attendance of Americans at
German universities is shown by the fact
tthat whereas there were four American
ditlents in German universities in 1835,
77 in 1860, there were 397 in 1898.

An enminent New York paper boasts
that these statistics are perfectly conclu-
sive of two facts—the first is that there
has been an enormous increase of Ameri-
can education at the top; and secondly,
ithat this increase is due to the practical
demands of the time. On the other hand
however, it may be said that the whole
showing is mainly one of the development
of Amenican wealth and i social aspira-
tions. The attendance at German uni-
vepsities is a natural result of the large
German element of American immigra-
stion. It is entirely possible that ' com-
parisons of the relative quality of the edu-
cation received by the graduates of many
American colleges with the humbler ones
of Canada would show the laiter to be
superior. :

THE COAL STR KE.

The great city of New York is com-
plaining that* whereas the sky was gen-
crally clear and bright, owing to the ex-
clusive use of anthracite coal, it is now
Jbeclouded and sooty because of the use
of soft coal which is tolerated during the
strike in the anthracite fields. The same
condition is ourrent in other American
cities. And meantime the strike goes on.
The factories must have fuel and as the
strike did not extend to materially affect
the American bituminous mines, the soft
coal output is for the time being greater
than ever. Thus the soft coal mine own-
crs are making money by the extensive
demand for their products and the hard
coal mine owmers are saving the money
they would have had to pay in wages,
while they are afforded an opportunity to
overhaul their mine machinery and sell
what coal they have on hand at enormous
orofits. |

No diredt charges of collusion between
the owners of. the anthracite and bitumin-

.

" ous' mrines haye been made, but the fact

remains that they are both profiting im-

mensely from the strike, and it seems,

apparent that it is their fault that there
is a strike in the one case and moné in
the other. Perhaps eventually the soft
coal miners may go out on strfike also and
the mine owners will make none the léss
money from the event. The status of al-
fairs is one that might produce much
interesting information for the public if
authoritatively in'vestiga\-tcd, but it is
stated that a representation by the New
York business men to the President of
the United States to take means to end
the strike will prove fruitless because of
his being shown that he has no power to
interfere—again probably the showing of
the mine owners. And all the blame is
put upon the miners, who are losing wages
at the rate of $1,300,000 per week.

The demands of the miners are not
many and some of them seem extremely
reasonable. They want an eight-hour ‘n-
stead of a ten-hour day at the same rate
of pay. They want an advance of five
per cent in the contract price now paid
for mining coal. They want the coal
mined to be weighed with a representative
of the men to check the weights and
2,240 pounds to constitute a tom, it being
alieged that very often they- have been
paid only at the rate of 3,300 pounds to
the ton, the mine owner not allowing them
for broken coal. They ask thag

the bituminous fieldds. And they ask that
their union shall be recognized. That is
all., The demands do not seem to be ur-
reasonable. In, fadt they are such as
many a fairminded employer would be
willing to concede. We believe they are
even under the concessions now made to
the miners in the Nova Scotia field where
the advantage of dealing with the men
through their union has been admitted.
Yet the American anthracite mine owners
say that the demands are unreasonable
and that there is nothing to arbitrate.
And so the trade of the country is tied
up and the whole people inconvenienced.
It is not fair. I* is not an exhibition of
the working of the golden rule to do to
others jas ye would that they should co
‘to you. It is rather an exhibition of ut-
terly unscrupulous greed. And yet the
Amertican authorities say they are power-
less to interfere. The immediate ques-
tion is, how long can the miners stand the
strain, for it is costing them mow hard
cash for their living in idleness.

AN OBJECT LESSON.

A movement is reported to be on foot
in Kansas to establish a farmers’ co-
operative company which shall eliminate
the middleman from the field of business
and “work out the science of carrying the
wheat from the soil to the mouths of the
people who eat the bread.” The men who
are trying to work out this science have
rather a large order on their hands, and
the chances are that they will fail of. suc-
cess in endeavoring to persuade the far-
mers as to the cost of transportation,
particularly when it comes to pom charges
and vessel rates. Such things have been
tried before and the result has generally
been that when the agriculturist gets
away from his own specialty of raising
the grain, he is all at sea as to further
proceedings.

It is the same problem of the agricul-
tyral communities failing to understand
their dependence upon the - facilities of
transportation afforded at the seaports
which is the trouble in Canada today, just
as it has been in the United States and
is yet. The congressional representatives
from the inland states are always jealous
of national expendifures upon the sea-
ports because they do mnot realize how
absolutely essential it is, for the transpor-
tation to market of the products which
they supply, that the port facilities be
maintained in efficient fashion. For this
reason it is that there is always so much
opposition in congress to the appropria-
tions of the annual rivers and harbors
bill. The necessity of maintaining ship-
ping facilities is not usually understood
by the farmer. In the same way the op-
position of the Canadian westerners to
federal appropriations for the port facili-
ties of St. John becomes comprehensible.

If therefore the effort of the Kansas
fapmers to undertake all the operations
of maiketing their grain and flour in Xu-
.rope should eventually prove successful,
it will afford a probably valuable object-
lesson to the people of Canada. In the
' meantime if the port improvementadvo-
cattes in St. John could so educate the west-
ern province people to realize the wisdom of
federal aid for such works, they would
have far less difficulty in obtaining assent
to the plans they devise for the purpose
when they go to Ottawa.

AS TO MAJORITIES.

The Tory papers are trying to prove
much’ in their favor in the"recent Ontario
elections by showing that the total ma-
jorities of the Tories elected in that con-
test exceeded in the aggregaté the total
majorities of the Liberals elected. An
analysis of the majorities however makes
quite a different chowing. It is true
that in some of the cities which were
notorious strongholds of the Whitney sup-
porters the majorities were very large, as
they also were in some of the Liberal
strongholds. In such constituencies the
fights were practically nominal, for the
results were foregone conclusions.

But in the close constituencies, where
the results were admittedly in doubt, the
figures of the majorities make quite a dif-
ferent showing. We find, for instance,
taking the figures presented by the To-
ronto Mail and Empire, that in the con-
stituencies where the majornities were less
than one hundred, the Liberals carried
thirteen and the Tories only seven. Sim-
ilarly in the constituencies with majorities
of between one hundred and two hundred,
the Liberals carried mine and the Tories
eight. And in the constituencies where
the majcrities were between 200 and 300,
the Liberals carried twelve as compared
with the Tories only four. Thus it will
be seen that where the fights waged hot-
test the balance of sentiment was de-
cidedly with the Liberals, despite the most
hard fought campaign that was ever
worked against them. So it happens that
in the 53 close constituencies the total of
the Liberal majorities was 4,793 as com-
pared with the total of only 2,565 for the
Tories.

AN INCIDENT OF DEVELOPMENT.

The C. P. R. management evidently do
not believe in their patrons going dry.
At least that might be the inference from
the statément that very extensive 1rriga-
tion works are to be inaugurated by the
company along their western lines in
order to make their otherwise uninviting
areas of land attractive to settlers. It 18
one of the novel experiments decided up-
on for the purpose wof testing the agricul-
tural possibilities of areas heretofore con-
sidered unproductive. Plans, it is stated,
fhave bren carefuly worked out by en-
gineers through which millions of acres
will be reclaimed and in the famous Bow
Valley region it is expectc:d that some
2,000,000 acres will soon be opened by &
system of canalg and ditches.

The movement is one illustration of t0®
m<h of settlers to western Canada which

is causing the demand for more land. The
C. P. R., as has already been announced,
has arranged to place its land settlement
business in a separate corporation in order
to facilitate operations, and the irriga-
tion scheme is merely an incident in the
development of the country. But the C.
P. R. have not by any means all the good
land yet to be settled. The areas yet un-
touched are abundant and the estimate
that the influx of immigration to Canada
will number 200,000 this year alone shonvs
that newt* railways and mew opening up
of territorics must be steadily provided.

THE KHEDIVATE.

The atteation now being rececived by

Lord Kitchener for his excellent achieve- |

ments in South Africa, makes interesting
a review of his work in BEgypt where his
most notable previous distinctions were
attained. It was after a long period of
survey work in Palestine and Cyprus that
Kitchener was made commander of the
Egyptian cavalry in 1882, and a year later
began to see service in the Soudan cam-
paign which lasted until 1885. In 1886 he
was made govermor of Suakim and was
promoted to be adjutant-general of the
Egyptian army in 1888, In 1890, being
then forty years of age, he became Sirdar
and while holding that position attained
the rank of major-general in the British
army in 1896, commanding the Khartoum
expedition in that capacity in 1898.

The fact that it was under his regime
that England became the permanent
power .in Egypt and British authority
there was made supreme, renders of inter-
est now a glance at the recent history of
Egypt, because doubtless the individuality
of the mamn who, more. than any other,
was instrumental in bringing such system
and progress there out of the chaotic con-
ditions that had existed, will count for
very much in the pacification and restora-
tion to a new prosperity of our reorgamized
South African countries.

It was the construction of the Suez
Canal which compelled England, as mis-
tress of India, -to regard the ascendamcy
of any European power in Egypt as a
gource of peril to her empire. The ex-
travagance of a small pasha and the in-
debtedness which Egypt, under his reign,
contracted abroad, necessitated interna-
tional intervention by the European credit.
The Arabi mutiny led to the massacres ot
Alexandria and to the armed intervention
of Great Britain. The campaign, which
ended at Tel-el-Kebir, brought about the
military occupation of Egypt by British
troops: The occupation, which was in-
tended to be temporary, became perman-
ent, owing to the insurrection of the
Mahdi in the Soudan.

It was the necessity of rendering Egypt
capable of defending herself against ex-
ternal disturbances which led England to
undertake the reorganization of Egypt ua-
der British supervision, and it was in this
work particularly that Kitchener showed
his marvellous executive ability. It was
in this connection that Kipling developed
his famous poems about “Sergeant What’s-
his-name” and the British methods of
turning the conquered:ones to school. The
system of supervision developed, by the
logic of facts, into British administration,
and finally the reconquest of the Soudan
by the Anglo-Egyptian army converted
our nominal control into a virtual pro-

tectorate.
An interesting consecutive story of the

last thirty years of the history of Egypt
has just been produced from the pen of
Mr. Edward Dicey, C. B., whose close
connection with the political, social and
financial affairs of that country since 1869
has given him great opportunity to speak
authoritatively and in the light of Lord
Kitchener’s subsequent achievements the
references by this author to the Egyptian
affairs which first gave him the oppor-
tunity for attaining fame are now very
pertinent. Indeed a study of the work
shows so excellently how Kitchener’s
caveer in South Africa has been but the
natural sequence of his rise to fame in
North Africa, that his biographer will be
obliged to inseparably link the two.

MODERN ISSUES IN JAPAN,

The word election has in the develop-
ment of modern civilization come to in-
evitably imply a status of affairs wthere
modern civilization prevails. In all self-
governing countnies elections are among
the leading events that go to make history,
while in despotisms, where the state of
civilization is notably low, the word elec-
tion is neither understood nor appreciated.
Thus in Russia elections are few and far
between and in China they are practically
unknown.

It is therefore a matter of material in-
terest to the world at large that Japan
is soon to have a general election. The
adoption of meodern civilization by that
very enterpnising country has been in uo
respect by halves, but the comparative
unfamiliarity as yet of the voters with
ithe methods of constitutional government
anakes the working out of their national
problems of much more than local inter-
est. The present campaign is said to be
rather of a complicated aspect, but in it
thas been introduced a religious element
which it would seem bids fair to -over-
shadow all other issues. The trouble is
that a law was recently enacted placing
all religions upon an equal footing and at
this the Buddhists have taken offence.
The statement is made that the Buddhist
priests are detelanined if possible to se-
cure the repeal of this law and to that
end are at work actually creating a cam-
paign fund for the purpose of electing
wudh representatives as will favor their
ends.

The fact

that the present Japanese
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ministry, under Viscount XKatsura, is
rather a coalition arrangement and that
the parties have hitherto, through lack
of very distinctly formulated policies,
been rather close in regard to strength,
makes this issue one that will probably
establidh a line of cleavage and  the
further fact that sucdh an eminent states-
man as Marquis Tto views the political
activity of the priests as possible of ser-
ious resultant evils, adds to the interests
in the transpiring events. It is mnotable
that Marquis Ito has issued a manifesto
to his followers, urging “clean conduet,
full frecdom, absolute good faith, studious
avoidance of all unlawful pressure and
gmproper influences, and the invariable
placing of national interests above party.”
The talk of campuign funds and the other
circumsstances of this political fight sound
so familiar to Canadians as to inspire
popular curiosity as to the result.

THE VOLCANIC ACTIVITY.

Are we to have a period of volcanic
activity throughout the world? It certain-
ly seems peculiar that the eruptions in
the West Indies are accompanied by erup-
tions also in other and very remote sec-
tions of the world. Despatches from
Hawaii state that the famous volcano of
Mauna Loa broke out on May 23, for the
first time since 1809. Advices from
Tacoma state that Mount Ranier is smok-
ing and there have been reports of acti'vity
exhibited by volcanos in Alaska that had
been -popularly believed extinct. The sul-
phur geysers down in New Mexico are
said to be showing unusual activity.

The volcanoes of Hawaii have never
been actually extinct and it is said that
the crater of Kilauea, sixteen miles from
Mauna Loa, has always contained some
liquid lava, red and boiling. Some alarm-
ists allege that all this activity is in the
same trend of events as have made omr
winters so much less severe in this lati-
tude than years ago, and that the time
is fast approaching when “the elements
shall melt with fervent heat, the earth
also and the works that are therein shall
be burned up.” Atall events the world is
looking with eagerness to the deductions
of the scientists who are mow investigat-
ing the eruption in’ Martinique and what-

ever they authoritatively announce will be
heard with interest.

WILL BE MANY TOURISTS,

Tide of Travel from States and

. Upper Canada to Maritime Prov-
inces Will This Year Be Greater
Than Ever,

W. L. Crighton, advertising agent of
the Interc.lonial Railway system, is in
the city after a trip to Montreal and Tor-
onlto on business in connection with his
department. Mr. Crighiton predicts very
heavy tourist trade throughout the Mar-
itime provinces and over the I. C. R. this
season.

He said that the tide of tourist travel
from the States to Canada and from On-
ltario to the maritime provinces will this
year be greater than ever. Inquiry for
tourist literature describing Quebec and
the maritime provinces was never so large
in the history of the road.

EXCELLENT SPORTS.,

Canadian Record Broken at Antigonish--
Great Crowd in Attendance.

Antigonish, Jume 12—(Special)—1lhis
morning dawned bright and clear, an ideal
day for the sports, but towards noon the
sky darkened and there was a slight fall
of rain, but soon the clouds disappeared
and the sun shone out again. The crowd
in aftendance was the largest ever pres-
ent at similar events in Antigonish. It is
probable that never before in eastern
Nova Scotia did such a crowd assemble
to witness athletic competitions and never
was so much interest and enthusiasm dis-
played on any previous occasion.

Dick Grant, representative of Harvard
University,in the mile and half mile races,
arrived in Antigonish a few days ago, and
was in excellent form. Alex. McDonald,
brother of R. J. McDonald, the famous
runner of the New England states, and
holder of the mile and two mile records
of America did not take part in any of
the competitions, but gave an exhibition
mile Tun.

The events were the one mile (handi-
cap)—1lst, Dick Grant; 2nd D. Miclsaac,
St. F. X. A. A. Time—4 minutes 47 sec-
onds.

The five mile match race between R. J.
Macdonald, of St. F. -X. College and
LeBarre, of Hamilton, resulted in victory
for Macdonald and was won im the fast
time of 25 minutes and 47 second, break-
ing the Canadian record of 26 minutes
and 14 seconds. The first quarter was run
in 1 minute and 7 seconds, and the first
mile in five minutes flat. Macdonald lap-
ped LeBarre on last quarter and won by
about 500 yards.

Butter Tubs.

The readers’ attention is drawn to an
announcement in this issue of The Tele-
graph regarding E. B. Eddy’s steel wire
hoop butter tubs. These goods were first
made by The E. B. Eddy Company last
season and bLave proved their excellence
many times since. They are made of pure
white spruce and the hoops are made eof
steel wire which, being corrugated, act
as a spring on the tub, so that the staves
will not fal down when they become
dried, neither will the hoops burst, when
the staves swell and become damp from
the butter when packed in it, as the
spring of the hoop allows for the expan-
sicn. The tub having a taper of at least
two inches, no trouble is experienced ia
dumping butter out. The hoops are elec-
trically welded and being galvanized will
not rust.  The experience of freighters
and other handlers has proved the re-
liability of these steel wire hoop tubs, for
while there is often damaged butter from
wooden hoops breaking or dropping down,
they have yet to report the first faulty
or burst steel wire hoop tub.

Springfield Was Aground for a While

The steamer Springfield was detained
on her route about an hour Tuesday,
through touching on the shore at Brown's
Point, near Westfield.

‘The boat left here at noon, and on ar-
rival at the “Point” proceeded to land
freight, making what -is called a bank
stop. An unusually heavy gale was blow-
ing and when the steamer tried to pull
out into the stream again it was found
that she had grounded on a soft bottom.
She was searcely on hard enough to ne-
cewitate having a tug despatiched to her
assidtance, and in about an hour, through
ithe exertions of the crew, eoupled with
aid from the point, the boat came off
without any damage.

Claim for Land at Sussex--Probate

In 1875, Nelson Arnold,
land surveyor for the guvcrnmenft.prepured
a plan in which this disputed land is mark-

Jand was never appraised or paid for.

, NEW CHATHAM CHURCH.

$t. John's Presbyterian to Be Opened in
July--A Handsome, Commodious Building,

Ohatham, June 9th—Those who attend-
ied the meeting of the Maritime Symod,
held here in October, 1900, besides, hun-
dreds of other spectators, will doubtless
memember that interesting ceremony, the
laying of the corner stome of the new St.
John’s (Presbyterian) - church by Mis.
William Anderson, daughter of the late
Rev. Dr. McCurdy, first pastor of St.
John’s congregation. This chunch is now
nearly completed and is expected to be
opened for divine worship the first Sun-
day in July. ‘

It is situated on the corner of Cunard
and Wellington streets, and is of Gothie

“architecture, designed by Hopson & Sons

of Halifax and Sydney. It is built on a,
stone foundation about three feet high,
with heavy buttresses at the angles sup-
porting Gothic towers and with crcosote
staining and hawe white trimmings, and
the roof is. of a dark bronzegreen. Two
high towers add greatly to the appear-
ance of the building. The larger one, over
the main church, has a Gothic column at
each corner which rung up the full height
and ending in a Gothic pinnacle. It also
has four large beautifully colored cathe:
dral windows, beside a number of smaller
ones. The smaller tower, which is over
the Sunday school, is finished in much tha
same way. There are threg entrances in-
to the main church-——a main one over
which is a very handsome Gothic portico,
and two-side ones, which open into vesti-
bules finished like the interior of the
church.. The floors are of binch, the out-
gide doors of oak, and the inside doors,
which aze double, are of elm, stained and
polished, with double-acting spring hinges
and open into the miain church. In the
main vestibile, proviston ‘has been made
for‘a 'sthirs leading Yo a. gallery around.
the church, for which: it has been especi-
wlly, designed, ;if required in the future.
The  electric light and closet con-
taining the appliances for moving ‘the
G i Jatitioh between the ettt
and ‘Sunday’ Schitéi%and -for regulating the
ventilation' ¢f#thécchurch are placed .
the -eastern’ vestibule. This vestibule s
also the main entrance to the Sunday
school.

The main church is octagonal and has
n seating capacity of about 450. The
wainscoting, which is four feet, is of elm
(stained and polished), and the walls are
of a pretty bluegrey tint, which blends
beautifully with the soft light from the
cathedral windows, of which there are
three lange setts, besides a single one,
three lange sets, besides a single one,
the vestibules, and 32 smaller ones in the
dome. The ceiling is finished in open
work, containing 330 panels, laid diago-
mally, and carried up to a dome-vaulted
xoof completed with ormamental fret
work, by which the churnch ‘is ventilated.
At the base of this dome, are prettily
finished dividing colusans, ifrom whick &
bandsome chandelier containing 36, elec-
tric lights is suspended, The light from |
the four cathedral windows on each of
the octagonal sides of this dome shows to
wdvantage this part of the chureh, which
for- beanty-of design  and. skill in. work-
manship it would be difficult o, surpass.
The seats have oak ends, elm seats and
ash backs and were prepared and finished
by the Globe Furnishing Company, of
'Whilterville (Ont.) ‘The seats are so ar-
ranged so as to greatly facilitate the en-
krance and exit of the congregation. Tiwo
gpisles lead from the pulpit to one third
of the square of the octagon, while an-
other extends around the church. The
steps approaching the pulpit are ‘of elm,
and the furniture is of quartered 6ak. An-
other part of the building which has call-
ed forth universal admiration from the
many visitors is the spacious arch. of
Gothic architecture, supported by mas-
sive columns with flowered capitals, and
elaborate and artistic stucco work, which.
divides the chapel from the church, A
large sliding partition separates the,
churéh from the Sunday.school, which is
very bright and attractive, apd is finish-
ed like the interior of the main church.
Tt has seven separate class rooms, with
provision ‘for additional ones should the
future require ‘them. At the westward
end.of  thei.Suaday school. is: a flight :of
steps leading into a passage, and opposite;

Altogether the c¢hurch is one
of the prettiest in the province, and has
already attracted many .visitors. It is
comfortable, convenient, substantial and
handsome, everything from foundation to
tower being in perfeet harmony. Each
detail has been carried out to a micety,
and the whole structure is but another
evidence of the thoroughness and general
excellence, which characterizes the work
of the contractor and builder, James
Troy, of Newcastle, and the popular pas-
tor, Rev. J. M. Melean, and energelic
icongregation are to be congratulated, on
‘the_suacess of their untiring efforts.

The Use of Coal Mining Machines.

Actual.ﬂgPres.reIerring to the use of coal-
cutting achines in ¥he two cduntries show
that 311 such anachines were in'use in Great
Britain in 1900, whereas in America there
were 3,907, or about 121’ times the number,
the figure  corresponding approximately with
the ratio of the percentages cut by machines
in the -two couditries, namély, 13 per cent
.and 20 per cent. It should be pointe(‘ out,
however, that as British mining is very large-
1y on the-longwall system, the 311 machines
include a -large number of longwall and
heading machines, while the 3,007 machines
in America_include 2,350 of the pneumatic
percussive type, which is of course a much
‘smaller and cheaper machine. $till, in the
States there were 1,509 chain breast machines
and 48 longwall machines, and the increase
in the percentage of coal ‘mining by ma-
chinery in West Virginia was from 9.27 per
cent fn' 1889 to 15.09 per cent'in 1900. 'The
corresponding increase for - Pennsylvania
(considering the bituminous coal only) was
29.67 per cent-to 33.65 per ¢ent.—A. S. E.

General Hutton's Stern Words and Acts at
Sydney.
The London Leader publishes the follow-

ing:—

We: regrot to lcarn from a file of the
Sydney Hvening News, which reached us on
Saturday afternoon, that there has been more
trouble ith Antipodean volunteers for
South Africa.

In consequence of the ‘‘regrettable inci-
dents” that occurred on the departure of a
previous ‘transport from Sydney to South
Africa, extra precautions were taken as re-
gards the sailing of the Manhattan on Wed-
nesday, 2 April. As soon as the men were
ready the Manhattan hauled off’ from the
wharf on 1 April into deep water, and com-
munication with the shore was forbidden.

Notwithstanding this, numbers of the men
slid down ropes into fruit boats and other
craft that plied round the ship and got
ashore for 'drink, some 30 deserting alto-
gether ‘in consequence, it is alleged, of the
news of the exccution of officers of tae
Bushman force. Drink must have been got
on board, also, for when Major-General Sir
Edward. Hutton arrived, with Mr. Sullivan,
minister of public works, to inspect the
dontingent, some at least of the men did not
show the training they had undergone while
detained, it is said too long, in camp waiting
for transport.

“A young-looking lot,”” said the general,
as his .military eye took in the details of
the situation. Apparently he was also not
too well pleased with their appearance, from
the drill-book point of view. Comparatively
fresh from the, bush, or Woolloomooloo, they
did not stand at the word of command as
stiff as the proverbial poker.

CANNIBALISM IN NEW GUINEA.

Bishop's Strange Tales of His Flock—-De-
spotic Civilization--Natives Still Addicted
to Terrible Practice.

P

Reuter’s London representative has lvmd
an interview with the Bishop of New
Guinea, who has come to England after
four yedrs’ continuous’ work among the
cannibal population of the British por-
tion of the island. Unlike other white
men on the island, neither the bishop nor
his assistants carry arms even in the re-!
mote villages or rivers of the interior, yet
he has never been attacked during his
journeys, or suffered personal injury at
the hands of the cannibals. He has, how-
ever, on more than one occasion narrowly
escaped with his life.

Speaking of the attitude of the natives,
the bishop  remarked: “I am sorry to
say that despite the advance of civiliza-
tion, at some pontions of the coast the
natives. are still addicted to savage raids
and to! the terrible practice of cannibal-
jsm. So innate in this habit that even

+ “Despite. thei anthority of the govern-
ment, canaibalism:and barbaric feasts oc-
cur from time,to time, this being due*to
the fact that the area is so large and the
gtaff so small. that it is impossible to
mete out punishment to the guilty par:|
ties, During the raid I have referréd to
on the Kumusi river last September, the
blacks atitacked the magistrate, and his
force of 12 police, in such strength that it
was found necessary to arm the carriers,
patives, who after attending the mission
seryices, had, vs&e hoped, been  weaned ‘of
cannibalism. The hostile blacks came on,
attacking from three points, and were
eventually driven off. But the carriers
having again tasted blood forgot for the
moment the lessons they had received in
our services, and started a raid on their
own account, which resulted in much fight-
ing and great loss of life.

BRICKS FROM SAND.

Karzas City Men Forming Company for the
Manufacture—Results of Tests.

i

Kansas City, June 11—Unless the plan
miscarries, @ new brick manufacturing in-
dustry will be started during' the summer
at a point on the Kaw river. No definite
site has been determined upon as yet, but

q:'h-ns for a two-story building will be sub-
mitted within a short time. The plant will
have a capacity of 30,000 bricks a day.

M. B. Frost and Ed. Hombrook are at
work organizing a company which shall
have a capital of $100,000. The company
will manufacture a facing brick used in
building from a new Process.

C. G. Davis, a wealthy railroad con-
tractor from Benton Harbor (Mich.), per-
fected and patented 4he mew process.
From him the local company has secured
the rights in Kansas and Missouri. The
bricks are made from a mixture of sand
and cement. No ovens or buming process
are wequired, as in the manufacturing of
the ordinary clay brick, but on being
taken from the molds, hardening begins
and in 15 days the bricks are ready for
delivery. The' company desires.a location
on the Kaw river because Kaw sand 1is
best adapted to the process.

During the last three months a number
of sample bricks have beea turned out in
order to interest capital in the project. A
hand brick press was installed in a 15th
street blacksmith shop. Here the sand
and cement were mixed, the brick mould-
ed and a number of tests made in order
to show the efficiency of this brick as com-
pared to the clay brick. During the pro-
cess of molding a single brick undergoes
a pressure of 65,000 pounds. In 30 days

from the time the hardening process be-
gins the brick will stand a pressure of 10
tons; in 60 days a pressure of 20 tons.

One special test on a 90-day brick yield-
ed a pressure of 65 tons. The ordinary
pressure required for building ‘purposes
is about eight tons. In addition any de-
sired color may be produced by the intro-
duction of coloring matter into the sand
and cement mixture.

United States Training Ship Ashore.

Annapolis, Md., June 12.—The United
States training ship Chesapeake it ashore
at Taylor's Island off Donchester county,
in the Chesapeake Bay. The tug Standish
with a large aquad of sailors aboaid has
gone to her assistance. While cruising
in the bay with part of the first, sewnd
and third classes aboard, the vese
grounded on a bar. She is said to be in
18 feet of water and as she draws litfe
more than that, is not thought to haw
sustained much damage.

| STRANGE EXPERIENCE IN THR MAINE WOODS.

I piace this on record as the most remark-

able story that has ever come ouu ui the
Maine hunting woods—a1d I know consid-
erable about the stories of the Maine woods.
If it were not vouched for so eminently I
would not tell it. It would be too much
for credulity and wouldn’t be worth the
telling. I believe it, for I know the men
who tell it to me, even though they cannot
explain it. They believe it and do not try
to explain it, for they feel they caanot,
Here it is. If the thing seems too much to
believs, then don't believe it. But the facts

are just the same.
On the north side of Boarstone mountain,

in the town of Elliotsville, in Piscataquis
county, Maine, lives Trustrum H. Brown,
who calls himself “The Mediator.” He
entertains the harmless vagary that he is
the mediator betweem man and Ged. Tor
some 15 years since his retirement to the
wilderness of northern Maine, he has been
writing what he calle a new Bible, and he
bas a mass of manuscript piled a foot high.
By the way, I have examined the ‘‘Medi-
ator’s” manuscript considerably, and it is far
from being balderdash, Much of his writ-
ing indicates real thought and considerable
abilty, The ¢Mediator” is in no sense of
the word a crazy man, despite his hallucins-
tion on the subject of religion.

Brown has a bit of a farm and raises pota-
toes and vegetables enough to last him
through the winter, He traps a little and
hunts a bit and never goes hungry.

Early i December, just after the first
snow of the season, he discovered cne morn-
ing the fresh tracks of a moose near his
house. By the manner iu which the crea-
ture’s’ feet had splayed into the snow,
Brown saw' that the moose was a big one.
In his capacity as ‘“Mediator” he asserts
that there are 10,000 spirits about him all
the time, He alleges that he asked one of
these rpirits to tell him how big the moose
was and that the spint skipped along ahead
and then came back and rendered him the
information that the moose was none other
than the Ambajejus Giant that has defied
the rifles of hunters for years. The spiri§
further declared, so Brown avers, that the
moose didn’t have much of a start.

So the ‘Mediator” tied on his snow-
shoes, grabbed his rifle and a bit of a snack,
and started away on the lope into the for-
est. This was early in the morning. Well,
the ‘‘Mediator” scuffed along till norn
without coming up with the moose, But
the tracks still continu:d fresh and his
epirit guide, so he says, kept breathing into
his ear that the animal was almost in reach.
He ate hls lunch of cold venison as he
walked, for in a stern chase of a mocse no
time is to be wasted. His keen woodsman’s
eye noted that the clouds hunglow and
were masting darker and darker. Had he
not been contident that the moose was just
ahead of him and would “yari” at the
coming of night-fall, he would have aban
domed the chase. :

At 4 o'clock it was dusk, and still the
splay tracks were stretching on ahead of
him, Then he ‘could see t-em no longer,
and regretfully he brought to ia a ravineand
abandoned the chase for the night.

In the courss of 15 minutes one of the
men came running back, and those in the
camp heard him pulling the moose sled out
of the lean-to.

Eveu a shout
as loul as a foghorn would have scarcely
been heard a mile away by men inside a log
camp heavily banked with suow.

That the sound should rave b2en heard by
a man with his ears frozen and wrapped in
bandages is more curious stiil. But for that
T have authority that canvot be disputed.

The front of the
embassy was decorated with the custom-
ary coronation device, a crystal trans-

parency ‘showing the royal cipher. ¥t was,
o ted

by the stars and stripes.. The

Greetings had scarcely been exchanged
pefore dinner was announ: and the
party became somewhat mixed up. Mr.
Choate found himself leading the gqueen
into the dining room ahead of the king,
who had Mrs. Choate on his arm. Pre-
wious to the beginning of dinner, special
pervants of their majesties had arrived at
Mr. Choate’s residence and taken up
their places behind the chairs at which
(hekingmdquemmuto-if.

The table was elal
with American beauty roses. Mr. Choate,
and his wifé Bat opposite each other at
fthe centre of the table, at which 40 covers:
had been laid. Queen Alexandra, who
was dressed becomingly in an evening
gown of black
end there with costly jewels and who
wore a diamond tiara, eat at Mr. Choate’s
right hend. On his left sat Princess
WVictoria, while next to the princess sat
Lond Lansdowne. On the opposite side
of the table sat Mrs. Choate with King
Edward on her right and the Duke of Nor-
folk on her left.

In the beginning the international ban-
quet proceeded somewhat formally, but
the vivacious humor of the king and
queen soon put the guests at their easc.
Throughout the dinner, music was ren-
dered by an excellent band. Finally
Queen Alexandra gave the sign and the
ladies rose and retired to the dressing

room., -

Mr. Choate then walked around the
table and took the now vacant seat next
to his majesty and the King of Great
Britain and the American ambassador en-
tered into a confidential conversation.

Before the cigars had got well going,
Mr. Choate went over to J. P. Morgan
Sr., and brought him up to King Ed-
aard and for nearly the next half hour
the American millionaire and the ruler of
Great Britain talked earnestly together.
Lord Lansdowne, Mr. Choate, Lord Rose-
bery and others equally known to fame.
vespeetfully, sat aloof while the master of
the empire and the master of millions
khreshed out their respective ideas. To
use the words of one of the guests who
sat near them, “Mr. Morgan and the
king seemed equally at home, and we won-
W when we were going to get a
chante to join the ladies in the drawing
room.” :

PRESBTERIAN
ASSEMBLY HAS
BEGUN I7S WORK

Between Six and Seven Hun-
dred Representatives at
Meeting in Toronto.

DR. WARDEN'S | ADDRESS

Retiring Moderator, Instead of
Sermon, Gives Comprehensive
Statement of Condition of Church
in All Departments -~ Dr. Bryce
the New Moderator.

Toronto, June  11—(Special)—Betiveen
600 and 700 representative Preshyterian
pastors and elders from all parts of Can-
ada attended the opening of the general
astembly in Bloor street church tomight.
The retiring moderator, Rev. Dr. Warden,
ingtead of preaching the customary ser-
man, made a statement full of informa-
tion as to the position and outlook of
ithe church. i

His first reference was to the great
logses sustained during the past years in
the death of Principal Grant, Rev. Dr.
MacKay, of Formosa; Rev. Dr. Robert:
son, Rev. Dr. ILaing, of Dundas, and
Dr. A, B. MacKay, o1 Montreal—all lead-
ers in various departments of work.

Summearizing figures, showing  the
gtvength of the church, Doctor Warden
gaid in_oconnection with the 58 presby-
teries of the church, there are 1,368 or-
dained ministers, of whom 1,198 are pas-
tors of congregations, professors in col-
leges or filling positions to which they
have been appointed by the assembly.
There are 783 self-supporting charges, em-
bracing 1,152 congregations and 203 charges
embracing 370 congregations, aided by the
augmenitation fund. In addition to these,
there are 506 home mission fields, with
1,461 stations, at which the gospel is more
aor less regularly preached by Presbyterian
missionaries.

The elders number 7,559, the families
118,114 and communicants 219,470, a net
gain of 5,799 to the membership reported
a year ago. The number of communi-
cants received during the year on profes-
sion of faith was 11,259, an average, of
seven to each congregation, not, including
mission fields; 228 congregations report no
conversions during the year, no members
reccived on confession of faith, and in
656 of the other congregations where ad-
ditions were made on confession of faith
the number in no case exceeds six. There
was surely ground for humiliation.

Qur people, he said, contributed last
year $1,052,691 towards salaries of their
ministers and $2,857,489 for all denomin-
atjonal punposes. The value of property
owned by the congregations was a little
more than $10,000,000, on which there was
gtill indebtedness of about $1,500,000.

There are 3,196 Sabbath schools con-
nected with the church (an increase of
147 over the number reported in the pre-
ceding year) with 21,717 teachers and of-
ficers-and 182,335 scholars. The scholars
show an increase of 026 over the number
reported a year ago. There are 199 stu-
dents in five theological colleges, 46 grad-
wating last year. This number was mot
enpugh to supply the demand for pastors
and home missionaries and a number of
men were brought from Great Britain.

Doctor Warden spoke at length of the
great home mission work done by the
church. He said: “Home mission work in
all sections of the dominion is most hope-
ful and encouraging. We have 78 home
mission fields in the eastern section with
231 preaching stations, and 428 fields with
1,280 preaching stations in the western
section. In connection with these fields,
tthere are 16,474 families and 18,4/7 com-
municants. Of the members, 1,986 were
reccived last -year on confession of faith.
We have missionaries among Icelanders,
Scandinavians, Germans, Norwegians,
Swedes, Bohemians, Galicians and Douk-
hobors and mission day schools among the
Galicians. We_have two trained mission-
ary nurses at Atlin (B. C.) .

Contributions of our people last year
for home mission work were greatly in
excess of any former year, amounting to
$122,731. In addition, funds were pro-
vided for augmentation of stipends in
weqk charges and for French evangeli-
zation, bringing the total for home mis-
gion work up to $181,778. For foreign
missions §158,561 were given.”

Doctor Warden, in closing, made the
suggestion that each member contribute
an average of one cent per day for the
various funds of the church which, di-
vided as follows, would give the church
ample revenues for all its work.

The placing of the Presbyter-
ian church in the first place in the ivest-
ern pert of the dominion had been pos-
sible only through the deep interest of
the church in the east.

Presbyterian chunch of Monitreal would
take financial charge of home mission
nvork in the Presbytery of Vietoria (B.

Their opponents, in splendid fashion,
waited for them at the first weir and lent
them a spare oar. Then the boats started
again, but Murphy and Tole won out. Mr.
Munphy was a fisherman by occupation.
The late Sherif Harding was an ad-
mirer of s and often sought him out at
“the Point” for a chat. Mr. Murphy is
survived by two sons, four daughters and
a number of grand children.

Gaorge Biddington.
George Biddington, a well-known citizen,
passed away Tuesday morning after a
long illness. Mr. Biddington was 71 years
