On Thursday there was a great im-
provement in the attendance, the com-
bined attractions being the small-bore
competition . for the KEicho Challenge
Shield, the Public Schools match and the
Kolapore Cup. In the second Marl-
borough was the winner of the Ashbur-
ton Shield, which for three years has been
held by Winchester. Considerable inter-
est was evinced in the International con-:
test, although at an early stage of the
firing it was plainly seen that the Cale-
donian eight were leading formidably, an
advantage they retained to the end, when
they defeated England by 82 points. The
shooting, owing to the care taken in the
selection of the teams, was of marked
excellence.

Everything
was done in true Scottish style, and the
Haggis, which came from Edinburgh,
was brought in state at the heels of a
piver in full blast, the sacred bottle of
whiskey being carried by Quartermaster
Strachan. Col. Gilmore, of the Cana-
dian team, in rcturning thanks for
his health, mentioned that when he went

Amending \he Reciprocity Proposals.
A good deal of nonsense is talked
about Canadian amendments to the
treaty proposals that have been made
to the Washington Government. As
the case stands now the Government of
Canada is committed to certain propos-
als, and has no power to honorably
withdraw one of them except by con-
sent ot the Washington Cabinet. The
Mackenzie Government must stand or
fall by what it has deliberately commit-
ted itself to. The Brown proposals
have been made, and it is for the U. S.
Senate to accept, reject or amend them.
In case of rejection the matter ends, in
case of acceptance the -Mackenzie Go-
vernment is bound to stand or fall on
the question of the ratification by Par-
liament of every clause, line, letter and
punctuation point, in case of amend-
ment the Government will be free to
wash its hands of the affair. The
amending of the proposal by Parlia-
ment will be the condemnation of the
Government, for the Government has
irrevocably commilted itself to the
terms agreed Lo by Brown. Mr Mac-
kenzie may, it is true, plead that he has
made a fool of himself, or been
made a fool of by Brown, and
repudiate the proposals to which
he has consented, but it is not
probable that he will do so. He has
humbly appealed to Washington for
one or two modifications, in the hope
that his prayer will be answered and

| some of the Canadian enemies of the

proposed treaty appeased, but no mod-
ifications that will be advantageous to
Canada will be consented to by Secreta~
ry Fish.

Mr. Burpee and Mr. Smith are op-
posed to the terms of the proposed
raaty, anl will leave the Government
as soon as they have reason to believe
that a majority ot the House of Com-
mons will vote against ratifying
Brown's proposals. They remain in
office now, their friends say, for the sole
purpose of trying to geb the treaty
suitably amended. There is, also, the
contingency of the rejection of the pro-
posals by the United States Senate, in
which case they will not need to resign
unless they are compelled to do so by
the outrageois railway policy of the
Government of which they are members.

Subject for a cartoon—Geo. Brown
kneeling at Mr. Fish’s feet begging to
be allowed to take back some of his
proposals, Mackenzie and other mem-
bers of the Cabinet anxiously watching
Fish's countenance, and the Ministers of
Customs and Marine bestowing encour-
aging nods and winkson a crowd en-
gaged in burning Brown and the Go-
vernment in effigy.

The St. Croixz Courier, in an able leader
on the necessity for steam communica-
tion with the islands, says it is informed
that a scheme is now on foot to form a
joint sto>k company for the purchase of
a steamboat to ply between St. Stephen
and Grand Manan, touching at St.
Andrews, Decr Island, Eastport and
Campobello, and that leading capitalists
have been asked to invest in the under-
taking.

Port Philip Freestone Quarries.
[From the Maritime Sentinel.]

These quarries are sitnate about two
miles above the bridge across the River
Philip at its mouth, being the same range
of reefs as the old McDonald quarry.
For three years Sheriff McLean and one
or two others have been patiently sink-
ing trial pits and otherwise testing not
only the spot being operated on the shore,
but the whole point back to the creek,
having an area of 4 or 5 acres, and were
at last able to show a solid bed of free
stone underlying the whole point at a
depth of 8 or 10 feet from the surface.

Satisfied with extent and supply of
stone, operations were commenced at the
shore, a breastwork being constructed
to protect the works from spring tides:

Two or three cargoes have been taken
out and the quarry now shows a face of
16 feet of stone, with solid stone at the
bottom to an unexplored depth. The
reefs or layers in this quarry are very
thick, so that a stone of any dimensjons
may be taken out. The stone is of a
peculiar blueish grey color, which pro-
mises to become the favorite in the Bos-
ton market. It is very easily worked and
not liable to fracture. It is estimated
that a workman will cut 30 per cent more
of Port Philip stone per day than ordi

nary stone.

There is at present about 250 tons on
the wharf, some of them measuring 10
feet long and 82 inches square. A por-
tion of the thinner stone is made into
grindstones which find a ready sale in the
American machine shops.

From the location of the works the la-
bor and expense of loading on board the
vessel is reduced to a mere trifle.
There is ~npow in the quarry
cnough stone uncovered to supply
5000 tons cut and shipped, and yet from
any part one crane will reach a stone,
aud place it on the wharf within reach of
another which lifts it aboard.

The water at the pier where the vessels
load is of a depth of 16 feet at lowest
tides, and the anchorage is perfectly safe.

The Company were obliged to go to
considerable expense this summer in fit-
ting up cranes and other necessary ap
pliances, while the stone market has been
very dull and prices low, yet the operations
of ‘the season will leave a handsome
dividend to the Company after paying for
machinery and all expenses.

Qur stone guary men have made money
fast, and certainly any one to stand on
the wharf at Port .Philip, and look into
the solid reefs of handsome stone that
stretch away East and West would call
the speculation not only safe, but with
proper development, a princely fortune.
