Pasteur's Work.
. M. Louis Pasteur is now in his
618t year, and is one of the.few
scientific men whe have recelved
received substancial bonor during
their lives. The French Assembly
Las lately more than doubled his
pension of 12,000 francs, making it
now about $5,000 a year, with con-
tinuation to his widow and children.
In the discussion preceding thegrant,

M. Paul Bert, now Minister of]|

Finance; and Pasteur’s ancient rival
in scientific research, have a lauda-
tory sketch of the latter's career of
public usefulness. He began by
experiments en the nature of fer-
mentation, and his discoveries in
this line have had important practi-
cal results in the manufacture of
beer and wine. Even among the
Germans ¢ Pasteurization ” 18 prac-
ticed in the breweries on a large
scale. The attention of the Govern-
ment having been attracted by re-
sults of his researches, he was re-
quested to investigate the silk-worm
disease whieh was' destroying -the
silk-worms in France and Italy.
He soen found that the trouble was
caused by a microscopic parssite in
the patient, developed from germs
in the egg, and by selecting sound
eggs, healthy worms werc reared,
and the silk industry in Franee was
saved. The sheep and oxen of
France were dying off at the rate of
from 15 to 25 millions yearly of
anthrax, and these rew patients were
submitted to the scier ist, who found
that the disease was due to another
microscopic nuisance, and after a
long series of experiments his dis-
covered his famous mode of pre-
ventioa by inocuiation with “ atten-
uated ” virus. This discovery M.
Bert characterizes as the grandest
and most gainful of all. France
now vaccinates her flocks and herds
wholesale, and anthrax in its various
forms is no longer a terror to stock-
man. M. Pasteur has alse come to
the relief of the pig by vaccination,
and discovered that chicken cholera
bas a cause similar to that of anthrax.
He is now investigatirg cholera in
Egypt, and important results are ex-
peeted from his researches.

It is a well known fact that dis-
coveries in any direction are made
in groups, bunches, clusters. One
man makes a valuable discovery, and
straightway many others begin to
investigate in the same er cognate
lines. Not the least important part
of Pastenr's work has been the stim-
ulus it ,has offered to discovery in
similar directions, so that a crowd of
his followers are now experimenting,
with the ebject of demonstrating the
parasitic origin of all infectious dis-
esses. According to Professor
Huxley, Pasteur’s labors alone have
been equal in money value to the
whole of 5,000,000,000 francs paid
as an indemnity by France to Ger-
many in the late war, yot he has
generously given his discoveries to
the public, although he had chesen
to profit by them, he weuld have
made a large fortune.—Rural Netw-
Yorker.

The Desoendants of Louis Philippe.

Prince de Joinville,—D'Aumale.—
The Condes,—Montpensier.

(From Manhattan Magazine.)
CONTINUED.

The title of the Prince of Join-
ville, the third of Louis Philippe’s
sons, has interesting literary associ-
ations. It comes down from Jean
de Joinville, who died in 1319, at
the great age of ninety-six, and is
the second great writer of history in
Old French, occupying the interval
between Villebardonin and Froissart.
He took part in the Crusades as a
follower of St. Leuis, whose deede
he chronicled. His gosiping book
is amusing by its candor in regard
to the writer of it.” He takes no
pains to conceal how like a poltroon
he acted on various occasions, and
how terribly afraid he was in battle.
His fief passed by marriage through
the Lorraines to the Guises, and se
to the Orleans. It may he remarked
that the same family also inherited
the property of Comines, the fourth
of the old historians of France.
‘While the monarchy of July lasted,
the young Prince of Joinville wasa
favorite with all classes. Overflow-
ing with animal spirits, his jokes
and freaks wore constantly quoted.
When very young he entered the
French navy awd served with dis-
tinetion at the seige of the fortress
of 8an Juan de Ulloa, at Vera Cruz,
and at Mogadore, in Morocce. He
was given the command of a frigate,
“Ta Belle Poule,” in which he con-
veyed from St. Helena to France the
body of Napeleon. He is well
known in the United States, es-
peeially in New York, which he has
several times visited, and where he
has intimate friends. In 1861 he
accompanied his nephews Paris and
Charters to this country, and & year
or two later placed im the United
States Naval School, then at New-
port, his only son, the Duke of
Penthievre. He married a sister of
our good friend Dom Pedroe, the pre-
sent Emperor of Brazil, and has
two children, Penthievre 'and the
wife of the Duke of Chartres.

Penthievre, now in his thirty-
eight year, after completing his
naval edueation in this country,
took service in the Portuguese navy,
and fer two years or mere rerved in
various parts of the wotld. On his
return to France after his long exile,
he became lieutenant in the French
navy, and now holds that rank.
Whether it is that the duke’s char.
acter inspires confidence, or that
naval officers are in France deemed
mere trustworthy than army officers,
the freak of Prince Napoleon has
not harmed the son of Joinville.

“Both by his career and his per-
sonal qualities the Duke of Aumale
is much the most interesting figure
among the sons of Louis Philippe.
He is also the richest of the family,
baving inherited the vast wealth of
the Condes

In speaking of the Prince of
Cende one cannot help resalling the
words of Ohief-Justice Crewe, who,
when delivering jodgment in the
famous case of the Earl of Oxford,
in the time of Charles the First,
paused for a moment to moralize on
the mutabiliy of all earthly things.
¢ There must be an end of honors,
of dignities, and of whateoever is
terrene. Where is Mowbray? Where
is Mortimer?—Nay, what is more
and most of all, where is Plantagenet ?
Inurned in the tombs and sepul-
chres of mortality.” The Condes, a
younger branch of the House of
Bourbon, held a lofty place in
French seciety for mnearly three
bundred years. The most distin-
guished member of the family was
Henry, known as Conde the Gteat.
This extraordinary man, at the age
of twenty-two, gained at Roocrey one
of the most brilliant victories in
French militiary history. The
Spanards bad, to all appearances,
won the day, and the French troops
were supposed to be beaten past re-
covery, when Conde, by a masterly
plege of tactios, aided by his own
reckless courage, snatched victory
from the very jaws of defeat.  For
thirty years t(hereafter he was a
prominent figure in all the pelitieal
troubles of the trounbled times in
which he lived. Disselute and un-
scrupulous, ruthless and savage, he
was said by one who knew him well
te be the hardest-hearted man in
France. His bad life did not pre-
vent Bourdasloug from attending
him on bis deathbed, nor Bossuet
from pronouncing over his remains
a glowing funeral pemegyric. At
Chantilly this Conde built two
splendid residences, known respec-
tively as Le Grand Chateau and Le
Petit Chateau. The former, where
Vatel, the cook, killed himself, be-
cause something went wrong with a
dinner he bad preared for Louis
XIV., was destroyed during the
Revolation. Bat the latter still
stands, and is ome of the finest pieces
of architecture in France. The last
Prinee of Conde was the futher .of
that ucfortunate Duke of Enghien
whose murder, after a mock: trial,
is au ineffaceable stain on the char-
acter of the first Napoleon. The
last Conde, & childless old man, had
a mistress, the Baroness de Fau-
cheres, who persuaded him to be-
queath hig vast fortune to Louis
Philippe’s fourth son. Accordingly,
in 1829, a will was made by Conde
making Aumile, thon seven years
old, his sole helr. In August 1880,
Oonde was found strangled in his
bed. It wus declared, as the result
of & jadicial investigation, that he
had committed sunicide. If so, the

suicide was very opportune, for

Conde, after the revolution of July,
1880, had declared his intention of
sltering his will and leaving his
property’ to the deposed king,
Caerles the Tenth.

Aumale distingunished himself in
Algeria. He captured the encamp-
ment of Abd-el Kader, and the fact
is commemeorated in' an immense
pictare by Horace Vernet, filling all
one side of one of the largest rooms
at Versailles. As Governor of Algeria
he reecived, in 1847, the surrender
of Abd-el-Kader. He 1s the most
accomplished of the sons ot Louis
Philippe. A skillful horseman and
indefatigable sportsman, he is also a
brilliant talker, and artist, and a
writer of no litt]e merit. He is the
author of a history of the Princes of
Conde and a member of the French
Academy. Since his return to
Franco, he has lived at Chantilly in
sumptuous style, amusing his leisure
with making collections of various

kinds. His collection of picturcs is
of world-wide renewn. Master-
pieces of the Italian, Spanish,

Flemish, and French schools adorn
his walls. Enamels of Petitot and
Limousin, exquisite miniatures,
priceless manuscripts, autographs of
Francis 1., Rabelais, Montaigne,
Brantome, Corneille, Racine and
many others of distinction, and a
library of rare books in costly hind-
ings, aroc among the treasures of
Chantilly, where also is a magnifi-
cent collection of relics relating to
the career of the Great Conde,
among them the famous flag of the
Royal-Leigeois regiment, captured
at the battle of Rocroy. Aumale
held rank in the army, bat as a re-
sult of the escapade of Prince Napo-
leon, has, like his, nephews, been
placed on the retired list. Yet this
is but a petty misfortune compared
with some of the hard blows he has
undergone. For he has had to ep-
dure what some will regard as ene
of the greatest of human calamities—
the calamity of having to fellow te
tho grave all those who in the course
of nature should have followed him :
While he, reversed our nature’s kindlier

oom,
Poured out a father’s sorrow o'er their
tomb,

He had but two children, the
Prince of Conde and the Duke of
Guise. They were, according te all
accounts, sens to be proud of, and
possessed of all the qualities that
the fondest parent could desire.
The elder, the Prince of Conde,
died in 1866, in his 21st year. Three
years later died tho Duchess of
Aumale, and in 1872, the Duke of
Guise, in his 19th year, was laid. be-
side his mother and brother. Every
man who has affectionate sons, to
whom he looks to perpetuate his
name and to be the staff of his old
age, will find it easy to believe that
the childless widower would gladly
give all his wealth and splendour vo
bave baek his dead boys.

The youngest son of Louis Phi-
lippe, the Duke of Montpensier, re-
sembles his father greatly in manner,
gesture, and even voice. Like his
brothers he received a military edu-
cation, and served with distinetion
in Africa. He married, in 1846,
the sister of Queen Isabella, and his
marriage made a great commotion.
Louis Philippe, in making the match,
was charged by the Eiiglish govern-
ment with a breach of faith, it being
supposed at the time that the result
would be that Montpensier or one of
his ehildren would sit on the throne
of Spain. And there can be little
doubt that the cunsing king ot the
French thought ho had contrived
matters 8o’ oleverly that, sooner or
latter, one of his family would reign
at Madrid. Blind, like all of us, to
the fature, the ‘king little dreamed
that in less than Lwo years there-
after, he would think himself for-
tunate to get out ef France alive,
His calculations, itis pretty certain,
were, that these Spanish marriages
would fglfil the anticipations of Louis
XIV., that the Pyrenees, as a divid-
ing line between two scparate king-
doms, would practically exist no
more.  But these calculations have
been altogether djisappointed, al-
though for a brief period, and thirty
yoars after the marriago of the duke,
they were ina slight measure ful-
filled. When, after an interval of
republican government, Alfonso, the
the son of Isabella, became King of
Spain, he fell in love with his cousin,
Meroedes, the duke’s third daughter.
In January, 1878, they were married.
The young bride charmed everyone
with her grace and beauty, snd long
years of happiness to stretch before
ber. But in less than five months
she fell ill, and died on the 26th of
June, 1878 two days after she had
cempleted her cighteenth year. Be
side such An open grave what conld
have been more fitly uttered than
the thought of Sophocles, in the
words of Burke: ‘* What shadows
weare,and what shadows wepursae.”

Famous Escapes From Indians,

Dr. Edward Eggleston’s pro-
fusely illustrated paper. in the Sep-
tember Century on ‘*.Indian War in
the Celonies” recounts the follow-
ing exploite: ** Stories of marvel-
ous and ingenious escapes were the
romance of the colonies, and such
adventures date back to the earliest
Indian war in Virginia, where a
wan and his wife, who had boen
been spaved in the wholesale slaugh-
ter, found their opportunity while
the Jodiaps were dancing for joy
over the acquisition of a white man’s
boat that had drifted ashore. These
captives got into a canoe, and seon
afterward surprised their friends in

the settlements, who had believed

themn to be dead. Very like this
was the escape of Anthony Bracket
and his wife in Maine. They were
left to follow on after their captors,
who were eager to reach a plunder-
ing party in time to share in the
spoil. Braeket’s wife fouad a broken
bark canoe, which she mended with
a keedle and thread; the whole
family then put to sea in thia rickety
craft, and at length reached Black
Point, where they got on board a
vessel. A little lad named Eames,
taken in' Philip’s war, made his way
thirty milés or more to the settle-
ments. . Two sons of the famous
Hannah Bradley, previously men-
tioned, offeeted an ingenions ueupe.'
lying all the first day in a hollow
log. and - using - their provisions to
make friends wiah the dogs that had
tracked them. They journeyed in
extreme peril and suffering for nine
days, and one ef them fell down
with exhaustion just as they were
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entering a white settl t
young girl in Massachusetts, after
three weeks of captivity, made a
bridle of bark, and, catching a horse,
rode all night through-the woods-to
Concord. Mrs. Dean, taken at
Oyster River in 1694, was left with

*“The most famous ef all the es-
capes of New England captives was
that of Hannah Duston, Mary Neff,
and a boy, Samuel Leonardson.
These three were carried off, with
many others, in 1697, in the attack
on Haverhill, Mrs. Duston’s infant
child having been killed by the
Indiane. When the captors had
separated, the party to whom the
two women and the boy were assign-
ed encamped on an island in the
Merrimac River. At midnight, the
captives secured hatchets and killed
ten Indians—two men, two women,
and six children—one favorite boy,
whom they moant to spare, and one
badly wounded woman, escaping.
After they had left the camp, the
fugitives remembering that nobody
in the settlements would believe,
without evidence, tha! they had per-
formed so redoubtable an action; they
therefore returned and scalped the
Indians, after which they seuttled all
the canoes on the island but one,
and in this escaped down the Merri-
mac, and finally reached Haverbill.
This was sich an exploit as made
the actors 'immediately famots in
that bloody time. The Massachu-
sotts General Court gave Mrs. Dus-
ton twenty-five pounds and granted
balf that amount to each of her com-
panions. The story of their daring
deed was carried far te the south-
ward, and Governor Nicholson, of
Maryland, sent a valuable present
to the escaped prisoners.”

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/ Vacarcy in Westmorland,

As a vicuncy is about occurring
in the representation of Westmor-
land in the Local Assembly by the
resignstion of Mr. Landry, who has
gone 0 Kent seeking to represent
{bat county in the House of Com-
wmons at Ottawa, we will soon have
an election here to supply Mr.
Tandry’s seat. No doubt
there will be a contest in Westmor-
jsod. As far as the Local Govera-
pent is concerned, there is'a wide
spread feeling in favor of the status
quo. A strong sentiment -exists
{bat the Hon. Mr. Blair should be

* yiven an oppertunity to make good

his pledges and promises of reform.
Those measures are :—

«That in the opinion of this House
large measures of reform are urgentl
called for in the public interest, whicg
reforms should embrace the abolition of
the Legislative Qouncil, a reduction in
the ber of bers in the E: ive,
the discontinuance, after the term of offic
of the present Lieutenant-Goyernor, of
the payment of the salary -of a private
secretary of the Lieutenant-Governor,
and the maintenance, at the public ex-
pense, of the Government House as an
official residence, the adaption of a more
practical and economical mansgement in
educational matters, and the making such
changes in the governmental, legislative
and departmental machinery of the pro-
vince as will ensure a substgntial reduc-
tion in the cost thereof.”

We are thoroughly ourself em-
bued with the feeling the gavern-
mental system in existence in this
province is on a scale absurdly be-
yond the requirements of the coun-
try, and form an unnecessary charge
upon the tax-payers. We therefore
hold up both hands in faver of these
reforms.

The Ilon. Mr. Blair as leader of
the Government :nd the Hen. Mr.
Illder have both been emphatic in
their declarations that this present
administration was a coalition one,
and entirely neutral in Dominion
politics. Itis on the basis of these
declarations, that the administration
gained a Conservative support, that
brought it in and has since sustained
it in power. We now notice, how-
over, that the Telegraph and Globe,
the two leading organs of the Gov-
ernment, the latter edited by Mr
Ellis, M. P. P., have gone back on
this record and claim the last
clection in St. John as a Grit victory
and arc taunting the St. John Coo-
servatives with suffering a dis-
astrous defeat. The Conservatives of
‘Westmorland oweit to themselves to
ascertain before the coming contest
whether it is to be on Local or De-
minion issues; they would be want-
ing in discretion if after helping to
clect a supperter bf the present ad-
ministration they are afterward
taunted with a Censervative defeat.
We believe the Conservatives of
Westmorland are too loyal to their
principles-to lend themselves to
swell a Grit chorus of victery.

—The robust and broezy faith
which optimists havein the progress
of the species andin the superiority of
the present age over any of the pre-
ceding ones, might well be shaken
by the contemplation of the huge
military establishments still kept up
by the governments of Europe and
the vast debts which are mainly the
recults of militarism in the past.
In the German Empire, Russia, Italy,
Austria, and France we bave in
regular armies, kept on a peace-foot
ing, a total of no less than &,000,000
wen. Not only are these men per-
manently withdrawn from the pro-
ductive employments of commerce
and labour, but their support entails
an annual expenditure of $500,000,-
000. If we estimate at the same
amount the sum they might annually
carn in civil life, were armies
abolished—and the estimale is a
very low one—we see wrung fromthe
taxpayers the prodigious sum of $1,-
000,000,000 per annum. But this is
not all. The countries abeve named
spend about $600,000,000 yearly in
paying the interest on their publie
debts which are, as we said above,
principally chargeable to previous
wars. And then when these armies
are placed on a war-basis they foot
up to 11,000,000 of men, entailing a
proportionately increased expendi-
ture and taxation. In view of this
appalling misdirection of energy
and of money, the ever increasing
tide of immigration which annually
reaches the shores of our Continent
is not to be wondered at.  Large as
this immigration now is,iit is de-
stined to be immensely larger in the
not very remote future and eventual-
work the most startling
changes, no doubt for the bhetter, in
the system of things delineated
above.

—Inspector Gilpin of Halifax,
bas prepared for exhibit at the Cen-
tennial Exhibition at St. John, a
map, showing the destribution of
coal, iron, gold, and manganese ores
in Nova Scotia. This 1s the first
map of the kind ever prepared, and
will be found & ready and comjre-
hensive means of seeing at a glance
the mineral resources of that Pro-
vince.

The Military Sohool,

Fredericton n‘Tm vs, Fort
; Cumberland.

Messrs. Harris, J, A. Humphrey,
and others a$_a publie meeting, at
Moncton, offered the Government
four acres of land and from $5,000 to
$8,000 on condition that the Military
School be established at Moncton.

Moncton claims the school on the
strength of General Luard’s report
in favor of that place as being the
most centrally situated in the Mari-
time Provinces. Itseems to us that

Moncton is belittling her record in
tbis matter. The enterprize which
bas for the past few years been ex-
hibited in Moncton in establishing
various industries, and promoting a
geueral benefit to the Dominion, has
given it the character of the most
energetic town in the Maritime Pro-
vinces, and this position it has fairly
earned by the number and magni-
tude of its factories and workshops.
Moncton’s permanent prosperity
must rest on the loom and the lathe,
on the furnaco and the forge, on
being the employer of labor and
creator of wealth, It now purposes
to wrangle with Frederioton for the
profits of victualling a few score of
military cadets. But is Mencton
the most centrally eituated point in
the Maritime Provinces. It is not.
If the most central point be of any
special advantage, let the scheol by
all means be placed there; and that
loeation is Fort Cumberland. It is
on the borders of the two provinces ;
on the completion of the Cape Tor-
mentine Railway it will be within
two hours travel of P. E. Island. It
is equidistant between {wo com-
mercial capitals and a midway point-
between remote parts of both Pro-
vinces. It oceupies a noble and com-
manding site; from its bastions a
hundred miles of scenery, such as is
rarely to be witnessed in Canads, is
here spread out at one’s feet; it is
rich in historical aseocations; it is
linked with all that is most memer-
able and inspiring in our early
colonial - history. Since the time,
two_centuries ago, when Frontenac
granted the verritory of the Isthmus
to Michel LeNeuf Seigneur de Beau
Bassin, this place fillad a large
space in the military annals uf the
country. At one time it was the
capital of the anciont provinco of
Acadia. If there is anything in-
spiring in military associations, they
are centred at Beau Sejour. The
Government owns the lands and
works; the ancient barracks are
dilapidated, but new ones counld be
crected at no greater cest than at
Monctor.

—The Comte de Chambord, the
lust I'rench representative of the
old theory of the divine right of
kings, is dead, and his rights and
claims are inherited by the Comte
de Paris, who is an exponent of the
modern system of constitational
monarchy. This of itself, now that
he unites in ‘himself the claims of
both branches of the royal family,
would make him a formidable
agpirant to the French throne. Bat
his position seems likely to be still
mere strengthened by a coalitier of
the Napoleonists and Legitimists.
Should this take place the Republic
will bo in serious danger. It has
for some time pust been much dis-
credited by the feebleness and in-
capucity of its ever-shifting ad-
ministrations, by the selfish and
meddlesome spirit of its legislature,
by its uniformly unsuccessful foreign
operations, by its inordinate pro-
pensity for running nto debt, and
by the insufferable tone of its press.
And even the measure ot success it
has achieved in keeping on its feet
s0 long has operated as a menace to
the despotic governments on all
sides of it. The German press has
of late been making some very
ferocious attacks on France at the
instigation, as it is supposed, of
Prince Bismarck, and it is thought
by some that there are German
intrigues going on looking towards
the formation of a European league
agaiost the Republic and in favour
of the Comte de Paris. Itis to be
hoped the Iatter will not allow him-
self to be put in the ferefront of any
such crusade. Better far for him,
as a patriotic Frenchman, to suffer
his fatherland to work out her own
destiny under the government ef
the people themselves, even though
she may stumble and blunder fer
many a long year.

—Methodist Union has been at
last consummated and the united
church stands forth asthe largest
(Protestant body in the Dominion,
numbering not far from 800,000
adherents. The Basis of Union,
which was claborated last fall at
Toronto by a joint committee of all
the uniting bodies, was in the spring
submitted to the Quarterly Boards
of the Methodist Church of Canada,
there to pass the ordeal of the laity.
Of these bodies 649 accepted union,
90 rejected it, and 10 were ties. In
June it came before the six Local
Conferences, composed exclusively
of ministers, and was passed by a
total ministorial vote of 493 to 251.
A week from last Wednesday an ad-
journed meeting of the General
Conference of the Methodist Church
of Canada assembled at Belleville,
Ont., for the purpose of finally pass.
ing upon the question. This Con-
ference is composed of 206 members,
divided equally between the clergy
and laity. After a most animated
and impassioned debate the Basis
was passed on Monday night by a
vote of 123 to 88, only two more
than the three-fourths vote required
for a constitutional change. The
other parties to the Unien, namely
the Episcopal . Methodist Church,
the Primitive Methodists, and the
Bible Christians, had previously ac-
cepted the union in all their church
courts, and now delegates from these
bodies have joined with the General
Conference of the Methodist Church
of Canada in holding a grand General
Conference of all Canadian Method-

ism,  There will bé many difficulties
to settle and there will probably be
at first a good deal of frictiem, but,
notwithstanding all these things, the
‘wisdom and grandenr of the’project
of union should heartily commend
themselves to.all rational persons.

The Dominion Exhibition.

How the Work Progresses,—Interest-
ing Information. -

From our special corresppndent.

Sr. JomN, Aug. 29.—The appoint-
ment of - five agricultaral gentlemen
on the commission has proved a
good move. In seme sections our
bone and sinew friends maturally
entertained the idea that they were
being ignored when the Board of Ag-
ricultare divested them of the gilded
over-hauls. But now that they have
given place to better men selected
from the smiling buckwheat patch
and the haunts of the gay and
festive cucamber, this slight un-
pleasantness has passed away, From
every section of the provinee en-
tries aie flowing in. Carleton Co.,
which ranks third among the agri-
cultural counties and usually shows
up well, is very backwaid, but the
farmers have boen busy with the
harvest the past fortnight and will,
doubtless, present ' their demands
very soon.

The originally estimated outlay
for the KExhibitien was $39,900.
Since thea the usual per-centum of
‘“extrag " and ‘“ unforeseens” have
followed and the total is now placed
at $45,000, while the Commission
would have no trouble in getting
away with a few thousand more if
they heeded the numereus petitions
for assistance. Some members want-
ed to draw on ‘‘ futures” and pro-
posed to keep the show open a week
Ipnger for that purpose, but wiser
counsel prevailed and the Exhibition
is now on the hoards for October
1-6 inclusive. Prospects for a large
trades’ procession are brightening
and numerous meetings have been
held at which much enthusiasm bas
been manifested. The symptoms
are that the military parade will be
combined with the trades. It would
add coneiderably -to the interest of
the day (Friday, Oct. 5th) and the
fraternal spirit which shopld pre-
vail between all sections if, in ad-
dition to the companies invited from
Halifax, a corps from Montreal or
Quebec could be brigaded with the
local troops.

The new building will be com-
plotedthis week. Horse-stalls and cat-
tle sheds, aggregating one mile in
longth, are being built in and around
the Square. Two hundred men are
at work at the various sectioms of
the work and the entire buildings
and premises will be roady for oc-
cupation several weeks before they
will be required. Messrs. Taylor
and Archibald, of the I. C. R., have
located the branch line te run inte
the Exhibition Building basement
50 that freight can be landed on the
grounds, and passengers wili be car-
ried from the main I C. R. depot
to the Exhibition by special teams
running around the city. Secretary
Inches, who has abundant experience
in sucb matters, predicts that
should the Fates be auspicious
60,000 people will attend the Ex-
hibition. The crops-throughout the
Province look well and all thatis
pow desired is the gracious pstron-
age of the weather-clerk up to date
of opening. Four thousand entries
have been received and no doubt
this number will be doubled by the
15th September.

USEFUL INFORMATION.

Arrangements have been con-
cluded whereby exbibitors who pay
freight on their grades coming to
St. Joho, while here will receive
from the Finance Committee one
half of the respective amounts dis-
bursed, besides free return-tickets.
Four days before Exbibition opens
(Uct. 1st.) until four days after it
closes (Oct. 6) visitors can procare
return tickets at half faro over every
rallway and steamboat line in the
country, . upiform rates in this re-
spect being guarantced. Should the
Exhibition be prolonged beyond the
intended, weck these inducements
will be extended accordingly.
Tickets at” mereiy numerical figures
will be iesued for two weeks prior to
the opening, for the benefit of ex-
hibitors who may desire to attend to
the dispesal of their goods. Mr.
Steph will a pany upper
provincial competitors to St. John,
Mr. Jenkins, the Island contingent,
and Prof. Lawson, the Halifax men
to St. John, and see that they re-
ceive due attention. All articles
for the Exhibition will be landed on
the ground without transhipment,
po charge being made for entries
or space and cattle and horses will
be fed free. A very liberal award of
medals and diplomas in manufaotur-
ing classes will be made. Steam
power and main shafling will be
supplied in Machinery Hall. Parties
desiring hotel rooms would do
well to apply at once. By writing
to the Secretary, Mr. Inches, arrange-
ments for suitable private lodgings
can be made..

The ne-
cessity of strangers passing through
the purlieus of the city will be large-
ly obviated by the special teams
rapning arcund the city, It isin
the southerly part of the city (Bar-
rack Square) with a gentle slope to
the south and protected by the high-
lands of the cily from cold northerly
winds.. Itis adjacent to the deep
water terminus and commands a
splendid view of the St. John harbor
and the bay beyond.
