No moose, elk, reindeer or cariboo are to 

be killed before Oct. 25, 1895.
No turkeys are to be killed before Ock 

15. 1897.
No bearer or otter shall be killed before 

Nov. 1, 1897.
The open season for deer is from Oct. 20 

to Nov. 15.
No one person shall kill more than two 

deer in one year.
The pen season for quail is from Oct. 15 

to Dec. 15.
For geese, from Sept. 15 to May 1.
For ducks, from Sept. 1 to Dec. 15, and 

no person shall kill more than 400 in one 
Beason.

No water fowl are to be hunted from sail­
boats or steam yachts, or by means of bat- 
teries, swivel guns or sunken punts.

No person shall shoot any bird that is 
under the protection of this act between 
half an hour a ter sunset and half an hour 
before sunrise.

The open season for the sable and marten 
is from Nov. 1 to April 1.

Non-residents of the Province shall not 
hunt any animal or bird without a license.

The open season for grouse, pheasants, 
partridge, woodcock, snipe and plover is 
from Sept. 15 to Dec. 15, and no person 
shall give away any snipe, woodcock or 
partridge, no matter where killed, before 
Oct. 15, 1897.

The act does not apply to residents in 
unorganized districts who kill only to meet 
heir own necesaities.

training of others. The comparatively very 
high rate of suicide in the army, and the 
high rates among medical men, chemists, 
and even photographers,rare probably in- 
creased and occasioned, though not really 
caused, by familiarity with weapons and 
poisons. Certain places also become dan- 
gerous by association, and should be care- 
fully guarded. The instinct of imitation is 
one which needs constant watching, since, 
for good or for evil, it is ene ef the most 
potent factors of human conduct. Those 
who have the ear of the public through the 
press, either as journalists novel-writers, 
and essayists or dramatists, have an Im­
mense responsibility in this matter. The 
use ef suicide, as of murder, to impart 
interest to a novel er drama, or to help out 
a halting plot, is a terrible misuse of 
power. It is a great blot in certain 
writers’ fame that In their wotka suicide is 
suggested, discussed, dallied with as a 
natural means to escape a difficult situation. 
But the journalist who heads a sensational 
paragraph ‘Romantio Suicide' is not far off 
being an accomplice to self-murder. I 
would not willingly take in or purchase a 
newspaper in which these words had 
appeared in recent years. For what do 
they meant They mean that a poor 
creature, or probably two, a man and n 
woman, who could not bear salutary 
shame and disappointment, which 
would have doue them lasting good 
have preferred to trample on God’s 
best gift of life, and to rush into his 
presence without hie permission, rather 
than accept the discipline which he in­
tended for their welfare. And this is 
called ‘romantie.' Shame, 1 say, on those 
who sell their pennyworth's of news by 
such miserable travesties of the truth ! 1 
am thankful, however, to believe that many 
of our local journalists are well aware nf 
the importance of caution in this matter, 
and take measures to prevent the evil.”

There is nothing heroic about suicide. It 
is crime. It is self-murder. At best, it is 
a cowardly act for a man to take bis own 
life in order that he may escape responsi 
bility for his misdeeds or get away from 
trouble that many a man before him has 
faced and overcome. The views of the 
Bishop of Salisbury are expressed in none 
too strong language. The modern sensa- 
tional novel has more to do with the de­
velopment of the suicidal mania than many 
suppose. But what shall be said of a New 
York journal which for weeks past has 
been filling its columns with arguments in 
favor of suicide as a means of escaping 
trouble?_________________

He 
said: “There ought to be no pariahs in a 
full-grown, civilized nation, no persons 
disqualified, except through their own 
defect. Difference of sex is as irrelevant 
to political rights as difference of height or 
color of hair.”

—One of the important lessons taught to 
a good many thoughtful people of Chicago 
by the recent terrible disasters in connec­
tion with the late strike and riots, is that 
it would be better and cheaper to spend 
time and money in educating, reforming 
and christianizing the rough foreign popu­
lation within its borders than to suppress 
their riots and meet the coats of their 
anarchy. One of the Chicago business men 
at the late great Baptist Convention in 
Toronto emphasized that point. The Chi­
cago Advance, a leading American weekly, 
has said: “Cure is more difficult and costly 
than prevention. Probably a fraction of 
the money and effort spent to put down the 
rioters, if expended in the education and 
christianizing of these needy souls would 
have made riots impossible." That im­
portant lesson should not be lost on Can­
adians.

Liberty of conscience, liberty of 
thought, liberty of speech, and liberty of 
trade. Our motto is liberty and justice; 
equal rights to all and favors to none;

These and other patriotic sentiments 
uttered by the Liberal chieftain are quoted 
by the Ottawa Journal, which claims to be 
a non-political newspaper.

UIIThe Board of Water Commissioners held 
their regular semi-monthly meeting in the 
City Hall at 11 o’clock this morning, 
merely for the purpose of transacting 
routine business. The long continued 
drought is commencing to have a telling 
effect upon the reservoir at Springbank, 
but nothing to cause alarm. Two weeks 
ago the gauge showed about fourteen feet, 
but since then it has gradually been 
creeping downwards until it barely 
covers the eleven-foot mark. The pumps 
have been working well, the daily average 
amount taken from the springs being over 
3,000,000 gallons.

Engineer Moore stated that the reeve of 
Westminster had waited upon him in refer­
ence to the stone culvert on the Pipe Line 
road, opposite Mrs. Cooper’s residence. 
About one-third of it had been washed 
away. The township authorities will be 
asked to inform the board in writing as to 
what they would desire to be done, and a 
special meeting will be called.

Secretary Browne, of the Western Fair 
Board, requested the commission ers to 
assist in every possible way to make the 
exhibition a success as they had in past 
years by granting free water, etc. Granted.

The Carling Brewing Company forwarded 
a eheck for $78 76 for water services. It 
was paid under protest, however, as the 
company claimed their pond had been over­
flowed through a defective corporation 
drain. It had cost them about $50 to clean 
out the pond and otherwise incurred ex- 
pense on them. The engineer will investi­
gate.

Inspectors Platt and Plastow will dis­
cover how many consumers can be had on 
Dorinda street, East London. Action on 
Y. F. Mossop’s communication, asking for 
a service at his house, will be delayed 
pending the report.

Mr. McKinnon’s application for a ser­
vice on Beaconsfield avenue, South Lon­
don (recently opened up) was filed.

Messrs. Paton and Leavitt, of Nelson 
street, south of the Hamilton road, are 
somewhat nervous over the absence of a 
hydrant in their vicinity. Should fire 
break out the result would probably be 
disastrous. They wanted a hydrant placed 
in the center of their locality, and the 
engineer will report.

Albert E. Johnston and two other resi­
dents on the south side of Bathurst, asked 
for service between William and Maitland 
streets. Left to Engineer Moore.

At present there are in use 1,229 ser­
vices of three-eighths of an inch — or 
about one-third of the total number in the 
city. Alexander Anderson, of 682 Wil­
liam street, complained of an insufficient 
water supply, the service being only three- 
eighths of an inch. The complaint will be 
dealt with in the future, as there is some 
talk of this size of pipe being enlarged.

Wilson Barrett’s Brother.
LONDON, Aug. 28.—The death of George 

Barrett, the comedian, leaves but one of a 
family of four actors still on the stage— 
Wilson. The four Barretts, Robert, Mary, 
George and Wilson, came from anti- 
theater stock. Their father abhorred 
the play-house. Mary retired some 
years ago, having married a clergyman, 
the brother of Wilson Barrett’s late wife. 
Robert has been an invalid for nearly 
twenty years. All four ran away from 
home. George Barrett was born in Essex, 
England, and was about 45 years old. 
He was apprenticed, with his brother 
Wilson, at an early age with a 
bank note printing house, but left 
it for the stage. He became 
quite successful as a comedian, and as a 
member of his brother's company in later 
years made a number of tr ps to America, 
usually playing the part of an eccentric. 
In 1891 he aspired to shine as a star and 
went on the road with “Another Man’s 
Shoes.” He came back without the shoes 
and several thousand dollars in debt. He 
was obliged to leave New York for England 
under an assumed name.

The 
new measure relieves the industry of the 
United States from many grievous burdens, 
and renders a profitable interchange of 
trade with other countries much easier 
than under the abandoned law.

CAUSES OF SUIC D E.
Recent suicides in this locality suggest 

an inquiry into why suicides are on the 
increase in civilized countries. Undoubt­
edly a portion of the increase comes from 
hereditary tendencies. Men marry women 
that are weak minded and vice versa, and 
the number of the race that is of unsound 
mind is increased. Suicides are multi­
plied by the same means, for the medical 
profession assert that the same causes that 
lead to insanity lead to suicide. Intemper­
ance and self-indulgence of all kinds, gam­
bling and speculation, domestic trouble 
(especially in woman), worry and over 
work, depressed circumstances and undue 
religious excitement are also incidental 
causes that lead to the development of the 
latent suicidal tendency. But the Bishop 
of Salisbury, in a recent charge, points out 
that the imitative instinct plays an import­
ant part in suicide, and that writers for 
the public have a grave responsibility in 
dealing with it. The bishop says:

“There are, I think, two causes especially 
besides these which conduce to suicide, 
which ought to be taken into account by 
all who have to do with education. The 
first is the instinct of imitation, particu­
larly in the form of the vain and childish 
desire for notoriety. The second is the un­
willingness to bearslight pain or disappoint­
ment, ordinary trials and vexations, or even 
reproof of a simple kind, which is a painful 
feature of our modern civilization, especi­
ally perhaps among young people. This 
cowardly weakness is often accompanied 
by an undeveloped skepticism, which 
makes the uncertain possibilities of the 
future seem less hard to bear than the cer­
tainty of present pain. There is a third 
circumstance, which is an occasion rather 
than a cause in thia matter, and which has

It is just 25 years since Goldsmith Maid

The records of the Grand 
Circuit for 1894 make the Maid’s figures 
read like those of a far up country fair. 
The five meetings held eo fur, at Detroit, 
Cleveland, Buffalo, Rochester and Pough- 
keepsie, giving nearly sixty trotting races, 
counting over 200 heats, show only 20 
heats slower than 2:20. Of these nine were 
by 2-year-olds, three by 3-year-olds, and 
several can be accounted for by rain and 
by the winner jogging in slowly in the 
last heat of a long-fought race. Every­
thing else has been in 2:20 or better, 
as though practically the entire Grand 
Circuit trotting class was an army of 
Goldsmith Maids. Coming down second 
by second, there have been five races, of 
which all heats were in 2:20 and better, 
two in the same way in 2:19. six in 2:18. 
eight in 2:17, seven in 2:16, two in 2:15, 
three in 2:14, three in 2:13, four in 2:12, 
three in 2:11, one in 2:10 and one in 2:09. !

This does not yet entirely tell the story 
how the once peerless Goldsmith Maid has 
been left behind in the dust of a thundering 
trackful of faster going animals. Three of 
the races classified above as 2:20 were of 
four heats. Two of the 2:19 class were of 
four or five heats. Five of the 2:18 were 
of four or five heats. Three of the 2:17 class 
were of four or five heats. Three of the 2:16 
class were of five heats. Two of the 2:15 
class were of four or five heats. One of the 
2:13 class was of four heats. One of the 
2:12 class was of five heats, and two of the 
2:11 class were of four heats.

One race from without the Grand Cir­
cuit must be added to tills remarkable 
record. Alix at Torre Haute repeated the 
straight-beat victory of her sister of a 
quarter of a century ago, in 2:06, 2:061, 
2:051. Three beats under 2:07, averaging 
under 2:06 !

We see a perfect mob of great flyers 
rushing forward, any one of which years 
ago, would have been looked on as the 
wonder of the day. Can there be any 
reasonable doubt that sooner or later some 
phenomenal one of them will move ahead 
out of the ruck and come around the track 
in an even two minutes? We have none

Colossal Weol-Cleaning Works Destroyed

that the correct name would be Dallory
