The city is governed by five bodies.
First is the board of police justices,
about 50 of them, who serve for life
without pay. Second is the town coun-
council. It has charge of the gemeral
affairs of the city and is divided into
sixteen committees consisting of eight
members a@ach. They appoint a town
clerk, coroner, clerk of the peace, city
treasurer, city surveyor, medical
health officer and city analyst, and
a chief constable, but they literally
and actually manage the various de-
partments. The town councilor is made
up of 48 councilmen, three for each
ward, and sixteen aldermen. The coun-
cilmen are elected for terms of three
years each, one in each ward retiring
every year. The councilmen are elact-
ed by the people, the aldermen who

Any person who can vote is
for election. ‘While cer-
conditions prevent us from
adopting many of these forms
of city government, it is worthy
of motice that the plan in Birmingham
is to distribute the nower among as
many persons as possible and to inter-
est and make responsible as many
citizens as possible, even outside the
council. For instance, the museum
and school of art committee
consists of eight councilmen and
nine citizens outside the coun-
cil, and other committees in the
same way. While the prevailing idea
here seems to be the reduction of

There is one feature which strikes
me as very desirable, and could be
adopted with advantage—the election
of aldermen for three years, one out
of the three retiring every year.

WINTERING STOCK IN KENT.,

Huron Farmers Sending Their Cattle to
Winter There on Account of the
Scarcity of Fodder.

The Grand Trunk is doing a good work
for the farmers of Huron and neighboring
counties in bringing cattle here and con-
tracting to return them in the spring at
greatly reduced rates Last week a train
of fifteen cars, containing 400 head was
brought down from Exeter, and other ship-
ments will follow during the next two
weeks. The Grand Trunk carries cattle
each way at $1 per head, and farmers in
the neighborliood are wintering them on
corn fodder and straw at the rate of $1 per
month. The heavy crop of corn in Kent
this year has supplied an immense amount
of fodder, sufficient for many hundred of
outside cattle besides the home stock, and
the feeding will be so much clear gain to the
home farmer.

The entire cost of sending cattle here,
wintering them, and returning them in the
spring, will be but $6 per head, which is a
gkz'cat deal better for the owners than im-
porting feed, or selling them just now for
what they would bring.—Chatham Banner.

The Sultan’s Latest Kick

Wants British Bluejackets Withdrawn
from the Embassy—Another Up-
rising Feared in Constan-
tinople.

Constantinople, Dec. 10.—The Sultan
refuses to continue negotiations on the sub-
ject of permitting the European warships to
enter the Bosphorus, unless Great Britain
withdraws the bluejackets landed to guard
the British Embassy. The British claim
that the Embassy was surrounded by Turk-
ish spies.

The Turks, however, assert that the so-
called “‘spies” were really Turkish police
agents who were sent to give additional
protection to the Embassy at the first rumor
that members of the Embassy were in a
state of alarm. As an offset to the state-
ment that quiet prevails here, rumors which
apparently have a solid foundation, are
current of a wholesale conspiracy here
which may have had the ulti-
mate object of deposing the Sul-
tan and which  certainly  would
result in great bloodshed and consequent
danger to the lives and property of foreign-
ers. That the conspiracy was of a most
important nature may be judged from the
fact that the Sultan’s aide-de-camp, Hazzan
Djemi Pasha, is believed to have been the
conspirator who was to have led the dis-
affected of the imperial gusrds into the
palace, and to have seized the person of the
Sultan, and is now a fugitive. The police
are known to be taking the most careful
precautions in anticipation of a fresh out-
break upon the part of the Armenians, who
are said to be determined to make a fresh
demonstration.
