Irwin, who is a local taxi driver, 
served ’overseas, and during that time his wife proceeded to Ne­
braska with their two children, where she obtained a divorce.

CHANGED HER MIND.
However, she returned to this city last week, and became 

reconciled with her husband. The two children, a girl aged six 
years and a boy aged four years, were temporarily placed in the 
hands of a local organization following the reconciliation, but 
Saturday afternoon Irwin's wife changed her mind, and ascertain­
ing that her children were being kept temporarily by a woman on 
Elias street, drove to her home in a closed motor car.

“Watch any of the many streams of 
humanity that are continually pouring 
into this country. Analyze these streams 
and you learn the standard of the homes 
from which the units composing it came.

“The national life of a country is no 
higher than the standard of the home 
life, nor is it any lower. God in com­
mending Abraham placed his authority 
in his home first, but along with it God 
also commended his example. So today 
the authority and the example of the 
father is the standard of the home life.

Obedience—First Law.
"Obedience is the first law of the 

universe. Obedience to the law is set­
tled in childhood. You cannot speak dis­
respectfully before children of those in 
authority and expect them to respect 
the authority or acts of those of whom 
you have spoken slightingly.

"Holdups are born in the. home. The

“It is within the knowledge of the 
health department that a number of 
people, because they do not want a card 
on their house, do not call a doctor, and 
treat a child suffering with measles 
themselves. The people must under­
stand that this does not relieve them 
from the necessity of reporting their 
case to the health department "‘

Duty of Health Department.
"The medical doctor is not concerned 

with the quarantine. That is the affair 
of the city health department. The doc­
tor is required by law to report the 
case, and is liable to a fine if he does 
not. If a physician is not called, then 
the parents are under the same respon­
sibility to report the case, and are liable 
to the same fine.

“In allowing children out on the street 
before quarantine has expired, where 
they will meet other children is a pun­
ishable offence liable to a fine. Thera 
has been too much laxity in these mat­
ters, and the board of health has decid­
ed to carry out more rigidly the pro­
vincial regulations."

Section 53 of the public health act 
says: “Whenever any householder 
knows, or has reason to suspect that 
any person within his family or house- 
hold or boarding or lodging with him, 
has any communicable disease he shall 
within twelve hours give notice thereof

Dr. O. I. Cunningham, chairman of 
the London Board of Health, announces 
that this body is about to inaugurate a 
vigorous campaign against those citi­
zens who repeatedly break quarantine 
regulations, exposing others to danger 
of infection by communicable disease.

The chairman has issued the follow­
ing statement relative to the situation: 
"There is too much carelessness in rhe 
city in the matter of quarantine in 
homes. This is especially so in regard 
to measles. We have been going 
through a regular epidemic of measles 
during the past few months which there 
should be no occasion for. Most people 
look upon measles altogether too lightly, 
seeming to think them a necessary con­
dition of child life.”

Has Forced Respect.
“Smallpox, because of its more deadly 

effect, has forced the people to recognize 
the necessity for strict quarantine ob­
servance, with the result that we now 
have only a few isolated cases, which, 
if treated as lightly by the people as 
measles, would be equally as prevalent. 
The actual facts today are that we have 
more deaths from measles than from 
smallpox, while if the quarantine regu­
lations were properly enforced there 
would be fewer cases in the city."

"A community suffers just as many 
cases of contagious diseases as it de­
serves. Why a child should be ill with 
measles, whooping cough, mumps, etc., 
lose several weeks at school, probably 
endanger his or her future health, and 
cause all the additional work and ex-

Doctor Must Report.
"Section 55— Whenever any legally 

qualified medical practitioner knows or 
has reason to suspect, that any person 
whom he is called upon to visit is in­
fected with any communicable disease, 
he shall within twelve hours give no­
tice thereof to the medical officer of 
health of the municipality in which 
such diseased person is resident?

“Section 54— No householder in 
whose dwelling there occurs any com­
municable disease shall permit any 
person suffering from such disease to 
leave his house without the con­
sent of the medical officer of health.’

"Section 110— Any person who con­
travenes any of the provisions of sec­
tions 53 to 72, for which no other pen­
alty is provided shall incur a penalty 
of not less than $25 and not more than 
$100.’

"If the people of the community think 
these regulations are necessary for their 
protection it is their business to do the 
best they can to carry them out, and to 
that end should report any cases they 
know of, where persons are either care­
less or indifferent to observe these 
necessary regulations Unless there is 
a decided improvement in these matters 
a number of court cases will follow."

WINNIPEG, July 3.—Group insur­
ance, one of the concessions asked for 
by the Manitoba Civil Service Federa­
tion as the result of their receiving no 
bonus during the war, will likely be­
come effective during July, when it is 
expected that $1,800,000 will be issued 
to the 1,200 civil servants who have 
been in the employ of the Govern­
ment for a period of six months or 
more. The cost to the Government will 
be slightly over $30,000 annually. Those 
benefitted by the insurance will be 
given the right to continue their in­
surance in force should they leave the 
Government employ, it is planned. The 
insurance premiums would then be paid 
by themselves at the age they had at­
tained when leaving the service.

The scale runs from $500 for those 
in the service for a period of six 
months to one year, with a maximum 
of $3,000 for employees with ten years' 
service.

Has Simply Stolen His Present Power, Hon. Mackenzie King 
Tells Quebec Gathering, and Has No Respect For 

Rights of the People of Canada.

PORT STANLEY, July 3.—Rev. C. 
A. Sales of the local Presbyterian 
Church addressed his congregation to- 
night on the subject "What Is Wrong, 
With Port Stanley, Is There Anything? 
Shall We examine the Matter?" Most 
holiday resorts, he stated, are generally 
regarded as worldly places, but it would 
appear that Port Stanley is the worst, 
being picked out as an example of law- 
breaking, and improprieties.

"Neither Port Stanley nor any other 
town can afford this stigma," he said.

THE WORLD'S FASTEST RUNNER.
[Literary Digest.]

Charles W. Paddock of the University 
of Southern California, is the fastest 
human being In the world, judging from 
the latest records, and—if his trainer is 
a true prophet—he is destined to become 
faster. In one afternoon he smashed 
four world’s records, and might have 
smashed more had they not called it a 
day and enough done. He clipped a fifth 
of a second from Don Lippincott’s time 

Ifor the 100 metres, a mark that had 
stood for nine years; he lowered by two. 
filths of a second the time for the 200 
metres, established as a world mark 
seventeen years ago by Archie Hahn; 
by an equally fleeting space he lessened 
the time for 300 yards, which had stood 
for a quarter of a century since Bernie 
Wefers covered the distance in 30 3-5 
seconds, and he knocked two seconds 
from the record made by a French 
runner in 1908 and a Hungarian in 1913.

Dean Cromwell, track coach of the 
university from which this human 
comet hails, declares that the limit of 
human capacity for the 100 yards has 
not been reached. The main difficulty 
in the 100-yards dash is getting the 
start, and if Paddock succeeds in start­
ing off quicker, he may clip a bit more 
from his present time.

Paddock Is of sturdy build. He is of 
moderate height, but deep-chested, 
broad-shouldered, with good arms, a 
strong neck, and exceptionally thick 
and muscular legs.

Worked out, man’s speed possibility 
as established by Paddock is at the rate 
of about 20 miles an hour for a score 
of seconds or less. After that man 
moves more slowly.

Fortunately for his self-complacency, 
man does not often compete with the 
other representatives of the animal 
kingdom. In tests made recently on a 
smooth tableland in Utah, an elk went 
three miles at the rate of 52 miles an 
hour, then dropped to 29 miles an hour. 
A coyote went more than two miles at 
the rate of 45 miles an hour, then re­
duced his speed to 30 miles for an in­
definite period. An antelope went more 
than two miles at the rate of 62 miles 
an hour. Compared with these creatures 
man is not much of a speed machine.

Gad Larrick (the cow- 
boy hero) warms up for Nancy, flames 
for Clelia—and then steadies down into 
a regular family furnace with a good 
bed of coals—for Nancy once more 
losing a single, and making a double 
fortune during the processes which 
leaves him one up with the world to 
play»

But it is a clever picture of very rich 
and fashionable young life today—the 
good and the bad of it, exotic—as all 
the greatly wealthy are in all ages.

Considerable interest has been manifested in Misa 

Winstanley’s so-called "discovery" that Shakespeare’s 
"Hamlet" reflected the circumstances of King James VI. 
of Scotland, soon to be James I. of England. Misa 
Winstanley may have worked up this idea, but it is 

: not new. It may be found in Brandes’ book on Shake­
speare, written a good many years ago.

The resemblances made out between Prince Ham­
let and King James are two. In the first place, 
both had a father murdered, and a mother married 
soon after to the murderer. Secondly, both showed 
acquiescence in the usurpation of their place by 
others, and a hesitancy as regards action.

But the differences between them are at least as 
striking. James never had to deal with either his 
mother or the murderer, Bothwell. Mary was a pris­

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS. 
Dry Dandruff.

What can you suggest to overcome a 
dry, scaly, itching dandruff? (F. L.)

ANSWER—Part the hair here and 
there and rub well into the scalp with 
the finger tips a little of the following 
ointment each evening for six evenings, 
covering about one-fourth of the scalp 
each time and resting for shampoo on 
the seventh evening. This should be 
continued three or four weeks.

Salicylic acid ......................... 20 grains
Precipitated sulphur ............... 1 dram
Ointment of rosewater ...1 ounce 
(If this is properly made, no particle 

can be felt when the ointment is rubbed 
between the fingers.)
