We, who have seen the condes-
cension of the Son of God in taking up-
on himself our sinful nature and bearing
it upon the Cross, who have heard of
Liis miraculous Resurrection from the
dead and followed Ilis subseguent ap-
pearances 1o His Apostles and others,
ought to rejoice when we see the Con-
queror of the last enemy received up
into Heaven. “‘If ye loved Me,ye would
rcjoice, because 1 go unto the Father.”
If we have truly sympathized with the
suffering, humiliated Christ, who made
Himself of no reputation, we shall be
glad to commemorate His ascending
where He was before, in order to be-
come our great High Priest within the
Veil, living to make intercession for
us. Thus, it is meet and right to lift
up our hearts to our Ascended Lord.

And again it was only after the As-
cension that the full comforting Spirit
became a living power among men,
changing a number of Disciples of
Jesus Christ into the Holy Catholic
Church. For on that great birthday of
the Church, the first Whitsunday, from
the Father and the Ascended Son there
went forth the Comforter to quicken
and strengthen. Truly then Ascension
Day is one of our greatest Festivals.

Thanksgiving Sermon.

Preached at St. Anne’s Church, Rich-
mond on the Sunday after the relief
of Ladysmith, by Ven. Henry Roe,
D.D., D.C.L., Archdeacon of Quebec—

t(I’rinhd by the request of he Cungregution

who heard it.)

Tsalm 110. 7. *“Ile shall drink of
the brook in the way, therefure shall
he lift up his head.”

I think I am safe in saying, my
Brother Christians. iy Brother Brit-
ons, my Brother Canadians, that there
is but one thought and intention in the
hearts and minds of all English people
throughout the world this morning, at
least of all who have in them one
spark of religion, and certainly of all
English Church people throughout the
world-wide empire of Great Britain,
as thev throng the temples of the Lord
to-day, the {fecling of deep thankful-
ness to Almighty God, thankfulness
for His mercies so aburdantly poured
out upon us as a people, as an Empire
during the past week.

This sense of God's mercies is, I am
well assured, your heartfeit response to
the invitation of your Rector to make
Thankfulness the key-note of your re-
ligious Services to-day.

According to the order of Divine Ser-
vice in our Christian year, we ought to
be preaching to you to-day upon the
great Christian duty of repentance and
self-examination and conversion, and
humbling our souls before God. But,
in the meantime, there has come in,
into our community, ito our country,
into our gleav world-encircling empire,
a greay gift from God, the gmft of
two greal victories for England’s arm-
ies fighting our battles in far-away
lands,—two great victories partaken in,
shared in most intimately by our own
Canadjan Contingent, who have already
most heroically, most willingly, most
efiectively poured out their greatest
treasure, their life for their country ;
binding, cementing together . the mo-
tier-land and theit own Canada into
one imperial body, and sealing that
union by the most precious, most bind-
ing of all things,—their own heart’s
blood. Is not this, my brethren, some-
thing for which we have the best of
reasons to be thanlkful ?

And T am persuaded we are thankful,
we,] mean our whole Empire, to Al-
mighty God.
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No thoughtful reader of the.great
leading newspapers both in England
and Canada could, I think, come to
any other conclusion.

I was much struck as I eagerly ran
through in our newspapers, in common
with you all las. week, the accounts
which they gove—those brilliant and
eloquent histories which they gave, —
histories so wonderfullv able and heart-
stirring, telling how the great news of
the great victories was everywhere re-
ceived with intoxica‘ing ioy,—I was
struck, I say, and filled with thankful-
ness to 1ind that, while there were two
great thoughts in those newspaper col-
umns struggling everywhere for utter-
ance, and each struggling for preceden-
cy—the one the thought of eratitude
to our noble soldiers for their heroic
bravery, the other, the thought of
thankfulness to Almighty God for ins-
piring and sustaining them in the won-
derful way they were sustained,—I was
deeply thankful to find, that while
there were these two great thoughts
struggling  for utterance, vet the
thought of God and of thankfualness to
Him had everywhere the first place.

From among all the proofs I might
allege of this most encouraging fact I
select two which seem to me hoth con-
soling and conclusive.

The first was thi- + When the Lord
Mavor of Liverpool, the great commer-
cial metropolis of Enegland, appeared
under the porfico of the town-hall of
that great city with the paper con-
taining the announcement of the relief
of Ladvsmit® in his hand, which he
was about to read to the immense
throng of 20.600 people there before
him, his first word with which he
prefaced the announcement was a Te-
ference to the Almighty: 7T thank
the Almighty God for the glorious
news.” And then he added these beau-
tiful wwords, words breathing the most
heautiful snirit, full of forgiveness and
neace : ** We have waited for it, (said
he) patiently. We are satisfied that
under the humane laws and government
of this countrv, the Boers in a very
short time will be loval citizens of the
British Empire.”

And perhaps still more striking ard
encouraging to - relirious mind were
the closing words in the brilliant lcad-
ine article of the great London secular
newspaper, The Daily Telegraph, upon
the victory.

The words are these :

** Never siuce the deliverance of Luck-
now has the Empire been so thrilled 1o
its inmost soul with spleudid pride and
strong pathos, by any event ac by the
relief of Ladysmith. England Lad never
known a more bitter thought than
that the difficulties obstructing its re-
lief might prove insuperable, as tihey
were unparalleled ; and that, after the
terrible sacrifices on the part of the
garrison, all might be lost. But the
hour of change from gloom to gladness
is as swift and as radiant as the dis-
persal of the mist bv the magic of the
morning.”” And then the paragraph
closes with these remarkable words :—

It is at such moments that an ewrnest
people Lift up their souls to God.”

Let us, as an dntegral part of “‘that
earnest people,” lift up our souls to
God in devout and humble thankful-
Sess as we asing our Te Deum here to-

av.

I1. But there is another fact most
intimately connected with the two
great victories we are calicd upon to
thank Goa for to-dav, which the
preacher must not pass over in silence.

When I had the honor of addressing
vou on vour annual Thankseiving Day
in September last, T made some refer-
ence to England’s war with the Mahdi
and the ereat victory of Omdurman, I
spoke of it *‘as a war which hrought
great honour and glorv to England
from all nations, and which generated
in English hearts wherever found a
boundless confidence in our mnoble sol-
diers.—a confidence of victory under al-
most anv circumstances,—a war which
develoned great heroes in our armies,—
lion-like men; of -whom England
would be proud as long as the world
lasts.”

The preacher litele knew—lis hear-
ers that dav lithle knew—what was be-
fore those soldiers. and what they
wonld have so soon to pass through;
little kmew that there was closc be-
fore them a war, hattles, sufferings.—
proofs of the most splendid qualities
as soldiers, which England’s or any
other wars and battles ever saw — to
which the victorv of Omdurman was
as nothing at all. Oh, how terribly,
how unspeakably have our brave sol-
diers suflered since then! And how
heroically have they endured those suf-
ferinegs !

Lord Tennyson, in his rxquisitely
heautiful sonnet on *“ The Charge of
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the Light Drigade,” poetically depicts
the whole world as looking on  that
splendid charge, and says of it,

Al the world wonds red.”?

1t is not teo much to say,—not in
the burning brilliant linrs of Lord Ten-
nyson’s poetry, but in  calm sober
prose, that *tall the world"—looking
on at the sufierings of our soldiers *
South Africa—those morvellous achieve-
menis. those unsurpassed deeds of val-
our, those heroic periods of patient en-!
durance undergone v our noble sol-
diers all through this war,—ir which
we have now at length won two great
victories,—there is, I am bold to say,
not a tinge of exaggeration in saying
that **All the world wondered.”

And when we can add o all this,—
when we here in Canada. we Canadians
can add to all this that among the

most valiant, most splendidly brave,;
most heroically fearless «f dangers,
most calmlv prepared to niest death as
it faced them in ils most dreadful
forms—sufiering and agony and wvain—
which mirht well he thought sufficient
to daunt the courage of the bravest
heart, were the men of our own Can-

adian  Contingent—our own couniry-
men, companinns, friends. here onlv 2

few davs back. all around us—surcly
1 am justided in savine {hat we have
ground as {rue and real as ever Ppeo-

ple had to thank our God to-day, and
to feel that this great mercv so  Te-
markahly shown 1» the British Em-
nire for which .-e are met {o rvive’
I7im ihanks. beli ngs also to us Cana-
dians and to our children forever.

And now we praceed fo sig our Te
Deum.

Professor Clark on Scouth Sfrica.

Somie persons have asked what busi-
ness we had in South Africa. Precise-
Iy the same business that we had in
north America. We  had to protect
our own people. The French had done
a great  deal more for Canada than
the Boers had done for Africa, yet we
had no idea of giving up Canada to
the Freach, and happily the French in
Canada were more than contented to
e under the British flag. If we look-
ed back upon  the history of South
Africa, we should betler understand
the position. The Cape of Geod Hope
was discovered by the  Portuguese
(11486), who eflecied no permanent
settlement. In 1682 it was occupied
bv the Duich Fast India Company. In
Af-
rrica were captured by Enelish forces ;
iand in 1803 ‘hey were restored to the
‘Dutch. Tinally in 1811 {hey were
iceded  to the  Erifish  Crown. The
; Dutch inhabitanis denied ihe right of
jihe Netherlands {o make that cession,
‘and manv of them went into the wild-
jerniess,  ‘becoming the Vortrekker (first
[emigrants) to the north. Manv of
‘them seftled in Natal, bui left when it
~was annexed by Great Brifain, certain-

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extent that the debt of the Republic
became £215,000, and the amount in
the exchequer was only 12s. 6d. Not
unnaturally the Transvaal was then
annexed to Great Britain ; but soon
afterwards the antipathy of the Boers
to the English manifested itself in an
insurrection {1880). After some not
successful conflicts, Great Britain made
a treaty with the Boers (1884), by
which certain powers were reserved to
the
discovery of gold and precious stones
in the Transvaal led to a great

British capital ; and the revenue of
the country was speedily doubled. The
Boers saw that there was a danger of
their supremacy being overthrown, and
began a deliberate attempt to deprive

their rights. It is easy to tirace the
process. Up to 1882, the franchise
was conferred upon all who either
held property or were qualified by
one year’'s residence. In 1382 aliens
were naturalized and enfranchised after
five vears’ residence. It was necessary
for them, however, to register with
the Field Cornet ; and, as this func-
tionary kept his registers very badly,
it was not quite easy for anyone 1o
secure his rights. In 1890 a residence
of fourteen vyears was required, and
all petitions of the Outlanders for
more generous treatment were received
by the Raad with derision. In 1894
the Outlanders and their children were
disfranchised forever, and the country
eniailed on ihe Vortrekkers and their
children. There was now no disguis-
ing the fact that ihe Boers meant to
have the Transvaal for themselves,
shaking off every vestige of dependence
on the British Crown, and resolutely
refusing all civil rights to the Out-
Janders. The concessions made by Mr.
Gladstone only rendered them more in-
solent, and even he had to threaten
war. The resolution which they had
former. vears back to govern the Trans
vaal, without allowing the leac’ in-
terference from the English-speaking
population, soon found expression in
their preparations for war ; £250,000
was spent on the fortifications of
Pretoria, £100,000 on those of Johan-
nesburg, large purchases were made
of cannons and maxims, and rifles en-
ouch were bowht to  arm all their
fighting men three Hmes over. German
and other mercenaries were engaged.

‘lows.” Lord Rosebery declares, “We
all Outlanders (as they were called) of

are fighting not against freedom, hut
against a corrupt oligarchy, and, what
ever other nations may think, our posi-
tion and prestige after the war will be
stronger than ever.” Rev. Hugh
Price-Hughes, an eminent Wesleyan,
writing in the Methodist Times, asks :
“What have we demanded from Pre-
sident Kruger ? Simply this, that he
should treat us as the Orange Free
State has treated us, and as we in-
variably treat the Dutch in Natal and
the Cape. If President Kruger had
been willing to treat us as we invar-
iably treat the Dutch in South Africa,
there would not have been, there could
not have been, a war. We have sub-
mif{ied with almost measureless pa-
{ience to what no other great power
would tolerate for a single month.”
If there is no case for war lere,
then {here never can he one. It isnot
a question of voting, it is a question
of liberty. It is the cause for which
our people contended, for generations
and for centuries, with {their kings.
For this liberty of ordering their own
affairs, of  protecling hemselves in
person and in  property, the Barons
bound over King John to abide by the
ancient laws of Eneland. For this
Simon de Montfort, Earl of Leicester,
strives with Henry III.—and the bat-
tle went on with Charles I., with
James II., with George III., until it
was won, and gained a kind of rov-
ernment which has hecome the type of
constitutional government throughoud
the world. Doubtless, war is terrible,
and life is precious. But there are
things more precious than life—honor,
liberty, self-respect, all  that makes
life noble ; and' we are sure that the

soldiers of fortune.!brave men whom we Lave sent forth,
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if need be, wiil gladly give their lives
for their country, for the Empire, for
humanity. They know and we know
that sacrifice is the condition of all
progress ; and they will not grudge
their own. Incidentally many blessings
will resuly from this war. The Em-
pire will be consolidated, and we shall
have learnt many a useful lesson. So
far we have had trials, but nothing to
bring us shame ; nor need to fear,
under God, but that the end will be
assured.-—The Canadian Churchman.

At this, our thirteenth Anunual Meet~
ing. we have much pleasure in  sub-
mitting to vou the following report :—

At present we have I8 Associate
Members and 62 children (44 girls and
18 hovs) on our list.

During the past vear 22  weeklv
meelings have heen held, with an aver-
age attendance of 18 children (13 girls
and 5 bovs).

In May a small sale of fancy arti-
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cles was held, which realized the sum
of $70.24. The proceeds were given
to the General Fund. The amount
realized Dby orders taken came to
$83.82.

A few small things remaining,
amounting in value to $8.75, were sold
during the summer and the money
given 1o the “Ethel Memorial Bed” in
the Dynevor Indian Hospital, Mani-
toba.

In December a letter was sent us
from Mrs. Whatham, asking for some-
thing, no matter how trifling, to help
brighten Christmas in a poor Parish in
our own Diocese. With the generous
assistance of some frivnds, the League
was enabled to answer the appeal by
(s]ending gifts and candies for 50 chil-

ren,

Very grateful letters have heen re-
ceived, in return, from both Mrs.
Whatham and her little girl.

At Christmastide, by request of the
Rector, the M. C. L. provided the An-
nua} Entertainment for the children of
the Parish. The President and Com-
mittee would take this opportunity of
thanking the many kind friends who so
kindly helped them, by subscriptions
and donations, to place on the tree
gifts for all. And very specially
would they thank the Associate Mem-
bers, who took so much trouble to
make this Entertainment a success.

Very few orders bave been received
this vear. but much good work has
been done by the members, and we
hope next month {0 add to our funds
by baving a sale of Tea and Cake and
many pretty things.

In response to an appeal from Miss
Halson, Provincial Didcesan Secre-
tary of the Woman’s Auxiliary, the
members of the League have made and
donated two quilts, a sofa pillow, a
picture scrap-book, and a dressed doll
to Lytton Indian Hospital, British

Columbia. A piclure screen has also
been made bv the vounger boys for
Jefiery Hale Hospital. Our hed in

this instituticn has been occupied, dur-
ing the past vear, for 230 days, by
three different people—iwo women and
a litile hoy. The wear and {ear of
time will necessitate the immediate
outlay of a small sum to keep this in
order.

The League has agreed to take charge
of the Baptisirv on festival occasions,
and he responsible for its suitable de-
coration. And, lastly, we would men-
tion our chief work, viz. :—The main-

tenance of a Parish Nurse., As you
will see from the Treasurer’s State-
ment, only a little over $200.00 of the
$500.00 we are pledged to provide is
annually subscribed, This with the
necessary  expenditure for medicines,
ele., leaves a large balance for the
League 10 make up.

Labrador Mission.

The Rev. George Pye wriles to the
Bishop from Natashquan, under date
March 24th, 1900 :—

1 have made the vsual {rip over the
Mission and reaced Notashguan ves-
terday, the 23rd inctant. Not long
before starting out I met with a mis-
hap and injured my knee coming over
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a hill near Blanc Sablon, known as
Good Child’s. The weather was thick
and I did not see the danger in time.
This gave me a holiday, which I did
not enjoy. After about three weeks 1
started again and came all vight  to

Tabatiere, hut had some peculiar spins, °

slips and slides with my cometique and

dogs over the rough and rugged hills |

along that part of the coast.  Between
Tabaiere and Mutton Bay, coming
over ig Mecating, my cometique got
away from me three times, and finally
it went to picces under me. I had to
finish my journey that day on one
runner. After getting repaired and en-
joying a week with the people, and
espearally at  the Services in  the
Church, I worked mv wav to Harring-
ton and found Mr. Bovle enjoving good
health, and apparently very happy in
his new School House. IHere I spent
a fortnight, waiting for the courier.
The weather and travelling were un-
fortunately so bad thal one could
scarcely get about. On the Sundav
evening, after having Service on {he
mainland, Mr. Bovle and I tried to re-
turn to Harringlon Island in a suow
storm, but we bad to go back in order
{0 save ourselves a cold nighi in a
snow bank. At length T started with
the mail, and had lo journev day after
day with very bad travelling, and I
so injured mv dogs that thev are not
going to be the same azain for the re-
mainder of this season. The travel-
ling this winter has been altosether
over hills and not acrors the bays.
This makes it more dangerous and  diffi-
cult, and the journevs are longer. But
after glancing over my read I feel
that T have much to he thankful faor,
and that vour Lordship's text for the
vear 1900 :>"Not bv might, nor by
power, but by my Spirit, saith {he
Lord of Hosts,”” applies to my case,
for there seems to me 1o have been
One who ¢uided me safely, I may say,
through all.

ANNIVERSARY MEETING.

The Auniversary DMeeting of the
Church Society was held in the Cathe-
dral Church Hall on Thursday evening
March 29th. This yvear it was thought,
well that two of cur own Clergy, who
have laboured under the auspices of
the Diovcesan Bousrd, should be invited
as the special speakers. The Bishop,
therefore, sclectod for this purpose the
Rev. Albert Stevens, Incumbent of
Hatley, and Hon. Secretar of the 3.
Francis Deanery Board, and the Rev.
A. H. Robertson, Rural Dean of Cook-
shire. Both addresses were most in-
structive and interesting. We may ble
able to give Mr. Robertson’s speech in
a future issue. The following is an
epitome of what was said by the
Rev. Albert Stevens, and will, we ate
sure, be appreciated by our readers as
a careful summary of the early set-
tlement of the Church in the Eastern
Townships and its consequent growth.

Mr. Stevens said :—

‘“The southern townships of the dis-
trict of St. Francis were settled abous
100 years ago principally by people
from the States of Vermont, New
Hampshire and Massachusetts. Between
these {ownships and the French country
were settlements. of Old Country peo-
ple. Of these Drummondville was  set-
tled by a company of soldiers who
were dishanded about 1803; Durham
was largely settled by peopie from Ire-
land ; Kingsev by English people and
Melbourne hy both English and Am-
cricans. The Old Country prople came
possessed with a definite religious faith
which had been taught them by their
fathers and which they evpecied to
hand on to their children. The seitlers
from the States were not so decided
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in their religious views. With them
religion was o thing of personal con-
viction and experience, and many ot
them objected to all creeds. No Mm-
isters  accompanied  the setdles from
the States, but they were visited every
autumn after the crops were gathered
in by preachers who were for the
most part Free Will Baptists, and they
held their meetings in tents, barns and
houses, as they found most conveniens.

In the autumn of 1817 Dr. Stewart,
came over from  St. Armaund to see
what he could do for the English

speaking prople, who were living ecast
of Lake Memphremavog,
Stanstead and found a Congregational
Society in the village and a Baplst
Society in the vicinity of the village.
He then came on to Hatley and  was

welcomed by the principal people of
the place, and decided 1o make this
place his headguarters. Church Ser-
vices have heen held here ever since

and from this as a centre Congrega-
tions were organized in Complon,
Sranstead, Coaticook and Waterville.

From 1810 to 1843 a remarkable re-
ligious movement spread over this die-
trict. Wm. Miller, a farmer in Massa-
chusetis began {o study the prophetical
parts of the Bible and invented a sys-
tem of interpretation. By his systemn
he proved the world would come 1o
an end in 1813. Ile began to teach his
system in his own neighborkoed and
it soon atiracted the attention of more
influential people, and preachers were
sent out to other parts, and some of
them followed the American s ttlers
into Canada. Niller’s system was  re-
ceived with  favor by many people,
and the resulf was that Congregations
of Free Will Baptisis were wealkened,
and in some cases entirely broken up,
by those who seceded. So earnest were
many in their beli-f. that they gave
away their properiy and refused 1o
il their land. When the {ime passed
and the prophecies were not fulfilled,
a re-action  set  in and many became
atheists, others rturned to the So
cieties which thev had left, but manv
joined the newly formed Seccond Ad-
venlist Association.

In 1875 I was ordained and appoini-
ed {o the newly formed Mission of
Barford and Hereford. I found a few
Church fansili»s, but mnst of the
people weee  unbaptized and not  al-
tached 10 any religious hodv, 1 found
at Dixville, the principal village in the
Mission, organized Congregations  of
Baptists, Adventists, Methodists, and

tle came to|

laftcr I had been there a short time, 2
Congregation of Seventh Day Adven-
tists. I was told by a friend that vhe
Saints had all been gathered in  and
that consequently the prospect for the
Church was rather poor, but when I
told him  that I was more interested
in the sinners than the Saints, he ac-
knowledged that, if T got them al),
should have the biggest crowd. I was
in this Mission for six years and a
half, and baptized about 120, and ore-
.seuted to the Bishop 40 for Confirma-
tion, and for some time before 1 left
I was the only resident Minister of tie
Gospel in the two townships. The
;work has gone steadily on ever since,
and now there are two Clergymen at
work there, and sis Churchis and a
Parsonage bave been built, and paid
for, und the influence of the
Church for good wupon the whole
community is quite marked. About
vighteen years ago I came to Hatley
and succeeded the TRev. A. S, Bal-
four. I had regular services at Hatley
Watervillennd Massawippi,anda week-day
;.\'m'n(re in a school house near Way's

Mills in Barnston, and later began a
fortnightly Service at North  Hatley.

There are now three Clergymen min
istering in this field, and four Churches
and a Parsonage have been built aud
are all free from debt. This is but a
sample of  the work which has beea
done all  over this district. In 1843
(kere were but seven Clergymen in the
five counties and now there are twenty
four besides those engaged in educa-
tional work.

This work could not have been done
except for the self-denying lahours of
those  gentlemen who have managed
the aflairs of the Church Society. Thev
have so carefully handled and investad
the funds pliced in their hands, that
they have been able to win the con-
fidence of the benevolent Church peu-
ple and have placed the Missionaries
in a very secure financial condition.
The Governor of New Hampshire has
laiely called the attention of his ven-
ple to the sad religious condition of
many of the rural parts of that State,
where over large sections there are
no Ministers of the Gospel to bap-
tize, visit the sick, or even bury the
dead. When we compare this with our
District of St. Francis. where every
hamle{ has its Cburch and regular Ser-
viees, with  all the means of prace
which Gad has provided for His peo-
ple, we oughi Lo feel t{ruly grateful.”
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ORDINATION

OF mie Rev. CiiarLes WILFRID BaL-
FoUr, B.A.

Sunday, April 29th, was in every
sense a glorious day at Grande Mere.
It was bright and sunny with cool and
refreshing air, and for the niembers ot
the English Church it was also a day
to be treasured and thankfully remem-
bered.

Only about a yearago the Rev. Wil-
liam Barton, M.A., began his pioneer
work at Grand’Métre, and the few Church
of Eugland .people welcomed i
by agreeing to do what they could,
as Jong as they were not obliged to raise
more than $100 for the year. During
the year, however, they were seized by
the determination to have a Church to
worship in, and a site having been
deeded to the Bishop of Quebee for them
by the Laurentide Pulp Company, they
actually gathered t  ther some S600 to
8700 and put up the outward shell of a
Church, good in its proportions and solid
in its structure, so that the Bishop was
enabled to go and hold a Service of De-
dication on Sunday, November 5th, 1899.

And now at the cpening of the naw
year, 1900, these same people approach-
ed the Diocesan Board of Quebee, and in
effect said : ~ ** We need something more
than one Servize on a Sunday ; our men
work in shifts in the mill, and conse-
quently with only a single Service on
Sunday they are often shut out altege-
ther. We ask you to make such arrange-
ments that Grand’Mdére may have Ser-
vices in its Church, both Morning and
Evening on Sunday. and, if you can do
this, we will contribute £500 a year in-
stead of 8100, which we have been con-
tributing.” This was a request which it
was not easy to neglect and therefore, al-
though to accede to it would involve the
employment of an additional Clergyman
and would consequently cause an ex-
pense much larger than the proposed as-
sessment, it was «ladly agreed by the
Bishop and Board to send another man.

The Bishop'’s choice fell upon Charles
Wilfrid Balfour, a promising graduate of
Bishop’s University, who not only passed
throngh the Axts Course with eredit and
honours, but also passed the Voluntary
Prelimiary Examination in Divinity, ar-
ranged by the Provincial Synod of Can-
ada, in the first class with suflicient
marks to enable this Examination tc¢
count as the first Examination for th,

Degree of B.D. This, with successful
experience in several Missions asa Lay
Reader, seemed to indieate good material,
which, with the Grace of Holy Orders and
further practice and labor, would ripen
into valuable work.

Sunday, April 29th, was the day chosen
for Mr, Balfour’s Ordination, and the
Bishop rightly thought it would be well
to hold this solemn Service at Grand’
Mere itself, so that the Congregation
might be present and add the virtue of
their prayers. On Saturday, April 28th,
therefore, he travelled to Grand'Meére,
accompanied by the Rev. A. J. Balfour,
M.A.. Rector of S. Peter’s, Quebec, and
Rural Dean of the District of Quebee,
which comprises Grand’ Mére and ail
other places north of the River St. Law-
rence, and uncle of the Ordinand, to act as
Chaplam and Presentor of the Candidate.
Here they were, duriug their stay, most
kindly and hospitably entertained at the
House of Mr. H. Seymour, Chief Engi-
neer to the Laurentide Pulp Cumpany,
who with Mrs. Seymour did much to
make the whole occasion a very bright
and happy one.

The Ordination Service, which com-
menced on Sunday morning at 10.30,
consisted of first Morning Prayer, with
Special Psalms said by the Rev. W.
Barton, M.A., the Incumbent, the spe-
cial Lesson being read by the Rev. A.
J. Balfour, M.A. The Bishop then him-
self preached the Ordination Sermon, the
text being Acts. vir. 56, *Behold I see
the Heavens opened, and the Son of
Man standing at the Right Hand of
Gud.” Witha few earnest preliminary
words concerning the rapid development
of the work of the English Church at
Grand’Mere,and with a strong commenda-
tion of the Candidate about to be ordain-
ed, the Preacher brought his subject
the Martyrdom of St. Stephen, one of
the first seven Deacons, vividly before
the large and appreciative Congregation,
and at thesame time pointed out to the
Candidate the real secret of S. Stephen’s
wonderful  charity and marvellous
strength.

The Sermon ended, the Bishop seated
in his chair before the Holy Table, the
Rev. A. J. Balfour formally pre.
sented the Candidate and the Bishop
having addressed the pecple in the words
of the Ordination Service, called for Spe-
cial Prayer and said the Litary. Thence
he proceeded at once to the Communion
Service, using the Spreial Collect enjoin-
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ed. The Rev. A. J. Balfour read the
Special Epistle, after which, as ordered,
the Bishop again sat in his chaw, and, be-
fore the whole Congregation, cctechised
the Candidate, receiving his soleman pro-
mises of obedience and service. He then
again called for Special Prayer, and this
time the “ Veni Creator,” Hymn 157,
was sung over the kneeling Postulant.
This doue, the Bishop resumed his seat
and executed, according to the order of
the Church in all ages, the Solemn Luy-
ing on of Hands, afierwards delivering
into the bauds of the Candidate the New
Testament with a commission to perform
certain acts.

The Rev. A. J. Balfour now added to
the Layman's Surplice, Cassock and o
the B.A. Houd, already being worn, the
Deacon’s Stole. Then at once the new
Deacun entered within the Chancel Rail
and read the Gospel, after which the
Bishop said the Nicene Creed. At the
Offertory the offerings, which were con-
siderable, were devoted to the homeless
sufterers by the great fire at Hull. The
rest of the Service followed in due course
with special prayers for the Deacon or-
dained, as ordered, before the Benediction.
The whole Congregation remained to
offer these prayers, s striking example to
Congregations at Ordinations generally,
and there was a very large number of
Communicants.

The mu ic was under the direction of
Mr. H. Seymour, while Dr. Moncgome-
ry, an old Bishop’s College gradua.e, to
whom the Church work at Grand’Meé e
owes very much, presided at the organ,
and the whole Service was well rendered,
both as regards the respc nding and sing-
ing throughout.

At three o'clock a Metrical Litany was
sung and a few collects said, and the
Bishop shewed to those, who were pre-
sent, how Bible Readiungs for those who are
older, and Catechisings for the young may
well tind a place in theSunday School Sys-
tem on Sunday Afternoon.

In the Evening at 7.30 there was Even-
song and Confirmation. At this service the
new Deacon read the Lessons, four candi-
dates were confirmed, and another large
Congregation listened with earnest atten-
tion to the Bishop’s addresses.

There are already large and growing
industria! works at Grand’Mére, Sha-
wenegan, Radnor Forges, and at several
other points, so that in the future every-
thing points to the gathering together
of important and thriving populations,
producing here in the Province of Quebec

results, which a few years ago would have
been thought impossihle and starting ¢
wave of enterprise and prosperity, which
we trust and believe will be felt in its
energising influences far and wide.

GEORGEVILLE AND FrircH Bay.

The Rev. G. G. Nicolls reports :—
We were all very much gratified to
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have the Bishop amongst us again on!

Passion Sunday, after an absence of a
year and a half. His Lordship had a
verv busy day ; and, as usual, did not
spare himself. Plain Matins was said
at Fitch Bay at 9.30, and at 11.00 the
Bishop -baptized two adults; then took
the Confirmation Service with Address,
and also celebrated the Holy Commun-
ion, and gave a second Address. In
addition to all this, he was kind en-
ough to baptize an infant afler taking
the other three Services. His Addres-
ses were, as usual, eminently helpful
apd practical,—simple, -and at the same
time convincing and most interesting.
They dealt with Confirmation as ex-
hibited in the New Testament, show-
ing it to be an essentially scriptural
rite, and a *“Bible” institution through
and through. and also emphasized the
fact that it is the ‘‘complement” of
Holy Baptism, which is incomplete
without it, and that therefore those
who had been baplized, but yet held
back from Confirmation, . were both de-
priving themselveés of one of the most
powerful helps that we can have {o a
good life, and also neglecting their
duty. The Addresses were_listened to
attentivelv bv a great congregation of
a hundred people. His Lordship con-

firmed five persons,—one woman of
nearly seventy, one acult, one young
man, and two voung girls; all of

whom made their First Communion at
the succeeding Service.

For the Confirmation at Georgeville,
at 3.30, there was also a large con-
gregation of sixty-five, notwithstand-
ing that the roads were almost bad
enough to keep people at home, and
we fear the Bishop had an uncomfort-
able drive. Here, again, five were con-
firmed,—one married woman and four
lads ; and the Addresses covered prac-
tically the same ground as in the
morning, though with variations.

At Fitch Bay, in the evening, after
a very bright Service of Evensong,
the Bishop gave a lecture, harmonizing
the Gospel accounts of the Passion of
our Blessed Lord, which was listened
to with breathless attention by the
fifty persons present—a number sur-
prisingly large, considering the not too
* attractive weather and the state of
the roads ; especially as many of the
congregation had to drive some dis-
tance. Nothing could have been more
interesting, and many telling points
were made; a whole Sermon being

several times comprcssed into a brief
sentence.

| Easter Services in both Churches
I were joyous and hearty, and well at-
tended, especially at Georgeville. The
Vestry Meeting at the latier place has
not yet been held, but we are in a
position to announce that, the financial
statement of the wardens in both con-
gregations is gratilying.

Fitch Bav is deeply grieved over the
loss of Dr. Codd who left us on Las-
ter Monday to take up his work as a
Deacon at Haileybury, in the Diocese of
Algoma. No words can express th»
value of the work done, as a labor of
love, in this Mission by Dr. Codd dur-
ing the last nine years as Lay Read-
er; and his example both as a nian,
and—more  especially—as a Church-
man has we are sure, been even more
effective than his work. All this will
do good for years to come in the Mis-
sion, where "‘the Doctor” will never
be  fovgotten, but will to the
end of his life, hold as warm a place
in vhe affections of the people here,
as he held during his residence amongst
them. We wish him, ncedless to say.
all possible happiness and prosperity ;
and also success, though of this we are
confident and well assured.
