VI. And be it enacted, That if the real estate of any
infant applying as aforesaid, or any part of it, shall be'gp
subject to Dower, and the person entitled thereto “shall
consent in writing to accept such gross sum in-lieu of
such Dower as the Court shall think reasonable, or the
permanent investment of 2 reasonable sum ia such man-
ner as that the interest thereof be made payable to the 35
person entitled to the said Dower during her life, the
said Court may direct the payment of such sum in gross
or the investment of such other sum as aforesaid, as the
case may be, which sums so paid or invested shalf be
taken out of the proceeds of the sale of the Real Estate 40

.of such lnfam._

VII. And be it enacted, That the said Court shall have
full power and authority to make all such rules-and orders
as may be requisite for carrying this Act into effect, or:
for regulating the proceedings under it. 45
