great deep and 
the cataracts of heaven.” Their cry of 
contrition reached the ears of tbe God of 
mercy, and they were saved from eternal 
damnation. Nevertheless, wbea the 
Redeemer visited them on that First Good 
Friday, two thousand and four hundred 
years after their death, they were still 
prisoners of justice. For, although the 
mortal guilt ot their criminal excesses had 
been expiated by their penitential agony 
in the waters of the Deluge, and the cor­
responding debt of eternal 
bad been forgiven, they had not “filled up 
the things that were wanting of the eu fitt­
ings of Chiist in their tieeh” (Oui. 1, 24 ) 
by voluntary personal atonement in union 
with that of the Saviour, lienee their 
penance was incomplete ; and the satisfac­
tion they had failed to make to God on 
earth was exacted from them In tbe other 
life by those long ages of incarceration in 
the dark cavern of the subterranean 
“prison,”—“the pit wherein h no water.” 
But now the day of redemption had come 
for them : “For this cause was the Gospel 
preached to the dead, that they might be 
judged indeed according to men in the 
flesh, but may live according to God in 
the spirit ” (Vic. Gv ) The Gospel, or 
glad tidings, preached by the Lord Jesus 
in Purgatory to those who had been 
detuned and punished before men in the 
tieeh, but had repented of their sins at the 
hour of death, was the grace of full par­
don and admission to the liberty and trau 
quil repose of the blessed, who were to 
ascend with the triumphant Saviour into 
heaven, to “ live according to God in the 
spirit, * for an endles* eternity. Let us 
imitate the charity of Christ by daily 
rumembîance of the poor prisoners of 
Purgatory in our prayers and masses, that 
we may have a share iu the work of 
hastening the day of their liberation. Let 
us strive by doing frequent acts of piety 
and charity in their name, aud by gaining 
the Church’s Indulgences as copiously as 
possible in their lavor, to mitigate tbe 
chastisement that presses upon them, and 
which it may be our own lot to undergo 
when we shall have departed this life 

GuD*S justice is most rigorous.
Let no Corifitiau make light of the rig­

our of divine justice in demanding per­
sonal satisfaction, even from forgiven 
sinners, either in this life or in thu next. 
The sanctify of God is too holy, the 
majesty of G-.dis too exalted, the omnipo­
tence of God is too mighty and His j idg- 
ments are too just, to allow the paidoued 
criminal to hold himself free of all debt of 
repaiation for his grievous offences King 
David repented of his sins aud confessed 
them to the prophet Nathan, and received 
an absolute assurance in God’s name that 
they were from that moment and forever 
forgiven. But in the very sentence of 
pardon a grave temporal punishment wan 
reserved against him : “The sword shall 
never depart from thy house, because 
thou hast despised me ; thu child that ls 
born to thee shall surely die” (il Kltgs 
xtl ) Therefore, did this penitent and 
pardoned king spend all the remaining 
days of his life in compunction of heart : 
he “did eat ashes like bread, and mingled 
bis drink with weeping,” and he cried to 
God continually, “If Thou, 0 Lord, wilt 
mark iniquities, 0 Lord, who shall stand 
it ?” “Wash me yet more and more from 
my Iniquity and cleanse me from my sin” 
(Ps. cl., cxxix. 11) Commenting on which 
example, St. Augustine gives this admon 
itiou to all Christians :—4 Implore mercy, 
but lose not sight of justice. Iu His mercy 
God pardons sin ; tie punishes it iu His 
justice. What ? dost thou seekior mercy, 
and shall sin remain unpunished ? Let 
David, let other sinners answer : let them 
answer with David and say : ‘Lord my sin 
shall not remain unpunished ; but that 
Thou may est not punish it, I myself will’ ” 
(Id psalm 1.)

Men may contrive to forget their sinful 
past, relying overmuch on the rectitude of 
their renewed life. But it ls written 
“there are just men, and wise men, and 
their works are in the hund of God : 
and yet men knowetb not whether he be 
worthy of love or hatred” (Ecli. ix. 1 ). 
The attribute of justice in God is compre 
bended in all its relations by Himself 
alone. The examples above cited, and 
others recorded in Holy Writ, terrible 
though they are, give us but an luade 
quate idea of it. Let us, therefore, “in 
tear and trembling work out our salva­
tion” (Phil, li. ), that, whensoever death 
shall seize us (and it may 
pectedly) we may be prepared to meet the 
Sovereign Judge, who “will judge justices” 
and “search the reins and hearts” of men : 
and who has announced beforehand the 
extreme severity of His scrutiny into our 
lives : “1 say to you, that every idle 
word that men shall speak, they shall 
render an account for it in the Day of 
Judgment” (Ps. Ixxiv. Apoc. ii. 23. Matt, 
xii. 36 ). An idle word, a petty vanity, 
a passing emotion of Impatience, may 
appear to some minds undeserving of 
chastisement ; but in reference to these 
and like venial faults, which St. Paul 
compares to “wood, hay and stubble” 
mixed with “gold, stiver and precious 
stones” iu the building up of our lives, 
he declares the Christian, in whose life 
work such unsoltd, worthless matter shall 
be found at the tribunal of God, must 
pass through fire in order to be saved : 
“The day of thu Lord shall be revealed in 
fire ; and the tire shall tiy every man’s 
work, of what sort it is. If any man's 
work burn, he shall suffer lost ; but he 
hunselt shall be eav*d ; yet so as by fire” 
(ICir. ill.) Oh ! How few they are who 
shall pass unscathed through this ordeal

To the Reverend Clerqy Religious Communities 
and Faithful Laity of the Diocese :

By an Eucyclical Letter, dated Easter 
Sunday, 1888, Oar Holy Father, Pope 
Leo XIII. has decreed that Sunday, 30;h 
of next September shall be a day of 
solemn and universal commemoration of 
the Seule In Purgatory.

1. The Pope will celebrate Mass on that 
day for the souls of the faithful departed ; 
aud he eij'dis on all Patriarchs, Arch- 
bi-bops ana Binhcps to do likewise in their 
Cathedral churches, observing the rite 
prescribed in tbe missal for All Souls’ 
Day, and surrounding the Mass with fullest 
solemnity.

2 His Holiness wLhes the same to be 
dune by all priests iu their respective 
churches : and to all who shall celebrate 
Maes for the dead on that Sunday he grants 
the indulgence of the Privileged Altar.

3. Tho Holy Father earnestly exhorts 
the laity to receive the Sacraments of 
Penance aid the Blessed Euchari.-t de­
voutly in fcuffra*e for the dead; and to all 
who comply with this condition, he gives, 
by Apostolic authority, a Plenery Indul 
gerce fur those suffering souls.

The Holy Catholic Church Is declared 
in the ninth article of the Apostles’ Crut d 
to be the “Communion of «Saints ” This 
is a sweet and most consoling doctrine of 
our holy religion.

all three constituting by unity of life in 
the mystic body of Christ, the One, Holy, 
Catholic Cnuich, considered in relation to 
tbe warfare of her children in the flesh, 
the glories of her victorious heroes iu 
heaven, and the purgatorial pains through

iv. 0 ) "He came,” says St. Peter, “aud 
preached to those spirits who were in 
prison ; who In times psst had been Incre­
dulous, when they waited for the patience 
of God iu the days oi Noe,” (l Pet. ill.) 
What an awful idea of the rigours of 
divine justice and of the grave penalties 
that wait upon tin, even after the remis 
eion of its mortal guilt, is here suggested 
to Christian minds by this brief sentence 
of the Prince of the Apostles ! Th-se 
myriad spirits, throughout their life-time 
upon earth, had sinned freely by indul­
gence in the evil practices of an 
evil age. They “had been Incre­
dulous,” the Scripture 
much as they had refused credence to 
Noe's denunciations of the vengeance of

As to ruinous political schemes, why, 
gentlemen, for the last thirty or forty 
rears what have the Tories been engaged 
in but ruinous political schemes ? (Laugh­
ter) That is not a reason for taking away 
the character of a man.

À RUINOU8 INQUIRY.
Mr. Parnell is entitled to an equality of 
looting. Now, let us see whether be ie 
to enjoy that equality. He is called on 
to go before the Commission, this Com­
mission is to inquire into all the pro 
ceedings connected with the charges of 
disorder and crime in Ireland since the 
time when the Land League was estab 
liahed in this country—that is to say, the 
year 1879. It is properly observed that 
these inquiries may extend over years, 
as at any point of these inquiries allege 
tions and chargea may be raised against 
Mr. Parnell. How is he to defend him 
self? He ia to defend himself by counsel. 
The most eminent counsel in the country 
will be employed against him If he is 
to have fair play he 
the same rank employed to defend him 
(hear, hear). Lord Herschal (cheers), 
in an admirable speech in the House of 
Lords, baa properly observed that this 
employment of eminent counsel is an 
expensive luxury. They cannot work 
and they ought not to work without 
first rate solicitors, and the employment 
of eminent counsel for an inquiry ex 
tending over a field no one knows how 
wide, and reaching over a time no man 
knows h >w prolonged, what does it mean 
to Mr. Parnell ? He baa 
himself in the House of Commons as 
what is culled a poor man—a man inde 
pendent, but of moderate means. Such 
a suit as that means to Mr. Parnell ruin. 
In the debate on tbe second reading of 
this Commission Bill the member for 
West Birmingham said that a plea bad 
been raised on the part of Mr. Parnell 
that the expenses of this inquiry would 
be ruinous. He thought there was 
great force in that plea. He thought 
the Government ought to attend to it 
aud make some provision accordingly ; 
but tne Government had paid no atten­
tion whatever to the recommendation of 
the member for West Birmingham, and 
he, although he put it into his speech, 
was too modest to move any amendment 
for the purpose of promoting any provi­
sion of that kind, or in fact to take any 
other measure, excepting the benevolent 
wish he uttered, aud which remained 
without cfLct. This is important as 
signifying that ruin was the pecuniary 
meaning for Mr. Parnell of an extended 
inquiry.

THE IRISH MEMBERS AMD FORGED LET­
TERS.

Oo Monday upward* of two thousand 
Liberals from the pottery towns visited 
Hawarden Park on the occasion of the 
annual picnic promoted by tbe members 
of the Bursiem Liberal Association. 
Advantage was taken of tbe occasion by 
the party to present to Mr. Gladstone 
an illuminated address, and also a hand­
some vase designed by Mr. F. Iibead, 
and executed by Messrs. Brownfield and 
Son, of Bursiem.

Mr. Gladstone, addressing the meet­
ing, said—Looking, gentlemen, to the 
subjects p-irtrayed upon this vase, 1 hnd 
a description of the figures, and among 
them I am told there are figures of Ire­
land (cheers) with bowed head, and 
Poland with mournful look and hair 
bound. The artist very naturally 
sought to find a parallel in the whole 
breadth of Europe to the English treat­
ment of Ireland, and in order to find 
euch parallel be had to travel all the 
way to St. Petersburg, where the abso­
lute will of the Sovereign is tbe main- 
spring of government. He could not 
bud in Italy, he could not find in France, 
he could not find in Spain, he could not 
find in Germany or in Austria—in none 
of those great countries could he find a 
parallel to the case of Ireland. He bad 
to go to Russia—ay, gentlemen, and 1 
must tell you this, I am not sure that 
he found a perfect parallel even there 
(cheers) In former generations the 
Poles and the Russians fought desper­
ately together upon equal terms, and 
the Russians bad this excuse at all 
events—that they were putting down 
sn enemy whose hostility, if it hid not 
been checked, would have been fatal to 
themcelvet; but that is not the case with 
England and Ireland (cheers) Ireland 
was nt-ver hostile to England. Ireland 
did not invade you, (‘No”) Ireland 
did not trouble you (“No”) Ym in 
vaded Ireland; you put your heel down 
upon her neck; and this is not for one 
generation or two—for the question be­
tween Russia and Poland is compara­
tively modern, but yours is a story of 
seven hundred years (cries of “shame”) 
Well, gentle men, however that may be, 
it is sad enough, and the reference to 
England makes it sadder still.

THE I* ART Y OF FALSE PRETENCES 
1 cannot undertake to lay before you in 
full ail that may be said in relation to

But is ruin the pecuniary meaning of such 
an inquiry for the Times ?

Ay, but that is not all 1 must carry the 
comparison a little further. Mr. Parnell 
has, and 1 believe very wisely, Instituted 
a suit In Edinburgh against the Times 
In that fuit Mr. Parnell Is certain of (qua! 
ity. \ ery well What Is the issue likely 
to be ? It Mr. Parnell is found to be the 
author of these letters, he will be covered 
with everlasting shame, and not only 
covered with shame, but all his power and 
Influence, all hie political career—every 
thing for which as a public man he lives 
—will be utterly gone and destroyed. 
But if these letters are found to be forged, 
and I must say that the language of the 
Times within the last few weeks gives rise 
to the strongest suspicion that they are 
forged letters, what will be the position 
of the Times ? In the court there will be 
equality, because, while Mr. Parnell la 
liable to be punished In the shape of his 
good name, on which he wholly depends, 
the Times does not depend upon Its good 
name (laughter). The Times is not read 
lor the morality which it preaches or for 
the honorable principles on which It Is 
conducted. It Is read for Its Parliament­
ary reports ; it Is read for the letters of all 
eminent persons that are sent to It ; It is 
read on account of its general power and 
ii fluence. But if the Times is convicted 
of forgery, I doubt whether it will lose one 
hundred subscribers. No ; but there may 
be damages, and the damages are placed, 
1 believe, at a very high figure.
SHAMELESS PROTECTION FOB THE FORGER 
But that is in the court in Edinburgh. 
How is it before the Commission ? The

N -iw, the papers have been full, the last 
lew weeks, of proceedings in 1 relaud 
connected with two coroners’ inquests 
aud those proceedings have brought into 
new light a portion ol the system ou 
which Ireland is governed.

Now I come to the cue of Mr. Mende- 
ville. It ie admitted that he, . ., a wae a man
of remarkably vigorous health and power 
ful frame. He was imprlioned under the 
Coercion Act. On his coming out of 
pri*on a great change appears to have 
been observed by his friends in his ap 
pearance, and be seems to have been con­
tinually seeking medical advice. Mr. 
Msndeville lived for some months, but 
apparently in a lower state of health and 
constitution. He then died rather sad 
denly, and a question was put in the 
House of Commons whether an inquest 
should be held upon him to e*certain the 
cause of bis death. The Gjveromenl de­
clared that there could be no«cauie at all 
for holding any inquest upon him. It 
was a perfectly regular and ordinary 
thing that a man should die, and he might 
die shortly after he had been in prison, 
but it. did not follow that tbe prison had 
anything to do with it. The inquest wae 
opened in Ireland, appointed, as we are 
told, by Mr. Sidney Hall fez, not by any 
political party, but by the family of Mr. 
Msndeville, and he edde that 
tho greatest opposition wes offered 
to it by the constabulary author­
ities The cotstabulary authorities, 
recollect, don’t mean what they do here. 
If you find the constabulary authorities 
opposing an inquest here they would do 
that under the authority of the bead con­
stable, aud the head constable would do it 
under the authority of the magistrates 
aud the Government in London we alt 
have nothing to do with it. But if they 
oppose an inquest In Ireland the meaning 
of that is that the Gevernment oppose it, 
for the constabulary in Ireland is governed 
entirely by the political Administration 
of the day (hear, hear). Tney opposed 
tbe inquest, but the inquest eat, and the 
inquest declared that (l don’t know the 
exict words) they considered the treat­
ment ia prison apparently constituted a 
matter in near connection with the death.

Well, the verdict of a coroner’s irquest, 
although it is a preliminary operation 
where it involves criminal matter, is as 
lrg&l as the verdict of a j iry in tbe 
Supreme Court in Westminster Hall. The 
present Government are always for main­
taining and holding the law, as they tell, 
but it appears from Mr. Halifax, and as 
far as I can make out it is true, that when 
it was referred to the House of Comme ns 
Mr. Balfour said the verdict ought to be 
treated with contempt. You observe a 
statement that there was a connection 
between the death and the treatment in 
prison, and that being so the verdict ought 
to be treated with contempt.

Now, give your minds, I beseech you, to 
this question of associating the political

in prison for these political offences, 
created for the most part under the 
Crimes Act, they ebaii associate with 
the felons of the country, and be
pelled to taxe their exercise in rank_in
me—with them in the prison yards of 

tbe jail (shame). They are called upon 
to wear the prison dress, to sleep upon 
a plank-bed, and more even than that. 
What I call your attention to is this— 
that they are compelled also to discharge 
other menial offices of a character which 
I think they ought to be spared in rela 
tion to their own cells and the keeping 
of them. But what I call your attention 
to is that they are compelled to ascoci- 
ate with tbe felons and the villains of 
the laud, by taking exercise among 
them; and if they refuse to do it they 
are put into solitary cells and fed upon 
bread aud water (shame).

THE LATE INQUESTS.
You have seen lately a great deal In the 
newspapers about two coroners’ Inquests 
In Ireland—one of these upon Dr. Ridley, 
whose name can hardly be named without 
sympathy for hie melancholy end, and the 
circumstances which brought it about ; 
aud the other Mr. Mandeville. Now, 
some things are disputed about Dr. Rid­
ley, and It Is rather difficult to get to the 
bottom of the case. We ray nothing 
except what I think we know ; but what 
we know Is this—that Dr. Ridley, who was 
evidently a humane man, aud who was 
the medical officer at Tullamore Prison, 
was so shocked with the system he had to 
ad minister that he used to carry to the 
prisoners, whin they were hie patients, 
food, probably found by himself, at his 
own cost. That I do not know actually, 
but I think it must have been so. He 
used to carry to them food prohibited by 
the rules of the prison ai d at the risk of 
being dismissed by tho Piieons Board In 
Dublin. Now what would you think if 
that had been in England ? If you found 
prisoners in weak health, or in the in­
firmary, what would you say if they were 
fed in such a way in English prisons when 
the doctors themselves found it

A most desperate fight "for hearth and 
home" took place at Ooolroe, in tbe 
County of Wexford, on the 23 rd utt. A 
tenant named Thornes Somers was to be 
evicted from the estate of Mr. Coldough, 
of Tin tern Abbey. Mr. Coldough was 
represented by hie middleman, Mr. Byrne, 
who was accompanied by a force of 200 
police and a large body of Emergency men, 
bearing with them the battering-rem, 
which Is now the principal engine of 
assault at Irish evictions. Efforts 
made by the tenant to effect a settlement, 
but the middleman would listen to no 
terms. The tenant must go out, Several 
clergymen assisted in the endeavor to 
reach a settlement, but without 

Somers’ house was fortified In really 
formidable etyle. A large breastwork 
had been erected twenty feet in height, 
trees were placed in the best positions, 
trenches were dug to aid In the work of 
defence, and other obetadri were pieced 
In the way of the attacking party. When 
the battering-ram was brought into play, 
tbe besieged rendered It powerlem by 

of grappling hooks, and after a 
long struggle the Emergency men gave up. 
Forty policemen were then ordered to 
charge, and fixed bayonets were need in 
tbe assault, but many of them were badly 
hurt and they were driven back covered 
with tar and mud-

At thle crlsia a number of clergymen, 
who witnessed the proceedings, together 
with Messrs, J. and W. Redmond, 
ben of Parliament, and it ms other pro­
minent men, advised the besieged party to 
give up the contest, to avert bloodthed. 
They yielded to this advice, and were hand­
cuffed and rent to prison, bell being re- 
fused.

The defenders of the home were twelve 
In number, including some relatives end 
friends of the evicted tenant. There 
twelve men four times repulsed the attack 
of the police, armed ae they were, at first 
with batons, and In the last attack with 
fixed bayonets.

The resistance now so frequently made 
to the evlctors of courre always ends In 
the triumph of might; but this good re­
sults from it that evictions cannot be 
carried on to the same extent when resist- 
ance is t ffered such as this at Coolroe. If 
everything went smoothly for the evlctors,
It Is frightful to contemplate the horrible 
consequences which would be the result 
of landlord tyranny ; butas matters go, 
large as the police force Is, one or two 
hundred policemen cannot be spared by 
the Government every day to every In. 
tending exterminator. Hence such resist­
ance as was offered at Coolroe, under the 
eviction-made-easy process of the lew as 
it stands at present, gives so much time 
gained by the hundreds of neighbors who 
are to be evicted when their turn comes ; 
whereas, if there were no resistance the 
evictions would take place with a rapidity 
which would depopulate the country in an 
incredibly short time. The twelve 
who defended the home of Thomas Somers 
deserve honor for the heroic otand they 
made for the cause of tenaut right In Ire­
land, especially as the siege which they 
withstood so bravely will assist in bring 
ing the case of the tenantry in general 
more prominently before the eyes of the 
British public.

meats in advance, succeeded in multiply­
ing evictions as soon as the lands were 
improved, and is leaving the tenants with­
out recompense for their labor. The con­
tracts were exactly similar to those which 
grind down tbe tenantry of Ireland, and 
which have many times driven them into 
rebellion. But the Illinois Government, 
unlike that of Westminster, would not 
permit this system to be carried on with 
Impunity, Having at heart the welfare of 
the tenantry, measures were passed lately 
by tbe Legislature compelling extensive 
•lieu landowners to dispose of their estates 
within a given time, under penalty of 
forfeituie. Landlord Scully, or Lord 
Scully, as it became the fashion to cal! 
him, Is now doing his best to sell his 
estates, anil thus in a year or two the 
whole rackrenting system will be broken 
up. Scully has also estates in Kansas 
and Nebraska, but the evil had not 
reached the fame magnitude to which 
it had risen in Illinois and Texas; how­
ever, Texas, Nebraska and Kansas are 
expected soon to follow the example 
of Illinois. If England had entertained

From the Philadelphia Tlmoe.
The discourse of Cardinal Gibbons at 

the obsequies of General Sheridan was In 
every way a worthy tribute to the memory 
of the great soldier. It was pathetla 
without being ornate, as befitted the un­
pretentious character of the brave man at 
whose bier It was spoken. It breathed a 
spirit of just appreciation of General 
Sheridan’s high qualities as a solfier and 
a man. It was lull of a sincere patriotism 
that was especially becoming in a 1‘rlnce 
ot the Church speaking over the body of 
the first soldier of the republic. It wm 
singularly touching In its consolation» for 
the bereaved widow. It Is seldom that a 
discourse so simple, so direct, so full of 
earnest patriotism and deep feeling la 
uttered over the grave of one ol the 
world’s heroes, so tbat It may be said that 
the good fortune that attended General 
Sheridan In life followed him to the tomb. 
Cardinal Glbbuns In his dlscourie touched 
upon the salient features of General 
Sheridan’s life—his daunted heroism and 
his gentle disposition, his fertility In 
resources and promptness iu execution, his 
daring ns a soldier and his unassuming 
deportment as a citizen. These character­
istics, it Is true, were lightly ske'ched, 
hut they give » vivid portrait of the man.

RACKRENTING IN IRELAND AND 
AMERICA.

The favorite contention of the Tory 
party in Great Britain is that Irish land 
lords have vested rights and proprietor­
ship which should not be interfered 
with, because such interference would 
lay a foundation for anarchy and 
munism, Hence they maintained that 
there should be no legislation which 
would deprive the landlord of his abso­
lute title to the land in Ireland. This 
has been constantly the theme of all 
■opponents of Irish tenant right,and it ii 
atill regarded by some as a conclusive 
argument. Lord Palmerston gave utter­
ance to the terse expression which 
tains this argument in a nutshell ; ‘-Ten­
ant right ie landlord wrong.” In reply 
to this it may be properly answered : 
"In the first place, it is not proposed by 
the Nationalist party to deprive the 
Irish landlords of all rights in their lands.” 
But it is right to maintain that the law 
of nature, which is above all human law, 
gives the first right, the right to live' 
and to derive sustenance from the soil 
to the population of the country.

CHURCH MAY WELL BE PRuUD.

Commenting upon an article, “The 
Church and the Classes," in the July 
number of the Catholic World, the 
learned editor of that popular and valu- 
able review says :

We are the Church of the Poor. We 
claim this as a heritage, and there is 
none to dispute our claim. The work 
logman ia ours. What a blessing ! What 
a privilege !

O God ! we feel like crying—0 God ! 
thanks to Thy blessed Providence that 
tho poor belong to us and we belong to 
the poor !

The greasy mechanics are ours, and 
the dusty car drivers are oura, and the 
rough longshoremen are ours ; the tired 
factory girls, and the drooping shop girls, 
and the weary eeamstresst-e—all ours. 
1 he strikers are ours, the dangerous 
classes are ours, and we are theirs ; the 
toiling millions make up the bulk or our 
Catholic people—those multitudes to 
whom tbe words "give us this day our 
daily bread” have the significance of the 
dearest reality—earners of the daily 
wage. How others may feel we cannot 
tell ; but for ourselves we are proud to 
belong to the poor man’s Church. "The 
poor have the Gospel preached to them” 
is a mark that the Christ is indeed come 
and that men need not look for another

But if it be true that they are ours, it 
is also true tfcat we are theirs ; we are 
more theirs than they are ours ; that is 
to say, nearly all our people are wage 
earners, and yet there are multitudes of 
wage earners who are not our people 
Take away from the Church in America 
the woiking class, and what is left? 
How few there are in every congrega 
tion who are to be ranked above or apart 
from the working classes ! On the other 
hand, in each ot our industrial centres 
there are large numbers of daily wage 
earners who are Catholics. Of the eight 
millions of American Catholics all but a 
few hundred thousand are the men and 
women who stand over against the rich 
as the "poorer classes,” "the masses of 
the people.” But there are fully as 
many more who are not of our own 
Cnurcb, and who are not more than one 
in ten ot the different Protestant 
churches, and who are therefore of no 
church at all. What religion they have 
is natural, or a lingering influence of 
some form of Protesiantism previously 
held by themselves or their parents.

It follows, therefore, that the solution 
of the social problem is in our hands. 
Our non Catholic fellow citizens look to 
the Catholic Church to effectually leaven 
"the masses” with the love of order and 
with the virtues of good citizenship—to 
conquer the saloon and the boodle boss. 
We can reach the whole body of the 
common people with the influences of 
religion if we are alive to our providen­
tial mis-ion ; and in doing so we shall 
maintain tho rights of the poor man, we 
shall secure the stability of the social 
order, and we shall gradually spread 
among "the masses” the only form of 
Christianity which embraces all classes 
in its organism.

Extreme Unction produces this effect 
only when restoration to health is useful 
for the sick person's salvation, and, ac­
cording to St. Thomas, whenever this 
condition is present, the sacrament 
always produces this efleet. Every 
priest attending sick calls from time to 
time witnesses this < fleet of Extreme 
Unction It would be witnessed oftener 
if it were generally received earlier and 
with more faith. Generally speaking, 
the priest is not sent for until the sick 
person is at the point of death. Now, 
bear in mind that this sacrament is not 
intended to act miraculously.

Suppose a sick per 
sen forgot a mortal sin In confession, 
without any fault of his ; or suppose that 
after confeieirg he -gtin commits a mortal 
t;D which he forgets, and consequently 
will not confess ; or suppose that, without 
knowing it, he forgets having di ne so ; in 
ail these cates, if Extreme Unction is 
rsci ived with sorrow and no obetecle is 
placed to the grace of the sacrament, his 
loolts are remitted by this sacrament. Let 
me summarize the admirable teaching of 
st.

wh'ch was done last summer. And now 
Bt. Josephs Colored School, Keswick, 
Va., Is one of the chief consolations of the 
missionary. A rather simulât result of 
this good start is the little Catholic board­
ing school that has grown up at Keswick. 
Applications to attend the new school 
cime from several respectable colored men 
at a distance, so that It became necessary 
to provide a convenient place In which to 
lodge then. The teacher, therefore, took 
a home, the rent of which and the ex 
pense of their own support are paid for 
by himself and the six young men who 
occupy it. They follow a simple rule of 
life, rising at half past five o’clock, and 
have fixed times for prayer, study, recita­
tion, meals, recreation, and retiring. Bave 
tne teacher and one other, all are unbsp. 
t’zed. At present there are about fifteen 
Catholics at Keswick, and if a priest could 
only live there or go there often er, espici 
ally on Sunday, Incalculable good would 
follow.

About eight miles from Keswick is a 
place called Union Mills, quite an exten- 

property, consisting ot a mill, cotton 
factory, many out buildings, with a 
magnificent old style Virginia mansion, 
which is situated ou the crest of a knoll, 
at the base of which tuns a small river, 
which can be seen for miles as it 
meanders southward through a beauti­
ful country, The family ot the present 
owner are Catholics, and being very 
much interested iu the colored people, 
invited the writer to open a mission 
there. The school teacher ol Keswick 
accompanied me The old cotton fac­
tory, a large three-story brick building 
was put in order for the visit. Tne old 
plantation bell, hung in its tower, sum 
moned the negroes to the service ; un­
fortunately it was a very dark and cloudy 
night, so that not more than one hun* 
dred negroes were present. The usual 
hymn opened the services, then followed 
the explanation of the “Sign of the 
Cross,” the “Our Father,” the “Hail 
Mary,” and the “Creed.” Any one 
familiar with instructing children knows 
that in teaching them how to bless them- 
selves, the readiest way is for the teacher 
to use his left band. Forgetting this, I 
blessed myseif with the right hand, and 
the poor people, imitating me too closely, 
all blessed themselves with the left 
But this little awkward piece of forget- 
fulness was soon corrected | The services 
were the same as at Keswick. I was 
greatly impressed by the appearance of

Rev. J. R. Slattery, In Catholic World.
Keswick, a small village in Albemarle 

county, Va, has now a flourishing mis­
sion among its colored inhabitants. As 
late as October, 18K6, there was no Cath­
olic, white or colored, in the place, save 
one—namely, the teacher of the colored 
public school. By birth a native of Albe­
marle county and a slave, he had hardly 
been conscious of his shackles, lor he 
was but a child at the time of emancipa­
tion. Like thousands of the young men 
of bis race, he longed to drink of the 
Pierian spring. Like them, also, he had 
to endure hardships and practice a self- 
denial seldom recognized as within the 
power of the negro in order to gratify his 
desire. Seeking in Pennsylvania to slake 
his thirst for knowledge, our Lord gave 
him there to drink of the water which 
should become in him a fountain spring 
ing up into eternal life. Returning to 
bis home, the young Catholic convert 
applied for and secured the position of 
teacher in the public school. As soon as 
he had got his school in good working 
order, he wrote to me, then living in 
Richmond, to come up and preach to the 
colored people.

With some misgivings, for the 
was a stranger, I responded to the invi 
tat ion. On my arrival at Keswick I 
met by the teacher and one of his 
whose father was to fce "mine 
they soon brought me 
end.

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Standing there on the porch of his 
fine house, which is the centre of a farm 
of fifty acres, my colored host, a man of 
splendid physique, presented in his 
person an argument of what the black 
race is capable. And it was a cheering 
surprise to learn that in that part of the 
Old Dominion were many such colored 
farmers. At night I was brought down 
to ihe scbool-house, little better than an 
inclosed wooden shed, about twmity feet 
by forty, built on a piece of lana which 
was given by mine host to the county 
school board. It was packed within and 
besieged without by an expectant con­
gregation, for never before bad the word 
of God gone out from a priest’s lips in 
that place. With but three exceptions 
the audience were negroes. I began the 
services by having them ting the hymn, 
• Nearer, My God, to Thee.” Afterwards 
I explained the "Sign of the Cross,” the 
"Our Father,” “Hail Mary,” and ‘ Creed.” 
Then all standing recited the prayers 
after me. A sermon of one hour and a 
half followed, and nothing shorter would 
bRve satisfied them. This simple people 
not only tolerate, but actually request 
sermons which, in the cities of the North, 
would be of tolerable length. This was 
followed by a second hymn and the re- 
pitition of the prayers. The services 
closed with the priest’s blessing, to re­
ceive which all stood up. As a result of 
the visit, a Sunday school was organized, 
embracing young and old, married aud 
single, the school teacher acting as 
catechist.

On my second visit I brought the requl* 
sites for the Holy Mass, which was a most 
extraordinary sight to this poor people. 
Placing the teacher at the Gospel side of 
the improvised altar, I had him read out 
in English the ordinary of the Mass. Four 
times I turned around and explained the 
ceremonies. A most profound impression 
was made by the majestic simplicity of 
the great Sacrifice of the New Law, which 
was enhanced by the colored teacher re- 
ceiving Communion at the hands of the 
white priest. And no congregation could 
be more reverent than those simple folk.

But these visits of the Catholic priest 
soon roused the white Protestants of the 
neighborhood, who, up to that time, did 
not seem to have so much as recognized, 
at least spiritually, the negro’s existence. 
Bn Episcopalian cieigyman, who lives in 
the next village, volunteered to teach the 
j UI?, X, school. Of course, the teacher 
declined the offer. True to his Episcopal 
Instinct, the clergyman would then like to

Every­
where in the neighborhood is he known 
for bis honesty and the purity of hie 
life. Often he goes off into the woods, 
passing hours there absorbed in prayer 
and talking, as he simply says, to “de 
great Massa.” He seems to be one ol 
those chosen souls, scattered here and 
there upon this earth, who, though eepar 
ated from the visible body of the Caurob, 
yet belong to her soul. ,

A Sunday school was opened at Union 
Mills, and was taken in charge by the 
three Catholic ladies living there, It, 
too, has been very successful. Prépara 
lions are being made to open a Catbolic 
day school there.

Thousands of such missions and 
schools might he started among the 
millions ol blacks in the South if there 
were priests who would break the Bread 
of Life to those famishing souls.

After holding the tifice of superior for

to e'x Slaters and three Franciscans. Even 
here her knowledge of the people and 
their requirements caused her to be often 
in demand in the dliferent departments 
of the Institution,

In November, 1865, small-pox of the 
moat letlble type broke out in Coarlotte 
town; its victims were chiefly among the 
extremely poor. There wai at fir.-t no 
hospital nor means of caring for these 
pour creatures, who were daily dying 
amid the most awful surroundings At 
last a building, which had been unused for 
years, was taken for the purpose, and 
within its damp and mildewed walls the 
patients were huddled promiscuously and 
tended by nurses of questionable sobriety 
and skill. Public comment waxed loud. 
Upon the outbreak uf the epidemic .Sister 
St. Thomas and two other Sisters had 
volunteered their services as nurses. This 
offer had b.-en rejected by the* severely 
Protestant Board of Health, but when 
destbs occurred with awful frequency and 
public comment became clamor, the 

11 mid of Health reconsidered 
and accepted the 

noble offer. To the damp and dlamal 
abode of foul disease and squalor the 
brave Sisters repaired, Sister St. Thomas 
the head and directress of the little baud. 
With their arrival began the reign of 
order, and the dreadful scenes which had 
bien of dally occurrence cessed. How 
they' tolled ! The loathsome cilices they 
periormed, the relief they gave, none but 
those who witnessed tbeir work can tell. 
They had everything to do,and they shrank

A large mietli g was held on the 19th 
ultimo at Arklow to protest sgainst the 
evlciiuns which have recently taken plsce 
OD the estates of Lord Carysfort and Mr. 
J. bn O'Cuntor. Mr. Daniel Crllly ad 
dressed the meeting in a vigorous speech, 
denouncing the Government fur their 
support of these heart rending transac 
lions.

At a meeting of the Liberals of Lanca­
shire, Mr. John Motley, M. P , said that 
he boldly repeats all that he had sat i pre 
vlously in condemnation of the Govern­
ment's course regarding the TimeV Com 
mission Bill He also condemned tbe 
systematic insults tffeied by Ihe Govern­
ment to Irish members of Parliament.

The magistrates still persist in refusing 
to give tenants an opportunity to seek 
justice in the courts tor any Injuries In 
tilcted upon them. At Kllkee on the 
20th ult. the magistrates declined to issue 
summonses against Colonel Turner, 
Sheriff Oruker and Mr. Studdert, Land 
Agent, for alleged Illegal eviction of 
Patrick M'Giath, who was sentenced to 
two months’ imprisonment for resisting a 
sheriff's party.

The Parnell defence fund is being made 
a National movement by the Liberals of 
Liverpool, who have succeeded in 
ing co-operation in many other localities, 
and there is every prospect that it will be 
a gnat success. Tbe mansgare of Liver­
pool Branch of the Bank of England have 
refused to open an account with the 
Defence Committee, but this will not 
deter them from proceeding. The cordl 
alliy with which the English Liberals 
have entered upon thin movement speaks 
volumes on the new relations of friend 
ship which have arisen between English­
men and Irishmen out of the Home Rule 
movement in an incredibly short period 
of time.

A meeting Was announced to be held 
■t Mitchellstown on Sunday to commem­
orate the anniversary of the fatal uieet'ng 
of last year. The Government pro 
claimed the meeting.
