ay, and surrounding the Mass with fulless
80lemuity,

2 His Hollners wishes the eame to be
dene by all priesta in thelr respective
churches : and to all who shall celebrate
Maes for the dead on that Sunday he grants
the iudulgence of the Privileged Altar,

3. The Holy Father earnestly exhorts
the lalty to recelvs the Sscraments of
Peuauce svd the Blessed Eucharlst de-
voutly in ruffrage for the dead; and to all
wko comply with this condition, he gives,
by Apostolic authority, a Plenery Iudul
gevce for those suffering souls,

The Holy Catholic Cburch s declared
in the niuth article of the Apostles’ Crecd
to be the “Communion of Saiuts.” This
is « sweet and most consoling doctrine of
our hely rellgion, By it we who pur-ue
cur pilgrimage through the desert ¢f this
sinful asd weary world, contending with
the patelons c¢f corrupt vature, the evil
tiflaences of mavifold vicious example,
and the enares and aesaults of the devil,
are united In charity and active sympathy
with *“the spirits of the just made per fect”
(Heb xii.), amovg whow are many of our
cwn desr relatives and filends, We
rejoice with  them for thelr baving
attalned the “unfadirg crown of
glory;” whilst they, from their high place
in heaven, look down encouragingly upon
us and, as a “great cloud of witnesses over
ue” (Heb. xii. 1), watch with eagerness
our eucceeres and failures amid the trials
of iife, intercedlng for ue all the while
befoxe the throne of grece.  Ou the other
hand, we are moved with compasefon for
those unglorified epirits, who, though they
yassed away from this earthly ecene tnthe
charity of God, are etill indebied to His
justice for venial faulte ucabsolved or
penance uufuifilled, and consequently are
detalned in that prison bey.ud ihe por
tals of death, of which the Savicur said
with solemn adjuration, “Amen, I say to
thee, thou shalt not go out from thence
till thou pay the lact farthig” (Matt. v,
26 ) Itisthe Church Mtlitant, the Church
Taumpbant and the Courch Suffering;
all three constituting by unity of life in
the mystic body of Christ, the Oae, Holy,
Catholic Courch, coneldered in relatton to
the warfare of ber children in the flesh,
the glories of her victorlous heroes in
heaven, and the purgatorial pains through
which many of ber falthful warriors are
paesing, who fell beside the standard of
the Crose, breathing loyalty to Gud and
His Church in their death etruggie, but are
not yet sufliclently purified for admiesion
to the Holy of Holies, of which it 1s writ
ten, “There chall not enter fnto it any
thing defiled ” (Apoe xit. 27,)

THE SAVIOUR'S COMPASSION FOR THE 8oULs

IN PURGATORY.

When Oar Blessed Lord had consum-
mated the work of Redemption in the
Inst agonies of His crucifixion, whereby
He wade atonement superabundantly to
Hie Father for the *sing, «flences and neg.
ligences” of all men, both the living and
the dead, His first thoughts were directed
towards the euffering souls in Purgatory.
To them He hastened iustantly, to
announce the accomplishment of long.
expected Redemption and impart to them,
as the Fathers and Doctors of the Church
teach us, the first-fruits of Hie purchased
grace by a Plenary Indulgence, with a
promize of participation in His trlumph,
when He would ‘‘lead captivity captive”
(Kph. tv, 8 ) on the day of His Atcension
into the glory of the heavens. So it had
been predicted bp the propbet Zachary,
apostrophizing the Messiah many ages
before: “Thou aleo, by the Blood of thy
Testament, wilt send forth thy prisoners
out of the pit wherein is no water,”
(Zach. ix. 11) His dead body was haug.
ing yet warm upon the cross, when His
buman toul, subsisting Indtssolubly In the
Divine Person, “dercended into hell,” the
abode of the dead, declared by St. Paul to
be in *‘the lower parta of the earth” (Eph.
iv.9) “He came,” snys St. Peter, *‘and
preacked to those spirits who were in
prison; who in times psst had been incre-
duloue, when they waited for the patience
of God in the days ot Nue,” (1 Pet, iii.)
What an awful idea of the rigours of
divine justice and of the grave ponalties
that wait upon tin, even after the remis
eion of its mortal guilt, is here suggected
to Christian minds by this brief sentence
of the Prince of the Apostles! Those
myriad spirite, througbhouv their life-iime
upon earth, had tisned freely by indul
in

gence the evil practices of an
evil age. They *“had been incre-
duious’ the Scripture says, 1inso-

nuuch as they had refused credence to
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heaven, on pretence that God was too
merelful to inflict the terrible punishment
of universal destruction upon the human
race. But, belog true bellevers in the
faith and hopes of the Patriarcks, mavy of
them turned their hearts penitently to
God and crled for mercy in the vame of
the prom'sed Messlah when they saw
themselves perlshing between the un-
locked “fountaine of the great deep and
the cataracts of heaven.” Thelr cry of
contrition reached the ears of the God of
mercy, and they were saved from eternal
dampation, Nevertheless, wkea the
Redeemer visited them on that First Good
Friday, two thoussnd and four hundred
yoars after their death, they were still
prisoners of justice, For, although the
mortal guilt of thelr criminal excesces had
been expiated by thelr penitential agony
in the waters of the Deluge, and the cor-
responding debt of eternal chastisement
bad been forgiven, they had not “filled up
the things that were wanting of the suffr-
ings of Chiist In their flesh” (Col. i, 24 )
by voluntary personal atonement in union
with that of the Saviour, Hence their
penance was lucomplete ; and the satlefac-
tion tbey had failed to make to God on
esrth was exacted from them in the other
life by thoee long sges of incarceration in
the dark cavern of the subterrauean
“prison,”—%the pit wherein 1s no water,”
But now the day of redemption had come
for them : “For this cause was the Gospel
preached to the dead, that they might be
judged indeed according to men in the
flesh, but may live according to God in
the epirit.” (Vie, 6v) The Gospel, or
glad iidings, preached by the Lord Jesus
in Pargatory to those who had been con-
demnped and punished before men in the
flesb, but had repented of their sins at the
hour of death, was the grace of fuil par-
don and admission to the liberty and tran
quil repose of the bleesed, who were to
ascend with the triumphant Saviour into
heaven, to “live according to Gud in the
spirlt,” for an eudless eternity, Let us
imitate the charity of Christ by dally
remembrance of the poor prisoners of
Purgatory in our prayers and masses, that
we may have a share in the work of
bastening the day of thelr liberation, Let
us sirive by doing frequent acts of plety
eud charity in their vame, and by gaining
the Church’s Indulgences as coplously as
possible in thefr favor, to mitigate the
chastisement thet presses upon them, aud
which it may be our own lot to undergo
when we shall bave departed this life
GUD'S JUSTICE 18 MOST RIGOROUS.

Let vo Coristian make light of the rig-
our of divine justice in demanding per-
soval satlsfaction, even from forgiven
#luners, either in this life or in the next,
The sanctity of God s too boly, the
majesty of Gi.d s too exalted, the omnlpo-
tence of God is too mighty and His jidg-
ments are too juet, to allow the pardoued
criminal to hoid himself free of all debt of
repaiation for his grievous offences King
David repented of his eins and confeesed
them to the propbet Nathan, aud received
an absolute assurance in God’s name that
they were from that moment and forever
forglven. But in the very sentence of
pardon a grave temporal punishmeut was
reserved agaiust him : “The aword shall
never depart from thy house, because
thou hast despized me ; the child that is
born to thee ehall surely dle” (i Kiugs
xil) Therefore, did this penitent and
pardoned king spend sll the remalning
days of kis life in compurction of heart ;
he “did eat aches like bread, and mingled
bis drink with weeping,” and he cried to
God contiouaily, “1f Thou, O Lord, wilt
mark {niquities, O Lord, who shall stand
1P’ “Wash me yet more and more from
my Iniquity and cleanse me from my sin”
(Ps, el exxix.1,) Commenting on which
example, St. Augustine gives this admon
itiou to all Christians :—*[mplore mercy,
but lose not sight of justice, In His mercy
God pardons stn ; He punishes it in His
justice. What 7 dost thou seek for mercy,
and shall ein remain unpunished 7 Let
David, let other sinners anawer : let them
answer with David and eay : ‘Lord my sin
shall not remain unpunished ; but that
Tnou mayest not punish it, I myself will’”?
(In pealm 1)

Men may contrive to forget their sinful
past, relying overmuch on therectitude of
their renewed life, Bat 1t is written
“there are juet men, and wise men, and
their worke are in the hsnd of God:
and yet men knoweth not whether he be
worthy of love or batred” (Ecli, ix. 1),
The attribate of jastice in God 1s compre
hended in all its relations by Himself
alone. The examples above cited, and
others recorded in Holy Writ, terrible
though they are, give us but an inade
quate idea of it. Let us, therefore, “in
fear and trembling work out our salva.
tion” (Phil, 1i.), that, whensoever death
sball seize ue (and it may come unex
gectedly) wemay be prepared to meet the
Sovereign Judge, who “will judge justices’
and “search the reins and hearts” of men :
snd who hes d beforehand the
extreme severity of Hia scrutiny into our
lives: “I say to you, that every lidle
word that men shall speak, they shall
render an account for it in the Day of
Judgment” (Ps, )xxiv, Apoc. ii. 23. Matt,
xii, 36 ). An idle word, a petty vantty,
a passing emotion of impatience, may
appear to some minds undeserving of
chastisement ; but in reference to these
and llke venial faults, which St. Paul
compares to ‘‘wood, hay aud stubble”
mixed with “gold, sliver and precious
stones” in the building up of our lives,
be declares the Christian, in whose life
work such unsolid, worthless matter shall
be found at the tribunal of God, must
pass through fire In order to be saved:
“The day of the Lord shail be revealed in
fire; and the fire shall try every man’s
work, of whateort ilis. If sny wan’s
work burn, he shall suffer los:; but he
himself shall be eaved ; yet 50 as by fice”
(ICur, iif) Oh! How few they are who
shall pass unecathed thbrough vhis ordeal
of five !

THE POWER OF THE CHURCH TO GRANT
INGULGENCES,
The eplrits visited by Christ in prison

Noe's denunciations of the vengeance of

were but a type of the many miilivns of

believers who dle in every age without
having fully suticfied God’s justice for
their sins by works of penauce, The
Saviour compassionates them all, Bat
He has gone, body and eoul, to heaven, to
erjoy His eternal triumph at the right
baud of His Father, and has left the ad-
minfstration of His Church and the
agencles of salvation unto men in the
bands of His representatives on eartb,
The power to exerclse clemency towards
penitent sinners in the flesh aud the suf
fering ssints in Purgatory by means of
Indulgence, or remission of their debt of
temporary puvishment, Is one of those
manifold epiritual sgencles intrusted by
Our Divine Lord to the Bshops of His
Church, more particularly to St. Peter
and his successors. Every prerogative of
the Man God, ss head and ruler of His
kingdom on this esrth, 1s vested in the
Apostolic bierarchy, to whom he delivered
the supreme and unlimited commiseion,

“Amen, 1 say to you, whatso-
ever ye ehall bind upon eartb,
shall  be bound also in  hea

veu : and whatsoever ye shall loose upon
earth, ehall be loosed also in heaven,”
(Matt, xviii.) “As the Father hath
seut me I also send you” (John
xX. 21) “All power {8 given to me
in  heaven and on earth, Gy ye,
therefore, . . ., . Bebold 1 am with you
all days” (Matt. xxiii,) All what«oever
“binds” the souls of men, and prevents
their entrance into heaven, 18 consequently
In the power of the hierachy to “loose” by
virtue of the plenitude of Christ’s epiritual
suthority communicated to them, They
may therefore rewmit, wholly or in part,
the epiritual debts of the living, aud may
effect the release of the poor prisoners of
Pargatory by application of the super-
abundact and inexhaustible merits and
satisfactions of Jesus Christ, our sole
Atoner, and of His Blessed Mother and
the martyrs and confessors, whose super-
abounding patlence and charity derived
all their merit and saiisfactive value from
His grece,

A striking example of the exeicise of
the power to grant Indulgencesis recorded
in Holy Writ, St. Paul “in the name of
our Lord Jesus Cbriet” fvflicted grave
punishment on a certain incestuous wan
in Corinth, The puuishment was medt
cinal, that the man’s “epirit may be
taved in the day of our Lerd Jesus
Obrist,” It was not merely an ecclesias
tical penalty, directed to the preserva-
tion of external discipline; it was to have
its effect in the sight of Our Lord Jesus
Churist, and was to weigh favorably in the
balauce for the einner’s account on the
day of judgment, as the text H
was therefore a truly satisfactive penance
Imposed by ecclesiastical authority for
reparation to God, Before the completion
of tke preecribed term of chastisement,
the Apostle, having heard of the mau’s
siucere and heartfelt coutrition, remitied
to him what remsined of the fmposed
penalty, thus temperivg justice with
clemency ; and this he did, as he says, “in
the person of Christ.” The abridgement
of the measure of ratisfaction for sin was
therefore valid in the sight of Chriet, and
must have been uo liss available to the
penitent sinner for his soul's welfare than
would bave been the fuifilment of the
remalnder of tbe prescribed course of
penance, whereby his “spirit would be
taved in the day of our Lord Jecus
Carist.” (L Cor. 5 ¢, IL Cor, ii. c)
I'bls was exactly an Indu'gence, that is, &
relaxation of the penancs ordered by the
Church to be performed In sati-fastion of
God's justica, It pre supposes the sinner’s
true convereion to God, followed by self
chastisement in some degree, by way of
personal atonement for guilty deeds. It
18 granted “in the persou of Christ,” by
those whom He has inveited with the
power of “binding” aud *loosing” the
shackles of the eoul,and in whom it resldes
as a permanent and ordinary hierarchial
prerogative, which St. Paul allowed to
belong also to those who ruled the Charch
In Corinth, and the Bishops in every age
have regarded as an inherect right of their
office,

It 1s in & epecial degree the prerogative
of the Pope, the Vicar of Chriet. For to
him, in the person of blessed Puter, was
given eingularly, and apart from all
others, the supreme commiselon to bind
and loose all spiritual bonde, in the self.
ssme form of words in which it was given
to the whole Apostolic College with Peter
at their head. (Matt. xvi) It belongs to
the hierarchy with Peter : it belongs to
Peter pre-eminently. To emphasize more
distinctly the individual soverelgnty of
St. Peter and his successors in the exercise
of this prerogative, Our Lord was plessed
to bestow it on Slmon Peter by the slgni
ficant symbol of the keys of the kingdom
of heaven, delivered to him solely and
exclusively, “Thou art Peter,” eaid He to
Simon fn presence of the other Aposties }
“I will give to Thee the keys of the King-
dom of Heaven, Whatscever Thou shalt
bind,” ete. Thue the power to dispense
indulgences, and all whatsoever else of
jurlediction, authority, or prerogative
belong to the corporate hierarchy, belong
siogularly and pre eminently to him wao
for the time being is Christ’s Vicar, that
I3, to Peter or his legitimate successor in
the chair of supreme government.

In the fulness of compassionate charity
for those dear children of the Church who
died the death of the just, but are under-
going paluful purgation preparatory to
their entrance into eternal rest, our Holy
Father the Pope, has decreed to use this
unlimited power of the *“Keys of the King
dom of Heaveu” and unlock the treasury
of epiritnal graces in their behalf, The
year of his vacerdotal Jubilee has not yet
explred  In every nation under the snn

ful everywhere, The blessed citizons of

the heavenly Jerusalem beyond the skies
have been made participants Jn the
festivities  of his golden  Jubllee
by those eurpasseingly grand and
majestic rites  of canonizstion and
beatification in  8t, Peter’s Roman

Basilica, whereby ten Christian heroes
were duly awarded the honors proper to

Church,and others were declared “Blessed”
before God and men and entitled to
public religlous bonors, by reason of the
transcendant virtues and heavenly favors
illustrated in thelr lives. Aud now, to
crown the work of Jubilee celebration
aud give the sphere of festivity its fullest
Catholic extension, Pope Leo X'II. has
ordained that Sunday, 30:h nst., shall be
8 universal hollday on Earth, 1a Pargatory
and in Heaven. On that day the Church
Militant shall gather around her altars in
every dlocese and every parish all over the
globe, and offer the “clean oblation” of
the Lamb of God in suffeage for the souls
of the faithful departed : the Church Suf
fering shall be visited by angels from
before the throne of the Most High bear
ing the glad message of smmnesty and
immediate deliverance from captivity, in
respouse to the supplications sent up from
the earth : and the Church Trinmphant
sball exult and rej dce at the sight of
millions of their extied brethren received
up lato the new Jerusalem with songs of
jubilation, avd conducted by thelr Angels
(uardian to the throne of the Great King,
to reccive the crown of everlasting glory
and be the companions of their bliss for
ever and ever. It will indeed be a day of
Jubilee, Let us prepare to celebrate it
worthily and with profit to as wany as
posalble of the svffering souls by devout
reception of the S:craments, in fulfi'ment
of the conditions requisite for galning the
Plenary Indulgence tn their favor.
INDULGENCES FOR THE DEAD,

Au ladulgence granted to the living is
an act of jurisdiction, whereby the pend.
tent sinner is sbiolved from the debt of
temporary punishment lying againet him
in God’s account, the merits and satisfac
tions of Christ being offered to God by
the Church in lieu of the per onal satis-
factlons thus remitted to the siuner.
Betng a juiidical absolution, its effect 1s
alway s aesured, unless the penitent be in-
dispoced for such grace by attachment to

sin, The wsouls of the faithful de.
parted, although they are members
of the Cburch, bound to her in

cherity by the commuunlon of salnta,
are outslde the ephere of her juris

diction, They are ‘““in the bands of
God”  (Wisdow IiL) for execution
of the sentence, all just and all-

holy, pronounced upon them at their parti
cular judgment in the moment of deatb:
and cousequently are not subject directly
to the * binding and loosing ” authority
of the Church’s tribunals for plenary or
partlal remission of thelr sentence, "Bat
though ehe canvot impart fudulgences to
the dead, as to the livirg, by a judicial
decreo of absolution, she cannot effcctually
relieve them thiough her interpos'tion
with God in their favor by way of suflraye
or impeiration, Oar prayers, 1asir,
alms deeds, the oblation of holy mass ard
other pious works, when offcred to God in
satlsfaction for thelr verial faults or un-
performed penaucee, are 6o many forms of
suffragefor the dead,and are declared by the
Church to be, in general, salutary to them,
So also Indulgences likewise are applicable
In their favor, as su/rages, according to the
traditional teaching and piactice of the
Uathelic Church. They are, however, ap
plied to the dead irdirectly only, that Is,
through the living,who,being in thestate of
grece, fuifil the prescribed works of piety
and other reqaisite conditions for galning
the prowlsed iudu’gence, and offer this to
Gd, by way of sutfrage, for the souls of
the deceated holy ones. An indalgence,
applied thus to the souls in Purgatory
diffcrs in two important respects from the
private suffrages of the falthful fp thelr
behalf. Firet, it is a formal petltion of
the Church herself to God for mercy to
those individuai souls whom sne recom.
mends to the divine favor through our
special intentions ; and we are confident
that her pleadings for her suffering chil-
dren will find acceptance at the throne of
mercy, Second, her indulgences are not
merely prayers and pleadings for them,
bat are, moreover, her rightful and
autborized offering of the superabundant
satisfacuions of Christ, the Blesscd Virgin
and the Saints, In solution of the debt of
punishment lying against the saffering
souls. For this purpose she employa the
keys of the sutritual treasury delivered to
her by our Divine Lord, and acts with
divine authority fn distributing its riches
according to her discretion, God, who
bestowed this power upon her, will not
desplse her suffrage presented to Him in
this form. When she grants her indul-
gences in connection with the holy Sac
rifice of the Mass, we must regard them
ag the surest of all forms of suffcage for
the relief of the faithful departed, not
ouly in general, but in regard of the
individual souls to whom she allows us to
apply them by our epecial intentions.

Ix. 15). Whence Jesus Christ is repre-
sented in the Apocalypee (xili, S) “as the
Lamb which was slain (typleally) from
the beginning of the world,”

And the mysticeacrifice ot the
new and eternal Testament, wherein all
the purpose ard virtue of the varfous
sacrifices of former diepensations shal| he
concentrated, as types in thelr prototype,
and shadows fn thelr substance, chall so
abundantly communicate the life-giving
streams of grace from Calvary to “every
tribe and tongue and people and natlon,”
to every continent of the main land and
every {sland of the sea, to every village
and hill-side, that the waters of salvation
shall be plentiful In every corner of the
earth ; and propitiation and mercy from

A RUINOUS INQUIRY, g

Mr, Parnell is entitled 10 an equality of
footing. Now, let us see whether he is
to evjoy that equality. He is called on
to go before the Commission, this Com.
miesion is to inquire into all the pro-
ceedings connected with the charges of
disorder and crime in Ireland since the
time when the Land League was estab
lished in this country—that is to say, the
year 1879, It is properly observed that
these inquiries may extend over years,
as at any point of these inquiries allega
tions and charges may be raised against
Mr. Parnell, How is he to defend him
self? He is to defend himself by counsel.
Thbe most eminent counsel in the country
will be employed sgainst him It he is
to have fair play he must have men of
the same rank employed to defend him
(hear, hear). Lord Herschal (cheers),
in an admirable speech in the House of
Lords, has properly observed that this
employment of eminent counsel is an
expensive luxury, They cannot work
and they ought not to work without
firet rate solicitors, and the employment
of eminent counsel for an inquiry ex
tending over a ficld no one koows how
wide, and reaching over a time no man
knows how prolonged, what does it mean
to Mr. Parnell? He has announced
himself in the House of Commons as
what is ctlled & poor man—a man inde
pendent, but of moderate means. Such
a suit as that means to Mr, Parnell ruin,
In the debate on the second reading of
this Commission Bill the member for
West Birmiogham eaid that a plea bhad
been raised on the part of Mr, Parnell
that the expenses of this inquiry would
be ruinous. He thought there was
great force in that plea, He thought
the Government ought to attend to it
aud make come provieion accordingly ;
but the Government had paid mno atten.
tion whatever to the recommendation of
the member for West Birmingham, and
he, although he put it into his speech,
was too modest to move any amendment
for the purpcse of promoting any provi.
sion of that kiad, or in fact to take any
other measure, excepting the benevolent
wish he uttered, and which remained
without efl-ct. This is imporiant as
eignifyiog that ruin was the pecuniary
meaning for Mc, Parneli of an extended
inquiry,

THE WEALTH OF THE FORGER,

But s ruin the pecuniary meaning of such
an inquiry for the Times? The Times re
preeents & mine of enormous wealth, Of
that there is no doubt. No oue knows
the exact extent of that immense fortune,
Lt 1s not the fault of the Tumes thet it re-
presenta an immense fortune; but for the
Times the reporting of the proceedings in
this trial and the sale of reports are likely
to do more than relmburse ; and even if
they did not, the expense will be to the
Times what is called & flea-bite, while to
the other party it is ruin (hear, hear),
There, gentlemen, {3 a pretty idea of the
equality wiich themsjority in Parliament
wieh to see established with regard to these
parties, and of what the Sylicitor General
actunlly called the generosity of Parlia-
ment {o its present conduct to Mr, Parnell
and the Irish Party.
THE “TIMES” HAS N0 CHARACTER TO LOSE.
Ay, but that is not all. I must carry the
comparison a little further, Mr. Parnell
has, and 1 believe very wiseiy, instituted
a sult in Edinburgh against the Times
In that fuit Mr. Parnell is cortaln of ¢qual
ity, Very well. Whoat fsthe lssue likely
tobe? It Mr, Parnell is found to be the
author of these letters, he will be covered
with everlastiog shame, and not only
covered with shime, but all his power and
influence, all his political career—every-
thing for which as a putlic man he lives
—will be utterly gone and destroyed,
Bat if these lettersare found to be forged,
and I must eay that the lavguage of the
Times within the last few weeks glves rise
to the strongest suspicion that they are
forged letters, what will be the position
of the Times? In the court there will be
equality, because, while Mr, Parnell s
liable to be punished in the shape of his
good name, on which he wholly depends,
the Tumes does not depend upon its good
name (laughter). The Times is not read
for the morality which it preaches or for
the honorable princlyles on which it fs
conducted. It is read for its Parliament-
ary reports ; it Is read for the letters of all
eminent persons that are sent to 1t; it is
read on account of its general power and
irfluence, Bat if the T'imes 1s convicted
of forgery, I doubt whether it will lose oue
hundred subscribers. No; but there may
be damages, and the damages are placed,
I believe, at a very high figure.
SHAMELESS PROTECTION FOR THE FORGER
But that is in the court in Edinburgh,
How is it before the Commission? The
Government or the majority in Parlia.
ment have provided that there shall be
Do action at law, and no damagas Arising
out ot the matter produced before the
Commissioners, 80 that although before
the Commission, if Mr, Parnell is found
guilty of the letters, he will bs a ruined
man both in purse and in character, and
in the whole course of his future life,
The Times by an express clause in the

INHUMAN AND BRUTAL PROCEEDINGS.

Well, out of
these members twenty one members
bave been sent to prison by the Tory
Governwent, snd the Tory Government
is bringivg mbout s state of things in
which to bave been sent to prison, not
for any erime, because of ordinary crime
in Ireland there is singularly little and
less than in Eogland or Scotlsnd (bear,
hear), but to have been sent to prison
for what are termed political offences
will be the highest title of approbation in
the view of the Irish people (cheers)
And there is not a doubt that if any one
of those twenty.one gentlemen were to
80 before bis constituents they would re.
turn him eitber without a contest or by
a larger majority (hear, hear). I believe
that is true probably of every ons, but
certainly of the great mass, They are
persons in a station of life not generally
very wealthy men; but very many of
them, so far as we are concerned, are
independent men. Not one of them
lives on the public, not one of them
draws one farthing, I believe, from the
Exchequer, These gentlemen going
into prison find themselves put upon a
footing of equality with all the felons of
the country; and here, gentlemen, I
don’t like to be mealy mouthed in such
a oase (cheers), Itis a shameful, it is an
inbuman, and & brutal proceeding, not
of the Irish constabulary, but of the
Government, and of the majority of the
the House of Commons, and not of the
Parlisment itself (cheers).

BALFOUR WOBSE THAN BOMBA.
Now, give your minds, I beseech you, to
this question of associating the political

risoners with the ordinary criminals
f‘heae gentlemen, supposiog them to be
wrong, are acting from what they regard
a8 & public duty and acting within limits,
for as they and as I believe, their actions
tend much more to the repression of
crime than to the commission of crim-,
(cheers), Well, the labnguage of the
Government is that they ought to be
treated like the common felon. When I
was in Naples I had visited a prison in
Naples, I found that system of Govern.
ment abominable. 1 found the case of
prisoners abominable; but this I will
tell you, gentlemen, that bad as the
Government of Nuples and Kivg Bomba
wag, be did not put hie political prison.
ers into the company of felons (cheers).
I went through a prison where there
were 400 felons and one political pris
ooer, and the political prisoner, who
took me through this prison, lived in a
cell by himself, and was never forced
into the company of the felons (cheers).
But what does the Irish Government, in
this humane country—this civilized
country—this housebold suffrage coun
try—say upon the subject! Why, they
icsist upon it that when members of
Parliament, wko are, I will venture to
say, amongst the most distioguished of
our members of Parliament, are confined
in prison for these political offences,
created for the most part under the
Crimes Act, they ghal!l sssociate with
the felons of the country, and be com-
pelled to take their exercise in rank—in
line—with them in the prison yards of
the jail (shame). They are called upon
to wear the prison dress, to sleep upon
a plank.bed, and more even than that.
What I call your attention to is this—
that they are compelled alo to diecharge
other menial oflices of a character which
I think they ought to be spared in rela.
tion to their own cells and the keeping
of them, But what I eall your attention
to is that they are compelled to ascoci-
ate with the felons and the villains of
the laud, by taking exercise among
them; and if they refuse to do it they
are put into solitary cells and fed upon
bread and water (shame).

THE LATE INQUESTS,

You have seen lately a great deal in the
newspapors about two coroners’ inquests
In Ireland—one of these upon Dr. Ridley,
whose name can bardly be named without
sympathy for his melancholy end, and the
clrcumstances which brought it about;
and the other Mr. Mandeville. Now,
some things are disputed about D:. Rid-
ley, and 1t {a rather difficult to get to the
bottom of the case. We ray nothing
except what I think we know ; but what
we know Is this—that Dr. Ridley, who was
evidently a humane man, aud who was
the medical officer at Tullamore Prison,
was 80 shocked with the system he had to
adminlster that he used to carry to the
prisoners, whin they were his patients,
food, probably found by himself, at his
own cost, That I do not know actually,
but I think it must have been so, He
uged to carry to them food prohibited by
the rules of the prison avd at the risk of
being dismiseed by the Prisons Board in
Dablin. Now what would you thiok if
that had been in Eogland ?  If you found
prieoners in weak health, or in the in-
firmary, what would you say if they were
fed in such & way in English prisons when
the doctors themselves found it Necessary
in a claudestine manner and in defiance of
the rules to carry to them food necessary
for their support and health? You would
be shocked at it—you who are Liberale—
aud your Tory frieuds would be shocked
at it ; and one thing I want you to do Is
to try and make your Tory friends indi.
vidually sensible of the natura of the trans-
actlons that are now golng on. Dr, Ridley
dld this ; about that there is no doubt, It
I3 established In evidence, it is not ques
tioned, nor is it at all for a moment sup
posed that Dr, Ridley was a man of Home
Rule sympathies.

MR MANDEVILLE

Now I come to the case of Mr, Mande-
ville. It is admitted that he was s man
of remarkably vigorous health and power
ful frame. He wes imprisoned under the
Coerclon Act. On bis coming out of
K:inon & great change appears to have

en observed by his friends in his ap.
pearance, and be seems to have been con-
tinuslly seeking medical advice, Mr,
Mandeville lived for some months, but
spparently in a lower state of health and
constitution. He then died rather sud
denly, and & question was put in the
House of Commons whether an Inquest
should be held upon bim to accertaln the
cause of bis death. The Governmenl de-
clared that there could be nowcause at ail
for holdlog aoy Inquest upon bim. It
was 8 perfectly regular aud ordinary
thing that & men should die, and he might
dle shortly after he bad beea in prison,
butit did not follow that the prison had
suything to do with it. The inquest was
opened 1n Ireland, appointed, as we are
told, by Mcr. Sidney Halifax, not by any
politics] party, but by the family of Mr.
Mapdeville, and "he adds that
tho greatest opposition wes offered
to it by the constabulary suthor-
ftes.  The covstabulary authoritios,
recollect, don't mean what they do here,
If you find the constabulary authorities
opposiog an inqueet here they would do
that under the authority of the head con-
stable, and the head constable would do it
under the authority of the magletrates,
and the Government in Lordon weuld
bave notbing to do with it. But if they
oppose au inquest in Ireland the meaning
of that s that the Gevernment oppose it,
for the constabulary in Ireland is governed
entirely by the political Administration
of the day (hear, hear), They opposed
the inquest, bat the inquest sat, and the
inquest declared that (1 don’t know the
exict words) they considered the treat-
ment ia prison appareutly constituted s
matter in near conuection with the death,

BALFOUR'S RESPECT FOR THE LAW.
Well, the verdict of a coronmer’e irquest,
alihough it s & preliminary operation
where it involves criminal matter, is e
legal as the verdict of a jury in the
Supreme Court in Westminster Hall, The
present Government are always for main-
talolng and holding the law, as they tell,
but it appears from Mr, Halifax, and as
far as I can make out it {s true, that when
it was referred to the House of Commcns
Mer. Balfour said the verdict cught to be
treated with contempt. You observe a
statement that there was a counection
between the death and the treatment in
prison, and that being so the verdiet ought
to be treated with contempt, But then
M:. Halifax gives us more light on the
eubject, How was the jury composed
Was it composed of refuted Parnellites?
I have not seen any contradiction of the
statement that this verdict was unanimous
and that the jary were sciected by the
constabulary, and that it inciuded five
Couservatives and the sexton of the Pro-
testant church (cheers and laughter). So
when five Conservatives and the rexton of
the Protestant church meet together in
Ireiand, undcubtedly there being some
other Irishmen o the same room, and
whea they actually one and all return a
certaln verdict which 1s inconvenient to
the Government, this legal verdlct s
immediately denounced by the Givern-
ment who pretend to be the orgacs of
legality, They tell you that tbe verdict
shoull be treated with contempt.
THE GOVERNMENT TRIED TO CALUMNIATE

THE DEAD
I call your attention to the conduct of the
Government when this ir quest was held,
They trled first to prove that Mr. Mande.
vile was a drunkard, and, of course,
to slander the man in order to
lead to the conclusion that that was the
cause of his death. Well, but it was estsb-
lished, on the contrary, as to Me, Mande-
viile’s habits that they were those of strict
temperance. Then came the evidence of
of Mrs, Mandeville, the widow, and her
evidence told a grievous account of his
treatment in prison, and the evidence of
five doctors was produced who more or
less by thelr evidence supported the ides
that his health had seriously suffered, and
that the treatment he had recelved had
something to do with his death, One of
them, I think, bad certainly gone as far as
to warn the prison authorities that if they
persevered ino the treatment that was
actually going o, something worse would
probably happen.
THE SWEARING DOCTOR,
What did the Government do? They
sent down an Eoglish doctor, a certain De.
Barr (laughter), and Dr. Barr gives his
evidence in Irelard, and his evidence s
that Ms. Mandeville, the widow, and the
five doctors who had given the evidence
that he disapproved of had all perjured
themselves (laughter).

think was aleo alleged by Dr. Barr ; but it

spoken of as being both worthy sons of
the Scotch College ot Rome, distin-
guished by great piety, prudence and
zeal “according to knowledge,"”

We now find Mr. Hay, Sep'ember
1763, acting as secretary 10 a full meet
ing of a!! the bishops and admins
trators at Edinburgh, Abate Grant, from
the nature of his position, was obliged to
devote much of his time to the euter
tainment of the numerous Britieh visitors
of distinction who came to visit the
Papal city,  This led to a certein neg-.
lect, as sagent, of the interests of his
coustituents in Scotland. Mr. Hay, in
the name of the administrators, wrote &
vigorous but friendly letter, complaining
of the agent, and encloeing a copy of the
original rules of the adminietration,
framed 1n 1701, regarding the duties of
the Procurator at Rome. ~ Abate Grant
replied, and haviug made a fuli explan.
ation and promised amendment, Mr,
Hay, whose sincere regard for the agent
had never ceased since bis student days
at Rome,recommended 1hat the admin.
istrators should adopt miid measures in
regard to him, To this they tinally
agreed, Al this meeting, aleo, they ap.
pointed a new Procurator for the miseion
in Scotland, the Rev. G. Gordon, of
Stobball, Mr. Alexarder Gordon retiring
from the office,

It was & busy time with Mr, Hay on
his return home; and his labors were
not lessened by a letter which he
received from Bishop Smith, requiring
him to repair to Aberdeen, where
Bishop Grant was lying danger-
ouely ill. It was thought that perhaps
the life of the coadjutor depended on
the advice which Mr, Hay should give,
However this may have been,the bishop’s
health greatly improved on occasion of
Mr. Hay’s vieit, A favorable report was
sent to Bishop Smith by Mr. Hay himeeif,
wio, in the same letier, adde: ¢l have
been 80 hurried ahout wiih calis to
Bauft, Strathisla, Aberdeen, etc, snd a
crowd of buginers of one kind or another,
at home, that since Bishop Macdounsld
ieft the Eozie, I do wot remember to
have been but two whole days &b home
all that time” Many years later he
was heard to ssy thou his fatigne, at this
tiwe, on Sunduys, was 50 grews that,
from exhausiion, he wan scarcely able to
got home, Notwithstanding his engros-
sing occupations, such was his zear for

and prepare for a foreign college, This
proceeding came to the knowledge of
his Protestant neighbors, who, looking
upon it as the commencement of a
seminary, which was against the laws,
raised such & clamor that he was obliged
to abandon bis laudable design,
Nothwithstanding Mr, Hay's unceas-
ing and exhaustive labors, he continued
to enjoy good health throughout the
winter, as be himself states in a lotter to
Bishop Smith, of date March 1st, 1764.
As there was only poor accommodation
for the comgregation at Preshome, Mr.
Hay was anxious to restore the ancient
chapel of the Craigs, which had never
been used since it was pillaged by the
Government troopsin 1746  Much diffi
culty, however, was auticipated; aud
accordingly, Mr. Hay proceeded with
the utmost caution and prudence, His
first step was to request the influence of
his relative, Hay of Rannes, with the
minister of the place, Mr, Hay and his
family entered cheerfully into the plan
of restoration, and, wi hout difficulty,
obtained from Mr, Grant, the minister,
a cordial promise that he would
not only throw no impediments
in the way, but would assist with all his
power. He began by removing every.
thing about the place which belonged to
Limeelf; and eaid that if any notice was
taken of the undertaking in the Presby.
tery, he would do all he could to prevail
on his fellow. Presbyterians to overlook
tbe proceeding, He undertook, also, to
give Mr. Hay timely waroing if the
Presbytery should decide unfavorably to
him, He thus showed, in a very marked
way, his appreciation of Mr, Hay’s prud.
ence and peaceable demeauor. There
was much deliberation as to whether the
arrival of the young Duke of Gordon
should be.awaited, as he was proprietor
of the ground on which the Church
stood, and could eftectually put a stop
to all operations, At first & few men
were set 10 work repairing the old build-
ing, of which the walls still remained, ag
8 monument worthy of being preseved,
placing a roof onit, etc, Meenwhile the
sentiments of the neighbors could be
sscertained, as the work would necessar.
ily attiact attention, Then if noserious
ohjections were made to the Catholics
reuming possession of their old Caurch,
it might be opened, at first, on Suuday
afternoons, for the catechism class, or
the Sunday School, and, afterwards,
oftencr, as they found encoursgement.

For
this end, it was urged, he had merely to
overlook their proceeding in regard to
the old Church, Labors, so wisely
directed, could not well fail to succeed;
and the design of Mr, Hay was fully
carried out by the end of the following
year. Oan December 3rd, 1765, Mr, Hay
wiote 1o Bishop Smith that their chapel
(Cburen) was now in good order, and an
ultar erected,with which all were pleased,
A circumstance may now be mentioned
which shows that Catholics were still in
dread of government persecution, Qoe
Sunday Mr. Hay was standing at the
sltar in tne recently repaired Caurch,
ready to begin mass, when word was
brought to him by some one who had
been appointed to Reep watch outside,
s was siill the custom, that a roldier
was seen approaching, Mr, Hay imme
diately withdrew into the adjoining
wcod; but was speedily informed that
the uisturbance was caused by a false
alarm. The brigh scarlet waistcoat of a
worthy ciiizen of Fochabers, the father
of the late Rev. G. Mathieson, had been
mistaken for the British uniform, The

proceeded with,

The temporary vacancy of several
neighborivg missions now added con
siderably to the lubors of Mr. Hay.
He, in consequence, requested F. Alex,
Menzies, who succeeded Mr, Geddes in
the Cabrach, to take the station at
Achanachy, near Keith, off his hands,
F. Menzies replied : “1 am very sensible
how fatiguing it must be for you to serve
both the Euvzie, Grange and Achsanachy;
and you judged well that I would incline
to see my friends at Achanachy as often
as I can,” (March 80ib, 1764 )

An occasion now oceurred on which
the wonderful ability of Mr. Hay for
missionary outy was recognized. The
Scotch Bishops were about to recover
their college at Douai, in consequence of
the expulsion of the Jesuits from France;
and it was in contemplation to appoint
Mr, Hay to the charge of this Institu.
tion. Rev, @. J, Gordon, one of the
senior missionary priests, opposed this
proposal, He speaks of Mr, Hay in the
tollowing eulogistic terms: “I have
very seriously and atlentively
considered the proposals about a Master
for the House of Douai if it is obtained,
As to Mr. Hay 1 think him much better
titted tor being more useful as a laborer
at home, by his clever, active spirit and
great qualifications for doing greater
good in the country, than in the narrower
ephere of a shop (college) and a few
prentices (students), Busides the place
now occupied could not be so advan-
tageously filled by any other iaborer
(missionary priest) we have at present,
Moreover, it is of no small consequence
to have 80 near the Duke of Gordon’s
door (whose inclinations towards us are
yet much in the dark), a person that is
much loved and esteemed by every one
and has gained kindly many friends
among the better sort, who may be of
use to protect him if any danger was
threatened, I fine, which with me ia
of great weight, he is, in my opinion, the
only fitiest person, amony all the mis.
Biouary priesis, to be mede a coadjutor
in due nime, beivg neitner too young, nor
100 ald, aud having abundance of quali.
lications, both natural snd scquired,
with much zeal and a great fund ot piety,

idea of his appointment was, therefore,

In Lent, 1765, Mr, Hay sent a report
of the state ot his mission to Propsganda,
through Bishop S8mith. The number of
his communicants was 959, probably in.
cluding those of a neighboring mission
which he had to attend to at the time,
Within the preceding five years, twenty.
nine new communicants had been re
ceived into the Church, or were ic course
of preparation

Bishop MacDonald’s report had awak-
ened the Cardinal to a sense of the want
of clergy in Scotland, . Cardinal Catelli,
who succeeded Spinelli in Propaganda,
felt more particularly this want; and the
Cardinals of Propaganda held a meeting,
on this important subject, with the Pro
tector, Aibani, and Cardinal York, who
was now Bishop of Trascati, Time only,
through the agency of well.direated
seminaries, could provide the much.
desired remedy.,

There were many reasons for deeiring
8 greater number of priests, and the
want of them was more felt in the Low
land than in the Highlard district. In
the Lowlands there were several noble
families, each of whom required a mis-
sionary priest to themseives such as
Traquair, Drummond snd Stobholl, Ia
towns where the spirit of persecution
still existed, sometimes more, sometimes
lees active, like & smouldering tire which
rises or falls with the changeful gale, &
greater number of priests were neces.
sary for supplying the spiritual wants of
their flocks, because they were obliged to
live very privately, almost in total con-
cealment. In the Lowlande, aleo,
although the number of Catholics was
less than in the Highlands, they were
more scattered and mixed among Pro.
testants, with whom they were neces
sarily in relation, aud, corsequently, in
greater danger of perversion than their
brethren in the Highlands ; and hence
the greater need of pastoral superintend
ence, Itwas manitest al:o, from experi
ence, that wherever a priest was sup-
ported, religion prospered, and its decline
followed as soon as he was 1emoved
There were several par's of the country
Where the “Reformation” was not deeply
rooted, in which the setiloment of &
learned and zealous priest might be
attended with much good, Such argu
ments and etatements were laid before
the Cardivais through tue bishops, and
inclined them wore and more to give all
the assistance ia their power,

Meenwhile Mr. Hay incisted much on
A 8trict investigation and accoun: of the
funds of the mission, recommending
strongly an endeavor to obigin further
ascistance, The Bishops, at the same
time, were preparing s powerful appesl
te Propaganda and collesting details and
opivions from all the more isfluential
priests in order to support their claim
for more aid, in both men and money,
Mr. Hay wrote, once more, to Bishop
Smiih, discussing the whole subj
earnestly advocauing & frank disc
of all the reevurces of the mission fund,
guch as they were, Bishop Smith, in a
notice of Mr. Hay’s letter, which he
communicawed to Mr, G J Gordon, April
20th, 1765, says: “Ha generslly wiites
very juaiciously, Bui,sometime s, pushes
things too far,”

Not only was there, as wa have just
seen, a spirit of persacution in the towae
of the Lowlands ; this amiabla quslity
appeared anew in the Highlands, It
broke out with renewed vigor in the re.
moter parts of the western Highlande,
Tae Factor on the forfeited estates, while
collecting the rents at the end of the
year 1764, gave notice at the iuvestiga
tion of some of the moro violent minis-
ters, to all the tenants, that unloss thay
began immediately to attend public
worship in the parish church, they
must all leave their farme &t the next
term. This was a trial of their fidelity
to their religion of no ordinary severity,
Oa the one hand, ruin and starvation
were imminent if they refused to comply,
their farms being their only source of
subsistence ; whilst on the other, they
hud lately enjoyed but few opportuni.
ties of instruction and encouragement
in the practice of their religious duties,
owing to the scarcity of missionary
priests, Notwithstanding all this, thege
good people, in the hour of trial, were rot
wanting in that epirit of Christian forti
tude, which auimates to martyrdom
They declared to a man that they would
never reuounce their religion, Govern
ment, it appears, had not eanctiored
such extreme messures, for, when the
case wasrepresented 1o them,they caused
matters to be accommodated without
disudvantage to the injured Catholics,
It was still necessary, however, for the
Catholics to observe the greatest cavtion
and prudence, This is further shown by
a4 communication of Bishop Hugh Mac.
Donald to the Scotch agent st Rome,
He gives a ful! description of the neces-
sities of his mission and of the impossi-
bility of opening a seminary, Tais was
due, partly to the positive want of any
one to preeide over it, and partly to the
strict watch over every movement of his
by a number of the ministers who, being
without congregations,had nothing better
to do than to act as spies on their (atho-
lic neighbors, and by their wicked con-
trivances, bring them into trouble,
“Tnough the present movement,” says
the Bishop, “be visible in that respect, yet
under agents, instigated by our ene
mies, even execute the laws that are in
force against us; for which reason we
must act witely and step by step for fear
of raising a new storm.”

The Bishop, nevertheless, was deter.
mined, as s00oa as there was any poesi
bility of doing 8o, to establish a semin-
ary, In the meantime, he sent his
“Prentices” to a distance, under the care
and direction of Mr. Gtodsman and Mr.
Hay, in the Kozie, He had applied to
bhe latter for a character of the two boys
supporied by Oardinal Spinell’s legacy,
which had been preseuted to the Pro-
tecior with the Bishop's attestation, It
shows botn the poverty eof the m'ssion
and the valne of money at the time, tuat
Bishop MacDanald gave it, s his opinion,
that w misglonary could uot have lesa for
a decent meintenance than £20 i the
year, He looked forward, hopefully, to

A LEARNED FRENCH PRELATE WHO PUB

HAD GIVEN.

From the Rsalities of Parls Life.

We bave a very striking instance of the
vocation to a religlous life which is some.
tmes found in a soldier, and 88 many of
our reade:s must be acqualnted with the
particulars, we will give them the story
of the dragoon who became a bishop :

Oae of the venerable prelstes, not long
slnce of the hierarchy of France, was in
his youth an cfficer of dragoons ; he was
one of those who looked with a con-
temptuous eye on those professing any
sort of belief, and consldered religion in-
tended for women aud children,

One day, pacelog with his regiment
through the town of Chalons, and struck
by the architecture of the cathedral he
wandered into it, to gaze at its beautles
aud to admire them as he might those of
avy other monument, It was a Sunday,
aud Maes wes golng on. He neglected to
take holy water, omitted bowing to the
tabernacle, and, although he saw before
bim a dense crowd of faithful, reverently
worshipping, it never occurred to him to
lmitate them ; certain it s that had any
breach of military discipline taken place fu
kis presence, at ail comparable to his eccle-
elastical shortcomings of which he him-
telf was guilty on this occaslon, he
would have visited the offerce with
becoming severity ; but as if uncon-
fclous of the presence of the God of
Battles, and forgetting that he was
within the camp of the General of Gen.
erals, he thought of nothing but his own
sufficiency, and marched down the siales
with a lofty carriage aud a non chalant alr,
ralsiog his head, curling his mustache,
and, in fact. behaving as if on parade. He
waa ratber flattered than otherwise, when
he saw the heads of the worshippers at
tracted towards him ¢s he passed, for the
rattling of his spurs and the clashing of
bis eword azainst the fligs were loud
enough to startle the assembly, and to
divert the attention of even those most
ab:orbed,

If the ‘Sulseee” —generally 80 severe in
the exerciee of bis autbority—allowed the
matter to pass, it must have been either
from fear of the ficrce looks and hostile
arms of the man of war, or of the yet
greater scandal of a diecussion; be that
as it may, the cflicor walked two or three
time: around the sacred edifice, and
retired as he had entered, 1 ¢, without
auy of those pious slgns which distin.
guiched & Caristian from a heathea,

Some years after this, the heart of thils
officer—touched by divine grsce, and
brought back to G.d In the way usually
ctlicactous with the sons of men—by the
vieitation of afilietion—was softesed, and
he became a Chiistian, Thelove he then
bore to God was fcrvent and upquench.
able; he felt within him the tokens of a
nobler vocation even than that of arms
To the astonishment of all his comr vdes,
he determined to forsake the dazzling
career now 8o falrly opened before him
and entered a eeminary. ‘I'he studies
complested, he became a priest, and conse-
crated himself with a'l the zeal of an
ardent charity, to the duties of hls minis
try.

After many years had pasied away, and
his virtues no lees than his knowledge
were become the theme of admiration—
though in bis eimplicity, he knew not—
he was raleed to the eplscopate, and slogu
lar to relate, the cathedral which now
became his was the very one under the
venerable roof of which he had permitted
himeelf his cavaller promerade, and the
profine display of the contempt he then
felt for sacred things,

He resolved to make honorable amends
for the scandal he bad given; and however
humiliating, he determined that the re
peration should be as public as the offence,

Oa the firet occasion to which the von.
erable prelate officlated solemunly in his
cathedral, he ascended the pulplt, and
with a voice trembling with emotion, he
thus spoke to the large multitude who
were crowding to hear him in that vast
nave ;—

“It is now many years since—desr
brethren in Jesus—and some of you may
perbaps remember the ci.cumstance—
that, in this church, filled with the majesty
of the livig God, in this holy Temple,
duing one of the most august ceremonies
of onr faith, at the moment when every
souvd was hushed, and every forehead
was bowed low before the supr:ma glory
of the Most High, & soldier—an officer—
entered. Without respect of the sanctuary
or for the Holy of Halies beaming from
the altar, this wrctched man scandalized
tha devou* ass:mbly by his haughty bear-
ing, his icsolent attitude, and his noisy
step. The mercies of the Lord are Infinite ;
this proud youug officer was afterwarde
humbled and brought low by affliction
and suffering, and God, who might have
cut him off in the midst of hls folly and
hia absurdity, not only spared him, but
filled his heart with the preclous graces
which have brought him bick as the
prodigal son, and reconciled him to his
loving and forgiving Father. The ecales
suddenly fell from the eyes of the second
Saul ; from being a persecutor, he was
ralsed to be an apostle, and from the
priesthond he has been called to the hon.
orahle and respousible office of bishop.

“Now, dear brethren,” coutinued the
good bishop, on whose words the people
hung with esger anticipation, “that officer
of dvagoons was no other than your
bishop, who, unworthy as he s, now ad-
dresses you, and is speaking to you for
the first time from the pulpit. I have con-
sldered it my duty to repair, as much as
in me lies, the ecandal I then gave,
and to a'k before you all, first the for-
glveness of God, and then yours, my
dealy heloved brethren ; and [ pray G .d
that henceforth I may, by the help of Hig
grace, never give you other than examples
of edification.”

The astonishment and emotion of the
assembled crowd 1y be imagined, and
perhaps no serinon that ever was preached
sank so deeply into the hearta of the
hearers aa this touching end s!mple evi:
dence of humility aud repentanca on the
art of A man bscome 8o moted for his
oliness of life, that all his antecedents

had been forgotten.
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NOT S0 CONFIDENT,

A great change has come over the Tory
press slnce the euit of Mr, Parnell vs the
".inen was entered in the court at Edin.
burgh, Before this was done, they were
very poeitive of the authenticity of the

letters which were supposed to implicate
Mr. Parnell in the Preaix Park murders,
and be was held up as the ohject of pub-
lic indignation and the accomplice of
murderers. Now these journals, though
they are as bitter as ever againet Mr, Par-
rell, try to make it appear that the truth
or falkity of the fraudulent letters is a
matter of no conscquence whatsoever, The
truth Is, it is virtually conceded now that
the letter are forgerles from begiuning to
end, and theee journals wish to draw pub.
lic attention from the fact, This is well
{lluetrated by the difference in tone of the
Dublin Dasly Express at the two pericde,
Here 1s what the Expres said before Mr,
Parnell’s sult wae entered :

“Me. Parnell has kept bis head cool to
all appearance, but now it seems, under
the sense of humiliation snd rerentment
of the terribie years of 1881 and 1852, the
bonorable gentlemsn committed the fatal
little Indlecretion—first of writing the letters
and then of making deadly euemies of
men who vowed they would never forget
or forgive, whatever the consequence, I
observe that some of the Gladstonlans and
their organsin ihe press are regaling them-
relves with abuse of the conductors of the
Times and assuming that the letters are
forgerles. 'These gentlemen will have a
rude awakening. . , . Is It conceivable that
the Times pnblished the letters without
tracing, 80 to speak, thelr whole pedigree
from band to hand, from the hand of Mr
Byrve to the havd which delivered the
fatal documents to their precent possessors
in Printing Houee Square?, ., . But
apart from all this, the cvidence as to the
letters is overuhelming,” — Londor Correspond-
ence, July 30(h,

This decided view of the case was con-
stently taken also in the editorial columrs
of the esme journal, which, In its issue of
August 2ad, concluded a leng by article
with the worde, “Ipvocent men do not
pleed in bar of the jurisdiction of tte
court,”

The 1 w1ns of the Fupiess become (uite
lugubriovs after the passing of the
Forgeriee Bill, and the entry of Mr. Par-
nell's euit for libel, as will be seen from
the following, taken from the same journal
of 13 h Auvgust :

“It may be that the member for C,rk
Jancies that he will put a spoke In the
Commisslon by bis appesl on a part of
the indictment lald sgainst him to a
Scottish court, If this be so, he will, we
apprehend, be dieappointed, Parliament,
haviog put its hand 1o eolemn manmer to
the business, caunot go back ; and im.

The confidence that the letters will be
proved authentic by overwhelming evid-
ence, ¢vaporated very suddenly, That
Which the Fupress calls now *‘part of the
Indictment,” wag, in the beginning, tte
whole indictment, It 18 the Government
which changed its base by making the
objeet of Inquiry to be the conduct of
every member of the Natlonal Lesgue, in
fact of every Irishmen, in Great Britian
aud Amwerica, leaving the accusatious
sgainst Mr. Parnell altcgether in the
background. This changa of tactics wes
certalnly not adopted untll they fourd
their poeition in the matter entirely inde.
fenstble ; but Mr. Parnell would have
been very eimpleif, to use the words of tte
Fipress, he had allowed the hostile Govern-
ment “to trifle with kim and to dictate its
own terms.” He was powerless, in Par-
Hlament, to keep the Government to the
real lssue, for bad they mot a eervile
majority at thelr back? But the case
which s brought up for adjudication in
the Scotch Court Is the issue to which
public attention was cailed from the firat,
and as the Government ehirked this, Mr,
Parnell did wieely to bring this lssue to
the tribunal before the shuflling of tte
Government could bar him frem it. The
evident repugnance of the Times and its
bickers to this eotch suitis eastly under-
¢:00d by ordinarily intelligent obsersers,
It ariees from the fact that they feel that
br, Parnell’s case is now in the hands of
a court which will deal with it on its own
m :rits, and which wiil do justice without
¢ mplicating the cate by mixlng with it
t1e affsirs of O'Donovin Ris:m, or other
outslders with whom Mr, Parcell hes no
gonnection whatsoever,

4 DESPERATE STRUGGLE,

A most desperate fight “for bearth and
home"” took place at Coolroe, in the
County of Wexford, on the 23:d ult, A
tenant named Thomas Scmers was to be
evicted from the estate of Mr, Colclough,
of Tintern Abbey. Mr, Colelough was
represented by his middleman, Mr, Byrne,
who was accompanied by & force ‘of 200
police and a large body of Emergencymen,
bearing with them the battering-ram,
which 1s now the principal engine of
assault at Irish evictions, Efforts were
made by the tenant to «ffoct a eettlement,
but the middleman would listen to no
terms, The tenant must go out, Several
clergymen assleted in the endeavor to
reach & settlement, but without success.

Somers’ house was fortified in really
formidable style, A large breastwork
bad been erected twenty feet in belght,
trees were placed In the best positions,
trenches were dug to aid In the work of

defence, and other obatacles were placed
in the way of the attacking party, When
the battering-ram was brought into play,
the besleged rendered it powerless by
means of grapplivg-hooks, and sfter a
long struggle the Emergencymen Rave up.
Forty policemen were then ordered to
charge, and fixed bayonets were used in
the aesault, but many of them were badly
hurt and they were deiven back covered
with tar end mud,

At this crisis & number of clergymen,
who witnessed the proceedings, together
with Messrs, J, and W, Redmond, mem
bers of Parllament, and scme other pro-
minent men, advlsed the besleged party to
Rive up the contest, to avert bloodshed.
They yielded to this advice, and were hand-
cuffed and eent to prison, bail belng re.
fused.

The defenders of the home were twelve
in number, includieg some relatives and
friends of the evicted temant. Theeo
twelve men four times repulsed the attack
of the police, armed as they were, at first
with batone, and in the last attack with
fixed bayonets,

The resiztance now so fre quently made
to the evictors of course slways ends in
the triumph of might; but this good re-
sults from it that evictions cannot be
carried on to the same extent when resist-
ance s cflered such as this at Coolroe. 1If
everything went smoocthly for the evictors,
it 1s frightful to contemplate the horrible
consequences which would be the result
of landlord t5ranay; but as matters g0,
large as the police force Is, one or two
hundred policemen cannot be epared by
the Government every day to every in.
tending exterminator. Hence such resist.
ance as was offered at Coolroe, under the
eviction-made-easy process of the law as
it stands at present, gives s0 much time
gained by the hundreds of nelghbors who
are to be evicted when thelr turn comes $
whereas, if there were no reslstance the
evictions would take place with a rapidity

which would depopulate the country in an |

incredibly short time. The twelve men
who defended the home of Thomas Somers
deserve honor for the berole stand they
made for the cause of tenant right In Ije.

when he bas not been sentenced to death.

THE INQUEST ON DR. RIDLEY,

It is now certain that the jury which
oat at the Coroner’s inquest at Fermoy on
Dr. Ridley’s suiclde was literally packed
by the police so as to secure verdict
exonerating the Government, or at least
#0 that there might be no verdist at all
owlog to dissgreement, It is only a short
time since the verdict was glven in the
case of John Mandeville, This verdict
fixed the cause of his death on the prison
officlals who ivflicted on him such punish.
ment while he was 11l as must avd did
terminate in bis death. Mr, Balfour is
the chief prison ofticial. He ls the chief
of the Prisons’ Board, and it was proved
to demonstration that he directed the
physiclans as to the character of the
reports they should glve as to the fitness
of the prisoners to endure punichment,
The verdict of the jury, therefore, clearly
inculpates him as the primary cause of
Me, Mandeville’s death ; and Mr, Blunt’s
revelations ehow that he was deliberately
85, Icdeed Mr. Balfour's own declaration
in Parliament, that he is responsible for
the treatment of the Irish political prison
ers, would of tself suffice to convict him
before the bar of public opinion, if there
were no other evidence in the case ; yet
other evidence there s, sufficlent for his
coudemnation, hed he repudiated the
respousibility with a thousand tongues,
The justice of the verdict fs, therefore,
clesr and evident, Yet, with all the love
of law aud order which Mr. Balfour aud
bie Government profese, there is no move
to bring to justice the men who stand
before the pubiic charged with the wilfal
murder of John Mandeville,

Mze. Balfour had the effcontery to say
in Parliament that the verdlct was not
justified by the evidence ! Yet only the
other day at a pienic given by the Prim-
rose Lesgue he declared his great admira.
tion of the principles of trial by jary. Itis
to be supposed that his admiration is con.
fined to trial by jury In Evgland. For
the application of this principle In Ireland
he bas no respect. In fact ho bas almost
entirely abolished trial by jary in Ireland.
There is no jury in the cases which come
under the Coercion Act. Such cases are
tried by maglstrates who are removable at
wili; and of course such magistrates
declde, not according to the evidence, but
according to what will be most agreeable
to the masters who exerclse such power
over them, We have, indeed, Baron
Dowe's deliberate judgment that if there
1s one of these learned judges able to ful-
fill the elmplest part of his duty, “he
ought to be sent to the British Museum”
as a curiosity. Such is law and justice in
Ireland.

But Coroners’ juries still exist for some
purpose; and as it {s rather ap
awkward thing for the Caief Executive
officer of the land to have a serfes
of wverdicts all firding  him guiltyy
practically, of wilfnlmurder,, Mc, Balfour
and bls subordinates left no stone un.
turned, no means neglected, to secure a
favorable verdict at the inquest on Dr,
Ridley,

Fermoy 1s almost exclusively Catholic ;
80 much so that a jury of thirteen men,
selected in any way bordering on fair
dealing, would to a certainty, be composed
almost entirely of Catholics and these
would be Natlonallsts too, All the peo-
ple of respectability there are not only
Natlonalists, but members of the Natlonal
League, Yet, with the Powers possesscd
by Government, jury-packing fs quite
poesible, and it was by this means that
the Irish Executive €Xpected to evade a
reiteration of the verdict which was re.
corded by Mr. Mandeville's jary. Dablin
Castle has an unlimi ted power of select.
tlon, and here wes the composition of the
jary it succeeded in getting, with the ald
of the police : four jarors were Protest.
ant Coneervatives ; two were Catholie
Anti-Nationalists ; two were Catholic Na-
tionaliste, and the other five were of
political opinione “anknown,” Thle,
however, was known, that they were not
members of the N atlonaljLeague, This,
of course, would indicste that they were
Anti-Nattonalists too, and as there were
two Nationaliets on the jurg, it would
appear that these were selected because

there were no more Antl-Nationalists to
be fished out of the whole town,

With a jary so constitated the clever
officlale bad certainly resson to €xpect
that the verdict, would not be adverve to
them; for 1t {s well-known that party
feellng is now runniog very high, Yet,
with all the packing, the verdict rendered
wae vnsvimous, It was as follows :

“That Dr, James Ridley died on the
20.b July, 1588, at Fermoy, from wounds
fuflicted by his own hand with & razor on
the ssme day, whilst laboring under tem-
porary ln-mh{ produced by the sppre-
bension of disclosures at the Mitchellstown
inquest, and that he was compelied to act
In bis ofticial capacity in contravention of
bis own humsve and considerate views.
We beg to add our expressions of deep
eympathy with Mrcs. Ridley and Mrs,
Mandeville in their sfiliction. We con.
demn the reckless and unfounded charges
made by Dr. Barr against the medical
men and poor Mr, Mandeville. We are
of opinion that the charges made against
Dr. Moorhead are absolutely unfourded,
and thet his reports and vi:itsthad a bene.
ficial effzct.

This verdict is as ecathing & condempa-
tlon of the Irlsh Executive as that ren.
dered at Mr. Mindeville’s inquest, and
from the complexion of the jury which
rendered it, 1t is evident that It was drawn
from them by the foice of truth, not
by prejudice against the Government }
and be it remembered, this verdict was
unanimous. The j wrors would bave per-
jured themselves if they had come to any
other conclusion.

Mr, Wm, O'Brien stated in his speech
at Barrow that there were tbree Nation.
slists on the jury. It makes no serlous
difference whether there were three, or
two. At all events the supporters of the
Government were in a large masjority,
secured by the shameless method of jary-
packing which the law renders possible,
only in Ireland,

Of course the Government will not
proeecute, or aliow to be prosecuted, the
parties who have been found gullty, vir.
tually, of wilful murder, They will shield
the murderers, they will affect to desplee
the verdict of the coromer’s juy. Me.
Balfour bas already done this, just as he
did after the police were found guilty of
the Mitchellstown massacre twelve months
ago, and jast as the prison officlals were
lnculpated by the Mitchellstown jury at
Me. Mandeville's inquest, but there the
matter ended. But will the people of
Englaud endoree the Government’s con-
duct? Up to the present time Irlshmen
could never get justice from any Eoglish
Government, and the same s to be ex-
pected jast now; though there fs every
reason to belleve that the day has dawned
when all this will be changed ; and what
has occurred In these cases ought to be a
suflizlent reason for falr-minded Eaglish
men to join the followersof Mr, Gladstone
in demanding justice, Home Rule and
redress of grievances for the Sister Nation,

The Conservative press have bitterly
attacked Ms. Gladstone within the last few
days because he lately compared the treat.
ment which Ireland has received from
England, to the merciful mauner in which
Russia has governed Poland. A vase which
was presented to the Grand Old Man by
the Burelem Liberal Assoclation repreeents
Ireland dejacted with bowed head, and
Poland with mouraful look and bair un-
bound, Mr. Gladstone said : “The artist
very naturally cought to find a parallel in
the whole breadth of Earope to the Eag
lish treatment of Ireland, and in order to
find such a parallel he had to travel all the
way to Si, Petersburg, from a free coun-
try, from a country in which I think there
are no less than six milllon voters. He
had to travel to a land where the absolute
will of the Sovereign is the mainspring of
goveroment, He did not find in Italy,
he could not find'in Frauce, he could not
find in Spain, he could not find in Ger
many or in Austra—Iin none of those
countries could he find & parallel to the
case of Ireland, He had to go to Russia—
aye, gentlemen, I must tell you this: I am
not eure that he found a perfect par-
allel even there.” “The sufferlugs of
Poland,” he explained, “are, as the Rut.
sians say, chicfly confined to the upper
clasees, and the bulk of the people are
happy. Besldcs the Pules fought with
the Russlans, and fought desperately, and
even threatened Russia herself with
destruction. The Ruseians had this exe
cuse ; but that s not the case with Eog.
land and Ireland. Ireland was never
hostlle to you, Ireland did not invade
you. You invaded Ireland. Besides,
Russia’s oppression of Polard is a modern
thing ; but yours of Ireland is a story of
seven hundred years.”

The transactions of the past year alone,
from the Mltchellstown massacre to John
Mandeville’s being done to death, area
sufficient justification for Mr. Gladstone’s
{ndiguant yet mournful words.

A SLANDER REBUTTED,

Dorchester’s “Christianity in the Unlited
States” has given currency to an old slan.
der against the Catholic Church, by stating
that the Most Reverend Archblskop Ryan
advocated the persecution of heretics as
soon as Catholles will be numerous
enough in the country to do
thls,. Many American juurnals bave
circulated this slander in their columns,
and a reporter of the Philade'phia Press

Nothings made It sppear that the J udge
advocated the pereecution of Protestants,
Itis s common thing with bigots to thuse
misrepresent the saylogs of eminent
Catholics, and when once the misrepre-
sentation is made publle, it is quoted over
and over agaln by auti-Oatholic orators
and writers as If it were mever refuted,
but it {s  lie all the same, A similar
falee quotation, made in the arcticle from
“Mgr.” Bouland's pea, which appearcd
lately fu the Forum, has had a similar bistory
with this ome attributed to Archblshop
Rysn, Mgr. Boulatd undoubtedly
picked up from some lying polemist’s
newspaper article a quotation which made
Lafayette say that the only danger which
threatened the welfare of the new and
free nation which American independence
established, would arise from the (Roman)
Catholic clergy when they would attain
power and icfluence, Lafayette sald in
reality that, if any davger of this kind
was to be apprehended, it would not come
from the Catholic clergy.

1arly insfets on the importance of practic.
ing this devotion, Ia bis fiest Encyclical
on the Rosary he polints out the object
with which the illustrious 8t, Domtuic in
etituted this devotion, There csanot be
conceived 8 more sure method of apply-
ing & remedy to the evils of this age,
than “meditation on the mysteries of that
salvation which Jesus Curist won for us,
and recourse to that Virgin to whom 1s
glven power over all heresics as man’s in.
tercessor to God.”

Want of fsith is the great and crying
evil of the nineteenth century, which has
been called the age of skepticlam, It {s this
evil which bas armed so great s portion of
mankind to wage war sgainst (i.d,
sod God’s Church on earth, It {s because
Faith has grown weak 8mong men that
princes and potentates Lave ignored God
in their legislation, and have maintained,
both in theory and practice, the monetrous
doctrine that God does not control, and
bas no right to control, the political {ssues
of the day. Asa consequence of this, all
thought of submitting to the laws of God
snd morality bas been eet aslde, and rulers,
for the most part, imagine that, not being
subject to moral law, they have only to
seek their own aggraudizement or that of
their State. Thus, even the sacred patri-
mony cof 8t. Peter d!d not escape the
cupldity of & robber king, and Victor Emn-
manual, even on his death bed, appeared
to think that he was not amenable to the
law of God for his rapacious political
course,

The Holy Father, with a wisdom im.
parted from on bigh, from Him who fs the
Glver of all that is good aud perfect,
polnts out the remedy for this want of
faith. The remedy is prayer, fervent and
persevering, and among the forms of
prayer which are acceptable to Gud, none
is more effizaclous than the Roeary, as is
evident frcm its nature. The Rosary
consists of an earnest prayer to God,
and, notwithstanding the supercilicus
contempt with  which prayer is
regarded by open and disgulsed infidels,
there is still faith on earth, among Catho.
lics, at least, in the ¢ fli :acy of prayer. Thne
petitions of the Rosary are accompanied
by meditations on the fifteen principal
events in the life of our Saviour, which
have relation to the work of man’s
Redemption, such as the Annunciation by
the Angel Gabriel to the Blessed Virgin,
that of her the Saviour of mankind sh suld
be born, the birth of our Lord, His suffer-
Ings and death, His triumphant and
glorfous Resurrection and Ascenslon into
heaven, with other mysteries intimately
connected with our Saviour. Tke num-
ber of these mysteries s fifteen., The
firat five are called Joyful mysteries, which
relate to the early part of our Lord’s life
on earth. The next five are the Sorrow-
ful mysterles, b¢caunse they relate to His
eufferings apd death, the last five, relating
to our Lord’s triumph over death snd sin,
beginning with His Resurrection from the

the Holy Father, was the result of the
Blessed Virgin'a patronage, epecially ex.

made by the Church, especially to obtain
the Intercession ot the Bleswcd Virgin,
Her intercession is urdoubtedly powerful
beyond that of any other ealnt in heaven
or on earth ; and we are assured that the
continugl prayer of the just avalleth
much with God. The other prayers which
help to form the Rosary are alao of special
excellence, the Apostle’s Creed, and the
Doxology.

The practice of the Catholic world in
reclting the Rosary shows that the recom-
m>udations of the Holy Father are unie
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veraslly apprecisted, and as we are told
that where even two or three are gathered
together in the nsme of Christ, He i
Himself in their midst, we bave every
reason for confidence that the Roeary,
recited with specinl fervor during the
month of Ostober, by hundreds of willlons
of Catbolice, wiil be lrresistible, accending
to the throne of grace and mercy,

precarious for us to regard it as & decisive
expression of the centiments of the Pro-
vince.

Sizce the 30th of June the daily average
of evictions has incieased. The law gives
every fecility for making evictlon an easy
process, It 1s nuly the stubborn resistance
of many tensnts which prevents tbe
average vumber from increacirg still
wore rapidly,

THE LAST STATE PRIKST.

The last of the State priests in Germany
is Ignez Talaczynekl, in the dlocese of
Breslan, The State priesta were those of
the clergy who, at the time when the
State made war upon the Church, took
pay from tbe Government, and,renouncing
their obedience to the Church, sided with
the State, Ignsz Talaczynsk! has been a
State priest for eleven years, but the
people refused to have anything to co
with bim, buiit a small church of their
own, and oblalucd a faithful priest to
admivister to their epiritual wants, while
some walked ¢ix or seven miles to the
ueighboring parleh, when they could not
fiad rocm In tbeir own temporary church,
Now the Governor of Silesia has been
directed to bricg about the remaval of the
State priest, who waute £300 annually,
aud a bonus of £900 to withdraw.

incressed by the abolition of an Irish
Parlisment, whereby the country was
aleo depleted of resident proprietors, and
the fruits of the people’s hard labor was
spent outside of the country, In justice
and equity, the Irish people, as a whole,
never lost the proprietorship of the land,
But even the lJaws have recognized in the
tenant a secondary proprietorship,
founded upon the improvements made on
the land by their toil. Hence it was
still'more the duty of the Government to
protect the tenantry in these their
natural rights,
Illinois lately gave an cxample which
might be followed with advantage by the
British Government, Landlord Scully,
who in Ireland was a merciless rackrenter,
established in Illinols and Texas a system
of getting his wild land cultivated, and by
binding the tenants to balf-yearly pay.
ments in advance, succeeded in multiply-
log evictions ms soon as the lands were
improved, and o leaving the tenarts with-
out rccompense for thelr labor, The con-
tracts were exactly eimilar to those which
grind down the tenantry of Ireland, and
which have many times driven them into
rebellion. But the Illinois Government,
unlike that of Westminster, would not
permit this eystem to be carried on with
impunity, Having at heart the welfare of
the tenantry, measures were passed lately
by the Legislature compelling extensive
alien laudowners to dispose of thelr estates
within a given time, under penalty of
forfeiture. Landlord Scally, or Lord
Scully, as it became the fashion to call
bim, {s now doing kis be:t to sell his
estates, and thus in a year or two the
whole rackrenting system will be broken
up. Scully has also estates in Kansas
and Nebraska, but the evil had not
reached the same magnitude to which
it bad risen in Illinois and Texas; how-
ever, Texas, Nebraska and Kansas are
expected soon to follow the example
of Illinois, If England had entertained
a similar paternal regard tor the nation.
ality which she has ruled with an iron
rod, millions of Irisbmen would be now
prosperous at home, contented with
their rulers, instead of being cast adrift
on foreign shores, inoculating into the
countries which received them the
same hatred to the British Government
which they themselves naturally enter
tain,

Thus
we learn that the rule of anniversary
masas for deceased relatives and friends,
which is rellgiously observed by us, was
ob'igatory in the age immediate) follow
ing that of the Apostles, as Tertu{llun, the
eatliest Christlan writer in the Weetern
division of the Cburch, who was born
about fifty years efier the death of St.
Jobn the Evangelist, testifies :—*A wldow
should pray for the soul of her departed
husband, entreating repose for him, and
making ‘oblations’ (Mass cfferings) for
bim on the anniversary day of his death 3
which, if she neglect, it may be truly said
that she has divorced her husband’ (De
monog, cap, 10). Half a century later,
St. Cyprian, the learned Bishop of Carth-
age, and glorlous martyr of the falth, writes
that a certain law of diccipline had bsen
prudently enacted by previous Bishops,
for vioation of which the preecribed pen

alty was, “shat no oblatlon should be made
for him, nor sscrifica cffered for his
repose :” and accordingly, on the death
of a certain person, named Victor,
who had contumaciouely infrivged this
law, he himself “bad ordered that the
nawe of the said Victor should mot be
mentioned at the altar, that no oblation
should be made for his repose, nor the
customary prayers of the Church be
offered in his behulf”’ (Ep, 1) St. Ephrem,
whose sanctity and erudition edified the
Eastern world from the end of the third
to near the close of the fourth century,
and who was the most illustrious of all the
doctors that have adorned the Syriac
Church, bears frequent witness to the
same bellef and practice, but most partic.
ularly in bis last will thus : “My breth-
Ten come to me, and prepare me for my
departure, for my strength 1 wholly gone,
Go along with me in psalms and iy your
prayers; and please constantly to make
‘oblatlons’ for me. When the thirtieth
day ehall be completed, then remem ber
me; for the dead are helped by the offar.
ings of the liviug.”—"If " they (the Maec.
cabees), Wwho celebrated their feasts in
figure only, could by thelr offsrings cleanse
those from guilt who fell in battle, how
much more shall the priests of Christ aid
the dead by their oblations and prayers {”
St. Oyril of Jerusalem, writiog in the
middle of the jourth century,
explaios the passage in the Liturgy
that commemorates the dead :—4Then
we pray for the holy fathers and the
Bishops that are dead, and, inshort, for
all those who have departed this life in
our communion; believing that the souls
of those for whom the prayers are offered,
recelve very great relief while this holy
and tremendous victim lles upon the altar”
(Catechiam v.). Eusebius, Archbishop
of Casares, kuown to the world of letters a8
father of Eccles'astical History, preached
the fuueral oration of the Emperor Con.
stantine the Great, in the year 337, and
in It he relates with what ardor ‘“the peo

ple, together with the ptiests of God,
offered prayers for the Emperor’s eoal ;”

and bow bappily the deceased Emperor’s
most eager wish was satisfiod by his being
buried in the porch of the Church of the
Twelve Aposties, which he had selected
for his resting place, “that he might de
serve Lo €]y the henefit of the mystical
sacrifice, aud the communion of devout
prayers.”  Who more qualified than
Ambro:e, Bishop of Milau, Philgsopher,
Statestuan, D ctor and Saint, to attest
the treditfonal belief ard ussge of the
fourth century I  This he does most
cleatly in his funersl orations on the
emperors Valeutiulan the sccond and
Thecdoring, aud  his  brother Sa.
tyrus. Iu that delivered atthe funeral of
the Emperor Theodosius he tays: “Lately
we deplored together bis deatl; and now,
while Prince Hovorius is present before
our altars, we celebrate the forticth day.
Some observe the third and thirtieth days,
others the seventh and fortieth. Glve, O
Lord, rest to thy servant Theodceius. |
loved bim, therefore will 1 follow him to
the land of the living: I will not leave
bim, tll, by my prayers and lamentations,
be ehall be adwitted to tte holy mountain
of the Lord,” St John Cbrysostem,
Patriarch of Corstantinople, in the fourth
century, explaining the Apostollc tradi-
tons writes— ‘It was not without good
resson ordawned by the apostles that mentlon
should be made of the dead in the tre-
meudous mysterles, because they knew
well that these would recelve great benefit
from it.” (In cap, 1 Phil ) Oone more
testimony out of the countless number
that might be adduced, shall be
that of Si. Auguetine, whose name is the
synonyme of orthodox learning avd zeal
in the cause of divine truth, In his
Enchiridion, or Manual of Religion, he
wiltes—"Through the prayers aud eacri-
fices of the Caurch and alms deeds, od
deals more mercifully with the departed
than their sins deserve:” and again,
“When we offsr the sacrifice of the altar,
or give alms for the faithful departed, they
are acts of thanksgiving for those who are
perfectly good ; they are propiations for
thote who are not very bad ; and, though
they are no henefit to the very bad, they
are a consolation 1o the living. A most
touching passage fu his Confession : is that
which records bis mother’s dying request
to him, “remembir me at the altur of
God ;" sud this duty he says he performed
“'to obtain the pardon of her sins.”
Testimouies, such as these, abound
more and more &s the ages advance and
nations are added to the domain of the
Courch in the West, Wkho that reads
them in sincerity of 8pirit, and weighs
the character of the witnesses—their
learning, their holiness of life, their
prominent position and responeibility as
Christian A pologists, Historiane, Bishops
and Doctors of the Church, authorized

GOOD RESULTS.

TEMPORAL PUNISHMENT THE FOUNDATION
OF INDULGENCE.
Catholic Review.

One good result of the recent discus-
sion of the subject of indulgences is the
bringing out ot the real teaching of the
Coburch on that subject, and thus en-
lightening the minds of our non Catholic
fellow citizens in regard to a point of
Catholic doctrine upou which the vaguest
and most erroneous notions are gener
ally prevalent,

The great difliculty in the way of our
Protestant friends comprehending the
the full force and significance of the
Oathclic doctrine lies 1a the fact that
they bave lost the idea of what in
Catholic theology is called temporal
punishment as a part of the penalty
due to sin, This was one of the de.
plorable results of the Luthero-Calvinis.
tic view of jusilficstion walch attributed
an exaggerated importance to the mere act
of faith, or trust in Christ, to the dispar
sgement of works, St James in his
eplsile teaches emphatically the neces.
tity of works, and for ~that reason
Luther pronounced the epfstle of
St. James an epistle of straw, The
doctrine of temporal punishment is
founded in common sense. It in-ists that
the true penitent does not go scot fres on
the mere exerciso of an act of faith, but
that he owea reparation, not only to the
violated law of God, but also for the
scandal given to his neighbor ; and hence,
even after the eternal punishment has been
forglven him on account of his sincere
sorrow for his elns, he owes « debt of tem.
poral punishment which must be patd
either in this world or in the middle state
of souls hereafter before admitiance can
be gained to the beatific vision.

Cardinal Gibbons and Sheridan,
From the Philadelphia Times.

The dlecourse of Cardinal Gibbons at
the obsequles of General Sherldan was in
every way a worthy tribute to the memory
of the great soldier. It was pathetic
without befng ornate, as befitted the un-
pretentious character of the brave man at
whose bler it was spoken, It breathed a
splrit of juet appreciation of (ieneral
Sheridan's high qualities as & solifer and
aman. It was full of & eincere patriotism
that was eepecially becoming in a Prince
of the Church spesking over the body of
the first soldier of the republic, It was
singularly touching in its consolations for
the bereaved widow. It s seldom that a
dlscourse so slmple, so direct, so full of
esrrest patriotlsm and deep feellng is
uttered over the grave of one of the
world’s heroes, so tuat 1t may be eald that
the good fortune that attended General
Sheridan in life followed bim to the tomb.
Oardiual Gibbons fn his discourse touched

remarkable dresms, While no more
remarkable thsn hundreds of others
given to the public, I would pot give
them bere except they kad once been
publicly talked about, criticised and
shown to be remarkable, The first
occurred when 1 was eleven years of
age.

hand, in each of our industrial centres
there are large numbers of daily wage
earners who are Catholics, Of the eight
millions of American Catholics all but &
few hundred thovsand are the men and
women who stand over against the rich
a8 the *‘poorer classes,” “the masses of
the people.” But there are fully as
many more who are not of our own
Caurch, and who are not more than one
in ten of the different Protestant
churches, and who are therefore of no
church at all. What religion they have
is natural, or a lingering influence of
some form of Protesiantism previously
held by themselves or their parents.

It follows, therefore, that the solution
of the social problem is in our bands,
Our non Catholic fellow citizens look to

A COUNTRY NEGRO MISSION,

Rev. J. R, Blattery, in Catholic World.

Keswick, a small village in Albemarle
county, Va, bas now a flourishing mis.
sion among its colored inhabitants, As
late as October, 1556, there was no Cath.
olic, white or colored, in the place, save
one—namely, the teacher of the colored
public school, By birth a native of Albe.
marle county and a slave, he had hardly
been conscious of his shackles, for he
was but a child at the time of emancipa.
tion, Like thousands of the young men
of his race, he longed to drink of the
Pierian spring, Like them, also, he had
to endure hardships and practice a self-
denial seldom recognized as within the
power of the negro in order to gratify his
desire. Seekingin Pennsylvania to slake
his thirst for knowledge, our Lord gave
him there to drink of the water which
should become in him a fountsia spring
ing up into eternal life. Returning to
his home, the young Catholic convert
applied for and secured the position of
teacher in the public school, As soon as
he had got his school in good workiog
order, he wrote to me, then living in
Richmond, to come up and preach to the
colored people.

With some misgivings, for the man
was a stranger, I responded to the invi
tation, Onmy arrival at Keswick I was
met by the teacher and one of his pupile,
whose father was to te “mine host "
they soon brought me to my journey’s
end, Standing there on the porch of his
fine house, which is the centre of a farm
of fifty acres, my colored host, & man of
splendid physique, presented in his own
person an argumaent of what the black
race is capable, And it was a cheering
eurprise to learn that in that part of the
Old Domivion were many such colored
farmers, At night I was brought down
to the school-house, little better than an
inclosed wooden shed, about tw, ty feet
by forty, built on a piece of Jand which
was given by mine host to the county
school board. It was packed within and
besieged without by an expectant con-
gregation, for never before bad the word
of God gone out from a priest’s lips in
that place. Witk but three excepiions
the sudience were negroes, 1 began the
services by having them ting the hymn,
“Nearer, My God, to Thee.” ~Afterwards
1 explained the “Sign of the Croes,” the
“Our Father,” “Hail Mary,” and “Creed,”
Then all standing recited the prayers
after me, A sermon of one hour and a
half followed, and nothing thorter would
bave eaticfied them, Thiseimple people
not ouly tolerate, but actually request
sermons which, in the cities of the North,
would be of tolerable length, This was
followed by a second hymn and the re.
pitition of the prayers, The services
closed with the priest’s bleesing, to re.
ceive which all stood up. As a result of
the vieit, a Sunday echool was organized,
embracing young and old, married and
single, the school teacher acting as
catechist,

On my second virit I brought the requi.
eltes for the Holy Mass, which was a most
extraordinary sight to this poor people,
Placing the teacher at the Guspel side of
the improvised altar, I had him read out
in English the ordinary of the Mass, Four
times I turned around and explained the
ceremonies, A most profound impression
was made by the mejestic simplicity of
the great Sacrifice of the New Law, which
was ephanced by the colored teacher re-
celving Communion at the hands of the
white priest. And no congregation could
be more revereut than those simple folk,

But theee vielts of the Catholic priest
soon roused the white Protestants of the
neighborhood, who, up to that time, did
not seem to have so much as recognized,
at least epiritually, the negro’s existence,
Bn Episcopalian clergyman, who lives in
the next village, volunteered to teach the
Sunday school, Of course, the teacher
declincd the offer. True to his Eplscopal
Instinct, the clergyman would then like to
become a echolar, and was denfed admis-
sion. Foiled in this attempt, the whites,
whose leader was an old Episcopalian lady,
vext attacked the teacher, e wassum.-
moned to the county ceat, there to answer
before the echool bosrd grave charges made
against him. The county seat is elght
miles from Keswick; to it the teacher
made several journeys, going to and fro on
foot, all fruiiless, because one or other
member of the board of trustees was
ehaent, and losing besides a day’s pay by
each fruitless wielt, At last he stood
before the assembled board, by whom he
was suepended and the achool-house was
closed, not only upon the school children,
bat also against the priest. It was only
on alighting from the traln at my next
visit that the poor fellow told me of his
troubles. Several of the fiery ones among
the negroes were in favor of breaking
open the achool, but wiser counsels pre:
valled, Through the kindness of a white
getleman living in the next county, they
secured the grist mill of the nelghborhood,
and all hands set to work to fit that build.
ing for purposes of worship, It was only
at nine o’clock at night that the services
were begun, It was a welrd sight, The
few benches we could procure were all

filled, the idle mill-stone seated several
more, the vacant spaces of the flor were
filled with squatters, and upon the rafters,
straddliog them snd holding on in every
fasbion, were scores of others. Turn
where I would, above or below, at one
slde or the other, black faces were visible,
while a fair sprinklivg of whites were seen
around the doors or ecattered among the
blacks, In this mill three adults, the first
fruits of the mission work, were baptizsd,
They bad been admirably nstructed by
the echool teacher; they made the re-
spopsos, prompted by the teacher, in clear,
ringlog tones. The whole rervice was
reverently participated in by all The
band of the clock warned us of the hour
of eleven before the wondering crowd
recelved the priest’s blessing aud departed.
At my next visit four more were baptized,
this time in the psrlor of mine bost, and
on the following day the three first re.
celved into the Church made thelr First
Communion.

To render the work permanent 1t
became necessary to build a echosl house,
which was done last summer. And now
St, Joseph's Colored School, Keswick,
Va., 18 ore of the chief consolations of the
miselonary. A rather singular result of
this good start is the little Catholic boatd.
ing-school that has grown up at Keswick.
Applications to attend the new echool
came from several respectable colored men
at a distauce, so that it became necesssry
to provide a couvenlent place in which to
lodge thers. The teacher, therefore, took
8 houre, the rent of which and the ex
pense of thelr own support are paid for
by bimeelf and the six young men who
occupy it. They follow a simple rule of
life, rleing at half past five o’clock, and
bave fixed times for prayer, study, recita-
tlon, mesls, recreation, and retiring, Save
the teacher and one other, all are unbap.
t'zed. At present there are about fifteen
Catholics at Keswick, and if a priest could
only live there or go there oftener, especl
ally on Sanday, Incalculable good would
foliow,

About eight miles from Keewick is a
place called Uaion Mills, quite an ¢xten.
eive property, consisting ot & mill, cotton-
factory, msany out buildings, with a
magnificent old style Virginia mangion,
which is situated on the crest of a knoll,
at the base of which runs a small river,
which can be seen for miles as it
meanders southward through a besuti
ful country, The family of the present
owner are Catholics, and being very
much interested in the colored people,
invited the writer to open & mission
there, The school teacher of Keswiclk
accompanied me The old cotton fac-
tory, a large three.story brick building,
was put in order for the visit. Tae old
plantation bell, hung in its tower, sum
moned the negroes to the service ; un.
fortunately it was a very dark and cloudy
night, 60 that not more than one hun-
dred negroes were present, The usual
bymn opened the eervices, then followed
the explanation of the “Sign of the
Croes,” the “Our Father,” the “Hail
Mary,” and the “Creed,” Any one
familiar with instructiog children knows
that in teachiug them how 10 bless them-
selves, the readiest way is for the teacher
to use his left band, ~Forgetting this, I
blessed myseif with the right hand, and
the poor people, imitating me too closely,
all blessed themselves with the left
But this little awkward piece of forget.
fulness was soon corrected | The services
were the same ss at Keawick, I was
greatly impressed by the appearance of
one of my hearers, He was a noble
specimen of the negro, Very tall,
straight as an arraw, black as ebony, but,
with regular features, this old colored
man eat bolt upright before me, never
once taking his eyes from my face,
Upon questioning my hostess, who by
ber presence and that of her family
greatly strengthened the negroes’ rever-
ence for the religious exercises, I learned
that this noteworthy negro, whose only
name is “Uncle John,” is universally
looked up to by the negroes, and beloved
by sll, white and black alike. Every-
where in the neighborhood is he known
for his honesty and the purity of his
life, Often he goes off into the woods,
paesing hours there absorbed in prayer
and talking, as he simply saye, to “‘de
great Masea.” He seems to be one of
thoee chosen souls, scattered here and
there upon this earth, who, though separ
ated from the visible body of the Caurch,
yet belong to her soul,

A Sunday school was opened at Uaion

Mills, and was taken in charge by the
three Catholic ladies living there, It,
too, has been very successful. Prepara-
tions are being made to open a Catholic
day school there.
Thousands of such missions and
schools might be started among the
millions of blacks in the South it there
were priests who would brezk the Bread
of Life to those famishing souls, And
these priests will come., The upening
next autumn of our Seminary for the
Colored Missions, in the city of Bslti-
more, will give an opportunity for the
zealous youth of our American Caurch
to enter upon the labors of this harvest,

been felt, That year, however, the want
was supplied by the Right Rev. Dr, Me.
Intyre, Bishop of Charlottetown, who
gave as a bospital, for the ure and benefit
of the city, a large house, which had at one
time been His Lordship’s restdence. This
house the blshop, a:sisted by charitable
Catholics of Oharlottetown, furnished, and
the Grey Nuns of Qaebec were invited to
take it in charge, In the month of Sep-
tember, 1579, Sister St. Thomas, with three
Bisters, arrived to make the foundation,
and shortly after the bospital was thrown
open for the admission of the eick poor,
regardless of creed. None but the Sisters
themselves knew the difficulties with
which they had to contend. Among a
people, eminently conservative In mind
and habit, anything new or un-
usual wes unwelcome. The msjr-
fty of the Protestants suspected
the Bishop of deep a1d dark schemes of
proselytizing, and regarded the nune as his
miolstets of evil; the Catholics of the
poorer class, being accustomed only to
uuns in black gowne, looked with suepicion
upon the Sisters of the grey robe,and mis-
trusted them accordingly.

Then, Bister St. Thomas was not con-
versant with the E:glish language nor
with the ways and thoughts of those who
spoke it. She had often to walk by falth
rather than by sight. Again, the founds-
tion was poor, and its enemies, drawn
together by Orange fanaticlem, were daily
sugmenticg in number. Sill, patience
and the pure love of God did wonders,
sud year by year the hospital became
more and more strongly established, and
recelved greater numbers of the sick and
suffering within {ts walls,

After holding the cffice of superior for
a8 lorg a time as the rule of her order
permitted, Sister St. Thomas took the
second porition in the little community,
the number of which had now ircreaced
to #iX Sisters and three Franciscans. Eyen
here her knowledge of the people and
their requirements caused her to be often
in demand In the different departments
of the institution,

In November, 1585, small-pox of the
most terible type broke out in Charlotte
town; its victims were chiefly among the
extremely poor. There wai at first no
hospital nor means of caring for these
poor creatures, who were daily dying
amid the most awful surroundings = At
laet & building, which had been unused for
years, was taken for the purpose, and
within its damp and mildewed walls the
patients were huddled promizcuously and
tended by nurses of questionable sobriety
and ekill, Pubifc comment waxed loud,
Upon the outbreak of the epldemic Sister
St. Thomas avd two other Sisters had
volunteered thefr services as nurses. This
offer had been rejected by the severely
Protestant Board of Health, but when
deaths occurred with awful frequency and
public comment became clamor, the
Board of Health reconstdered
thelr  answer, and accepted the
noble coffer, To the damp ard diswal
abode of foul disease and squalor the
brave Sisters repaired, Sister St. Thomas
the head and directrees of the little band,
With thelr arrival began the relgn of
order, aud the dreadful scenes which had
been of daily occurrence cessed. How
they toiled ! ~The loathsome cflices they
performed, the relief they gave, none but
those who witnessed their work can tell,
They had everything to do,aud they shrank
from nothing, Slster St. Thomas always
in the front, helping, cheering, encourag-
Ing and soothing, all for the love of
the good God. Not until the new
year did they return to the city
hospital, when it was found that Sister St.
Thomas'lunge, always delicate, had suffered
severely from the damp, chili atmosphere
of the amall-pox hospital, Every care
was taken of her, and in the following
July she was transferred to the Convent
at Polnte Levi But the mischlef was done.
An attack of pleurisy and {uflammation of
the lungs hastened the progrees of the
disease, and on the 28'h November, 1886,
she breathed her last in the mother house
at Quebec, in the fifty-first year of her age
aud twenth-seventk of her religlous lite.
In Charlottetewn she will ever be re.
membered with love and gratitude. May
she rest in peace. AN
