Manhood’s Morning.—A book to young men
between 14 and 28 years of age. By Joseph
Alfred Conwell. Revised edition. Fifteenth

thousand. Vir Publishing Co., Philadelphia and
London (England). Price, $1 net.

This 1s a very powerful book from its stand-
point. The writer has no idea of any baptismal
responsibilities or gifts to put before young men,
and hence he cannot speak to them as St. Paul or
St. John would have done. As regards religion
his ideas are set forth in the following words:
“During this period it i1s the duty of young men
to become Christians. Nearly all who become
useful Christians do so in early lite. A man is
seldom converted after twenty-eight. Not one
ten between thirty and forty. Not one in sixty
between forty and fifty, and not one in 300 be-
tween fifty and sixty.” Is not this a pretty severe
verdict on Protestantism? Further on he lays it
down as a requisite that young men should “join
the Church”; i.e., identify themselves with one of
hundred Protestant denominations.
There are two chapters especially in which the
condition of “American” young men 1is painted
in the gloomiest of colours. These are “Wild Oats
and Other Weeds” and “Paying the Piper.”
When will Protestants who are really sincere in
thinking they are led by the Bible, awake to the
utter failure of the system they have adopted in
place of what the Bible really teaches?

Ottawa.—St. Matthew’s.—A new rectory is to
be purchased by the parish. The decision was
arrived at at a meeting of the véstry of the church
held recently, when the whole question was thor-
oughly threshed out. The cost of the rectory will
be §5,000. The building is situated in a very com-
venient place to the church, 111 Third Avenue,
and contains two and a half lots. The question
oi the purchase of a rectory has been under con-
sidefation for some time, and a vestry meeting
was called last night to make the tinal decision.
Ihe Rev. Walter M. Loucks presided, and the
attendance, though not large, was fairly represen-
tative ot the congregation. An hour was spent in
getting the opinion of those present on the advisa-
bility of incurring extra expense by building a
rectory at ghe present time. The preponderance
ol opimion was in favour of the scheme, but there

were  some  objectors. Their objections were,
howcever, over-ruled by their more optimistic
brethren, and when the motion authorizing the

purchase was

put it carried unanimously. The
chief objection was that the church was not in a
satisfactory enough financial position to incur a
debt on a rectory before the church mortgage had
been wiped out. But it was proved to the satis-
faction of all that the rectory could be built with-
out being a scrious strain on the church finances.

HOMESTEAD

REGULATIONS.

P

Any even numbered section of Dominion Lands in
Manitoba or the North-West Territories, excepti
8 and 26, which has not been nomesteaded, or re.
sérved to provide wood lots for settlers, or for other
purposes, may be homesteaded upon by any person
who is the sole head ot a family, or any male over 1§
years of age, to the extent of one quarter section, of
160 acres, more or less.

ENTRY.

Entry may be made personally at the local land
office for the district in which the land to be taken is
situate, or if the homesteader desires, he may, on
apphcation to the Minister of the Interior, Ottawa,
the Commissioner of Immigration, Winn:peg, or the
local agent for the district in which the land is situate,
receive authority for some one to make entry for him,
A fee of $10.001s charged for a homestead entry.

HOMESTEAD DUTIES.

A settler who has been granted an entry for a
homestead is required by the provisions of the De-
minion l.ands Act and the amendments thereto to
perform the conditions connected therewith, under
one of the following plans —

(1) At least six months’ residence upon end culti
vation of the land in each year during the term of
three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the father is de-
ceased) of any person who is eligible to make a home-
stead entry under the provisions of this Act, resides
upon a farmin the vicinity of the land entered for
by such person as a homestead, the requirements of
this Act as to residence prior to obtaining patent may
te satisfied by such person residing with the father
or mother.

(3) If a settler has obtained a patent for his home-
stead, or a certificate for the issue of such patent,
countersigned in the manner prescribed by this Act
and has obtained entry for a second homestead, the
requirements of this Act as to residence prior to ob-
taining patent may be satisfied by residence upon the
first homestead, if the second homestead is in
vicinity of the first homestead.

(4) If the settler has his permanent residence upon
farming land owned by him in the vicinity of his
homestead, the requirements of this Act as to resi-
dence may be satisfied by residence upen the said
land.

A settler who avails himself of the provisions of
Clauses (2), (3) or (4) must cultivate 30 acres of his
homestead, or substitute 20 head of stock, with builde
ings for their accommodation, and have besides 8
acres substantially fenced.

Every homesteader who fails to comply with the
requirements of the homestead law is liable to have
his entry cancelled, and the land may be again
thrown open for entry.

APPLICATION FOR PATENT.
Should be made at the end of the three years, before
the Local Agent, Sub-Agent, or the Homestead
Inspector.  Before making application for patent,
the settler must give six months’ notice in writing to
the Commissioner of Dominion Lands, at Ottawa
of his intention to do so.

INFORMATION.

Newly arrived immigrants will receive at the Immi’
gration Office in Winnipeg or at any Dominion Lands
Office in Manitoba or the North-West Territories,
information as to the lands that are open for entry,

and from thLe officers in charge, free of expense, ad" &8

vice and assistance in securing land to suit them.
Full infcrmation respecting the land, timber,
and mineral laws, as well as respecting Dominton
Lands in the Railway Belt in British Columbia, may
be obtamed upon apolication to the Secretary of the
Department of the Interior, Ottawa, the Commis
sioner of Immigraticn, Winnipeg, Manitoba, or ¥
any of the Dominion Land Agents in Manitoba %
the North-West Territories.
