I have the honor to submitto Your Excellency, to be placed before the. Legislature,
the accompanying Returns and Statements, numbered from 1 to 18, inclusive, exhibiting'
the condition of tbe Post Office Department for the period of nine months, from the 1st.
October, 1863, to the 30th June, 1864. -

These Returns have been thus made to the 30th June, in order to bring the Post
Office year to correspond with the financial year, as prescribed by the Statute of las
session, for all matters of publie account.

From the 30th June, 1864, therefore, the Post Office year will terminate on the ôOth
June in ,each year, instead of on the 30th September, as heretofore.

The statistics of a period of fine months do not readily compare with the ordinary
annual statements whicl have preceded this report, but, as far as possible this incon
venience has been met by providing, in the course of the following observations, estirnates
for nine months;of the year 1863, by whichto test the relative increase ordecrease of t1he
various items of the Return of 1864.

EXTENT OF POST OFFICE SERVICE.

Eighty-nine new offices were opened and eight offices were closed, during this period
The number of offices in operation on 30th June, 1864, was-2055.
Three hundred; and twenty-nine miles of new Post. route have beenopened an'd in

providing for ihe service of the mail on these iew routes, and in givingmore frequent-
mails on already existing routes where the growth of correspondence seemed to requi e

The amounts charged against Expenditure, in the expenditure column, have been cal-
culated upon the principle explained and adopted inilast year's Report, by adding to the
ordinary charges paid by the Department an estimated amount for the railway payment
liability proper to each year, and for the Canadian Paeket sea postage, included in Post
Office revenue. In this way a sufficiently accurate idea can be gained for the siatistical
purposes of this comparative statement, of the relative surplus or deficiency caused by
Post Office operations in each year or period.

The organization of this Department, extending as it does to every town and settle-
ment in the Province, offered peculiar facilities for the distribution and sale of the -Bill
Stamps issued under the authority of the Statute of last session, and the Postmasters at 428
post offices have been licensed for the purpose.

The Post Office has likewise undertaken.the distribution and sale of the Lower Canada
ten cent Law Stamps at 284 post offices in Lower Canada.

The Postmasters will account for their sales of both Bill and Law Stamps through the
Postmaster General.

RAILWAY MMIL SERVICE.

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are employed in the railway branch of the service. On all the leading 1 nes of5 railwa
the mails pass once or twice a day, according to the frequency of the trains and neccssities
of correspondence, in what are termed Travelling Post Offices.

A. Travelling Post Ofice is a portion of an ordinary railway car (about one-third of,
its length), divided by a partition fron the rest of the car, and appropriated to post ofilco
purposes, warmed in winter and lighted at night, and fitted up with conveniences for
sorting letters and making up mails.

The railway mail clerks travel in these railway post offices in charge of the mails, and
whilst the trains are in progress sort the letters ana papers, record the registered letters
make up mails, and generally receive and distribute the correspondence passing over the
road or between the several stations on the way.

By this means the letters which f1l within the reach of the travelling post office
systemn, pass directly to their destination, and escape the necessity for detentioný at any
intermaediate point for the purposes of assortment and distribution. The presence of the
railway clerks with the travelling post offices further affords facilities for receiving letters
at ail the principal places on aline of railway, up to the moment of the passing of the train.

On some sections of railway, where correspondence is more than ordinarily active,' it
becomes necessary to send two railway mail clerks with each travelling Post Office.

The average weekly travel assigned to a railway mail clerk is 700 miles.

The Railway Mail Clerks perform their duties under the immediate supervision and
direction of the Post Office Inspectors, but each clerk fills up a weekly statement, shewing
how he has been employed during the week, which is forwarded to the Postmaster Ge .neral
for his information through the Inspector-under whom theclerk is serving, and accompa-
nied by that officer's observations when occasion arises.

take place annually, and. the time for making these payments for the year 1864 had not
arrived at the date to which this return was closed, viz., 30th .une, 1864. The propor
tion of these railway liabilities for the year to be placed against the nine months' accourit,
would be about $94,500, whicli added to the $463,472.71 charged as above, would
represent a total expenditure of $557,972.71 for the nine months to 3Oth June, 1864;
equal to about 837,000 over the disbursement fr the same period of 1863.

This excess would bc made up of about $20,000 estimate additional rate for mail
conveyance by the Grand Trunk Railway under the Order in Council of 12th August,
1863, of $7,000 additional charge for commissions on the collection of the augmented.
revenue, of 85,000 for sunmer service on Lakes Hurou and Superior, for which no charge
came into the previous year, and the remnainder in additions to the charge for ordinary
mail conveyanco consequent on opening new post routes and rcletting of old routes.

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The total gross Revenue thus arising upon the Canadian Ocean Mails was $153,671.06,
and the Canadian Inland postage probably amounted to $18,000 more.

For the previous year the amount due from the United States was $73,571.32, shewing
an increase in favor of 1864 :-payment of these postages is, however, lùade by the United
States in the ordinary paper currency of the Union, and a loss is therefore sustained in
realizing the amount.

CORRESPONDENCE WITH UNITED STATES.

Correspoudence with the United States has continued to inerease. In 1863 the ad-
vance was at the rate of 17 per cent. upon the year 1862, and now the account for the
period of 1864, embraccd in this report, shews a rate of inerease as compared with the
return of 1S63 of 32 per cent.

Of this total amount of $219,999.55, about 55 per cent. vas collected in the United
States, and 45 per cent. in Canada.

The disturbance of the ordinary equilibrium between the respective collections in the
two countries, on the joint correspondence, is no doubt due to the fact that the depreciation
for the moment ia the ordinary currency of the United States, as compared with that of
Canada, naturally tends under an international system of optional prepayment, to increase
the proportion of postage payment wherc tlhe operation can be effected at the least cost to
parties exchanging letters.

At the same time it may be observed that if (lue allowance be made for the difference
in the currencies of the two countries, the $120,652.78 shewa by the Return as collected
in the Uinited States did not really represent so large a sum as the $99,346.77 whieh feli
to be collected in Canada.

It is satisfactory to observe that the donyenience afforded by the Parcel Post js more
appreciated by the public year by year.-

IBy this medium a parcel may be sent within the Province to or from any place
however remote from the ordinary lines of traffie conveyance, on prepayment of a postage
rate of 25 cents per lb., provided that the weight or sin of the parcel does not exceed the
carrying capacity of an ordinary mail bag ; and provided that the contents of the parcel
are not of a character to injure the rest of the mail.

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REGISTERED LETTERS.

The nuiber of registered letters passing through the mails has not naterially varied
since last year's return, when the enuneration shewed the total to bc about 520,000 per
annum.

The cases of alleged loss of registered letters, or of abstraction of contents or portions
of contents of such letters, during the nine months, were 38. Of these 38 cases, there

This detail shows the number of registered letters which miscarried altogether to have
been 27; and that of tbese the loss of 17 was traced to the officers in fault, and made good
by them; 7 were lost or stolcu with the other contents of the mails in which they were
transmitted ; one was stolen from a post office broken open by burglars ; and in one of
the two remaining cases, the officer in faul had left the country before the fact was ascer-
tained that his negligence lad made it impossible to trace the missing letter.

LETTERS CONTAINING MONEY SENT UNREGISTERED.

The cases of unregistered letters containing noney stated to have miscarried during
the nine months, have unfortunately beea rather more numerous than usual.

There were 62 cases of complaint in regard to loss of unregistered letters containing
value.

It is a matter of decp regret that so many persons daily refuse or neglect to avail
themselves of the safe and legitimate modes offered to them by the Post Office for trans-
niitting money by mail throughi the Money Order and Registration systems, and forward
their valuable remittances as ordinary letters through the channels adapted to ordinary
correspondence alone.

If the consequences of this procedure wcre limited to the mere risk of the loss of the
money so sent, the senders of money in unregistered lctters'might reasonably urge that if
they chose to encounter this risk they should be free to do-o ; but higher consid-ti<ms
are involved in the question, and the chance of. loss to the careless remitter is reull' but
the smallest part of the evil associated with the practice.

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The point of most importance to the country at large, is the cruel temptation which
the transmission of money in unregistered letters throws-in the way of the numerous body
of persons employed in this branch of the Public Service.

in Canada not less than 5000 persons are engaged in the work of the Post Office,
many of them young menjust entering into life and naturally inclined to extravagance and
vicious pleasures, for which this class of letters affords the too ready opportunity for pro-
euring means of indulgence. Others again are men in straitened circunistances, whose
desire to do their duty honestly ought not to be tried by having temptations so obtrusively
thrust upon them.

Somne remarks which have recently appeared in a leading English print, in connection
with a reference made in the last Report of the Imperial Post Office to this subject, appear
so pertinent to the condition of things in Canada as regards unregistered money-letters, as
to deserve quotation here. The writer says :-" in 1863 thc number of applications to
" the English Post Office for missing letters, unregistered and containing money, was 2000
"Two thousand missing money-letters mean at lcast two thousand incirements to dis-

honesty on ithe part of persons employed in tbe Post Office, two thousand instances of
" disregarding tc daily petition that we may. not be led into temptation. The misery and
"crime due solely to the practice of sending money unregistered tirough the Post Office
"are so great, that we eau hardly speak in temperate terms of the folly, selfishness and
" ignoranoe which thus affect for evii a large number of hard-working, scantily-remunerated
a public servants. We earnestly invite attention to the Postmaster General's-observations
" on the subject. During the past year, the Postmaster General states, great effortswhave

been made within the Departnent to detect and check dishonesty-many dishonest per-
"sons have been brought to justice, and the perpetrators of some conspicuous robbe'ics
"have been discovered and punished.

"That vigilance, however, which eau only detect and punish, is at best unsatisfactory
' in its results, but so long as the publie will not co-operate with the Department by witi-

holding the temptations to crime, no better result .pan be expected. So long as the
public persist in sending large sums of money in unregistered letters, so0 long will men

"be found ready, in an establishment so large as the Post Office, to avail themselves of
« the opportunities for crime thus culpably afforded to the-m."

The writer goes on to remark that the English charge for registration, four pence
sterling, is too higi, and that a high rate of registration-charge defeats the objectof
registration system.

The charge under the Canadian system for registration, being only two cents, .4 not
open to this objection.

When a letter is reqistered, that is to say marked and recorded in7 the Post Office 's

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than an unregistered one, for an uuregistered money-letter leaves no trace behind it whilst
passing in the great streain of ordinary correspondence, though its prcsence as a money-
letter and the nature of its conteuts are, to any person accustomed to handle letters, as
manifest as though the letter had becri singled out and marked by the registered stamp.
Moreover, the safety of an uoregistered letter is dependent on the integrity of a Post Of-
fice Clerk during te whole time that it romains in his custody, freqluently for, hours or
ev.n days; whilst a registered letter will aluost invariably have to be acknowledged at
the moment of its passing inro an officer's hauds, and cannot thereafter be supprcssed
without leaving him individually accountable for its disposal.

The alteration in the financial year, made by the Public Accounts Audit Act of last
Session of the Legislature, 27-28 Vie., Cap. 6, rendors it necessary that I should sutbmit to
Your Excelleuey a half-yearly report of tie proceedings, transactions and affairs of the
Department of Crown Lanids, o be laid before the Legislature, in conformnity with the
provisions of the Publie Lands Act.

-S TATISTI CAL DETAILS.

LOTVER CANADA..

CROWN L ANDS.

During the lalf-year, 203,459 acres were sold, and 2,314 acres located as frve grants
on the Colonization Roads,; The purchase money of the lands sold amounted to 8103,7iS.15,
the collections to $60,004.18.

Thore were 6,003,946 acres disposable on the 1st of January last, to which 156,134
acres were added by surveys during the half.year, making a total ot 6 60,08(i- acres,
from which deducting the sales and free grants, 205,77a acres, a balance of 5,9543071
ares remains for futur dispoal
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CLERGY LANDS.

The sales of. the balf-year amounted to 18,584 acres, for $9,711.05. The gross amount
received, for instalients, rent, &c., was $13,459.63, from which taking the amount paid as
refunds and commission, 82,740.53, there remains a net revenue of S10,719.10 o. account
of the " Lower Canada Municipalities' Fund."

Deducting the number of acres sold, 18,584, from the amount on band at the com-
mencement of the year, 311,3945 acres, leaves a balance of 292,810 acres disposable.

JESUITS' ESTATES.

The gross collections on account of these Estates for the half-year ending 30th June,
1864, amount to the sui of $20,873.50, of which -11,929 02-capitals of sales, &c.-are
funded, on account of the "Lover Canada Superior Education Investment Fund,> and
88,944.54-revenue-belongs to the "Lower Canada Superior Education Income Fund," as
directed per Act 19 Victoria, Chapter 54, (Consolidated Statutes of Lcwer Canada,
Chapter 15).

The total expenses, comprising agents' salaries, commission and disbursements, includ-
ing cost of Deeds for judicial proceedings, corne to $1,936.74, leaving the net reccipts at
$18,936.82.

The purchasers of the former Banal Mills of the Seigniory of Batiscan, who had
bought these properties from the Governmnent, in 1854, at capital sums, remaining à consti-
tut, representing the annual rents then derived from the Mills, having run into arrear, and
being unable to mieet their engagements, in corscquence of the depreciation in value of
this description of property. owing to the abolition of the droit de banalité, which had
induced the ercetion of comipeting Mills, it was thonght to be equitable and judicious
to make a compronise wiltl the parties. A reduction was therefore offered, with the sanc-
tion of Council, conditional upun the payment of the reduced purchase price by instalmeuts
Two have accepted and earried out this offer, and the third proposes to do so likewise.
It is true tlat the original parehases had been made without any droit de banulité,
but in one of the sales, the Crown had bound itself not to allow the crectioa of any other
mill within a certain distance ; and as in ail the cases it was considered that the purchasers
could not foresee the resuit f' the operation of the Seigniorial Act, it would have been, to
say the least, very exacting on the part of the Goveranment to have insisted ou the origiual
price, and entailed the ruin of honest and industrious men, who had had the mistorturne to
invest in property, the value of which had been afterwards so sensibly dituinished by legis-.
lative enactient. By making the new purchase price payable by instalments, in lieu of
allowing it to reinain c runsitt, an advantage has been gained for the Estates, in so far as the
capitals can be funded, and will produce a clear revenue without future expense or risk of fur-
ther reduction or loss. The reduction allowed came to about a third of the original price, but
a liule more was grauted in one of the cases, where the firbt priùe had been origiually mach
too hi.rh. This reluction is less than the aemwaî depreciation ini value of the properties;
but, as part of th injury done to the Mills arose from some of the competing ones deriving
their support in whole or in part outside of the Seigaiory of Batiscan, it was not thought
proper to extend the indulgence beyond.

The debtors referred to in the Report of this Offioe for 1863, who had shown a dispo-
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sition. in the early part of 1864, to pay, in cornsequcnce of the action taken by the Depart-
ment have again relapsed into their former neglet and refusal to settle with the Crown, in
consequence of which some aceounts have been sent to the Crown Lav Ollieù fo..r Lower
Canada for suit, and the Department will await the resuit of the proccedings ro be adopted
there, and which are required to serve as an example to bring the debtors to a settlement.
The total arrears are supposed to amount to about $160,000.00.

For Receipts and Expenses, in detail, see Appendix No. 14.

CROWN DOMAIN.

The sum of 83,567.07 has been received from the Doinain, in Lower Canada, during
the half-year expired 30th June, 1864, of which S 1,518.75 is fcds et Vties, &c., from
the Crn'ues of Quebec and Three Rivers, 883.75 froi the sale of lots in the Township of
St. Maurice, and 81,934.57, on beach and deep water lots in thi Ports of Quebeo and
Montrual.

The expenses amount to 8852.10, and are composed of Agents'salaries, commission and
disbursemeuts, including cost of copies of deeds.

Of the receipts the sumf of 8757.52, received by the Government in December, 1861,
in the case of the Qaebec Building Society us. Jones, being capital and arrears of rent of
a decp-water lot, river St. Charles, Quebec, and belonging to the Quebce Harbor Commis
sioners, under the Act 2.Wc Victoria, chapter 32, (1858), was paid over to that body in
February.

See Appendix No. 16 (a) for a detailed statement of the receipts, &o.

SEIGNIORY OF LAUZON.
The gross receipts from this Seigniory for the half-year ending :;0th June, 864, reachi

the sum of 85,110.12.
The expenses, being proportion of Agents' salary and disbursemnnts, are $607.44.
In the expenses is included the sum of 81:9.01 for cost of purchase of a lot on which

the Departmient had a claim, acquired by the Agent at Sheriffssue, to prevent the Govern-
ment fron incurring loss by the same being sold for less than its value, and not sufficient
to pay the costs and Crown ducs. lu such cases these lots are afterwards disposed of by
theDepartment, and usually at a profit more than sufficientto coverall the debtand expenses.

The net revenue for above period stands at 84,502.68.
For a statement of roceipts and expenses, in detail, sec Appendix N'o. 15 (a).

LATE SIR JOHN CALDWELL'S ESTATE.
The sum of 88,186.65, being the anount in the hands of Mr. Félix Fortier, Curator

to this Estate, referred to in the report of this Department for 1862, was deposited in bank
to the credit of this Office by the Prothonotary of the Court of Quein's Bench, in Fcbruary,
1864, out of which a suim was paid to Messrs. Casault, Langlois & Angers, Advocates, for
balance of costs, and the remainder transferred to Government aecount.

M1r. Portier is continuing to regulate the business appertaining to this estate, and is
enforCing a settlement on the part of the debtors thereto in the Seigniory of Lauzon, giving
his attention at first more especially t ecases where it is feared that prescription of the debta
might be evoked, if any longer delay were ailowed to elapse.

GOLD MINES, CANADA EAST.

On the 22nd April, 1864, the regulations adopted in Couneil ou the 16th of the sa-me
muonth, and copy of which will be found in Appeudix No. 24, were promiilgated, and Mr.
Judah, the Officer in charge of the Crown Domain Branch of the Department, was instrueted
to proceed to the Chaudière Gold Miuing Division, to report on the prospects for the coming
season's operations. For copies of the instructions he received and of his report, see Ap-
pendix No. 25.

These regulations were suspeuded in May, and Parliaumnt being thon in session, a
Gold Mining Act was introduced into the L-gislative Council, and having passed both
branches of the Lfegislature, becaue law on the 30th June. So 27-28 Victoria, chapter 9.

In the Bill, as submitted to the Legislaiture, there was a clause providing that all
unsold Crown Lands in. the Gold Mining Divisions te IŽo erected under the Act should be
withheld froin sale, except on proof that they were unfit for goldl mining purposes; and
providing that in case gold was afterwards discovered on such lands, the Commissioner of
Crown Lands should have the right uf resuming the sane, on re-imbursing the price paid
and paying the value of the imnprovemients. Parlianent having struck out this clause, and
thus evinced its desire that the lands should b said, it hais becoine necessary to re-open
the sale of such as had previously been temporarily stayerd.

Proccedings under the Act, as well as the fuil season's operations and reports of the
inspectors, will appear in next year's report of this Dep1rtment. It mnay, however, be stated
that in the Chaudière Division. up to :0th Jurie, operations were said to have been carried
on, principalUy on the river Gilbert, in the oseigniry of Rigeud-Vaudreuil, with remunorative
returus, fully equalling those of last year, and that pro;pecting had been proceeded with
elsewhere at several places, the whole giving a faiir pronise of favorable results.

In the St. Praneis Division little had been done, except in the way o prospecting.
The Lnspector tbr the Chaudière Divisin issued, under the regulations of April, only

two licenses. The St. Francis Inspector did not grant any.
The expenses consist of Inspectors' salary, for anouant of which, as well as receipts,

UPPBR CANADA.

CROWN LANDS.

There were 3,028,787ý acres of surveyed Crown lands disposable at the commence-
ment of 1SG4; in addition thereto 175,805 acres were subdivided during the half-year,
making a total of 3,200592? acre, of which 70,145- acres were sold, and 9,833 acres

located as fCre grants on the colouization roads, leaving a balance of 3,111,614 acres on
haud. The purchase money of the lands sold aiounted to $84,113.94, the receipts to

CLERGY LANDS.

Ten.-two tbousand two hudred and sixty-five and a quarter acres were sold during
the -year, leaw,- ','G acres still disposable. The purchase mo ny of e lands

v111
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sold amounts to *37,123.35, the gross receipts to 8103,934.56, from which deducting the
refands and commissions, 821,494.56, a net balance of 882,440.15 remains for appropria
tion under the provisions of the Clergy Reserves Act, Consolidated Statutes of Canada,
chaptei 25.

GRAMMNIAR SCHOOL LANDS..

The quantity remaining on hand at the commencement of the year 1864 was 50,134
acres. Only 924à acres were sold, for 81,610.50, leaving 49, 210 acres on hand. Deduct-
ing from the gross amount of collections, 85,51G.88, the commissions and refunds, 81,103.38,
thero romains a net receipt of 84,413.50.

COMMON :SCHOOL LANDS.

During. the half-year 3,040 acres of these lands were sold, and 2.5,765*acres resumned
for the non-fulfilment of the conditions of sale, and re-sold. The purchase money of both
amounted to 849,094.75. The gross receipts were $98,216.54, the disbursements for com-
missions and refunds 820,461,74, leaving a net income for the half-year of 877,754.80.

The total net amount realized fron these lands up to the 30th of June last is 81,088,
250,73.

MINERAL LNDS.

On the north shores of Lakes Huron and Superior, 3,300 acres were sold under the
regulations of the 3rd of March, 1864, at SI aun acre, casl,and 81,100 were reeeived oU
account of previous sales.

ORDNANCE LANDS.

In the month of April, sales were made at Kingston. Penetanguishene, Lyon's Creek,
and Chippewa to the amount of 86,255, of which one instahnent was paid. The receipts
for the half-year were 814,434.43; the disbursements for salaries, refands, surveys ana
contingencies were 86,240.94, ineluding 51,585.906 for the last quarter of 1863. The
receipts for the corresponding six months of 1863 amounted 84,890.80, shewing an im-
provement this year of 87,770.65 to the 30th June, whieh lias continued proportionably
to the present time.

WOODS AND FORESTS.

The amount of Revenuo collected during the half-year ending 30th June, 1864, froi.
Timber Dues and Ground Rents was 835,354.76, and from Slide Dues ;$"849.52, making
the total 838,204.28, l addition to whieh the sum of 8434.31 was collected for other
services, viz:-Clergy,.School and Indian; and 88,183.71, value of Settlers' Timber.
Total> 846,822.80.

The charges of management for collecting Timber Dues, Ground Rents and Slide
Dues are 813,512.26. These charges do not include the salaries of the Woods and Forests
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Branch at head-cuarters; nor tic following sums: 81,838.93 refunds, &c., and $316.95
transferred.

INDIAN AFFAIRS.

The receipts for lands and tituber for the half-year commenciug lst January and
eudiug 30th June, 186 1, were 33,997.78; interest and investmenits for the same period>
S43,734,57; annuitiesi and grants, 817,310.00 - making a total of 895,042.35.

The payments, comprebending anuuity and interest imoney, made to Indians, and
ineluding salaries, surveys, and incidental expenses, anounted, for the same period, to
663,006.35. At the conmenccnent of the year 1864 the total sum, as represented in the
books of this artment, at tCe credit of the various Indian bauds was $1,530,343.3L.
at the termi-ation oi' the half-ycar ending 30th June, 1864, froi payn:ent of instalments
on lands, froùi new sales, tiiber, &c., the anount, after defraying salaries and al other
chair$es, was S;5G2,530.1-showing an increase of 832,186.S8.

During tie period referred to, no additional lands of consequence were brought into
market.

FISFERIES.
The spring lisling being carried on ehiefly atdistant places, whence no returns could

be had so early in tlie season. as the 30th of June, the summer fishing also being in many
localities now at its heiglit, and in some parts only just coneonced, dotails under this
head cannot bc given in the present half-year.

Generally speaking, the commercial fishings arc less productive than usual.
Ccrtaiu inprovemuents in the fisheries' service, begun under my prodecessor, render it

alreatdy muore eficient, and, at the sane time, reduce its expensiveness.
Down to the present date, the expeuditure for this half-year has been, in Lower Cai-

ada, $l5,5U .15, which sumi includes 0),709.50 paid as Fishing Bounties for 1863, anid
$1,045.50 in payment of accounts and claims deferred binee 1862 aud 1863. In 'Upp2r
Canada, a total sumi of $410.90 was expended to 30th June, 1804, includiug payients to
the aiîount of $177.50 for accounts belonging to the pr.evious year. The apparent expen-
diture iu the books of the Department at. the close of this half-year exceeds the legislative
appropriatiui. This discrepancy is owing to various suins advanced carly in the season, as
disbulrscmein ts to Fishery Overseers residing at remiote parts of the coast, and which are
ascounîted forn tihe wlole seasons operations, to 31st Deccnber. Claims for fishing
bounties in abeyance and oiers, not notified at the time of estimating for such expenditure,
unke the sun actually paid 6760.50 in excess of anount voted. Bounties, iowever, being
payable in part out of rents on fishcries lcaso, and therc being at'that tiue a larger sumn
colected, the tuthority of* an Order in Council was deemiod sufficient for tie payient of
such excess. AIso in consequence of outfitting and provisioning the Governient schooner
La Co rûnu. f the whole season, advances require to be made to the crew before
leaving, and fmús to pay current %Yages are advanced before the vossel sails. Henco
considemabl sîs enitered before the close cf the hi.alf-ycar in the office books as expendi-

urc, i>piy inthct: nd clicfly to the period of the season after the 30th of June.
A coiaparison oi he suis collected, as rents and fecs, is correspondingly favorable.

Although license dues and instalnýîts on leases cf fishery stations do not become due in
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this half-year, collections wera made by the Deparitmnet, to SU of. June, of S4,157.05 in
Lower Canada, and 8482.62 in Upper Canada. These cóllections consist principally of
advance payments on new licenses and leases, and arrears due on former issues.

The undcrsignecd strongly recommends early logislation to simplify and amcnd the
Fishery Laws. 16 is believed that, with such statutory enactments as experience suggests,
a systein can bc devised and carried out that- would prove -eceptable to the fishermen,
while, at the same time, satisfactôry, inexpensive and beneficial to the public.

UPPER CANADA SURVEYS.

The surveys conipleted and audited duriug die half-year euding tie 30th of June,
cousist of the subdivision of the townships of 3Iattawan and Wiley; the residucs of the
townships of Cardiff and Monmnouth; Thorah fsland in Lakc Siimeoe (ludiatn Lands), and
Navy Tsland in the Niagara River (Ordnance Lands); also, the re-posting of soue free

grant lots ou the Opeongo Rtoad.
The following surveys have ben also completed iii the field, but ie survoyors' coin-

plete roturns have net been received in the Department: Township of Monr k ind the
subdivision into town and park-lots of the towv-plot of Muskokaville, situated near the
Great Fals on ic Muskuka River; township of Joncs; residues o!f die townships of
Wollaston and Dungannon; re-survey of ie township of Burleigh; and the surveys of
the Indian lands on the Great Manitoulin Island, consisting of the townships or 11owland,
Bidwell, Shceguiandal and Assiginack.

Instructions were issucd. during the lialf-year for the re-surveys of the townslips of
Hlarvey and Burleigh y fbr the subdivision of Navy Island, iu the Niagara River (Orduance
Lands) ; and of Point aux Pins, at the Rondeau, in the township of fHarwich; for the
survey of a base lino fbr townsiips on the east coast of the Georgian Bay,;and of a road
line froin Arnprior to the village of Springtown, &c., on the Madawaska River; easterly
boundary lino of the town-plot of' Bronte, in Trafalgar (radian); gore lot D, in the towu-
shiy of Sophiasburg; and for the re-planting of posta on a portion of the fHastings Road
frec grant lots.

LOWIER CANADA SURVEYS.

The surveys perforned under instructions from the Departwent, during the hulf-year-
consisting of the outlines of townships-establishing the boundaries between seigniories
aund adjacent townships-verifications of formersurveys-thlî subdivision of the arable parts
of townships into farm lots, and of explorations -for tracing and naking certain road-lines
for colonization purposes-as exhibited in the official returns, are dispersed over ten counties
of Lower Canada. The area of 156,134 acres, laid out by actual measurement into farta-
lots, covers part of seven townships, situate in the after-nentioned countios, as follows:

cIIICOUTIMí.
The Township of Parent is situate on the north-western .hore of Lake St. John,

between the Rivers Ashuapmouchuan and Mistassini. Thirty thousand one hundred and
cighteen acres, comprising, about half the area of :the township, were laid out into faš-i-ets
of one hundred acres each, more or less; the larger proportion whcreof -8 reported te be
good and arable land, and well adapted for agricultural purposes, and specially ferti e
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where it is irrigated by the River Ticonab', a considerable tributary of the River Mistas-
sini. The opening of this tovnship for disposal, in extension of the rapidly settling town-
ships on the castern and western borders of Lake St. Joln, cannot fail to induce a rapid
culonization of the publie lands in this section of the county.

The tract of land known as the Island of Ahna, formed by the grande décharge of the
'River Sagucnay on the north, and the cpeite décharge on south channel, and comprised
witlin the external limits of the Township Delisle, situate in the same county, has also
beenî subdivided into farm-lots, containing in ti aggregate nine thousand nine hundrcd
ail twenty-seven acres of laud. The superior quality of the soil and generally level sur-
lace <if the land iii this island, joined to the large water-powers of both channels of the
Saguenuay, render it a desirable location, as well for actual settlement as for manufacturing
purposes.

situate along the Province line, and coutaining togcthier 70,202 acres of land, were laid out
intu farmn-lots for nctual settilenient. These surveys nlost complete the subdivision of all
that section of countiry, lying between Ui seigniories and the Province lino, within this
and the Counties of Dorchester, Bellechasse aud Montningny towards the south-west, and
the Coiuty of oamoraska ta the north-east, reconnuended in the annual report of the
Cunnuissioner of Crown Lands for the year 1850-57, as much required in the interest of
colouization.

Part of the back projected ranges of the Township of Ashford, adjoiniug the Elgin
roat, was subdividedt into fari-lots to the extent of nine thousand six hundred and sixty
acres o land ; a cousiderable portion of which arcais well adapted for cultivation, especially
he alluvial tracts along t!:e River Ouelle, on vhich river some extensive saw-mills are

already erceted within the newly-surveyed tract.

iCERTIUER.

The first three ranges of the Townships of arassard and Provost, situate on the op-

posite banks of the River Matawan, a large streau rising in the County of Montcalm and
flowing across the Counties of Joliette, Berthier, Maskinongé and St. Maurice, and dis-
eharging into the River St. Maurice, about fifty miles above Thrce Rivers,-were surveycd
into one hundred acres lots, containing together about 24,000 acres of land.

These townships, in a direct distance along the district lino, lie about thirty miles back
froin the surveyed Townships of Peterborough and Brandon, and geographically form part
of the Great Valley or Basin of thc St.Maurice ; and notwithstanding their remote situation,
the generally favorable character of the soil and surface of the land for some considerablo
distance back from the bank of the river, as reported by surveyors and parties who have
esplored that section of the country, expressly for colonization purposes, will doubtless
induee a rapid settlement of these and other townships which may hereafter be laid out in
the same locality, especially when the road, now in course of construction by the Depart
ment of Publie Works, fromii the nearest settl ements in the Parish of St. Gbriel de Bran-
don, to the discharge of Lake Kiakaumak inta the Matawan;in the Township Iroiost, shall,
as a summer communication, be efcctually carried out.

XIu
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ARGENTEUIL.

In this county the first five ranges in the Township ol Wolfe, containing nine thousand
and seventy-one acres, were subdivided into farm-lots, with a view of thereby extending
the field for settlement westward from the Township of Beresford, situate in the adjoining
County of Terrebonne, in which the surveyed lands are being rapidly disposed of and
occupied.

LELLECTASSE.

Tiu broken tract of land lying in rear of the ranges fronting on the Taché road, in
the Township of Buckland, containing three thousand one hundred and fifty-six 'acres, was
subdivided as an additional range of lots for actual settleient, which complotes the survey
cf the norti-cast part of this township.

TE~MiSCOUATA.

A lino of road fur colonization purposes was traced and marked in the field, branching
ofi fromu the St. A.lexander Governient rond at the head of Lake Pohenigamook, in thé
Township of 3?olienigamook, theuce traversin¡l the projected Township of Estcourt to the
fork of Blue river with tlie River St. Fiancis, a total distance of ten miles and a half.
This line intersects, near its southeru terminus, another lino of road tracod from the Grand
.Détour settlement in the Parish of Notre Dame du Lac, in the Seigniory of the Lace
Teuiiseouata, and thonce crossing the projected Township of Cabano south of the River
Cabauo to the outlet of Long Lake, and then to its intersection with the Pohecnigamook
rond first mentioned, a total distane of nineteen miles, whereof five and a half miles
lie in the Seiguiory of Temisecouta, and the remainder in the vacant Crown lands.
The land on the above lino of road is reported generally favorable for the construction of a
good rond, presenting, with few exceptions, a tolerably level surface, whilst the general
quality of the soil appears woll adapted for cultivation and settlement. It is, in consequence,
contemplated to lay off ranges of lots along both linos respectivoly in the Townships of.
Estcourt and Cabano.

CIARILEVOIX AND CHICOUTIM.

* A lino for a colonization rond, called the Chemin des Marais, was traccd and marked
in the field froin a point on the publie road near the Ruisseau Menin, on the leftor easterly
bank of the ]River Malbaîe, in the Seigniory of Mount Murray and County of Charlevoix
and thence following the valley cf the brook to the rear line of the seigniory, thence in an
easterly direction in the valley of the Ruisseau des larais to the forty-eighth paralel of
latitude or southern limiit*of the County of Chicoutimi, in the eighteenth mile from the

seigniorial boundary of Mount Murray, thence north-westerly te its intersection, in the
thirty-first mile, with the lino of road traced from Anse St. Jean, on the Saguenay.

The general character of the country the above described road ine traverses, although
ruggcd and mountainous, nevertheless presents, here and there, tracts cr patches of good
land for settlement--the general range whereof appears to have been carefully explored in
locating the present Iune. Its chief advantage, however, lies in its offering a practicable
communication between the settlements cf l'Anse St.. Joan, s well as thoso cf Grande Baie
by the St. Agwe es ad, with the populous parishes in the Seigniory cf Malbai, on the
St. Lawrence.
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COL ONIZATTON ROADS-UPPEVR O)ANADA.

During the half-year a survey was made for a continuation of the Mississippi Road
from the Addington to the Hastings Road, about forty miles, and au estimate of the cost
therceof prepared; also, a survey and estimate of the Monek Road line from Lake Couchi-
ching to the Bobeaygeon Road, about fifty miles.

The following works, whieh had been previously letby contract, were continued, viz.:
The construction of ten miles of the Pembroke and Mattawan Road, nnd twenty miles aci
of the Burleigh and Parry Sound Road, and a bridge over th river Petewawa.

Repairs performed by labourers, under the superintendence of active and skilful over-
scers, were couimenced on the Addington, Frontenac, Hastings, Mississippi, and Muskoka
Roads ; also, the opening or twelve miles of new lino on the Hastings Road.

As none of these works wcre complete on the 30ti of June last, the details of the
operations and expenditure will be given in the report for the financial year ending on
the 30th of June next.

PROGRESS 0F SETTLEMENT O TE UPPER CANADA COL ONIZA-
TION R OAD S.

AÙNoCToN Roin.-There wcre no new locations, and only three lots, which had
been abandoned, were re-located.

On the BOBcAYcEON, PRONTENAC and. 1ASTINOIS Roads, no lots were taken up.
On the BURLEIGt 1oad, the agent reported forty-three new locations.
On the MUJSKoKA, two new locations and thirteen relocations.
On the OPEONCo Road, fiva new locations and three re-locations.
On the ETERSON Road, fifty new locations and twelve re-locations.

PRO GRESS OF SE TTLEM1EfNT ON THE L OT ER? CANADA COL ONIZA
TION ROADS.

There were no locations on the ELGIN Road.
On the ETOcEMIN Road, there were three locations;
On the MAIMLOUx Road, two
On the MATAEDrA Road, four;
On the TAcnt Road, one;
And on the TMimscoUATA Road, sixteen locations.

The statistical details of tie improvements and produce of the year 1863 were given
in last year's report. There has been no inspection since.

As I assumed the charge of the Department only a fuw weeks before the close of the
half-year, and had, during the greater part of that short period, to attend te the duties of
legislation, I had but little opportunity of acquiring a knowledge of the Crown Lands
affairs, and do net venture to offer any cgeneral observations" with reference thereto.

GOLD MININQ REGULATIONS

DmEPRTMENT OF CROWN LANDS,
Crown Domnai Branch,

Quebec, 22nd April, 1864.
The following Gold Mining iRe-vlations have been approved of by His EXCELLENCY

THE GOVERNOR G-ENERAL in Couneil, viz.

1. Gold Mining shall be held to, mean any mode of obtaining or collecting Gold froin
the natural deposits or rocks of the country.

2. No person shall be allowed to work any Gold mine without a license.
3. The rights of the Crown in respect to Gold shall be transferred by temporary

liceuses.
4. No Royalty shall be exacted.
5. Gold nining licenses shall be issued to the proprictor of any land, such license tò

convey the right to work for the Gold on the lot; to be issuecd for lots of one hundred.
acres, or arpents, or less, as defined by the existing surveys, and to remain in force for three
months, subject to renewal, by new application and license (except in cases of change in
ownership of land), on the same terms and at the:same rate ; conditional on future orders
of His Excellency the Governor Gencral hi Council, or Legislative enactments as respects
Gold Mines.

6. Applicants for a tract in unsurveyed territory must -furnish a plan of survey and
description cf the land required, bý a Provincial Land Surveyor, such tract. not to comprise
more than four hundred acres, and toe of the dimensions or proportion of forty chains by
one hundred chains, bounded by lines running due North and South, and East and West
or as near to these proportions as the configuration of the louality mill admit.. A separate
license to Le taken for each 100 acres.

7. The number cf persons authorized to bc employed lu in'niag for Gold shall be not
less than five per license, including ail employed, cither directly or indirectly, on the work;
and the licenses siall bc issued on the payment of oe dollar flor each person so employed,
subjeet to a further payment of one dollar for each additional person employed.

8. Monthly returns under oath must be made to the Inspector oF Mines for the Divi-
sion, of the persons cmployed, the amount oi Gold extracted per day, and a:y further in
formation which His Exeollency the G-overnor General in Council- nay direct.

9. Any increase in tie number of persons to be enployed under the license must be
uotified t! the Inspector of Mines for the Division withiu ten days of such- employment,
accompanied by payment of' tic additional fee.

10. In cases where a lot borders on a stream, not=included therein, the hicense will go
to the mîiddle Lhereof; whore a stream crosses a lot, the sane will be comprised in the
license, s ubject in hl cases to the public-rights in navigable or floatable waters.

11. Parties holding licenses shall have the righlt of transfer, provided such transfer
be.notified in writing to the Inspector of Mines for the Division, and or. payment of a feu
of one dollar. Such transfer aad payment shall be endorsed on the license..

12. Purchasers, or their assignees, of, Crown Lands sold and only partially paid for
will be required to pay up in full before obtaining a license, and applicants for license on
vacant Crown Lands will be required to purchase and pay up in full before receivig a
license.

13. Apglications for license rMust be made la writing to the Inspector of Mines for the
Division, detailing title, proof of which münst -b farnislied -to such Inspector.

14. Error or misrepresentation byr applicant as to his right' to, or ownership of, the
land, or failure to coinply with ail or any the present Regulatioris or future orders cf Ri
Eicellency theGovyei-or Gencral in Council; or Legislative nuactnents h in refere&ce
te Gold Mines, to whieh tic licenece will be subject, shall en ail inimediate for-feiture of the
liceose.

Sin.,-As required:by the instructions contained in1 the letters of this Departmont of

the Sth and 22nd instant, I have the honîo-r to report-
That on Saturday, the 23rd, I ler't for the Chaudière GoldJiclds, but in consequence

of the bad state of the roads between St. lienry and St. Isidore, could procced no further
than St. Marie ("0 uiles) on that day. On uy way hcre I met one or two parties of
miners, of sone half-dozena men each. from Kamouraska aud Glengary, returni.ing, on foot,
from the min2zs, having, as they stated, arrivèd too soou aud .intending to come back later
in the season.

I started from St. Narie early the next umurning, intending, if possibi, to reach the
extreme end of my journey ihat day, aud ta cal at the rivers fallin g into the Chaudière,
and wherever I culd learu that any operations were going on, upon mny returu. i again
met several parties returning home; noue oi thecre exprcssed auy positive dissatisfaction,
some even stated that they bad obtained suicieut itdications tu induce then to return
hereafter. Gne party lad bcen working on tlhe Chaudière above the falis, and iad found soine
fine gold ; another had worked on the River Gilbert, in the Seiguiory of Rigaud-Vaudrcail,
aLnd iad prospected un the Crown 1ads l rear. Amaoug te lst was a returned Cali-
fornian. Tlie reason given by these pjeople for coming back was, that there was still too
nuch.suow in the woods, in some places, and the waters too high for satisfactory exploring
or mining operations. Passing by St. Josepli. I arrived at noon ut St. François. I took
occasion to call at Abraham Pouhn's, onc, of the successful miners referred to in my report
of last year, and learned that neither he nor his brother, nor Rodrigue, had as yet under-
taken anything this year. £was told here that gold was foiad ii the Plantes last fali about
a league froma its mîouth 'flic operatious carricd on by Dr. Douglas iu this river, ii, a pre-
vious year, ref'errcd to in my above-xuentioued report, took place inuch lower down than
this. 1 also learned that inicatiois had presented thesetusves on two small streamos (one
called the " Bertrand ") above the Pluntes, and opposite St. Erançois Church, on both of
which furtier search will shortly be made. .harly li the afternoon passed .Jers ey Point,
at the conflueuce of the Chaudière and- ia Loup, and proceeded on to thè River Metger-
mette, 77 miles from Quebec. lere i found a party engagid in exploring in the vicinity,
but thcy cowplained that thL owners of the laud were asking exorbitant prices to allow
theml to work. These uiners, one of whou was a practical iluun, who had worked in
British Coluabia, had specintens which tlhy suppos'd to cottain iron and silver. The
Metgermettc, a branch of the Du Loup, apparcmly the largest and finot of ill the tribut-
aries of the Cliaudière, was explored iauy years ago by Mr. Cuuniughaut, Gcologist, and
more recently by a gentlemnu f.ou Quebeu, Mr. ,-lover, both of whomt, it appears, have
found " color." 'flic lattr, I was tohli, ias bndeud most of the laud at the mout iof the
Metgermette, and owns a large tract ou the opposite side, in the towuship of Jersey. I
could not learu that there was any imucediate prospect- of bis insdittituing active operations.
The land of the St. Lawrcnceiuig Company, referred tu by ne last year, adjoins that
of itr. Glover, on te Metgermuette, above. No Americans had yet come in by the way of
the boundary, but nuwbers are expected.

Leaviig the Metgermette the sanie cvening, .1 reurned to Jersey Point and passed the
night there. It secms ttiat here the frontage 'of soue and the whole of a nuiber of other
lots.were acquired from private parties by Dr. Reid and 31r. Desbarats, cf Quebec, at the
falls on the Chaudière, in the Seigniory of' AubertGadliol anld the townsiU p of Jersey;.

For the diey îots, rie~es
aniounting to about $1,090 per acre frout were given. Lands in Shcnlj, on the Chaudie
have also beea bought by Dr. ieid an-d. another company,. the Stafford Gold Mi ning

r. Rankin's operations vill be carried on by another company (the Konaebee l in

ing Company). Capital S500,000, iu $1 shares.
On Mondy, the 25th, t left Jersey Point :anl arrived at the River Gilbert, in the

Seiguiory ofp Rigaud-Vaudreuil, at 9 in the morning. Oa my way I Jearned that indica-
tions of gold had been found in a smiall strean near the line dividing the parishes o S.
George and St. François, and that a party'had purchased a piece of landithere-and in
tended working. On the Gilbert I.found .that 'soen slight operations had 'already' on-
menced;y three or four pits had been dug, 'but very little gold had yet been got out. The
operat ions were going in the saine dcèultory way' as last year, and all on the ha f lot
belonging to Rodrigue (the south half of 19 in De Léry concession)- spoken-of in my
previous report. Rodrigue it appears, who at first asked $800 for the whole of bis- lot, has
since been laying it out into claims. furi:whieb he gets as much as five cents per square foot
Runior bas it that he as already sold for over 32,000. -One lot of 100,feetsquare (10,000
superficial) was .bought a few days ago for $300, hailf cash. and the balance oncredit.
ln the sales h iake s ho does not part with the sôil, but only whatever mining rights.- le
may have for five years, without guarantee. There does not appear to have been ;y.order
or rule in the laying out and disposal of these lots, but 'he has reserved the use of the
water frontage for the generl v tility. so that those having claims in the rear may have
whatever benefic can be derived froi such 'reserve. On one of the claims, which was
being workced while I was there, arid upon which three men had been engaged since three
days; simall gold to the value of about a couple of dollars merely had been got out, but:the,
miners had only réached the pay dirt -that day.

The owners
of land, outside of :the Seigniory of itigau--Vaudreil cxpressed themselves satisfied with
the regulations; but ail the ininers whum t saw and conversed with from oher couritries
(and I met with mnauy), disapprove of offering for sale the remaining undisposed- of frown
Lands, preferring the Australian anti Britisli Colunbian systemis, by which the individual
miners would be licensed and have the rirht tu work everywhere on the unsold. Crowa
Lands, subject to the staking out and recording af caims, the land- not being sold except
for settlement purposes. Some even spokeu of calling a m eeting to petition Government in
the natter. Though I took pains to explain to them hoav they could obtain land and work
under the present regulations. it nay be questionable how far their views may not be cor-
rect, aud.I would respectfuily nall your attention and thatof tie Govérinent to the advis-
ability of re-considering the regulatious in this particular; antd if they.are to be altered, early
action wouald'ppear desirable., before too nch 'andt is purchased by private individuals
when the reniedy maiy have passedl oat of the hands of Government. Another objection
whieh has been urged against thu presen regulations, in sofar as they apply te the unsold
Crown Domain, is that a good deal of the land may falit into the hands of , trangers; who will
acquire it mercly and solely for inining purposes, and atterwards abandon it te remain an
obstacle to settlenient. I do not think that there is niuch force in this objection; for the
remedy for this would be found in the power which is conferredi on the inunicipalities to
sell for taxes. The main objection, if any, wouldt certzinly appear to be that the country
may be overrun with niners, who inay neither have the means nor the incliùation to buy
the lands,.and finding large tracts in the hanids of speculators and the rernainder available
only by purchase. will endeavor to work at ail h;zards, tbereby eausing trouble aid possibly
bloodshed. If the prinuiple laid down by the regulations was continuéd to be upp ied to
private lands nuw held, and the Australian systen put iii force for the unsoldtrown ands
such men would direct their attention exclusively to the latter, and -leave the private lands
to be worked by companies. or portine..i out by the ownters, as thu case might be. Tf a
new systein is adopted for the Crown Domaiu, by which the miner wvill no have t bu the
land, the license- fes ought to be increased for each places, to indemnify the Goveranment
for the loss on sale of lands, and I have no doubt the Crown would.suffer ne pecuniary
disadvantage by the change. [t is wort.hy of remark that the circumstaniCes of this cu.ery
are different from those of nearly ail otier geoIt-bearing countries, most oftbeilands-being
alrealy in private hands, and that the regulations as they are mav after al, bfu feuùt Suit
able; but the danger is that if they prove objectionable in the way:stated, after neai' y al

MINERAL LANDS.

DEPARTMENT OF (JROWN LANDS,
Quebec, 3rd March, 1864

REGUrATIONS for the sale of Minera .Lands, approved by His EXCIELLENCY THE GOV-
ERNOR GENERAL in Couucil

1. That the tracts shall comprise not more thau four hundred acres
2. Thatthe dimensions of the tracts in unsurveyed territory be forty chains in frontby

one hundred chains in depth, and bounded by lines, running due North and South- and
East and West, or as near to these diuie-ýsions as th c offiguration of the localit.y will
adu1it.

3. The applicant for a tract in unsurveyed territory must furnish a plan and description
thereof by a Provincial Land Surveyor.

4. The-price shail be one dollar au acre, paycble on the sale.
5. That a tax or duty of one dollar pec ton be charged on all ores extracted from the

tract, payable on removal from the mine.
This condition applies to aIl Mining uuands sold since the 1st day of April, 1862, and is

in lieu of the 1oyalty of two and a Iuif r et. chargeable o the ores frcni these
lands.

6A
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6. That in surveyed townships, lots prosenting indications of minerais Ud soi on he
âboveconditions, but at not less than one dollar per aere. in- any township, and at the same
price as the other lands in the township when it is more than one dollar per acre.

7. That not more than one tract of ioui hundred acres be sold to one per son.
8. The above regulations do not apply to mines of Gold and Silver.
9. All previous regulntions inconsistent with the above are caucelled.

APPENDIX No. 27.

REPORT OF THE DEPUTY SUPERINTENDENT OF INDIAN AFFAIRS.

INDIAN LEPAR MENT,
Qub-u, 14lh January 1865.

Sin,-I have the honor now to submait a brief report concerning the affairs of this
Department, for the period (in order to harmonize with the altered Financial. year),
embraced between the lst January, and 3Uth June, 1864.

The statistical information in tabular form, contained in the accompanying. returns,
has been compiled upon the same principle as was adopted in the preparation of those for
the year 1863...

It will be observed, with some satisfaction by many, in addition to those who profess
to take a decp interest in the Indian race, that the introduction. of civilization among
them, so far from threatening their gradual extinction as apeople, isproducing.resuilts of
an opposite description. This is assignable to various causes,.One of the most perceptible
of which, is the increased comforts, tending to a more general: exemption from sickness
and discase, which are secured to them by their location upon faris, where, in substantial
habitations, and with diet in suffilzent quantity, and usually of good. quality, they escape
from the privations incident to their conditiou, when attempting to live mainly by the
chase after the inroids of civilization had impaired the value of their hunting-grounds.

Another reason assignablecfor an increase, .instead of diminution in their numbers, is
the provision made for Mnedical attendance upon thei, and thus avoiding the sacrficeof
life :consequent upon contagious and other diseases, iaduced by the proximity of their
abode to the.white settiements.

It will be observed oureference to the tabular statement L,'appended to this Report,
that upon weighing, the aggregatc of decrease against fhat' of increase, the latter greatly
prepo iderates. I have- nu hesitation. however, insaying, that the ,apparent increase whièh
this comparison exhibits, is to be relied on to a iaited extent on y. Among the ,tribes
and banus,:where the census returns have.for some time past been annallyor semi-aandil-
ly, according as facilities for it exist, systematicaliy filled up and seut ii, there ,is,.with
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one or two exceptions, a marked improvemuent in numbers. And the doubt as to the
reliability of the returus, relates to those bands where, the difference bétweeu those
recently obtained and those on previous occasions iý so extraordinary, as to couvey the
impression that the former returns must have been very imperfect.

Another subject of very considerable interest is the education of the Indiau people. To
this subject the Department is coutinually giving its attention. One of the new schools
brouglit into existence duriug the past ycar is that established for the benefit of the
Micmacs, settled in the Township of Maria, to the southward of the Restigouche. The new
sehool is under the supervision of Rýalph Dimock, Esq., the superintendent of Public
Schools in the adjacent settlemtents. Upon the Ristigouche, at Mission Point, is another
school attendedc by- the children of hliemac Indians, aud likewise assisted from funds
managed by this Departient. It is believed to be very efliniently conducted, under the
superv.isiou of the 1ev. Mr. Saucicr.

In Western Canada, among the Indian schooN lately established, is a second school
among theMlississaguas of tbe New Crodit Settiement, aud another at Little Current on
the Great Nanitouli Island conducted by Mr. Burkitt, and supported by one of the
Church Societies, unaided by Indian funds. Upon the Graud River, the New England
Society which has done so much in the cause of education among the Six Nation Indiaus,
has extended its Institution, established in the vicinit-y of Brantford.

RECEIPTS AND EXPENDITURE.

The reecipts from Land and Timber during the first.six iofrtis of the year 1864,
differ in no very considerable degree froi the average 1f the former year. And there
having been no augmented demand for Jauds, leads to the conclusion that the country has
not yet cntircLy recovered fron the effeets of the extraordinary purchases made altogether
in excess at the actual requiiomLurs nLr settlemnit, in the years especially of 1$56-57 and
'58. And tlie large amounts or overdue instabuents, upon sales then made, come but
slowly in, altho' circulars have been aldrssòd to the defalters. It may becone impera-
tive to cancel such sales with resject to which the unpaid instalments have been some-
timie overdue, as the non receipt cf the capital, the realization of whicli in prospects
induced tie Indlians to surrender their lands for sale, occasions thei to complain that
their interest moncy, divisible semi-annually, does not increase to the degree they were led
to anticipzite. The proportion of money arising froin Timnber, received during the first
six months of the past year, was $1699 87. Accordingly the payuwents upon land-when
separately computed,-were not so considerable, takieg into account the amounts actually
due as might have been expected.

The expenditure under the ordinary heads, difZers in no essential degree, from that
for the year 1863.

in the statement of special payments, &c., included in Schedule C. the item of Surveys
i unusuIlly largO, owing to the cost of Surveys carried on upon the Great Manitoulia
Island. But as shewn in statement marked , fthe survcyed Indian lands unsold, now
amount t> 549,3G2 acres, being' as compraredi with the statement for 1863, similarly marked
an increase of 118.253 acres. Anotlier special paybient is the 2nd moiety of $625
towards te North Saugeen Peuiusula Road.

The condition of the account;between the Goxteranïent aàd thé Indian Departmient is
indictcd in statements E. and F. shewin.as takea from the bdoks o his Departmea
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sum on the 30th June, 1864, of 81,562%324.40 at interest, against the sum of 1,530,288 40
on the 31st December, 1863.

Since the publication of the last Report, the Piovince has relieved the Impeiial
Government of the duty of supplying a liiuited number of aged and needy Indian men
and women with the annual donation of a blanket for cach such person. The blankets were
purchased by this Department, and were issued as usual in thé autnm so that in conse-
quence of the present accounts being.brought to the 30th June, 1864 only; no .particulars
thereof, will appear on this occasion.

The Home Government continues to pay the pensions to Messrs. Chesley, nderson,
and cthers, amounting for the half-year to £425 Is. 7d. sterling, out of Imperial fu'nds,
and likewise to issue through the Commissaiiat Department, a ration allowance commuted
by a money paymnent, to certain Lower. Canada Indians, amounting for the half-year to
3OthJune last to $106.82. With the exception of the retention of those two obligations,
it may be considered that the connection of the British Government with the Indians of
Canada, has been reliDquished. And that upon the Province has devolved the duty of
promoting the well-being of those people, and advancing their condition, by cvery practical
ble means.

The officers of the Department, and myself anmong the number, in Official visits to
the Indian settilements, inculcate a greater attention to Agriculture. The occupation to
which circumstanced as'they are, (with sufficient Reserves including, especially in Western
Canada lands adapted to tilage, set apart for their benefit) they might with very great
advantage, if resolved to bo industrious, profitably apply thernselves. I find, however,
that there a bad system prevails, perrnitted in tinies past to grow into existence, which must
be uprooted before I eau hope for the. desired sucoess.. We have seen among the white
population people too lazy to work their farms themselves, and when they did farm their
lands themselves, cultivate them so unskillfuIly as often to bave but half-crops. The
naturally indolent charaeter of too many men of Indian blood disposes them to accept
offers to farm on shares, which fostering their disinclination for constant labor admits of
their subsisting, altiough miserably, while leading a life of idleness. This engenders
habits opposed to temperate and virtuous living, and conduces to that demoralization in a
greater or less degree which tlhe absence of occupation occasions to people of whatsoever
race and blood they may be. To effect improvement we must thon break up the noxios
system out of which so much evil grows. No truc civilization;can prevail apart from
labor, either physical or mental, and with the former must somc at lcast of the latter be
combined, in order that with labor, skill may go hand in hand. And, as regards our
present subject, that Agriculture. may be practised as a science, it is important that the
Indian people shall be educated for it, that it be enconraged in every possible way, and
that the policy to be pursued be such as to diýsuade the Indians from its neglect. The
Act 13th and 14th Victoria, chap. 74, by section 10, prohibits any persons other than
Indians or intermarried with Indians from settling upon, or occupying Indian lands.
Under this law, the officers of the Department do ren ove intruders. And, with a view to
terminate the enervating and pernicious practice of associating white settlers on. the
occupancy of their lands,. and giving over the cultivation of the farms to them in sihares,
the law may effectually be invoked. Giving, however, beforehand, due notice to those
concerned, that the existing arrangenents. must be terminatcd. At a first view, thisF may
be regarded as a harsh proceeding. But when it is considered:that the system shuts out
the younger members of an Indian family from useful employment, and enforces upon
them idleness with its tendency to dissipation, the necessity forýinsisting upon the abolition
of farming on shares, becomes obvious.

In some recent instances, the Department bas, when aiding the Indians in Lower
Canada, supplied them with implements of husbandry, and with- seed grain And it is
boped that 'with :eachr suceeding year progress is being made in improving the condition
of the Indian people in nearlyeverysection of the Province.

In coneluding this Report it will be advisable to draw attention ta the expectation,
that the sales of Indian lands will, during :the current year, -very considerably improve.
The construction of a road running northerly between the townships of Keppel and
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Anabel, ip' t;e Saugeen Peninsula, bas been aided= fromIndian fùnds to- the exten of
$1,250, and its extension has been projected. This workwill unquestionably aford impioved
access to-the unsold lands; and romote the settlem-ut of those alroady disposed: of. It is
to brex arked that the carly great sales in thé Sangeen Peninsula vere made subjéect to'
no conditions relative to occupation and improvement, and blcked up bythe:lands ofnon
residents, as in consequence of those unconditional sales, the Townships comprising- the
Peinsula have been, and the demand being no longer on speculation; but forsettlementsy,
recent sales could not be otherwise than limited in amnount. TIhe Department, in- justice,
to those who- for the most part, of late desired to purchase· fur actual settlèment, has
declined to alfow'any sales excepting upon that condition. And is is believed that this
policy, is consistent with'the true interests of the Indians, as well as 6f the Provieand
will ensuré ultimately a sale at a fair p.rice of every lot susceptible of cultivation.

SAUGET.N.

There are two Indian Schools here. One in the village kept by Henry S. Jones, an
educated Indian, since the lst of October last. His salary of 8200 a year is paid by the
Wesleyan Society.

The average daily attendance has been 10 out of 27, Il of these children have been
away with their parents huntirg.

13 boys, of whom 4 rcad Ist, 2nd, and 3rd books. 9 spell.
15 girls, of whom 4 read lst 2nd, and 3rd books..10 spell.
i boys and 4 girls write and study arithmetic. 1 geography and maps.
The second school is taught at French I3ay, 5 miles from the indian' village school,

where there isa large settienent of Indians living on their respective farm lots.
This school is taught by Mr. John Scott; a white man, who was appointed by the

Wesleyau Souie y, but whose salary is paid from Indian Funds at the rate of $200 a year.
On the strength of this suni being voted by the Indians, the above society duplicate that
amount for the salary of Hlenry Jones, the teaeher of the other school. The Society of
Friends also contribute $25 a year to this school.

I had apersonal interview and conversation with Mr. Scott-in regard to this school.
Ie is well fitted for his duty, and talles great interest in the Indian children.

I must certauly say, froi lersonal observation, as far as the Indian schools in this
superintendency are concerned, that the Wesleyan Society use great caution in the choice
aud appointments of the Teachers for Indian school..-good moral character combined
with proper qualifications, beipz .pecially regarded. The return for this school is number
of pupdà on roll: boys 21, girls 18.

After eaci lesson they read ie explains the meaning to them in Indian, and asks
ther questions in both languages. They can now uuderstand and speak a good many
words in English.

CnnIsmrs IsLAND.

The teacher to the Indian Sehool on this Island is a white woman-Miss Charlotte
Adams, who is appointed by the W esleyan Society. Her "saliry of 3100 a year is paid
from lIndian funds, mid it is intended to add another $100 by the Society.

Miss Adanis has bect a good deal :rmongst the Indians and kno.ws a little of the
language; Ahe is well adapted and well qualified for a teacher, and a better selection for
the Indian children could not bave been made.

-'Four of the teachers are Indians, who were educated at the Mohawk Institution
(school No. 1), where the children are boarded, clothed, and educated, thus securing
regular attendance, and consequently- the iaiprovement of the children is very satisfactory.

"In addition to the ordinary branches of an English education, thé boys are instruct-
ed in agriculture, and the girls in sewing, spinning. knitting, &c.

"The other six are Day Scools, at which the attendance of the children is very
irregular, and on this account thoir progress is slow and unsatisfactory."

The 8th school is undcr the eharge of the Rev. Mr. Germaine, Wesleyan Missionary
and the 9th School under the enre of tÏhe Rlev. r. Lavson, of the sao Mfission. The
10th is a new school, lately established, and has a Board of Trustees froi the New Credit
Band. Some children from the whiite settlers, in the Townsbip of Waipole, attend this
school, paying the teacher 25 cents each, per week.

A substantial addition bas been made. to the Mohawk Institute, which 1nôw affords&ac-
commodation for one hindred children.

The New England Society is thus conterring immense bonofits upon the Indian peo-
ple, who will, no doubt, appreciate thern.

It may be observed that the capacity-of Indian'children for leariing is quite as good
as that of the whites.

I find, by reliable information furnished by the Rev. Abraham Sickles. and William
Doxtater, that the present population of the Oneida Band is, in round nuibers; six hun-
dred, and they are grain'ally increasing. As Christians, they are divided into two deno-
minations-Church of England and Nethodists. The Rev. R. Flood hud the Church
people under bis care for some years, 1r. Potts having been sent thither under the auspices
of the Colonial Church and Sehool Society, as schoolmaster and catechist. Mr. Potts
eventually took orders, and was their Missionary till witlin a few months back, when he
was incapacitated by an illness whieh terminated in bis death, about throe weeks ago.
William Doxtater, a good Indian. has acted, and still acts, as a sort of catechist; but, ha
tells me, they have had no school:since Mr. Potts was ordained, a circumstance.his people
much regret, as the children of the professing members of the Church are numerous.
The Mothodists, on the other hand, have an efficient organization under the Rev. A. Sickles,
and have also a teacher in their school named Francis G. H. Wilson, whose salary (8160.00
per annum) is paid by the Wesleyan Missionary Board Fund. The present attendance of
children is neither large nor regular. Ia warmer weather, from 20 to 30 children attend.
The branches taught are the common series of school books, with which, however, tho
school is rather inadequately furnished."'

Simt,-I have the pleasure of answering your letter of the 3rd instant, requesting me
to furnish the department with a statisticul statement as to the number of males and
females attending the school at Restigouche, &c.

The nuwber of children that have attended. ths school this year is:-Males, 33;
females, 31; total, 64.

English and French are the two languages taught in the school. The ebildren are
learning the reading, writing, and spdlling, by heart, and learning, by heart sone picces of
their books, translating. table of multiplication, arith'etic, and geographical map.

The study of the globe would be a great benefit to the children. This study would
give them a great knowledge of the diffurent parts of the wo:Id, but until now, the school
had no means sufficient to get one. These are the several branches taught in the scho.l at
Restigouche. The name of the teacher is Joseph Dorais, a young man from the district
of Montreal.

His salary is £50 a year. fIe receives payment from three sources-from the Dcpart-
ment of Education, from the Indian Departwent ad from the people of his mission ; but
the Indians being so poor that I can raise but a fe.w dollars fron them.

This 18 the inf3rmation which I have the pleasure ot transnitting to the department.

WELLAND CANAL

Up to the 30th of June there had been no interruption in the navigation.

The annual repairs werc completed in due time, and in a satisfactory manner.
The deepeoing of the sunmmit reach, so as to bring it down to the level of Lake Erie,

is progressing and will, probably, be completed during the sumimer of 1865.
The piers at Port Colborne and Port Maitland were daniagcd by a storm on the 1st or

January 1864.
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WILLIA3SBURG CANALS.

These canals were kept in good working order up to the 30th of Jine, without any
accident or case of detention.

A Steam-dredgc was emDloyed for one m'nth, clcansing a portion of the Rapide Plat
section of the canal.

The north pier at the outrance of the Rapide Plat Canal, for a distance of one hun-
dred and fifty feet in length lias been completed.

The lining of the inner banks of the canals with stone is in progress: a work highly
necessary for the protection of the banks.

The wharves at Farran's Point and the lower entrance ai the Rapide Plat Canalhave
also been repaired.

CORNWALL CANAL.

General repairs to slope walls, embankments and ditches.
The Superintendent reports, that the temporary manner in whicih the Lessees of water-

power from the canal have repaired the head-gates of their mills, last spring, has left them
still in a leaky and unsafe state.

By an Order in Council, dated the 27th February, 1864, authority was obtained for
the payment of $1,000 to the inhabitants of Sheik's Island, in full compensation for the

damage they had sustained by the destruction of a bridge connecting that island with the
main land at Moulinette, and which had been swept away in October 1850, by a rush of
water, caused by a break in this Canal.

BEAUH1ARNOIS CANAL.

The swing-bridge at Lock No. 14 was rebuilt in the spring, and the gates, bridges,
and walls repaired where necessary.

On the 3lst of May a break occurred in the south bank, at a culvert near St. Timo-
thy Bridge, but was effectuallylosed in the space of 32 hours.

LACHINE CANAL.

Repairs of ordinary character.

Forwarders are stili complaining of the impediment to the canal navigation, arising
fron the strong current which is created by the withdrawal of such a large body of water
as is required by the manufactories situated on the banks of the canal, for the propulsion
of their machinery.

Certain works having-beau lately commenced by the Montreal Harbor Commiissioners

near the the entrance of the Lachine Canal, at Montreal, some few remarks are required

thereon. Thle works allinded to consist of a line of crib-work, commtnencing at the lower

cnd oi te first louk. extunding GI0 feet on a line at right angles to the gencral direction

of t lie canal, and-then on a line parallel to the canal, for a distanec o some 1300 feet.

Th'e SpnieeO betwCoon the erii-work and the bank of the canal is being lled with carth,
dredgd fr tho bottnI of the river immediately outside ef thie cribs.

This new wharf, tothtler wth the basin forled b the dr:ding, appears to bc de-

si''ned In eiwve.înon Wih thi plain of a largo dock, which is to form a new enrance te the

C:lal. Th wharI lowever, is availablc without reference t lie proposed dock.

The shîene is on a larre seale, embraeing berths for ocean shipping and lake craft,
railwav dépôs, warchouses, and geucral whart4îge.

These new works are of tho greatest interest to the Departnent, not only because they

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CHAMBLY CANAL.

Two pairs of lock-gates were built during the winter, and the bridges and ga tes werc
generally repaired.

A new foot-bridge was attached to the upper gates of Lock No. 1 at St. Jobn's, and a
ferry-scow was placed between the main land and the upper end of St. Thérèse Island.

The Superintendent remarks that the lock-walls and other structures are too light to
resist the concussions caused by the large class of vessels now engaged on the route, and
that this defect adds to the cost of maintenance.

ST. OURS' LOCK AND DAM.

The claiii of A. E. Kierzkowski for damages allcgcd to have been sustained by the
water-power on his property, fron the overflow at St. Ours' Dam, was referred to the
Provincial Arbitrators in March.

No repairs have been necessary during the last half year.

ST. ANN'S LOCK

No repairs havo been required here.

CARILLON AND GRENVILLE CANALS.

Navigation was interrupted for a few liours, during high water, by the failure of the
sluice-gates on tlie guard-lock at Grenville.

The breast-wall and mitre-sill at Lock No. 10 werc rebuilt last April, and the walls of
this and the other locks pointcd and repaired. The lock-gates and sluice-frames. were
generally repaired, an d a d red ge -was broughlt to the upper entrance of the Grenville, Canal
which commenced operations on the 2Lt of June.

Commercial men continue to complain of the smallness of the dimensions of these
canais.

RIDEAU CANAL.'

Up to the 3Oth of June last, the principal repairs performed have been the shceting of
some of the lock-gates, the renewal of certain sluices and stop-logs, and the strcngthening
of some of the dams and culverts, the rebuilding of wing-walls of the locks and of certain
bridges over the waste-weirs.

Several accidents having taken place within the last few years on this canal, the details
of which have been given in previous reports, it was deemed advisable to have its
mechanical structures examined by a civil engineer.

On the 14th of July 1863, Mr. G. H. Perry was instructed to carry out this object,
and his report was received on the 20th of January last.

'The River Ottawa, from Grenville to the mouth of the Rideau Canal, at Ottawa City,
offers an easy and safe navigation for vessels drawing under six feet. It is, however, much
to be regretted that these advantages are seriously interfered with by large accumulations
of the refuse of the numerous saw-mills on the main river and its tributaries.

Great quantities of slabs and saw-dust have becn thrown into the river, year after
year, and most of them, becoming water-logged, sink ta the bottom.

At several parts of the river extensive shoals have thus been formed, and if means
are not adopted to abate the evil, it may inerease to such an extent as to render its removal
both diflicult and expensive.

Complaints have been made to the Department of similar nuisances on other rivers.

BURLINGTON BAY CANAL.

No accident has happened at this canal up to the 30th June last.
A new scow has been provided, and a f.w trifling repairs exccuted.

NAVIGATION-NEWCASTLE DISTRICT.

No accident Lad occurred on these works up to the 30th of June.
The repairs of the year had not been commenced at that date.

LAKE ST. PETER AND RIVER ST. LAWRENCE,
BETWEEN MONTREAL AND QTJEBEO.

The deepening of the navigable channel through Lake St. Peter, and other portions
of the St. Lawrence between Montreal and Quebec, under the direction of the Montreal
Harbor Commissioners, is progressing.

The Harbor Commissioners report that during the half-year ending on the 30th Jlune,
246,837 cubie yards of earth were removed, and that the expenditure during the same

At
Pelée Island light-house, a new pier has been made, and additional stone work placed in
the old pier.

The lamps at the following places have been adapted to the use of coal oil, in addition
to those previously reported

False Ducks, Scotch Bonnet,
Gull Island, Mohawk Island,
Long Point, Lake Erie,
Pelée Island, and Bois Blanc.

The Superintendent reports that land should be obtained for the liglit-houses at the
following places, viz :-Nine Mile Point; Scotch Bonnet; Pelée Island; Christian Island:
Nicholson's Island, and the False Duck's Island. The last-namicd island is Indian property,
and the Superintendent rccommends the purchase of the whole of it.

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LIGHT-HOUSES BELOW QUEBEC.

The Trinity House at Quebec is about to establish beacons to enable navirators to
avoid the N. W. reef of Biquet and the Alcide Rock.

A petition having bccn addressed to this Department for the establishment of light-
houses at "lle au Reau" and -La Montée du Lac," the matter was referrcd to the Trinitv
House, who have reported in favor of the establishment of these two lights.

The work ofmaking an addition to the light-house pier at Crano Island, which was
cormmenced in September of last year, had not been completecd on the .l0th of.June.

Arrangemcents arc being made for the construction by thiý Departient, of a pier and
light-house at Point St. Laurent, Is!and of Orléans.

No further action than that previously reported has been taken in refercnee to thu
construction of liglit-houses at the Bird Rocks or Cape Ray, so frequently and urgently re-
commended by the Quebec and Montreal Boards of Trade, and others interested in the
navigation of the River St. Lawrence.

TUG SERVICE, UPPER ST. LAWRENCE.

To secure an efficient tug service, fron one canal to the otier, ou that portion of the
St. Lawrence which lies between Montreal and Kingston, a subsidy bas of late years beein
granted by the Goverament.

The service ofthis year, up to the 30th of June, was performed in a satisfactory man-
ner by Messrs. Calvin & Broek, on the conditions stated in last ycar's report, viz.:-A
bonus of $12,000 for the scason of navigation of 184, and a tariff of towage, payable by
the parties whose vessels are towed, ten per cent lower than the tariff of previous ycars.

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RIVER WORKS.

OTTAWA RIVER.

The slides and booms under the charge of the Department, on this river, were
thoroughly repaired during the winter and spring; and navigation was opened at the usual
period for the passage of timber.

The waters of the Ottawa were unusually high last spring.
At the Chenaus Station, some difficulty has been experienced of late years in pre-

venting saw-logs froin being carried away under the boous by the current. To remédy
this evil, the position of some 3000 feet of this boom has been changed; the necessary
piers were built by the Lumbermen of Ottawa.

A Government land reserve at " Pooley's Bridge," Ottawa, was feniced~in.

RIVER DU MOINE.

It having been ascertained that further improveinents on the River du Moine were
nce.cssary, in oider to bring into more xtendced use the works alrcady constructed on this
river, it was resolved that the works should bu undertaken ; and in view of the economy
likely to result fri the collection and prep-iration, auriug the winter, of the- timber and

other materials neecssary for the proposed woriz, a contiact was cntcred into for the supply

of these materials, under the authority of an Order in Council passed on the 27th

February, 1864.

The cuntractor, Mr. James Goodvin, not only providcd the material, as required by

his contract, but, ene6uraged by those interested ia the lumber trade, actually constructed
the additionsl work in anticipation of any authority or appropriation for the purpose.

The cost of these improvements, including a balance duo on a former contract for
work on this river, vas 88,165.72.

PETEWAWA RIVER.

It was submitted in last year's report, that if the Government works on the Petewawa
River were extended as far as Cedar Lake, it woulid be a great advantage both to the
Government and to the Lunibermen. The cost of the proposed works was estirnated

at 81S,847.S9.
After further enquiry, Your Excelleney's authority was obtained, ou the 27th February

1S64, to place this sum in the Estimates to be laid before Parliament at its next session,
but, in the meantime, it was permitted that advantage should be taken of the winter

months to obtain the materials necessary for the proposed works.
A contract was, therefore, entered into with Mr. David Moor, in March, for the

supply of the necessary material, which was delivered in due time.

COUJLONGE RIVER.

In last year's report it was stated that the estimated cost of certain improvements on
the Coulonge River, intended to facilitate the passage of timber, would be $15,000.

MADAWASKA RIVER.

On the 4th of June 1864, the water being very high at the time, the boom at the
mouth of the Madawaska parted, and a number of the logs that had been enclosed therein
were carried away into the main river.

The break was promptly repaired.
It has been suggested that somue of the works (which are now old, having been erected

in 1845) should be renewed, and that additional boon accommodation with supporting
pie.s, should be provided.

GATINEAU RIVER.

,The Goverument boom at the mouth of the Gatineau was designed more for a guide-
boom, than a retaining-boom, and was intended to conduct the logs to the entranbe of a short
artificial canal which leads from the Gatineau to a natural pond of some seventy acies in
area, and which communicates with the main river.

Early in the spring a large quantity of saw.logs and square timber, which had been
left by the Lumbermen within range of high water, descendud the river; and, as the ice
had not yet floated out wf the pond, the logs accumula ted outside agaiust the boom to such
an extent, that, on the 2nd of' .lay, the boom gave way.

It was immediately restored. A design was then prepared which contemplated the
entire reconstruction of th- piers and booms at this station, and also the opeaing of anew
canal froin the Gatineau to the pond, which would have the effect of forcing a current
through it, so as to iloat the ice away carlier in the spring, leaving the pond clear for the
logs to lie in safety.

ST. MAURICi RIVER.

There is little information .of importance to notice in regard to these works.
The booms were all laid out iM working order on the 3rd of May last, and the opera-

tions of ti season have been performed with much success, and with less than the ordinary
amount of casualties.

The works, however, are getting old, and the sums rcquired for annual repairs must
necessarily be expected to increase.

SAGUENAY RIVER.

These slides have not required any repairs during the present half-year.
Fifty thousand saw-logs were passed through them in June,

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ROADS AND BRIDGES.

On the 30tli of June 1864, the works on most of the ronds had not commenced.

HAMILTON AND PORT DOVER ROAD.

The repairs made between the Jst of January and the 30th June last, werc slight.

TORONTO ROADS.

The repuirs on these roads consist principally in renewing the surface material.
The out!ay froai the lst of January to the 30th of June was $9,773.46. For details, ses
Appendix G.

WINDSOR AND SCUGOG ROA.D.

Very little had been donc on this road up to the 30th June.

MATANE AND CAP CHATTE ROAD.

The Engineer in charge here reports that the construction of this road is progressing.

LINDSAY BRIDGE.

On the 30th June 1864, the construction of this bridge was progressing.

BATISCAN BRIDGE.

An Order in Council, passed on the 1lth March 1864, authorized the leasing of this
bridge at a nominal rate.

UNION SUSPENSION BRIDGE, AT OTTAWA,

Some slight repairs.
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PROVINCIAL VESSELS.
The departmcent hias eharge of four steam vcssels. viz. :-Tlhe apoleon, Victoria,

Lary HFead, and the Adianr.

These vesse.. are maiutained by the Governriment for the performance of the followirg
services

To convey the mail fron Quebee to the Lower Provinces.

To convey supplies to the light-houses and provision dépôts in the Gulf of St.
Lawrence.

To place the buoys on the River St Lawrence in their proper position, to maintain
ther there during the season dr'ugaiti and t ttake thei up again at its close.

To carry the pilots and th-ir apprentices on their annual iuspection of Jie chaunels of
the river.

To relieve vcssels in distress, and to tow vessel-, for hire, when called upon by the
trade.

These steamers wcre put into good repair in the spring. Their duties were performed,
up to the 30th June last, without accident.

LA CANAIENNB."

The schooncr 7-i Can' 7dienne was r"paired last winter, antid strcngthencd in lier h.ll,
by the addition of iron-knees. Iler spars.auiigging wcre also oéerhatuled, and she was
made ready for service at the opening of navigation.

HARBORS AND PIERS.

No repairs of importance have been made to the harbo'rs and piers froni the beginning
of the year to the 30th of June.

PORT WHITBY HARBOR, AND WINDSOR AND SCUGOG ROAD.

The Port Whitby Harbor and the Windsor antd Seugog Roai were. on the 15th of
October, 1850, under authority of the Acts 12 Vic., cap. 5end 13 and 14 Vie., cap. 14,
sold to the Port Whity and Lakes Seugos, Sirmcoe anid luron ioad Comlpany for £120,-
100, payable by instalmeints. as set forth in an Order in Counuil of the :3rd July, 1852.

The sai . Company having made deihul il the payment, and laviug petitioned, 'in
1S5ý, for a remission of the interest then due, an Order in Council wz.s passed on the
10th September 1858, authorizing a remissin ot threo years' interest. on condition of
completing certaiu new works at the Harbor, which repairs or works the said Company do
not appear to have made.

A Writ of Extent was issued at the instance of the Law Officers of the Crown in
16
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December 1862, and the moneys then in the bands of the secretary, and deposited in a
Bank to the credit of the Company, were, with other assets of the Company, seized for the
benefit of the Crown, and a Receiver appointed to collect the tolls and other profits of the
works. Authority was also granted by Order in Council of the 19th May 1863, for an
.mmediate resumption of the works by the Crown.

On the 21st March, 1864, this harbor and road were declared, by proclamation of
His Exeliency, to be no longer under the control and management of the Department of
Publie Works.

On the same day, viz.: the 2lst March 1864, an Order in Council was passed grauting
to the Port Whitby Harbor Company the piers, break-waters, approaches and other works,
together with the tolls derived therefrom. The grant was made on condition that the
Company should pay to the Government the sum of 835,150, and that any lands covered
with water, lying between the easterly pier and 'the shore, should be reserved by the
Government.

By another Order in Council of the.same date, viz.: 21st.March 1864, the Windsor
and Sougog Road, with the tolls thereon, was granted to the Whitby and Scugog
Gravel Road Coïmpany for '$10,000, on condition of keeping the same at all times in
thoroughi repair.

A w.iter lot, adjoining Whitby Harbor,situatebetween the easterly pier and the shore,
was granted to Chester Draper, by deed dated 18thI-March 1864, for-81900.

OFFICIAL ARBITRATORS.

On the 19th March last the Arbitrators came to a decision in the case of Augustin
Trépanier, contractor for the erection of a court-house and jail at Beauce, allowing him no
damages or costs.

On the 3Jtli of June there were still five claims pending-before the' Arbitrators.
The details of these claims will be found in the Appendix H.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS.

Very little exponse has been incurred, during the six months ending the 30th of
June, upon the publie buildings in charge of the Department.

At the 31arine IIspital, Quebec, the inside wood-work has been painted, and an
addition made to the heating apparatus.

QUEBEC DRILL-SIIED.

On the 15th December 1863, a contract was entered into for the erection of a wooden
building in St. Lewis Wird, 220 feet long by 81 feet broad, to be used as a drill-shed.

The building was not completed on the '0th of June last.

COURT HOUSES AND JAILS.

There arc still some works necessary for the completion of the several District Court
Houses and Jails, const:ucted by the Department, at the following chef lieux, viz:

Ste. Scholastique, Iudustry, Sorel, ïMalbaie, Rimouski, Montmagny, Beauce, Artha-
baska, Nelsonville, St. Ilyacinthe, St. Johns, Beauharnois, Chicoutimi.

These require jail-yards, enclosed either with a stone-wall or a strong~wooden fence,
wood-sheds, outside water-elosets, porches, stove-pans, &c.

Ialbaie Jai. No appropriation having been made for this jail during the last
session, the works referred to in last year's report, as having been commenced, were
countermanded.

K«nouraska Jail. The reconstruction of this building is progressing, and will be
completed in the autumn of 1864.

Quebec New Jail. From January to April 1864, the contractors suspended opera-
tions. From April up to the 30th of June, the works were progressing at such a rate as
to ensure their completion by the autumn, and everything was being done in'a substantial
and workmuanlike manner.

That portion of the central wing which is to contain the dining-room and infirmaries
has not yet been commenced; but as the jail contains other rooms which cau be tempor-
arily devoted to these purposes, the occupation of the prison need not be delayed on that
account.

There are still some works necessary to the completion of this jail, viz:
To introduce gas and water into the building, from the road.
To put up double windows.
To build out-door water-closets, with cess-pools.
To point the stone-work with cement, and to change the form of the gutters.
A jail-yard, with a stone wall, is also necessary.
jMoitreal Jail. The continued complaints of the n ant of proper jail accommodation

here, lead to the conclusion that the present jail is quite inadequate to the increasing popu.
lation of the district.
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Sherbrooke Jail. Plans will shortly be prepared for this building.
Court House anc Jail at Sault Ste. Marie.-An architect will be sent to this place,

in the spring, for the purpose of gaining the information necessary for the preparation of
a plan.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS, OTTAWA.

From the date of the last report to the 30th of June of this year, the works in con-
nection with these buildings were carried on with great diligence.

After a very full discussion as to whether the legislative halls should be lighted
with ordinary gas chandeliers, or by means of gas-jets placed in the attics over the halls-
the. liglit descending through glass panels in the ceiling, it was decided to adopt-the ordin,
ary suspended gas chandeliers.

The chief reasons which led to this decision were, first, the greater cost of original
construction if the attic light was adopted; and secondly, the much greater quantity of
gas required to give the same amount of light.

The question of supplying the gas to these buildings, has also been before the Depart-
ment.

The relative merits of coal and petroleun gas have been discussed, and from a report
called for by the Department from Professor Hunt, of Montreal, it appears that coal gas
should be adopted.

The total amount expended in connéction with these buildings, up to the 30th June
1864, was 81,513,412.36.

A property known as the Rideau Hall Domain, and lying in the immediate vicinity
of'Ottawa, has been leased by the Department, at the rate of $4,000 a year, for the purpose
of converting it into a temporary residence for Your Excellency.

The lot leased contains some 70 acres of land, with a house, pleasure-grounds and
several outbuildings.

INTERCOLONIAL RAILWAY.

The survey of this proposed liune of Railway was authorized in 1863, and on the

22nd of August of that year Mr. Sanford Flcming was appointed Engineer in charge.
On the 11th of March, 1864, he was instructed by the Provincial Secretary of the lato
government to examine the various practicable routes for a railway between Canada and
the Lower Provinces. He was also requested to report on the comporative merits of each
of the lines, and the probable cost of their construction.

On the 30th of June the Survey was being proceeded with.
All of which is respectfully submitted.

REPORT OP SUPERINTENDING ENGINEER.

LACHTnE CANAL OFFICE,
Muntreal, 2nd Dec., 1864.

Sra,-The period for closing the fi-cal year hawing been chanzed, by Act of Parlia-
ment, from the ?1 st of December to the 30th day of Ju ie in each ye.ir, I h 've prepared
and beg to submit the fbllowing Report on the works uder niy charge, tro n thet first
day of Janu try to the 30ti day of June 1861,.as called for by your letter No. 51967,
dated 3rd November 1864.

BEAIUHARNOIS CANAL.

This canal forms a navigable channel past the. Coteau,. Cedars and Cascade Rapids
between Lake.St. Francis and Lake St: Louis, and is li miles in- length, witli nine locks
200 feet.long by 15 feet in width, with 9 feet depth of water on the sills. The canal is
from (0 to 80 feet in width on-bottom, and from .100 to 120 at surface water. At each
lock there is a ragulating weir bailt of stone m sonry for p;sing and regulating the
flow of water, which aff rds a large a-nount of water-power availiiole for milling and tranu-
facturing purposes. There are also nine swing brid2es,two ferries, twenty permanent bridges
over the regulating w'.irs and races %t the locks. one by-wash, ten culverts, two dams, htlf
a mile of dyke on Grand kle, 4.8, nils of dyke through Hungry Bay, a pier and
breikwater at Gross-point, a housu for thelocal Superintendent. one for the .Collectr and
Paymaster, ten for the l.ck and, bridge-m-sters, and eight.en for their assistants. There
is also a head-race and regulating-weir at each en-1 of the lower dam, built f.r milling
and manufacturing purposes. in addition to the above there arc about 350 arpents of
ditches, all of which have been effictively maintaihed, and special care taken: to keep
the culverts and ditches open for the free discharge of surface-water during the spring
freshets.

There .is a large Paper-manufactury and aGrist and flouring-mill at the east end. of
the lower dam, and a saw and Grist-mill and Furniture-manufactory at the west,. and..
propelled by water supplied through the head-races.

The Swing-bridge at Lock No. 14 was rebuilt during the month of March, and timber
purchased for rebuilding the superstructure of the pier-head at the upper entrance of the
canal. The bridges at Lock No 7 and at St. Timothy must be thoroughly overhauled
duiing the winter, when temporary bridges are formed by the ice. Locks Nos. 9, 10, 1-1,
12 and 13 were well pointed when the water was drawn out for repairs in April. Locks
Nos.. 6, 7, 8 and 14 should be pointed before opening thrp:canal next spring. Portions. of
the vertical :nd slope-walls above and below the locks were rebuilt, and such repairs made
to the lock-gates, bridges, &ë., as appeared. necessary. The by.wash et St.. Timothy was
also thoroughly examined- an-d reraired-and the bank, in race above weir at Lock No. 10,
whieh gave,.way in January, rebuilt.

The water was-let- into the canal. oný the 21st, anud fully opened for the passage of
vesselson. the 24th day of April. The only interruption to. the trade, previous to the close.
of the fiscal year, occ'ured on the 31st day of May, caused!by a break in the.south bankm
at a culvert a short dis:ane aboye St. Timothy. Bridge, when. navigation .wasioterrupted
for about 32 hours.

The-spar Lock-gates on hand with those asked fornn last.yearts report (now under
contract),:it is, thought, will be sufficient to. replace any that may require renewal orb.e
brokenby accident.

The necessity for increased -accommodation for; mooring vessels at the lower .entrance
ofÈthe canal, referred4to in .former.reports.,still exists.- ..The south.pier:aho ldJaetende
for .thatspurpose without :furtherlss oftime~.
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A building for the safe keeping of tools, materials, supplies, &c., and .for a work-shop
for repairs, is much needed.

The probable amount required for ordiuary repairs from the first day of January to
the 3Oth June 1865, is estimated at S4,360.

The amount expended during the some period in 1S64, amounted to $3,075.

LACHINE CANAL.

This canal is Sr' miles in length. and forns a navigable channel past the Lachine
Rapids, connecting Lake St. Louis with the2 head of occan navigation at Montreal. There
are five locks :00 feet long by 45 feet in width, with 9 feet water on the sills of the three
upper, and 16 fect on the silis ofF the two lower or Montreal Locks, which connect the
principal basins with the harbour. There.are four weirs and races for regulating the flow
of.water at the locks, viz.: two at Lachine. one at Côte St. Paul and one at St. Gabriel.
There are also four wastc-weirs, five swing-bridges, sixteen stationary bridges over the
weirs and races and portions of the old canal three culverts, four lock-houses, an office for
the Collecting, Superintending and lgineering Departmients, a long range of dock-
walls and wharves at Montreal, with Flour sleds covering an area of 49,960 square feet. On
the channel side of the tiaber basin at Lachine there are 3039 lincal feet of boom with 19
rctaining and guide-piers, and- 4870 lineal feet of pier, with a stone superstructure which
forms a wing-dam on the south side of the channel at the Lachine entrance.

The wood-work of' the swing-bridges at Côte St. Paul and Brewster's road were
renewed last Fcbruary and March, and such rcpairs made to other structures as could b'
advantageously performed during winter. The water was shut off on the 9th day of April
for the usual spring repairs, which were completed on the 2Sth, and the canal opened for
the passage of vessels on the morning of the 29th. after which the full draft of water was
uninterruptedly maintained.

The regulating-weir at St. Gabriel 'Lock is formed by the lower wing-walls of the old
lock, which are very defective: they have not been considered safe for years. Should these.
walls give way, wbich they nay do at auy moment, the carrying trade of the entire country
must accessarily suffer great inconvenience. The trade of the St Lawrence and Ottawa
routes depends upon the stability of the structures on this canal. A new regulating-weir
at this lock has therefore become indispensable. Plans and specifications were prepared
for letting the work in 1860.

There is a great:want of basin and wharfago accommodation on the canal at Montreal.
The completion of' the St. Gabriel and wood basins, and construction of others on the
south side of the canal, in connection with Basin No. 2, may be considcred of vital
importance to the commercial interests of the counîtry.

Parties in the wood, timuber and lumber trade suffer much inconvenience. irn conse-
quence of tbe limited space at the wharves and basins set ïpart for their accomimodation.
This branch of the trade is year.y increasing. and floris one of. the nost important branches
of our coimnerce, and really deserves special atteition.

The manuthetories established within the lst few years at the locks on the line of
this canal, contribute largcly to the industry and trade of the country; at the same time,
the navigation of the canal ha: been rendered difficuit 'by the draft of water required for
propellingthe machinery connected with them-so mucli so thatgreat complaints are made
by the forwarding interesis. It is,'therefore, evidently for the inferest uf all parties, that
the canal should be improved in such a manner as not to interfere, if' possible, with"either
interest, and at the saime time improve bath- which it is thought can be done by giving a
greater sectional area to the prism of the catal. without increasing the supply of water.
This, to a certain extent, can be accomnplished by renoving the inside bank-slopes, or
ratherbychanging themi from two to one, to halif t one. and walling them' from canal bot-
tom insteac of rom four te five feet below surfacc-water, as at present. This would
incrcase the sectional area, a'nd consequently reduce the curreut; ves'se's would"pass free
without grounding on the slopes, and the Bertne-bank made available for' discharging 'wood

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and lumber for tranhipment, &c., without interfering with the passage of vessels or flow
of water.

Some idea of the manufacturing interest connected with tiis canal may be formed by
the following statement, commencing

At Côte St. Paul Lock, where there are two Flouring-mills capable of grinding460
barrels of flour per day, with stores and elevators having storage capacity for 105,000
bushels of grain and 6000 barrels of flour. Also one Axe-facbory, one Shovel-factory, one
Scythe-factory, one Nail-factory, an Auger-factory, one Door and Sleigh-bell factory one
large Saw-mill, and one Cooperage with Saw-mill attached. These establishments are situ-
ated on the south side of the canal, below the lock, where there is only about six feet depth
of water-that being a portion of the old canal that it was not considered necessary to im-
prove when the canal was enlarged; but the time has come when it should be deepened to
correspond with the enlarged canal, and suitable wharfage accommodation provided for
these manufacturers.

At St. Gabriel Lock there are two Flouring-mills and stones capable of grindiog 310
barrels of flour per day, with storage capacity for 114,000 bushels of grain and 5500 bar-
rels of flour. There are also three Saw-mills, oue' dry-dock, two Foundries and finishing-
shops, one Cotton-factory, one Machine-shop, Bolt an'd nut-factory, one Nail-factory, one
Rubber-factory,one Woollen factory,one Agricultural implement and two Furniture-factories,
one Saw-faetory, one Axe-factory, one Cordage-factory and Plaster-mill, one Tannery and
glove-factory, and two Door and sash-factories.

At Basin No. 2 there are three Flouring-mills capable of grinding 1250 barrels of flour
per day, and four elevators with storage capacity for 540,000 bushels of grain and 34,000
barrels of flour ; besides a grain-dryiug establishment and elevator with storage capacity for
60,000 bushels of grain. There is also one dry-dock, two graving-docks, threè nail and
spike-factories, two rolbic-mills, one saw-mill, one oil, drug and plaster-mill, and one
machine-shop.e

Houses should be provided for the accommodation of persons employed in working the
locks and bridges; they are obliged to be in constant attendance day and night, and expe-
rience much hardship for the wantof proper lodgings in the immediate vicinity of their
work.

A. suitable building should be erected for the storage and safe-keeping of public
property, which aunually collects here. for the service of the canals and ligrht-houses.

The facilities for managing timber in the'basin at Lachine, as well as its capacity,
would be greatly increased by dividing it' with cross-booms into five compartments. This'
arrangement would reduce the cost of placing the timber in the basin, and accommodate a
large quantity by keeping it more compact. It would also be less liable to break up and
get scattered throughout the entire basin. These booms are estimated to cost 83025.

The gallows-frame, with other portions of the wood work and suspension-cables at
Côte St. Paul, Wellington Street and Montreal bridges, have been broken by vessels. and
only temporai ily fixed. They must all be perinauently repaired durinig the winter.

It will be necessary to shut off tue water in Apiil for building the new bridge at St.
Gabriel Lock and for the necessary Spring repairs, which wiil' consist mainly-in grouting
and pointing the lock and dock-walls, clcaning deposits collected in the bottoms of the
locks and canals, refitting and repairing lock-gates, repairing the slope-walls, retainig-
walls, wharves, bumping-posts, &c.

The supply of spare lock-gates. including- those asked for in last year's report (now
under contract), it is thought, will be sufficient to meet ordinary démands.

The following amounts were collected previous to, the 3Oth day of June, besides
regular tolls and rents, viz.

Tbere was $4 975.57 expended for repairs between the lst Janiiary and 30th June
1864. The pirobale] amuuut required for the same period in 1865 is estimated'at
$5,357.50.

CHAMBLY CANAL.

This canal is twelve niiles in lkngth, and forms a navigable channel past the rapids in
the Richelieu River, between the Chambly Basin and St. John's; it has nine locks 122 feet
long by 23j feet in width, with seven Feet of water on the sills, but owing to the large
amuount ot deposit annually brought into the canal fron the surface, ditches and creeks,
the' navigation is practicaly rcduceêd to from six to six and a half feet. A large armount
of this deposit was removed batflre openin;r the ca,'al, but the he vy rains of May and
June alwavs bring in large g tatities, esp.ecially at Vod's Creek. wvhere it mast be re.uovei
by teniporary direlges duriî'g the season or navigatii. The bottomu of the eanal is gener-
ally too narrow for the class of vesels iriding on this route. Portions of the inside batik-
l rpes should there:ore be remorved, and the canal deepened to aecommo'ate this class of

vessels The most economical -and, expelitious mode of accomplishing, it would be by
dredging, but th diedges in use on the other canals are ton wide to pass the locks on this
caial ; it would therefore be necessary to reduce che width of one of them ub ut two feet
beforp it could be made available for this work. The beuefit to be derived fromr the change
would w Il repay the extra cost.

Duling the winter two pairs of new lnck-gates were bu:lt, the wood work of bridges 7,
8 and 9 renewed, and the gates, brid2es, sluice-franes and gates generally repaired by the
men employed on the permanent staff.

A large amount of work wts done before opening ths canal in the spring, which con-
sisted pri'cipally i rebuilding a portion of t he recess and breast-wa!ls at Lock No. 7 and
the east abutaient ar Bridge No. 6, pointing lock-walls an 1 bri !ge abut neu:s, rebuilding
and repairing the slope vals. leaning out the eanal, etc.. etc.

The canal was open. d for the paosage cf vessels o the -5th day of April, and suc-
c:ssfully iuintained. without any serious interruption, until. the close of the year.

A new foot-br-idge, fhur feet in width. was attached to the upper gates of Lock. No. I
at St. John's, te forni a safe crossing for p-irtiez going, to the river for water.

A new ferry-scow ha.; alo been placed between the main land and upper end of Ste.
Tbérèse Island for the acconîmolation otthe inhabitants on the i-hind.

Fifty-six toise of stone were used in ,treagthening and protecting the banks weakened
by thie heaivy and cortinuous rains of 3I1ay and June.

The lock-walls, bridge-abutments, and other structur.s on this canal are light, an 
not calcul ted to resist the coneussion caused by coming in cîmtact witr the large class of
vessels now trading on thi, route. This defect adds largely to the cost of mainteugne.

The loek and bridge-tenders will he enployed duriug.the winter in ropairing and re-
buildiing suc1h of the lork-gates. bridges, etc., etc., as Lay be foutn necessary.

Preparations should be miade for repairing the upper end of the wharf at St. John's,
as e:rly in the season as practicabe.

The cost of ordinary repairs tnl miintenance from January t) Ju&y 1805, will be
about the same as in Frmîer y ears, and is estimated at 84,5~0.

ST. OURS' LOCK AND DAM.,

These wcrks are situated on the River Richelieu. about one and a half mile above the
Village-oft. Ours. They raise the-water-fur'-feet' arudaimprove the navigation of the
river te the Chambly Basin, a distance of about 30 miles.
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The ice in the river broke up early and passed off with ut doing any material injury
to .these worki. The first -ve.sel passed through the louk on the sevuutday of April,
when the navigation was fully opened for the season.

These wurks are now in good order. and under ordinary circumstances, the expendi-
ture for repairs previous to the 30th of June next w Il be very smal1, say $150. P epara-
tiors should, however, be wade for the delivery of stone for strengtheniu-the dam during
season tf low water.

ST. ANN'S LOCK AND DAM.

These works are, situated in the St. AUn's Rapids, at the foot of Lake of Two Moun-
tains, and consist principally of a lock 190 feet in length by 15 feet in width, a wing.dam
and guide-piers above, with guide and protLetion-pi2rs below the lock.

The ice passed out of the river about the 20th of April, without doing wateriul. damage
to any of the structures, anad navigation was opened ou the 23rd.

The water in the Ortawa River was unusually high during the'month oP May, creating
a strong current and eddy at the foot of the Iek but the delays and difficu;ties of ap.
proaching and leavinge the lock, so mub couplaiued of in foruier years, were avoided by
vessels taking the channel outside of the long pier which was opened in 1861.

The probable amount required for repairsto 3Uth June, 1865, is estimated at S125.

CARILLON AN.D GRENVILLE CANALS.

These canals pass the rapids in the Ottawa River, between Grenville and Carillon, a
distance of about 12 miles. They consist of three sections, viz. :-The Carillon Canal;
which is 2.09 miles in length, with three locks and a feeder from the North River î of a
mile in length:

The Chute aux Blondeaux is 0.16 miles in length, with one lock. and the Grenville
Canal 5.78 miles in.leogh, with seven locks. These canals are generally in bad condition for
transacting the large business uow done through themn. The prisu between locks 9 and
Il is tuo narrow fir the class of boats in use. These large vessels fill up thé entire cut
and stop the flow of water, causinig serious delay1 to ve;sels below them. The bauks and
locks-are also tuo low for the preseut draught of water. and it is not an uncommon occur
rence to see them both overflowed. Souie plan ,hould, tlherefore, be devised for incrcasing
the capacity of these canais, especially the narrow portiou of the Greuville section This
can be doue by enlarging the sectional area of the prisw, aud raising the banks and locks,
so as to increase the depth of water, which could be made available in the spring and fdi;
but at season of low water the increased depth could not be obtained at'the guardlock.
Greater width of canal must, therefore, be given to make the irmprovement available at all
seasons.

The eut at the Chute aux Blondeaux is through solid rock, portions of whichit ap:
pears, were never excavated to the proper depth. At extrene low water, there is only
about 4 feer at these points ; but the down freight passes outside of.the eut, ' thaf the
obtraction ouly iuterferès with upward.bound ves1ls, which are geuerally liight.

The p;incipal difficlty.in the Carillon Canal cunsists iu keeping up the supply of
water in tbe dry season. This, to a great extent, coild be rem-edied by eularging thureeder
to aboùt double its presert capacity.

There Cis also a grea waste of water by leakage through the walls of -LocksNos.2
and 3. An effort was made te stop the leakage at Lock No. 2 b.fore openiug the canal
last spring, by grouting and poiotiug the walIs, and pudilidg iLi rear ; but the rèsUlt was
not altogether satisfactory. The defects appear to be at the counterforts, where the-wall is
broken. -Ribuilding the walls is, therefore, the only sure renedy ; but it is thought that
by filling in encrete at the angles, thé leakageôuard be checked, if not eutirely stopped
It. will, however, be. ine.cessary to rebaild a portion of the upper recess-wall, ou the east
side-of Lock No. 3.. The principal defet i in the cuivertu,which canuot be remedied
exceptby rebuilding.

The breast.wall and mitre-sill at Lock No. 10 were rebuilt last April, and the walls
of this and the other locks pointed and grouted. The lock-gates and sluice-frames were
generally overhauled and repaired, and the bottom of the canals cleared. Special attention.
was given to the narrow portion of the Grenville Canal. The banks and slope-walls were
also repaired, and the canal opened for the passage of vessels on the 2nd day of May.
The navigation was afterwards interrupted for a few hours, at season of extreme high
water, caused by the failure of the sluice-gates in the guard-lock at Grenville. Any other
detention was caused by overloaded boats grounding in the canal.

The work of deepening the upper entrance of the Grenville Canal, by dredging, was
commenced on the 21st day of June.

The lock-gates delivered in the fall of 1863 wcrc not brought into use, but held in
reserve to replace any tbat might give way or be accidentally broken; but the old gates
are so much dccayed, that it will be nccessary to insert them next spring, together with
those for Locks Nos. 2 and 3, asked for in last year's report. -A. full set of new gates must
also be built for the guard-lock at Grenville. Portions of the breast-wall and mitre-sill;
at Lock No. 10, must be rebuilt before opening fhe canal next spring.

The importance of maintaining these canals in an eficient state is yearly becoming
more apparent. There was $3,863.85 expcnded in ordinary repairs, between the 1st
January and the 3Oth day of June 1864. The repairs for the same period in 1865 are
estimated to cost $3,930.

APPENDIX D.

REPORT OF THE. SUPER[NTENDENT OF THE RIDEAU CANAL.

OTAWA., 3rd December, 1864.
Sint,-I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your letter dated 3rd November,

(No. 51,970), requesting me to prepare and submit areport of the works under my charge,
during the period embraced between the lst January and 30th June 1864.

Thore is nothing of importance to report during this period. The most pressing of
tho repairs were performed in due time, and che caoal was opened for navigarion at the
Kingston end on the 28th of April, aÙd throughout on the 1st of May.

The water in the Ottawa River, at the foot of the combined-locks, was unusually high
this season. A statement of the highest and lowest water, as measured on the lower sill
aud registered, is appended. The spring floods in the Rideau River p.assed without doing
material damage to the canal.

I beg respectfully to draw your attention again to the trouble experienced at the en-
trance to the canal at Ottawa, on account of the saw-dust, slabs, edgings and other refuse
that is thrown or allowed to fall into the Ottawa River from the saw-mills at the Chau-
diè-r. An extra man bas been required to assist the lock laborers in clearing: away the
rubbish from the gates,-and barges and other vessels have frequently to be warped, through
the accumulation floating on the surface of the water, and detention to steamers has often
occurred; ,uùt the most scrious damage is, that the navigable channel is fast filling.up.

Additional wharfage-accommodation will soon be called for by the fire-wood people
and others, as the land adjoining the basin, set apart for landing fire-wood and shipping
lumber, has lately been leased to private individuals. The basin willhave to be deepened,
and whaïves made. There is no other alternative that I am aware of to accommodate the
increasing trafic.

The by-wash from the canal at Ottawa traverses a portion of Lower Town through'
streets and -building lots ; it has become a nuisance-in the more thickly populated portions
of the city, and the inhabitants are desirous of having it covered overso that the streets
can' be properly formed.

The canal is now in a tolerable state of repair; nearly, -all the waste-weirs have been
rebuilt lately, and furnished with. new crabs and iM proved machinery, and conveniences
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for hoisting the stop-logA pair of gates at Merrickville, and also at Upper Brewers
will have to be rebuilt. It will not be safe to trust the present ones another scason; they
are too much decaycd flor patching.

Nothing has been expended on the canal for some time past. except what has been
absolutely necessary to Iaintain navigation. -Its appcarancc wouldl be much improved by
a little paint and repairs to the fences, outbuildings, and general trimming up. It would
take about $2,000 for this purpose.

A statement of the repairs made to the canal during tlc past winter will be found
appeded; alo, a statement of the total cost oi'mnanageient and repairs froin lst January
to 30tl June of this year.

Bridges have been pctitioucd for over the canal at differcnt places; they are not re-
quired for the service of the canal, bût are rather an obstruction to the free navigation
ther-cof. They are solely necessary for the accounmodation of the public, and it is some-
whaî difficult to decide where they would do the most good, or to satisfy so many claimants
for bridges.

REPORT 0F THE SUPERINTENDENT OF THE -OTTAWA WORKS.
OTTAwA WoRaxs.

Ottawa, 7th December, 1864.

Sii,-I have the honor to acknowledge the reccipt of your circulars No. 8 2 of
the 3rd and 29th ultimo, requesting me to prepare and transmit to the Department a report
on the works' under my charge, during the period embraced between the lst of January
and 3Oth day of June 1S64.

Having been authorised by the Honorable the Commissioner of Public Works, in
communication No. 48625, dated 27th January 1864, to proceed with certain ropairs
enumerated and estimated by me in my annual report on the Ottawa Works for 18o 3, l
have to state that repairs were cxecuted at:

Boom at mouth of Du Moine River.
Joachim Slide, Ottawa River.
Two dams on north branch of Petcwawa River.
Dams on south do do
Calume's Slide, Ottawa River.
Mountain do do
Cheneaux Boom, do
Burnstown Boom, Madawaska River.
Arnprior Slide, du
Piers at head of Chats Rapids, Ottawa River.
Chats Slide, do
Ottawa and Hfull Slides, do
Roadway of Union Suspension Bridge.
Gatineau Booms and Carillon Dams, Ottawa River.
These repairs were compIcted in due time, and at all the stations the works were

ready for the passage of timber on the opening of navigation.
Last spriug the waters of the Ottawa River, and certain of its tributaries, rose to an

almost unprecedented height; and as large quantities of timber went adrift on the Mada-
waska and Gatineau livers, cousiderable damage was doue, through breakages, to the
works on these streans.

Early on Monday morning, the 2nd of May last, the Government boom near the
mouth of the Gatineau River, which for some time previously had been subjected to a great
strain from the accumulation of a vast number of saw-logs and pieces of square timber;
gave way; but the damage was repaired as speedily as possible. I reported this occur-
rence to the Department on the 4th of May.

From a similar cause. the rctaining-boom at the mouth of the Madawaska river broke on
the morning of the 4th of june. The interruption to the running of timber was of short
duration, however, as, through the cxertions of the Acting Deputy Slide Master, bis assis-
tants and the raftsmen, the boom was temporarily rapaired the same day. Further up the
Madawaska, the works were a good deal shattered, as already reported to the Department.

In a future report, I will advert to the steps to be taken with the view of guarding
against such accidents in future.

The works at other stations on the Ottawa and its tributaries were but little damaged
by the spring floods.

NEW WORKS.

On the 14th day of January last I was instructed by the Honorable the Commissioner
of Public Works to fence in the Government Reserve at the west end of Pooley's Bridge,
in this city; after the snow left the ground, I caused the Reserve to be surveyed, and the
fence was erected immediately ther-eafter.

Having been autborized by communications Nos. 48992 and 48993, dated 3rd Marci
last, to procure materials for the Petewawa, and Du Moine improvements, I arranged with
M. David Moor, of this city, for the timber; and as-much of the iron spikes and rock-bohs as
would be necessary for the foundation of tie proposed dams, &c., on the north branch off
the Petewawa River, between Cedar Lake and Thomnson's Rapids.

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The contract was signed on the 23rd of March, an Mr. Moor at once setabout pre-
paring the materials.

The improvements at Long Rapids, on the Upper Du Moie, werc undertaken by Mr.
James Goodwin, at the request of certain lumber merchants connected with that river,
and the dams were completed by the opening of navigation, and in successful operation last
ranning season.

APPENDIX F.

REPORT 0F THE SUPERINTENDENT OF THE ST. MAJURICE WORKS.

SUPERItNTENDENT'S OFFICE. ST. MARICE WORxS,
Three Rivers, Nov. 24th, 1864.

SrRrt-I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the Srd instant,
informing me that the period of closing the fiscal year lias been changed, and is nor fixed
lor the 3-th June; and also requiring ne to submit to the Department a report on the
state of the works during the period between the 1st January and the 30th of June 1864.

There is little information of importance, within the time mentioned, that has not
already been communicated. Al the works have been operated the past year with much
success, and with somewhat less than the usual casualties.

The works are now gettiug old, and, as a natural consequence, the atmounts of moncy
that will be required for repairs fromn year to year will increase.

On the 2nd of August last I submitted to the Department an estimate of the repairs
rcquired for the fall of 1864 and the winter-and spring of 1865, amounting to $4,9 13.04.
This estimate being approved, and the expenditure authorised, repairs were itmmediatcly
commenced, and such portions of the work as could be most advantageously donc during
the fIl are now complete. When the remainder are finished, the works will bc in
excellent order.

lie cost of maintenance from the lst of January to Lhe 30th of. Jube 1864, is
about the same as for the corresponding period of last year, although wages this scason
have been somewhat higher.

Expenditure from lst January to 30th June 1864....... $4,361.26
do do do 1863........... 4,309.52

As it appears to be necessary to obtain the sanction of the Provincial Parliaument
before any monies can be expended upon the works, and as it will be quite impossible
before the fresiets are over, next spring, for me to say what amount will b required for
repairs, or to make any detailed estimate whatever, I would beg to suggest to the Depart-
ment the necessity of asking for a sum of money, for such probable repairs, of not less
than 88,000.

I have roticed several times, in my annual reports, the necessity that exists for im-
proving some of the principal tributaries of the River St. Maurice. I am now still more
strongly of the opinion that were such.tributaries as tie Matawa and Vermillion improved
upon the samle principle that the Madawaska, Petawawa, Dumoine, Coulonge and other
tributaries of the River Ottawa have been improved, that. the result would be profitable,
alike to the Government, to the Lumberman, and to the country generally.

REPORT 0F G. P. BAILLARGE C. E., ON PUBLIC ROADS, HARBORS, PIERS AND BRIDGES.

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WonKs,
Quebec, 27th December, 1864.

F. BRAUN, Esq., Secretary of Public Works, Quebec.

Sî,-I have the honor to report as follows, respecting the progress, condition, and
outlay on the various roads under the management of the Department of Public Works

This report is up to the 30th of last June, such being the limit for the last fiscal year
which my instructions refer to.

During the first half of the present year, little progress has been made with the
various roads under consideration, for the reason that the end of June is generally the
time when such works are commenced in the country parishes. Most of the contractors
belong to the class of agriculturists, whose custom it is to complete their farming operations
in the spring of the year, before attending te any other work.

A breadth of at least 66 feet should be required for all Government roads, especially
aîcross Crown lands, and the Agents of Colonization should be instructed to prevent settlers
from encroaching with their fences on such road reserve.

Encroachments have been made, from year to year, on several of the roads. The fence
posts are driven into the road-bed, or close to the ditches. In some cases the fences, on
eitber side of the roadway, are only from 15 to 20 feet apart; in most cases they are
seldom more than 30 or 36 feet apart, instead of 66. The ditches are obstructed in sum-
mer, snow accumulates in winter, and the public are put to the greatest inconvenience
by those who enjoy the greatest benefit from the roads.

A clearing of at least 100 feet around bridges, and from 30 to 50 feet along side
wharfing, should be required wherever a road passes through the forest; otherwise they
will be constantly exposed to damage or destruction by fire. The Colonization Agents
should compel the settlers to use ail due precautions when setting fire to their clcaringsr
in such cases. Owing to the danger from fire, the construction of side-wharfing should be
avoided as much as possible.

Whenever a road, or any portion of the sanie, is constructed in au unsettled part of
the country, it should be sown immediately with grass-seed. The quantity per superficial
arpent should be about ý a gallon of timothy, liitb of red, and 1ýlb of white clover,
mixed together. This is the only means of preventing the road-bed from being obstructed
and eventually destroyed by a second growth of timber, as is generaly the case on most
of the roads below. On good soil, three years suffice for the second growth to attain a
height of from 4 to 6 feet, and a diameter of from .1 to 2 inches.

After the coupletion of any road, some means sbould be adopted for its future main-
tenance. The portions within the bounds of a municipality should be left to its charge, as
alrcady provided for by law. Those across the free grant settlements should be left to the
charge of the settlers, under the supervision of the Agent of Colonization, as also provided
by law, but not enforced; otherwise, the item of repairs will become a permanent charge
on the funds of the Province, and the best constructed roads will become impassable in -tIe
course of a few years.

In the granting of timber licenses, a reserve should be made of all the timber re-
quired for Government works. A reserve of the right of taking tiniber, gravel, or other
materials requisite for such works should also be made in all land grants, togetier with a
reserve of 66 feet breadth of land for the right of -way. Some of these provisions nmay
exist already on paper, but they are seldom enforced for want of proper authority.

The smallness of legislative grants made each year for the construction o- several of
the roads is such, that only a few miles can be finished yearly. This adds great1y, not only
to the cost of superintendeuce, but alsoito the cost of construction. It costs littie more to'
superintend 10, or even 20 miles, than what it does to superintend 3 or 6 miles. On roads
of considerable length, which can only be used when opéneïi thr.oughout; if ene portion.
is completed several years bef'ore the remainder, it grows over with bruslh and has to bc
made a second time. This applies particularly to the Malbaieand Grande Baie Road.
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ROADS BELOW QUEBEC, ON NORTH SHORE OF ST. LAWRENCE
MALBAIE AND GRANDE BAIE ROAD.

This is a branch road, about 25 milcs in length, from the intersection of the Grande Bao and
Anse St. Jean Roads, to the settilements on the opposite or north-east side of tlhe Mai-
baie Ruiver.
In a former report I recommended the opening of this road as a winter route, it being

several miles shorter and much more advantageous than the road just described. so far as
grades are concerned.

Although no expenditure was incurred for this work up to the 30th of last June,
measures were taken to proceed with it subsequently, under the local superintendence of
Mr. Lapointe.

CALLIiÈRES ROAD.

Froin Rivièrc Noire to St. Catherine, at the mouth of the River Saguenay.-Total
length about 19 miles.

This intercolonial thoroughfare, where new settlements and trafic arc increasing, is in

:a very bad condition: between Lake Temiscouata and the St. lawrence, where the traffie
is the greatest and tlic settlements the inost numerous, the road-bed, whcrcver clay soil
occurs, is so eut up, and somc of the culverts are so much damaged, that travelling has
become absolutely dangerous on the route, especially af night.

Its present condition, however, is no matter of surprise, considering thàt tle road has
not been kept'in repair from year to year.

The best-constructed road, under the same circumstances, would stand in the same
urgent need of repairs.

The total distance froi Quebee to IIalifli by this route, according to official reports,
is 710 miles.

NETAPEDIAC (oR EASTERN CANADA AND NEW BRUNSWICK) ROAD.
From Ste. Flavie on the St. Lawrence, to James Sillars' on the Ristiqouche Road, which.

connects at Cross-Point withb the Baie des Chaleurs Road and that of New Brunswick.
The ferry between Cross-Point and Canpbellton, across the Ristigeuche, connects the

Canada and New Brunswick ronds.

Last March, Mr. Losa was instructed by the Department to explore the country alont

the northern and southern divisions of the route, in order to ascertain whether or not the-
remaining 35.43 miles to be constructed could be locàted on the Crown Lands beyond the
Seigniory of Metapediae.

It appears from his report that no favorable land could be found beyond thoso lirmits
ho was, therefore, instructed to locate it on the best ground to be found on either side oi
the present Kempt Road, which was donc accordingly; a portion of the line 1 traced in
1858 was shifted from dry to wet ground, in order to shortea the distance. The new rond
on the central division will be far superior, as to grade, than the old road.

Subsequently, in May, he was authorizcd to alter a portion of the road that had becu
abandoned by contractors on the southern division ; this, also, was attended- to.

Scarcely more than thrce-fourths of a mile of road-have been completed diring thn
period reported on.

On the northern division, the work donc hitherto bas, 4ood well, but needs some re-
pairs and improvements.

On the southern division, where the road has been const acted across deep ravines, on
the slope or at the base of the mountains, and, in many places, on very rocky ground,
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various repairs.and improveinents are wanting; these consist chiefly in side-railing, widen-
ing, ditching. The bridges and side-wharfing, destroyed by fires last May and June, must
be repaired with as little delay as possible. These fires were the result of absolute reck-
lessness on«the part of two or three persons, as previously reported.

The Metapediac Road is now settled for a distance of more than thirteen miles at each
end. The intermediate settlements are from six to nine miles apart.

Its completion will,'for the first time,supply an excellent carriage road to the inhabit-
ants of the Baie des Chileurs, which has been settled more than eighty years, without any
proper outlet to the St. Lawrence. Its great importance as a military road is self-evident.

In order, however, hat it may be available to the public at the time when it is most
required, it is absolutely necessary that the mails should be carried over it, in winter, with
horses.

A good road, at all seasons of the yearwould ensure a speedy settlement of the entire
route.

Cap de Chatte River, 285 miles below Quebec.

This road was commenced in 1857, and'opened to the publie in 1860, at "which time
it had not been properly completed.

Although it was improved subsequently, many improvements are still required.
These, according to the estimate furnished after my examination of the, works last

summer, will amount to nearly S5,000.
If this sum is judiciously expended, the road will be quite practicable, and more

serviceable to the public than hitherto.
The only outlay on this work, from the 1st of January to the 3Oth June of the present

year, was $869.00.
This sum, which is to be deducted froi the amount estimated above, was chiefly

towards the construction of a bridge about 50 feet in height across the ravine formed by
the Ruisseau à Sem.

This bridge, which has been constructed in a very creditable manner, was not completed
at the time of my inspection.

By means of this structure and that which I authorized to be constructed across the
Ruisseau de la Wapper, four of the steepest hills on the road will be avoided.

The repairs on the above road are under the local andjudicious managementYof Mr.
Rosa.

The total outlay on construction and repairs &up to the 1st July, 1864, amounts
to $24,251.46.

GASPÉ AND ST. LAWRENCE ROAD.

The road under the above name is that which connects Gaspé 'Basin _with Grande
Grève, Grißin's Cove and Fox River.

Work commenced in 1859.

ST. ZOTIQUE ROAD.

Betweea Cotecau Landi:tg and Provincc Line, on north shore of Lake Se. Francis.

Amongst the various roads I have examined from Port Dover down to Gaspé, there
is not one in a worse condition than this.

It forins a portion of the main road between Montreal and Cornwall, upon which the
traffic is greater than on many other sections of the same thoroughf'are.

At one time it was au excellent road, but it has been destroyed by the waters of Lake
St. Francis since the construction of the Beauharnois Dams.

The quantity of water in the side ditches is. so great that they are used for driving
saw-logs, and can be navigated with canoes part-of theway.
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Thc repairs, commenced in 1859 and continued in 1860, are far from being completed.
The condition of the repaired portion is such that you can scarcely travel over it, the

cross-ties of the side-logging, and the fascines on the bed cf the roadway. are not even
covered with earth; the small quantity of earth that was put on has been either worn or
waslied away during the last four years.

The longer the repairs are delayed on this road, the more they will eost hereafter.
I cannot recommend their speedy completion too strongly.
It is as needless as it would be unfair to expect the municipalities to do this work at

their own cost, as they derive littie, if any, revenue from the lands laying waste on both
sides of the road, owing to inundation; besides this, the traffic from the western part of
the Province is as great, if not greater, than in the eastera section.

The amount still required for completion, according to estimate No. 68,955, furnished
by Mr. J. G-. Sippell, C.E., is $4,020.

He states that the Municipal Council of Soulanges has asked for a sum of S2,000 to
assist thei in repairing the road.

The repairs, however, cannot bc doue for that sum, nor could the local couneil supply
the balance requisite to complete then in a permanent manner.

HARBOURS AND PIERS BELOW QUEBEC.

LANDING PIERS.

From the date of my last report in October, 1863, up to the 30th June this year, no
repairs were done on either of the above piers.

The position and nature of these works are such that any damage done to thèm by ice
or otherwise should be repaired immediately afterwards.

Every year more or less damage is done, to repair which would cost but a small sum
if attended to immediately, and a much greater sum if the repairs are delayed, oven for a
fcw months or less.

.Eitherto it has been customary to lay the iron straps flat upon the outside sheeting,
on the most exposed portions of the crib-work, at the outer end and upon the corners;
these straps are placed from six to twelve inches apart ; the exposed portion of the sheeting
between the straps is eaten away in a short time by the ice, which afterwards tears the
straps off, however well they may have been bolted.

Mr. Gauvreau now proposes, whenever new sheeting is required, to use rock-elm, six
inches wide, and to place the iron straps vertically and edgewise between each joint of the
sheeting.

By the new mode proposed, it is expected that when the elm sheeting is partly worn
down between the vertical bars, the edges of these will cut any ice that may come in
contact, and prevent any further damage.

The new structure, which consists of framed wood-work resting on two cut-stone piers
and two abutments of the same material, is very substantial.

It was .ready for public use on the 16th of last December, although not then fully
completed.

I examined this work last February and June, at which time the removal of the
coffer-dams, the repointing of the masonry, and the last coat of painting on the wood-
work had not been finished.

Owing to some misunderstanding on the part of the contractor, the bridge was
closed to the public from the 16th of December until the 6th of last February, when it
was finally opened to the public.

STATEMENT OP SPECIAL SERVICES PERFORMED BY THE PROVINCIAL STEAMERS, FROM

THE OPENING OP NAVIGATION TO THE tOTH JUNE, 1864.

Lady Head.-In May and June the steamer Lady. Head made three trips to Pictou, Nova
Scotia, with the mail, passengers and freight, calling at the interediate
ports. Started on the fourth trip of the season on the 28th June.

Queen Victoria.-On the l7th May, the steamer Queen Victoria left on the 2nd trip of-
the season, replacing the steamer La/y Head which was detained over her
time in the GuIf of St. Lawrence by ice; and during the month of June,
was employed in towing.

Napoleon I.--The 21st of June, the steamer Napoleon TI1. left for Belle Isle. in the
service of the Trinity House of Quebec, to supply all the light-houses and
provision depôts in the Gulf of St. Lawrence and also with several
passengers and freight for the salmon fisheries of Mingan and other places
on the North Shore.

Àdvance.-On the 21st Aporil the steamer Advance, in the service of the Trinity House
of Quebec, left to place buoys,and light-house in the traverse. and was for the
most part engaged until 30th June in supplying the light-houses, replacing
buoys lost, or out of position, in the River St. Lawrence, the balance of time
being employed in towing.

MONcK, Governor General of Br S7h North America, &c., &cec.

MAY I T PLEASE TOMr EXCELLENCY:-

Very soon after I was placed, by Your Excellency's command, at the Lhad of the
Department of Agriculture, I became convinced of the absolute necessity of a total re-
organization of its internal economy, and of the impossibility of effecting that object
without some addition to its -personnel.

Added to the individual experience acquired, within a :short time of my acceptance
of office, I had the benefit of the longer experience of my predecessors.

I.-GENEA.L REMARs.

The Honorable Mr. -Evanturel commences. his Annual Report for the year 1862-by
the following remarks, strong in terms but reallymild in fact, on -the state of efliciency in
which he fàuad theBureau:-

"The Department of Agriculture: and. Statistics las unfortunately been perhaps
more than-any other, subjected to neglect. Its organization and internal discipline -had

been left in a'condition so littie efficient that the public had begun to doubt thenecessity
or,'the importance of keeping it up, under the special management of a:Member of the

Executive Government * * The-Departmenti of Agriculture and
Statistics is,.nevertheless, one of the most important of the Public Departments, &o &.

The successor.of Mr. Evanttrel and my immediate predecessorThe Honorab Mr

Sessional Papers (No. 6).A1
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Letellier, referring to the same want of interna arrangement, which still continued to
exist in spite of all the zealous efforts of Mr. Evanturel and in spite of his own, expresued
himself, in bis Report for the year 1863, in the following terms

The state of the Department was not, when I assunied the charge of it, satisfactory,
although my prèdeessor'in offieehad effected ocanges-in its, organization to its decided
improvement. The surest remedy for the defets still existing in its management, would
be the appointment of a perminent Deputy-head, perfectly well qualified in respect of the
acquirenents more particularly connected with the objects of the Department. * * *

I am convinced that the faulty organization which has been so prejudicial to the efficiency
of ·the service, is to be mainly attributed to the absence of a functionary of this kind, and
that the adoption of my suggestion would be a certain and permanent remedy for that
evil."

In the latter point, as stated by my predecessor, I at once saw reason to concur; for,
it is self-evident that the political head of a Department cannot enter into the minutiae
of its management, nor oversee its working otherwise than in a very *general way, not at
all sufficient to remedy the evils which may exist,?ii6r evend o measure the extent of such
evils. I am satisfied that none of the political heads of this Departrment ever realized an
adequate idea of the extent of the disorganization which existed, because the other duties
of a Minister of the Crown do not adn it of 'the ù isîsary detailed supervision. Under
this conviction I -ought the services of Mr. J. C. Taché, Chairman of the Board of Prison
Inspectors, whose long acquaintance with every part of the country, and tried administra-
tive éapacity were well known. With much relutance'Mr. Ta hé, who had heèn, I believe,
invited'to the same position'by ïoniieof 'y prédeessorrs, -c6nýsênted'te o uit an office of
equal honor and importance, with which his name was identified, and to accept new responsi-
bilities, which, from the state of the Departinent, were necessarily of the most irksome and
onerous kind.

Mr. Taché being at the time of his change of office, engåged ina special mission
connected with his late functions as Chairman of the'Board 6f Insþecir, was unsble' to
enter on his new duties before the 26th of September. His first s'tep was, after a short
prelimary examinatiôn · f the' öffices, to make an inventory of the þi-oyerty of the
Department, and at' the same' tiie a preliminary arrangement of the arhivés bo6oks,
phamphlets, &c., &c., belonging to the office.

Discipline was firmly restored, and regular attendance during office hours en-
forced. Abuses which had grown up insensibly, especially with regard to franking of
letters and telegraphic despatches, and in connection with'the 'coesumption of articles of
stationery, were immediately checked.

The want of direction and permanent presence of authority wassuch that offieiaFletters
were received and answered under the names and sole responsibility of several:of the
clerks; in one word the authority being so dispersed iand iunderrated, was in fact
nowhere.

The labor ôf rescuing ali the records from -a state of promiscuousness, and:fronr the
cànstant- danger of 'destruction they:were in, was eo-niencôd in conjanction with the
invenutory.

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sible. for a final arrangement and indexing. The schedules of the two- Censusesare per-
manently classified, well1arranged andproperly lodged.

The process of arrangingthe Records is still¡going on with the availablestrength of
the, whole. force, of the Depar.tment. It is probable that to complete these arrangements
and to make the;indexes, of, allý the documents.and registers -books from, the date of the
creation of the.Bur.ea. of Agriculture- (1852), will require at lcast six months. more-.Pf,
unremitting labor.

A new system of keeping and distributing thearticles. of stationery amongst the.diffe-,
rent employés of; the, Department .was adopted in S.eptenberand has worked since mostî
admirably..

The small library of the Department has also been re-arranged, and•every effortis
mada to collect a series of the departmental reports which are necessary for th e statistical
operations intended to be performed, every year, by this office.

It can now be said that the Department. is remodelled, and it can be asserted that
within another year very little will remain of the confusion described by my predecessors
and which I found still existing as described.

At the same time that the work of reorganization is going on, the new deputy-head is

devoting is studies to the various subjects relating to the different sections of this -De-
partment, and such of bis memoranda on these subjects, as are likely to be of g;eneral

interest in an administrative and historical point of view, ought, :n my opinion, to be an-
nexed to the Annual Reports of the Department.

I feel it my duty to acknowledge the alacrity and good grace, with which the. off
cers and employés of the Department have devoted themselves to the work of reform- and
improvement. Cheerful obedience to just orders, renders the duty of the superior compara-

tively easy and pleasant; and for myself there can bd no more agreable part of my duty
than to administer substantial justice to every degree of ability and to recompense zeal and

good- conduet by occasional leave of absence, whenever the exigencies of the public service
permit. me to do so.

serious difficuly presented itself in the danger which existed, in allowing the dis-

order of the old state of things to become entangled with the new administration. Tosur-

mount such a difficulty, and to prevent such a danger, it was resolved to sever with the

past, at a fixed date, namely the first of January, 1865. Accordingly new register books

of a uniform size have been prepared, with new indexes of the same size; everythine was

made ready before the end of the year, so as to enable us to inaugurate the new régime,
with the year 1865. By taking this course another object would be attained, that is to

give time to re-arrange at leisure and with proper care, the old ducuments and books. and
to prepare the indexes of the same, without interfering at all, with the ordinary current

duties of the office.

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same Statutes, on Statistics in general and especially the taking of the Census; the Acts,
collected in chapter 40 of the-same Consolidated Statutes on Immigration and Quarantine ;-
the 24th Victoria, chapter 21. on Trade Marks and Copy-rights the 25th Victoria, Chap-
ter 7, by which the Bureau of Agriculture is finally constituted a separate Department.
Several of these different statutes have a number of amcndments and there is, besides, other
laws which have a direct relation to the duties imposed upon the Bureau of Agriculture,
specially as regards the Statistics of the Province. It is apparent that some of the attributions
committE.d by law to this Department have reference to subjects not only adminstrative,
but also in a greater or less degree scientific in their character, necessitating the presence of
at least a few men of thorough education, and more than ordinary aptitudes, among its
permanent staff.

II.-AGRICULTURE.

It is to be regretted that the relations between the Department, and the two Boards
of Agriculture for Upper and Lower Canada, if they ever were intimate, have ceased to
be so. The correspondence between my office and those important bodies are reduced to
mere occasional, strictly official letters, in relation with election of officers or the issuing
of warrants for money. Many things could be, and must ultimately be done by the com-
bined efforts of the Department, of the Boards and of the Societies : the ends to be attained,
the means of attaining them, have been, and will continue to be, the subject of constant con-
sideration till the plan is sufficiently matured to be safely carried into practice.

The labor of re-organization and want of time have prevented, so far, the maturing
of a scheme to render effective as well as agreable the action of the Bureau on agricul-
tural· matters. It was thought mucli better not to attempt anything prematurely before
the internal reorganization of the Department was faither advanced towards completion.
Before, however, referring to such other topies as are to enter into the present Report, I
cannot refrain from, expressing my sincere regret, that a well-meant, and I still think, a
judicious suggestion which I took the liberty to offer the Upper Canada Association a
their last Annual Exhibition meeting bas failed of effect. And I will add the hope that
it may be possible to unite the leading Agricultulists of that section on some satisfactory
change in the law, especially in relation to the election of their Provincial Board.

Relations of a friendly nature have been opened by this Department with the Com-
miss ioner of Agriculture at Washington. Documents of great importance are. now regular-
ly forwarded from the Department of Agriculture of the United States to this. I only
hope to soon see the times at which it will be possible for us to really, reciprocate with
them.

AGRICULTURAL SCHOOL 0F STE. ANNE.-With the small sum granted out of the
Agricultural Instruction fund, and the judicious donation of the Board of Agriculture of
Lower Canada of a haIf bourse for as many upiils às there are districts iri that section of
the Province, the públic-spirited pro prietors and directors of the Agricul ural sehool of
Ste. Aune have beeri able to carry on their youn iùstitutiân with incis eafedefi ey.

if is proper to obsér ve that such 7pécial shools canunot Support _t 1 e eves; if public-
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help is necessary for common schools with a great number of children and oneor:two
teachers, how much more necessary must it be for a school of a limited nnber of puplls
confined to one class, (but one most important class), and.- requiring the attendance ofi'
several professors. It is true .that a. Model Farm attached to a school must be.
paying farm, and it is-so at Ste .Anne's ; but a moment of reflection wilt show: that no
farm of ordinary size, however productive, can defray the- extraordinary cost of a
staff of directors and teachers, besides providing for the establishment and maintenance of
libraries, museums, workshops, and other necessaries of a complete school of that descrip-
tion.

Theistaff of the Agricultural school of Ste. Anne for the theoretical and experi men-
tal instruction consists of six professors, of which three are constantly resident .with the-
pupils, and three others only' while giving their lectures. Instructions i the field is-
directed by an European farmer aS "master of practice," and the operations of the workshôp
by a skillful tradesman.

The schoolhas been frequented, during the year 1864, by twenty-five pupils. There
can be ne doubt*that thiS institutio i doing grt good nd lad t now
is regarded'by the Board of Agriculture of Lower Canada with paternal interest - is
worthy of notice, while s eakig of Agricultural educatio, to sa t b Íh Up

sP anZ atoesayý tat b0 in Upper,
and Lowor Canada professors of Agriculture are attached to several Universities, Collége
and Schools, and that the disposition tosöprcad the kiowledge of a science c such jara-
mount importance is happily on the increase.

FLAx CULTIVATION.-This important branch of agricultural industry has imade
great progress during the last few years, and especially during the year 1864. This pro-
gress is due mainly to two causes: 1st, the American war, by which the cotton supply las.
been so mueh lessened, and the price of cottons consequently increased; 2nd, the
disposition manifested by the wheat-growers to depend less on that single, and not always
certain crop.

The fiax cultivated in Lower Canada being usually manufactured at home by the
farmer's family, it is not so easy toget an idea of the extent and importance at which.that'
industry has arrived, in' the absence of regular means cf collecting information; but'
there is no doulit that many additional thousands cf acres have been sown with fiaz, during
the year 1864, as compared with 1863.

In Upper Canada, Mr..J. A. Donaldson, who has taken a warm interest in the mattér,
estimates the number of acres sowi with flax in the western part of the Province, during
the last year, at 10,000. He also nentions the existence of forty soutching mills, and two'
linen manufactories, now in operation.

This industry, therefore, which hadi been one of the prineipal stapl es of agriculture'
in Lower Canada, under the Frenchand duringthe earler part cf the English iule, seems
likely to resume its former irelative importancein the agriculture cf bth sections

THE VINE CULTIVATION.-A Special Committee cf the Lecislative~ Assembly, pie
sided over by Mr. Huot, M.P.P., reported-favorably, lat Session on the opportunity of
encouragement'being givente the attempts made te introduce into the Province this im
portant branch of industry.
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Negotiations were pending between the 'Royal. Canadian Vine-growers' Company"
and myself, and the memorial hereunto annexed, hadi.been. repared-by the deputy-head
of the Department when, probably discontented, with .the. delays occasioned- by the Con-.
federation, Conferences, which occupied all the summer.. and.:autumn months, the. Secretary
of the, Company gave -me notice of their withdrawal, from their propositions, intimating
that any further negotiations with them must be comienced .with, entii.ely fresh propo-.
sitions.

A vineyard established at. Clair House,. on.Mr. Parkers property near Cooksville, in.
Upper Canada, by the Company above referred to, under the skilled professional direction.
of Mr. de Courtenay, is doing, I am informed, remarkablyewell, and several plantations of
vine, made by MiNr. de Courtenay in the neighbourhood ofQuebec, have- been producing
viniferous grapes from whioh very good wine has been made. There is every. reason- .to.
believe that most parts- of both Upper-and Lower Canada are within-what is called-" the
wine-bearing region."

TonAcco GRowiNG.-The culture of Tobacco has, speoially in Lower.Canada taken a
comparatively important position, during.the last year; the new impulse, as in the.cultiva-
tion a! fla, has been given by the effect of the American war on the production and
exchange of that article of gcneral consumption.

The quickness. shown by our rural population, in resorting at once to new industries
when necessity, the mother of industry, teaches, is certainly a strong proof of the active
intelligence of that class.

II.-ARTS AND MANUFACTURES.

The same remarks I have rade in relation, to the, Boards -of, Agriculture might. be,
literally repeated as to the Boards of Arts and Manufactures of Lower and Upper Canada.
The correspondence and relations exchanged between those useful public bodies and this
Department have been'heretofore very few in number and. 7ery meagre in substance.

Since the beginning of the reorganization of the,Bureau.of Agriculture there has.
been a little more intimacy established. and, the two Boards have. been made participantsof
informations received, such as, for instance, documents received from the Imiperial Governa
ment on the new trade open to. colonies,by the want, now- scantily supplied, of large quan
tities of resin and turpentine; two. articles the prce of hich has risen to an enornmous
figure, compared to what it was before.the American,.War.

Once on this subject, it is as well to say that some manufactures of resin and tur-
pentine have taken,place both in Upper and Lower Canada, not, however, to a very great
extent, yet.; but, really ,superb, sp.ecimpns of.both canbe seen ira.the,,Burea, Some
deposited by Mr. Richard, of Prin.eville, in Lower. Canada, he o hers forwarded bt e
Upper Canada Board of Arts and Manufactures from the manufactory of Mr.-Irish, of
Brighton.

Whether, with our forest resources, we ought not, during the present .trade crisis
make a bid for a considerable share in thé supply of these profitàble cornmodities îs
for Vur extensiv' .bcrers and others connected with the lumnbe- tr , y
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Documents fromthe Secretàryiof-the Coinmitee pfthe orthcoming Dublin Universa
Exhibition have also been2communicated to the Boards of Arts and. Manufactures, as Lèl
as: to the Boards of Agriculture. Copies of those doouments havee also been distributed
to the leading papers, in order to. give to the Dublin Exhibition in the interim all the
benefits of a wide.spread and authoriied publicity. The Canadian press generally have
spoken favorrably of that patriotic Irish enterprise, and it is intended that some inexpensive
but characteristic representation of Canadian productions will be found at thàt Exhibition

On examining into the powers and dutiès of this Department it was found thàt the
requirements of the 25th clause of the Act 24th Victoria,. hapter 21, had ner bee
complied with: the clause reading thus : ' Copies of all registered trade marks, andcopet
of the index of the titles of the desighs, and copies of the expired copyrights ha1 e.o

respectively,. &c., &c.
Consequently, copies of the index of designs were sent at once to both B6ards of Arts and

Manufactures, and steps were taken to piocure copies of trade-mnarks which had never
been 'provided for. After mich labour a coniplete collection was forwarded to eac oard
on the 1'ith December last;

The early date after the end of the year at which the Parliament has been callédhas
rendered it difficult to prepare in time to study themi the different documents which con-
stitute the Appendix of the Auinual Rep6rt., However, I may state that the efficiency o
the Board of Arts and Manufactures of Upper Canada progrésses favorably Thi s no
unfortunately, the case with the Lower Canada Board, as may be seen by their report'in
the Appendix.

The Lower Canada Board of Arts and Manufactures is not yet freed,'fromn the para-
lyzing embarrasâment in which it was plunged by the building of the Montreal Crystal
Palace at the time of the Prince of Wales's visit; notwithstanding that the 20,000 voted
for an exhibition at that tie was employed on tlie building, a heavy mortgageamounting
to, I believe, some $11,000 still remùains:

On this subject my predecessor in his report fr' 1863 made the fôllowing~statement
in the conclusion ot whichI-'fully: concur: The Report of the Lo'wer 'Canada Board o
Arts and Manuifactures merely sets' forth1anie the financial iiÏcult*is 'b ýwhich 'll its
efforts 'are paralyzed, and whic' it cannot overconie withaùt the int eention of .the
Government"

V.-IMMIGRATION.

As compared with 1863, there has been a slight decrease in the number of immigrant
arrivals. The numbers were in 1864, 19,149, against, in 1863, 19,419: the decrease 270.
It may be observed that at the same time, the arrivals at New York, for 1864, exceeded
those of any previous year since 1854.

The report of Dr. Von Iffand, the Medical Superintendent at Grosse Isle (included
in the Appendix to the Annual Report of Inspectors of Prisons, Asylums, and Hospitals),
is very satisfactory as to the health of the year's immigration, as is also the report oi
the Chief Emigration Agent, hereunto annexed.

Until the whole subject of European Agencies, for giving information and direction
to immigrants, could be definitely settled by Government, (in accordance wit h repeated
recommendations of .Committees of both Houses) I declined to recommend any appointment
except in a particular case. A gentleman whom the department was satisfied had a large
and influential connection'in the Agricultural Counties of England, and who had been a
resident of Canada, received a moderate gratuity for giving a series of lectures, through-
out those Counties. The expenditure was inconsiderable, and will be, I am confident, amply
repaid.

The expenditure of the Immigration Branch.of this Department amounted to the
sum of $42,664.48 for laàt twelve months, comprising the broken period of the first six
months of the calendar year 1861, and the first six months of the fiscâl year 1861-5, ac-
carding to the Audit Act of last session.

In the month of October, an arrangement took place between the Department of the
Minister of Finance and the Minister of Agriculture, by which the Chief Emigrant Agent,
directly responsible to this Department, is made, under the control of the Bureau, the
sole accountant for expenditure connected with immigration, instead of paying a part
through the instrumentality of the Chief Agent, and a part by mans of special warrants.
By this arrangement the supervision is rendered more direct, the payments more prompt,
and the adjustment of accounts less subject to embarrassment. But the principal advantage
contemplated by this method of doing business was to avoid the difficulties, the loss of
time and conflict of statements previously experienced, whenever it was necessary to
ascertain the state of the immigration fund, at a given moment.

One of my first acts on assuming charge of this Department, in April last, was to
open an informal correspondence with the Hon. the Commisioners of Emigration of the
State of New York, with a vi.ew to obtaining .free access to their Castle Garden Depôt. for
a duly authorized Agent from this Province. The Commissioners having, however, in-the
month of June, finally declined to allow the. admission of such an Agent an effort
was made to secure the desired result through. the instrumentality of Your Excellency,
and His Excellency Lord. Lyons, Ber, Majesty's Ambassador' at jWashington. The sole
duty of such an Agent would have been to lirect sucir inmiants as had nade up- their
minds to settle in Canada,; owing to the state o? affairs in the neighbouring Republic we.
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were informed the application, to our very great disappointment could not be complied
with.

The Inland Agents were also directed about the same time the cor'espondence ith
the New-York Commissioners was opened (April, '64), to make a careful examination. of
their several Districts, as to the prospects of employment for persons whose labor was likely
to be most in demand, and-the rate of wages andit is gratifying to know that the-steps thus
taken, led to the ready employment and settiement of large numbers oF- tlie new arrivais
during the spring, last past.

The number of immigrants who came via the United Statesto Canada either ern'route
for fthe West, or with the intention fo settle in this Province, was estiimated hast year bythe
several local Agents at 16,842-; of which number only 1,169 came by steamers fto Portland

The number of immigrauts from all sources, who settled within the Provinc;"is
estimated at 24,779 by the local Agents; but there is gravé doubt of the' correctnessof-that
supposition,-it is a mere supposition.. By the analysis of the elements of the alcula-
tion taken in conjunction'with other data, I am rather inclined to think that th figure is
greatly exaggerated.

The Chief Emigrant Agent, Mr. Buchanan, was instructed at -the latter end of
October, to make a tournof inspection through the several inland Emigration Agencies.
He reported, in fthe month of November, very favorably of the =differcrit offiées- connected
with this Departient, and made a number of remarks and suggestious -which will be of
service hereafter for the:intérnaL economy of this branch of the Department.

It. is now my painful duty to fallude to. asad' calamity connected with the immigration
of 1864; the'first (and a most lamentable) case of the 'kind that c-ver lappencd in Canada.

On, the 2sth. of June last, an immigrant train of the Grand Trunk Railwaystarted
from Point Levis laden with 467 immigrants., almost all of them on flir way c fr thi
Western parts of the United States. Most ofthem were GCermars,.with some Bohemiâns,
l'oles and:Scardinavians.

The train,-composed of one second class. car and' six box freight cars,-appears: tO
have .proceeded without accident, althougi' with much discomfort, owing to the description
of cars used,and .to tli want of 'suficient spae. for so large. a number of hunian beings

of all ages and both sexes, as far as'the entrance of-the long and high bridge 'over the
river-Richelieu.at-Bélil.

At f fime.he train enfcrcd the 'bridge, on the St. Hilaire or south- sidc 'of:the
river, in, the early part of the morning of the 29th of June, lei drawbridge at the5Béloil
or northern bank of the river was wide open to allow barges navigating the Richlieiuto

pass through. Byn. sad coincidence,, and according to telic presentment' of- the Grand
Jury of cthe District of Montreal, made atflhe ensuing Assizes in October, owing 'to a tol

'disregard of.thei law; and of ithe regulations of the Grand Trunk R.ailwy Company;"the
Érain, withthe fireiglit o£. men,,,women and, children proceeded on its, way, in spite-onthe
signais gi'ven from:theicB3éloeil Station, and a few:minutes .afterwards -was engulfe~d i the
.profound abyss underlicth so, intersected. track If is impossible to=descr'be the awful
scene which followed, tha terrible accident under,theshadow of thc darkness of iight-

-The-alarm was given to-te people of elic immediate viciity, and in a very short fime fthé
-whiole population-ofihereibourhood was ;on fhe spotaid at once, diected by the
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clergy ani the ;medical men, and the Company's employés, wcre at work endeavouring to
extricate the survivors of the castastroplie from the débris of the train, the broken barges,
the heaped-up baggage, and the mingled remains of .their relatives friends and associates.

In a very few hours a train reached the spot from Montreal with the chief oficers of
the Company, several clergymen, doctors, and other charitable persons, bringing with them
such necessaries as were likely to be most needed by the unfortunate sufferers.

On hearing of the awful calamity, the Department at once instructed, by teleg-aph,
its Agent in Montreal, Mr. Daley, to do all in his power towards the relief of the unfortunate
victims, and another officer of the Department, M. Stafford,. was despatched on the same
duty, from the Quebec Office.

The melancholy work of rescuing the living and collecting the bodies of the dead
commenced by the Bóloeil and St. Hilaire villagers, with a good will deserving the highest
praise, was continued with unremitting willingness and vigor.

Trains specially prepared for the purpose were sent from time to time from Montreal
for the uninjured and wounded passengers, the latter being conveyed to the Hôtel Dieu
and General. Ilospitals, and the others to places provided for them, by the Grand Trunk
Company.

Unwilling to omit the mention of any one engaged in this most benevolent work, I beg
here to make this general cknowledgment of the charitable zeal, and the invaluable
services rendered by the people of the neighbourhood, by the several National Societies of
Montreal, especially the German Society, by the Sisters of the Hôtel-Dieu, and of the
Providence, by the Staff of the Railway Company and of the General Hospital, and by
the Medical men who hurried to the spot, as also by those of both Hospitals, where the
wounded were conveyed on reaching Montreal.

By this terrible occurrence, 90 persons lost their lives-: 83 immigrants, the conductor
,and fireman of the train, were killed on the spot, and five died from their wounds shortly
after the accident. According to the determination at first taken, the Government
;nppointed a commission to preside over the adjustment of claims for compensation neces-
sarily to follow; leaving to the judicial authorities. who, at once were put in possession o f
the facts, to adjudicatc upon the cases of those who could be implicated in the guilt or
negligence by which such an occurrence became possible.

Mr. Daley, the Government Immigrant Agent residing at Montreal was associated
ivith Mr. Henry Meyer, one of the oldest German residents of Montreal, as Commissioners,
and Mr. Jorgensen, the interpreter of the Chief Eigration Ofice at Quebec, was
detached as Secretary to the Commission.

Althouglh these unfortunate persons were almost. without exception bounc beyond the
limits of Canada, nothing was, on that account, left undone to protect.tIhem while inýtran-
situ. Mr. Daley, our own officer was made- Chairman. of the: Commission, and- discharged
his duty very eficiently. The Commission sat, from time-to ·time,: fromi the 9th of. Jufy
to the 30th of August, having.had twenty-eight meetings, at which sufferers andfriends,
members of Charitable and National Societies,_ represontatives of the publie press and o
the Grand Trunk Company were present.

It is not necessa'y to enter here into details whih do not prope elong to Report
f this kind it is enough to say hat alil the claims put -forthby he immigrants were
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openly- discussed and liberally settieci by the 1ailwa [Compaty The losses incurred
on account of personal orproperty dmages, of delays &., wcre cómpensatcd to the satis
faction -of the Commissiôners and of the inimigraitsithnmselves, and ltheir natural friend-.
That there had been a culpable neglect on the part of those in charge of the immierant
train; eau hardly be questioned.ç but that the Company:acted justy in al cases f ettle
ment, and in many instances generously; ouglit fnot, in common fairness, be omitted from
this statement.

The members delegated by the various National Societies who had takcn suei a lively
interest in the surviving sufferers, at a meeting held on the 30th of August, expressed in
a series of resolutions their satisfaction at what had been done in the premises by the gen
tlemen acting for the Railway Company, throughout the inquiry and settlement of laims.

-rom all the facts whicli have reached the Department- éither officially, or through
public notoricty, it may be fairly concluded that everythiug that could be done to allay
the distress and indemnify the unfortunate sufferers of a- most deplorablc accident has been
donc without demur and withoiit litigation. At thé same time we had the sai sfaction of
knowing that by these mans, just and proper in themislve ye were effectually protectiàg
the reputation of our inland routes, and consequently, the intefests of this Province.

Some other departmental and reformatory measurés taken by the Department as the
immigration service, being yet incomplete, are reserved for mention at a future eriod

L-PATENTS AND COPYRIGHTS.

Although a considerable degree of attention has been devoted to Patents, Copyrights
and Trade Marks, it is not intended to discuss in the present report the changes reqéire
iu our laws on these important subjects. It is very easyto discover that the laws are not
what they ought to be, but it is a little more difficult to arrive at a definite and practical
conclusion on the modus curandi, of the evils.complained of.

There is besides nothing so detrimental to. the interestsý of the ýpeople at-large, and
so disorganizingto the public service, as fluctuations in sueli- laws. Moreover, the wbole
question of Riciprocity, now open between us and our next neighbours, with whom we
have hitherto had such large commercial transactions, xmust naturally embrace these .sub-

j cts. I must, therefore, however strong my own convictions -may be on-these points,
respectfully, refrain from recommending legislative changes, on any of them, at this
moment.

A.nother very obvious 'reason would restrain·me from suggesting amendment to the
Patent and Copyrights laws during the present Session, it is the physical impossibility of
the Department being soplàccd as to- carry-out any large change sueli as:may arise from.
admitting foreigners to the privilege o? acquiring in Canda pätent riglts for their:inven-

tions.. This principle (I take it for granted) cannot be omittedi from any newCGanadiaù
law on patents,without subjectingthe country:to disagreeable reflections and damg etal
iations. The impossibilty arises from the transitory-stage through which the)'epartnment
is just now7passing, and from tne1 totalwant ofspaceagd-accommodation fortlheceptin of

models of:inventions, owing mainly to the prospect o? a earl removal to Ottawaas the
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permanent seat of Government. At present our models are kept partly at Toronto, under
the guardianship of the Board of Arts and Manufactures of Upper Canada, and partly at
Quebec, in two small and unsuitable rooms, and nothing short of the zeai and continued
attention of our able curator, could save theni from destruction. It has even been found
necessary to pack a numnber of them iii boxes for want of place and the necessity of saving
then, whence they are kept out. of being consulted for adinistrùtive purposes and out of
view of the uumerous persons, especiafly mechanics, who resort to those rooms for infor-

ation.

The followingtabular stateient shows the variations in increase and decrease of the
operations of this branch. of the Departient, for the last ten years.

Au exanination of teic aboVe table shows, that, althiougi thero iay be an occasional
difference against one special ycar as compared with 'the years immediately anterior, still
the importance of the operations of the Patent Office is steadily advancing when considc cd
by periods.

If it was possible to arrange matters so as to cause no unneeèssary delays in the pro-
coedings connected wilh the granting of Patents, there is no doûbt that itwouldhave

good effect on the public and especially on the nunierous class who take a décided'interest
in the progress of Arts and Manufaturcs. No one can conceive 'the anxiety'of in vntors
and the cagerness of their friends to sce the Pateit through, to make usclof the conion
expression; their minds find uo rest till it i through;'anc in the interval betcen- the
day of their application and thene on whieh the parchment is in their handsjiheir inquiries'
are incessant as to the resuilt of their application. Sometiines also it is of great impôrt-
ance to then that no delay should take place; a favorable season lost is often a serieus
injury to the discover of some useful invention.

There is a principle already existing in öur Patent law (however defdctive in other
respects) which ouglit in my opinion, to be preserv'ed, whatev2r future amendments may
bc made: it is thàt by which the Pàtentee is Made the-oniy'judle, and alone responsible
for the merit or novelty of his invention, leaving to the orâinry trib nls to decide et
ween. parties about the validity of the Patent, as far as the e lasiVe r hts b tisco
tic thin are concrned.

It is quite proper for oflicers cónnect:ed witithe t atñt ieto 1 dvise app1icnts,
whenever they have grounds to suspect;ie ortú ness df pwétëtided ùntiof, sr
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errors of real inventors wliose mîisfortune it is really to invent (as sometimes occurs)things
which have been long before in operation in the world butbtween this benevolent duty
aud a binding dacision upon the merits or domerits of alleged inventions there is a wido
difference. The establishment of such a tribunal as a commission of Examiners of Inven-
tions is surrounded with difficultios and dangers of every kind. Besides, it is not always
a service to au enthusiastic inventor ta save hiai from the trifling expense of getting
a Patent, for no decision of Examiners will wean him from his idea. On the contary, ho
vill rather suspect them of having some interest in the rejection than suspect himself of

haiving been deluded by his own fancies. Ia his case nothing short of a Patent and a fair
trial, under the fullest possible legal protection, can cure hin of his expectations.

As far as the publie interest is concerned, the frec granting of Patents can never
iuflict any injury, because a recourse in law on the part of the Patentee would not fail,
before a proper tribunal, to elucidate the facts much better than could possibly be donc,
before a board of examiners, where, in nine cases out of ten, all the proceedings would
partake of a superficial exparte character.

Several projects for -the amendment of our Patent Laws, saine of them marked-by
great ability, have beon submitted to:this Department, andwill be made use of when the
proper time has arrived to frame a more perfect law, on this interesting subjeet.

Every attention is now given in the Department to farwarding the dispatcli of busi-
ness generally, and specially of Patent business; however, wlen, from any reason, it i
impossible to issue a Patent as quickly as, the inventor would wish it, the Deer mnt is
not always to blame. Sometimes delays are incurred by the parties addressing their
letters to the Minister personally, even marking themprivate, instead of addressing them
simply to TrIE BUnRAimU AGRICULTURE. Delays of that sort have occurred during rny
absence from Quebec, either on official or other business.

It will be remarked, that the determination of publishing in volumes tie specifications
and drawings of Patents having been arrived t i 1857, only one volume, contaiia
258 descriptions of patented articles has been. completed down to the end oftie yearS64
Since October last, every possible effort has been made to obtain from the printer
the second volume, in prgress since 1859,and there iS nows sane prospect of havin the
Iong-.delayedvolume shortly roady for-distribution

By examining the accommodations asked far and appropriated ta theBurea
Agriculture, withia the new Dcp-artmental Buildingsat Ottawa; it was fouud tha t thor
was not more than a third of the space required for office accommodation, leaving besides
no space whatever fo a proper Patènt Office. The omission was so fatal for. the future of
tie Department,especially taking it in conjunction, with a uecessarily future enlargement
ao aur Patent Lws, thatstepswere lately taken to remedy the evil as far as it could 'be
done.

After a consultation with the Department of Public Works, an arrangement was come
to by which, in naking use af the large paces under the roof of the new epartmental
buildings,,a-very large room eau beprocuredl, which will serve as a Patent Office fo s
years ta coie. At the same timn additional office room have been ob tained in other
pats of the builcin connected with theportion appropriated for the Bureaur A rîcl
ture, and two room.s desined fôr the department of the Honorable Receiver Gneral
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having been kindly surrendered to 'thisDepartment, there will now be tolerable accom-
modation at Ottawa for us, though nothing to spare.

VIL-STATISTICS.

The subject of Statisties is one of the Most vital importauce in botli an administra-
tive and scientific point of view, but it is one very delicate to deal with. The materials
for Statistical information are difficult to collect, difficult to arrange, and in the handlin-p
they require more than ordinary industry and judgment.

Our Canadian statistics, such as they are, have not yet becn thoroughly sifted; for
hitherto the staff and the circumstances of the-Department could not have permitted it.
But the researches recently made have been quite sufficient. to establish the very painful
fact, that the printed reports of the two last Ccnsuses arc not to be relied upon.

To what extent the errors eau now be traced and corrected romains for us to ascertain.
The Board of Registration and Statistics, created by law in 1847, lias not, apparcntly,

been called together more than a dozen times during the whole period between the
date of its creation and the end of the year 1864. No regular minutes of aven these few
meetings have been kept, in fact such entries as are found in the Reâisters of the Office,
are so few, so informal and so meagre, as to be perfectly valucless.

Besides the Census reports there is, in this office, no statistical information to speak
of, except such as is to be found in the remaining copies of the Blue Book, and in some
detached papers:

I do not venture to speak of remedies after so short a space of time spent in review-
ing the state of the Department farther than to say, that the subject is on the tapis, is
seriously taken in hand and that, at the close of the year '1864, niuch interest was mani-
fested by the other members of the Boaid of Registration and Statisties, in a project sub.
mitted by us, for its immediate re-organization.

The statistical library of the Departnaent, as may be imagined, partook of the
general state of disorder. Letters have been written to the Honorable Provincial Score-
taries of the Sister Colonies asking to be furnished with the statistical publications of
those Colonies. Stops will have to be taken also to establish communications between the
similar branches of the public service in different countries; though for us this task
just now is not the most agreable on account of -the want of materials of exchange.

The Blue Book for the year 1863, having been returned for addition aud orrection
by Your Excellency's command, it was found absolutely necessary to make it nlmost anew;
this arrear of labor, although proceeded in with all possible dispateh could not be fiuished
before the end of the year. Defects of many kinds vill unavoidably still be found in this
second edition of the Blue Book of 1863, executed after time and'in athe midst of the mul-
tiferous occupations of re-organizing every thin in the Departnrent, but 1 hope You-r
Excellency will not take it as a cntorin to judge of what is intended for fiture.

In the suggested;shape and form, an&theÜ selectionof matter alluded to this Book
would be really a Most interesting docu-ment and a source of historical information for the
future. It would answer ir advance, many queries every- year made in Parliament, ancd
convey valuable information oftentimes sought for and needed in the investigation ýf many
important parts of the public affairs.

CONCLUSION.

In -making the foregoing Report to Your Exellency as to the state of the Department
cntrusted to my charge, I hope I will not be supposed to reflect in any respect upon ay
of my predecessors in this office. (.iriginally created iwithout well-defined powcrs business
of every: sort accumulating from year to. year, the frequent changes in the "plitical
heads'" of the Depirtment, *hich gave it almost as many Ministers as yeas of itence
and tho long interval betwcèa the death of the last Secretary, 3r. William Hutton, in
1861, and the appointment of the.present Deputy-head in Augut st ]ast; theso are causes fully
sufficient to account for the state of facts which it has been my duty to reportto t our
Excellency I beg further to add, that nothing can be more remote from my intention
than to reflect on the Officer, (Mr. Campbell) who, as Ating Secretary but wholly deprived
of the adequate official powers, was obliged to carry on from, day to day, the business of
the Department during nearly four years.

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ADDENDUM TO THE REPORT.

A 1EMORIOArÀ TO THE HON. MINISTER OP AGRICULTURE ON -THE VINE QUESTION.

Pursuant to your instruction, I have given to the study of the vine question ail the
time that was left to me during last week by the very arduous labor of the re-organization
and total remodelling of this department.

The vine question, as far as the Goverument action is concerned, seems to me to re-
sumo itself into the following queries

lst. Is there a prima facie evidence that the vine can bc grown in Canad?
2nd. Is there, at this moment, preliminary proofs of the possibility of mauufacturing

good wine out of the grapes of this country?
3rd. In case of success, wiill the cuitivation of the vine be of very great advantage to

flie people of Canada?
4 t. What are the means by which the Government eau give a substantial eucourage-

ment for the creation of such a staple of industry, should the three above qeries be
resolved in the affirmative ?

I answer to those four questions as follows
1. There is aprimafacie evidence of the possibility of cultivating the vine in Cana-

da ;-Firstly, in the fact that Canada is situated in Latitudes corresponding with those of
the best vine growing countries, and possesses a elimate mostly similar to that of lltitudes
souglit for. by vice-growers of some parts of 'Europe, and in the fàet that the ncteorologi-
cal character of the climate of Canada, and especially of Lower Canada, seems to present
the desideratumo pointed out in the works of authors, who arc held as high authorities on
the matter ;-Secondly, in the fact that the vine is indigenous to mostly all parts of the
country, consequently possessing the powers of reproducing itself by coming to perfect

aturity in its wild state.
.. There is at this moment a beginning of experimnental proof of the practicability

of getting good wine from the vine.both in UJpper and in Lower Canada :-Firsy, in the
recorded fact that pure wine bas been made out of the wild grape of Canada for sacred
purposes, by the first missionaries in the time of the primary occupation of the country
by Europeans;~-Secondig, in the facts ascertained by a Committee of the last Session of
the Legislative Assembly, showing that the wild vine of Canada, after a few ycars of cul-
tivation, has yielded comparatively fine crops of grapes, froin which good vin ordinaire
Las been ianufactured; it having moreover become of publie notoriety that vines have been
for some years past, and are now thriving in open air under Mr. de Courtenay's care in the

neighborhood of Quebec and Toronto.
a. There could be no doubt that the success of vine-growing in. Canada would be of

great puiblic aidvantage; both in a moral intellectual and material point of view; for i
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a fact, historically ascertained through ages, that in countries where the wine is a com-
mon article of food, drunkenness is less frequent and less detrimental in its character than
in countries where beer or ardent spirits (even when they are pure) are used for that

stimulation which is likely to be sought for by all populations, in spite of all efforts to the
contrary.

The cheering and brightening of the human intellect by the moderate use of wine, in
the daily consumption of nutritive elements, is a fact that does not require any exempli-
fication.

lu a material point of view it would certainly be of an immense advantage to Canada,
if it was a vine-growing country; it ivould be so by adding one article to the stock of
comestibles, and one which can be a substitute in a great measure to others far more ex-
pensive and less wholesome; it would be so also by adding a very profitable crop to our
fields, and by freeing Canada from the costly importation of a scanty approvisioning of
wines from Europe.

4. Such being the state of the case, i am of opinion that, by complying in some way
or other with the recommendation. of the Committee of the Legislative Assenbly; pre-
sided over by Mr. Huot, that is "to give such encouragement as would be an inducement-
to practical men to develop that important branch of industry,"' the Government
would act the part of a good tutor to the public interest. There are maüy ways by which
individuals or companies may be favored, with the encouragement above referred to,
besides fixed subsidies: for example, primes on the production of good wines for specified
qualities, quantities, and definite periods, exemptions fromi taxes and duties, the grantín
of profitable privileges deriving fromn the use and exploitations of some part of the public
domain, or a combination of the above-mentioned boons, or others the more suitable to thïe
public good, and acceptable to the parties engaged in the.growing of the vine.

Of course those advantages should be at the explicitly expressed condition that- not
only the parties so •beneficed should be bound to cultivate, to a reasonable extent, the
vine la both Upper and Lower Canada, but that they should also Le bound'to diffuse the
secrets of their industry, and to keep nurseries of vine plants to be sold to every coner
at fair prices ; in one word, to be the medium through which the Goverament intends to
spread the knowledge of the vine cultivation, and of the manufacture of winestherefrom.

MAY IT PLEASE YoUIL EXCELLENCY

The colonization of our waste lands, or rather the opening of Colonization Roads in
Lower Canada, having been placed under my control at the time of the formation of the
present Administration, I have been obliged to divide my time between the duties.imposed.
upon me. by the control of the Department of Public Works, and those hardly less
important of the new office entrusted by Your Excellency to my management.

Convinced by the experience of the past, that the progress of. our Colonization Roads
has constantly been retarded by the fact that the works; are not, generally speaking, carried
on tiring the most suitable scason, I took measures this year to secure the- comencee ent
of the works at the carliest possible period. It is therefore with -great satisfaction that,
am enabled to state, that, upon an examination of the reports laid before me, I find that the
sums expended during the last season have produced highly satisfactory resalts.'

Whilst, however, recmmending an early commencement of the w ors, I eemed it
necessary to take precautions that the duty of sowing the spring cröps hould note a
terfered with. I am of opinion that tho list week ini. theì Onth of June iSth miost:fa-
vorable, for, in the 1ocality in wbioh roadšà re In the cour sf ön-f é ution hesettIerswh
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have the first right to employment, are generally engaged in clearing andsowing their lands
up to that time. To compel them, so to speak, to abandon their farn work, to engage in
other pursuits at a time so precious to the firner and the settler, would be to obstruct the
work which the opening of Colonization Roads is specially intended to encourage.

Before going further, permit me to remark that I do not propose to write a report on
colonization To dilate on a topic of such vital importance, I should require an aiount of
leisure time which my many and too varied duties do not permit me t. enjoy.

What 'I propose to do is, to endeavor to condense in the foilowing paragraphs a few

observitions on the points which appear to me to be worthy of attention.
Having lad to deal with colonization in Lower Canada, the observations I purpose

mnaking will apply to that province only.
I do not wish to be understood as desirous of dopreciatiug our wild lands, still less of

discouraging settlers, or of driving immigrants from our shores, far from that; but I
desire to place the question of colonization in its truc light, and to examine it from a
strictly practical point of viewv.

In the times in- which we live, everything is reduced to theory, and very often, alnost
niways indecdy, there is a vast gulf between the theory and the practical reality.

Financial theories have resulted in stupendous ruin, agricultural theories have been
productive of wide spread delusion, and theories respecting colonization 1ave cntailed, aven
amongst ourselves, the Most cruel disappointments. Now no result can be more prejudicial
thari this, for disappointment often leads to discouragement, and with the settler courage
and perseverance are the most essential qualities.

I shall now proceed to the examination OF the following points

Ifs there still in Lower Canada any large extent of land suitable for colonization ?
Does colonization make but, little progress, and if so, what is the reason?
What ineans ought to be taken for the encouragement of colonization ?

No ane doubts that there still is in Lower Canada a vast extent of land suitable for
colonization. It is sufficient to read the different reports of Commissioners of Crown Lands
aud Ministers of Agriculture, and those also of Inspectors of Agencies, Colonization Agents.
and Surveyors who have laid out portions of these lands to be fully convinced of this.

In fact from Gaspé to the limits of the Eastern Townships on the South Shore of the
St. Lawrence there exists an extent of good land, the exact area of which has not beei
ascertaiied, but which is known to exceed 2,500,000 acres.

Beginning at the Metapedi.e Road in rear of the Parish of St. Flavie in the County Of
Rimouski, and extending as far as Lake Pohenegamook, in the County of Kamouraska, the
whole length of the proposed line of the Taché Road passes for upwards of a hundred miles
through une of the most beautiful regions it is possible to imagine. Explorations, nmade
during the past autumn by order of this Department, have further confirmed the former
reports of the existence of vast-extents of excellent lands in the Counties of Témiscouata
and Kamouraska extending from the Taché Road to the Province Line.

The colonization now progressing in rear of the Counties L'Islet, Montmagny, .Belle-
chasse, Beauce and Dorchester, ahundantly demonstrates that there is no deficiency in thé
matter of lands. The incrense of the population in the Eastern Townships, notwithstanding

22
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the innuierable hardships to which the first settlers were subjected, is still another proo
that there is abundance of land.

Again, to the north of the St.. Lawrence, the fine valleys of the Saguenay, the St.
Maurice, the Matawin, the L'Assomption. and the Ottawa, present an immense field for
colonization.

Every one knows; that the vast-territory of Gaspesia, which of itself would fora a pro-
vince, hardly contains inhabitants enouglh to occupy the coast line, althouglh it contains a
large extent of land suitable for cultivation.

Undoubtedly then we possess lands, and in many placesz ery excecllent lands; why
then, in spitle of-this fact, does not our colonization make more rapidprogress, for it must
be admitted that our progress in this respect is very slow. I already hear the answer:

It is. thefault of the Gocernment." I am not prepared to admit the justice of this asser-
tion.

Allow me, in passing, to remark how dangerous it is for a population to expect every-
thing from its Government, who of course cannot do everything, and who caunot in any
way undertake the functions of associations and individuals.

If it be the case that in many places the absence of means of communication has in
past times fatally paralyzed the progress of colonization, it is not the less truc that in
many places the population has not seconded the efforts of the Government, that many
roads have been opened, and a large extent of country surveyed, without any tangible results,
by reason of the apathy of the agricultural classes.

But whilst admitting that the failure to take the initiative on the part of the Govern-
ment has had some effect,-an important effect in respect ofthe unhappy fact that.ourcolo-
nization is not progressing, that our young men continue to emigrate, and that the increase
of the population is not what it might be,-it is clear that we must look elsewhere for the
reason and explanation of such a Iamentable state of things.

In my opinion, the evil is attributable to many and various -causes, of which the fol-
lowing seem to be the principal-

One of these causes is inherent in the national character of the most numerous race in
Lower Canada, I mean the FrenchCanadian. The youth of Canada have always sought
to undertake long journeys, to participate in hazardous- enterprises, to lead a wandering
life-as hunters- or lumberers, or on the great prairies of the West.

Who cannot cal to mind the voyageurs despays d'en-haut, and rermember that these-
bands of gay and intrepid adventurerswere recruited almost entirely from the Frenci
Canadian youth-? This inclination of our ancestors -stillî exists as strongly among their
children, and contributes a no small degree to draw away from agricultural pursuits num-
bers of our young men, who, strong and robust, might do important service in opening up
the country. How many hundreds of these are-this day to -be found at-the mines of Cali-
fornia and Australia, engaged in the pursit of treasiires, often in vain, andwhich, when
they do flnd, they expend in,.useless, often indeed ain criminal extravagances?. How many
of them pass their winters ia the shanties, ln the bosom of the forests, or their-summers
at the fisheries on the north shore of thie St. Lawrence, or on the coast of Labrador~ and
Gaspasia? Has not this -samepassion for excitenient. the effect of seducing-too great a
number of our young-enc. ipto the ranks:ofithe armies ofthe American.Republie
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This is by no means of recent date. For years past it has raised obstacles to the
progress of agriculture in Lower Canada, and ias banished from their native land a vast
number of our fellow-countrymen. It serves to explain why representatives of the -French
Canadian race, by no means numerous, comparatively speaking, are to be found-in every
part of the vast continent of North America.

I sp2ak here more particularly of my fellow-countrymen, the French Canadians, the
descendants of the first settlers in the country; of those who, in establishing themselves,
assumed with becoming pride the designation of les habitants. I speak of theni especially,
because it is they, for the most part, who fail in their duty, and who need a friendly voice.
to reproach them with tenderness and to lead them to have recourse to the rimedy.

Besidcs this hereditary taste for a life of adventure, it seems to me, and I regret to
have to say it, that the present generation are the victirns of another evil, which, unless it
can be cffectively combatted, will be productive of effects yet more disastrous, and wilJ
detach the youth of our farming population yet more and more from the pursuits of their
fathers. They are rapidly losing the taste for that patriarchal simplicity of manners
'which rendered useless to them those costly superfluities, which the refinement of what is
called modern civilization has succeeded in introducing even into our inost humble homes.
These novelties croate desires before unknown, these desires become in a short tirne
necessitics which have to be satisfied at any price, and the happy and contented condition
in which they were born and brouglit up, offering no longer the means and opportunities
of satisfying such imperious caprices, they renounce tho noble condition of their fathers,
they gladly abdioate their position of independence, to assume the livery of servitude, dis-
guised under every name, colour and titie.

Thus it is that the hideous sore of poverty is being rapidly introduced into a country
in which, as yet, only owners of the soil ought to be found.

This second evil is perhaps more dangerous than the first.
If it appears a strange thing that in a work of this nature, I should introduce the

above observations, I shal find perhaps an excuse in tho earnest desire I feel to draw the
attention of all serious men to an evil which is assuming alarming proportions, and for
'which it is of importance to provide a prompt and sufficient remedy. The class of readers
for whom reports on colonization, emigration, agriculture, &c., are prepared, is exactly
that amongst wbich are sure to be found men who are competent to organize the move-
ment which must be made to bear against the unhappy tendencies to which I have
drawn attention.

But in addition to the inclination of our young inen for travel, and the dislike for
their present condition, whichi is gradually growing in the agricultural classes, there is
another very scrious evil whicli impedes colonization, which paralyzes the efforts even of
the most enterprising, and fosters doubts in the best constituted means; and this is, the
difficulties which, at the present day, surround the clearing and the settilement of our
lands,-in fact, colonization !

If this statement excites surprise, perhaps hereafter.my opinion may-gain ground.
First of all it must be admitted that the clearing of land in Lower Canada has always

been surroundedl with the greatest difficulties-has required:most arduous labor; and that
the poorsettler has to undergo the greatest privations before he enjoys the frdts ofhis toil.

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&Not to mention the severity of our climate and the lcngth of our winters, the
numberless accidents which too frequently happen, destructive of the hopes of the fariner
so costly in the preparation, the fires which consume bis seed, the frosts vhich destroy his
ripening corn-the droughts, too, are wcll known to all. Our predecessors were not,
indeed, more happily situated in this respect than we are; but they had one advantage
not possessed by our colonists, namely : the virgin forest of primitive times, whieh the
manufacturing spirit of our days leaves to the operations of the first cultivator, despoiled
of the timber which constituted much of its value, for purposes of commerce as well as
ordinary service, the hands having been most improvidently and mercilessly delivered up
to the unsparing axe of the speculator. The settler of our times hardly fmds wood enougb
on his land to serve for the erection of his farm buildings. Moreover, the lands easy of
access are taken up, and the man who seeks a settlement must now plunge far into the
forests of the back country.

It is evident, therefore, that the chances of the settler are much less, and his hopes
of success less animating now than were thosc ot his predecessors in former days.

This plain statement of facts ought not, however, to discourage any. Colonization is
arduous, but not inpossible; and nothing contributes more to the overcoming of difficul-
ties than the efforts which we make to clear away imaginary obstacles and evils. But in
what way is this to be done?

Are we to be contented with lamenting over the Ioss of- the fair promise of our youth
daily self exiled, or with the composition cf. articles for the newspapers or pamphlets-
books, even-and novels,,intended to real our people to a taste for an. art to which they
are born. and which will very eertainly depart froni them, if some suitable meansbe not-
adopted to.ward off such a calanity ? Are we always complaining, and ne-ver acting,-
to blanie the Governiment for a mnisfortune of which- they are not the cause,in ordcr that
we may be entitled afterwards to require fronm them a remedy which they cannot of them-
selves originate?

No, truly; such a proceeding would b neither just nor wise; it would, moreover be
criminal. The Government arc fuliy aware that they have heavy responsibilities in this
behalf, and will not shrink froni meeting them as far as they :may be fairly established;
But every citizen is likcwise bound, in some degree, to a duty which he cannot repudiate.
An immeuse amount of responsibility will, no doubt, rest in the estimation of future
generations, on al], who in view of the formidable crisis now existing in, Lower Canada, shall
either not have understood, or have failed to fulfil, their obligations.

In such circumstances, then, the duty of. ail concerned is clerly apparent.
The Government are powerless, by any means within their reach, toý meet the ex-

igencies of an exceptional and difficult emergency. The country, justly alarmed, is
startled by the daily increasing tide of emigration, which carries away, in the persons- of
our youth, no inconsiderable portion of 'tlie physical power of the population.'

It is admittd that the work of colonization cannot be perfectly accomplished by the
individual. efforts of settlers, or the initiatory encouragement afforded by mien in power-
somethirg more would appear to be necessary. This somethingis'the actIve co-operation
uf 'all these powers,-of the -comion will and the common energies,-the organizationo
ail ordérs iu the country; andYan immense Golonization' Society;
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That which would be vainly attempted by individuals, becomes practicable by au associa-
tion. That which is initiated by the Government, may bwell be completed by a whole
community.

The scheue is well digested; it bas ev.en been tested by experience; the result has
been complote success. Who will be the first to initiate the great undertaking?

Answer.-Those, beyond a doubt, to wliom Canada is already indebted for its brightest
glory, its most reliable strength. Their names are known to all.

Mr. Bouclier de la Bruère, the worthy Inspector of Agencies, affords us, in the follow-
iig excellent report, all dcsirable information relative to the operations of the Department
of Culonization during the past season. The perusal of this valuable document will be
satisfactory to the most anxious friend of the cause.

REPORT OF INSPECTOR OF AGENCIES.

OFFICE OF TUE INSPECTOR OF ACENCIES.
To the Hon. J. C. Chapais,

Commissioner of Public Works,
Quebec.

Sîn,-The Colonization of Lower Canada being now placed under your control, I have
the honor to report to yDu the state of the works, carried on under my direction, on the
Colonizaticn roads during the year 1864.

I am happy to inform you that the balance of the appropriation made by the Legisla-
ture, in the autumn of 3863, which on account of the lateness of the season when it was
made could not be applied, and the sum of 350,000 allowed last spring, have enabled me
to open, during the present year, 117f miles of road. Of this distance, 47 miles 13
arpents, besides 106 miles 25J arpents previously opened, have been completed, forming a
total length of 150 miles 10J arpents completed in 1864.

Bridges have been constructed, the aggregate roadway of which amounts to 7,921 feet,
and 5 miles ]8 arpents of corduroy or timber laid on brush.

In addition to these works, 82 miles 26 arpents of old road have been repaired or
improved.

The amount expended on all these works is 353,679.23.
If, notwithstanding all this, we consider the many pressing cases of need from one

end of the land to the other, the claims unceasingly urged by the settlers for the opening
of new roads, and the emigration of our felloýw-countrymen, which, since the commence-
ment of the American war, has assumed the most alarming proportions, we shall find that
the grant for the last few years has altogether fallen short of our necessity, although no
doubt it bas effected great good.

It is useless to remnark that the opening of roads through the forests, is the only
measure capable of inducing the redundant population of the old parishes to scatter them-
selves over the new lands andc open a wide field to the operations of agriculture. Seeing,
as we do see, and have seen, Canadians boldly making their way to considerable distances
into the woods to commence a clearing, attracted by the fineness of the soil and a parti-
cular instinct whieh leads them to prefer the privations of a settler's life to the delusive
promises of'the foreigner, we are bound to endeavor to induce the Go'vernment to open
new channels of coiiimunication, in order :to abate the distresi which naturally pertains to
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the life of the pioneer, thus lightening to him the hcavy burthen of daily toil, by facili-
tating the carriage of his produce and affording him the hope of speedily attaining a decent
competency. It bas been again and again repeated, agriculture is theo basis of'our
prosperity; and that being the case, and the farming class being tho most numerous and
important in the community, it is of urgent necessity and the highest justice that it should
be favored by al] possible and lawful means.

The commercial class, though far less numerous, bas, in many instances, been favored,
even to the detrimont of the colonization of our waste lands. I do not by any means assert
that this favoritisn bas produced no great results for the country; on the contrary, all
have benefited largely by the grants made for the improvement of our communications by
wvater and by railway; but, commerce cannot but gain by the encouragement afforded to
agriculture, and the two interests, far from: being mutually antagonistic, fori but
one; hcuce, in order to multiply commercial transactions, it is important that agricul-
ture should receive its full share of the favors of Government, that, our great forests should
be pierced by roads, so that our population instead of fying to foreign countries, may
become attached to the soil and redouble our strength.

Notwithstanding that the grantb for the opening of colonization roads have been
insufficient to meet the wants of the settlers, they have, nevertheless, donc an immensity
of good; and all the superintendents of works, without exception, are loud in proclaiming the
advantages resultingfrou them. The highly useful book published by Mr. S. Drapeau,
on the development of colonization in Lower Canada, during the past ton years, is the best
corroboration of these facts, and at thé sane time, a convincing plea in behalf of the great
work itself.

If wc consider for a moment the movement of the. population in Lower Canadawo
shall find, in localities wliere, eight years ago, not a single acre of land had been cleared,
large numbers of settlers living in comfort and plenty, around the church of a new .parish.
And what bas produced ths sudden and unlooked-for transformation, if it be not. the
opening of the colonization roads ? The amounts thus annually granted by the: Legislature,
by. increasing the population and affording new cutlets for trade, produce a considerable
return to the public chest, at thé sane time that they benefit the children of the soil.

However, it would be an error to suppose that the Government can push on alone the
work of colonization in the best possible manner. To this end, something'more is needed
than the opening of new roads and the publication of information as to the best lands lu
our townships ; individual efforts are required. I consider it bigbly desirable that each
parish should fori an association to assist the poor settler in making his first clearing
and putting in his first crop; the parish committees to be subordinate to a general con
mittee, located at the chef iei of the county, so as to impart additional strength and unity
to the movement.

Wc have scen the magnificent results produced by associations; particularly in
Quebec and the adjoining counties. ln Montreal, the clergy bave also put themselves at
theli head of the-movcmcnt and we may surely trust that these patriotie efforts will find an
echo in Canadian hcarts.

The results of these excellent associations are not, perhaps, apparent at onca but
threc or four years after their formation, one is astonished to see-that with means soSfeeble
int appearance, so much honefit has been' rendered to that, unfortunately, teo néglected
class, our hardy settlers. The pecuniary sacrifices undertaken in the cause mustbe continued
with perseverance, and that perseverance, combined with patriotism, will retain a great
numberof young men in- the country,,and greatly help to increase the vital strength of
the nation.

In order to- push forward the colonizàtion movement it is much to be desirditba
each parish priest should himselftake the initiative; for his influence can effect more than
the combined efforts of the persons, howcver influential of each locality. Süll coloar 's,
have progressed rapidly where they had. priests at their _ead; as for instane, oûn th
Saguenay, in Témiscouata, in Hereford and Auckla;nd and now intie'alley cf t e
Matawin.

It is important, also, that the settles a hou1d preceée in ropi cf *fail es
singly. The labour of the -man who 'buries himself in the woods i suficiently ou and
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bis privationîs arc sitfflcicni.ly great, witliout hanin addition, to support n wcary.1on gi um
for hlis fatherrs liouse, and f'or the chui-cl of' his native village.

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The attemupt nt colonization made by the Rev. Messrs. Dagenais, Champeaux and
Durocher, in these places, has been perfectly successful. Five years ugo there were
hardly any settlers to be found in the east part of Barford, in Hereford and in Auckland,-
Uow three hundred families, nmost of theni Canadiau, are located there. Three-fourths of
these fatuilies must travel forty miles by a bad road in order to reach Coaticook, the
nearest and iost advantageous place of business for them; vith the Paqueteville road
fiuished, these settlers would have but twenty miles to travel, froni the Gore of iereford,
to reach Coaticook.

Notwithstaniding these disadvantages, a large number of persons, who left Bekoeil,
St. Michel, A rehange and St. Constant in poverty, are now residing in these scttlciueuts iii
confoûrt. I may cite one example from among a large number: " In the Gove of HIereford,
ou lot 10., range A B, writes the 1Rev. Mr J. B. Champeaux, " resides Theophile Pâquette,
who li't the ?arish of Belteil in Jauuary, 1863, il the following cireumstarces : lie was a
yong man )f sober and luborious habits and in the cujoymcnt of good heahh, who had
succeeded, by cvuioniy and perseverance; in collecting a smnall capital of 8500, and was
dlesirous of settling. e was recommended to bend his steps towards the towuships, but,
sharing the prejudices which many Canadians feel towards a niew country, lie replied

what little mîoney T have, I have earned by hard labor, and [ will not go and sacrifice it
il the wods, far away froma the abodes of mai.' Hle married and bought a flrii; he sold
it and bouglit another, borrowed sone money, and two or threc years subsequently, after
taking every trouble whieb a man can take, ie sold his second farm and paid his debt.;
All that remained to hlim vas one horse, oue Cow, four sheep and the means of making a
payment of $25 on his land wlich had been bouglt flor him by atiother person, in the hope
thut nt a later period, 'he would be induced to go and seule upon this lot of lnd, which vas
to save himîî front falling into utter indigence. So inideed the young man, finding his cou-
ditior altered for the worse, said to hiùself, 1 I will go and hide my shame iathe forest,'
andi then, with his wife, dropping a few tears of regret on leaving his native place, lie tuok
with courage the road to the Easterrn Townships. le reached the neighborhoùd of bis
lot, took lodginag with a ncighbor for the winter. and began the elcarinxg Of thelandi necessary
for the ercetion of a good house, a barn, stablcs, &c. :'Tow this young settier has uearly
10 arpents of land under cultivation, a fine harvest, a hurse, three cows, several sheep and
othter cattle. He ias three children, and appears to rejoice in the thouglit that it will be
in his power to establish them near hiniselfr.

The moverent, which is daily increasing among the populous settlemyents of the north
sheoe of the St. Lawrence, should also be directcd towards the great Lake L'Assomption.
Thte coloization socities of the district of Montret, through their more frequent relations
with the inhabitaut, of that part of the country, will no doubt hîasten ta form there the
nucleus of a settlment. [t is important that the seeds of colonization should be thus
sown in various places, in order that its ramificaxtions may ata later period extend in all direc-
tions. The Reverend Messrs. Brassard and Prevost deserve great praise for the efforts
and sarifieces whith they have made with the view of promoting the clearing of the land
in ti Mutawin valley.

I have iso to cail your attection to the importance of eoumpleting the Kinogani rond.
Tbe valley of Lake St. John is, without any doubt, (,ne of the finest in Lower Canada, as
regards its extent, the fertility of its soil, the quality of its titber, and the mildness of ita
elimate. The population is incrcasing, notwithstanding the great diffieulty of coimunica-
tion ; but it would have doubled had this road been sooner conupleted. The valley could
support a population of 100,000 souls, and before many years have passed, the Saguenay
will be orne of the -ranaries of Lower Canada.

In view of the tuormentous events which are being developed around as in the shape
ouf important alterations in our political constitution, it is the duty-of every individual, as
also of the Governiment, to promote the cultivation of our wild lands, to attraet a large and
healthy immigration, and to implaut in those parts whieh are most favorable to agriculture
and trade, suh ais those whièh I have just pointed out, seeds of colonization, which will,
in future days, give us an important position, and permit us to assume, in both an agrical-
tural and a national sensue, au elevated position in the political and social scale of tho
American continent.

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Under these cireuimstances, the friends ot colonization are in liopes that a large sum
will be voted by the Legislature, at its approaching session, for the opening of new roade
during the year 1865, in order te supply the immense requirements of the country and the
seal of the settlets.

By sa-isfying these legitimate hopes, the Goveroment will be deserving of the grati-
tude of all.

For this purpose I r.ecomm"nd the voting of a sum of $200,000.
In the observations which I subtuit to you upon the work executed on the various

Colonization Roads. I have adbered to the order adopted in my reports of former years.
Annexed tu this report will be fouînd a statement shewing the sums granted for each

road, the amouuts paid to the several superintendents of works, and the disposable
balances.

chains, ail of whici is adnpted for sumuer vehicles, except that somle hirge Stones are left
whiei will have to be blasted.

Thirty-four bridges have been built, having au tggregae length of 220 feet. E-
clusive of bridges, the work has ecst 480 a mile.

The soil along the part of the road whicli has beeri made this Vear, is of medium
quality. Notwithstanding this disadrtage, the land is taiken and several settiers have
got in pretty good crops. About twenty arpents fron the roaud there is a tract of excellent
land where a hundred settleris might est.ablish tiemselves.

The following is what Mr. Gîauiin states in his report The grca:teat advantage
-which this riad will aflord to colonization will be the commnication which it will aflord
with Hébertville and the finie valley of Lake St. John. This road constiutes the sole
means of communication at· the disposal of all the settlers beyond Lake Kiognwi.
Bébertville is already one of the largest parishes in the county ; somte settlers residing
there are very comfortably off. One, who has resided there for tei years, harvested this
ycar 800 bushels of grain, 4,000 bundies of hay. and 750 bushels of potatues; le has
property worth SG,000. Others who settled there two years ago have harvested more than
safficient for tliir maintenance. Thl se settlers eaui here in great poverty and burthened
withi lrge famiiilies.e

The valley of Lake St. Johin. one of the finest, and tûost extensive in ILower Canada,
is renarkable for its fertile soil. its splendid titaber and th mildiiess of is cli:nate. It
could contain a population or* one handred thousand souls.

Lt is, therefore, absolutely ncessary that the GoXjvernmenit sliould cause the Kinogami
road to be corpleted at the earliest possible period. so as to provide settlers with the
ineans of going and establishing theuiselves there.

Thiescetion of the road is very difficult to make, in consequence of the low, rocky
land which is met with, and the great quantity of bridging which has ta o emade.

Mr. Gandin says.. that a sUm of $6000 will be requiied to complete this section.

Five and a hail miles of the rond have bee.'n opened to a widt h of 10 or 12 feet. Al-
though onlv good as a winter road. vet ii ceO of neessity it cai be travelled by the
settlers in crts. It lmus cost $100 a m1il e, excluAive off bridges.

The tu>d liength of bridges and iaidging is :5 feet. Thýee works have cost 850.
Althoungh along the first lour mniles of' the r'ad much bare rock is found, still the soit

is excellent. and adapt.ed for the production of ail kinds or grain. On the renarîing six
and a hall miles, as far as the Ouiateihouan River, there is no waste of laud ; suil presenting
greater advantages to settlers, cannot bu asked for.

There are magnificent water-powers at each ctid of this section of the road, on the
Metabetehouan and Ouiatchouan Rtivers. On the third mile u the road, on the border of
Litke St. John, there is also an excellent limestone quarry.

Only 25 inhabitants have setteled on their lands ab>ug, this section of the rond ; all the
lots, however, have been taken. and the setters arc only awaiting the optening of the roud
t;o take up their reiidene upon them.

Thiis sum was expeuded in making repairs which had been rendered indispensable
by fire. Mr. Fortin thinks that a sum of 81200 vill be required .to complete the road and
to box iu eight arpents of ditch on each side, and to cover the sam2 with earth. The
ditches, dug out the black soil, arc eight feet in depth.

Five bridges, having a total length of sleeper of 164 feet, cost $104, and 509fofeet of
crossway; covered vith pand and gravel, cost $96.

Mr. G authier writes as follows :-1 The road in question is the ouly outlet whieh -tie
settlers on the Upper Saguenay, amountiug to about eleven thousand souls, have at their
disposal. And, as there are. no more Townships to be colonized in the County of Charle-
voix, it follows that the excess'of population is compelled to emigrate towards the Upper
Saguenay, and therefore this ,road affôrds great advantages to colouization and trade."

About $5,000 would be rcquired to complete thie road- throughout its whole extent,
without takiug into account the bridge over the Malbaie River.

Besides that the ròad provid4s easy .eeess to the magnifient la.nd fhis neeln
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it will afford another very great advantage to colonization in allowing the settlers to go and
establisli themselves on the banks of the I.Batiscan River, where the land is excellent.

To prove that colonization is u.kinkg great progress hore, it will suflice to say that the
resident population already require the erection of a chapel, and for that purpose the lot
upon which the works were cominenced last summer, bas be:Ien selected as the site of the
uew church. The iots along the road are al! taken, aud considerable clearings have
already been made.

It is calculated that a sum of e350 would b required to open the road as far as the
Batiscan River.

Proteau, for the sum of Z800, of which 8400 are to be paid by the municipal authorities of
St. Stanislas.

The part of the bridge wbich lias been rebuilt is 288 feet iu lcngth, divided into three
arches of 96 feet span. The arches resti on two piers 12 feet wide, 20 f:et laug and 22feet
high. Four ice-fenders, 30 feet loig by 12 foet wide have also been built tu protect the
piers. Another pier which had been moved from its original position and .had assumed a
crooked and irregular shape. bas also becti rebuilt.

The.whole of these works have been filled to the top with stone. They are now coi-
pletedin accordance with the plans and specifications, and have been reccived by experts.

The point at whicb this road begins is at the extrenity of the Seiguiory of Champlain,
five and three quarter leagues fromn the river. along the maiu line between the seigniories
of Champlain and Batiscan and the Township of a]dor ; the road is to be cntinued along
that line, but entirely within the Seigniory o' B;ttiscan, zs far as the River St. Maurice. it
will be about ten miles in lerigth.

Fourteen arpents of road have been opened anl conpleted ; twenty-three arpents of
ditching have been made, besides a large main ditch two arpents long, to carry off the
water from the road. This ditch falls into another, eight arpents long, whichit was found
necessary to enlarge and partially box in. Besides these works, two arpents of' road have
been merrly opeued. The cost of the completed rosd, exclusive of bridges, has been $364
a mile. Four little bridges bave beei built

SrIis rep'îrt, Mr. Trudel states that the nature of the soil traversed by.the road varies
in different patees The road begins at a point lyng south of a large burned tract, extend-
ing from east to.west from La Tortue River nearly ro tb St. M1aurice River, thus crossing
the Township of Radnor and the Seigniory of Cap de la Magdeleine. Wherc the road
crosses it, it is forty arpents wide. The stratum of veceable carth on this burned tract
ranges from one to four feet in depth. This soi' r'sts on a bed of fine sand four inches
thick, which lias a foundation of soft elay.

In this burned tract we ieet with hillocks of ligbt earth of froi three to five feet
high, some of which are well-wooded with red, pine ; they seem to have been placed there
almost on purpose to have buildings erected upon tlhem ; and it is very important that the
land sliould be divided so as to include one of these hillocks in each lot. The road in its,
course passes near the fine Lake La Tortue, in Radnor, a locality which without doubt is
destined te bocoue a fine place and a great centre of population. The lake, a league in
length, presents a magnificent view, ind thougl inaccessible in wheeled vahicles, is visited
by many persons annually for fishing purposes, fish being abundant in its waters.

The land around the lake is raised onlv seven or eight fect; on the south side a belt
of wood, from 8 to 12 arpents wide, separates the lake from the great burned tract. From
the north shoreof the lake to the River St. Maurice, most of the lan-d is timbered with
fine liard wood.

There are two water-powers on the two leagues of road visited by Mr. Trudel; one on
La Tortue River and the other on the Gros Ruisseau. le also noticed îitrong indications
of iron ore in the burned tract.

This road will afford great advantages to colonization and the trade of the St. Maurice.
It will be the shortest route for the conveyance of goods to the lumbering establishments
and will be useful to the inhabitants of thé new parish of St. Flore.

As the land is not yet surveyed, no lot has yet been taken upon it; it should Le sur-
veyed at the carliest possible period. Mr. Trudel bas a list of 54 persons who are desirous
of taking land there.

It is calculted that a sumn of $3.150 would be necessary to comuplete the road as Jar
as the St. Maurice. The local municipal authorities have undertaken to maintain the road
until the lands along its course are occupied.

The rond will promute colonization and th luimber trade. Its being opened enables

travellers to avoid a steep inountain and six ar ills. A aw-mill lias been built at its
extremity.

18 of which ro comnpleted, lesides seven
opened in P862. The 86 arpents remaining t le enplr«l have been pbsced nver by
sumner vehicles carrying hcavy loads, but this portion is oniy open ta one-half the proper
width. The cost of the completed po: tion of the road was at the rate of $320 a mile.

'Uhr*e considerable bills had to be cut down aind provided with side-guards, and pieces
of timber have been placed along the hills ti prevent liad-slides. Six bridges, laving an
aggregate length of 186 feet have been built. and 23 arpents of crossway have been laid.

I a i-alrmed by Mr. Trudel tliat in the mountains adjacent to the south brineh of
the Mackinack River, specimens Of iron ore. :aid by skilled persons to be very ricli, have
been fiund; no exploration has, however, been made to ascertain whether the ore is
lientiful enough to make the working of the mines remunerative.

Coniderable water-powers are also found on that river.
It is estimated that a sumn of -800 would be necessary to coniplete the St. Tite Road.

Tbcse pieces of' tiiber are 18 feet long., and sufficiently - to make a firm road.

Six and a half miles of the road arc.now fit for travel.
Sremarkab ;power exists at tic strting point cf te ronad, aind ipon it are

erecte the Formont irges and a saw and grist mill. The water passes through a lime-

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stone clannel more than a mile long, ranging in height from 15 to 30 feet, and ending at
the falls of Grandes Piles on the River St. Maurice on which mills might be erected,
almost without expense.

Iron is found at different places along the road and in its vieinity, in sufficient quan-
tity to supply the forges for many years to come.

Mr. Arcand estimates that the portion of the road remaining to be made will cost
about $600 a mile.

Its length is 90 feet and it has been completed in the most solid manner, in accor-
dance with the plans and specifications, and has been received by experts.

The cost of the bridge, including the payments made in the winter of 1863 for the
preparation of the necessary timber, has been $325.

Mr. Magnan informs me by letter that a copper mine exists in the 4th range of

Shawinigan.
Colonization has, of late years, made great progress in Caxton and Shawinigan. Every

day new seftlers go and establish themselves on the wild lands, and in a short time, con-
vert them into fine farms. A settler in the new Parish of St. Flore recently told Mr.
Magnan that he had only occupied his land for eighteen montis, and that, nevertheless, he
this year got in 200 bushels of grain and as many of potatocs; this settler was formerly a
day-laborer. Farms which were sold two or three years ago for $50, are now selling at
from $600 to $1200.

A church has been built this year in Shawinigan ; it has cost $8,000. A chapel is
also being built at St. Flore, which will cost 82,400.

The road is verbalized.

The works on this road, which had been suspended since 1862, were resumed this
year at the Hope fief and concluded 20 arpents from the south shore of Pine Lake, lying
in the rear of the second range of the Township of Peterborough.

Four miles and 18 arpents of road, opened in 1862 in the -Hope fief, have been coi-
pleted this year. Besides this, two miles and thirteen arpents have been opened in Peter-
borougli; the latter portion bas been made fit for travel as far as a saw-mill situated in rear
of the first concession.

This part of the road is very stony, and blastinghad to be resorted to in many places.
The cost of the road finished is from. $100 to $120 per mile.

The length of bridging is 110 feet. A bridge which will be finished so soon as the
lumber necessary for covering it shall have been sawn at the mill above mentioned, has
been constructed over the CrookedLake River; it measures 100 feet inlength.by 18 inwidth.
This bridge whcn finished, will cost about $100.

The land along the road, particularly in Peterborough, is in great part covered with
fine hardwood and groves of maple, where sugar-making can be carried on on a large scale.
The soil is in general good, and of superior quality in the vicinity of Lake- Bonneterre.

The population has increased rapidly in the vicinity of the road, during the last two
years, and a fine church was to have been finishel on the 25th December.

In order t afford encouragement to the settlers and to increase their zeal, lhe super-
intendent sclected his workmen from amongst the occupants of lads on the line of road,
and from anongst those desirous of settling uponuthem.

Mr. Maigret wrote me as follows, in September last " Thanks te the freshness of the
soil of Our mountains, watered by the many streams flowing in every direction towards the
fine lakes, which are very numerous in this district, the harvest promises to be very abun-

dant despite the great dryness of the season. Rye, buckwheat, barley and oats, look
well. The hay crop is good, and the tobacco crop promises a good yield.

It would be advisable to continue this rond to the rear of the township; this wouid
involve an expenditure of $1200.

A longth of 30 arpents, already open as a winter rond, has been finished to a width
of 18 feet ; moreover, 64 arpents (34 with timber already felled, and 30 with the timber
standing), have been opened and finished to a width of 18 fect; and 85 arpents (18
with the timber already felled and 67 with the timber standing) have been opened and
finished to one-half tihe width; making in 16 miles and 11 arpents. .It a suitable
throughout for whecled vehicles.

Twcnty bridges have been constructed, one of themr measuring 266 feet of roadway
and another 100 feet. The united length of the bridges is 643 feet. There has also.been
made 410 feet of brushwork. Blasting had to be resorted to in several places aud cuttings
had to be made for a length of nino arpents. This road is of great advantage to settlers,
since it affords almost the only outlet for the surplus population of the adjoining parishes
desirous of establishing new settlements.

Mr. Rivard writes, that the land along the lino of road is pretty level and sandy, but
of good quality. An adjoining tract of land of some extent may be reaclied by this rond
the soil of this tract is excellent and the timber in great parc hardwood.

There are several water-powers, one of whieh turns a saw-mill.
The estimate for the completion of this road throughout its whole length, is 81,000 to

$1,200 ; but the rond being quite passable, except in some few places where repairs would
be necessary, Mr. Rivard is of opinion that it, would be much better to extend it, in order
to bring more land within the reach of settlers, who are anxiously awaiting the. further
opening of the road.

Within the last five years, all the lots situated upon the lino of road have been taken
up, and cklarings made on nearly all of them. More than fifty houses have been built.

About 25 lots," says Mr. Rivard, "have been taken up, this year ; a larger number
would have been taken, had they belonged to the Government, but so far, the road passes
tlirough land belonging to the company called the Hlunterstown Company, whieh imposes
vexations restrictions on the settlers, and sells its lands at higher prices than the Govern-
ment"

There is as yet no church in Hunterstown; the township forms part of the Parish of
St. Paulin.

Grain of all kinds has been sown on the new lands, and no frosts have occurred. The
rond is in great part verbalized.

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One half mile of this road remained unfinished in 1863 ; Mr. Laporte has -finished it
this year.

The work consisted in removing stones, and making an embanlment to replace another
situated on the front line of the 9th range of Brandon, on the south side of the River
Mattambail.

" Several settlers," says Mr. Laporte, " who are daily obliged to pass over this hiu,
having in advance offered me a certain number of days 'of joint labor, on condition that I
would superintend the making of the ciubankment, I decided to accept their offer; and in
order to make the nost of the moncys placed at my disposal, I employed the days of joint
labor not merely in working at the hill, but also at the road itself, particularly whenever
the operation of reuoving the stoncs appeared to exceed the strength of the paid work-
men."

Mr. Laporte informs me that beyond the terminus of the road, as far as the thirteenth
raze Of Brandou, the land is good and nearly all the lots occupied, the work of clearing
being uore or less advanced in proportion to the facilities for communication. Further
baek, to the north-east of Joliette, there is a tract of table-land which extends from the
thirteenth rangc of Brandon to the Township of Provost, on the River Mantawa. This
plateau lies between the Rivers Maskinong6, L'Assomption and Mantawa. The fine lands
it contains would be speedily settled if they were surveyed and a road made to reach them.

Work was comnenced on this road last summer, in the second range of Joliette, on
lut No. 15; the road is open as far as Lake Marchette, but not finished.

The length of road -finished'is 11, miles, including 21 miles previously opened by Mr.
Crépeau. It is fit for wheelecl vehicles throughout the whole of that distance, and the
renainder, about 24 miles, is only fit for winter travel.

The Matawin Road," says Mr. Brassard, " passes through good land; the timber,
hardwood and mixed. The soil is composed of sand, yellow carth and clay. The road leads
to the immense plateau of the Matawin River. Hore the soil is highly fertile and of the best
quality ; I make this statement as the result of my personal observations over a space of 36
miles, from east to west. Moreover, the climate is very salubrious. Hunters who have
traversed the whole tract of country, state that parishes of several ranges each, may be
formed- within it, more particularly on the north-west slope of the Laurentides."

There are numerous water-powers on this road, and traces of iron ore are found be-
tween the River Au Milieu and the River Claire, about 11 miles. from the Matawin mills.

The settlers are now discussing the propriety of requesting. the ecclesiastical author-
ities što select the site for a church, at the Seven Falls of Black River, for the use of the
Joliette settlers.

Two church sites have been selected, One near Mi'. Brassard'smills, on the Matawin,
and the other at the outlet of Long Lake.

Several lots of land have been taken up on this road.
Barley, buckwheat and oats, thouglh sown late, have given a good yield, and have

escaped without injury from frost or insects; some loss has, however, been occasioned by
fire.

Mr. Brassard estimates that S10;000 would be required to finish the road throughout
its whole length. This is not an ordinary road, but a trunk line ot colonization.

RIVER L'ASSOMPTION ROAD.

The work on this road, commenced in 1862, was resumed this year, and the length of
road finished is four miles and eight arpents. In view of the advantages presented by the
ground, which was perfectly level, free from stones and well drained, the average cost
per mile of the road has been but $100, including -five bridges measuring in all 320 feet
and 100 feet of crossway over a wet, gravelly spot.

In the vicinity of the road, the soil is a light carth, composed of a sandy layer tinted
a deep red, by the oxide of iron ; the proportion of the latter is, however, quite too small
to be injurious to vegetation. Tlis layer is covered with vegetable mould. These soils
when mixed produce abundant crops, as shewn by those raised on the lands already clcared.
This road, when carried out to its full extent, will reach the great table lands of Lake
L'Assomption.

Mr. Provost writes me, that nothing can be more encouraging for setters than the
aspect of this locality. The soil, after a careful examination, is found to be of superior
quality. This tract offers a rich field for the surplus population of the old parishes, to
which the opening of the road will afford easy access, and Mr. Provost gives the prefe-
rence to this spot-as the. best adapted for the formation of a nucleus of settlement which
will afterwards extend itself on all sides.

" The locality I refer to," says Mr. Provost, l namely the grcat Lake L'Assomption,
with its wide valley, its vast table-lands and its long line of bills stretching as far as the
eye can reach, lies about midway between St. Alphonse and Matawin. The road>can be
extended to it at a small cost, eitber by following the bank of the River, or carrying it
through the centre of the Township of Cartier. With some few exceptions the- whole of
the tract is well adapted for settlement."

There are two good mill sites, one on the river, a little below the lake, at the Little
Falls of Bellevue ; the other on the great water-course descends from the table lands in
the rear and falls into the lake at the north-east end.

The population bas almost doubled within the past two years ; and there is ot
a single lot which is not taken up or occupied in the whole township. At the end of the
road, in Cartier, 16 lots have been taken up, and a considerable amount of clcaring donc.

Mr. Provost bas this year finished the chapel for which lie had selected a lot in 1862.
A mill bas also been built.
The cereals which have given the largest yield in this locality,.are barley, oats, and

buckwheat. They escaped all injury from frost or insects.
It is estimated that from $1000 to $1200 would be required [to complete this great

road.

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Six bridges, measuring in all 250 feet of roadway, have been constructed, and 250
feet of crossway made.

The St. Julienne road, 193 miles in length, was aiready open throughout its whole

length, and finished to a Iength of 3,?' miles. Of the remaining 16 miles, 4i werc finished
during the past summer. Bridges, mcasuring in all 85 feet of roadway and 10 arpents of
crossway and brush-filling werc made.

Colonization is making great progress along this road. Lots whicli were not worth
$100 last year, sell now for $600.

A sum of $500 would be required to finish this road.

The bridge measures 80 feet in length and 18 in width. It is supported by two piers
20 feet in length by 15 in height froi the bottom of the river.

I received, on the 26th July last, the report of two experts declaring that the bridge
was finished, and constructed with all the solidity, strength and finish to be expected from
the work of a Master-builder, in accordance with the plans and specifications, approved by
the Department.

themselves to the north of the.River.

The road is passable for wheeled vehicles for a distance of about 30 miles, fronm the
the Village of Grenville to Lake Corbeau.

The soil along the road is strong clay in some places and sand in others; it is covered
with a good layer of vegetable mould. The timber is chiefly hardwood, and there are
numerous water-powers. A large quantity of potash is made.

Mr. Cameron writes me that colonization is making progress in these townships, and
that a certain number of Canadians, returned from the United States, havé settled there
within the last few years.

No churches have as yet been built in this remote locality, but several school-houses
have been erected, which are used for public worship. The value of real-property has in-
creased one hundred per cent. withinithe past five years. All kinds of grain are cultivated.

The estimate for the completion of the unfinished part of the road, is $150 per mile.
This road is verbalized as far as the rear of Harrington.

This is what Mr. LeBouthillier writes conebrning it: ' It is to be regretted, that farni
settlerents do not increase faster in numuber and extent, as all the lots in the secoud range
as well as in the back ranges, are, nearly without cxception, of superior quality, both in
respect to the nature of tie soil which is very productive, and for the. titmber, wiîich is of
large growth.

The road will become, at no distant period, of great utility to the people ou the >sca-
board, who may be compelled, by the growth of the population and the failure of their
fishing. pursuits (which can never yield to all who engage in them the comfort and iode-
pendence of a countrylife), who may bo compelled, I say, to quit the element in which they
now delight, and to occupy these lands which ask only for strong arms and energetic pur-
pose, to yield abundant crops, not for the sustenance of the laborer only, but-also for the
supply of the fishermen and crews of large vessels,- with such farn produce as they must
have."

Notwithstanding the small progress, there are ten or more lots settled on, upon the
road opened this autumn, and some clearing made on each lot.

A church has been built this year in the neighboring Township of La Malbaye, and
the value of real estate has nearly doubled there within the last five years.

The kinds of grain raised, taken in the order. of their abundance, are-oats, barley,
wheat; and no frost happened to injure the crops.

That part which lies within the Seigniory, beginning from the
Matapediac Road and entering the lands belonging to the Orown, is about 36 chains in
length, when it meets the River Métis; it next enters the Township of Fleuriau, between
lots 56 and 57 in the 4th range, -and gocs in a direction nearly S.SW., as far as lot No.
33, at the extremity of the 4th range in the same township,'after which it takes a direction
generally W.S.W., to the point where the work was suspended this year.

That part of the road which lies between the Matapediac' and' lot No. 42 in the 4th
range in Fleuriau had been opened and completed in 1862 and 1863. The works were
resumed this year at that point

For the, purpose of further opening the road, so as to facilitate access 'to 'the lands
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already taken up, Mr. Lepage made a mere opening through the dryer parts and finished
the road over the soft ground.

The road has been openeda distance of 5 miles, 6 chains and 61 links. Of this
distance 85 chains, 9 links has been completed, but 3 miles, 60 chains and 11 links is
passable for wheeled carriages, and 1 mile, 17J chains for winter carriages only.

Three bridges have been built, measuring together 213 feet in lengtb, the cost of
them $35; two others have been given to be done by the job for $84, and to be finished
in the course of the -winter; a 'third is shortly to be given out to be done in.the, same
manner. A distance of 29 chains and 53 links has been laid with brush-the cost, in-
cluding ditches and drains, being $177.25.

Mr. Lepage says in his report "I can only repeat what I have said relative to tlie
timber and the lands through which the road passes, in my former reports. Throughout,
save some rare exceptions, in a very extensive country, the soil is of superior quality, covered
with a growth of every kind of timber, but more usually of maple, applicable to the estab-
lishment of numerous sugar-works. On the whole line up to Kamouraska the land is
equally good. We find pine and tamarack in sufficient quantity for the wants of the settlers.

The whole tract of country is watered by a considerable number of streams and fine
rivers. In some places wc find lakes which generally abound with fish.

"My opinion, and that of all who have any concern for the public interest, is, that
great advantages will result to the cause of colonization from the opening of the Taché
Road. This is founded on the results obtained from the opening of the small portion of
it already made.

The progress of colonization in the Township of Fleuriau, which is the first occur-
ring on the line of this road, is most satisfactory. Great activity prevails anong the
settlers. A considerable amount of labor has been expended in nearly ail the ranges, but
the want of means of communication between the ranges, save where they are intersected
by the road itself, has prevented the settlers from sowing their clearings. I am, never-
theless, happy in being able to state that the settlement has grown very perceptibly during
the present year in that part where the road is opened. This will appear by the following
statement:-

Ail the lots situated on the road opened were taken up before the present year. They
are 57 in number--17 of which, forming the settlements of 23 inhabitants who reside on
thcm with their families, and 27 on which clearings have been made, and, for the most part,
are under crop. The 13 remaining lots are hitherto only taken, but it is intended to -make
extensive slashes on them in the course of the winter.

As an inducement to the Government- to have this important lne continued next
summer, I should add thatup to the present time, on the line 'traced out in continuation
of that which has been opened, 22 lots have:been taken, on whichr 47 arpents of slash have
been made and prepared:for crop in the spring.

A chapel las been 'built at thejunction of the Taché andMetapediac Roads. Oa lot
No. 18 in- the fourth- Range in Fleurinau, just where the works were suspended this year,
on which five arpents have been cleared; a site has been selected for a church.

Near the road there are two fine water-powers on the River Rouge. Limestone is met
with in different places.

Barley, whea'and oats are raised in great quantities along the road.
A langé' appropiiation ought to beunadeto continue the works on the road, nèxt suni

ner, in order that the progress of colonization may noti>bea rested.
Sougit to dr'w your attention te the repairs required tohe donc on theFlluriauEo
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which is six miles in length, aud leads into the Taché Road. It is in so bad a state that
it can be travelled by none but winter vehicles. The expense of the repairs will be about
$250. Another consideration calls for thesc repairs, namely, that there are two saw-mills
of great consequence to the settlers, situnted near the-middle of its length.

Mr. Lepage considers that a sum of $700 would be required to complete that part of
the road which lias been opened in the present year, in addition to which $1000 is con-
sidered to be necessary to open and complete that part which is to continue the line froin
the point where the work was suspended to the township lino between Fleuriau and Nei-
gette, about threc miles in length, and to make the necessary bridges.

LOAD TO ST. DENIS-EAST.

This road, which is situated in the Township of St. Denis-East, commences at the
River and leads by a right line to the back country.

It has been opened to a distance of 37 arpents by a width of 15 feet only, for the
purpose of sooner reaching the clcared lands, and affording au outlet to the settlers resi-
dent on them. In this distance there is a cedar-swamp 16 arpents across, five arpents of
which required to be bridged ; in- another place there is also four arpents of soft ground,
also requiring to be bridged, and the superintendent has caused 200 pieces of timber to be
prepared for the work. One side only of the road lias been ditched, in order that it may
be widened hercafter.

The land is of execllent quality, although there are some stony patches upon it.
About 28 arpents ought to be opened forthwith, in order to afford an outlet to the

settlers in the rear.

ROAD TO ST. DENIS-WEST.

The sum of 842 was expended to open a road through the Seigniory of Matane, in order
to afford an outlet to the settlers in the Township of St. Denis in which the road lies.
The balance has been expcnded in the making of 15 arpents of road, except about 75 feet
of causeway still to be made, and a few rocks which must be blasted. The road is pass-
able nevertheless for wheel carriages.

It is now open to the 4th range of the township, a distance of 62 arpents, of which
47 had been completed in 1862.

The lands aleng the road arc of good quality and almost all occupied. The chief
timber is maple, tamarack and birch.

RIVER 3LANCI-E ROAD.

With this money, Mr. Généreux has finished the ten arpents which remained incom-
plete in 1863. Tlis part of the road passes through a cedar-swaip whiclrrequired ditches
to be made three feet in depth on both sides, of the roadway. Onee arpent, of causeway
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was also made. Hle afterwards made 14 arpents of road over hardwood land, with ditches
on both sides. Some blasting was necessary on a hill.

The road is now completed to a distance of 44 arpents. Of this distance 30 arpents
are over a cedar-swamp and 14 over dry ground.

RIVER TARTIGOU ROAD.

This road, according to the plan, commences at the River St. Lawrence, in the Town-
ship of Matane, and is to extend nine miles from the starting point.

It has been opened for a distance of 35 arpents, and is practicable for summer vehicles,
but not entirely completed.

Seven arpents had to be causewayed and laid with brush, and a bridge has been built';
the last-mentioned works costing $60.

Colonization las made great progress in this locality. A fourth part of the lots on
the road have been taken. The lands in the environs are of good fertile quality and
generally covered with hardwood. Several quarries of limestone and agood water-power
are met with on the road.

SANDY-BAY ROAD

With this sum Mr. Lanouette has finished 14 arpents in the 4th range, at a place
where three large hills meet, requiring a great deal of work.

The road may now be used for .wheel-carriages, with light loads as far as the 5th
range. It is open as a winter road as far as the Sth range. In that part which has
been completed, it was necessary to lay 1î arpent with brusli.

This road, which commences at the river, passes over a rich soil, abounding with nearly
all kinds of timber. It is to terminate at the Matapediae Road in the 13th range of the
Township of Macnider.

If the Intercolonial Railway is made, according to the Robinson survey, this will be
the most direct road to it, for all the population from Macnider to St. Anne des Monts,
a distance from the river to the projected.line of Railway of not more than 10ý miles.
There are several water-powers on the road.

The population is inereasing. rapidly in Macnider, and the site of a church has been
selected in the Sth range. It is important that this road should be opened. as soon as
possible. The settlers have made great clearings in the 7th range, but been obliged to
suspend their labors for want of an outlet to carry their produce to market. $200 per mile
would be required to finish the part opened, and $300 per mile to open and finish the re-
mainder.

The road is verbalized as far as the 5th range.

NEIGETTE ROAD.
Superintendent:-J. R. LAvoiE.

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This road lias its point of departure in the 4th range, and has been opened as far as
the 1st range in the Township of Neigette. It is to be carried on to the rear line of the
township.

The distance previously finished was three miles. This year's grant has been applied
to the improvement of the road, and the repair of the crossways previously made.

Although the soil along the road is stony, it is in many places of excellent quality.
The opening of the road lias been beneficial to the progress of colouization, having

favored the settlement of the 1st and 2nd ranges of Neigette in which the road is good.
The settlers are beginning to penetrate to the back ranges.

Mr. Lavoie writes to me that the population has been more than trebled within the
last five years, and that, in the same space of time, the value of real estate has more than
doubled.

One hundred dollars would be sufficient to complete the road.

MACPES ROAD.

Superintendent.-ED. POULIOT.

With this grant the road lias been repaired and part of it completed to a distance of
25 arpents, 7½ perches, It lias been graded on 10 arpents, 8 perches, covered with
earth on 3 arpents, and a causeway made 5ý arpents in length. Ten arpents, seven
perches has been ditched; two arpents covered with sand.and gravel. A detour of three
arpents, six perches was made to avoid two considerable hills. Besides this, a further dis-
tance of 13 arpents has been opened, allowing even summer vehicles to pass, so that tlie
length of road now opened in Macpès is about 14 arpents.

The land along the whole road, andgenerally throughout the township, is good, although
sonewhat stony in the 1st and 2nd ranges, after which.it is level as far as the Taché Road.

The Macpòs Road, whcn continued, will traverse magnificent tracts of maple, birch,
.spruce and-ccdar, and will open a fine district for settlement.

Mr. Pouliot strongly recommends that the road should be continued and completed at
as early a period as possible, for the benefit of the surrounding district, and as likely to be
hereafter the principal branch of the Taché Road in the County of Rimouski.

There are several water-powers in the neighborhood of the road. Asaw-mill has been
ereeted, and two more are in progress of erection. There is talk also of building a grist-
mill in the spring. Limestone is found in several places, but none has hitherto been
quarried.

Mr. Pouliot informs us that colonization is making great progress in the Township of
Macpès. The whole of the lst range is settled, as also a large portion of the 2nd and even
some lots of the 3rd range. Many settlers are awaiting the opening of the road to take
lands in all the ranges as far as the Taché Road and even farther. The population of the
township has doubled within five years, and no doubt, if the road is speedily made, it will
have increased four-fold in five or six years more.

A lot has been selected in the 2nd range for the site of a church, and the locality
naimed St. Blondine.

The settlers, who are nostly very poor. had each received last spring several bushels
of seed grain, from the Colonization Society of the County of Rimouski, which, being sown,
looked extremely well, but the bad weather in autumn had done great injury to the crop.

DUQUESNE ROAD.

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This sum was applied to the completion of 7 arpents of road, between the 4th range
in the Seigniory of Bic aud the To*nship of Duquesne. It is now in a state to be used by
wheel carriages throughout its w'holelength.

Two bridges have been built, one 30 feet long, the other 55 feet, costing together $60.
The ground over which the road passes is very suitable for cultivation, as is that of

nearly the whole Township of Duquesne.
One hundred arpents have been cleared atlong the road, and 30 lots taken in Duquesne,

but few of the settlers are resident hitherto.
The road might be carried on several leagues further, over a rich soil, by the Little

Rimouski and the Fond d'Orme, where it would meet the Taché Road.
It is partly verbalized, and soon will be so in its entire length.

CHENIER AND BEDARD ROAD.

The greater part of this sum, $140, was expended in the building of a bridge 400 feet
long. The balance was applied to the compIction of 2 arpents, 1 perch of road and 1
arpent, 1 perch of causeway. Moreover 2 .arpente, 3S perches have .been under-brished.

The sum of $200 is required for the completion of the remaining part of the road.

COUNTY OF TÉMISCOUATA.
BÉGON ROAD.

This road commences iu the rear of the Seigniory of Trois-Pistoles and intersects the
Township of Bégon. It is now completed as far as four miles and a few arpents'south of
the River Bouabouscachée; the Une traced goes twelve miles further. If continued as' far
as Lake Témiscouata, it would afford the shortest and readiest means of communication
between the St.. Lawrence. andi Madawaska.

Last summer 60 arpents was completed; 3 arpents were merely opened.
The cost of the finished part, exclusive of the bridges, was about 8200 per mile.
A bridge, 75 feet in length, was built and cost $60. Three pieces of causeway were

also made, 10 arpents in length, and costing about $76.
Mr. Pelletier writes as follows:
"This road passes over a soil of the richest quality, bearing a growth of cedar pine,.

spruce, birch, and maple, of large size and very lofty. The neighboring lands are the finest
in the Township of Bégon, the wood being maple of large growth, and affording, immense
quantities of sugar.

"Colonization has advanced rapidly in Bégon. In 1857, when the road was first
opened, there was only a few arpents of clearing and three or four houses; when :the
census was taken in 1861, the population amounted to 206 souls. -I think it i.s now nearly
double that number.

" The number of lots taken this year may be 40 or 50; that ofarpents cleared about75
The settlers are' all natives of the Parishes of Trois-Pistoles, Isle-Verte, St. Eloi nd
Cacouna.

There has has been a chapel in Bégon for a year past unde the designa in ofSt
Jean de Dieu.

The value of real estata has increascd fourfold in the ownship of ateyeara
9 61î
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The grain harvested in largest quantities are rye, wheat, barley, oats, and peas.
The drouglit of Tune and July did the first injury to the crops, which further suffered to
a great extent from three severc-frosts at the beginning of SeptemÏber."

It is considered that the further sum of $,200 is required to complete the road.

ST. ELOI ROAD.

The work iu the presert ycar commenced at the old line traced for the Taché Road,
and continued in the Township of Dononville. It lias been opened to a distance of 20
arpents, of which 18 irpents is finished. A bridge has been built 60 feet in length, and
two smaller ones, besides two arpents of brushwork.

This portion of the road passes through excellent land covered with maple, birch,
cedar, and sprucc.

Mr. Thériault has traversed a distauce of five miles beyond the road, and everywhere
finàas the same soil and the same timber.

Colonization lias ma de great progress in this locality, and during the last five years the
population bas iuereased by threc-lOurths. Twenty or thirty lots have been taken up on the
1oad in the course of last summer. by Canadians returned from the United States, and more
than 100 arpents have been cleared; ten or more families have settled in Bocquart, three
miles from the end of the opened road.

DENOiNVILLE ROAD.

The report on the work performed on this road has not yet come to hand.
Mr. L. A. Bertrand writes on the 14th instant:-" Mr. Côté has not replied to your

VIGER ROAD.

This road is now opened as far as the middle of the 4th concession of the Township
of Demers, through which the route of the Taché Road passes.

Forty-three and a half arpents have been opened this year, of which 12 have been
completed ; eight have bcea freed froi stumps and graded. Brushwork and drainage
are alone required to complete thcm ; the-rest is opened as a winter road.

Besides these works, the sui of $268 has been applied to improving the road on the
5th, 6th, 7th, and Sth ranges of Viger. A bridgec of 66 feet has beu constructed, and
141 feet of crossway.

The road passes for the most part through a good soil, suitable for cultivation. The
land is specially good from the Sth range of Viger, as far as the 2nd range of Deniers.
Mr. Lapointe says, that along the whole. route considerabie clearings ih:eVo been
made. A settler in the Ist rangeof Demers= has this year harvested 3;000 sheaves of-fine
and' good grain. More than 200 arpents of new Iand will be7 idër rop nxt spring.
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Young settlers are flocking in numbers in the direction of these fine lands, and propose
to make slashes during the winter.

The. 4th range of Demers also contains fine lands extending for several miles in depth,
and along the Taché Road. Mr. Lapointe says, that if this road is opencd next summer,
a fine parish will be established within four years. More than 20 settlers have taken up
lands lately, and have completed more than 100 arpents ot slashing ia hopes that the road
will be opened.

The sum of $600 is required to complote the road as far as the Taché Road, and $300
more will be required to repair the old road.

The road is verbalized as far as the 5th range of Viger, and willbe so next spring au
far as the 9th range.

ST. MODESTE ROAD.

With this sum Mr. Miville has constructed two bridges and three crossways, measur-
ing altogether 560 feet in length. FHe has also made 17 feet of ditch.

At the western extremity of the road, on the Sth and 9th ranges, the settiers have
sown 45 arpents, which had been cleared the year before. These .45 arpents have given
150 sheaves to the arpent, two-thirds being barley. The crops of wheat and oats were
superb. On the sane land also 80 bushels of potatoes were raised.

"Ai this grain," says. Nr. vliville, "has in no way suffered froin frost,.and nothing
could be more beautiful than this magnificent field of grain in the heart of the forest;it is
needless to add that this grain was peculiarly long and strong to produce so many sheaves to
the arpent, and that the settlers had great difficulty in carrying their grain in the conces-
sions in which the road is not completed."

This road should be continued aecross the 9th, 10th, 11th and 12th ranges of Whit-
worth, where the land is of superior quality.

A sum of frem $300 to $400 would be necessary to complete the three miles of road
already opened to reach the 9th range..

DETOUR DU LAC ROAD.

This road begins at the chapel a Detour du Lac, situated on the Témisconta Road,
and is to extend to Blue River-about 20 miles.

Three miles of it are open, twó of which are completed for summer travel; the last
portion; however, is not cOïnpletely finished.

This road passes through;very fertile soil, covered partly with maple groves, and also
through -some low land, wooded with every variety of timber. It will be of great advan-
tage toe the colonization af the fine-Townships of Cabano,.Estcourt,.and Botsford. A great
number of lots were taken up in 1862 in the two townships last mentioned, but have since
been abandone&cowing to the want of communication. The Townships cf oakingtonand
Robinson, situated to the southieast of Cabauo, aise. côntain excellent lands. Theree
water-powers ôuónhe -River Cabano, which runs out of long Lake, osses thetonshpöf
the same inme; and after a:course of 22 miles discharges into Lake3Tmiscouata Thie
i :also a fine milsite oathe:Desert Streaù which ruas into the River Cabnno. -

Colonization has mades great progress i, thisneighborhood. et e r.duLhaethe
population las more than doubled during thlast fiMOT e ars Aboufttlotagonthe zoad
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have been take up, several of which are bcing cleared and will be under crop next spring.
A site for a church has been selected by the ecclesiastical authorities.

Mr. Dubé says that S12,000 will be required to complete this road.
Mr. F. A. Tétu, charged with the survey of the Township of Cabano, lias kindly sent

me the following information
"The subdivision into lots along the Detour du Lac Road was completed about the end of

the month of August 1864. At the present timice-15th November-62 lots have been taken
up, 25 acres have -been by the same settlers cleared and are ready for sowing in the spring,
and about 10 arpents more have been cleared by other settlers, and since then other clear-
ings have doubtless been made, so that not less than 60 acres will be under crop in this
locality next spring."

Besides the portion of the road made by the Government, a mile and eight arpents of
span road has been made by Mr. F. A. Tétu near the lots lie holds. Making use of the
roads to the sugaries, about a mile of road of the same kind is required to reach the first
clearings.

On the Témiscouata Road, at the north angle of the same township, about ten lots have
been taken up of which three or four are occupied.

BLUE RIVER ROAD.

This new road was traced in October last by Mr. G. Talbot.
It begins in the Témiscouata Road on lot No. 35 of range C., occupied by Mr. Paschal

LeBel, and is to end at mouth of the Blue River which falls into Beau Lake, a distance of
from 15 to 18 miles.

There are no large hills along the line; the only heights met with have long and easy
ascents. A single bridge, from 30 to 40 feet long, will be required over a branch of the
Blue River.

Mr. Talbot has been very fortunate in the selection of the line. The land is every-
where well adapted to the making of a road. Of the whole extent only six or eight arpents
will require to be laid with brush, and it is worthy of remark that the exploration was made
after the heavy rains of last autumn.

Eight miles from the Témiscouata Road, the surveyor closely followed an old lumber-
ing road which ends at the mouth of the Blue River. This latter road, when a little
repaired, will be very serviccable to the settlers, and but little money will be necessary to
complete it.

" The land," says Mr. Talbot, "through which the line of road passes, is of excellent
quality.. On the low land the timber is mixed. and the high land is timbered with hard-
wood. There are fine sugar bushes along nearly the whole road. From the Témiscouata
Road to the head of Beau Lac, the limnit of ny survey, the soil is so fine, so fertile and so
rich that all the lots (with the exception of thrce or four) will be eagerly competed for the
moment they are laid out; this is my opinion, as well as that of all who have seen this
magnificent land.

" I examined everything with a careful eye, and considered all points more critically
than was absolutely necessary, in order that I might not at a subsequent period have to
reproach myself with having given enticing and incorrect information."

In a report on a survey made by Mr. Talbot in 1862, he makes the following state-
ments respecting this fine country: " I passed four days in visiting the lands lying between
the lakes in the vicinity of the St.Francis River and the Blue River. The latter I examined
to a distance of ten miles from its mouth, and I cari state, with all the sincerity to which
you are entitled from me, that there cannot be more advantageous lands in the whole of
Lower Canada. The most comîmon woods are elm, asb and poplar. At a pret ty considerable
distance in the interior the wood is mixed and the various species indicate an excellent
soil. The land rises as it approaches the shores of the lakes and is covered with sugaring
establishments. Powerful water-courses are everywhere found; oue of the most remarkable
of these is the Blue River which is situated about seven or eight miles from the Lake
Témiscouata-Road. The tract seemed to me large enough to form eight or ten parishes,
and we observed no stones in the parts whic'h we visited."

A sum of $100 was applied to repairing a part of tho road; and with the other

$100 Mr. Michaud has, within au extent of five leagues, repaired two bridges which had
been burned. New sleepers and flooring were laid. Eacli bridge is sixty feet long. Hie
has also had two bridges, ten feet long, built over streams; and several other small bridges
repaired. He has also, in various places, laid seventeen arpents of. bridging to cover
precipices, and cut away all the trees whieh hadi fallen across the road and obstructed it.

Of this road there are still eighteen miles to be completed; the works will entail
an expenditure of .250 a mile.

Mr. Micbaud strongly reconmends the Coi-pletion of the road.
The $400 remaining of the amount granted has been allotted to the municipal authori-

ties of St. Alexandre, to assist the settiers in constructing a bridge of considerable size
over tho River Duloup, which crosses the Pohénégamouik Road.

The building of the bridge was given out by contract on the 29th of October, 1864,
to François Soucy, carpenter, of the Parish of St. Helene, for the sum of $886. The
contractor is to build the bridgejaccording to plans and specifications approved by the
Departmcnt, and is to deliver it at the end of September, 1865.

WOODBRIDGE ROAD.

This road, about seventeen miles in length, begins at the first range of Woodbridge
and is to end at the Taché Road, nine miles of it crossing Woodbridge, and eight miles a
part of Painchaud. Of this extent 14ý miles are open ; 5 of them are completed, and
the remainder is opened as a winter road, but may be travelled i part by whceled vebicles.

Last summer's work consisted of the completion of one-third of a mile of road, and
the opening of eight miles and twenty arpents to oie-half the proper width; ail the
wood bas been removed and the surface made as level as possible, so that it is practicable
for summer vehicles, but not without difficulty, in consequence of the quarries which are
met with. The last four and a half milcs opened are in Painchaud.

Eight brid!res have been built-,.having a total length of three hundred feet: these
have cost $100 ; 299 feet of celar swamnp have also been covered with crossvay.

In Woodbridge the whole of the soil is not adapted for cultivation ; however, nearly
all the lots in the first six ranges are conceded. 'he wood was ecarly all destroyed by fire
last July ; there is. still, however,- enouglh building tiuber to supply all requirements for
some years to come.

In Painchaud the land is good. On the second anl third rangesDMr. Dionne observed
soil well adapted ,for meadows. The laui adjacont tu the Taché Road is ofexcellente
quality, with but few stones, atd timbered partly with hardmaple and birch. The land
beyond the Taché Road is of superior quality. The Township of Chab0t, situated to th
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east of the Township of Painchauld, also contains very rich land. These places are famous
for their enormous maple groves, whieh will yield large quantities of sugar, so soon as
the means of communication are complete.

Mr. Dionne calculates that a sum of 63,500 would be necessary to complete the road
throuighout its whole extent. Four miles of it are verbalized.

CHAPAIS ROAD.

This road is now open as far as the Taché Road. The work of last summer consisted
of the opening of six miles and four arpents of road.

Three bridges, each 50 feet in length, have been built, bosides seven others frim
seven to eight feet long; the -whoIe cost $40.

On this part of the Chapais Road, about one third of the land is good; the remainder
is either very stony or very swampy. On approaching the Taché Road, however, the
land is found to be excellent and covered with mixed wood. There are two water-powers
on this part of the road.

Mr. Dionne estimates that sum of from $900 to $1,000 would be necessary to complete
the road.

Drapeau was instrueted to give the work out by the job, and entered into a contract with
Mr. Chares Carrière, who underzvok to mow the grass, root ut the bushes, and remove all
mpediments whatsoever frow the Taclié Road; and to sow the same with timothy over

the extent above r:entioned for the sum of $15 a mile.
As no extra paym ent was to be clained~by the contractor for unforeseen obstaéles

whieh might be met with, a sum or 820 was allowed him to eut and remove all the trees
rhich had fàllerí afross the road, let the quantify be what it nighf .
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Mr. Drapeau writes that the work has been executed in a proper manner as has aIo
been the sowing of the road with timothy.

ARAGO ROAD.

The Arago Road begins on lot No. 18, at the division line between the Seigniory and
the Township of Lessard, and is to end at the Taché Road in Arago, a distance of 13
miles and 16 chains. Three miles of it are now open, and of this extent, two miles, nine-
teen:arpents and eights perches are completed.

Twenty-one arpents of road were completed last year. Six bridges, measuring 30 feet
in all, have been built. A seventh bridge, 32 feet long, built in former yeàrs, had been
broken down by the snow, and it was found necessary to rebuild it and add nine feet of
flooring.

The following information is given by Mr.- Breen, in his report respecting the land
crossed by the road :--" From the beginning of the road to the 2nd range of the Fief
Lessard tbe soil is good although a little stony, and continues so over nearly the whole
width of the Township of Lessard, up to about the 2nd mile. fence, to the 7th mile
there is very little good land adapted lor settlement along the road. From the latter point
to the Taché Road the soil is good and continues to improve in a southerly direction.

"Although but little of the Arago Road is as yet open, it lias, nevertheless, already
contributed-to the settlement of several lots in the lst and 2nd ranges of the Township of
Lessard, and were it not for the high price of the land near the road-$1 an acre-nearly
thirty of them would be settled upon. Twenty-seven of these lots belong to one individual.

* * * * The mere laying out of the'line of the Arago Road, by-provid-
ing a straiglt line of communication with the Township of Arago, has contributed much
to the utilization of the numerous maple groves which are found in that township and the
vicinity. The line is Used as a means of communication by more than 80 persons, who
make sugar in those townships, and whenever the road is open as far as the lst range of
Arago, the immediate settlement of a part of the land may be relied on."

There are several water-powers ou the Bras d'Apic, the course of which the road
follows for several miles.

Mr. Breen considers that an amount of from $6,000 to 87,000 would.be required to
complete the road.

Besides the Arago Road, Mr. Breen also expended a sum of 8153.25 inrepairing and
improving'the Lessard Road from itsjunction with the Arago Road towards St. Cyrille-a
distance of 28 arpents and cight perches. Cousidering the nature of the soil and the
small sum placed at Mr. Breen's disposal, the road has been put into very passable condi-
tion, miry as.it was before. A further sum of $60 or $80 would be necessary to make the
13 arpents, remaining to be improved, passable.

Besides the above-mentioned works, F. X. Letourneau contracted to build a bridge
over the South. River. It is 88 feet long, including the abutmnents, and cost 800. It is
now completed.

Three miles and eleven arpents of roat were complettd last summer; fromu the end of
this piece to the River St. John, a distance of about 18 miles, it is opened as a winter
road only. The comnpleted road c6st S283 a mile, exclusive of bridges. Thirty-two little
bridges, having a total length of 120 feet, have becn built; they cost $98. Biglit hun-
dred and thirty-eight feet of crossway and brushwork have been laid at a cost of 865.

The materials necessary for the construction of a bridge over the Black River were
prepared during last winter, and the balance of ?85. due the contractor, was paid him.
The bridge will be 168 feet in length, and it is estimatedthat its construction will entail
an outlay of 8400.

The land along the road and further in the rear is of good quality, and timbered for
the most part with hardwood. Good water-powers are met with, and iron pyrites have
been observed in various places.

Mr. Audet says that colonization. is making r'apid progress, especially in the Townships
of Uekiand, Mailloux and Roux as far as the 6th range, upon whieh about twenty settlers
are living with their families. There ara soma cven in Bellechasse, more than 4* miles
beyn I the complxIu &mad1 The value of real pr)pcrty has increased in the iamo propor-
tion as the population, that is to say, 20 per cent. per annum.
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The harvest bas been good, and the frost, which appeared on the 15th September,
only affected the grain which had been sown late.

The roaid should be opened next summer as far as the Black River in the Township
of Bellechasse, where the land is of the first cuality. This work, according to Mr. Audet,
would cost about $3,000.

feet wide; the site for another church has also been selected iu the sane township by the
ecclesiastical authorities, and the timber for the erection of the edifice has been brought te
the spot

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as far as the Langevin Road, that is to say, the division line between Cranbourne and Ware,
where the road ends.

Three and a quarter miles of it. are practicable for summer vehicles; the remainder,
6J miles, can be used only as a winter road.

A bridge sixty feet in length has beei built, at a cost of $65.65.
Most of the land along the road is of the best quality.
We meet with a great iany water-powers, onc in particular, promising great advan-

tages, a few arpents below the bridge built by Mr, Cassidy. Traces of iron ore are found
at the outletof Ltake Etchemin.

As a sign of the progress of colonization in this neighborhood, I quote the following
passage from iMr. Cassidy's report, dated 30th September, 1864

'I yesterday visited the Etchemin Road, in Cranbourne, and found clearings on
twenty-four lots, on nearly every one of whicli there was a house and a resident family.
On the Langevin Road, which I visited on the same day, fifteen lots in Cranbourne, and
twelve lots in Ware, have beei taken up. The settlers seemed to be prosperous. They
have made largc clearings. and built good houses, and their crops have been very fine. I
was told that in the interior of the Township of Ware, there are already thirty families,
either presently located, or about to locate themselves shortly. I heard, moreover, that
ten or twelve flailies have settled near the Convent of the Trappists. The increase of
the populatiou must be laid at three hundred and fifty souls at least. On the colonization
roads in Cranbourne and the neighborhood, there are not less than one thousand two
hundred arpents of cleared land."

Mr. Cassidy considers that $700 is necessary to complete the road, including a bridge
which would cost $75. The road is verbalized.

FRAMPTON AND STANDON ROAD.

Traces of copper are found on nearly all the lots and
some gold bas also becu Ifound.

'Ir. Dillon inforns me that c'olonization has nade rapid progress withia these last
two or three years in the Townships of Standoa and Ware, and that the population las
increased 25 per cent. This road is verbalized.

With the sui of $100 that part of the first of these roads which intersects the
3rd range in Bucklaud, and was opened for winter travel only in 1860, has been com-
pleted ; but there is still a, great deal of blasting to be donc, particularly where it crosses
the 3rd range. Mr. Rousseau is ou opinion that with $200 the road might be thoroughly
completed as far as the !th range of Buckland.

The other 8100 was applied to the repairs of the cross-road branching: from the main
Une into the interior of Standon. It was in a dangerous state, and required work to make
it fit for travel, greater than the settlers could afford to bestow on.it. With the sum
granted Mr. Rousseau bas succeeded in rèndering it practicable for all kinds' of vehicles
and loads. This by-roadý, which is nearly twenty-three arpeits in length, i ditche& on
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both sides throughout. A large number of large boulders have been renoved; others
have been blasted; and a bridge, 22 feet in length, lias beenî built over a stream which
crosses the road.

Mr. Rousseau writes to inform me tliat colonization is making progress in the neigh-
borhood. Population is increasing rapidly in Standon, on Lake Etchemin, and in Ware.
Upwards of forty families are now resident in the latter township; two years ago there,
were no more than three. In the Township of Langevin some clearing has been made on
a considerable number of lots. Mr. Rousseau is of opinion that if the Government con-
tinues to open new roads, and finishes those which have been commenced, the township
will in a short time be fully settled.

is hardly known to the public."

The sum of $900 is required to finish that part of the road which extends to the
by.road leading to St. Joseph's Church.

The road follows'the course
of a small river, anid passes generaIly over a soil which is covered with soft wood of good
quality. A. short distance from it the hardwood land which generally prevails in Gay-
hurst, commences. lany miill-sites are found ou the little river before mentioned.

A cousiderable number of lots have been taken up in the year, and some persons have
settled on land three miles beyond the present terminus of the road made.

The sum of $2,300 is required to complete the road.

A distance of four miles has been completcd, and a further distance of two miles has
been mnerely oponed. It may be used throughout for wheel-carriages.

Two small bridges have heen 'built. Mr Catellier inforrns me that the land over
which the ruad passes is generally good-that of the first range inferior to that on the
second and third, and more difficult to work. [ri Marlow the-road passes over good land.
The ueighborhood of Lake iegantie is inagnificent.

It is a proof that the rrad is very favorable to colonization thattall 'thé lots are taken
througbout its entire length. and even beyond its terminus.

There are not less than forty or fitty lots occupied in Jersey. Some of the settlers
are Canadians who have returned from the United States. They are not al] resident on
their lands. but all cultivate them and clear several arpents every year.

A great many water-powers are found along the road.' as.far as it is opened. Several
fine ones are met with on Trout River, which is a cousiderable strean, and'celebrated for
the gold found in it. Traces of gold ore have been foupd in nearly all the little streams
which fàll into the Chaudière River.

Mr. Catellier writes to me, unde- date of November last: " Although the sums
grantcd for the road have not hitherto been of considerable amountà ,they have been pro
ductive of great benefit to the settlers who have had occasion to mnake freqnett journ'eys
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with produce to our mills. Another advantage .is, that the people of the neighboring
families are thereby enabled to settle their children so near to themselves that they can
afford them assistance in the cleariag and sowing of their land without detriment to~their
own affairs.

It is therefore cesirable that the road hould be continued, and that larger grants
should be made in future for the encouragement of colonization and of the miners who are
begin ning to bond their steps in this direction, attracted by a degree of success which gives
bright hopes for the ensuing year.

In 1862 this road was opened a. a winter road to the distance of two and a half
miks by the expenditure of $100. Of this distance, l mile was finished lastsuinmer with
the ainount granted.

In the road completed there is neilber bridge nor crossway, but an embankment, 50
feet long, cost $25

If bhe road is carried on so as to mneet the Glenloyd.Road, it will-pass through in-
mense forests of almost entirely hardwood. and ver a soil well suited for farming. It
is the shortest, aud most likliv to be beneficial to al' this -part of the Eastern Townships.

"The Township of Forsyth," says Mr. Bérubéi, a in which I reside, and wherA* the
road commences. has a population of about eleven hundred souls, and is completely or-
ganized; having magistrates, a commissioners court, a post office, and several schools.
Agrieulture is making great progress amongst us. -The TJownship of Shenley, which is
next te us, and which contained, five years ' ro, flfteen families at the utmost, bas nOw
more than a hundred, and has becone a municipality; moreover, the site 'f a church
will be marked out in the course of the winter.

This rapid progress is due-to the-opeuing of 4ileShenley Road, which was commeneed
in 1859, and -opened to a distance of nine and a half miles. Mr. -Blouin, who superin-
tended th. work on this road, had, at the instance of the Inspector ;of Agencieaft it
incouplete in order to be euabled to opeu it to a greater distance with the saine nóuey,
and the rapidity with which the land, op both seds ofo it vere taken up an ocup
shews the wisdom of the proceeding.
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"The Township of Tring had, at the time of the last census, a population of more
than 2000 souls, and since that time it bas considerably increased. It contains two
churches and is divided into two municipalities. Lambton ani Aylmcr, each forming a
municipality, have cach a church, and leave nothing to be desired in respect of progress.
Finally, Adstock, althougli it bas not had hitherto the advantage of a road opened, is in.
habited by twenty-five families, who began to come in four years ago, and I presume that
not less than 150 arpents have been cleared within the present year in that township."

The principal kinds of grain raised in this district are barley and oats, which have
scarcely suffered any injury.

According to the observatious of judicious aud experienced' persorns, there is no doubt
that this part of the Eastern Townships possesses mineral wealhh which will contribute to
its prosperity in proportion te the sacrifices which the Government may make to open the
lands to cultivation.

The completion of the road will probably cost $4000. It is verbalized to the dis-
tance of four and a half miles.

Three bridges were built, measuring in the whole 38 feet, and seven arpents were laid
-with brush or crosswayed. The road leads to the farous copper mines in Leeds.

Nine lots were taken on the road. during the summer, being the last; all th rest had
been previously taken. More than 100 arpents were cleared- this year along tHe road, and
grain of all kinds harvested in great abundance.

Mr. Enouf is of opinion that 81000 will be required to finish it.

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This road ought to be continued through Irclaud, Coleraine and Adstock to join zhe
Lake St. Francis Road, which was commenced last year in Lambton. It would. becôn e of
the greatest importance to the settlers in oue part of the County of Beauce, by givingthem
direct communication± with the Grand Trunk RA.ilway, and affrdin the inhabitants ofthe
old parishes an easy means of access to the fertile lands of the before mentioned townships,
which may be termed a virgin forest.

Mr. Vigneau remarks in his report that these lands are mostly unsettled and off well-
known fertility, awaiting only the hand of the husbandman, to furnish their tribute to the
traffic of the country; which, at no distant period, must be very considerable.

This part of Lower Canada is capable of-containing a population of from. 25,000 to
30,000 souls, as there are several townships with scarcely a siugle inhabitant.

The opening of the road will tend greatly to fycilitate the communication of the
settlers in South Halifax and Ireland with the Railway, and the working of the copper
mines in the Township of Halifax.

The water-powers in the neighborhood are numorous and may be readily madd avail-
able.

Mr. Vigneau writes to me that the population of the Township of Halifax has
increased by 1200 or 1400 persons within the last five years, and the value of. real estate
one hundred per cent.

The sum of $6000 is considered nccessary to open the road to Lambton.

GLENLOYD ROAD.

The work of opening this road had been suspended since 1859, on account of some
conflicting interests connected with its location. The claims of 'the several parties con-
cerned, having been since taken into consideration, after a visit to the place, aiid-a report
of the representatives of these parties baving been made, the li ne of the road was
changed in several places, and tho work was resumed in the present year. By adopting
these changes in the plan we have been able to avail ourselves of the roads already opened
by the settlers themselves.

The point of departure of this road is on the Lambton Road, in the Township off
Tring, and its terminus the Grand Trunk Railway, in Nelson, a distance of 41 miles.

The part now open, and fit to be travelled on by summer carnages, reaches from the
14th range of Leeds to the railway, a distance of 22 miles,; the rpmainder reaching to
Tring, about 19 miles, is open as -a winter road only.

The length of the road finished, last summer, is 4 miles and 13 chains, of which 21
miles were entirely new; the rest had been opened as a winter road. The work was done
on that part which passes over the 14th, löth, and 16th ranges of Nelson, and the 6th ad
7th ranges of Leeds, being between the Craig and Gosford Roads. The woik cost $la8
per mile, exclusive of the bridges. Six bridges were built, measuring ia all 262 feet of
roadway, exclusive of the abutments. Two of them are of considerable size; one in parti-
cular, is 120 feet long. The work is well and substantially done. The cost of them was
$427.

There las been, mo:eover, crossway made 882 feet in length and 600 feet have been
laid with brush. These, weré 'covered witl earth.

The road passes over !and of the first quality, timbered mostly withh irdwood
Wlen completed through Thetford and Tring. it will tend greatiy to enhouragé he

eolonization of -those two townships, la which there are still a large number of lots belonig
ing to the C-õrwn.

Mr. Thompson inforins me that there are seeral excellentd atr- powers near thedroad
as also tr-aces of coper ore. They are now work ine in elson with eery appe nce
of ýsuccess. Indications of otlier mineras h]aveï likewise been discdvered ,i the neiglbor
hood of tE road i
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A considerable number of lots have bee.n tatken up within the last two ycars in
Thetford. Colonization lias made great progresu in Broughton The site of a eburch was
recently selected on the line of road, in Nelson, near the railwo.y station. M'r. Thompson
thinks that the sum of 85,000 would be necessary to complete the 19 miles of the r ad
now merely opened.

All that part of the road which is finished has been verbalized.

The road which crosses the St. Wenceslas Swamp is part of the Gran Line Road to
Aston. It reaches a part of the 5th andi Sth ranges 1i Aston. Work was donc on it
throughout its entire length. It has been draiued by a cuttin- more than three miles
long. It was next covered with brush and saud; a snaall portion of it was also crosswayed.
Although the funds fell short of the amount necessary t cever it with sand throughout,
the road is neverthcless a fine one and perfectly Pod at all seasons of the year. It is
twenty-five arpents in length.

This road affords easy access to all the new settlements in the Eastern 'Townships.
It is also the main channel of communication between lhrece Rtivers and Arthabaska.

The St. Leonard Road extends from the Churcli of St. Wenceslas to that of
St. Leonard, between the 7th and Sth ranges of Aston.

It has been improved in several places, and is now passable in all its lcngth. The
hills, however, should be eut down. The suin, of $200 iU necessary to complete all the im-
provements. The lands intersected by these roads, as weli as those of the adjacent districts,
are for the most part of excellent quàlity.

Mr. Vigueau says of the progress of colonization in these parts; " Within four ycars
the population of St Wenceslas has increased four-fold ; ronds have been opened, lands
cleared, settlers established, and the great land owners are disappearing to make way
for the real settler.

"One thing farticularly has contributed to encourage colonization the establishient,
namely, of a farm at St. Wenceslas by the Reverend Gentlemen of the Seminary
of Quebec. Within the period of eighteen montis, we have seen, as if t'he1work of en-
chantment, [he clearing of 250 arpeats, a fine and spacious house in a charmîing1ollity,
andb5 bidiñgs: which asttnish every traveller. Notwthstiuding the ravages ofthe dïought,
of fires d- thea of a sries of wet weat àier, a larg quantity ofÉgrain was lrvated.
We are hope that the good wurk will not stop half way, and that soraefinè .ornig n e
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inhabitants of the Eastern Townships will wake up to the perception and appreciation of a
fine model farm, nay, even of a fine aUd beautiful school of agriculture."

This we may term practical colonization: with little noise and great progress.
The roads arc verbalized.

$200.

The advantageous result of this road will be the settlement of six ranges in Madding-
ton, the front roads of which connect with it. Since it was commenced, a large number of
persons have taken steps to procure lots adjacent to it.

The road of the 14tI range has its point of departure in the front line road cfthe
13th range, and is to be continued to the Township of Blandford, a distance of four miles.
A distance of nearly fortyfive arpents of this road has been finished, and has cost $200.

Mr. de Villers says in his report: "I This road, when finished tlhroughout, will pro-
mote the settlement of the 15th, 16th and 17th ranges cf Maddington, which belong te
the Crown, and are in general suitable for cultivation. Some of the lots in the lSth and
16th ranges have been already taken, and several persons are preparing to take steps to
obtain the lots which have not been hitherto applied for.

" The road crosses the River Gentilly, which offers several water-powers likely to be-
available as the sites of grist-mills, now much needed in the township. Two saw-mulls
have been already built.

" The roads which the Government has caused to be made in Maddington, have con-
tributed much to the growth of the population, and have trebled the value of real estate.
An inestimable advantage vhich we owe to them, is the diminution of the emigration. te
the United States. Some young mcn who went last winter to the State of Missouri to
seek their fortune, were robbed of their clothes and money by the Confederates, who in-
vaded the state. It is to be hoped that this sharp remedy will have the effect of sending
such back to Canada, and preventing their friends from leaving home..

As there are swamps and rivers in the part of the line still unmace, Mr. de Villers
is unable to specify the amount necessary to complete it.

Both roads are verbalized.

Thé rond has not been completed, but it may
be used for summer vehicles, withseme dificulty incertain places.

timber. It 'opens a communication with that part of Horton whichb lies tothe sòutf-of
River Du Lup, a brandhl of the River Nicoet.

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Mr. Verboncour informs me that it contains excellent lands, in great part the property
of Government, and that three or four hundred families might casily and advautageously
be located there. This will certainly be accomplisied so soon as the road can be extended
to meet the road from Warwick. This will also enable three or four hundred families to
locate themselves in Warwick.

There are three excellent water-powers on the River Nicolet, and several more on
small streams.

When the Grand Lino road is finished, it wiI afford direct communication between
Three Rivers and Lake Megantic, passing through all the Eastern Townships.

"For several years back," says Mr. Verboncour, ." colonization has progressed on
the lands along the roads opened, but it has advanced more slowly in our neighborhood,
owing to the want of roads, or the badness of those that were available. However, during
the past two years, the progress has been more rapid, more particularly in places ad-
joining older settlements.

"A chapel was commenced (in Horton) a few years ago, but for want of means it
has not been fiaished. This is a case in which the colonization secieties might give proof
of thoir usefulness. The parish has been civilly and canonically erected under the
narne of Ste. Eulalie."

Lotbinière and Nicolet, inasmuch as it forme a communication with the Townships of
Maddington and Aston, and offers the most direct route to the depot of Three Rivers and
Arthabaska Railway, for a portion of the inhabitants of those counties. . Moreover this road
complotes a great highway extending from Quebec to Montreal, for the new parishes south
of the River St. Lawrence.

The length of road finished this year is one mile and a half; ne opening work has been
done. The cost so far has been $200 per mile. The work done consisted in levelling,
removing stones, making ditches, lowering hills, and widening the road in several places.

The lands surrounding the road are excellent, the soil bemig rich, and the timber con-
sisting of maple, beech, birch and butternut.-

There is a water-power on the road, and copper has, it is stated, been discovered on the
4th and 9th ranges of Tingwick, near-the road.

" Colonization," says Mr. Beaubien, "lhas made great-progress in this township within
the past few years.notwithstanding the want of roads. A large number of settlers from
the old parishes have located themselves here. Three years ago at the furthest, there were
but two orlthree families on the 10th andllth -ranges-of this:township; the number now
exceeds 40. This spring a great many acres of land were cleared and sowed and the yield
would have. been very great had not the fall turned out so wet."

There still remain five miles to be opened before the road reaches Wotton, and the
estimate for the completion is $1500.

The road has been opened this year for a length of 56 arpents, of which 25J arpents
have been finished; the remainder is passable for winter vehicles only.

The finished portion bas cost at the rate of $300 per mile.
To thé north-east of the road there is a tract of six thousand acres of land fit for

cultivation.
To the south-west=the forest extends to thé river St. Francis, a distance, of about 18

miles. More than one-half of this tract is good hardwood land.
It would be necessary to open a road from the line between St. Camille and the

But as the latter portion is still encum-
bered with all the roots and mounds, the parties interested ask that the next grant may be
expended in removing roots and other obstacles; in levelling the road, and in building the
few bridges that are required, which will not only enable winter vehicles to pass with the
greatest facility, but wheeled vehicles also without any great dificulty, during the fine
weather in sunimer.

The cost pet mile of the finished road is $375.
Mr. Watier informs me that the crop has been a very good one, generally speaking,

this year, and in fact superior to any crop within the past ton years. The grain escaped
all injury fron frost or insects, but the crops were injured iii several places, by the continued
rains of the last season.

WINDSOR AND WOTTON ROAD.

This road opens a direct communication between the Grand Trunk Railway and Wotton,
passing through Windsor from front to rear. It will greatly promote the settlement of this
township, which contains excellent land.

There are good water-powers along the road. Copperhas been discovered on-lot No.
15 of the 7th rauge of Windsor; indizations of'gold have also been observed in the vicinity.

Mr. Wurtele informs me that in the Municipality of St. George de Windsor, which
comprises six concessions in the back part of the township, eight.years ago there were not
more than a dozen settlers, and that they now number over 300.

A chapel has becn built in the 2nd range of St. G eorge de Windsor, andtlast year the
site of a new church was selected on the road.

A further sum of $300 would be necessary for the improvement of the rond between
the 12th and l3th ranges, and between the Gth and 7th ranges of Windsor; th6 rond
would then be good throughout its whole length-15 miles.

The soil along the road is good and adapted for cultivation, and there are good water-
powers on the north branch of the River Victoria.

Colonization is progressing in Marston and the adjacent townships, the lands are taken
up as the road is opened, and the population has doubled within the paat fiveyears.

Mr. Noble thinks that the road yet to be made will cost $400 a mile.
It is verbalized.

vanced state.. Of the two miles completed, 1 mile was opened in 1862. The whole dis-
tance may be used by summer vehicles.

The soil, along the road, is good and covered with. mixed timber, and well adapted for
farming. There are a considerable number of water-powers in Hampden'and Ditton.

Mr. Bailey says in his report-" I am happy to. inform you that colonization has made
great progrcss in this part of the country within the past five years. L that period,
school-houses, churches, and villages have risen in places which werc, before that time,
untouched forest. Nearly all the lots on the road have beeia- taken either by Canadians or
by citizens of the United States, and some attempts at:clearing are visible wherever we go.

" Grain of all kinds has been raised, uninjured by either frost or insects."

Ir. Boivin says :< When finished, thiš idâd will be of immense aidvantage to the cause
of colonization. Within -&e years nea.rly ail the lots have been purcha.sed and inhabited,
but if the road is not speedily finished' we shalleiud-thât a great number of the colonists
will abandon their lands aftýr:.having sacrificed their- -inj ancl the little money they
possessed' för ant of ' oad, to convey their produceito market. At present the settlers
in the Eastern part of Hlereford and those of A uckland are obliged togo intoth United
States tosell thir prodceand bringbak pro sionsand othgnecessaries for their-families.
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"Five years ago, it was goid to ffld a few séttlérs here and there, in the eastern part
of Barford, in all Hereford and Auckland. There was only one small colony of Americans
in the Gore of Hereford. We now number upwards of 300 families who are for the most
part Canadians.

"Three.fourths of these famillies hav to travèl ov'er 40 miles of a wreteliéd road to
ieach Coaticook, which is the nearest central place .for the transaction of their business.
The Pâquetteville road will sh'orten that distanceby one-hailf.

Last year, aýpretty chapel was erectéd in Coaticook, another inthe Gore of Hereford
whère-therè has beéena residènt"èuré since lastNoveräber.

Govèramert lànds whiëhwere sold'-five years ago ht three shillings per acre, eould
not now be purchased for less than two or three dollars per acre.

The cost of that prt ofthe road whièh remains to be finished will be about $500
per mile.

The part whieh is-flished is verbalized.

GovERNMENT EMIGRATION 0FFicE,
Qaebec, 2nd January, 1865.

SiR,-I have the honor to subinit to you, for the information of His Excellency the
Governor General, my Report on the Immigration to Canada for .the year 1864,to which
the ordinary table and returns are appended.

Table N. 1, in the- appendix, furnishes a synopsis of the season's imniigration, and
shows the riumber of arrivals at this port from the opening to the close of navigation, to
have been 19,147, or 1,210 cabin and 17,937 steerage passengers, a decreñÏe of 272 ini
comparison with the immigration of 1863. Their sexes may be thus given:

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I now beg to submit, a condcnsed statement of the transactions of the several inland
agencies, for the past season, ýompiled from the Reports of the following Agents: Mr.
Daley at Montreal, Mr. Wills at Ottawa, Mr. Macpherson at Kingston, Mr. Donaldson at
Toronto, and Mr. Rac at Hamilton, and which will be found in the appendix.

The resuIts at the Montreal Agcncy may be thus summed up: No. of emigrants
arrived at Montreal via the St. Lawrence : 6,574, viz. 242 English; 808 Irish, 653 Scotch
1,900 Germans, 2,792 Norwegians, and 179 from other countries. No. viâ the States,-
842, or 142 English, 352 Irish, 22S Scotch, 28 Germans, Il Norwegians, 36 American
citizens, and 184 from other countries; total 7;416, 2,499 of whom remained in Canada
and 4,917 proceededto the Statcs. No. of persons who applied for and received assistance
from the Agent: 959, cqual to 727k adults. of this number 282 were male adults, 287
female adults, 317 children, and 73 infants. Mr. Dalcy says that the emigrants of the
season, as far as regarded their condition and gencral appearance, compared favorably witi
those of auy former year. fe estimates the amount of capital brought into his district to
have been between £14,000 and £16,000, and was successful in finding omploynent for
462 applicants. The demand for labor, of all descriptions, is stated to have been both
large and continuous, tliroughout the year, and the supply proved altogether inadequate
to the requirements of the. community. The rapidly increasing growth of the city of
Montreal in population, commerce, and manufacture, renders it one of the best fields in the
Province, for the artizan and skilled mechanie.

The ieport of Mr. Wills, the Ottawa A gent, contains the following particulars: No. of
arrivals at his Agency during the season, 1,295, composed of 577 m=le adults, 287 female
adults, and 431 children. Of these, 173 wcre natives of England, 258 of Ireland, 176 of
Scotland, 412 of Germany, 65 of Sweden and Denmark, and 211 of American cities. They
were thus disposed off: 418 remained in the City of Ottawa, 254 went to the County of
Carleton, 104 to the County of Ottawa, 226 to the County of Renfrew, 87 to the County
of Russell, 26 to the County of Pontiac, 46 to the County of Lanark, 26 to the County of
Grenville, 53 to Canada West, and 60 to the United States: Of this nunber 428 received
assistance from the Agent at an average cost of $1.29 per adult.

Besides the European immigrants, Mr. Wills estimates that at least 2,500 of the
working classes must have come into the City from other pal.ts of Canada, and the States,
and it is satisfactory to find, that he experienced no difficulty in finding employment for
them all.

Mr. Wills views with regret the decline, gradually taking place, of immigration to the
German settlements on the Ottawa. fle feels much interest in the progress of these
settlements, and attempts to explain the cause of their apparent failure: He maintains
that the subject is one of great importance to the Province, and well worthy of official
investigation.

The Agent alludes to the many instances, which have come to his knowledge, of
obstacles thrown in the way of emigrants landing at New York, but bound for Canada, by
the American authorities, and he considers that many valuable immigrants are yearly lost
to the Province through the want of some official Agent of the Canadian Government
there, to whom they could apply, in case of need, for advice or protection.

The demand for all classes of labor, cspecially for female servants, has been large and
continuous throughout the season, and Mr. Wills is of opinion, that the labor prospects of
the ensuing season, are likely to be more than ordinarily favorable while his section of the
country, offers strong inducements to capitalists gcnerally.

Mr. Macpherson, the Agent at Kingston reports the number of Enropean immigrants
arrivëd at his Agency during the-season as considerably less than that of 1863-being but
448 against 1,040, while the arrivals from the States were 3,693 or an excess of 500 over
those of lastyear.,

Thie cash câpital brought intolhis distrièt, by lEuropean immigrants, is estimated te
have been about $13,040 and aceoiding te the Custom House returns- (from entries made.
at different ports) the value cf the effccts of American citizens reached the sum of 89030 .

The number of persons to whom the Agent aïfforded temporary relief, i itransport
and food a'as 234- euo t18Tadalts,ättàn veragecost Of 92 cetstperhead.

The Gasgo Handlom zWeavo, a at few of'tbS e 'imniaàtewoarrived at his
Agnoy, ere alf satisfactoril disposed of, d I te acounts thyppe. toedoiï
welI.

Mr. Macpherson allud-s at some length to the steady progress of manufacture and the
suceessful employment of capital -in most of the townships included in th districtunder
his charge. The details he has collected are sufficiently interesting and I-have no doubt,
from the careful manner in which Mr. Mdcphierson generally prepares his statements, that
full dependence may be placed upon their accuracy. EUe againa draws my attention to the
bad condition of a certain portion of the, i ontenac Road, and suggcsts improvements. it
would be desirable to take under consideration. He visited the settlements. on the Free
Grant Roads, very recently, and-speaks favorably ofthe advanced state in which he. folind
them.,

As regard labor prospects for the forthcoming season, he believes lie will be able to
finad¯employment in his section of the Province for at leist 1,000 male laborers, and 500
female servants During the past, season the demand for both these classes of emig-ant
far exceeded the'supply.

The Tbronto Agent, Mr. Donaldson, states that 7,363 immigrants reached his Agency
during-the year; 6,996 came fià the St. Lawrence, and 367 having landedat New York
arrived by way of Suspension Bridge.

0f these people, 4,456 remained i the Province and 2,907 went to the Western
States.

The'seasons imiîigrati n is described as having been of a very satisfactory character
in point of health and general appearance, numbers came out to join friends and relations
already settled in various parts of the country, and employment was easily procured for
all in search ofit.

The amount of capital brought into his district is estimated by the Agent at between.
$30,000 or 840,000, though from' the reluctance generally evinced by immigrants to
answer questions addressed to themu upon the subjeet, it is difficult to arrive at anyprecise,
conclusion.

Mr. Donaldson alludes to *the interest taken by agriculturalists ifn Canada Westia
the cultivation of flax and 'tobacco, and cites important instances of their progress in
manufacture. -He is afraid that owing to the high rates of w-ages at present obtainable
in the States, the failure of the wheat crop in mxost of the front townships of bis district,
and other causes, the labor prospects for the ensuiny season will' not be of tlie most en-
couraging nature.

The following particulars arc gathered from the Report of Mr. Rae, the Hamilton
Agent 3

Number of arrivais at his Agency vzia the St. Lawrence, 1,325, viz: 374English,
184 Irish, 689 Scotch, 125 Germans, and 3 Danes. Number via the States, 21,502, com-
posed of 2,191 English, 3,105Irish, 233 Scotch, 7,375 Germans S,475 American citizens,
84 French, 12 Danes, and 24 Welsh.

The total number of immigrants therefore arrivedat Hamilton during the scasonwas
22,827; 12,591 of whom are ascertained to have stayed ,in Canada, and 10,236 to have
proceeded to the States. The number of residents in the Province who passed through to
the States' is rèeckoned to have been about 5,567-4,60 4 having gone to Buffalo,.260 to
the 'Mnes 'o Lake Superior and 661 to Kansas and St. Paul.

The number of indigent enigrants who received relief from thi Agent was 463; yizç
25 Engish,;66 Irish, 301 Scotch and 71 Germans, being equal to 304 adults at an
average cost.of a ltte o r$1.14 per adult.

As the result of personal enquiry Mr. Rae estimates the capital brought into: Canada
by the immigrants of the season at $102,600' althougli this sum, from the difficulty of
eliciting correct information on 'tiC point, must fall far short'af te capital actually iratro-
duced.

It appears that the Paisley and Glasgow weavers sent to his Agency were ail stial
factorily disposed of; and from what the Agent says, are likely to màke tolerable .settlers.
He speaks cf the Limérick Unin Girls, as' aving. been'f 'better class than usorally
received froni,institutions of a similar character,.and he.a as' upon thewholefound'situa-
tione for150. pers6ùs of both sexés in e ouf édf ithe ear.

The demanîd *fdr skilled faîlmabórei's,ecliaii is and female servants still continues
large ; but tuie piolñgation of the war insthe States, and tlieconsequent infux of people
a'9idingftl1ïtft, who work for. almost nominàl wages serioaly impair the chanees of

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the legitimate European immigrant and must necessarily affect the labor prospects of tbe
coming season.

Mr. Rae's Report is drawn up with much care, and is moreover accompanied by
several useful returns; amongst others, one containing a description of all the manufactories
in operation in his district, to which I would beg to call your attention.

With respect to the Foreign Immigration of 1864, according to the Report of Mr.
Jorgensen, Foreign Interpreter to the Department, there were 5,525 Norwegiau and
Swedish emigrants landed at>Quebec this year against 1,416 in 1863. The head money
collected at the Custom. House upon them, amounted to 85,233, and the sum spent by
Government in free transport, is computed at $4,343.90. In alluding to this large expen-
diture, Mr. Jorgensen regrets that so few of those who received assistance at our bauds,
stayed in the Province. He remarks, that nearly the whole of the immigration from Norway
and Sweden, comes direct te Quebec, and with trifling exception, almost invariably finds
its way to the Western States. This is in a great measure owing to the non-existence, in
any part of Canada, of a Norwegian settlement, and to the absence of inducements at all
comparable with those held out to the Norwegians elsewhiere. During the past season
(and the sanie thing has occured for many years) numbers of Norwegians expressed a
desire to settle amongst us, and were alone deterred from doing so by the uncertainty of
obtaining employment.

Mr. Jorgensen suggests a systei for securing and utilizing Norwegian immigration,
similar in many respects to the one I have always advocated, and. which I am still sanguine
of seeing carried into practice.

As regards the immigration from Germany and Belgium, the numbers given are
2,79 against 3,047 in 1863. The amount of head moncy paid into the public chest was
$2,501, and 28G adults received assistance from the Department to reach the German
settlements in Western Canada and on the Ottawa, at a cost of $980.75, or an average of
$83.77 eaci.

Ouc of the Germaus this year, 567 emigrated with the express intention cf reainaii-
ing in Canada, some of thein were going to join friends already settled in various localities
and others stated their intention of purchasing improved farms.

A very smnall proportion of the emigration froin Germany coenes by the. St. Lawrence
route, and Mr. Jorgensen is of opinion that more than 40,000 Germans must have gone
direct to the States, this year.

The forcign immigration of 1864 has, upon the whole, been of a very favorable cha-
racter. Conparatively few deaths occurred at sea, and but for the melancholy accident at
Belceil Bridge on the 29th of June, and the wreck of the Norwegian brig " Harmonie"
of! the Island of Anticosti, I should have had no casualties te record.

The followhig approximate estimate of the arrivals and distribution of .immigrants
within the Province, during the past year, is drawn up from the best sources of informa-
tion I have had at command, and in referring to it, it must be borne in mind, that the in-
creased facilities now afforded for internal transportation throughout the Province, render
it more and more difficult te arrive at an accuxrate restimation cf the nutubers wbich reach
the Province through the inland agencies or cf their ultimate destination. Auy attempt
te ascertain the final place cf settlement of the immigration of the year, is always attended
with difficulty, and a precise resuIt cannot be produced by any extent.of enquiry.

GENERAL REMARK.

Althougih thé arrivais of thé season were not in point of number eq ial to-those of
1863, still, it must be àdnitted, that the yea's immigration has'afrdd s a valuable'
addition to our wealth' and p~pulatioù. The capita' estimated' by the 'ITnl Agênts to-
haveabéen. introduced inito the COu.ntry, alonie, amounted to-$25;000 ;' and'miny instanc'es
of parties having purchased' valuable properties, were repor ted te me. The'same caises,
however, which detracted ir'o our 'immnigratioWin 1863, exis ed; nd have oper.ated aranst
us in 1864, even. more largely than I articipated; and the obseraon'whích t had then
the honor of addressing te you, upon the eforts made by the Uited S.ates te secure
immigration, may be renewed with equal force uponrtie present=océiisiont

The-'success which in 1863 had been -aseertatued. te attend' thevwb of 'dggig and
washing-the.alluvion and drift of many 6f the hranches of tie Chaudi reRver in the
Eastern part oftlie Province, tor the gold contained in then led te tii¥ificipation- that
inthe following spring a very large .numbervf miner wold es this".

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business; and indeed there was, early in the season, a- very-large influr of gold seekers
into the district that had been previously worked, as well as tliroughout a further large
extent of country offcring encouragrng indications of the precious metals. Before the time
at which work in the valleys aud beds of streams was practicable gold had been found in
appreciable quantity throughout all the tract atijoining on the north-east boundary of
bhe Province, extending from Lake Menphramagog, où the north-west, nearly to the
St. Lawrence, on the north-east.

All the more accessible portion of this tract had been already granted to settlers by
the Crown, and a further considerable extent was sold on the discoveries of g'ld being
made, to applicants having inonopoly in view. The regulations under which the Govern-
ment proposed ta convey to the miner a right of property in the precious metais were neither
oncrous nor inconvenient. But they fully protect the occupant of the land and the right
of entry for the.purpose of nining remains to be obtained by the miner only. under arrange-
ment with the proprietor. The views of the latter class in regard to the. value of the
advanrige allowed thei an cd the dauiage ta their land involved in the operation of examin-
ing and mining it for, gold, seemed to the miners gonerally unreasonable, and with the
exception of a comparatively small number, who under various cireumstances conmanded
access ta tracts known tu contain valuable deposits, the experienced miners, and, those even
who had expended much time and labor in prospecting, left the neighborhood.

The number estimated as, having visited the Chaudière district is naotless than
2,500, although the number engaged iu working, at any one period of the season, could
not have exceeded 300 men.

It is not easy ta ascertain the correct result of the operations carried through, since so
many motives are found ta influence the miners ta conceal under sonie circumstances their
success, under others, their failure. But the general conclusion is that most of the work
applied with intelligence has been very well remunerated, althougli from the rate of wages
paid ta hired laborers at the diggings, not having exceeded the average of a dollar per
diem. it can scarcely be inferred that very large returns were in any case realized.

The gold miner is of the class of skilled laborers, nor, without luck that is of rare
occurrence, eau inexperienced persons or such as have been unaccustomed to Very hard
work, hope for success in their attempts. The prospects connected with gold mining in
Canada are therefore of less interest to the ordinary class of emigrants than ta nany in
Europe who, with Californian or Australian experience, may contemplate a re-engagement
in their former occupation.

Many wealthy corporations have been formed with the object of working the gold
deposits as well as for other mining operations, and it is ta be hoped that the judicious
application of their capital ta the construction of such large works as are necessary ta
enable the individual miner properly ta apply his work, will result in re-introducing a
large population who, reasonably encouraged, must prove a source of great wealth ta the
country.

In making allusion to the results- of the past season's immigration which may, in a
general sense, be. accepted as satisfactory, I would beg to retnark that employment was
rcadily found at fair wages for all who reached our shores. It will be gathered from the
Reports of the Inland Agents, and the applications at this Ageucy confirm the fact, that
the demand for labor of every description, but more particularlv for the skilled farm
laborer and the female domestic servant, has been much in exccss of' the supply. la the
carlier part of the year, in obedience ta your instructions, the Agents visited the several
districts committed ta their charge, with a view of ascertaining by personal enquiry the
number and description of farm laborers, female servants, and mechanics, likely ta be
required during the season of 1864; and the following statement of the wants of the
Province is compiled from the reports made by them on their return.

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But although we havo not been-able fully tomneet-this demand, it-is at any rate,gra
tifying to me to be enabled to state that when on a recent tour ôf offiii inspection through
out the Provitce,. Itook occasion to visit the Scotch, German, andother settlements, in
various parts of the Western section-of the Province, I beheld everywhere signs-of
material progress and prosperity, and no instance of distress having occurred among any of
the immigrants of 1864 was brought under my notice.

The establishment of a Norwegian settlminen t within the Province has appeared:to
me- for several years pastmuch .to be desired. An opportunity having lately Èresen ted itself
of bringing the subject under the consideration of the Canada Land and Emigration Gom
pany, by whom it has been favorubly entertained, prelimina-y steps are now ou bein
taken, -which may perhaps enable mc, during the ensuing season, to offer :the Norwegian
immigrantstrong inducements to imake a home in Canada.

The prospects of the approaching season are not, owing' to the disturbed state of
affairs on this continent, of the encouraging nature I could desire. Uanada, besides,
remains totally unrepresented- in the United- Kingdom and abroad. The exertions of other
colonies to obtain a portion of Great Britain's redundant population, pursued as:they are
with remarkable activity, together with the exaggerated i nducements hcld dut byýAgents
from the States, who abound in every part of the Kingdom; leave usbut a sleinder chance
of attraction. I have so often, in former Reports, alluded to thissubject that it might be
considei-ed superfluous were I to do so again. I eau only say, however, t'hat if the Pro-
vince is-desirous of securing a sound, healthy, loyal immigration, the sooner an effort isi
is made to attain that end the better.

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REPORT OF MR. A. ORGENSEN, ON FOREIGN IMMIGRATION.

SIR,-I have the honor to transmit herewith returns of the Foreign Immigration for
the past season, shewing the arrival at this port of:

As to the class and general appearance of the immigrants of this season, I consider
them about equal to those of previous ycars. The predominating class was of course
farmers, with limited means, whose destinations were chiefly the Western States.

The vessels which brought the immigrants were in no instance overcrowded, and no
complaints were made.

The state of health of the passengers during the voyages. seems to -have been very
good; comparatively few deaths occurred, and then, mostly among the smaller chidren.

A. system was adopted this year, requiring poor immigrants who wishedito obtain
free passages to their destinations, in the Western States, where their friends resided, to
leave their luggage as security for the repayment of the assistàndé given,' amounting to
8544.50, for 18 families; but I regret to say that, of the Norwegians, notors pledge has
as yet been redeemed, and of the Germans, only one amountingto;$35. This systeni bas
been in operation at New-York for some time, and has there:worked very'successfully, but
I fear that the value of luggage belonging to the poor Nòrwegians. arriving here, is so
small that they care'very little about redeeming it.

The amount of assistance granted to the. Norwegians and Swedes is verylarge, but
although the system is both expensive to the-Government and detrimeitaEto the setle-
ment of the country, still it cannot be averted, unless work ean imniediately be procured
for the poor on their arrivai. The expense of lodging and feeding these poÿde for an
indefinite period would be far greater thau tojpay'for-their trausportthough the coúuntry.

The recklessness with which personse without meanïs emigrate from the continent of
Europe is mainly caused by the knowledge that this Departient enders assistan3e to
them in case of need, and I ain aware that shi*mastera have assuredithese people that if
they can on ly procure:the necessary passage-money across!the Atlantíe then thejneed
not fear beiùg left unassisted at Quebec.

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We arrived off the island on the 14th- (having left Quebec on: the day'previous), but
the weather being too bad and the sea ·unning too high it was;found impossible to attémpt
the embarkation; and we2anchored for the night in -the Gamache Bay;so 0e niOilésfm
where the immigrants were supposed to be.

On our arrival there, the next morning, I went ashore to make euquiries of the
passengrs;as to their condition and to superinted théir embarkation After ome little
delay, owing to the roughness of the sea, this was concluded byi o'clockin the evening,
whenzthe steamer immediatelyproceeded to Quebec.

found that, with regard to the accident and their subsecuent Ianding on the islanid,
the passengers had no complaints whatever to make, on thecontrary; they-expsessed'their
gratitude to the Master of the Earmonie, Iwho, as it was not their wishl to proceed in the
leaky vessel, had furnished them with'sails and spars to make tents, and all- the' provisions
he could spare, as well as with his largest boat, with which they had:made two sdccssM
trips to the .lighthouse, where they had obtained'some additions totheir stock of provisions.
Except from the myriads.of flies, whose sting drew the;.sllod from theiir'faces aiù hands
and caused great swëllings, they had suffered no inoonvenience or hardship.

The 'expense of the expedition of the steamer was 'entirely defrayed 'bythe'owners of
the Harmonie.

The laqt occurrence of any moment; was- the arrival from Sto'khl1m- of -the
steamship Erne e.Merck, with 447 passengers. The largest -portion lof 'thesN were bound
for the Lake Superior Mines, in accordance ith a contract entered intoit Stocko nd
which seemed fair and reasonable enough. I havesine learned that; notwithstandin' the
endeaivors of their employérs, nearly th'e wholè of the immigraats'enlistedi 'theFedial
service, receiving large bounties.

Another portion of the passengers by this vessel were bound to Portland -ùnder
contracts with a certain "Foreign Emigration Association of Maine." As however the
nature and terms of these contracts seemed te be at variance with every'idea of justice,
and as 'it was'fully believed 'that'these i:migrants hadd een*brought ecross the Atiantie for
the purpose of being compelled to enter the Federal service, thèy 'were îdvise-t 'at- the
contracts were null and void in this country, and that.nobody could comgebtheùtoprodeed
to Portland against their own wishes.

The Master ofthe Ernest -Merck, having a contract with certain parties'ta convey and
land these passengers at Portland, was anxious to fulfil his 'obligations' and' would 'have
forbidden them to landhere, had not the CoIsul for Norway and. Sweden informed him
that he could not retain the passengers against tleir-will. Upon enquirigon board it
was found that 65 young men, all artisans and mechanics, were willing'toremain in
Canada, and after their being landed at Point Levy, T proceeded with them ta Montreal,
where 45 of them 'obtained employment at their various trades, aid the remaind'er vere
sent to Kingston and Ottawa, where they were sûre of finding employment

Seventy more of the emigrants by this vessel landed here and proceeded westward.

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It is deeply to be regretted that' sucli a large number of immigrants should pass
through this country to the States, but this arises from the 'fact of Federal Agents being
engaged in Europe for the sole purpose of inducing able-bodied young men to come.out
te America by 'holding out great temptations to themà in the way of high wages- when the
plain truth is that they are actually bought, 'shipped and sold as so much cattle-to the
various recruiting officers who swarm everycity and 'village in the Northern States' These
Agents fild their way also to the continent of Europe. One vessel, the Ernest Merch;
which-landed at Quebec with a large number of Swedes and other Scandinavians, all
healtby young men, who were destined for the States, having been induced te sign a
certain document by which they were to received 8150, or thereabouts, 'of lawfuil money
of the United States, per annum, for their services. .ortunately for them the secret was
let out at Quebec, and the consequence was that few if any of them went te, the States.
The most of these immigrants were mechanics, and intelligent young men; 84 of them
were sent to me, and I am happy to inform you that With the able assistance of Mr.
Christopherson, a fellow-couatry man of these ncwly-arrived immigrants, we managed to
place not less than 52 in their various avocations,-the balance I forwardedto'Ottawa and
Kingston. Such an extraordinary call on this Office necessarily involved some unlooked
for outlay for the support of these victims of dishonest greed-ýinsig ïificant, however, in
comparison to the christian object and general good achieved. Those who remained here
are doing well,.and no doubt, will become valuable citizens hereafter, and make themselves
at home in a very short time. Thus you see if it had not been for those who discovered
the secret in Quebec, these young men would have been now cither in the Northern
Army or working at $150 per annum, in grecn-backs, whereas they are now receiving fromu
S1 te $1.50 per diem-a vast difference between Canadian and American currency.

Health aid Condition of the Immigrants.

With regard to health and appearance, I must say-that the immigrants of 1864 com-
pare favorably with those who preceded them during the three previous years. They had
no sickness or contagious disease 'amongst them, and I must say that I never saw a
more wholesome class of immigrants land in this country before,. particularly the Scotch
Operatives, from the steamship United Eingdom, who disembarked here on the I2th July,
looking the very picture of health. Those people, I amu told, are-getting on well, and I
am sure will prove themselves useful members of society wherever they have taken -up
their abode.

The number of immigrants who paid head-money at this port, was 13. The number
of immigrants admitted to the General Hospital was 157-this large number was owing to
the casualties arising from the Beloeil accident.

Those who landed at this port direct from the Atlantic, via the- St. Lawrence, were
6 574; 'i the United States, 842. Of these, 2,499. remained in Canada, and 4,917 ýpro-
ceeded to the 'United States.

On the 13th April last; I received a letter of instructions from the honorable the
Minister -of Agriculture and Emigration to adopt the most efficient means of obtaining
authentic information respccting the prospects for labor of the seyeral classes, and if
necessary tn visit=in person the several -locations in my district which :were nearer, to me
than any other agency, and where Il had reason to believe that employment ýcould be had
for any number of skilled or unskilled. laborers, domestic servants,.&c

In accordance with- these instructions, I proceeded to visit the different counties in
my district, when having conferred with the varions local authorities anda such- other
influential inhabitants as I deemed conpetent te ive me information, I had ýthe honor to
submit my repor, therceon to the Honorable the Minister of Agriculture and Emigration,
dated May 2nd.

Belit Disaster.

It will be needless for me here té enter upon the details cf thismelaiicholy disaster,
having already bad: the honor cf submittig two special reports' on tïis subject to the
Honorable the Minister of Agricultuie and Emigration; the first, m capacit of
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Emigration Agent, dated July23rd,1864, an the second as Chairma f a o ieeé
appointed to investi gate the caims of the sufférers by that accidentdatedctoberi0th.y

With regard to this class of immigrants, I am sorry to say that there las beeno xio,
diminution of nunber nor any equivalent improvement in fitness for domestie employment,
and I can only, reiterate, as -in past years, that for these- there isno opening whatsoever
in Canada, and I would further respectfully. suggest to-thé Governmrnt the desirability of
their urging these facts upon the attention of the Poor Law authorities at home, with a
view to their making other arrangements for the benefit of this unfortunate class, who,
from- want of previous education, are as incapable of obtaining employment here as they
were in the mother country, and consequently either fall victims to the temptation of- vice
or else become a burden upon our already over-taxed charitable institutions.

Clerks, &c.

This class of immigrant, in spite of persistent warning, still reaches the shores ef.this-
countryin increascd numbers, and in addition to.regularly trained clerks, we flnd also many
young men of good education who having failed -at home, fronì want of cither capital or
application, come to this country in the expectation of robtaining heavy salariés : for
equivalent light duties. For all these classes there i no chance of, employient as. the
vacancies formed in.the various commercial establishments of this country are amply filled
by our own youth who, for the sake of training and introduction, are glad to give their
services for the first year gratis, and even subsequently for small progressive salaries. It
is thereforo obvious that persons coming from Europe without capital are virtùally
excluded from this species of employment, and for one who may by chance fortunately
succeed, the remainder too frequently break down under the alurements of drink or have
to adopt the rudest forms of labor for which thcy are physically incapable.

Concluding Remnarkcs.

Owing to the unhappy state of affairs which are now disorganizing society in the
neighboring Republic, we have had a considerable influx, especially in this city,. of
American citizens, the number of whom- it is impossible to accurately estimate. Many
of these persons have permanently taken up their abode hère -and are engaged in trade
and otier occupations; and should the war now raging continue for any lengthened
period, they will probably remain here and their numbers be augmented during. the
eniSulng Season. - 20

Of the 462 immigrants that were provided 'with places from this Agency,104 females
were assisted in their efforts by charitable exertions of the Grey Nuns, in charge of the
St. Patrick's Home. I am also indebted to. Mrs. Falford and the ladies of the Church
Home, who enabled me to obtain situations for a number of domestic servants fora honi
there is a constant and increased demand. Iwould also beg teo tender my thankset to é he
different charitable and national societies of this cify, as well as to Messrs. 3r.ydges, Milloy
and Lamère, for their generous aid in forwarding that class of immigrant whoalthough
not strictly paupers, were at the same time unable to pay the whole amount of their
transport.

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The-foregoingîstatement of immigrant arrivals-during 864, shows a decrease:of 626
souis, as compared with Rhe preceding year; notwithstanding this, the population of this
section of Canada has been very sensibly increasedduringthe past year,by the arrivai of
a large number of-persons from various sections of ,Upper and~Lower Canada and the
United States of America. From the best-sources of information at-myf command;
estimate that- at least 2,500souis have become residents of this city witiiin'that period,
chiefly composed ofcarpenters, masons; stonecatters, quarrymen and common= laborers, who
were induced hither to supply the demand that existed for their respective services.

It is Most satisfactory to be enabled to add that during the entire 'season, every
applicant of the above classes was certain to find immediate employm.nt, and yet, strange
to say, frequently the demand continued greatly in excess of the supply. This proves
the accuracy of the prediction in my last Annual :Report, when a recommendation was
forcibly made to advise such class of immigrants to this locality.

The total German arrivals to this section of Canada, in 18647, exhibits a considerable
decrease, as compared with former seasons. It is of course difficult to accoun.tsatisfactorily
for such a sudden change in the flow of the German element to the Upper Ottawa. It was
considered when the nucleus of settlement was oncé formed, that it would steadily in
crease, as- has been so successfully denionstrated in the Western Country. It nia.y;be
owing to causes beyond the control of the legitimate immigrant that such limited numbers
reaclied this part of the country -during the past season. The deranged state of their own
country, may have affected the intention of those who otherwise would have emigrated.
If such should be the case, the future will supply the desiredexplanationr otlierwise'it
mnay be necessary to enquire if the fault rests at our own do.or,,whether the locality whîither
the pioneers have proceeded, is the situation best adapted to the purposes to which vitwas
intended, and likewise whether truthful information is attainable as respects the advantages
derivable by settlement thereon, migit very advantageously form the subjectof enquiry
by yourself or some other authorizedfninctioney of the Government.

From observations during the past seas4on it was -apparent to me that nany.of th
Gernians had been led to believe, prior to their departure, that free grants of land were
still available in- the County of Renfrew, and were greatly chagrined and disappointed,
when informcd that all the good or available lots ofIthatclass were settled upon-.

Itr was evident that a very limited number of such causes would have a most detri-
mental efect, and when proclaimed to their friends, the' inevitable conclusion is- that con-
fidence would be forfeited, and in a short timoimmigration to this country would entirely
cease. ;

A moderate number possessed considerable means, and atmy instance, they purchased
partly improved farms in the Township of Gloucester; as well as unimproved rownLands
i the County of Renfrew' others acted inarsimilar"mannerin thevicinity ofTembrole.

The remainder joinedý their friendspreviously settled"in- the County of Pontiac.- That
portion who were mechanies readily 'found employment at their respective trades in the2city,
at a fair rate of wages.

Having always viewed as a great desideratum the fostering of the German element in
Canada, it would be a cause of regret if its continuance is to be checked in tue future, and
on this account the subject is now adverted to by.me.

Thirty-two-boys from the Reformatary Schools, reached this Agency duringithe past
year. Every aid and assistance was afforded them toobtain employmentand itissatis-
factory to be enabled to say that in every case, suitable situationsýwere providedifor each
applicant. I amr sorry to -add that7 the confidence reposed ine-soe of theboys,-was -sadly
betrayed: four were convicted for dishonesty, having stolen froi their emplôyers:valuables' -
and other property, andhaving been tried at the last Recorder's Courthelds in theacity
on the 19th flecember, were each sentenced to sir7 months' imprisonmnent,in the county
gaol. Seven others committed robbery and made their escape to the United States. E
is te be hoped'that those wo are imprisoned, on their return to society, may become
better disposed to act~faihfuily andhonestly

,Twenty-one handloom wcavers and. their families, in ail 7 9 souls, were forwarded to.
this'Aaency-sixof whom.were provided with situations at their own trade; the remander
with:thie exception of one family,who remained ni-te city, were sent t the rural pa
where their services wcre secured as far- laborers. Under the circumstances, betterncould

- 1 3
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not be done for them as the demandc for Iandloom nweavers is very circumscribed in this
section of the Province.

The past season has; not been an exception to former, ones' with reference to the
advent of clerks in quest of employment. Sixteen of this class of persons. souglht my
assistance, and with the greatest possible difficulty, situationsfor 13 -were obtained. As
repeatedly previously stated in my Annual Reports, no inducements-are to be held out to
this kind of strangers. Although generally respectable and very frequently fortified with
recommendations as to character, &c., no task is so difficult as to provide for them in any
:uitable manner.

During the season, occasion required the services of our hospitals for 16 immigrants,
and it was most remarkable that the greater part of those had reached our shores by sailiiag
vessels via New York. In addition to this fact, they, as well as those who had also reached
that point had been sadly misdirected to reach this country. lnvariably, they had been
directed by very circuitous routes, causing large additional costs and much loss of time.
It is not too much to conjecture that many destined for Canada failed te reach its shores.
This evil is evidently on the increase, and from my past experience, I am satisfied that the
immigrant landing in the United States' ports will never be cared for until an Agent is
specially 'appointed to take care of his interests. In my opinion, many settlers are aun-
nually lost to Canada from the want of such precautionary step. Action upon your part
to secure that boon would be beneficial alike to the immigrant as well as to Canada, and in
the interests of both, I now respectfully beg to urge the matter to your early and serious
consideration.

Although the immigration proper of.the past season has been- in the aggregate small,
as compared with former years, yet it was of a satisfactory nature. The class of persons
were as a general thing, an improvement on their predecessors, and their disposition was
easily and readily effected.

The demand for cvery species of labor was uninterruptedly in. demand continuously
during thé season, and everyone who desired it need not have remained a moment idle
after reaching this place. In- the rural parts, labor was anxiously sought; and having
made arrangements during my trip in the spring, ta be informed of the wants of each
locality visited, I had no difficulty in advising that class of persons seeking-employment
where it was obtainable. It is true that some little dissatisfaction was caused by not
having a sufficient supply to meet the requirements of all, notwithstanding in taking care
to forwad a partial supply to each locality, this difficulty was thus. overcome. Itis of all
importance that the true state of the country's wants should be known, and in no way can
it be botter or more satisfactorily obtained than by a- personal visit. Such a system is
fraught with mueh good, and its continuance hereafter will bear beneficial fruits,, particu-
larly if the tide of immigration:is likely to increase in- the future to thisdocality.

Respecting the future prospects of empluyment for imported, labor, I am- satisfied that
the comig year will offer increased inducements to mechanics in this city. During the
year just ended, a very large number of private and public buildings (independent of
parliament erections, &c.) have been constructed within our -limits, at aa outlay exceeding
$250,000. This sum, from accurate estimate, will be greatly exceeded during 1865,- to
meet the requirements of the large excess of :population, by the removal of the seat of
Government. From those facts, mechanies -may fell assurance- of obtaining -employment
in the future, and-as- the city will:annually require largeadditional- structures for dwellings
and places of business-foi the accommodation off an increasing-permanentpopulation, work-
mon will findit advantageous to take up their abode.in our midst.

The rural portion of the adjoining countios, will also participate in the'advantages
incident to the increase of the- population of this city by the removal off the seat of
Government,and as largly increased- demand will thon exist for-allthe productions of the
soil, it is' not too much to assume that additional assistance will- be requirec by the
agriculturist to keep pace- withl thé extended field of operations by an increased home
market for the consumiption of their productioïns. With this .prospect, in theafütur-e it
may be reasonably erpected. that a large amount: of labor will- be annually ie inr the
country parts. Heretofore a vry fuir demand has always existed for4thenewly-arîired
immigrant, and hereafter, the éxtended development of this country wil geatly extend
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the, requirements in- this respect. Consequently;with every confidence, this class of
of persons.canebe induced to this section of the Province.

Femalelservantswill also be required both for city and country ser vice, and: if a
number of properly-qualified-female servants'could be sent to this locality,:tIieir-services
would be readily secured, at a remunerative rate-of'wages. -

With reference to capitalists and persons :possessing;means and.desirous-ofobtaining
land for agricultural purposes, the remarks contained in mny previous Report will apply
with increase force at the present time. This section of the country ought.to be viewed
with favor by this class of intending settlers, and -many of thèse who have been hitherto
seeking a home in the American territory, ought to consider the superior advantages
possessed in. a country where peace and quiet prevails, in preference to settling in a,
disturbed and distracted country. To this class of intending settlers, the Ottawargion
offers peculiar and most advantageous inducements, and it is to be hoped that hereafter,
they may avail themselves thereof to the fullest extent.

Si,-I have now the honor to submit, for your information, my Aniual Report and

statements, shewing the number of immigrants that landed within my Agency during the
year, what countries they came from, and by what routes; also, statement shewing
the numaber of destitute immigrants-that were assisted by me in transport, provisions and
lodgings, and the amount paid by me in such service.

I have further to submit a statement, shewing in detail the total expenditure at this
Agency during the year-all of which statements you will fnd in the appendix.

I regret to state that there has been a great decrease in the number of European
immigrants that arrived at my Agency this year, in comparison to the number that arrived
last year; the arrivals being more than one-half less this year than last. Thi-. nay be
accounted for by tbe great number of immigrants that were induced to go to the United
States, bv the apparent hi g wages there, but the number of settlers who came in from the
United States to this country, as computed from entries made in the Custom Houses (by
average) bctween Morrisburgh, in the east, and Port lope; te tohe west; inelusive, aDpear to
have slightly increas.d : the number in 1863, being 3,196, whereas in 1864, the number
was 3.693, beine an inerease of nearly 500.

There were only 44q European immigrants settled in umy Agency this year; last year,
the number was 1,040; iowever, adding those who arrived from European countries this
year to those who care from the States, it will be found that the total number vill only
fall 95 short off last yeur's arrivals.

The riumb" of immigrants who received assistance from me this year, was 234 (men,
wonren and children), equal to 187 adults, at an average cost of 92 cents for each adult,
being 19) cents more for each adult than the cost last year: This is accounted for by my
beinr obliged to seud a great wany of thcm to the country lying back of Port Hope, which
entailed a greater expense in transport, than if they had beien distributed nearer Kingston,
as they were last year.

Thu cash capital brought in shews a corresponding decrease with the arrivals there
being only as far us I can learn $18,040, introduced this year by Europeau immigrants,
whereas, iast year, the cash capital brought in, as reported to me, amounted to $38,000.
I bave consecuertly fewer purchasers of farmis to report this year; in fact, I an only
aware o' some three or four of this year's immigrants who purchased farms, and they are as
follows, viz: Au Irishmian bought a farm a few niiles froi Kingston, for which he paid
82,000, and is well satisfied with bis purebase and the country; a German, with $1,500,
cash in band (and as much more to be sent to him as soon as settled), took up wild liand,
in the Township of Clarendou, is doing well, and is well satisfßed with his prospects; an
Englishman, worth $600, engiged at first with a gentleman to take charge of his farm,
afterwards rented a farm for himselff another Englishman bought a farm in Prince
Edward County, for which he was to pay $2,000; and an Englishman bouglit a farm in
Portland, 'for which he paid $800. These are the only immigrants of this year that I amn
aware of who purchased farms; others, however, I am aware, depositéd their money in one
of our bariks, at interest, with a view hereafter of purchasing farms in tire meantime,
engaging themselves with farmers for the purpose of acquiring a better knowledge of the
soil in this country and how to work it to the best advantage.

With reference to the arrivai of settlers from the States and the value of their effectsi
I beg to refer you to copies nud extracts from letters received by me from the various Col
lectors of Custons on the frontier between MNorrisburgh ahd Port Hoþe, aiso to tatement
in appendix. I would particularïy draw your attention to the extractsr from the!Jetter
written by A. W. Stuker, Esq , Collector of Customs at Prescòtt, by which youwil'seo
that he is-of opinion. that each entry made by ettlers from the Statis at tthéO m :
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Iouses would répresent fie inividuals; but I, to be within bonds, have only made thi
average :three individuals to each entry. Had I carried out Mr. Stukvr's-yiews,.the
number ofactual settlers fromn the States who arrived in my Agency this year woulappéa
to ho 6,155 instead of, 3,693;asI have placed them; but, fbr the future; to arrive at. the
exact number of settlers who come. into the country from the States, Mr. Stuker suggests
"that the Immigration Department should apply to the Collectors of Customs to
ascertain, when receiving entries, the number of immigrants coming in; thus, making
a valuable addition to the Statisties without trouble or expense." I leave the matter to
you tobring before the Castoms Departmeat if you think proper.

With reference to the description of labor mostrequired in this section of the country
and the number of persons' of'èither sem that I could probably find employment for, I hare'
to say that a grèat deal will depend upon the prospects of the crops next season. SiouId'
the prospects turn out good, I think I would have no difficulty during the seasoi to obtain
employment for at least 1,000 men, (in any case 500) within the limits of my Agency,
provided they had been accustomned'to farm work l the old country, and there wouldbe
no trouble whatever in providiug situations for 500 servant girls if they-can.milk and 'do
general work about a farm-house, but it would be.necessary that they should arrive here
not later than the end of Julyor first of August, but in May if possible.

The demand for mechanics is not so great, but a few iron founders, or moulders, ship
carpenters, and machinists, or finishers, and a few thorough joiners ,and blacksmiths, who
understand horse-shoeing, could almost at ail times, readily obtain employment in this
section of the country, but at this season of the year, it is iinpssible to say whiat-the
dewand will be next year, for as I said before, a great deal will depend upon the appea.
ances in the spring and the p sperity of the farming community. Should they not
succeed well, we may look for a depression in aIl branches of trade and manufacturing,
and consequently less demand for mechanics and laborers.

I may here state that all who called upon me during the past season, seeking
employment, were at once provideéd with work, but at the same time, I must enter.my
protest against charitable institutions or con'mittees in Scotland, sending out to Ethis
country paupeis or destitute people, to arrive so late as some of them did this season,
particularly when they are so ill provided with clothing and bedding. As the time iso
short between their arrivai and the setting in of winter, it gives them no time to earn
sufficient money to provide themselves and their families with-the clothes that are necessary
for this climate in winter. Consequently they become a, burden to the community, in
which they settle, and thereby prevent that interest being taken or encouragemneutgiven
to immigration that otherwise would be taken, and given, were these poor immigrants
forwardedsso as to arrive here early enough ln the springto enable them to earn'sutlicient
to provide in some measure for their winter wants. Fortunately those destiinte immi.
grants who arrived here fromi Glasgow in September, were ail pruvided with good'situa-
tions, and by-assistance given them through the St. Andrew's Society and,some 'benevolen
individuals, they are all, uplto this time, doinig well; and those that arrived-earlier in'the
season from Glasgow are, as-far as I cau learn, well satisfied with their-prosperity. It was
only yesterday that the wife of one of the Glasgow operatives called upon me to say that
her husband was doing well in the Township of Pittsburg, a few miles from tihis city
where, through the kindness of Mr. 'ay, he had been enabled ta provide a loom shortly
after his arrival, since which time he bas had more work offered to him in the shapeï of
weaving than he coulal possibly do;, and she said that could suc weavers as understand
warping andweaving flanneirs;sattinetts, and such other cloths a are worn in- thi5 countiry
be provided-with a lonm oni their arrival at'their destination, in any part of the country
they would have no diculty ,whatever in earning' for themsëlves and families a good
living; and if sober and industrious, they might save money anud.I amn ofite same-
opinion., Could It be possible in some way to provide funds suffic, ut ta furish each
weaver with a loom, thereis not a settled township in Canada but woucid give employment
ta two? or more weaveis biut even ~in tis case, ita s very necessary that they should arrive
early lu the spring at ail events' not ter' tha Jun'e or July as- the sheep are shorn i
June, soon after which tim-weavers are required in the country parts.

The Skye'people, up toalast aecouts, were dòing well with isrs. 1(athburn & So
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at Mill Point, and I have not received any complaints froni tho Glasgow people -who came
out this year; but on the contrary, so far, all are contented and doing vell.

The young Swedes that were sent here from Montreal were all furnished with
employment the day after their arriva], and so far as I have learned, have sucecded as well.
as could be expected from persons that could not speak a word of the Englislh language
whcn they arrived. Those employed in the machine shops here are giving their cm-
ployers good satisf action.

In the early part of this month I visited the settlement on the Frontenae Rtoad, and
although I could not have chosen a worse season of the year for bad roads (we having
just previously had a heavy fall of rain) I must siy I founid the road in a much better
condition thanî I expected to have found it-.-the Council of Portland having very much
improved the road in their township, and Mr. Watson and Mr. Playfair, on the part of
the Government, have donc a great deal to improve the Frontenac Road running through
Olden and Clarendon, but there are still renaining one or two places which require
improvemen: and if possible the avoidance of some hills. The first place I will mention
is about the head of Long Lake, in the rear of Hinchinbrook and front of Olden ; at this
place, there are eeveral very bad hills ind the road is otherwise rough. In fact, the
Goverument would require to expend a considerable amount of money on the road, from
the commencement of it in Hlinchinbrook to the centre of Olden, to make it passable with
heavy londs. I would therefore urge you to use your influence with the proper depart-
nent to bave a ,urvey uade to sec if it is possible in sonie way to avoid the hills about
the head of tong.Lakc, and if so to have the improvements made at once, or as carly ii
the spring as is practicable; if the -improvements vere made, the road would be very
passable until you reach the Township of Miller. In this township there are eeveral bad
hills, which would he well to avoid if possible, and one in purtieular about lot 10, in the
4th cnceýsion of Miler, whiel h is supposed could -b avoided by making a ncw road
south of the preseut line. If this is practicable and the improvement made, it would
prove a grent cenvetience to the settlers, as at present it is almust impossiblu to get up vir
down this bill Witi au empty wuaron, to say nothing of a Joad of grain or potash..

It is ao ve*ry desirable iltat the Frontenae Road should be c<ontintued as laid out,
betweeu the Mbadawaska River and the Mississipi Road, in the Township of Miller, as the
bestt, land tin the old line Of road lies t h the north of the Mississipi Road, in the firsýt five
cncesions 1f diller and NYatawatehan. f therefore trust that you will do aIl you can t
get the Government to compicte this road to the .iNladawaska River, next spring; by so
doing, you will cause to bi opened up for :etilement upwards of' 50 free grant lots of as
good land cs there isto be found in Canada, besides thousands of acres in the Townshipsof
Miller; Abinger nrid atawatchan, which cari be bought at 70 cents an acre cash or $1. on
time; and withoutt far of contradicticn, Isay that as good land will be found in this tract

Cf euntrv as Cn be found in Canadu. cither in the settled or unsettled parts of the
Province. and a: proved by settlers now living there. It will produce the best quality of
ail kind. of gain, and that in great 1bundance, as also root crops, the soil bing varied, in
some paris rich liaim lu othere sanudy, while in others it is saudy with clay bottoi. The
country is generally rolling, but in nany places level land to ti extent of one or twu
handred acres is to bc found of the very best soil, timbered with large growth of hard-
woed. The country is also well watered with lakes and creeks which abound with the
choicest kind f î'fish.

Wtl r'>gard to the settlers, I found then aill without tn exception conteuted and
happy, althiough the drought duîing the past sumner lias been veiy trying on sone ol
theni. Many of themu, in Olden specially. not having more than hlf the average yield of
crops, and nrny of themi in- Olden and Clarendon, lost uearly the whole of their crops by
fire cause-d from runuinîg fires in the woods, the scason being so dry; it was impossible w
stay its progress until it had consumed the grain growing uipon the fielis. Yet eveti these
settlers :ire in no way desponding, but look forward with celerful hopes to the next
season, and although I visited every house on the rond, there was only one family which
appeared really iu want (having suffered very severely from the fire) and even they appeared
teho in good 'es of mnaking up for theirioss next ycar ;- and with rcferen2ce to thc geceral
Lealth of the people, it could flot be better as I did not see or'hear of single case of
sickness on the whole line of road e
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This road has principally been-settled by natives of this country and Irish Protes-
tants who have lived some years in Canada, prior to settling on the road; very few havi:
settled as imnigrants ; however, I might mention a few who settled on the rond thefirst year
they arrived in the country, among theni are three or four families from Eaglaod who
settled in Towuship of Olden; these appear to be doing well,.somo of therm having upwards
of thirty acres under cultivation with good herses and barns, and their' bara yards well
filled with cattle. Tiese families came to Canada in 1860, and are now entitled to 100
acres of land; free, and for which they will reccive patents as soon as they can be made
out.

One man who came out four years ago, was enabled, from the produce of bis farm, to
send this ycar te England for his wife and son, who came out and joiiied him this summer,
they are now contented and prosperous, he also is now entitled to his patent for one han.
dred acres of land, free.

In the Township of Clarendon arc some 12 or 1i5 Gerranu families, all well contented
and say they are doing well, and wil] urge their friends to corne out from Germ:oy and
join them, they being more contented since the Goverainent broke up the arrangement
with Mr. Telgman, he having failed to fuifil bis agreement; they also appear to be more
satisfied since the road bas been improved by the Government, being in hopes that the
improvements will be continued next summer in the front of Olden, and in the rear of
FHinehinbrook ; the majority of theim prefer buying the land direct fromi the Crown, and
sy that they now being allowed to do so they. will feel more confident in recoinieuding
tieir friends to join them ; and as the land is very good in this and adjoining townships
originally set aside for:a Germu settlement, on account of its fertility, 1 ara in hopes that'
a1 .rood ntumbcr of' Germuans will cone out and settle in this tract, and it is my opinion that
you could not direct themn on their arrival te any place in Canada, where they could find
better wild land.

I mright also mention a Scotch family wbo arrived in this county in June, 182 , and
settled in Clarendon on free-grant lots, the family eonsisting ot the fih wo sols and
.a daughter,-they have now a comfortable house 30 x 20, stables and bars, aurd about
15 acres under crop this year, and in two years more, if all goes well with them, they
will have clearcd sufficient to entitle theur to free patents for threc hundred acres of as
good land as any per3on could wish to have-these people had no experience whatever
in clearinig land when they arrived in Clarendon, but stili by preseverance and industry
tley have succeeded botter than a great many of our native Canadians.

On the Frontenae Road there are now erected on the free-grant lot upwards of 100
comfortable bouses, and there are about 500 inhabitants; the improvemeont-s consist of
about 1500 acres under crop, 60 ready for crop, and 171 acres chopped ready for loggin
many more lots vould have been taken up and improved before this, were it not that the
hnds in Clarendon mtid Miller had been reserved by the Government sinoc 186é until
September last to admit of Mr. Telgman formineg a German settlement, the vacant lots
being now open for settlement by persons from any country, will no doubt soon to settled
upon.

You must bear in nind that the above-mentioned improvcments do not itnctludè the
seutlers.(n any but free-grant lots; if I were to include tie iriprovements on ail the lands of
the townships through which the Frontenae Road passes, you might say thàatthere woï.ld
h upwards of 00 -hotises, 1500 inhabitants, and five .thousand acres of lnud cle.ared.

Earlyi iii Novembher I addresscd circulars to the Clcrks or RBeeves of all te Nunici-
piali is within my ageny, requesting thei to forward t5 me by the 10th December a
statement of all maiufactories carried on in thoir respective M6nicipaiies, amoafts cf
capital engaged, and number of hands employed; also requesting thom to iniorm met
the srime time the num-bcr of farms for sale or to rent, and the price asked for themand
any other infrmnatiorn that they might think would be useful -to the Deparüuent, but I
regret to say thatonly about one in every tenhave replied to my circular, it is very mtih
to be regretted that the Couneils eof the various Mainicipalities do net tak-e 'a gerte
interest in -minigraion, for unless they can- bo indreed to take -an iterest in 1t1zn&
co-operate wiri tlie Governat- iin prònmting-and eeoraging immigration, anrd furnish
ail useful meform'tion in -their powero te te Immigrationh 1epartment, we cannxot êpect
the~ immigratioa freur ]iuropean count ie te kw into this country, as it should or oVher
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wise would, if each couneil would become as it were an Immigration Agency to promote
and encourage immigra-'tion within its own borders. Some of the Reeves. and Clerks
have however kindly responded to my circular, and I have now to give you the informa-
tion obtained from them.

The Beeve of the Township of Cramahe, in the County of Northumberland, informs
me that in that township there are in operation seven flouring and grist-mills; one steam
saw-mill; sixteen saw-mills. by watcr-power, and four shingle-mills. The saw-mills are all
of the small kind, none running more than three saws. Unimproved farms -are held at
from $8 to $12 per acre; improved lands, at from 812 per acre upwards; in some cases
840 an acre. A large number of farms are rented yearly at from, $100 to' 8250 per
annum.

The Reeve of the front of leeds and Lansdown, in the County of Leedas, writes me
that there are no coton or woolen factories, scutching Uills, machine shops, nor foundries
in bis muoicipality, and only three saw-mills and one grist-mill in operation,.all small,.and
require but few hands; there might be about 50 or 60 farma for sale, and perhaps as many
to rent. The soil is generally good, clay and loam; the price of land will range from $6 to
$30 Der acre.

The Council of the Village of Newburgh, in the County of Addington furnish me
with the following information in reference to manufactories in that municipality. They
have i operation one machine shop, one foundry, two saw-mills, two grist.-mills, two
carding and falling mills, two are factories, two potash manufactories, two chair and
cabinet sbops, four blacksmith shops. and one tannery. The average hands employed
in each of the above are six;. almost all of themu are married mon. They have a first rate
water privilege, the stream dividing the village, and a good fall on cach. There is just
finisbed a large factory for manufacturing tweeds, blankets, and which will, it is thought,
give employment to at least 30 operatives.

G. S. Daintry, Esq., Mayor of Cobourg, writcs to me that in tl Corporation of
Cobourg they have only one manufactory of any consequence besides two grist-uills and a
saw-uill. There are two foundries doing a small business, two breweries and a large
distillery. The particulars of the latter are as follows:

Capital in building, $80,000; capital te carry on business, 8100,000; quantity of
grain manufactured, 150,- 00 bushels annually, and consumes 3,600 corda of wood per
annum; 35 hands are employed, and 500 bead of cattle Jed, also 1,500 hogs per annum.

In the wollen factory there are five sets of running machinery, employing 100 bands
the year round. Cash capital employed apart from cost of building and machinery, is
about $80.000.

Cobourg is surrounded by a fine agricultural country, and the farmers employ a
large number of laborers, dependent on immigration for their supply. _Mr. Daintry also
says that they are in great hopes of being able to get their railroad to Peterboro' in opera-
tion next season, in which case employment will be afforded to a considerable number of
immigrants.

Mr. David Campbell, Clerk of the Municipality of Ramsay, in the County of Lanark,
replies to my circular as follows:

The Township of Ramsay contains several villages, the most important is the thriving
Village of Almonte. situated on the baiks of the Mississipi River, through whicb also passes
the Brockville and Ortawa Railroad, having a station located there.. The manufactures are
Rosamonnd's Woolen Mills, employing 60 hands, capable of turning out annually goods to
the amount of 8100,000 ; invested capital, $50,000. Tannery owned by tosamond,
employing five hands besides water power, capable of turning out goods annually te the
amiount of $16.000; capital, 8,000. AlÀmonte Woolen Mills, owued by J. Mjc[ntosh,
employ 40 hands, capabie of yielding goods annually to the amount of $tO0O ; capital
invested, 30,000. Sawumill owned by Mr. A. Lang, doing considerable business; capital,
$4,000. Three grist-mills, employirg several bands with an aggregate capital of 820,000,
chiefly custom work. Two shingle factories, besides a sash factory, aiso window blind
factory and chair and cabinet factory; capital invested, 82,000.

About four miles further up the river is the Village of Appleton, with a woolen
factory, owned by. R. Tisky, cmploying sixteen hands, capable of yielding annually ,goods
to the amount of $40,000; capital invested, 820,000. 'Grist-mill, owned by J. Tisky,
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capital. 88,000. Tannery, owned by J. & P. nrane, capable of yielding.goods annually
to the ainount of 8,0OO; capitul, 84,000. Snedden's Rapids, about fourimiles down
stream, below Almonte, Saw-mills, owned by A. hlurshall, employs several handsp yielding
annually -14,000 worth- of lumber; capital invested, $7,000. Grist-mili, owned by R
Henderson ; capital $4,000.

Village ôf Claytnn, situated upon Indian Creek-Grist-mill, owned by D. Drum-
mond; capital, $6,000. Saw-mill, also, with an invested capital of 54,000; besides a
shingle factory and a cardng-nuill.

One mile down ereek, below Clayton-a saw-mill, owned by James Smith; capital
$2*000.

Woodside Mills, aIso on the Indian Creek, owned by Messrs. Baird; capital, $8,000.-
Ramsey Lead Mines, incorporated, empl;y about 40 hauds; irivested capital, 820,000;
The Reeve of Pakenham, in the County of Lanark, informs me that in that township

they have one woolen factory in course of erection; five saw-mills capable of cuttin'
16,000,000 feet of lumber, employing 40 men annually; one grist-will, capable oef
grinding 150,000 bushels annually.

A few good farms for sale at front $4 to 820 per acre.
The Reeve of Dalhousie, County of Lanark, writes me that the township is very

rough and rocky, not. well adapted for agricultural purposes except for pasturage, and: does
not consider it advisable to send many immigrauts there. However, a few going there
annually could find emaplnyment amongst the farmers of the township. They have one
grist-nill with three run of Stones; five smual saw maills; one fulling and carding-milI,
which are all emoloyed for local demands. Farms may be bought at from SI to $a2 per
acre. No farims to rent. The soil is generally good, but vcry stony. The chief exporte
are fat cattle. butter and pork; and oats and hay for the luniber trade.

Reeve of Leeds and Lansdown, rear, writOs to say that in his municipality they have
no cotton or woolen factories. scutehing mills. machine siops or foundries; butat Sceley's
Bay, there is a steam saw-mill and wagoO maker's shi.p; and a grist-mill,.saw-mill, carding.
mill and fulling-miil, ut Furny's Falls, employing nine nien ; and several wagon-makers'
and bl.acksriths' shors throughout the muunicipality. The Reeve also remarks that- there
is au excellent water privilege ut Lindhurst ; shiould it fala into the hands of an enterprising
person, it would soon spring up to a flourishing village.

The Reeve of the Council of Elizabethtowni, in the County of Leeds, informs me that
in the village of Lynn th:y have two tanneries, one grist-mill, one s w.mill one woolen
fac ory. one scutehing-maill, one brooni factury, one foundry, one sash factory, employing.
about 50 hans. lu ONaitland. they have one distillery, one grist.will with s.eamsaw
mill attached. The grist-mill consunies 750 bushels uf grain pur day. One tanuery, oee
scutching-mill and one foundry, in all requiring h 40 hands. l addition to the abdve;
there are three grist-mrills and six saw-mills throughout the township; the Réeve, however,
says that all the establishmincts are well supplied with bands, ut. all times, so that the
council could hold out no inducements to irnigrants ut presert.

The Township Clerk of Adolphu'town wrires to say that they have no manufactories of any
kind in that township, but that there is no better land for agricultural purposes in Canada
than there is in that townsl.ip. Witi reference to farms for sale or to rent, he says there
are for sale probably about six. and the same number to rent; prices range from 835 to$840
per acre ;,the reut of land wili aver.a.ge about S1.40 per acre.

The Reeve of the Township of Bixley sends the following information:
The Townshp of Biixley is situateo about the centre of the eounty of Victoria, its?

front being about 18 miles from the town of Lindsay to the terminus of the Port Hope
and Lindsay Railroad ; and bounded on the cast by the waters of Gull River and Balsamï
Lake.

The township is comparatively unsettled, possessing only one saw-mill aud ne manIi-
factures of any other description. The saw-m ilihs capable of cutting 20,000 feet of
lumber per day, and gives emuploymeiit to 40 hand. There are several .t6usand adres of
uniniproved land& for salé. a lrge portionofwhieh is of guod quality tre soi varying, it
general character, however, is of a dark rich Joanm, óccasionally audy loam, w sore
sections of heavy clay. Other portions may be said to be of coMparativeylittie
present. atone and rok being found in greatlabundance. The prices vyaccording to tbe

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The Canada Engine and Machinery Works. capital, 50,000, constantly einpl6ys '150
men; say 50 finishers or niachinists, :30 blieksmiths and helpers, -0 moulders or iron
founders and helpers, 50 boiler makers and lahorers. Average wages paid amounts to
about 81.35 for eaeh -man per day. The value of engines and machinery manufacture
yearly amounts to about Senl20,000.

lRingston Foundry and Machine Works employ about 50 men; turn out maehinery,
such as steam engines. boilers, and mill gearing, to the value of about $50,000 yearly.

There arc one or two other small foundries for the manufacture of stores and ploughs.
Kingston Rolling and AxIle aetory employa about 40 men ; this establishment

in capable of rolling five tons of iron n-day, pudding and scrap furnaces; they also
manufature about one ton of carriage and wagon axles a-day: capital employed $50,000.

Kingston Marine Railway and Ship yard employ fromi 50 to 80 men on an average in
Ship building and repairing vessels ; say 40 shipearpenters, 2 blacksmiths, 10 laboturers,
and 10 or 12 house-earpenters, and about 12 eaulkers, capital employed in payment of
men and niaterial about 85.,000 a year.

Portsmionth Shipyard, where they btiild sea-going vessels principally; rmploy 250
men ; say 180 shipearpeiters, 20 blacksmiths, and the remainder are employed asLaborers
and sawyers, capable Of construeting six or seven ships a year, equal to about 8.000. tons;
880,too to 8u,000 yearly expended in payment of meon.

Portsruoti Tanjnery emnploy 16 ien, manufactures fron $50,000 to 860,000 worth of
sole leather a year. >Ca ital about 850,000.

Morton or Kingston Brewery and Distillery employs about 50 men. Capital
$100,000, employed ycarly; manufaeture into spiritC about 100,000 bushels of grain,
during the course of the yeur. Buildings ct about SIr>0,000.

There are several uther smaller breweries in operation, but ouly.. employ'ftve or six
men each

Tne above mentioned are the principal inanufictures in and about Kingston, there are
however, a number of blackstiths and carriage-makers' shops, tinsmiths,&e-, to nuiueroüu
to mndtion .separately»in a report of this kind

ln conclusion, f beg to band you copies of letters receivcd byme from the varionus
colle-tors of custoins within the limnits of my agency in retf'rence to the nmunber of
entries niade at their respective offices by settJers from the States during the past year,
and the value of effeets brought in hy such immigrauts. also theirlopinion as to-the clas
of settlers.and the anioant of cash capital introduced by tlrùm, and stating any cases where
the settlers were ktown to them to have purchased proporty in this country or commencedi
busiiess of any kiud.

DEmi Srn,-Iu reply to yours of the 28th- instant. 1 beg to inform .you -that the

number of settlers' cntries made at this port from 30th N%venber, 1863,to 3t h
November. 1864, is 273, and the value of property entered as settlers' effects is
816,27*. As only one entry is made fora whole family. these figures donôtby any neans
shew the numnber of immigrants, though 1 am inelnedto think if you were to muriply
the number of entries by 5,the result would approximate m immigration as represented
by entries; it must be borne in mind that parties are daily arriving from the States, Who
intend to make Canada theirlorme, who bring nothing with-thomn. and, conscquently do
not go through the Custom House.

As to the cash capital which; parties may have brought with them, I have ne ans
of knowing anything positively, though .have ieard of severai farns being puTchased by
Ainericans, and ulso know that someo cf thom have commenced businCss ol other kiuds.
I should think that the amount of capital introduced by thi class ef pensonsC"ot ofe
the great difference in the value of current money in the two cuntries wold pre'ntshis.

The itomigratiou t Canada in this neighborhood is. I am: orry to ay generàdly cf a
clans of people who iannot.be cousidereda val uable acquisition, beig composed zargelyo

bounty-jutpers. skedaddl'ers, deserters and otherswhi have notoome here thr<> uh êioíe
but by thé " fortunes of war."
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If the Emigration Department would apply to the Commissioner of Customs; Col-
lectors of Customs miglht be inst-ructed to ascertain, when receivinw entries, the number of
emigrants couing in thua, mnakiug a valuable addition. to the statistics without trouble or
expense.

The Collector of Customs at Picton says, that he is not aware of any settlers from the
States having brought auy amouat of cash capital, nor of purchasingany property in the
vicinity of Picton.

The Collector of Customs at Morrisburrh remarks that he has no means of ascertain-
ing the amiount of mncey in the possession of the settlers from the States, they wero
generally of the poorer elas who seemed to be avoiding the Ameriean draft, with the
exception of the firm of F. B. Beaddingtor & Co., who have erected a Flax Mill in this
vicinity whose capital carnot be less than 820,000

The Collector of Custois at l3rockville suya. with reference to the value of effents of
settlers as entered in bis office this yiur, that it is ouly an approximation to the realvalue,
which consists in household goods and tarmite; implemeuts, horses, &o., lie has u know-
ledge of any cash capital being brouLrht intu the Province _.t bis parr

The Collector at the Port, of Brighton cannut say with auy certainty that any cash
capital- bas been brought in by settlers from the States, but from the appearance of the
settlers and the style of their baggage, he would imagine that nioncy was scarce among
them. Three of them, lowever, had comnenced business as harness makers, and the
rest seemed to have settled down as choppers, !aborers, and loafers.

The collector at Gananoque says that some of the settlers may have brought capital
with thom, but in his opinion, the arnount would be very small. They were al' of the
laboring classes and consequetly poor, and have established themselves in and about the
limits of Gananoque. two or thrce would appear to be a little wealthier than the rest from
the value of thoir effects.

The Collector at Port Hope rena ks that little or no cash capital his been brought
in by the settlers at bis port, that they were mostly a poor class of people, getting their
living as best they nay.

J. M. Merryman, Esquire, Collector at the Port of Cramabe, says that be has no
reason to believe that any one of the settlers possessed any cash capital, as ail appeared to
be in very ordinary circunstances, and not one to his knowledge has purchased any
property.

The Collector at Belleville says that with one exception (that of a man said to be
worth 30,000] parties coming to that port fromn the States have, as far as known, been in
poor circunstances.

The Collector at the Port of Trenton says hat aill settlers' entries made at hise office
this year were made [wit.h the exception of one] by persons who formerly resided in
Canada, ho did not make auy enquiries as to the cash capital brought in, counscquently
could not give any idea of the anount, if any.

The Collector of Cobourg says he cannot give any information asked forby me except
thc number of entries made and the value of settlers' effects.

Collector of Customs at Port Colborne says that of the -orty-nine settlers who made
entries at his office, none were known to possess cash capital, being for othe most part of
the poorer classes, amaong them, however, was one shoemaker, one tailor, and one gunsmith
now enrryir:g on their business in Colborne, the others are in no kind of business being
simply laborers, and settled in the vicinity.

Anthony Dixon, Esq., Collectir of Customs at Port Darlington informs me that he i
fnot aware that any of the settlers brought in cash capital worth mentioning, one of them,
however, to his knowledge bought fifty acres of land, and sold bis farm in the State of
New York ; two have rented farmp ; one bas embarked in the manufactùre of tar; there
are about a dozen mechanics who obtaiued work in a large cabinet factory at Darlgton
the remaindor were principally fýnir.laborers and are now workin with-farmers i the
neighborhood.
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!ou will see by the foregoing information obtained from the colectors of custome
that with very-few exceptions the settlers who came in from the states, wore of the poorer
class, and that comparativelyspeaking- very-ifew of them-were known to hae purchased
land or commenced business in this country of any kind, except as labourers, sorme
however, appear to have introduced capital, and huve embarked in manufacturing and
other kinds of business.

Trusting that the floregoing report and statements annexed will prove satisfactory to
you, and that increased eflorts will be made in Europe to direct emigration to thia country,
and that ire may receive a, fair portion of next year's immigration in Central Canada.

Sr,-I have now the honor to lay before you the- annual report for this agency, for

the year 1864. The few months I have had the honor of filling the office will, i trust, be
sufficient apology for its not being so full as I should like-the season for the arrival of
immigrants being far advanced when I entered on my duties.

According to returns made to this office,,7.363 immigrants arrived at Toronto Agency
during the year j ust closed. Of this number 6,996 landed at Quebec, and reached Toronto
by rail and steamboat. The renaining 3d7 landed at New York, and arrived in Canada
vid the Suspension Bridge. The expenditure, on account of iin.nigrants during the year, as
per abstract accompanying this report, aiounts to the sum of $4,508. The immigration of
the last seuson, though not lirge, h:as been of a very satisfaetory character, as a large pro-
portion of tiose who reached Tornto remained in the Provioce, viz.: 4,45,i to 2,907 that
went to the Western States. Their general health was exceedingly good; only one death
occurred at Toronto, occasioned by iliness on the voyage.

A large nuMber cime ouo for the purpose of joining friends already settled in Canada.
Those who had no partinular destinatiun were forwarded to places where they found ready
employnent; and as no complaints have been made, 1 have every reason to believe they
found work.

The demand for commnon laborers during the summer months has been fully equal to
the supply. There being no public works at present going on in the Province and farmers
require little asistance di:ing the ewinter, consequently the demand is-limited.

The great demand for mcu in rhe Northern States and high rate of wages, no doubt,
has caused numbers of the emtigrants from the Uinited Kingdom to go there; and it is to
be regretted ihat. nany of our young Canadians have left Canada under the same delusion,
while at the sane tinie we have numbers of Americans coming to this'country; they can
only be looked on as transient visitors, not permanent settlers.

. From the most reliableinformation i bave beenable to collect, fromn 30,000 to $40,000
has been brought into this district this vear; bat, no doubt, a much larger sum has found
its way into Canada through this agency, but fron the reluctance grerally evinced by
immigrants to state the actual a-nount of capital tliey possess, it is difmcult to get any reliable
information-frum them.

The present unsatisfactory way in which the Passport System is being carried on has
a most injurious effect, Lnd has already been the means of throwing a large number of
employés out of emiployment in connection with our railways. The complaints from the
failure in the w1beat crop, especially in most of thefromt townslips, borderingon the lakes,
bas become quite alingriijr. and gocs far toi dcèreaise the demand for laborers in Western
Canada. However, it is gratifying to be able.to state that in many -districts the farmers
arc turning their attention more to feeding cattle and raising other crops, such as fax,
,hemp and tofbacco.

You are aware, Sir, T have been t;zking some little int.crest in promoting the culture
of flax in Westein Canada for suno years back, and.from a recent visit in company with
vourself to several o, the mujils and manufactories latcly put in operation, I trust you will
sce the advantages to bu gained by fustering in every possible way this new and important
braich of Catialian industry. We have already some forty scutching mills at work in
various parts of !he Pro.vihce; two extensive linen manufactories; three oil mills, for
converting the seed into linscud oil and oil cake for feeding cattle. Men of capital and
enterprise are now beginning to give this subject a large share of their attention. The
Messrs Gooderham & Worts who erceted one of those oil milis lately in Toronto, are also
goirg to establish a large linen manufactory at the Village of Streetsville, and intend
putting in the ground soue twelvo hundred acres of fiax, next spring. The impor .Lon of
a quantity of New Riga Seedkinto this country, would be an immense benefit, aid many
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farniers that I have talked with on the subject would be willing to pay back'the first cost
in case the Goverument would import a quantity for sowing next year.

While it is difficult to find employment in almost any other branch of agriculture for
the-laboring classes, we hear constant enquiries for flax scutchers and parties wbo under-
stand its manufacture. It will be quite safe, when immigration commences next spring,
to offer any inducement to this class of laborers, as it is fully expected there will not be
less than fifty thousand acres grown in Canada next ye;.r. This will necessarily cause a
large nunber of mills to be put into operation. and will opeu a fie d for a-large increase of
immigration.

There is also a great increase in the growth and manufacture of tobacco; there are
no less than eight extensive manufactories in this city, giving employment to a large
number of hands.

Another new manufactory has lately been erected near the city limits, for, the
manufacture of spirits of turpentine, which is done from pine stumps, and at present high
prices of this article, it bas proved most remunerative to. the party who has embarked In
this new and novel undertaking.
- With such additional inducements, I hope we will see a large increase in our numbers

next year.

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REPORT OF MR. R. H. RAE, IMMIGRATION AGENT, HA3ILTON.

GOVERNMENT IMMIGRATION OFFICE.
Hamilton, 11th Jauuary, 1865.

Sin.-I have the honor to lay before you my annual report. It comprises all the in-
formation that has come under my iinuediate observation for the p.ast year, accompanied
with statenents containinu full particulars of the transactions at this agency for the past
year. The continuation of the war in the United States, with little prospects of its coming
to a termuination, has still a very injurious influence upon labor, and interferes much with
ncw arrivals; owing to the number of refugees who arc pouring into C.ada from all
quarters to evade the drafts and w-ho work in many instances for merely their board.

During the season about 55G7 persons have passed this agency fron different parts of
the province to the States, 4640 to Buffalo, 213 to Lake Superior for the mines, and 661
to Kansas nad St. Paul; the late passport system will have a salutary effect in checking
this migratioa.

The destitute who have received government assistance, embrace 25 English, 66 Irish,
301 Scotch and 7L Germians, in all 16.. souls, equal to 30 4adults ; -an exoess of 212 souls or
117 adults over the previous year. The expenses of transoort aLd provisions, &c., amount
to $36. costing a trifle over 51.14 per adult, or nearly 75 cents for each soul; the most
strict fru.gality and care hâs been observed in dispensing relief, only to those who were
absolutely devoid of means of their own. Many during the season applied for assistance
who had no claim on Government, and numerous others attempted imposition but were
frustrated in their endeavors.

The imnigration for the past year, has been very healthy; and as is itivariably the
case of a mixed eharacter; I have to record the death of two Scotch ehildren, one on ar-
rival at the station here, and the other at the Hospital, both apparently from ship fever.

The iajority of the Glasgow and Paisley operatives, who reachei here this summer,
werc a very sober intelligent class, but I ara sor:y to say, that a small portiomn were quite
the everse ; they however all got employment in the different sections of the ceuntry to
whiich they were sent, having letters to parties who I felt confidcut would utc every exer-
tion to get them work. I understand miany have lately been employed in Wriglht & Son's
Cotton, and Crossland & Brown's woollen miills, Dundas and several other manuractories,
being all in fuil operatiou; they will when aceustomed to the ways of the country, make
tolerable good settlers.

'The families sent to Brataford and Caledonia were shortly after their arrival reized
with typhoid fever, they experiuneed great kindness from the inhabitants and all afflicted
with th nialady recovered.

There stili exists a great dernand for farm servants, who are thoroughly conversant
with agricultural purNuits; Iew of that class came here this season ; mechanies of almost
any description will always bu able to find employment provided they are competent work-
men. Female servai.ts who have practical knowledge of the duties of household work,can
easily fiud good survice either in the city or country.

1 am happy to report favorably about the (-imerick Union) girls per steamer Damas-
cus, Who arrived here 18 in number, they were healthy and readily.obtained service, many
had been brought up to domestie work and others were comparativelv ignorant.

Owing to the general depression both in comierce and agriculture throughout the
country ; I am inclined to think the prospects in the spring for new arrivals will not be
quite so encouraging as last year; I however trust my progncstication will not turn out
correct.

During the year I succeeded in procuring places for about 150 persons here and
approximate country.

The amount of money brought in by parties, as far as ascertained, is $102,60U; several
from the old country expect more when they get settled, and many of those fromthe
States are waiting for more as soon as cash eau be realized on property left behind them
it is my firm belief that a much larger sum lias passed through without being able to as-
certain tlhe desired information.

The statement relating to manufactures is not so complete as I should have wished,
18
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being disappointed in many not sending forward the written form enclosed to them' to be
filled up.

The enelosed printed form, I hope, is made out in the m-unner you wîshed.

BOARD OF ARTS AND MANUFACTURES FOR UPPER CANADA.

ToOTO, Jaary, 1865.
The Sub-Committee beg to submit to the Board the Eighth Annual Report-being I

an abstract of proceedingst during their period of office, and of the present position and
Tiuture prospects of the Board.

During the year, the following Mechanics' Institutes have been representd Ion the
Board :. Cobourg Institute, by two delegates; Dundas, by its president; lamilton, by its
president and seven4delegates:; London, by its president and' two, delegates;Trnob
its president-and eight delegates ; Whitby, by its presiden tand one delegate. The"Toto
Board of Trade, has also been represented by one delegate;; and'- the -Toronto 'University
College by the Rev. W. Hincks, F.L.S., Professor of Natural History, and George Buck-
land, Esq., Professor of Agriculture.

Your Committee cannot but express their regret that so few of the Institutions in'-
tended to be benefited by the operations of the Board, should see-it to be theirduty. to.take
part in its managemeut. They fear, however, that'no greatimprovementcan be Iooked 'or.
in this respect, until the.legilative-grants te these.Institutions are .resumed, either on :the
former basis, or on that of the proposed amended A et, providing. for the, paymen.-fsuch
grants through the-instrumentality of this Board, in the same manner and on similar con-
ditions as the payments-of the-Agricultural ,grantsare, madethrough the Board.ofAgri-
culture; orauntil such' an iacreased annual grant is secured te thisBoard as shal make it
more especially to:the-interest of the several Institutions to, connect themse1veswith it.

For some four years successively has this Board,; in conjunction ,with the Board for
Lower Canada, sought for important amendm«ents to that"portion of the statute under whioh
they are incorporated. These -amendments have been -concurre- i -by the.espective
governments and legislatures to 'which they have been subnifted; but owing totheirbeing
connected with and forming a part cf the samne Act constituting theoahrdocf Agriculture"
and Agricultural .Associations and Societies, in regard te which important diferences of
opinion have-so farexisted, have failed te obtaine the amendients:sought for.

Patent -Laws. - -

Your Committee-have-to-regret that noaen tshave as yet been made th
Provincial .Patent Laws. Owing te stheir ~prohibitory cliäiaete'r as regards. subjects of
other-countries,-ouir-inveritors are-stilprevented fromapaiticipating in.theébedefits aris.ing

t
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from the liberal provisions of the United States laws, under which patent rights are
grinted to subjects of foreign reciprocating countries on the sane conditions as to its own
subjects. The only conditions upon which a Canadiau citizen eau uow obtain the benefit
of the United States market for his invention, is by paying the sum of $500 for such
right, under the American law as it existed prior to ilarch, 1861.

The Hon. L. Letellier, late Minister of Agriculture, in concluding some lengthy
remarks upon this subject in his report for the year 1863, says-

I deem it unnecessary to dwell auny further upon the necessity of following, in the
matter of patents for inventions, the example of liberality and of reciprocity afforded us
in this respect by older countries, more advanced than ourselves in the development of
the various branches of manufacturing industry, a course the adoption of which, it would
seem, they have never:had reason to regret.

Should these liberal views prevail with our present Legislature, and the Confederation
of the Provinces be also carried out, our inventors will then be in aposition to secure as
a market for their inventions -nearly the whole of the continent of North America.

TAC JouMnal.

The most serious drain upon the funds of the Board for the past four ycars has been
on account of the Journal, upon which the average annuah loss lias been nearly 8700.
While your Committee look upon this as a larger suai than would have been required for
the purpose, had the Journal been properly patronized, and much large: than the funds
of the Board- could afford, iu justice to its many other important objects ; yet,in. view Af
its advantages as a mediui for disseminating the' best practical. information amongst the
industrial chisses, they cainot for a inomentl tink of recommendin iLs discontinuance.

During the past year, the Sccretary has undertal;eu the: whole duty of editing and
superintending its publication, without any additional remuneration, by which means the
loss was mnuch lcss on the last than on fornier years; and by means of other changes
already introduced, while the efficiency of the Journal will befully sustained, it is anticiý
patcd the loss on its publication for 1665 will be reduced, to a minimum amount.

Your Conanittee desire to record their appreciation of the saccessful labors Of the
Secretary, Mr. W. E dwa.rds, in con nection with the Journal; and siucerely hope that their
successors in office, in securing his services for the ensuing year, may be able to.afford
some substantial acknowledgment of his labors.

Fr.e LiL7ary qf Reference.

Owing to other de mands on the funds of the Board, but comparatively few additions
have been made to the Library during the year. The total number of volumes on the
shelves at last report was 1171; added during the year, 102; total number now in
Library, 1,273 ; comprising, British, American, and Canadian Specificatiots aud Plates of
Patents, 544 vols. i Statutes, Journals and other Parliamentary Publications, 167 vols..;
'ransactions of Societies, 33 vols.; and cf the latest Cyclopædias and Standard Works on
Architecture, Decoration, Designing, Engineeri ng and i Mechanies, '±ilanufactures and
Trades, and Generai Science, 489 vols. Of these your Committee acknowledge donations
from the United States Patent Office of 6 vols. (in duplicate); from the Institution of
Mechanical Engineers, i vol.; from the Smithsonian Institution, l.vol.; fromn the Board
of Agriculture for Upper Canada, 3 vols. and froni the heads of departmentsof the
Governament of this Province, the regular transnissi)n to the Roons of the Statutes,
Journals. Sesional Papers, Bue 3oks, and other 1Parliamentar'y documents.

The Librar'y hasbeen regularly kept open te the public frou 10 a.m. tilf M4 p.m. each
day; and on Tuesday and Friday evenings from 7 till 10 o'clock, to afford-to persons en-
gaged in industrial pursuits the opportunity of consulting the works it contains.

.dÏnual: Ex:am&inns.-

The examinatior cf members of Mechanics Institutes la certain studies amed lu the
publiehed rogramnie and awarding th cerificates accordi te ididal eret, as
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established by the Board in- 1862, was comparatively successful dufing the past year.
There were.sixteen candidates out of the -seventeeu whose papers were retunned to the
Board, that obtained certificates ;.the number awarded being, of the lst Class, six of2ind,.
Class, eleven;_ and of 3rd Class, nineteen ; full particulars of which werepublished on page
197 of the Journal for the past year. Your Comnmittee consider this result süficlently
cncouraging to induce the Board to persevere, trusting that the time may soon arrive when
thlese examinations shall be as popular as they are calculated to be beneficial in the; edu-
cation of the adult working classes.

Schol of Arts.

A special Committee was recently appointed to report on the practicability of establish-
ing a School of Design in conneetion with the Board, the report of which Co mmittee ap-
peared in the .ccember No. of the Journal. recommendibg that, instead of' a School 1f
Design merely, it would be more desirable to organize oue combiniu Chemistry -and
Natural Philosophir with Drawing and Designing; the Special' Committee was therefore
re-eppointed, with instructions to prepare a plau. and estimate of cost of such a Schoôlof
Arts; and at the last meeting of your Committee their report of the following scheme and
estimates.was presented, .and is -now submittecd and recommended for consideration and
adoption by the Board :-

lst. :That the School be in three divisions, each distinct from the others, and to be
commenced either separately or together as the circumstances may permit

The first division to be for the study of Natural Philosophy:and Chemistry.
The'second division for Drawing; Designing and Modelling.
The third division for Practical Mathciaties.
2nd. The course of study to be pursued in the first division should embrace those

subjects contai ncd in clauses 8 î 18, 15 and 16 cf the programme of nnual exaninations
of the Board for the pusent ycr, namly: rPrircipleo of Mechanics," Pirac ical
Mechanics," " Chemistry and Experimental Philosophy," and "Goology and Mineralogy>

The teacher of this division should b' a gentleman' enyaged by theiB0oid'atan
annual salary. His duty should be, lst, to give practical instruction inthe ciasses during
their sessions, on four vights per week; and in ac week to give one pop ulai' 1eètur où
science. 2nd. -For one monti p:eceding the .a l session, and for one io6th' after'thé
spring session, to travel as a lecturer to those Mechanics' institutes affdiateiwith the
Board. 3rd. To edit.a Chcmistry and Experimental Philosophy departmen t ofthe Journal.
With a view to supplementing ahe salary.paid byïthe Biard he be allowed to practise as an
analyst on his owrr account, when not engaged in bis duties in connection with the -Board

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6th. The third division should include instruction in classes 6, 7, il and 14-of the
programme of examination, namely, "Algebra," "Geometry," "Trigonometry," "Men-
suration," and " Couic Sections."

7th. The second and third divisions should be under the charge of a separate teacher,
or teachers, from the lst division; and should each meet for instruction on two evenings
per week during the full and spring sessions of the school, on which evenings only would
the services of the teachers in these divisions be required.

Sth. Pupils, before entering in cither the first or third division, should be required to
pass a prelininary examination, in rudimentary studios. At the close of the spring session
in each year, pupils should be ellgible to stand for examination and certificates at the
annual " Final Examination" of the Board.

9th. The first division would require a Laboratory fitted with apparatus for the
illustration of clemistry. The gallery of'the Model Room might be made suitable for the
purpose. The Model Room, with occasional use of the ILibrary, would afford ample
accommodation for gencral instruction in this division, and for the exercises of the second
and third divisions.

10th. The expeuse of fitting up and furnishing apparatus, is estimated at $600. The
annual expense as follows:-

Teacher of first division-Salary........................... $S00 00
second and third .. ........... « .400 00

Annual expense of apparatus and chemicals................................ 300 00
Fuel, light, &c., &.............. 200 00.
Contingen ies...................................................................... 300 00

Total....................... 2,000 00'

11th. That the school be opened froe to all, of bo.h sexes, who may be. able to
furnish evidence of worthiness to participate in its benefits, and who continue to manifest
diligence and punctual attendance, and obedience to the rules ;yfor'althougli many of those
who might enter its classes would be able to pay for the instruction reccived, others'would
not be able to do so;, and to charge some, while others were adaitted free, would be
making:invidious and unpleasant distinctions in the school.

Your Committee are satisfied that thé school as here-suggested, could be efficiently
established and carried on-forthe:foregoing sum of two thourand dollars per annum; au.d
that for the first year the sum of $600, might be appropriated therefrom, for the necessary
apparatus and: fitting up ; so that by inoreasing the Annual Legislative grant from S2,000
to $ 1,000 per annum, the school could be added to the other operations of the 3Board, and
the whole carried on with efficiency and success.

Your Committee.deem it highly desirable, and conductive to the interests of the coin-
muity, that every facility shonld be afforded the industrial classes, to make themselvos
more intimately acquainted.with the physical, artistic, and: mathematical principles*they
are daily calling into actinn-thereby enabling themn to economize raw matîerial, shorten
the;processes of production, and produce more elegance of design and accuracyof work-
manship, in whatever they eïecute. Artizans so instricted, both as to the science and
practice of their respective arts, would be more- likely to establish manufactures aniongst
us, employing the idle youth of our cities and towns, and- adding to theelth of the
country.

Your Committee cannot but remark, thatwhile liberal public provision is made for
the education of persons inteneling to follow the various learned-professions, they.cannot
see that it is less important that the working classes'should be provided for.

That these were the views of the Legislature in passing the Act establishng-this
Board, therecan be no doubt, as in one of its clauses àCns Stat of Can chapter-32,
clause,31) to authorize the Board· "to found schools and colleges for mechanics, and<to
employ;cometent person to deliver, lectures o subjects connec ted with -mechaical arts
and sciences, or with manufactures ;" and also to establish "schools of design on:the most
improved plan, nd furnished and supplied in the most complete and appropria-e manner
that the funds at their disposai may adiit of;" but so^far, menshave nlot been' provided
for cafring out these obj ects
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Your, Committee recommOd that theC oard submit the foregoing schene an
estimates to the Provincial Government; and pray for sucli an increase tothe annual grant,
as shall enable the Board to carry them into effect.

Art and Manufactcres Ex7éiÑons.

Believing that little interest' is manifested by the lecading manuftirers of the
Provinces, in many important departments of industry in securing proue representations
of their products àt the Annual Exhibitions of Agricultural Associationsyour Committee
recently appointed a special Committee to

"Consider and report as to any ,improvement that may be considered in the system' of
awarding prizes iu the Arts and. Manufacturers department of the exhibition; and 'also as
to the reception and classification of goods, and admissionof the public duringthètiàm
the judges are engaged in the important duty of making their awards."

The Special Conimittee report-
" That in considering the matter submitted to. them tliey found it beset with many

difficulties-some incident to a country.young in- manufactures, and c'thers arising from
long use of a system defective in so far as it has failed to secure satisfactory results.

It appears that the system of awarding lst, 2nd, and Jrd prizes, creates-in the minds
of many really good workmen, a fear that theirproduc dons may be.placed às second rate in
comparison: vith others that differ from them only in points involving qpstions of taste in
the minds of the judges, and not one of superiority of workmanship. These fears 'would
to a certain extent be obviated; if prizes were awarded -for absolute, rathe than Gom
parative merit; for if an article should then be considered excelFeùt by the j des, au-
other article of the, same desc'iption being so little inferior as to almost imply a doubt of its
inferiority, wàuld be pronounced excellent also, and it would be matter of taste ith the
public as towbichthey would.patronize.

The leading object of Manufacturers in bringing their productions- for exhibition is
to push their business: the money prizes, ever if obtained, are generally so insignificant
that in most cases they will not cover-the expense -connected with the exposition of the
article; and whcn one produces an article-which- is reallyexcellent, and gains no reward
simply because there may be one or two articles of the same-kind ea little more excellent,
it is trulytdiscouraging to the producer.-

Your Committee:would therefore recommend that it be submuitted to the consideration
ofthe. Council of the Association, that, instead of:offering-lst and'2nd prizesfor besttand
second-best of any specific article, i1anufacturers 13e invited to: sendwhatever they rnay
produce of interest or worth, and;that medals or diplomas attestingabsolute- merit 'igb
be awarded, with such- money additions as the finds will allow-such moneyalTowances
to be made with -reference to the labor and expense incurredin' -bringing the artcles,
forward. This would place all exhibitors in the. position-ofthose who now make" Exta
Entries," and which are considered inferior to the- regglar entries; but which'areilly
those that bring out,.the genius as well-as the skill of theaproducer. It is -iotCio ueh
to produce by means of- extraordinary labor and good materials a first-rate specirmen:o f
specified, article, as it is to originate the ,article--itself, and tobring forth -the:dd'Land the
workmanship, which is the ;case with many of-ithetextraéentties. -

Trade Marks and Titles of Designs.

Your Committee are pleased to be able to report. that the Assistant Minister of Agri-
culture, J. C. Taché, Esq., is manifesting great interest in the operations of the Board, and
bas caused to be forwarded for registry and publie inspection, in accordance with the
Statute 24 Vie., cap. 21, sec. 25, copies of all " Trade Marks" and " Titles of Desigus"
registered, and "I Pateats for Inventions" issued, by the B'ureau of Agriculture; and'has
also given his assurance, with the approbation of. the Hon. the Minister of Agriculture,
that lists of subsequent issues shall be regularly forwarded to the Board for reference, and
for publication. in the Journal.

Fizances.

The Secretary-Treasurer's detailed statement, herewith subniitted, shows total receipt
for the year, including cash balance of $847 50 from last year, of $3,170 19;. expendi-
ture, $2,338 50; balance in hand, $831 69; assets due on Journal, after deducting for
cost of collecting and probable losses, $250; .shewing a total balance in favor of the
Board of $1,082 69. Total balance Dec. 1863, including assets on JournalSI,167 50.

The.annual Lcgislative grant to the Board of $2,000 hasheretoforebeen for the 12
months ending on the 31st of Decenber in each year; but during the last session of
Parliament the Government financial year was changed so as to terininate on the 3Oth
of June instead of the 31st of December, as heretofore; so that the present balance in
hand, with such subscriptions as may be received on account of the Journal, will be the
only available funds for the six nonths ending 30th June next.

1OARD OF ARTS AND MANUFACTURES, LOWER CANADA.

MoNTnEA., 3rd January, 1865.
The Sub-Committee of the Board of Arts and Manufactures for Lower Canada have

thehonor to report-
That during the past year no success lias attended the repeated efforts made by your

Sub-Coaimmittee to obtain from the Government some relief from the difficulties that para-
lyze all useful action on the part of the Board.

It was stated in the last quarterly report that distinct promises of at least partial
assistance had been given, but that the absence, in the the Lower Provinces and elsewhere,
of several Members of the Ministry, had prevented any decided action being taken.

Your Committee regret to have to ýreport that even since the re-assernbling 'of the
Ministry, and up to the present time, nothing has been done towards carrying out these
pledges, notwithstanding that the matter bas been urged on them at every opportunity.

The Board has undoubtedly a just claim for the use of the Exhibition building, whieh
has been employed since September, 1861, for military purposes, and there is reason to
hope that the settlement of this claim will not be much lo:ger delayed.

Iteis almost unnecessary to repeat what has been so often reported to this Board, that
the Sub-Committeein view of the serious involvementsoutlay and rsponsibility attaching
to the Board, from its unförtuinate connection with the Exhibition building; have not felt
justified in incurring any but the, most unavoidable expenses; and when complaints are
made of the inactivity of the Board, as regardsits intended functions, it should be borne
in mind that the annual interest alone for which it becomes responsible is $2,690-that
the expense of maintaining the building in repair, payng taxes, insurance, &c., amuounts to
about $600 yearly, that rent and attendance has to be provided, the Patent reports beund
as they arrive, and that the whole annual grant is $2,000, and even this pittance curtailed
one-third last year by a chinge in the Government financial year, which vas altered from
31st December to the 30tli June.

As one consequence of the suit at law which was raised by the contractor for the build-
ing to foreclose the mortgage for $ L1,000, given for the balance due him, the interest
thereon remained unpaid; but ;our Committee have to report that· a settlement of
accounts between the contràctor and the Board was recently arrived at, the accumulated
interest up the 23rd July last, lias beer paid -amounting to $2,695;--cach party settling its
owQ cost, and the principal debt of 811,000 only now remaining, with ioterest payable half-
yearly from the date above named.

The specifications and plans froi the Eng'ish Patent Office, rem-aining unbound since
1860, and, as. keeping them in that state was attended with inconvenience and risk of
loss, the Sub-Comlmitee decided on having the.a bound uniform with the rest of the work.
Fortyi volumes of specifieations and sixty of plates, have been aceordingly placed on the
shelves, and there are yet a umber in the binder's hands.

The adrantages attainàble by an industriar comumunity in havino free access te this
great and- vluable publication, ca hardly be over estimated, andi is a niatter of surprise
and reretto the former that copàatively smal number embrace the opportuaity
thus afforded
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A few new works have also been added to the library worthy of notice, among which
are the masterpieces of the Industrial Exhibition of 1862, in three magnificcently illustrated
volumes; the exhibited Machinery of the same Exhibition ; three volumes of the pro-
ceedings of the British Association for 1861-'62 and '63, and two volumes ot* tbe traus-.
actions of the British Association for the promotion of Social Soience for 1862-'13.

With a view to exercise the strictest possible economy in management, the Sub-Com-
iuittec made an arrangement during the past year, by which the dutics of Assistant-Secre-
tary are filled, the Exhibition building superintended, and constant attendance secured at
the Board-room at a nominal cost; it will be noticed, however, that the accomiodation
afforded by the room now occupied is scarcely adequate, and in accordance with a resolu-.
tion passed at the last quarterly meeting, a committec was appointed to confer with the
Officers of the Mechanies' Institute, witl a view of effecting sonie arrangements for
inercased accommodation on terms that might be mutually advantageous. No action has
yet been taken in the matter, and it is desirable to come to soie undcrstanding ou the
subject before the lst of May next.

The usual petitions for amendments to the Act incorporating the Board and the
Patent laws, werc forwarded to Parliament last session, but nothiug has been donc in the
inatter.

The Government Bill to amend the Patent laws, appears to have been lost siglit of
altogether, and Canadian legislation on the subject:is still such as to be worthy af the
Dark Ages.

Iu accordance -with the requirements of the Aet 24 Viet., Cap. 21, a register 'of
Trade-marks and Designs, secured under the Act has been opened, and copies of all Trade-
marks and titles of designs up to the l19th inst.,-have been rcceived from the Departmient of
Agriculture, and entered therein, whcre they are open to the inspection of the Public.

As reported last year, the only Mcehanics' Institute affiliated with the Board is that
of Montreal, indeed the withdrawal of the small Government grant some years ago, and
subsequent failure to provide the promised aid in lieu thercof, through the ministra-
tion of the Board, has proved fatal to nearly all the Institutes in Lower Canada.

The usual classes in connection with the Montreal Institute, were suspended last
year, in consequence of extensive alterations in the building, but they have been again
organized this winter with great promise of success.

Architectural and Mechanical drawing, and the English rudiments are the branches
tauglit, and the pupils number close on 100. Your Sub-Committee recommend to their
successors an early examination of these classes with a view to affording the usu'gil <rant
in aid from the Board.

The Treasurer's Statement, which is now submitted, shows a balance of $1486.47 at
the credit of the Board.
