The witness said he had never
paid any money to the police directly or
indirectly nor had his firm to -his knowl-
edge. The matter had never been discuss-
ed. He mever ran any game in
that called for police interference. Mr.
Macdonald had no questions to ask the
witness, who evidently proved ' disappoint-
ing to-the prosecution.

Mr. Adam Crossman said he knew the
chief of police by sight.

The witness said to Mr: Macdonald
that the man who assaulted him had to
be carried dway in an expres€ wagon aft-
er he had -done with him.

H. H. Cleary said he was a barkeeper
and, gambler working at the Pacific
hotel for Mer. Adams. He knew of no
money having- been paid to the police
either by him or any ome else, and he
had never paid any to Michell or any one
else on the police force or otaerwise. It
was not a matter that he expected or
was looking for. He had never heard of
825 being paid the police for running the
game during the month of Angust. He
only knew Officer McPhee of the police
force by name. He was paid $5 a day
for his work.
tively a lot of suggestive guestions put
to him by counsel, all pointing to bribery
of the police. The witness was not cross-
examined.

Robert Adams, a miner who has been
running a game at the Pacific for the
past month, said he had never made any
arrangement with the police or paid them
any money. “Not a cent,” said the wit-
ness with a snap. He added that he and
his men took chances of being pulled and
fined and never aiscussed the matter of
squaring the police with any one. He
denied positively ever having stated to
any one that he had done so. After Mr.
MacNeill had put the witness through a
lengthy examination counsel for the
police force dropped him promptly with

“No questions.” ¢

George Green of the Grand Union, said
that the police had never interfered with
any of the nickel in the slot machines
owned by him, nor had he ever paid to
the police any money for these machines,
or for any other cause, nor had any one
paia - the police for him. The prosecu-
tion entirely failed to obtain any help for
their’ cause from Mr. Green.

Mr. Klockmann said he was quite willing
to open his books before the commission-
ers, but he did not think he was bound
to make these matters public.

The Mayor said he would take the ad-
vise of the city solicitor in the matter,
and if he advised differently the commis-
sioners would reconsider. the matter. Mr.
Klockmann again protested strongly that
the police had never applied to him for
money and he had never paid them amy-
thing.

Mr. MacNeill asked a week’s adjourn-
ment as he intended leaving for Vancou-
ver in the morning. Mr. Maecdonald
pressed for a quick settlement of the
case. Finally, as Mr. MacNeill could not
get back to Rossland sooner, an adjourn-
ment was had until next Thursday even-
ing at 7:30. If it is mnot concluded then
the commissioners will inaugurate a day
segsion next Friday.

THE SISTERS’ HOSPITAL.

There Are 20 Patients There—I14 Down
With Fever.

There are some, 20 patients at the
Sisters’ hospital, 14 of whom have been
suffering from typhoid fever. All the
patients are now convalescent. For the
past 10 -months 367 patients have been
treated and cared for at the institution,
and since the sisters first commenced
their labors in this city 830 patients have
been entered on their books. It is un-
pleasant to contemplate what these sick
and suffering patients would ‘have gone
through had not such an institution been
ready ‘to receive and care for them.

The building now erected is complete
as far as it goes, but more land is requir-
ed and an additional wing for ward pur-
poses and an operating room is urgently

required.

When Hon. F. Carter-Cotton, . Mr.
Martin, M. P. P, and the Mayor in-
spected the building and the hospital ac-
counts on Monday last they left the fol-
lowing memo in the visitors book “Hav-
ing visited the hospital - today we are
gratified at the manner in which all the
departments of it are kept and it is 3
source of -satisfaction to us that the sick
in -this district have such an institution
available for relief in pain and afflic-
tion.”

SOPHIE MOUNTATN ROAD.

Those Employed Upon It Are to Receive

$3 Per Day.
lx Tools, tents and provisions were being
ascembled Friday preparatory to com-
meneing operations on the Sophie moun-
fain road.There will be three gangs oI
about 15 men each, under the charge of
Messrs. - Sharp, McQuade and Reid, who
are to be the foremen. The work will be
under the general superintendence of Gold
Commissioner Kirkup. There will be be-
tween 40 and 50 men employed. The form-
er pay for road work was from $2.50 to
$3 per day. Owing to the large demand
for men on the railways and in the mines,
it was found to be difficult to secure just
the sort of men needed for $2.50 per day,
and it was decided that the best workers
available should be employed. What .is
most needed are those who have had ex-
perience with the ax as the principal work
will be the cutting out of timber and
brush. Under the circumstances it was
deemed expedient to pay $3 per day. The
work, -it is thought, will occupy over a
month.

MORE POLICE INVESTIGATION

SEVERAL WITNESSES EXAMINED.
ANOTHER SESSION TONIGHT.

James E. Lam Comes Back and Tells His
Story—Dr. Reddick and His Fees and
Commissions—What a Barber Said.

The police commissioners held another
session Thursday night to investigate the
charges preferred against the police de-
partment, Alderman Clute being absent

as in the previous sessions.

There was the usual crowd in attend-
ance and they seemed to derive & good
deal of amusement from some of the evi-
dence given. Once or twice the chairman
had to call them to order and threaten
to clear the court; otherwise the proceed-
ings were orderly enough. :
Mr, MacNeill for the prosecution at
once called James E. Lam; the witness
who had gone to Northport at the last
sittings. Lam swore he paid Mitchell,
the jailer, $30 last June in order to square
the - police. He wanted to run a poker
game at his hotel, the Victoria on Tirst
avenue, and Ayres told him he had better
square the police first, so he went to
Mitchell as he did not want to have his
house pulled and be made to pay more
than was right. On June 14th he went
to Mitchell at the jail and’ asked what it
would cost. Mitchell said $30 a month.
He offered to pay $20, but Mitchell said
«“We must have $30.” The money was
paid and Mitchell gaid the house would
not be pulled. He had mnot spoken to
Mitchell about it since and had never
spoken to the chief about it at all. A
negro got into a game of poker.and won
some money; as the man owed the house
money for whisky he had kept the win-
nings to pay - the bar bill. The chief
catne in later and said we could not col-
lect bar bills that way, and the witness
said that they had squared- the police
and would not return the money. Mit-
chell was there at the time and the chief
heard what I said. Mitchell got the
witness and his partner to settle finally
rather than have a row in the poliece
court.

At another time a gambler known . as
Colorado Bill was playmng and: there was
a row. Later on the chief came in with
Colorado Bill and ‘advised a settlement,
saying he would run the gambler out of
town if a settlement was made. Lam
said he and his partner refused to settle
but stopped playing the poker game there
after.

To Mr. Macdonald the witness said
he had never run a saloon or poker game
before coming to Rossland. He said, “I
paid the money to Mitchell to prevent the
police from pulling the house and making
me pay more than I ought to pay. I did
it because John Ayres told me w.” Lam
said they kept no books, all the money
that came in over the bar went into the
till. The expenses were paid out of this
nd a monthly settlement was had be-
tween the partners. He had not told his
partner about paying the police the $30.
The witness detailed the trouble with the

chief.  Mitchell induced his partner to
settle up. He did not see the chief come
in, but supposed he heard the row and
so camé in. There was a great deal of
talking all round, and the witness got
rather mixed up on his cross examina-
tion as to what was said and particularly
who said it. The Colorado Bill incident
was also gone into at length and the wit-
ness stated positively that he was present
sitting. on the wood box during the con-
versation between his' partner and the
chief. He said to his partner that. they
had squared themselves with the police
and would not refund any money. He
did not know if the chief heard what he
said or mnot. His partner said he would
settle and the chief went away. He never
had any talk with the chief about receiv-
ing money and the chief had never asked
for any or tried to shield him. He had
made a sworn statéement in writing at
the request of Beamish and McLaren. He
thought he might be arrested and sent
to jail if he did not make the statement,
but neither Beamish nor McLaren told
him this. His partner and Beamish came
to Northport after him and said they
would stay all summer unless he came

‘A CHAT WITH A. W. ROSS.

Some Reminiscences of t-I:e Early Days of
the West..

Mr. A. W. Ross, manager of the Colum-
bia townsite, arrived in the city
on Friday. + Mr. Ross is' ome
of the ’mOSt interesting person-
alities in ~Western Canada, and has
perhaps a larger knowledge of the country
between Lake Superior and the Pacific
oceéan than any other business man in —<
Dominion. lie was a large operator n
Winnipeg during its boom days, was one
of the leading men in Vancouver during
the early part of its history, and had
not a little to do with bringing it before
th> peop'e of Eastern Canada ab that tnme
He is now a resident of the interior, and
is as enthusiastic over the future of tms
portion of the west as he was over that of
the great prairie country in the days when
as a member of the Dominion parliament,
he had to uphold it against the pessi-
mistic opinions of almost every member
of +he house. While Mr. Ross does not
hesizate to say that he cons'ders the Koot
enays the richest portion of the Dominion
he does not go back upon any of his ut
terances made in past years regarding the
great future there is for the prairie region
and for the Cities on the coast. The pros
perity and advancement of the coast cities
however, he says, are entirely dependent
upon the development of the resources of
\the interior, and the soomer this is
recognized by the people of that part ot
the province, the better it will be for
them and for British Columbia as &
whole.- X

Mr. Ross was: in reminiscent mood
yesterday when speaking to a representa
tive of the Miner, and he recalled with
some expressive touches of humor the dif-
ficulties which he encountered in the
early eighties in convincing. the members

ince of Manitoba and the great stretches
cf prairie land of the west were not bwe-
lands, impossible of settlement by civil-
lized peoples, but that they were the fu-
ture home of millions of people who
would find there prosperity and fortune.
His opinion as then expressed, he thought
was that which every reasonable being
now possesses, and the value of that im-
mense territory to the Dominion of Can
ada was thoroughly realized, not only by
our own government, but by the world
at large.

There was the same difficulty encount-
ered in convincing our legislators at Ot-

ltawa and. the people of the east that

there was any possible future for Vancou-
ver or the cities on the Pacific seaboard.
It is some years now since that feeling o
distrust was dissipated and the people of
Canada began to speak with pride of
their ports on the Pacific. ;

“But,” said Mr. Ross, “of all the revo-
lui':m-s in ‘public opinion in regard to
this western country which have taken
plan?q among the people of the: east, that
which is most pronounced and which
has been most rapid is that in regard to
the mining districts of the Kootenays. 1t
is hardly more than three years ago that
a_man of standing and reputation in the
cities  of Toronto and Montreal
would hesitate to be seen
entering the office of 'a mining
broker. It was regarded almost as
degfadi.ng as it would to be seen en-
tering a bcket shop. To deal in British
Cohm_lbia mining stocks was regardea as
practically the same thing as gambling.
All that-thing is changed mow and the
gentlemen who avoided the mining offices
in 1896.flock to them in 1899. Not only
that, but they come even here to inspect
and to invest. Had some of “this confi-
dence been displayed a few years ago
the wealth which has gone to build up
Spokanq and which has been diverted to
fincreasing the trade of United States
certres would have been used in build-
ing up our own country and enriching our
our citizens.”

“However,” said Mr. Ross, “it is mnot
too late for the public of Canada to be-

gessiocn they have here and to employ it
in a way that will advance their own
country and build up its resources.”
