Land tor wheat should be pre­
pared early, at least six weeks beforo 
se.-dlu*, in older that a firm seed 
bed with two inches of loose soil to 
provide ample covering when the 
seeding is done. Late in Augu.nl or 
early In September narrow strips 
should be seeded across the field at 
intervals, these are for the purposo 
of attracting any Hessian flies that

the fifth and tenth ot October these 
egg-catching strips should be plough­
ed in and the entire field, re-worked 
and Seeded. Lands that are 1b good 
condition will withstand Hessian fly 
attacks much better than poor ill- 
prepared soils, due to the fact that 
a weakened plant can make good 
recovery if well nourished. Prepare 
the land early, fertilité if possible, 
and sf <1 us late us you can expect 
the wheat to make sufficient growth 
for wintering.— L. Stevenson, Sec., 
Dept of Ajiilfiulture, Toronto.
