William T. Stead and I. N. Ford Give
Somie Interesting Data Regarding
China’s Past and Future.

I.ondoa, July 17.—The pope is said to
have remarked as he saw the Italian
troops departing for the far East that
this was the first war since the crusades
in. which all nations had united to
make war for the Christian cause.

The allusion is more apt than felicit-
ous, for the struggle between the Fast
