The Verdiet a Surprise to
Many People.

THE JURY WERE UNANIMOUS.

A Decision Reached by Them as Soon as
They d Their B Bo-
tains His Nerve—Application Made’for &
New Trial,’

Philadelphia, Nov. 3.—Seats in the
Criminal Court were at a higher prem-
fum yesterday morning than at any
time since the Holmes trial began, The
geries of theatrical incidents which
crowded upon one another all week,
culminating in Friday’s climax, when
the defence resolved to go to the jury
without evidence, relying on the sup-
poged weakness of the Commonwealth's
case, had such an effect on the public
that before 7 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing there was a pushing, BSurging
crowd in the cortidors, walting and
hoping to gain entrance.

Contrary to all expectations, the
congensus of opinion on Friday and
yesterday morning seemed to be that
Holmes would be acquitted. Nine out
of every ten persons questioned on, the
subject, be they lawyers or laymen,
agreed that the murder of Pletzel had
not been brought home to him beyond
a reasonable doubt. Even bets were
being freely made on his acquittal.
When the jury filed into court a mo-
ment after ten o'clock yesterday morn-
ing they looked tired and unkempt,
and there was a perceptible growth of
beard on every cheek

At 10.15 o'clock Mr. Rotan, junior
coursel for the defence, came into
court, and asked Judge Arnold for a
few moments' indulgence, saying that
he had just received word from a
neighbouring drug store that his col-
league, Mr. Shoemaker, was ill there,
and he desired to join him. Mr. Rotan
himself showed the strain under which
he has laboured. Dark rings encircled
his eyes, and his face was pale. * He
returned a half hour later, and said
he had found Mr. Shoemaker under the
care of a physician, suffering from
complete nervons prostration. He call-
ed this to the attention of the court
in view of a point ntl*llnw regarding

the Commonwealth’s right to make the
clesing address to the jury, when the
defence presented no evidence. Mr.

Mr. Graham’s address was begun at
10.85 o'clock. He opened by referring
to the relief with which the jury must
contemplate the approaching end of
the trial.

As
the crier asks you, SO do I say, 'Stand
together, good men and true,’ I know
the courage required for your duty. I
ask you to stand as fmen, and if you
believe this man Is guilty, aye, though
it involve death, be true to your con-
science, and find a true and a just ver-
dict. I ask you, to do your duty as
men, even though it be repellant. To
face the issue, to face the duty, and
to acquit yourselves like men, If you
have a doubt.this man is entitled to
the benefit of it; but not such a doubt
as arises from the performance of an
unpleasant duty. 1 ask you to remem-
ber this testimony ; I ask you to re-
member that it is uncontradicted, un-
challenged, admitted. In the face of
that testimony there can be but one
conclusion—that this man is gullty in
the manner and form as e stands
indicted.” i

When court reconvened::there was
not an inch of space in the couri-room
cr the gallery above that ‘was not oc-
cupied, and the doors ‘were locked to
prevent the entrance of more. One of
the peculiar features of the trial has
been the number of society women pre-
gent to witness the proceedings, and
yesterday there were more than ever
before. In ‘ordinary murder trials
there are few, if any, women present.
The afternoon sessicn was begun_at
a quarter to three o'clock, when Mr.
Rotan, after a moment’'s conversation
with Holmes, began the argument for
the defence. He was Very pale, but
self-poseessed, and received admira~
tion for the pluck and endurance with
which he fcught practically single-
handed against the mighty force of
the Commonwealth's evidence, and the
ekill and experience of the district at-
torney. His colleague, Mr. Shoemaker,
who throughout has taken the inferior
part in the conduct of the case, was
absent on accotint of his iliness, and
Mr. Rotan was entirely alone. There
was a pathetic note in the way he
began. ‘‘ Gentlemen of the jury, there
{s probably no one in this court-room
who can fully appreciate the respon-
gitility that rests upon my shoulders.
Yet each of you have a much greater
responsibility.” He immediately en-
tered upon a discussion of the evi-
dence, and sald the defence plainly ad-
mitted that the body found in the Cal-
lowhill street house was that of Plet-
zel, and that he and Holmes had been
conspiring to defraud insurance com-
penies, and at the time of this occur-
rence had such a scheme on hand.
Trey also sdmitted, Mr, Rotan said,
the story of olmeg' wanderings
around the country with Mrs, Pletzel.
They had offered no defence because
of their confidence that the Common-
v ealth hal not made out its case, and
when the jury had analysed the evi-

Mr. Rotan concluded his address at
4.30 o'clock, and Judge Arnold charged
the jury. e n with the usual

Thus, at 5.40 o'clock in the after-
noon, flolmes’ fate passed into the
hands of the jury.

Hepry H. Holmes was' convicted of
murder in the first degree at 851
o’clock last night for killing Benjamin
¥. Pletzel. He coughed slightly when
he heard the worst. That was the
only sign. The jury retired to delib-
erate at 5.40 o'clock ig the afternoon.
According to one of their number,
they had reached their verdict before
the doors of their room closed upon
them. For hunger’s sake they ate
their supper first. Then they took a
ballot, and without hesitation every
man of the twelve answered * Guilty
of murder in the first degree.” But
however .atrocious the crime, however
fiendish the criminal, it is hard to
send a man to the gallows in one
minute’'s time. So, for decency’s sake,
they talked about the cése for a
seemly period, about an hour and a
half. Then word was sent into the
court that they had agreed. This was
at 8.15 o'clock. It took a half hour to
get the court in readiness to receive
the verdict. Such things are not done
too quickly. Holmes spoke to his
¢counsel, Rotan and Shoemaker, in the
cell-room before he was taken back
to Moyamensing prison. To them he
said:—'“I feel that this condemns me.
It was an unjust trial.” He would say
no more than that. Immediately after
the announceiment of the verdict, the
usual application for leave to file a
motion for a new trial was made. Dis-
trict Attorney Graham did not op-
pose the motion, and Judge Arnold
fixed the 18th of this month for &
hearing. The principal reason urged
will be lack of time for the prepara-
tion of the defence. Bhould a new
trial be refused, an appeal will be
taken to the Supreme Cqurt, and ar-
gument heard at its next sitting in
this city, January, 1806.

The man who was about to
hear his doom pronounced stood erect
in the dock, with the same death-like
pallor, which could grow no deeper, on
his face. ‘He stared at the Jjury
blankly, his hands clasped behind his
back. Once or twice he moistened his
lips with his tongue. There was no
other sign of agitation. Then from
the deep-volced court clerk came the
awful words:—'" Jurors, look upon the
prisoner; prigoner, look upon the
jurors. How say you, gentlemen of
the jury ? Do you find the prisoner
at the bar, Herman W. Mudgett, alias
H. H. Holmes, gullty of the murder
of Benjamin F. Pletzel, or not gullty ?"”
The condemning  syllables ~came
promptly from the foreman, ‘' Guilty
of murder in the first degree.”
“ Hem,” uttered Holmes, clearing his
throat, but his shrunken form never
trembled, his lips betrayed no emo-
tion, his marvellous nerve had not
forsaken him.

Then he slowly sat down, and
at the request of counsel, the jury
was polled. As each name was called
Holmes wrote it on the margin of a
newspaper in his hand, and the fingers
holding the pencil did not shake. The
verdict was formallv read by the
court. The motion for a new trial was
received, and after

F‘It costs no more to keep a horse fat than
ean and makes your credis better.

Fortunate is the farmer who has some
corn or other coarse grain Teft from last
year with which to begin the fattening of
his pork. The grain will be much more
effective in small amounts while the hogs
have arun at pasture than it will fed more
largely when the hogs are confined in the
open. One of the best feeds for hogs in
summer 18 peas. We know farmers who
grow an acre or bwo every year as feed for
their hogs,only havesting each fall engugh
to furnish s for next year. The pes is
a better feed for hogs inthe beginning of
fattening than corn is. It is a better pro-
portioned ratio for making growth and
frame, and for this reason it is mnore easily
digested. Any highly carbonaceous food,
like corn, is Hard to digest, and it should
never be fed exclusively. If a farmer has
not a patch of peas the next best sybstitute
is fine wheat middlings. These are always
cheap after harvest, and they will be
greedily eaten if mixed with water and
what milk can be spared. A very little
milk with wheat middlings will keep the
hogs growing when they have the benefit
of the pasture.

But the fact indicates also that there
is a lack of phosphate in the soll, which
makes what is grown on it deficient in
bone-making material. You will do well
to give your cows liberal messes of bran
mash or wheat fine middlings. This will
supply the phosghate which the pasture
probably lacks, and if fed to cows at pas-
ture it will check the deterioriation of the
land. It the pasture fleld can be plowed it
will pay to manure it liberally and grow
one or two hoed crops. Then it can be re-
seeded, and with thf ney feeding ean be
given a heavy dpessing of superphosphate.
You will find that the richer the land is
made with minezal manures the sweeter
the will he, cows feeding on the fer-
tilized sceding close fo the ground, while
the grass that has no mineral fertilizer will
be allowed to grow large, and not be touch-
ed even then. This ig true also where
fully-decomposed stable manure is used as
a fertilizer ; but fresh stabie manure makes
a rank growth that will not be eaten.

How to Remove Tattoo Marks.

The example of the Duke of York, the
future king of England, who has had
some elaborate designs tattooed on his
arm, is said to have set the English aris-
tooracy wild, and tattooing has become
the rage. On the other hand, there are
many people who have submitted them-
selves to this needle and ink decoration,
who have outlived their pride in it, and
who fecl rather ashamed of what they
formerly looked upon as a distinction.
For the benefit of such a medical corres-
pondent tolls how tattoo marks may bero-
moved. Th: marks are painted over with
a concentrated solution of tanning. After-
wards, by means of fine needles, a series
of pickings is made over the tattooed de
sign, and over the surface thus picked is
passed a stiok of nitrate of silver. At the
end of a few minutes the black picking
previously made become detached, and
the superficial layers of skin are charged
with a tannate of silver, In order that
the process may be perfectly successful,
this surface must be powdered with tan-
nin for two or ‘three days. At the end of
that time, the inflammatory action has
almost subsided, and the picked parts
turn black, forming a thin crust, very
adherent to the decper skin, but painless
In fourteen or fiftocn days the scab falls
off, and in its place is seen a superficial
