WHY TOAST IS DIGESTIBLE.

Chemical Changes Make it Palatable
and Increase Salivary Secrevions.

It is the opinion of physicians gener-
ully, and they seem to have imbued the
general public with a like notion, that
wasted bread is much more easily di-
tested than that cut fresh from the loaf.
Jome are inclined to be skeptical in the
mtter, however. The doctor, if asked,
will probably state that the increased
ligestibility is due both to a physical
wtnd chemical change produced by the
fasting process, which results in a
sransformation of the carbohydrates in-
;0 more readily svluble forms.

A writer mn a government report on
she subject gives the results of a series
of analysis showing the changes that he
found in bread produced toasting at
}ﬂ'erent temperatures. For instance,

ead heated for one hour at 212 degrees
Fahrenheit, lost about 34 per cent. of
weight, and contained 12 per cent, of ma-
lerial soluble in water. Light-colored,
yellow toast, made at about 300 degrees
Fahrenheit, was practically of the same
tomposition. Brown toast, made at 338
legrees Fahrenheit, had 1 per cent. less
moisture, but the soluble cbntent in-
weased to 26 per cent., while dark-brown
loast, made at a slightly higher tempera-
ture, had a slightly less soluble content,
wnd brown toast made by the usual
rousehold method—that is, at about 329
legrees Fahrenheit—contained only 22
ver cent. of soluble material..

The doctors’ contention is, therefore,
sonfirmed to a certain extent by the re-
jults of these experiments, but it is prob-
ible, according to the conclusions of the
wuthor, that the increased digestibility
sf toast is to be accounted for rather on
the supposition that its agreeable flavor
stimulates the digestive secretions and
yossibly its physical condition insures the
jetter masgication. The increase in
fhe solubil®y of the carbohydrates is
1ot relatively great tvhen made by the
srdinary household method, since this
»nly affects the outside—that is, pene-
trating to a very small fraction of an

Ambassador, as a plete and
not altogether pleasant surprise to the
English press and public. It was against
just such an agreement that the Specta-
tor and other powerful organs urged
the Government prior to King Edward’s
visit to Emperor William at Kiel. By the
papers which echoed that warning the
news of the signing of the arbitration
treaty is swallowed either with palpable
dislike or with ill -concealed disappoint-
ment.

The only whole-souled appreciation
comes, curiously enough, from Opposi-
tion papers.

The Daily News, the Government’s
most bitter opponent, warmly congratu-
lates King Edward upon his latest
achievement. The Liberal Daily Chroni-
cle and the Morning Leader follows suit,
while such a staunch mouthpiece of the
Government as the Daily Telegraph de-
votes half of its editorial on this subject
to expression of the belief that the
Anglo-German treaty cannot = compare
in importance with the convention con-
cluded with France. These expressions
are used with much effect in the editor-
ials of the Government organs, in order
to offset the fear, not expressed by the
Morning Post, that the French public
may entertain, in view of the present de-
velopment, grave doubts of British sin-
cerity in the recent Cambon-Lansdowne
treaty.

The Daily Telegraph, undoubtedly voic-
ing official opinion here, says Bismarck’s
principle of “toujours|{en vedette” will
still remain a necessary motto at Wil-
helmstrasse, but it must remain the vital
idea under all eircumstances of our own
admiralty.

The Standard, while not taking the
treaty as an outcome of King Edward’s
visit to Kiel, says that it is an appro-
priate sequel to that meeting. With a
few such sentences, -the Standard pro-
ceeds to dilate on the stability and ad-
vantages of the Anglo-French entente.

The Times, somewhat strangely, makes
no comment on the Anglo-German treaty.

Scope of Treaty.

Berlin, July 18.—T.he Anglo-German
agreement signed in London vesterday,
does not aply to the larger political dif-
forences that may arise, but is confined
to legal questions, like the interpretation
of treaties. It is substantially identical
with the arbitration arrangements which
Great Britain has made with other coun-
trfes. The present agreement is not the
outgrowth of political festivities.

Negotiations on the subject have been
in progress for some time.

Chicago, July 18.—With no sign of
weakemng on either side, the only ray
of hope in the butchers’ strike situation
to-day was ine possibility that arbitra-
tion may intervene to ~revent a labor
war fraught with suffering and privation
to the strikers and heavy loss to the
packers. Nor is the effect of the strike
confined to thc_employeei and packers,
nor to the nine cities where the fight
will be contested. The consuming public
will bear a large share of the burden in
higher prices for meats. Reports already
have come from various cities that prices
of the product have been raised. This
advance was said to be but a forerunner
of others if the eonflict continued long.
[n addition to the 50,000 employees al-
ready on strike, upwards of 30.000 more
are involved indirectly, and most of
them probably will be made. idle before
to-nigiue. In addition to the tying up
of the slaughtering departments of all
the plants, the strike affects branch in-
dustries, in which sueh articles as but-
terine, soaps, buttons, eombs, are manu-
factured. The canning departments,
where beans, soups, and all kinds of
meats.are put up, are also hit hard, the
union employese having gone out in a
body.

Forty thousand persons, approximate-
ly, find employment in the big pdeking
houses in Chicago, and this number al-
ready has been reduced one-half. The
effect of the strike upon the mechanical
and other departments, it is declared,
will increase this army of unemployed
in Chicago before the enu of the week
to mearly 35,000. Arbitration is looked
upon as the only means to avert a pro-
Jonged strike. The strikers declare that
they will be willing to consider any rea-
sonable proposition submitted from the
sther side.

The detail of police at the stock yards
has been increased in number, and all
night the officers patrolled the atrike dis-
trict and the streets aaacent to the
yards in pairs. There was considerable
speculation as to whether the packing
house teamsters would go out on a sym-
pathetic strike.

of 104,078,536 tons.

The total casualties were 86,393, of
which 9,840 represented the mnumber
of persons killed, and 76,553 those in-
jured.

SPRAY POTATOES NOW

Farmers continue to lose hundreds
of bushels of potatoes every yesr from
blight and rot which might be saved by
spraying the vines with Bordeaux mix-
ture. The results obtained at the Cen-

tral Experimental Farm and elsewher+
bave proved over and over agein how !

well it pays to spray, but comparativelv
few farmers spray their potatoes for
the prevention of rot yet. At Ottawa
one varicty that was sprayed yielde!
at the rate of 201 bushels more per
acre than the same;variety unsprayed,
and taking the average of 11 varieties
there was an increase of 120 bushels
per acre. The formula used is 6 Ibn.

CHURCHES'AND OUTLAWS.

Anelent Laws That Gave Shelter and
Proteetion to Criminals,

In early times, when life and prop-
erty were accounted cheap upless de-
fended sword m hand, the church of-
fered shelter and sanctuary to those
who had occasion to fear the arm of
the law. In the middle ages whoever
crossed the threshold of a church was
considered under divine pretection and
could mot be arrested, while several
churches and cathedrals still preserve
the knockers used by those who had
fled thither for shelter and claimed ad-
mittance. In some buildings the fugi-
tivé from justice sat upon a chair er
stool, and the register of a church im
Durbam, England, covering & period
extending from the year 1464 to the
year 1624, included, besides other
erimes, 105 murders and homicides, in
which 283 persons seeking protection
were concerned. To attempt to violate
sanctuary by force was in those days
a very serious matter, and when the
outlaw decided to save his life by leav-
ing the realm he did so in the follow-
ing manner: “When a robber, murdere®
or other evil doer shall fly unto any
church upon his confession of felony
the coroner shall cause the abjuration
to be made thus: Let the felon be
brought to the ehurch door and there
be assigned unto him a port, near or
far off, and a time appointed to bhim to
go out of the realm, so that in going
towuduutporthourryaerulh
his hand, and that he go not out of the
king’s highway, neither on the right
hand nor on the left, but that he keep
it always until he shall be gone out of
the land, and that he shall not return
without special grace of our lord e
king.”

PERSONAL NOMENCLATURE.

Ancient Names and the Modern Sys-
tem of Surmames.

Neither Hebrews, Egyptians, Assyr-

ians, Babylonians, Persians nor Greeks [
| had surnames, and in the earliest peri |
| od of their history the same may be
| said of the Romans. In course of time,
however, every Roman citizen had
three names—the praenomen, Or per-
sonal name; the nomen, or name of the
gens or clan, and the cognomen, OF
family name, as Publius Cornelius Scip-
fo. Conquerors were occasionally com-
! plimented by the addition of a fourth
| name, or agnomen, commemorative of
i their conquest, as Publius Cornelius
| Seipio Africanus.

i It is impossible to state with any de-
gree of certainty when the moders
system of personal nomenclature be-
came general. It has been stated that
the practice of surnames began in Ner-
mandy and extended to England after
the Norman conquest, but a document
in the Cottonian MSS. quoted in Tur-
mer’s “History of the Angle-Saxons”
contains reference to Hwita Hatte, &
keeper of bees in Hathfelda; to Tate
Hatte, his daughter, mother of Wul-
sige the Shooter, and Lulle Hatte, sis-
ter of Wulsige. The date of these rec-
ords of the Hattes is mot to’be ascer-

tained, but they were certainly written 4

before the year 1066. Be far as anti-
quarians have been able te discover,
Hatte is the first surname whose exist-
ence can be traced in Ensgland. It is
mot improbable that the founder of the
Hatte family was so ealled because of !
some unusual or noticeable headgeet
that be was in the habit ef wearing.

The substance which contributes col-

yolk of the egg is of a similar nature
to that of the blood. It is easily as-
gimilated, and eggs are regarded as a |
suitable food for the anaemic person, '
as they present a concentrated and
generally easily digested form of nu-'
triment rich in iron. The iron com-
pound of the egg has, in fact, been
termed a “haematogen,” because it is
probable that from it the blood of the
chick is derived. The amount of iron
in the yolk of an egg would appear to
fncrease with the intensity of its color, |
and there can be little doubt that the |
maximum is reached in the richly col- |
ored yolk of the egg produced by a
fow] existing in healthy suroundings,
for then its processes of nutrition would |
be working under very favorable con-
ditions. As an article of diet, there-
fore, the egg should be judged not by
the color of its shell, but of the yolk,
which should be of a rich reddish rath-
er than of a pale yellow color.—Lancet.

GIRLS’ NEW. PROFESSION,

Employed in London Shops u'-rhﬂﬁ

What can a woman do to earn her
living? She can become a draper's
model, is the suggestion of one aue
thority.

‘“Unquestjonably a great deal of
the trouble concerning employment is
caused by the women themselves,”
he said to an Express representative
the other day.

“All domestic duties nowadays are
scorned as being beneath their dig*
nity. We cannot get domestic ser-
vants because the girls want to be
typists or clerks. Good cooks are bes
coming as extinct as the Great Auk,
and the only housemaid’s place for
which there is any competition is &
housemaid’s place on the stage.

“Yet we are overburdened with
governesses—half trained, as a rule
—hospital nurses, typists, and clerks
who cannot get employment.

““A mew profession has been lur'

gested for girls who have had no
special training for any business or
professional work. All that it require
ed is a good figure, and the carriage
necessary to show eff beautiful
gowns.

“The profession is that of man-
nequin, or draper’s model. These girls
are employed by all large shops, and
are selected entirely on account
their beauty and shapeliness.

““Their duties consist solely of
walking up and down the long show=
rooms clad in all the most exquisite
models which the shops can produce
for the benefit of the ladies who wish
to purchase them.

“Those who have tried it state
that they find the life most profitable
and comfortable, and they have not
the slightest wish to change their
position for that of a governess ora
clerk.

“Unfortunately the demand for
such women is not large. But, after
all, perhaps it is nearly as large as
the supply, considering how very few
women are perfectly formed nowa~
days.”

How London Grews.
A striking example of the rapid

way in which what is known as the

extra metropolitan area is ever ex-
tending is furnished in a return which
has just been jssued in relation te
East Ham. But a few years ago—
15 or 20 at the most—it was little
more than a fairly large village with
a population of a few thousands
only. It had ne electric trams, no
municipal buildings worthy the name,
and one might also say it had very
little else to distinguish itsell as &
community apart from anywhere else.
From the return just issued, how-
ever, it appears that the population
now exceeds 115,000, while a splen-
did municipal electric tram service
is in full working, a complete set of
municipal buildings has been erect=
ed, and, in short, it boasts all the
adjuncts for which ene looks in an
up-to-date modern community. When
one comes to look at the fact that
its population grows at the rate of
thousands per anmum it is mot sur-
prising to find that no less than 4.~
3871 men, living there are engaged in
the building trade, while there are
also 2,578 general laborers to be
found within its area.

Another significant sct of figures
are, that while last year's births
numbered 3,805, there are 747 per-
sons engaged im the furniture trade,
which prompts one to speculate as
to whether the furniture trade and
the birth-rate are synonymous. It
only needs to be added that East
Ham evidently believe in looking
after the inner man, as under the
heading ‘‘food supply’’ the very re-
spectable number , of 1,826 persons
are employed. >

cash, while, in the instances where
the quarrel is fought to a finish, the
costs which appear in these returns
do not by any means include all that
the unhappy litigants had to defray.

But let us to figures. The judicial
statistics now being published apply
to the year 1902, when no fewer
than 1,410,484 procecdings were be-
gun, excluding all criminal aflairs.
This is a record, and should be set
against 1,358,587 for 1901. The sta-
tistics only refer to Fngland and
Wales, so that reckoning five to the
family, we discover the cheerful fact
that about one household in every
four has been so enlightened as to
appeal unto Caesar. The number of
cases heard .and determined was
472,041 in 1902, as compared with
456,242 in 1901.

It therefore scems clear enough
that we are as a people becoming
rapidly more litigious. Now this
may be due in some measure to the
legislation sanctioned year by Yyear,
in a Parliament which is largely
composed of lawyers who live by the
statutes they vote for. For in-
stance, the Education Acts have led
already to about 20,000 cases com-
Company law, in

which none of the parties are the
absolute owners of the property un-
der discussion, is also full of benevo-
lent obscurity.

Now the cost of all this quarreling
is not to be measured in pounds,
shillings and pence. No sum of mon-
ey adequately compensates for wor-
ry, for it is nevertheless significant
that the bill for 1902 rose to £1,-
561,975 10s. 7d

These actualities lend peculiar
point to the conviction, so ardently
pressed by the Society of Friends,
that it is wrong for the Christian to
go to law.

Its
pedigrees are a wonder of accuracy.
- Similarly, at each point of a pri-
vate negotiation, the true method
is first to deal fairly and secondly
| to deal in language which admits of
! only one, and that the intended
meaning.

Litigation is the ultimate outcome
of the friction caused by carelessness
| or overcharging. I have heard law-
_yers say that they spend most of
| their time persuading clients not to
: go into court, and such advice is al-
| ways the act of a friend. But, of
| course, if men and women are to
, get on without incurring the penalty
of the law, they must remember that
; there is no room in this world for
| lost tempers. Revenge always Costs
' dearly, and there are few more ex-
| pensive luxuries than spite. Whatever
‘may have been the limitations of
George Fox, his conceptions always
produced an atmosphere in which a
| petty temperament could bardly sur-
: vive.
| It must be assumed that this at-
tack upon the law court involves ei-
ther the extinction of the lawyer or
the abolition of law. The amateur
. will and testament is a very danger-
ous thing, and it would be well
| clearly to understand that many
documents can only be drafted by an
' expert. Indeed, it frequently happens
ithat two friendly parties are com-
| pelled to ask the court to decide up-
lon the meaning of some dubfous
| phrase upon which neither dare act
;without authorization. The solicitor
especially performs an indispensable
| function when he enters as a third
| party into the discussion of a trans-
|action and reduces to exact terms
i the real intention of his client. The
1very fact that such a process means
| the facing of all eventualities is of-
i ten sufficient to prevent an impru-
! dent step. Y
{ Lawyers are thus the best prevent-
ive of the litigation out of which
they chiefly make their fortunes. But
!there will always remain situations
! where competing rights or claims
! must be adjudicated. It is with per-
'sonal as with international aflairs—
we must sometimes go either to war
or to The Hague. Now, in every such
case, there is to be found an equit~
able solution, if such solution is the
real aim of the rivals. And in nine
cases out of ten it is cheapest for
| both sides to agree to the compro-
| mise. Conciliation never yet ruined
i anyone; and by conciliation I do not
in this connection mean arbitration
| —which I am told is not so eflective
at law as it is in politics.

One may add also that these re-
marks hardly apply to litigation in
the divorce court, which is rapidly
increasing, and can only be reduced
by improving the morale of the na-
tion as a whole. Nor have I spoken
of the cases which involve public au-
thorities and vast institutions like
railways. Here unfriendlincss does
enter, and an open court is almost
the only way of arriving at the
truth. A good deal of law has after
all to be made by the judges.—Lon-

St. Petersburg cable : The rumor
of the Japanese disaster at Port Arthur
Jbrought a large number of enquiries to
|the offices of the general staff. The at-
‘titude of the officials there did not tend
‘to encourage belief in the report, and
Iimpréssed many persons with the fear
that the fall of Port Arthur is immin-
ent, and that the story of a disaster
had been launched to mitigate the effect
of anticipated loss of the fortress. It
is reported that the staff has received
.a despatch from Gen. Stoessel, com-
manding the Port Arthur garrison.
stating definitely that the prospect of
the place holding out has been mater-
jally lessened since the Japanese
mounted heavy guns on Taku Moun-
tain, which rcduces the sheltered area
of the harbor by nine-tenths.

The tenure of important surrounding
forts is also rendered impossible.

Gen. Stoessel dwells particularly upon
his unrealized expectation of relief
from Gen, Kouropatkin.. .

A rumor is current this evening that
Port Arthur has fallen, but this is not
confirmed. There is no reason to be-
lieve that the fortress has been can-
tured, but ~ublic opinion regarding its
impregnability is changing perceptibly,
Military  officers, on the other hand,
ridicule the report.

CZAR NOT A PUPPET.,

He gﬂ Personally Responsible for the
/ War.

London cable: A remarkable arti-
cle in the Quarterly Review, entitled
“The Czar,” attracts much attention,
owing to the status of that maga-
zine. The editor announces that it
was written by 2 Russian official
of high rank. He indicts the Czar as
being personally responsible for the
war and for the general state of Rus-
sia, controverting the idea that Nicho-
las is a puppet in the hands of the
bureaucracy. He declares that since
His Majesty was hypnotized hy Poble-
donostzell, procurator of the Holy
Synod he imagines himself to be the
Siav Messiah. He is filled with a spirit
of self-exaltation, and regards himself
as the centre of the world. the peace-
maker of mankind. and the torch-bearer
of civilization to the yellow and other
barbarous races. e meddles continu-
ously and directly in everv state affair,
domestic and  foreien. thwarting the
course of instice and impoverishing his
subjects. Te boasts of his fervent love
of peace, vet has plunged his tax-bur-
dened people into the horrors of a san-
guinary and necdless war. Self-com-
placent and fickle. he changes his fav-
orvites in his fitful moods, insists upon
Jhaving his own way, and dismisses any
Minister opposing him. Tt was beeause
M. Witte reminded him of his promise
to evacuate Manchuria that he was dis-
missed.  Ofher Ministers implored him
to evacnate Manchuria to preserve the
peace of the world. but he replied: “T
<hall keep peace and mv own counsel,
too.” When the Grand Duke hinted at
ihe possibility of war. he replied:
“Teave that to me. Japan will never
ficht. Mv reion  shall be an era of
peace.” The writer avows himself to
be a monarchist, opposed to Nihilism,
Socialism, and all revolutionary ten-
dencies.

REPORT FROM SAKHAROFF.
A Persistent Advance of the Japanese
Armies.

A St. Petersburg cable: The general
swaff has received a despatch from Gen.
Sakharoff, dated July 12, reporting that
the Japanese on July 10 commenced to
construct field works on the heights be-
¢ween the railroad line and the road
from Kaichou to Tatchekiao. Japanecse
outposts were observed July 11 between

St. Petersburg cable:  Steadily and
cautiously Gen. Oku’s army from the
south, and Gen. Nodzu’s army from the
east, are closing upon Tatchekiao, where
Gen. Kouropatkin is reported to be en-
trenching. One hundred and thirty thou-
sand men are involved in the movement.
The next few days will determine whe-
ther and to what extent Gen. Kouropat-
kin intends to make a stand at Tatche-
kiao, the possession o1 which by the
Japanese would compel the immediate
evacuation of New-Chwang.

The outposts of the armies are
scarcely 15 miles apart. The slowness
of the advance is apparently due to the
natural difficulties in the wav of a rapid
movement of the Japanes castern flank-
ing columns.

THE RUSSIAN SORTIE.

Admiral Togo Reports That One Cruiser

; Was Crippled.

Togio cable: Admiral Togo re-
{ porting on the Russian sortie from Port
Arthur on July 9, states that the Jap-
anese torpedo-boat destroyer  which
signaled the enemy’s presence, attack-
ed. The Novik appeared to be - crip-
pled. The Bayan steamed ahead, en-
gaging the Japanese destroyers, which
retired. Dbut four Japanese eruisers
speedily arrived and assisted in the at-
tack. They impeded the Russian steam-
ers that were dragging for mines. One
of the Russian warships, keeping in-
shore under the batteries. crept nearly
to Lung Wang Tung, probably mean-
ing to support the forts that were
meeting a land attack. The remainder
of “the report repeats the previous ac-
counts of the sortic. According to un-
official accounts, the boom at the en-
trance to Port Arthur is formed of
logs, with their ends outward. They
are joined by three cables. The Rus-
sinns are able to anchor in decp water
beyond the boom.

London cable: ‘The Tokio corres-
pondent of the Times says that General
Koul‘olmtkin's strategy at Kaiping is
much discussed by military officers in
Japan, where his original intention is
interpreted as having been to crush the
three Japanese armies in detail, first
striking Gen. OKu’s corps, then the Ta-
kushan foree, after which ‘he would find
himself on Gen. Kuroki’s left flank, but
his action at Kaiping was wholly devoid
of offensive initiative, especially on the
last day, when the main armies were en-
gaged.

The
army is divided into two columns, which
adyanced against the Russians, When
the first column approached Chikuanch-
ing the Rusians retreated southward
through the valley, but at five o’clock
in the evening they took up a position
on the heights west of Chou-Chia-Chang.
The Russians were dislodged at' dusk,
when the second Japanese column ad-
vanced on the road toward Tongchia, re-
pulsing small bodies of the enemy en
route. They attacked the advance line
of the Russians near Siutanglaku. The
Russians were reinforced and compelled
the Japanese to withdraw, At dawn
on July 10 both columns attacked and
dislodged the Russians from the heights
west. of Sinchiaku. The Japanese pur-
sued them, and again attacked a strong
position held by the Russians at Siutehi-
kou. After a desperate fight the Jap-
anese occupied the position.

After occupying Kiachou, Gen. Oku’s
army on Sunday moved northward.
The Russians have strong defences at
Tapingshan, Niusenihan, Nangmatai,
Chinghishan, and camp ncar Kuochiapao.
General Oku will probably attack these
positions as soon as his troops are
rested.

In the fights of July 8 and 9 the Jap-
anese lost about 150 men. The Rus-
sian losses are believed to have been
heavier than the Japanese.

Chou have entrenched and are awaiting
reinforcements. Heavy firing has been
heard day and night, proving that the
Russians are making a stubborn resist-
ance.

Russian officers who come into New-
Chwang frequently from Ta Tche Kiao
say that place is well fortified. There
are only a few soldiers here. The gun-
boat Sivouteh is still in the River Liao,
and it is pelieved that she will resist
should the Japanese attempt to take
New-Chwang.

Ave Valnable—Controtting Soil Mots-
sSoll.

The cover crop system allows of surface

cultivation in the spring and early sum-
mer months.

Some Experiments—Experiments have
been made to ascertain the effects of
cover erops and cultivation on soil moist-
ure on the Central Experimental Farm
for several years. Thus, May 6, 1001, we
found that there was 131 tons more
water per acre, to a depth of 14 inches,
in cultivated soil than in the &djofinilng

lot carrying a vigorous growth of clo-
ger. ’I‘hfsl gle.tn:lgghat the latter soil
contained one-half the water in the culti-
vated soil. But grass sod is more ex-
haustive than clover sod. In 1902, from
May to July, trials every two weeks
showed that the soil in sod contained
from 50 to 100 per cent. less waber than
adjoining soil in cultivation—the differ-
ence being at times over 200 tons per
acre. The drought in the early part of
1903 emphasized these facts and showed

most markedly the value of cultivation.

In the autumn, on the other hand, it
is desirable that the water supply should
be diminished, so that vegetable growth
should be checked,and the wood given an
opportunity' to ripen before the winter
sets in. Thia is readily brought about
by sowing the clover crop in June or
early part of July. J

Legumes for Improvement of Sofls—
The improvement of soils by the growth
of clover or some other legume is effect-
ed by the addition of humus and nitro-

en. Experiments go to show that by
%his means the soil can be enriched to
the extent of 100 pounds or more of nit-
rogen per acre—this nitrogen being ap-
propriated from the atmosphere by the
plant through the agency o certain bac-

teria that reside in the clover roots. It -

seems more than probable that a good
crop of clover turned under will enrich
the eoil to an extent equal to an appli-
cation of ten tons of ordinary barnyard
manure. Not only is that valuable and
necessary plant food, nitrogen, furnished
cheaply by this means, but humus-form-
ing material is added in large quantities,
and this by its partial decay is parti-
cularly important in ameliorating. the
rhysical condition of the scil. And, last-
y, the mineral matter s ed up in the
clover crop is finally set free in forms
readily assimilable by the roots of the
orchard trees.”
