A short time ago he planned to marry 
her to Prince William, heir to the 
Luxemburg throne, hoping thereby to 
gain eventually pomemlon of the 
Duchy and its fine strategic posi­
tion. from which an entrance could 
lie effected into Belgium In case 
of war with France. The prince 
is such an utterly abandoned libertine 
and gnnhler, however, that the Em­
press Frederick refused to sanction the 
sacrifice of her daughter.
