It is reported that on Ae sixteenth inst., 

General Gordon made a sortie from Khar­
toum with 3.UOO man; twe guns, and a 
squadron of Bashi Razorka cavalry, accom­
panied by 3 steamers on the river- The 
rebels were, engftwjttr* “

_____ , .. also fled in
great disorder. General Gordon returned to 
Khartoum. Notwithstanding this check he 
declares Khartoum quite safe.

On nearing the rebels Gordon drew up his 
troops in the form of a square, in which they 
were kept until attacked by the enemy, 
when the Egyptians turned 'hnd fled. Two 
hundred of them were slaughtered and three 
;?uns lost. There are enough provisions at 
Khartoum to enable the toein to hold out 
until winter. y

After the engagement near Halifayeh the 
rebels pursued the Egyptians two miles. The 
confusion was fearful The Egyptians snd 
Bashi-Bazouks kept shouting that the Gener­
als had betrayed them. The wounded re­
ceived no attention for several hours. The 
troops bad been clamouring for three weeks to 
meet the enemy. Early ip the encounter the 
Egyptian* were successful, and the enemy 
were in full retreat when their cavalry made 
a dashing charge.

Prance and Madagascar.
A Paris despatch, states that in the Cham­

ber of Deputies M. Ferry, in explaining 
and defending the Government’s policy in 
Madagascar, said The delegates of the 
Hovas, with whom negotiations were being 
conducted, left Paris sudfikniy without pay­
ing their hotel bills j nst when an agreement 
seemed imminent. It it hoped that the 
negotiations which have been resumed will 
result in a treaty which ihail guarantee the

El Mehdi’s position is critical. His troops 
and the inhabitants are excited against him, 
and his fall is daily expected. A plot ii 
pending to murder him and the members of 
his council.

A Khartoum despatch says :—“We are 
daily expecting the arrival of British troops. 
We cannot believe the Government will 
abandon ns. Onr very existence depends 
npon Great Britain.’’

There is a rumour current at Cairo that 
Gordon surrendered Khartoum some days 
ago to a sheikh representing El Mehdi, and 
three days after he and his secretary. Colonel 
Stewart, were arrested and imprisoned.

The inhabitants of Khartoum still remain 
staunch to Gordon. One Arab has lent Gor­
don £1,000 as his treasury is empty. Another 
has equipped 200 blacks for Gordon’s service. 
Two black Pashas have been arrested for 
charging into the ranks of their own troops 
and allowing the enemy to enter the gap thus 
made.

King John of Abyssinia offers the services 
of from eight to ten thousand Abyssinians, 
on condition that the English guarantee an 
allowance of two shillings daily each man 
and the cession of two ports to Abyssinia. If 
England agrees to these terms, the Abyssin­
ians will attack El Mehdi and relieve Kassala.
. Advices from Gordon under date March 

23rd confirm the report of the execution of 
the two black pashas. Ample supplies were 
arriving at Khartoum from the White Nile 
country. The rebels at Haifiyeh were in 
want of food. Two emissaries from El Mehdi 
had arrived at Khartoum wifti drawn swords, 
and declared that El Mehdi dgl not recognize 
his appointment as Sultan of Kordofan. El 
Mehdi advised Gordon to beoome a Moham 
medan.

Gordon, before his sortie on the 16th of 
March sent a proclamation to the rebel 
Sheikha saying, “Come to me without fear, 
as I have come to yon in all confidence, 
came not to fight, but alone, with the help 
of God, and God is witn me." The Sheikhs 
reply :—“We have read your letter. 
You say you are with God, if you are with 
God you are with us. If you are not with us, 
then God is against thee, and we shall do with 
thee as we did with Hicks Pasha. Other ad­
vices from Berber say the Arabs are exas­
perated against Gordon, as his present 
action contradicts preceding proclamations.

Fearful Explosion In a Dynamite Factory.
Thompson s Point, N.J., March 29.—The 

nitro-glyceriae house oi the Reoauno Chemi­
cal Works exploded this morning. Among 
the killed are supposed to be Lamot Dupont, 
vice-president of the oompany'; W. N. Hill, 
snperintendeot ; Norcross, compounder of 
dynamite, aad others., A tug has gone to 
Cnee ter. Pa., for surgeons. The latest report 
ie that seven- men were blown an, 'most of 
whom were killed. The works are among the 
largest dynamite manufacturing house» ot 
the country, and were operated largely by 
the Dnponte, of Delaware.

The explosion is supposed to have been 
caused by too much heat being generated by 
nitric acid. This supposition is based on the 
fact that six occupants of the building were 
seen to rash for the door, and were jammed 
in the passage when the exnlosion occurred. 
The men were instantly killed, their bones 
broken and twisted, and their heads erusbed 
in a frightful manner. A New York merchant 
is supposed to be one of the victims.

A workman standing ob some trestlework 
not more than 100 feet from the building 
when it blew up, was thrown several feet 
into a field, several large stones alighting ail 
around him. He says he saw men rushing 
to the door, and heard the report Norcross 
had said during the morning be did not like 
the way the dynamite had been working, 
and that he could not keep the heat down. 
The surgeons who went over from Chester 
were of little service. Nothing remains of 
the building, which was a two-storey frame 
structure. An excavation sufficient to bury 
a good-sized house has been made in the 
ground where the building stood, and the 
houses for half a mile around are badly shat­
tered. It is uqderstood that the strange gen-

In the Honse of Commons on Friday Albert 
Fell, Conservative, moved a resolution in fa­
vour of relief from local taxation.

Differences Between the Two 
Party Leaders.

London, April 1,—The Irish party are 
considerably exercised at the growing differ­
ences between the two leaders, Mr. Parnell 
and Mr. Michael Davitt. They are especially 
at variance in their ideas regarding the man­
ner of conducting the coming election cam-
Çiign. Just at present Mr. Davitt and Mr.

imothy Harrington, M.P., are indulging in 
a bitter controversy concerning the organiza­
tion of the campaign. Mr. Davitt urges 
freedom in the selection of the candidates by 
the constituents, while Mr. Harrington in­
sists that it is necessary for the parliamen­
tary party to have a voice in their selec­
tion. Still farther divergence is dis­
closed . in an article by Mi. Davitt 
which appears in the April number of the 
Socialist magazine. To-day. The editor of 
the magazine describes the article as “a de­
claration by an acknowledged champion of 
the Irish people that the quiescence of .the 
Parnellite party in Parliament will not grè­
vent the immediate reopening of the agrarian 
agitation. ” Mr. Davitt proceeds to contend 
that the Land Act has done nothing to satisfy 
the real movers of the Land League agita­
tion. He declares that he and his followers 
will have nothing to do with any extension of 
the purchase clauses of the Act. He will not 
consent to the creation of a peasant proprie­
tary obtained by Government ' advances for 
the purpose of buying out the landlords’ in­
terest. Mr. Davitt’s plan is to abolish land­
lordism, root and branch, by having the 
tenants continue the processes which have al­
ready made the landlords' property nearly 
unsalable.

Dire Threats Mad* Against Superintend, 
ent Dwight,

SIXTH DAT.
Bfime farther stem were taken before the 

Police Magistrate Thursday sfternood in re­
gard to the conspiracy caw. It had been 
arranged that the court should assemble at 
half-past one so that McKim’s evidence might 
be read over to Him. In addition to this, 
however, Mr. H, P. Dwight, general manager 
ef the Great North-Western Telegraph Com­
pany, received a subpoena to attend and pro­
duce all th* telegrams sint by Messrs. Bunt­
ing and Wilkinson to Ottawa or received by 
them since the tond of January. Hon. Wm. 
Mtedougall, who is a director and legal ad­
viser of the O. N,-W. Co., had been attend­
ing a meeting in the etty on Wednesday, and 
at Mb- Dwight’s request he decided to remain 
over a day and accompany him to the Police 
Court. All the defendants were present, to­
gether with their ronneel.

On Mr. Dwight being rolled into the wit­
ness box,

Mr. Mukfht objected to any more evi­
dence being taken. One o( the counsel had 
gone away because it was distinctly under­
stood that the evidence was closed.

Hie Won*Kir admitted this, but he said 
his duty was to examine all the witnesses

DOMINION LAND ACT.
On motion to go into Committee of the 

Whole on the Dominion Lands Act of 1883 
amendment bill,

features in the present laws which are very 
arbinrajy and exceedingly difficult to meet. 
If any person having incurred great expense 
in selecting land, and after undergoing great 
hardehipe in its improvement, ebonld by some 
unforeseen misfortune, entirely beyond his 
control, be prevented from fulfilling the letter 
of the law in regard to residence, all his im­
provements were forfeited and three years 
of hardships and a great amount of expen­
diture go for nothing. The only remedy 
then open to toe settier to to re-pnrehaae 
the land at $2 an acre, twice the price paid 
by speculators. With regard to members 
of the same family being allowed to, 
live together, he thought it very 
desirable that young men not having relations 
sufficiently near should be allowed to live 
with friends or neighbours, provided toe 
regulations as to cultivation were carried out. 
He hoped the hon. Minister of the Interior 
would give this very careful consideration, as 
it would be great boon to the young set- 
tiers.

Mr. MACPHERSON said toe area to be 
brought annually under cultivation by the set­
tler is very small. It was the desire of him­
self and the Government to promote the inter­
ests of the bona fide settler to the greatest 
possible extent. No decision of an agent is 
final, and any complaint can always be refer­
red to headquarters.

In committee of the whole,
Mr. PLUMB did not see the necessity for 

enforcing the residence, provided all require­
ments aa to cultivation, which are very pro­
per, are satisfactorily complied with. . He 
strongly urged that young men should enjoy 
the great advantage of living with friends or 
neignbonre, thus avoiding some of the hard­
ships and expense ot living alone.

NORTH-WEST "DISCONTENT.
Mr. CAMERON (Huron), on motion to go 

into «apply, expressed regret that the Gov. 
emment had so far disregarded toe uneasy 
feeling existing in Manitoba, and had made 
very little attempt to m«fc toe demanda of 
that province. It could not, he thought, be 
denied that there was great discontent in 
the North-West on account of the Govern­
ment policy. For several years the people 
and Government of Manitoba had demanded 
a financial re-arrangement and the control 
of their own lands, and yet no satisfaction 
had been given to them. During the present 
session the Premier of Manitoba had visited 
the capital with a view of having these griev­

This fact and the strong language 
used at many of toe farmers’ end'citizens’ 
conventions demanded that the most serions 
consideration should be given to this ques­
tion, He moved in amendment that the 
House should compete the different com­
plaints and demands of Manitoba and the 
North-West Territories, with a view to de­
vice means for remedying anyWell-fonnded 
grievances, and of complying into the» rea­
sonable demands. ■

8» CHARLES TUPPER, who was re­
ceived with cheers, said I think if the hon. 
gentleman who has just taken his seat had 
been sincerely désirons to promote the inter­

Sir JOB* MACDONALD—In toe few 
words I have to say on this motion, I shall 
endeavour not to allude to the Washington 
treaty, lest we might be led into an inter­
minable disenction on a subject which has 
been discussed over and over again. I am 
quite satisfied with my position and the posi­
tion of the Government in respect to that 
question, and all.I would say in regard to it 
to that there was a feeling of disappointment, 
I am sore, throughout the country, when the 
notice for a termination of the fishery clauses 
of that treaty was given. I have no doubt 
that this country would have Oeen quite sat­
isfied if no aboh notice had been given, and 
if the arrangement which wee to last for ten 
years bad gone on without observation on 
either side. The only thing that would 
have remained would have been for a new 
arbitration to decide upon the value between 
the American and the Canadian fisheries for 
the next ten years.

do not knew why the hon. gentleman in in­

troducing and supporting this amendment 
should have laid before the House inch ela­
borate statistics on the subject of reciprocal 
trade between Canada and the United States. 
It is admitted by all that- we have a large 
trade with the United States rather than 
a small one, and I think we have done every­
thing in the past that we could to secure 
that desirable object, In the first place there 
was a renewal of the reciprocity treaty which 
was finally consummated in 1854, The merit

years, and we all regretted when the 
American», rather from a feeling of irritation 
against thd English Government than from 
any other cause, decided to cancel it It 
was no faolt-of Canada that the treaty was 
terminated. During the trouble which arose 
through the internecine wkr on-the other side 
of the line, Canada did everything she coaid 
in order to preserve friendly relations with the 
Northern States, and I can well remember the 
repeated statements of Mr, Seward, who was 
the presiding genius of the Northern States 
in those, days, that he wished the Mother 
Country had been as friendly in her actions 
towards the North as the Province of Canada 
of that time was. Then when tiie treaty was 
ended, Canada endeavoured by every possible 
means, by sending agents to act with the 
British Minister at Washington and by stir­
ring ep her Majesty’s Government to 
interest itself in the question, to bring 
about a renewal of a reciprocal treaty 
of some kind, -with the United States.

CENTRAL ONTARIO RAILWAY.
Mr. PLATT moved the Hmise into com­

mittee on the bill respecting the Central On­
tario railway. The bill gives the company 

grower to extend their line northward from its 
present terminus at the Wollaston mines to 
some point on the Canadian Pacific.

Ut. PLATT said MA» president of the 
Central Ontario railway waa quite willing to 
make an arrangement to this effect with the 
Midland as well as with the «Napanee and 
Tamworth road, but he objected to having 
such a provision in the hill, becauae it would 
make it more difficult to raise money to build 
the road.

NEWFOUNDLAND pi PORT DUTIES.

ONTARIO LAND IMPROVEMENT FUND

Sir LEONARD TILLEY, in answer to 
Mr. Hesson, said that, by the fifth* clause of 
the award of the arbitration appointed to ad­
just the debts of the Provinces of Upper and 
Lower Canada, it was declared that the 
Upper Canada Improvement fund, amongst 
other special or»trust funds, should be the 
property of and belong to Ontario. By the 
7th clause of the award it waa declared that 
from the Common school fund, as held on 
30th June, 1867, the earn of $124,685 should 
be taken* deducted and placed to the credit 
of the Upper Canada Improvement fund, 
that enm being the fourth part of the moneys 
received by the late Province of Canada be­
tween the 6th March, 1861, and 1st July, 
1867. In the accounts recently rendered to 
the two provinces, the said sum of $124,685 
jras credited ae on 30th Jane, 1867. Corres­
pondence was now taking place between the 
Ontario Government and the Finance De­
partment respecting the several accounts, and 
enquiries were being mqde as to the circum­
stances connected with to® prigm and distri­
bution of the fund in question, and it was 
expected that duringj recess a settlement 
would be arrived at or all accounts between 
the Province and the Dominion.

PROVINCE SUBSIDIES.
Sir LEONARD TILLEY gave notice that 

he would move the Hotoe into committee to­
morrow on his resolution with reference to 
provincial subsidies. In doing so he stated

ADULTERATION OF FOOD AND DRUGS.

The House reaolVed itself into committee 
on Hon. Mr. Çostigan’e resolution, providing 
for the remuneration of analysts appointed 
under tbe bill for prevention of the adultera­
tion of food and drugs.

The chief analyst would have 
his office in Ottawa, the other analysts would 
be located in varions cities.

r CHARLES TUPPER expÿined that 

the earning! of the road last year reached 
$2,970,912. This was aa increase of $291,658 
over the earnings of the preceding year, and 
of ne leas than $864,622 over the earnings 
of 1879-80. Last year 974,961 tons of freight 
were moved. This was an increase of 132,- 
000 tons over toe-previous year, and 409,037 
over the tons of freight moved- in 1879-80. 
The number of passengers carried last year 
was 878,600. Daring the tirerions year the 
number carried was 797,990. and in 1879-80, 
the number was only 681,483, There was 
an increase of 297,117 passengers between 
1879-80 and 1882-83.

The item passed.
On item $60,000 for geological survey, — 
Mr. HALL stated that a great .deal of 

money was expended in carrying on a geolo­
gical survey, bat the practical results, owing 
to the neagreness of the reports, were nut 
equal to the expense. The appropriation tvss 
none too large, for the work was important, 
bat there was an absence of fulness in the 
reports, and what reporta were pub­
lished were delayed. Such was the 
result of the investigation made by tbe 
Geological Committee of the House into the 
subject.

On item $775,479 for the Indians of 

Manitoba and the North-Weal,
Sir JOHN MACDONALD explained that 

there was a reduction of $24,000 in the an­
nuities. The payments, it had been found, 
had been too large. In fact there had 
been frauds, some Indians having presented 
themselves for the payment "of their 
annuities twioe. This kind of thing had 
been going on from thd first, but the Govern­
ment Was doing it* best to stop it The 
Indians, he was happy to report were with 
the exception of a few flying bands, keeping 
on their reserves north ot the Pacific railway 
They were peaceful and were advancing m 
agriculture, in which they were receiving 
instructions.

ENCOURAGING AGRICULTURE.

Report ot theDomialon Hones Committee— 
Wise Suggestions.

Ottawa, March 31.-The Agricultural 
Committee submitted their report this even- 
ing. They state that of the 336 answers to 
the questions they distributed throughout the 
oountrv, there were in favour of tbe estab­
lishment of an experimental farm, 278: 
against, 64, In favour of the appointment of 
an entomologist, 198; against, 117. In favour 
of the establishment of .» central bureau, 
236 ; against, 62. In favour of a section de­
voted to statistics, 211; against, 74. In 
favour of hand books and report* and the 
issue of bulletins, 255 ; against, 48. They 
make the following recommendations :—That 
the Government take into earnest and 
favourable consideration the advisability of 
establishing a bureau of, agriculture and aa 
experimental farm iu connection there­
with; that this bureau be formed in 
oonnectiiw with and under the super­
vision of the present Department of Agri­
culture, and that the objects aimed 
at in the establishment of each bureau and 
farm be as follows :—1. To conduct such ex- 
pertinents iu the introduction and culture of 
new variée*of seeds, plants, trees, etc., as 
will most efficiently aid in the advancement 
of Canadian agriculture and to institute ex­
periments with regard to the comparative 
value of fertilizer*, the proper testing of 
seeds as to vitality and parity, and tie 
healthy preservation and productive condi­
tions of plants and animals. 2. To make a 
careful investigation ipto the origin, distri­
bution, and

habits or INSECTS,
injurious and beneficial, and the contagious 
and other diseases to which animals and 
planta are subject, in order to. arrive at the 
best methods of destroying and counteracting 
them. 3, To study the qualities of the vari­
ous breeds 'of cattle and other domestic ani­
mals, witte the view of reporting on the best 
means of rffiproring them, of protecting them 
from parasites and epidemic diseases, of 
feeding them for tbe market, and on the 
treatment of milch cattle. 4. To initiate and 
carry out a comprehensive system of gather­
ing the latest and moat useful information, 
statistical and otherwise. 5. To publish and 
send to the press and the various agricultural 
and horticultural societies of the Dominion at 
different periods of the year bulletins, giving 
the results of trials made.on the experimental 
farm, and Whatever other information the 
bnrean may consider useful, either in the 
prevention of the ravages of insects or of 
contagions diseases among animals, or con­
cerning improved methods of onltnfto that 
have stood testa, or for the special advance­
ment of any line of agricultural pursuit.

NEWFOUNDLAND’S RETALIATION.
Importance of the Island Trade—A Depu­

tation Appointed to Coafar with the
Government.
Montreal, March 28.—At a meeting of 

merchants held at the Corn .Exchange here 
the question of retaliation on the part of the 
Newfoundland Legislature.for the Inspection 
of Pish Aot by tbe Dominion wa* disenwed.
A number of feeding wholesale merchant» 
gave their views, among them being Mr. 
Chas. H. Gould, who said he thought that 
if tbe present Aot on tbe part of New­
foundland were earned into effect it 
would amount to practical prohibition.

. Anyone acquainted with the difflcaltfep 
of the trade would know thin 
Canada ought not to turn it* back on a trade 
amounting to between two and three mil­
lions per , annum. He felt sure, however, 
that the good sense of the Dominion Govern­
ment would find some way out ot the diffi­
culty. Any act of the board tending to allay 
the irritation would be commendable, and he 
hoped the trade would in the end continue as 
friendly as in the past.

After several gentlemen had addressed the 
meeting it waa moved by Mr. Maoa» « 
seconded by Mr. Gould, and earned, “ That 
it to the opinion of this meeting “That if the 
bill passed by the Newfoundland Govern­
ment becomes law it will deatroy trade be­

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CONGESTION OF TR8 LITER.

The following paper on “ Congestion ot 
the Liver in Herses, Cattle and Sheep” 
was recently read befesu the ttadeata of the 
Ontario Veterinary College by Mr. R. M. 
Mason, of Mono Mills, Ont.

The horse is tie” susceptible to disease of 
the liver then any other domesticated ssimai. 
The reason why is perhaps not very well un­
derstood. It may be due to simplicity in living 
or climatic influence*.as diseases of this gland 
are mere prevalent in hot climates. I think 
the disease the organ is most eubjeet to is 
congestion. ‘Under this head three forms 
are included (I) Passive congestion of tits 
hepatic sad portal veine, arising from any­
thing that interferes with the circulation of 
the blood, such as disease of the heart. I» 
(Hart disease there la stagnation of the blood 
fa the vena cava and hepatic veins, and fa 
time this it propagated to the portal vein and 
the organ from which it taka* its origin. The 
liver then becomes distended with blood, end 
the congestion extends fa ell the veins of th# 
digestive system. In the same way consoli­
dation of the lunge by arresting circulation 
of the blood causes congestion of the liver 
and enteric vems^ and is one cense of diarh- 
bcea, which often accompanies the disease. 
The second form ot congestion is termed 
active, fa which the arterial capillaries are 
mostly involved. This form is fadaeed by 
feeding on food of o stimulating nature, 
given in large quantities, particularly fa bet 
weather or when Dm animal it not reoeiviag 
sufficient userais*. The third * 
of congestion i* that do* fa engorgement with 
biliary Secretion arising from obstruction of 
the deqti This may be caused by inflamma­
tion of the mucous membrane, or by parasite* 
abstracting the duct, and is seen associated 
with influenza.

Symptoms The symptoms are cot very 
plaia, end often difficulty it experienced in 
diagnosing this leaibn, and as is often 
proved by post-mortem appearances the gland 
may become diseased and the attack got rid 
of without any manifestation of eymptons du­
ring life. If the congestion be in connection 
with the Mood vessels the animal may show 
some of the following symptoms to e greeter 
or lest degree ; dolness. abdominal pain, dis­
ordered bowels, and oostiveneee and diarrhoea 
alternately. The animal will torn the head 
to the right side, the urine will be of a high 
brownish oelour. frecea clay- coloured and 
fetid, showing that the biliary secretion it 
impaired, resulting fa e yellowness of the 
visible muoons membranes. In the meantime 
the pulse will become quick and weak. The 
animal will «offer a good deal of pain but will 
generally maintain the standing posture.

If tbe congestion be in connection with thp 
biliary ducts the symptoms will be yellow­
ness of the mucous membranes, with an un­
natural appearance of the excretions end the 
symptoms of the epizootic, from whioh tbe 
animal suffers.

If the disease be produced by giving sn ex­
cess of nutritions diet the blood vessels first 
become involved, the diseaea afterwards ex­
tending to the surrounding tissues.

The treatment in snob a case would be to 
administer a purgative of aloes. The dose 
may vary from six to eight, or even ten 
drachma, according to tbe size and constitu­
tion of the animal.

A moderate abstraction of blood will also 
be attended with benefit. The amount te 
be taken may be determined by the nature of 
the pulse. Sulphate of sods or sulphate of 
magnesia may then be given in ounce doses, 
two or three times a day and may be conveni­
ently given fa the animal’s drinking water. 
A few tonics of gentian may now be given, 
and to guard against a reborn nee toe diet 
mast be restricted.

Ii the congestion be due te obstruction Of 
the bile dacte the treatment to be adoned ia 
to feed sparingly, and on food of a non-stimu­
lating nature with the free nee of salines.

Cattie also suffer from this disease, end, as 
fa horses, so I think in cattle the diagnosis is 
difficult, as the symptoms are rather obscure 
and in many cases it is not until after a 
post-mortem that the true sent of the disease 
it revealed. The symptôme are generally 
manifested by dalnees after s meal, and res­
piration somewhat laboured. There will be 
swelling on the right aide, which ia very pain- 
fuL

Constipation is also present, with occasion­
al periods of diarrhoea. The feces are dark- 
coloured and foetid, the muoons membranes 
of a green colour, the appetite, in some cases 
gone, bat m many cases where the symptoms 
are not aggravated it ii not ranch interfered 
with, and in each a case the disease might be 
easily overlooked.

The causes are much the same' as in tbe 
horse, namely a stimulating diet, end inade­
quate exercise. Standing in hented buildings 
will also have a tendency to prodnoe the dis­
ease.

The treatment consists fa giving a laxative 
or purgative, according as the ease indicates. 
Epsom or glanber salt Will do very well for 
the mrpose, and may be given in dotes vary­
ing from, half n pound to a pound and a 
halt

Change of diet will be ee essential as medi­
cinal remedies, also pare air and moderate 
exercise.

The liver of the sheep is a bulky organ. 
Its weight is about one-fiftieth that of the .car-, 
case. It is partly separated into divisions ot' 
lobes, and is principally situated toward 
the right aide. Its office, like that of other 
animals, it to separate bile from tbe venous 
blood, that whioh has circulated through a 
great portion of the body and it on its way to 
the iungs to be repnrified. It is called a gland, 
and by some authors is compared to a sieve or 
filter haring only the power of separating a 
peculiar substance from the blood. It is sup­
plied with ertenal i lood for its owp nourish­
ment, it*» functional supply being venous 
blhod, whioh is supplied by the vena port*.

The secretion of bile is said to be frem three 
to five pounds daring twenty-four hoars. 
Sheep are more subject to disease of this 
organ .than any other order of the lower 
animale. The reason why this ehenld be the 
case ia perhaps fa » great measure doe to the. 
greater proportionate development of the 
structure and the access of secretion from it 
Inflammation and rot, I think, are toe most 
common es well ee tbe most fatal diseases 
toe gland it subject to, whioh I think ire 
generally preceded or associated with con- 
gestion.

Congestion of the liver in sheep ia generally 
brought about in the same manner as that of 
other animals. Namely a stimulating d*t 
with insufficient exercise. For instance the 
varions cakes, together with peas or oats 
given in over-ebundenoe, will (office to set aft 
the disease.

This is sometimes well exemplified fa feed­
ing sheep for market, when it will i.e noticed 
that they become affected with coagestion 
and softening of the organ.

The liver of the sheep is liable to become 
congested or overloaded with bile ; at it* is a 
frequent habitation for parasites, as they have 
a tendency to become lodged in the bile docte 
and in this way cease an irritation of the 
mucous membrane of the duct, forcing it to 
become awollen. The parasites themselves 
obstruct tbe dnet, also causing an impedi­
ment to the flow of bile.

A detailed course of lymptoms is ones lied 
far, as they ere somewhat analogous to those 
noticed in settle but ere not to well marked, 
as in some instances there are no noticeable 
symptoms until shortly before death. Ooci- 
jji.nally the following symptoms are noticed : 
The animal hang* hi* head and becomes die- 
piritad ; the appetite is impaired or may be to­
tally gone ; an unnatural hearing at the flask, 
an unwillingness to mbve ; a slight tenderness 
oft the ngnt side ever the region of the liver, 
fcnd She bowel* may be costive, with alter­
nations of diarrhœ*. The mooous membrane 
will be of a yellow colour, best seen ia oon- 
nection with tbe eye. Once the disease be- 
m"îeeJnllyL de“el°Pr1 treatment has hot 
little effect, bat if noticed in time amongst a

The Manitoba railroad has completed ar* 

rangement* fa* carry fag freight from Eastern 
Canada to Manitoba without breaking bulk.

The dominion Government has entered

The Grand Trunk Railway Company are 
preparing to build a* iron bridge over the 
river Sydenham at Strathroy next summer, 
the frame straetore now standing being con­
sidered unsafe.

Notice vu given to the junior conductors 
on the Grand Trunk railway yesterday that 
they would ha vs fa do brakesmen's duty in 
future. In conaequeoee of this the myxrber 
of brakesmen has bee* reduced by the dis­
missal of several new men. This redaction 
has been made in consequence of the falling 
off of traffic during the «leek season.

During the month of February there were 
110 railway accidents, in which 22 persons 
were killed and 160 injured. As compared 
with the corresponding month of 1883, there 
wee a decrease of seventy-four eeoidente, of 
tuirty-nfae killed aad thirty-tig injured. 
The two months of the current yeas to the 

February show a fatal of 257 accidents, 
<8 killed, end 390 injured. This is a monthly 
average of 129 accidents, 39 kiUed, and 105 
hurt, February being considerably below the 
average.

The fastest railroad speed on record is re­
tailed to mind by a correspondent of The 
Engineer, who sends that journal a card, 
which has been preserved since 1848, ou 
which is printed r—“The Great Wester* 
railway broad-gaagejengine, “Greet Britain, ’ 
accomplished tbe fastest journey on record, 
viz., (rom Paddington to Dideot, 53* miles, 
in 47 minute*. The train was the £l6 ex­
press to Bristol, and consisted of four ear- 
nages and vans, and was driven on May 11, 
1848. by J. Michael Almond, driver ; Richard 
Denham, fireman.”

Do LOW Tam para tores Prodnoe Colds T
Dr. Felix L. Oswald. <» Popular Science 

Monthly.
No man can freeze himself into n catarrh. 

In cold weather the hospitals of our North» rn 
cities sometimes receive patients with both 
feet and both hands frozen, with frost-bitten 
ears and frost-tore eye*, but without a trace 
of a cstarrnal affection. Duck-hunters may 
wade ell day fa" a frozen swamp without 
affecting the funetiontl of their respiratory 
organs. Icegmtter* not rarely come in for 
an involuntary plunge-hath, and are obliged 
to let their Clothes dry on tneir backs ; it 
may result in a bowel complaint, bat no 
catarrh. Prolonged exposure to n cold storm 
may m rare cases induce a true pleural fever, 
a very troublesome affection, but as different 
from a “ cold” ee a headache is from a tooth- 
ache—the upper air passages remain un­
affected. Sudden transition from beat to 
cold dqee not change the result. In winter the 
“paliers” of n rolling mill have often to pass 
ten times an hour from the immediate 
neighbourhood of a furnace to the chili 
draught of the open air : their skin becomes 
as rough as an armadillo's, their hair becomes 
grizzly or lead-covered, bnt no catarrh.

Inflammation, without applying it to some 
distinctive pffi-t, is rather a vague term. If 
your horse has been throwing himself on the 
ground with violence, a result ef sente inter­
nal pain, the sores referred to may have arisen 
from snob injuries. Not knowing the cause 
we can only recommend the application of 
some mild lotion, such as sulphate .of zinc, 
twe drachms, and water one pint ; and a 
daily fomentation of the sores with tepid 
watkr. _____

GIRDLED TREES.
Holloway.—I have a young orchard which 

has been set out four years and ta growing 
nicely. This winter I had it pruned, and the 

■ mice have stripped the bark almost entirely eff 
.most of the trees; from one to three feet I 
think the branches lying on the snow attracted 
them to the trees. What would yen recom­
mend dolhir -vita them 11 was thinking ot paint­
ing them with some kind of paint

If the fresh surface of the wood—that ia 
the portion stripped of its bark—has not 
been much injured, Ranking with suitable 
earth may save the trees. A much better 
plan is to conneet the two separated portions 
of the bark by inserted twigs. The wor^ 
should be performed after spring opens, of 
about the usual grafting time. To begin 
with; the operator should scrape Way 
enough earth to get at the bark, beRht 4M 
girdled portion, and thro, with the aid WFi 
narrow cirtael, make a cat in the tree -skint 
an inch deep, driving the chisel in with a 
martlet or hammer. Repest this above the 
girdled part, and make in all eight cute, four 
on each side of the injured bark. Then take 
tour twigs, esy half an lech each in diameter, 
and long enough to bridge the girdled portion. 
Sharpen the ends of the twigs, and force 
them into the chieled cuts, making them fit 
tightly, after whieh, rover the spOte where 
the grata have been placed with wax. Font 
shoots of the kind named Will form a sub­
stantial connection, and the chances are that 
•not one in a hundred" will be lost if the work 
is dene properly. The Country Gentleman 
some years ago recommended an orchsrdist 
to adopt this plan, and although over a 
thousand tree* had been girdled, .not one was 
de.troyed or checked in growth.

LIVE STOCK.

Henry Lane, of Cornwall, Vt. gives the 
following cure for stretches in sheep i Exer­
cise ; dnve them shout the yard ; seize them 
by the hind lege and jerk them backward. 
The disease is caused by the telescop ng of 
intestines, and this treatment sometimes 
brings them into place, and the sheep 
recovers.

Many men work 
through the year, with one day 
rest, and there is no reason why hi 
do the isms.
- A flock of sheep will work up a more valu­
able pile of manure from the same feed than 
any otber sleek. In winter their trend is not 
so heavy aa to prevent light fermentation of 
the manure pile, whieh ie thus fitted for im­
mediate servies. In summer they deposit 
their droppings more evenly than" any other 
grazing animsl during the day time, and at 
night will select some dry, poor knoll to en­
rich. The Spanish proverb if true whiett 
says : “ The toot of the sheep is golden. "

Moet fanners who raise calves by hand, 
practise feeding them but twice a day. In 
summer, when the days are long, the inter­
val is too long between the early morning 
feed and the evening one before sundown. A 
VermontmanWho has had exedlent success in 
this business, feeds three times s day, taking 
pains to have the milk at about the tempera­
ture of that drawn from the cow and not to 
overfeed. He say^exoeieive hunger, followed 
by over-feeding brings on indigestion, the 
stomaoh is inflamed, "and the roll either dies 
or has its constitution weakened.
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Test of Fregnaner In Cows.
Prof. A. 8. Heath, a prominent veterinary 

surgeon of New York, gives the fallowing 
method for determining whether aeow is far­
row or périmant with calf.

“ Let a drop of fresh milk fall into a glass 
of pure water. If the milk promptly dis­
seminate» itself through the water, the oow 
that yielded the milk is not with ealf; bnt 
if it sinks to the bbttom of the glass as it falls 
upon the water, and does not prodoce but 
little of a milky cloud, the cow is pregnant. 
The specific gravity and viscidity of the al- 
bnminoua milk being heavier than water, 
tiros retain* the drop, of milk and causes it 
to sink." This ia oertainly. a very simple 
method, if reliable, and in some instanoes a 
knowledge of it would be of much value to 
the oow owner. We have a case in mind, 
where a cow supposed to be “in oalf” was 
dried off, and kept In store .condition three 
months or more, only at the end to disappoint 
the owner by proving farrow, and only fit so 
feed for the butcher.

Hog Cholera.
By your permission I will try to giro my 

brother farmers some of my experience with 
the so-called hog cholera. I have "been rata- 
ing hogs for twenty years and have lost many 
hundred dollars by cholera. I have dissected 
in all twenty.one bead, trying to find evidence 
of lung fever, but in every case I found a 
Httie worm from one-eighth of an inch to one- 
half inch in length as fine as a cambric needle 
sharp at both ends. They are white when, 
in the stomaoh and bowels, but whso in thé 
flesh they are dark or rather a streak of red. 
I bave found them in different plso .s in toe 
body, and in s piece of the lights, two inches
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fly end 
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make a wallow 
Angnst or September and 

_ — towing a few shovelfuls of 
dropping* from settle, and let the hogs wal­
low on* or two dsys and tiro nest is ready.. 
Then «est yourself near by jgst after sunset 
and watch the moth dépolit the nite on the 
water. They never tight, bat touch the water 
several times as they pass and go off a few feet 
and returg, thus depositing hundreds ot nits 
before they leave. Tne next day the hog 
lies down and wallows, thee gets up and sups 
the water, and the nit hatohes in the stomaèh 
and bowels. Some will say, whv did we not 
always have the hog oholera T I will answer 
by asking, why did we not always have the 
Colorado potato bag or the cabbage fly *—Cor­
respondence of Indiana Farmer.

THE POULTRY YARD.

Poultry suffer from sold perhaps more 
than any other animals. A flock of 40 Light 
Brahma hens were laying an average of 15 
eggs a day Before the rold snap. After the 
first cold day the eggs fell off to seven per 
day. *twith»tanding the feed and water were 
warmed for them. A* eggs are worth three 
cent» each, the loea is 24 roots a day for this 
small flock.

Never plsw the perehes la the hen-house 
one above another, or ode higher than another. 
Fowls tuutaly keep going up until they reach 
the highest perch. If there should not be 
room enough 1er all, the ttftmg will crowd 

,the weuk ones off. \ Perches should not be 
more then three fest high. Heavy chickens 
often hart themsel*#* jumping from high 
perches. Round smooth poles with lege to 
them *ske good perohss nnd are easily re­
moved to clean.

Egge may be kept for domestic use by 
covering the shell* with linseed oil Well rubbed 
in bv the finger end rotting them on the 
small end in dry chaff or bran, or even dry 
sand. This will not do for market, and the 
lime-water merited ie practised for thst par- 
pro*. The manner Is as follows : One peek 
of fresh lime ie eiaeked and dilated with 
water to half fill a barrel The eggs are 
packed in another barrel and covered with 
the lime water well stirred. A cloth Ie laid 
over the egge add this!* covered with hûf an 
inch of the thickest part of the lime and then 
with water to the depth ef helf an inch ; this 
must be kept renewed. The eggs will keep 
six month* in good condition nnd when 
washed era as dean and aa dear as new.

Having been benefltted te the amount of 

several hundred dollars by a receipt found In 
tile columns of your valuable paper, we feel 
It our humble duty to return thanks to the 
editor nnd the contributor who gave tbe re­
ceipt, whose name we do net remember. It 
was for foot-rot in sheep, and was published 
in tbe early part of last summer. We will 
repeat it, hoping that others may also be 
benefltted : Take equal parts in weight of 
red lead and pnlveriznd blue vitriol; add 
enough nitric acid to make a thick paste ; 
after paring tbe hoof until all diseased pert* 
will be well exposed, apply with peddle. 
Sheep should remain in hoot# with dry floor 
84 hours after being, treated, nnlero the 
weather is quite dry, when we much prefer 
turning on a cry, short aod, bnt care should 
be taken to prevent sheep from croesing 
streams or mud. With three applications of 
this remedy we cured our floek of several 
hundred, last July, so effectually that w«r 
have not even trimmed a toe linos and have 
had no lame sheep.—Dr. J. Green fit Okie Far-

“ When you are posted try a second venety 
if you chows, and when yon are thoroughly 
interested you will be Mutcpt with a singU 
variety to look after. The great error with 
the majority is they attempt at the ontrot to 
do too much, tiro» they pay too dear for the 
experience.

“ Again the question of number* is an im­
portant one and deprods largely upon the 
amount of space that MR be devoted to their 
accomodations. Nerfirtavs more than from 
forty to fifty at the moet under one. roof, 
and better, lea* than thirty in one building 
unless it be a large one ; they cannot live and 
remain healthy when crowded together in 
great numbers ; the effluvia from their bodies 
generates diseroe. lice, and fevers.

“ Upon limited premises, a dozen’or twenty 
may be kept cemlortabl'y, bnt the day yen 
crowd fifty to one hundred fowls or ohieki 
into one house you will find that they 
will very soon begin to fall-off in 
laying, the birde will get siek, vermin will 
congregate in myriads about their roosts, in 
tbeir Best* aod upon their bodies—then fare­
well to your poultry keeping for profit

" Too many in one house, don't attempt it 
Yon will loro year time, your money, year 
fowls, end your patience. This is true.

“ They must be kept in small lota, on any 
place on the form, big or little, and separated 
from any other community.

“We would urge all to get good pare-bred 
stock. Begin with one sort at flint, feed and 
water regular and judiciously, house them 
warm ia winter, cool iff summer, keep them 
free from vfflrmin, nnd there will be bnt little 
trouble in realising a handsome profit from a 
few bird*.

Hew tMe People of New Toth Sint* Lu-

b ri cate Their Breed.
From the New York Sun.

The Senate committee whioh-hns been In­
vestigating edulterations of food presented 
its report to-dey. The oomtnittoe has dis­
covered alarming wholesale ndeitoratione of 
food, which are. dangerous to the consumer 
and which are depreciating property in the 
rural district*. The ««alteration of better 
by tallow oil, hoes ell, nnd inrd oil was found 
in almost eveçy town and city in the State, 
and in an amount which equals half the pro­
duction of the natural article. Tbe imitation 
ia so disguised that often it can only be de­
tected by bhemtwl analysis. Out Of thirty 
samples of. alleged batter purchased by the 
committee in New York only two wars gen­
uine.

second-class hotels. The poorer qualities ol 
bogus butter sell for from 20 to 30 oeatrto 
labouring men, nnd the better grades at 40 to 
46 cents. The cost of manufacture ranges 
from 12 to 18 osntS, the average being 14 
cento. The manufacture in this State Is 
chiefly rarried on in New York and Brooklyn, 
several concerns manufacturing over 3,000,- 
000 pounds each ont of fat brought from tbs 
West, from France, and from Italy. The 
uiilk of the bogus batter Is nttnufactared in 
the West and sold in New York to the detri­
ment ot the State’s dairy interests. Many 
dairy farmers have been ’driven out of busi­
ness in oonseqnenoe. The loss to the State 
is estimated et from$5,090,000 to$i0,000,000 
yearly. The committee estimates that 40,■ 
000,000 pounds of the product ere sold an­
nually in the State, nnd the illegitimate busi- 
new is breaking onr export butter trade. The 
effect of the deraption in the trade is deleteri­
ous to business morals, Bn'tterlne ran be 
sold at 18 cents lew than natural butter,

Tht committee quotes extensively from the 
evidence obtained to shew the evil moral, 
commercial, sad sanitary effects Of adultera­
tions. The sn of nitric nnd eulphurio acids 
In deodorizing adulterated butter ie particu­
larly condemned. The committee recom­
mends the total prohibition, after s given 
time, of the manufacture nnd sale of all hotter 
adulterations. The living cow, the committee 
asserts, cannot compete with the dead hog. 
The committee else finds that 200,006 oat .of 
the 600,000 quarts of milk furnished to New 
York daily ia 1882 were water or skim milk. 
The committee recommends the appointment 
of » State inspector of milk, nnd also recom­
mends that the officials to be ohoeed to enforce 
anti-adulteration laws be wise ted from and 
represent dairy inters*ta.

Accompanying thJrepOrtWW B bill by the 
committee. It ptohimp. titfà* penalty of 
$200 fine or »ix months’ imprisonment, the 
•ale ef adulterated milk, the keeping of cows 
for the prodootieo of milk in an unhealthy 
condition, and the diluting ef milk with 
water. It provides that every manufacturer 
of batter shall brand his name nnd the weight 
of the butter on the package. Cans for the 
sale of milk shall be stamped with the name* 
of the county where the milk is prod need, 
unless sold exclusively in the county. A pen­
alty of from $500 to $1,000 nnd imprisonment 
for one year is imposed on the sale dr menn- 
factnre of bogus butter or cheese. The State' 
Dairymen’s Association is appointed » com­
mission to enforce tl)e prevision* ef the MIL 
and $30,000 is appropriated for the purpose.

Remedy tor Creep.
The following is » remedy whioh if Well 

known, would save hundreds of young liven 
that annually fall a prey to midnighthorror, 
croup. It is this : One hall pound ol lard, 
one fourth pound of raisins, one fburth pound 

.of fine chewing tobacco. Place the tobaooo 
in » basin or tip ran, cover with water, and 
let if on the stove imthe morning and let it 
cook and boil all day,' replacing the water 
when necessary ; then squeeze all the juice 
from the tobaooo and throw the tobacco 
sway. Then, the next morning, chop your 

and pnt them in the tobacco water, 
and oook them well until noon ; then again 
squeeze the raisins out of this water and 
throw away the raisins. Now, to this water 
Add tbe lard, and let them simmer together 
Until the water ie entirely evaporated. Now 
the oronp remedy ia ready for use. On 
putting yonr child to bed, if you have reason? 
to fear an attack of oronp. take a pjece "of 
common brown paper. Urge enough to cover 
the throat and chest, and spread it over with 
this paste ; put it across the threat and ’lungs, 
place over that several thiokntoaes ef flannel 
cloth, ao »• to keep the stomach warm, pat 
tqe ebild to bed, and you need have no' fears of 
croup that night I have two children who 
are very much inclined to croup from the 
slightest cold, and on three or four different 
occasions have they been taken suddenly 
with it when I least expected it On hearing 
the first croup, cough, or bark, I would rise 
quiekly, spread a piece of brqjrn paper, lay it 
across them, then beat flannel as hot aa can 
be borne and lay over the paper, and in five 
or ten minutes change for another tot cloth.. 
Thw makes the ointment strike in, and will 
soon relieve the ohokioe. In rase yon tore 
to wait for a fire to be lighted, call np some 
other member of the family te do se ; in tin 
meantime,you can heat tbe flannel around the 
lamp chimney, whieh ie better than waiting 
for a few minutes—time often means life or 
death.
