In
the British House of Commons
the fon'lgn Secretary has stated
th#t without complete denuncia-
tion of the treaties by the British
Government, Canada cannot with-
draw.

It will be probably argued by
the Reciprocity pap mixers, that
these Countries are t .0 far away
to compete with us; but we mast
remember the World is growiny
very small in comparison with
even twenty years ago. It is not
so far to-day from New Zealand,
Australia, Argentine, Venezue'a,
Norway, Swedeu or any of the
other Count:ies to whom our doors
are to be thrown open, as it was iu
1854-1866, from Halifax to Bos-
ton. You could not then send a

REAL GOLD BRICKS.

Eiln Erected c¢n Aneclent Gold Mine
in India.

Cold bricks, real ones, may be the
means of restoring the ancient frame
s Golconda, near Hyderabad, in
cuthern India, once known all the
vorld over for its gold mines, but
wow a decayed city. The natural pits
‘rom which many centuries ago the
precious metal was extracted have in
ccurse of time filled up with water.
A contractor recently obtained per-
mission to make bricks near the place
«nd ten kilns were erected. The first
finished bricks aroused curiosity by
their yellowish tint, and analysis
proved that they contained gold dust.
On the bagjs of the yield of the sam-
nle bricks, the ten k'lm will aggre-
zate in weight about 12,857 pounds of
gold wortn over $50,000.000. The
cite of the find belongs to the Nizam,
or native ruler.

TENT CATERPILLARS,

One often finds in May or June,on
the limbs of applé and wild cherry
trees, compact, sillzen nests, or tents,
contalning a large number of hand-
some caterpillars. These are the in-
sects which have been known for
many years as tent caterpillars.

The eggs are deposited during July
in compact masses around the twigs.
After they are laid the parent moth
secretes a viscid liquid which hard-
ens over the eggs as a protection-
The insects remain in this state until
the following spring, when they hatch
into young caterpillars.

These insects feed on the follage
for about six weeks, until they be-
come fully developed, when they leave
the tree and seek some place to pup-
ate in. Two or three weeks later the
moths appear, and in a short time de-
posit the eggs, after which they
die. Thus there is but one br
each season.
