A SERMON
BY THE REV. NR: NeDONNELL, OF TORONTY.

PEEACHED IN THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH,
PREDERICTON, ON SUNDAY, JUNE 25, 1882.

I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the
mercies of God, that lye present your bodies
a livinﬁ sacrifice, holy and acceptable unto
God, which is your reasonable service.—Rom.
12 chap., 1 v.

“I beseech you therefore, brethren, by
the mercies of God, that ye present your
bodies a living sacrifice, holy and accep-
table unto God, which is your reasonable
reward,” or your rational service, or, as
the American revisors have suggested,
which is your spiritual service. Present
your bodiesa living sacrifice, holy and
acceptable unto God, which is your
spiritual or rational service or worship.

Now, let us look at this appeal, and
then at the grounds on which it is made.
The appeal is to beseech you to present
your bodies a living sacrifice, holy and
acceptable unto God. The words used
here are sacrificial terms ; and would be
understood by these to whom Paul was
writing, whether they were Jews or Gen-
tiles. Those who read this Epistle were
familiar with sacrifices. The Old Testa-
ment Scriptures are full of legislation
with regard to sacrifices; and we know
that the altars of the heathen nations
reeked with the blood of their. victims.
It is & remarkable fact, and one to which
reference has been frequently made by
witers, that there were no such things'as
humsn sacrifices among the Jews; but
among other nations the anger of the
heathen 'de‘iﬁieg wfei'e' It"houht to be ap-
peased by the offering up of the life of
one dear to the worshiper; and it is not
s0 long ago that in British India we find
the Hindoo mother flinging her babe into
the Ganges; or the widow burning her-
self upon the funeral pyre; men tortur-
ing themselves for weeks and months, or
living in some constrained position; men
flinging themselves under the wheels of
Juggernaut’s car. All these were sacri-
fices for sins—living sacrifices, in a very
striking way—sacrifices involving loss of
life. Now it is nothing of 'this kind that
St. Paul means by living sacrifices. But
one element in common with those sacri
fices we have referred to, those mistaken
sacrifices, is the sacrifice which Paul calls
upon Christians to make, that is devotion
to what is supposed to be the will of God ;
that which is opposed to selfindulgence
and forgetfulness of God, with which we
are so familiar in our own day, and even
amongst those who call themselves
Christians. This is the mistaken devotion
of blind and ignorant worshippers, who
think they please God by offering such
sacrifices, rather than by the lovingsimple
offering of self, which characterizes many
in our own time. But we come
back again to the question of what it is
that Paul means by the living sacrifice,
when he calls on his readers to present
their bodies a living sacrifice ; he answers
the question in the rest of the chapter.
He tells his readers to be members one of
another, and to do good to one another
to be kindly affectioned; rejoicing in
in hope, rendering no man evil for evil;
but to repay evil with good ; for in so do-
ing they would heap coals of fire upon the
heads of their enemies. Again he tell his
readers to owe no man anything, but to
love one another, for love is the fulfilling
of the Law. Now I say that this is the
kind of service Paul has in view when he
writes, “ present your bodies a living
sacrifice.” Hence the writer of the
Epistle to the Hebrews says: “To do
good and to communicate, forget not;
for with such sacrifice, God is well pleas-
ed. You have here the spirit of the
word “sacrifice.”” And have we not the
very language of Paul to define what he
means, when he says, “ to do good and to
communicate, forget not”—doing good
in the homeliest and most trifling things,
as well as on the grandest scale. These
are the sacriflces with which God is well-
pleased. We are to present, Paul says,
our bodies—our bodies; that is to say,
our sacrifices are to take external form ;
not to be displayed in mere sentiment,
as may be noticed in some quarters, in
our own day, which delights 1n certain
states of feeling, because they are pleas-
ant and indulgent. Now Paul says that
we are to prescnt our bodies a living
sacrifice; he does not say that there is
to be any feeling of heart ; not that there
is to be any thought in the mind. This
is implied in the next phase, where Paul
writes, “be not conformed to this world ;
but be ye transformed by the renewing
of your minds, that ye may prove what
is that good and acceptable and perfect
will of God ; for I say through the grace
given to me, to every one that is among
you, not to think of himself more highly
than he ought.” Unless there is a re-
newing of the mind there will not be a
presenting of the body; but what we
want to make sure of is, that our bodies
which are the organs with which our
spirits work, with which our thoughts
and purposes are carried into effect, are
presented to God, to render Him pleas-
ing service. We are to use ourselves as

instraments of righteousness. What do
we mean by presenting our bodies, by
offering our members as instruments of
righteousness ? Let us think ot it. I
am: more and more convinced ' that
Christian people and writers are inclined
to take certain phrases as characteristic

.| of Christian life, of Christian experience.

We must present our hands, so that they,
shall touch no unclean thing, always be
ready to stretch forth to help the needy,
ready for every good work to which God
calls us. It does mot mean simply that
we should be ready for what is called
Christian work, such as church organiza-
tion, Sabbath Schools, and so forth. This
is but a small fraction of the Christian
man’s work. The commonest manual
labor, as well as the greatest triumphs
of arfistic skill, are to be offered to the
Lot 1 as offerings to His honor. All our
work is to be done, that it may be fit for
God's eye to see ; that there shall be no

shams, no cheating your neighbor by’

half doing our work, however common-
place it be.

Then our feet, our eyes and our ears
must be presented to the Lord, not look-
ing st foolishness, but seeing the beauty
of God’s works, and listening to the voice
of God, speaking, as it is  speaking to us
every day,'in Heaven and earth, as well
as in His word. -

Presenting ovr bodies involves the
presenting of our ‘tongues as living
sacrifices, 8o that they shall thereby be
organs of God’s praise ; for it is written
in one of the psalms, “Whoso offereth
praise glorifieth me.” ' The presentation
of our tongues means, that th power of
speech is to be dévoted t6 Goa. It does
not necesarily mean that we are to be
always speaking about God, any more
than the loving child, who ‘delights in
doing what pleases father and mother,
is expected to be always talking about
them.: No movre are we expected to be
always having'the name of God upon
our lips. Still less are we expected to
be talking continually of ecclesiastical
matters, about church cabals and strifes.
On the other hand it may be the most
emphatically religious conversation to be
talking about business or politics, about
the things which we are called upon to
do in our household offices ; and it may
be and ought to be daily manifested in
talking about, the commonest things ina
religious spirit,and notas if we had a
right to do these things apart from God,
on worldly principles, as we believe too
many men think they have a right to do;
for in words and works all ought to be
done as in presence of God, the searcher
of hearts, 0o whom we are responsible
for every word,.even when speaking of
the commonest relations of life, as well
as for every act we perform ; for are we
not told that for every idle word we must
give an account. The presenting of our
bodies implies that every power, every
sense is to be devoted to God, that they
may become temples in God’s spiritual
dwelling. Such offerings are holy and
well pleasing to God in the sense that
the offering oflambs could never be; for
they are part of man himself—the offer-
ing of his words, his acts and his life to
God. That I'say is eventually a higher
service than the offering of animals.
This true devotion is called rational,
spiritual, worship, or service, as dis-
tinguished from the irrational worship of
idols—men bowing down  to things which
their own hands have made, in the vain
imagination that these things can hear
or help them. Spiritual devotion bears
the stamp of the likeness of the Father
of the spirit of all flesh, as distinguished
from the irrational worship of idols
and on the other hand from the worship
of mere outward forms, such as the
ritualistic form, which attaches too much
importance to the external. We shonld
offer pure worship and undefiled. Here
is the Apostle James' definition of pure
worship “to visit the fatherless and the
widow in their affliction, and to keep
himself unspotted from the world.” To
have a care for the fallen, a care for the
ignorant, to engage in the different
branches of charitable .work, of which
this is a specimen, to visit the fatherless
and the widows, and to keep himself un-
spotted from the world ; to do his daily
business, to go on with his daily tasks, to
enter into all the relations with his
fellow men, in which he stands from day
to day in the spirit of purity uncontam-
inated by sin. This is James’ definition
of pure and undefiled worship. But
some may ask, are we to have no public
worship ? I answer that such devotion
is suitable to the end for which it was
instituted, as a means,of making a gen-
eral confession of our obligation to God
in public. And yet, my friends, this
service offered week by week and day by
day will be of very littde use, will fail of
its really intended result, it it do not help
us to offer every hour a pure and un-
defiled worship, it it do not help us in
living a life of love and purity in our
homes.

Now the sacrifice of which Paul speaks
here involves self-denial. The word sa-
crifice is associated in our minds with
self-denial, and rightly so. We are, how-
ever, to remember that we are not called

on to exerdise self-denial for its owni ‘sake,
We are not ¢alléd ‘on to offer our'right
hands 16 show how''much pain‘ wé' can
bear. 'We are not called on to go fiisting
forty days, that men may gape and won-
der, and.read of us in the newspapers.
There is no Christliness in that sort of
self-denial—nothing, but absurd. human
egotism ; but we are called on fo exercise
self-denial for the sake of principle, Now,
the question is, what is the end . to. hei
secured by self-denial ? You would not
put your hand into the fire _to save some
perishing toy from :destruction ; but I
hope there is not one of you who would
not put his right hand into the fire to
save a neighbor's child, though that hand
should be maimed . . life. The question
is, what is to be accomplished by self:
denial?. How are we to serve God by
denying ourselves? And here we come
upon the great model of sacrifices, that
of our Lord Jesus Chrigt; and it is very
striking how, insignificant the sacrifices
are that we are called on %0 offer, com-
pared with that great sacrifice of love.
In the epistle to the Philippians we have
one magnificent statement of the incar-
nation, where we are told of Him, who
being in the form of God thought it not
robbery to be equal with God, emptied’
himself of his glory, of the glory ‘of that/
form, and took the form of a servant, atidl]
was made in the likeness of man; ham-
bled himself, and became obedient to
death, and that death of the.cross ! Look
back at the beginning of the passage and
you will find the magnificent. statement
of the incarnation: of; Christ' is given in
order. to enforce humility, namely, “ Let
this mind be in you which was also. in
Christ Jesus,” the self-denying mind inv
stead of the selfish mind, the lowly mind
instead of the proud mind. = And you will
seeit,continually in the New Testament,in
verse after verse, concerning Christ’s of-
fering of himself, where. statements are
made, as to how we are to imitate, though
it be far off, the spirit and essence of the
sacrifice. % Whoever will be chief among
you, let him be your servant, even. as the
Son ‘of Man came not fo be ministered
unto, but to minister.” Thus we have
the exhortation given to every disciple—

“ Whosoever will be chief among yov,
let him be your gervant.” The Son of
Man offered himself a living sacrifice.
That one great sacrifice is the centre of
our hope, the ground of our assurance of
forgiveness, and our hope of everlasting
life. We need the strength of His grace

to:ba imitators of Him, in the little acts |

of self-denial, whi¢h God calls upon us to
perform, in our daily life. There may be'
many things in it which we cannot. jinder-
stand; but is it not because the love,
which is at the heart of 1t, passes know-
ledge, that we have so little knowledge of
it; and is it not because that the more
we enter into fellowship with that love
which led the Lord “to come from hea-
ven to earth,” the more we can under
stand the meaning of that spontaneous
sacrifice? Such, then, is Paul's appeal—
“1 beseech you, therefore, by the mercies
of God, that ye present your bodies a liv-
ing sacrifice, holy and acceptable unto
God, which is your reasonable service.”
Now, then, in a word or two, let,me call
your attention to the ground on which
Paul bases this appeal. “ By the mercies
of God.” The words are connected with
the previous chapters. We should read
the three preceding chapters. Paul
speaks of the temporary rejection of
the Jews in order that the Gentiles might
be gathered in ; and by and bye, through
the mercy shown to the Gentiles,the Jews:
might obtain mercy ; for God hath shut
them all up together in unbelief, that he
might have mercy upon all.” And then
Paul exclaims, “Oh the depth of the
riciies both of the wisdom and knowledge
of God! How unsearchable are his judg-
ments, and his ways are past finding out.”
And this impresses us with the sense of
that marvellous wisdom which God has
shown in his wondrous plan of redemp-
tion. We are besought by the mercies
of God ; constrained by this marvellous,
this unsearchable, this incomprehensible
love. Now we know that we are appealed
to in the Word of God by the sense of
His mercy and grace. Terror is a
weapon to be sparingly used; but
it is used, and it is right to use it. Even
the fear of pain, the fear of loss, the fear
of hell, may be the means of stirring up
men ; and yet no soul was ever saved by
being held in imagination over the brink
of hell. No soul was ever saved merely
by the fear of the consequences of sin;
and yet while the fear of retribution has
its place in stirring men from their in-
difference and carelessness, there must
come, in addition to that, the other great
moving power, the power of love, in res-
ponse ta God’s love. To give Him our
hearts is the great demand which God
makes of us—our heart’s love, our heart’s
devotion. Said a poor scholar to a philo-
sopher, “I have nothing but myself to
give you,” and the answer of the philoso-
pher was, “I will endeavor to give thee
back better than I received from thee.”
And so we, in our poverty, our blindness,
our want of life, go to the Lord, saying,

passion says, I will give thee back better
than I received from thee ; for the sense
of the love of Gd" constrains us, day by
day, to yield ourselves freely, fully and
unreservedly to him ; and we enter more
and mare into the idea of his love. Love
is the'great moving power. Even within
the range of eur own observation, our
fimperfect earthly human love is simply
tremendous. Have we not seen it again
and. againi-that love, which ‘seems to
havarbeen wasted by father, or mother,
or both, on the wandering child, on the
prodigal son—that iove bye-and-bye re-
warded ; and that if we train up a child
in the way that he should go, when he is
old he will not depart from it. There
will come a moment when. the father's
and mother’s love will come back upon
him as a strong power, to make him
think of the hatefulness of his present
course, and turn him back upon the com-
parative innocence and peace of his
childhood. If there be this great power
in the imperfect man or woman, to lift
up those that have fallen, and to save
those that are lost, are we not ready to
aseribe to the love of our Lord Jesus
Christ, the mightiest inflyence in lifting
up the fallen and saving the lost. And
is not this very fatherly, motherly love,
an emblem of the everlasting foundation
'of Tove in the living God, which has been
manifested to us above all ; for God com-
mended His love to us, in that he gave
His only begotten Son a ransom for us.
And now the basis of our Christian life is
this love of Christ, which constraineth
us to live no longer to ourselves, but to
Him who died for us.:

The biggest diamond in the world, if
indeed it be a diamond, is the Braganza,
which forms part of the Portugese crown
Jewels. It weighs 1,880 carats. However,
not a little doubt exists of its being a
diamond, as the government has never
allowed it to be tested. It was found in
Brazil in 1741. The largest tested but
uncut diamond is the Mattan, belonging

of pure water, weighs 367 carats and is of
a pear shape, indented at the thick end.
It was fiund about 1760 at Landak, in
Borneo. It has been: the cause of a san-
guinary war. Before it was cut the Kok-
i-noor, which is one of thc English crown
Jjewels, was the largest tested diamond.
It then weighed 793 carats. When in the
possession of the Emperor Aurungebe it
was reduced by unskillful cutting to 186
cargts,, During the Sikh mutiny it was
captured by British troops and presented
to Queen Victoria. It was re-cut and
now weighs 106 1-16 carats.

The greatest river in the world is the
Amazon. It rises in the Peruvian Andes,
about sixty miles from the Pacific Ocean,
and flows, including its windings, a dis-
tance of 4,000 miles to the Atlantic, which
it enters under the Equator in Brazil.
The average velocity of the current is
three miles an hour. It is navigable for
large ships 2,200 miles from its mouth.
The area drained by the Amazon and its
tributaries is estimated at 2,000,000 square
miles. The Amazon entersthe sea through
an estuary about 150 miles wide. So
great are the volume and impetus of the
river that its fresh water is carried unmix-
ed into the sea about 200 miles. If the
Missouri and Lower Mississippi were con-
sidered, one river, as many geographers
claim khey shquld be, it would exceed the
letrgth ‘of the A 0’ by about 400 miles.
The length of the Mississippi from Itaska
Lake to the Gulf of Mexico is about 3,160
miles.

Fish “_ho

A correspondent of the Toronto Globe
writing from Burrard Inlet, says :—It is a
chilly merning when we take boat from
one of the landing-places and are rowed
across the Fraser River. From the river
Westminster looks well, and would make
a very pretty picture. Dotted along the
bank the houses of the wealthier citizens
present a most elegant appearance, and
the few church towers. stand out prom-
nently against the background of dark
forest. The river at this spot is three
quarters of a mile wide. Down the
stream are many boats, the Indian
crews occupied in casting or hauling in
nets. We pull to'a large wharf. This
has two floors—that where we land is
level with the river. From the platform
which forms the toof ships could be
laden. There are many boats here filled
with

FISH STILL ALIVE.

By a rope and pulley a- great hox is
iowered, filled, hauled up. The fish are
thrown into a heap, the numbers first
being checked. With a spear or gaff
Just thrust into the gills, they are tossed
on to a large bench. Two Chinamen
“boss”’ this proceeding. With two strokes
of the enormous knives they use, off go
the heads and tails of the fish. Another
stroke and they are disembowelled, and
thrown into a tank of fresh water. By
other Chinamen the bodies are then
hauled out, scaled and scrubbed; then
into andther tank on wheels, and passed
along to the cutting machine, which con-
tains 20 knives. One revolution, and the
fish is cut into lengths the exact size of
the cans. The average is six to eight
pounds, some I see here are 14 pounds
in weight, and my ciéerone tells me that
one has been taken this year weighing
68 pounds.. The redness of the flesh is
remarkable, but I am told this is be-
cause they have just come from the salt
water. Next, the pieces of fish are put
into a tank of slight brine for a few
minutes—this removes any slime which
might yet adhere—when the fish is
placed in a box-waggon working on a
tramway, and run into the main build-
ing, a vast shed. We enter this. Long
rows of benches, piles of cans empty and
full, fish everywhere, Chinamen and
India women packing the tins. It is a
simple operation. There are the cans,
with a slight sprinkling of salt at the
bottom of each ; the pieces of fish ot the
exact length are crammed into these;
all that has to be done now is to solder
them down and cook them.

THE CANS

are manufactured at every cannery out
of sheet tin imported from England, and
block tin from Australia ; the latter used
for the solder. As they are required a
number of wooden frames or trays are
filled, each containing four dozen, the
contents of a ¢ case.” This is just passed
under a perforated board, through which
salt drips, leaving a pinch or two in each
can. They are then filled, the lids put
on, the traysJoaded again and taken to a
pachine. They are put into this at the
top, as into a winnow. They drop into a
revolving wheel, which presses the lids
tightly to the can, and then run down a
grooved bed with their lower edges:-in a
stream of molten solder. They are cool
oy the time they have reached the bot-
tom, and are packed into the trays again,
which are taken to the testing vat, and
one tray lowered after another.

The foreman stands by the side of the
vat as the trays disappear under the boil-

ing water ; the least bubble on the top of

a can shows that it is leaky, and it is im-
mediately taken out and thrown on one
side. - Then the trays, after the soundness
of the can has thus been thoroughly
tested, are hoisted, and swung by chains
and pulleys to another great vat, where
thousands of cans are

+his being done, as the cans are re-
moved a hole is punched in each to let
out the gases, but this is soldered up at
once. But the cooking is not finished
yet. The trays are piled on little tram-
cars and run into two great retorts, where
they are baked or boiled for two hours.
They are then brought out, left to cool,
lacquered on reversible frames, labelled
and piled up ready for packing. But
before placing in the cases there is one
last operation. A foreman with a little
hammer strikes each can—tunes it, as it
were. His trained ear detects anything
which is not quite sound, and it is at once
discarded. The fishitself is only handled
thrice from the moment it leaves the
boat, but the cans themselves are handled
thirty-five times. It is altogether a most
simple, easy, cleanly, and expeditious
process. In less than ten minutes after
the fish is alive in the boats it is canned
down and in process of cooking.

A Curious way of Courting,

LOVE-MAKING AND MARRIAGE AMONG THE
CHOOTAWA.

The 2,000 Choctawa still living in their
ancestral home in Mississippi, retain in
their prestine vigor many of the usages
of their ancestors. Among these are the
methods employed in conducting a
courtship and the marriage ceremony.
When a young Choctaw, of Kemper, or
Neshoba oounty, sees a maiden who
pleases his fancy, he watches his oppor-
tunity until he finds her alone He then
approaches within a fow yards of her, and
gently easts a pebble towards her, so that
it may fall at her feet. He may have to
do this three or four times before he at-
tracts the maiden’s attention. If this
pebble throwing is agreeable, she soon
makes it manifest ; if otherwise, a scorn-
ful look and a decided “ekwah” indicates
that his suit is in vain. :

When a marriage is agreed upon the
lovers appoint a time and place for the
ceremony.  On the marriage day the
friends and relatives of the prospective
couple meet at their respective houses
or villages, and then march towards
each other. When they arrive near the
marriage ground— generally intermediate
space between the two villages— they
halt within about a hundred yards of
each other. The brothers of the woman
then go across to the opposite party and
bring forward the man and set him down
on & blanket spread upon the marriage
ground. The man’s sisters then do like-
wise by going over and bringing forward
the woman and seating her by the side
of the man. Sometimes, to furnish a
little merriment for the occasiom, the
woman is expected to break loose and
run. Of course she is pursued, captured,
and brought back. ;

All parties assemble around the expec-
tant couple. A bag of bread is brought
forward by the woman’s relatives and de-
posited near her. In like manner the
man’s relatives bring forward a bag of
meat and deposit it near him. The man’s
relatives and friends now begin to throw
presents on the head and shoulders of
the woman. These presents are of a
kind that the donors wish to give, as
articles of clothing, money, trinkets,
ribbons, etc. As soon as the present are
thrown they are quickly snatched off by
the woman’s relatives and distributed
among themselves. During all this time
the couple sit very quietly and de-
murely, not a word spoken by either.
When all the presents have been thrown
and distributed, the couple, now man and
wife, arise, the provisions from the bag
are spread, and just asin civilized life,
the ceremony is rounded off with a festi-
val. The festival over, the company dis-
perse, and the gallant groom conducts
his bride to his home, where they enter
upon the toils and responsibilities of the
future.

" The greatest cataract in the world is that

of Niagara. The Horseshoe Fall on the
Canadian side hasa perpendicular descent
of 158 feet. The height of the American
fall is 167 feet. The Horseshoe Fall,
which carries a larger volume of water
than the American fall, is about 600
yards wide, and extends from the Cana-
dian shore to Goat Island. Geologists are
agreed that the cataract was once six
miles nearer to Lake Ontario than at pre-
sent. Although Niagara is the greatest
cataract it is by no means the highest.
The Yosemite fall in California surpasses
all other cataracts on the globe in height.
1t is formed by Yosemite Creek, which is
an affluent of the Merced River. The
average width of the stream in summer is
about twenty feet and its depth about
two feet.

Says the Brooklyn ZEagle:—The cot-
ton milling industry under consideration
is one of the most heavily protected in-
terests in the United States. A prohibi-
tory tariff has been enacted to prevent
the importation of cheap European cot-
ton fabrics in this country. Consequently
every yard of muslin and every article
made of cotton is dearer in this country
than it is in Europe. The workingman
must pay two prices for every manufac-
tured piece of cotton goods. But he is
told by the advocates of protection that
while this may appear to be a hardship
on its surface, it is really a blessing in
disguise. The cotton mill operative has
it impressd upon him that if his muslin
were cheaper his wages would be very
much lower, and that he really is benefit-
ted by the tariff because 50,000,000 people
are being taxed in order to support his
wages. Then these wages, one would
suppose, must be large if such a circuit-
ous method of sustaining them must be
resorted to. Turn to the schedule of the
Grosvenordale Mills, and they appear to
be $2.50 a week for 78 hours’ work for
six weeks, and $16 a month for 364 hours
of labor! The former represents the
price of unskilled labor in the cotton
mills ; the latter the rate for the highest
skill, or just about half what an ordinary
housemaid whose boarl is included in
her wages can earn without any protec-
tion of her particular industry. Upon
the plea of supporting the workingman’s
wages he is taxed for every article he
buys, and yet the superintendent of a set
of heavily protected cotton mills calmly
admits that the wages thus guaranteed
are so small that Americans will not
accept them, and the manufacturers by
a system of deceit and false promises are
compelled to lure unsuspecting foreign-
ers to this country to do the work, and
keep on importing others to supply their
places just as soon as they begin to under-
stand the true condition of the case.

The largest desert is that of Sahara, a
vast region of northern Africa, extending
from the Atlantic Ocean on the west to
the valley of the Nile on the east. The
length from east to west is 3,000 miles, its
average breadth about 900 miles, its area

They do
not distinguish between the circumstan-
ces then existing and those of to-day.
True many members supported Mr.
Fraser; - but they only tolerated Mr.
Hanington as a member of the Execu-
tive, considering both him and Mr.
Adams a source of weakness to their
party. With Mr. Landry the case was
different. He was acknowledged in a
measure as & representative man, but
even he could not claim that he strength-
ened the administration in the House.
The majority of the late House was not
pledged to Messrs. Landry, Adams and
Hanington, and did not give their
allegiance to the Executive because
these gentlemen were in it.

A review of the situation leads us to
anticipate that a strong Government will
be formed at an early day by the pres-
ent Opposition. They have excellent
material to select from. Indeed in point
of ability and influence they are far be-
yond the Government and its acknowl.

WATER SUPPLY.

We publish elsewhere the leading fea-
tures of the report of Messrs. Crafts &
Forbes upon the Fredericton Water Sup-
ply. Thereport is very carefully drawn
and contains considerable information of
value, which we are compelled by want
of space to omit. It will be published at
length by the Oouncil and will be in the
hands:of the ratepayers in about a week.
A perusal of thé report cannot fail to
satisfy any one that the Engineers set
about their work without any system de-
-termined upon in ‘Advance, and that the
recommendation of the direct pumping
system is made after the fullest consider-
ation of the merits and demerits - of all
other methods. “ The report does not deal
with the question of sewerage, and, in a
private letter, Mr. Crafts says that the
urgency with- which these recommenda-
tions were required by the committee
preciuded full consideration of this mat-
ter; but he believed that, for surface
drainage, shallow stone drains and the
present system of sewers would suffice,
and for hpusehold purpose drainage into
cesspools would be all that is necessary
for many years to come.

As soon as possible after the report has
‘been priuted and circulated the City
Council will'be called together with the
view of taking immediate action. In the
meantime it is desirable that the matter
should receive the fullest diseussion.
The matter is of the gravest importance
to the city. Forour own part we have
no hesitation in saying that, from apretty|
careful examination of the report, we are
satisfied that the recommendation of the
direct pumping system ought to be
adopted. : B

Every little while we have évidence
given us of the very inadequaté-protec-
tion from fire which the city now: has.
We are really at the merey of the flames
if the wind is favorable to the spread of
a conflagration. . Under the proposed
pumping system the city would, with one
steam engine, have at least eight strong
fire streams at its command, and the
number could probably be increased to
ten.

AN IMPORTANT Sm.

- 'We have been very glad to observe in
recent issues of the Reporter reference to
the importance of the adoption, by either
the Local or General Government, of a
policy which will lead to the settlement of
the vacant:lands and the development
of the redources of the Province gener-
ally. Ourecontemporary can engage in no
better work than in urging these things
upon public consideration. New Bruns-
wick has learned that it has little to ex-
pect out of Confederation ; that it can
never, as it was one time predicted con-
trol the carrying trade or become the
manufacturing centre of the Dominion.
One indeed wonders how it ever happen-
ed that such a future eould ever have
been expected by the people. In point
of maverial prosperity this Province is
very little, if any, further advanced than
it was fifteen years ago—on the first Domi-
nion Day. Population has increased
since then, large areas of land have been
cleared, many lines of railway have been
built; but we question very much if the
general condition of the people is any
better than it was at that time. In the
meantime by the increase of the Customs
and excise duties, the establishment of
free schools and the progress of the civic
and municipal systems of government,
the taxes of the people have increased
very greatly. In addition we have lost
several lines of trade which were very
valuable, and the cost of production of
the staple export of the Province has been
considerably increased. In view of these
facts it becomes the duty of all public
Jjournals and all public men, irrespective
of party politics, to join in an endeavor to
devise and execute plans to promote the
welfare of New Brunswick.

Whe Gave the Order ?

Assistant Engineer Hatt called upon the
HeraLp Tuesday to deny the statement in our
account of the Brayley House fire that ‘“The
Alexandra was also orderéd to the river by
the Chief Engineer, but; Captain Hawthorne
refused to leave King street unprotected.”
He said that the Chief Engineer gave nosuch
order, and , that he himself ordered the
Alexandra to the tank.

This statement was so directly opposed to
what we had been told by a number of
people that a HERALD representative went at
once to Capt. Hawthorne and the following
conversation ensued : 5

Hevauo Representative.~f‘Mr. Hatt, As-
sistant Engineer, says that he ordered the
Alexandra to the tank yesterday.”

Mr. Hawthorne—‘He did nothing . of ‘the
kind. Idid not evensee him, and if I had I
would not have taken any order from him.”

H. R.—‘ He says that the Chief Engineer
did not order you to go to the river; but that
baving ordered you to the tank he (the As-
sistant) reported what he had done to the
Chief; and you were not told to go to the
river.”

Mr. H.—‘ That js not s0.”” Mr. Hawthorne
then related the incidents connected with
his goiug to the fire and said, ‘‘Just before I
got the engine to York street corner Lipsett
ran out to me and said ‘Go to the river,’ and
George Simmons ran out inlo the middle of
the road and gave me the same order. I
said, ‘Boys, iake her io the tank,’ and we
went to the tank.”

H.R.—‘But Mr. Hatt would hardly state _e
gave you an order if he did not.”’

Mr. H.—“Well, if he did I did not hear it.
Ihad a call {rom Mr Lipsett this morning,
and we had a great 1ow about it. I have
offered to prove that he ordered us to the
river, and can do so by two witnesses.”

H. R.—“You are quite positive about this.
There can be no mistake. Since a question
has been raised we want to have it right.”

Mr. H.—“I have a bet with Lipsett that he
did order us to the river, and I can prove it
by my own oath and by that of iwo others.”

At this the HErALD representative left Mr.
Hawthorne, and here also we leave the mat-
ter. The public now have the statements of
both parties and can judge for themselves as
to which is correct.

A recommendation from the Sackville Dis-
trict concerning the Children’s Fand was
read, and, on motion, was placed in'the hands
of the Children’s Fund Committee.

The recommendation of the P E Island
District in reference to the same mattor was
treated in the same way. A motion was
made concerning the adjustment of amounts
which the children of clergymen shall receive
whose salaries are different accordin ¢ as
their circuit is independent or otherwise. A
spirited discussion of two hours took place on
the question, and finally ended in the matter
being referred to special committee, who are
to carefully consider the matter and report at
the next Conferenee. .

“ A7 ittie Brief Authority.”

i The Methodist people of this city have
been promising themselves a very. great treat
in the shape of a sermon from the Rev. Dr.
Douglas of Toronto, President of the General
Uonferénce. Dr. Douglas has the reputation
fot beffig a very eloquent ‘preacher; and the
announcement that he was to preach on lust
Bunday evening caused a very large audience
to assemble in. the  Methodist Church, not-
withstanding the fact that an announcement
had been made in the morning that the ap-
pointment would not be kept. Inasmuch as
Dr. Dougles  attended ' the Presbyterian
Church that evening, the report that.ill-
health prevented him from preaching was
not generally accepted as. correct. A
HERaLD representative was detailed to get
at the facts, and he gathered the following
information : Df. Douglas, it appears, is ez
officio the chairman of the Transfer Com-
mittee. This Committee has authority to
transfer ministers from one Conference to
aoother upon certain conditions, and by a
resolution. of the Committee the Rev.' Mr.
Pascoe was transferred from Newfoundland
Conference to that now in session here. This
proceeding does not appear to have met the
approval of the latter body, which raised a
question as to its legality.- When Dr.
Douglas, who came to Fredericton
officially ..to:* preach ' before the' Confer-
énce,,;benrd of. this he was in high dud-
geon and refused altogether to go near that
body,or to preach in the Methodist Church,
and M5nday morning he started post haste
for home. As a Fredericton clergyman told
him, hi: refusal to preach.was not a punish-
ment to the Conference but a violation of
good faith with the public, and we may add
that his conduct in this matter is very se-
verely condemned by all who understand it.

‘Gertatnly it has come to a pretty pass if the

decisifns of a President of a Conference are
infallible, and that the mere intimation of a
determination to review them is'to bé met in
this arrogant fagshion. Dr. Douglas mistakes
the sortof men he is dealing with if he fancies
he can treat the N. B. and P. E. 1. Confer-
ence in this extraordinacy fashion with im-
punity. We have no doubt this body will
know how to act in the emergency, buc if
we may be allowed we would suggest that
their action take such a form that it will
render such an arrogant assumption of infal-
libility an unsafe venture for any one in
future to make.

‘Water Sapply.

The report of the Engineer upon the Fred-
ericton Water, Supply is a very lengthy
document. It discusses—

1. The general features which constitute a
good and efficient water supply.

2. A description and analysis of the
several schemes with an approximate esti-
mate of cost.

3. A comparison of the relative merits of
the different schemes, with deductions and
recommendations.

Under the first head the sources of supply
for artificial systems is discussed at consider-
able length. The quant’ty necessary to be
supplied is also considered. Upon this point
they say, ‘‘The quantity consumed per head
per day in varicus cities and towns varies
within very wide limits, owing to a variety
of circumsaances; but in those cases where
the largest quantity is used, it has been
clearly proved that more than one-half is
preventable waste. Although 40  gallons

| per head per day is known to be a liberal

allowance, even for cities'where there are
large manufacturing industries, much ship-
ping and a great variety of public uses, yet,
unless stringent regulations agains: waste
are made and enforced, the rate of consump-
tion may go much higher, and bearing in
mind that it is desirable to avoid drawing
the storage basln (if the source require one)
to shallow depths for reasons already given,
it will be prudent to fix the requirements of
Fredericton upon the basis of 60 gallons per
head of the entire population.”” For this
purpose the population is based at 10,000, so
a8 to provide for future increase, dnd the
conclusion is drawn ‘“‘that it would not be
desirable to consider any proposed source of
supply that will not farnish a population of

110,000 persons with an average daily supply

of 60 gallons to each person, or a total of

1600,000 gallons per day.” Itis estimated,

by an elaborate calculation, that the average
rain-fall at Fredericton would furnish 650,-
000 per day per square mile,and that a storage

| capacity wonld have to be provided, if a

gravitation system is adopted, for 72,000,000
gallons, which would call for a reservoir of
about 25 acres extent, with 10 feet depth.
The report also discusses the four systems
in use, namely, the Gravitation system, the
Puniping system; with-a distributing reser-
voir, the Pumping system, with a stand-
pipe, and the Direct Pumping system, the
later being known-as the Holly system. In
speaking of the first system the report deals
with Tower Lake, the water of which is re-
ported as ‘‘clear. bright and palatable,” but
the area of the watershed i apparently quite
small, and “from Mr. Gregory’s guaging the
outflow indicates a capacity of only about
one-balf the amount required. The storage

is not sufficient, and the character of the,

surroundings - are bad features as to quality
of water in mid-summer. = Speaking of Gar-
den’s Oreek, the report says the water is
clear and quite palatable, but inferior in
point of color, and ‘‘there is no doubt in the
cage of this ereek of the capacity of the
source, and the quality is good””. The Mill
Creek source is also dealt with, and is very
favorably-spoken of both as to supply and
quality of the water. The second and third
schemes are not discussed in the Report,
which, after considering the Mill Oreek re-
port, goes on to speak of the

SUPPLY OF THE RIVER 8T. JOHN FROM PUMPING.

‘ This source, so far as purity and quan-
tity is concerned, is beyond doubt or ques-
tion. It fully meets all the adventages
claimed for large constant flowing streams
The only objection to the water is the slight
turbidity frem alluvial washings during
freshet, and this objectior. may be overcome
by filtration, natural or artificial, or by set-
ting basiog shut off from the river by timber
cribs, filled with finely cracked stone.”” The
locality for the pumping works is recom-
mended to be just above Smyth street, and
it is stated that there would be no objection
on account of sewerage, and ‘‘the objection
to the cemeteries is more fanciful than real.”
The water would. be drawn from ‘a point
where the depth at the lowest. stage is eight
feet, ‘The supply will be drawn: .from a
crib-well, that is, a well or open space en-
closed by heavy crib-work, five or more feet
thick, extending from the bottom of ihe
river to a hight of at least three feet above
the highest-water.”” " If thought necessary a
reservoir can be provided on the Brick Kiln
road, with an elevation of 200 feet above the
city flat. Another locality above Govern-
ment House is recommended for examination.

We give the conclusion of the report with-
out abridgement.

COMPARISON OF THE VARIOUS SCHEMES,

(1) As to quality.

The present condition of the water at
Tower Lake is, as to color and palatability,
the first on the list. Its condition, however,
as to shallowness of depth and swampy sur-
roundings would lead to the expectation
that when drawn down it will be inferior to
all the others and 'possibly absolutely
noxious.

The other sources, although differing
slightly in various respects may be classed
as good and suitable waters now, and by the
use of proper means may be kept so.

(2) As to quantity.

There is some doubt in regard to Tower
Lake ; but none whatever as to the other
sources. g

(3) As to economy in first cost.

If the direct system of pumping be adopted
the experience of other cities has invariably
been a reduction of fire expenses. ‘What sav-

.ing you may expect in Fredericton you can

decide better than I. The system you will
have under this arrangement gives yon s
hydrant at every street intersection, with at-
tachments for two lines of hose upon each.

For the supply of ordinary domestic re-
quirements the engine has to lift the water
only 75 feet, and the pressure on the’ pipes
and fixtures is generally lighter than under
any other system; but they are proportioned
to stand the greatest fire pressure, and when
an alarm of fice is given the pressure is in-
stanily changed at the pumps se as to give
at least six good fire streams, equal to the
work of three steam fire engines.

I would suppose an annual saving in fire
department eéxpenses could be effected
amounting to $1,500. If so, then the annual
expense under the direct system would be
reduced to $6,000, thus making it the cheap-
est both in first cost and in annual expense.
- In point of efficiency the direst system is
superior to any other and to be preferred
even if the cost were somewhat greater.

CONCLUBIONS.

It has been the aim of this report to pre-
sent the various schemes to you fairly and
impartially as regards those essential fea-
tares which should appertain to a good and
efficient system of water works, Only those
sources have been considered that gave
promise of meeting the desired requiremenss.

Heron Lake was visited by us, but for
obvious reasons it was not deemed worthy
of consideration. It is too small, too shallow,
too distant and’involves crossing & broad,
deep river. 3

From the foregoing discussion of the
merits and demerits of the various sources, it
must be evidentthat the preponderance of
the best features of a public water supply
appertain to. the dirget pumping system
from the river St. John, and while we, as
engineers, decidedly recommend the same,
we fally recognize the fact that the other
sources will furnish ample and good sup-

 plies of water. d

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How the Job was Done.

A COUNTERFEITER'S STORY OF WORK IN THE
BUREAU OF ENGRAVING "AND PRINTING.

“If you want to see a man who can tell
you about some of .the crooked business
that has been done in the Bureau of En-
graving and Printing I can show you
one,” said a detective to a Sun reporter
yesterday. Then he led the way to a
dingy basement of a lodging house on
the east side, amid a cluster of tenements
and saloons. A feeble lamp lighted the
interior. Sitting by an old table was a
man who once had been handsome. He
was tall, well built, and had along, bushy
beard. His eyes were blue, his nose was
rather large, but well formed. His com-
plexion was fair. His voice was smooth,
snd he had the air of a man whohas seen
better days. Assured by the detective
that he would not be betrayed the man
said :— : y

] have seen the time when I did not
mind going out to spend $500 in & night.
That was when we did the greatest job
of putting out counterfeit money that
was ever done in this country, and when
we worked the Bureau of Engraving ‘and
Printing. There was lots of money put
up, and it was a long job, but we worked
iz successfully. It took us over a year,
and we spent $10,000 on it.

“Hank Hall, Josh Miner and Peter
Smith were the men who put the job up.
Their plans was to get some of the genuine
work out of the Bureau of Engraving and
Printing. This was about 1866. They
got Minnie Langdon, her husband Ned
Rangdon, and her father-in-law, to go to
work in the bureau. The Langdons were
plate printers, and: the plan was to get
them to steal lead impressions of the
genuine plates of the 7-30 Treasury notes
and other- Government plates. These
Jead impressions were used as a matrix
fiom which to make electrotype plates.

47 recollect well the day when Minnie
XEangdon brought the lead impression -of
#he 7-30's and compound interest notes
%o New York. She gave it to me, and I
gave her $2,500 cash. We had been sup-
plying her and her relatives with money
ol the time they were at work in the bu-
veau. After we got the lead impression
ik took three or four months to get the
plates ready, but when they were done
the notes printed from them were as
good as the genuine. They were, in fact,
printed from copies of the genuine
plates.

% The very first day the counterfeit was
issued we put out $500,000 of them in the
eity of New York alone. We found no;

The one to the
northward was very large, standing at
least one hundred and fifty feet out of
water. In shape it was almost square,
but it seemed topheavy. It loomed up
grandly through the fog, as it wentrolling
passed us, occasionally settling down
over fifty feet in the sea and then rising
up again. All this time large yuantities
of broken ice went drifting by ; butafter
being hove too for thirty-two hours we
proceeded slowly across the Banks, leav-
ing the ice astern. The weather con-
tinued thick until we sighted Montauk
Point.” _

The “Scythia,” on hervoyage from Liver-
pool, just completed, passed a number of
icebergs, among them some of great size.

On the 18th one was sighted which stood
some 300 feet above the water, which
would give it an estimated height from
crown to base of about 900 feet. On the
17th, in latitude 42 deg. 45 min., longitude
49 deg., another great berg of very strange
shape was seen. At seven o'clock on
Monday morning a vessel’s mast standing
out of the water was seen from the
“Scythia’s” decks.

The steamer “Wisconsin” also reported
on reaching the harbor, on the 22nd, that
she passed several large bergs about one
hundred miles south of the Banks.— New
York Herald.

The most remarkable natural bridge is
probably the Jisrel Hajar, which spans a
gorge not far from the ruins of the Temple
of Adonis in the province of the Lebanon,
in Syria. Itis aflat piece of limestone
rock from ten to fifteen feet thick, per-
fectly arched on the under side. The
gorge is abont 150 feet across, and the
bridge is about 100 feet from the bed of
the torrent below. The bridge is so
broad and level that a good carriage road
might be made over it. The bridge is
surpasged in height by the natural bridge
in Rockbridge County, Virginia, about 125
miles west of Richmond, and about two
miles from the James River. It extends
over Cedar Creek. The height of the
arch is 200 feet, and the upper surface of
the bridge is 240 feet above the stream.

DoxinNiox Day.—Saturday morning dawned
with a cold clear sky and with every indica-
tion that the holiday would be dull, dark
and disagreeable. All day the city wore a
solemn agpect. . Half thestores were tlosed,
and the other half had their windows par-
tially closed as though in mourning for some
provincial calamity. A few people lounged
on Queen street with their overcoats on, and
a few others made a pretence of attending to
business as usual. The morning trains, es-
pecially that on the New Brunswick Railway;
took quite & number of persons out of the
city. Between eight and nine Queen street
was made quite lively by those who were on
their way to participate in the arrangements
made in Woodstock for the observance of
the day. There was very little driving, less
boating, and little or no promenading.
Most people seemed to regard the holiday as
an affliction. The races at Woodstock did
not come off owing to the heavy rain pre-
vailing all day.

Death by Drowning.

On Friday morning news was brought to
Dr. Brown, Coronér, that there had been a
case of drowning near Morrison’s Mills. On.
going to the place he found the remains of
Margaret Louise Dunn which had been

found in the river a few feet from the shore.

A jury was summoned consisting of the

following : — William McKay, foreman;

James Duffy, William Dolan, Robert Nichols,

William Godsoe, Joseph Etching, Nevil
Grant; and an inquest was held.. The facts
appeared about as follows :—Miss Dunn was
a sister of Ephriam Dunn, and a daughter of
the late Richard Dunn. Since her youth
Miss Dunn, who was thirty-eight years of
age, has always evinced a nervous tempera-
ment, at some times more so than at others.

When her mother died, the shock was severe
on Miss Dunn, her friends fearing that she
would lose herreason entirely. . Her .chief
trouble appeared to be the fear that the
creditors of the estate, which was left to
her control, and against which there were
some debts standing, would not give her
sufficient time to meet them. She occa-
sionally talked with her brother about the
matter and he always did all in his power
to allay his fears. - Not long since she
inquired one day if it would be any disgrace
to her parents if she should die without
having payed their debts. These things
which her friends at the time did not think
serious, have left the impression that she
brooded over the thought of taking her own
life. She continued to go about among her
friends as usual-and just before her sad
death occurred was visiting the neighbors.
Nothing unusual was noticed about her of
late except that she maintained a more quiet
mood than formerly. She was last seen alive
by her sister-in-law, Mrs. Ephriam Dunn, at
whose house she had for the last four weeks
made her home, about 12 o’clock Thursday
night. At that timeshe was quietly sleeping
in her bed. At6 o’clock Friday morning,
Mrs. Dunn arose and going to Miss Dunn’s
bedroom found the bed vacant and her
clothes as they had been left the day before.
‘Search was made around the premises but to
no avail. At last some persons took grap-
pling irons and proceeded to search the
river. They soon found the body of the
unfortunate woman about forty feet from
the shore, in about five feet of water. Every-
thing indicated that she had met her death
by drowning and it is supposed that she
jumped into the river off some logs near
the shore. The jury brought in the follow-
ing verdict that *‘Margaret Louise Dunn met
her death by drowning during .a state of
mental depression.”’

The largest library is the Bibliothique
National, in Paris, founded by Louis XIV.
It contains 1,400,000 volumes, 300,000
pamphlets, 175,000 manusecripts, 300,000
maps and charts, and 150,000 coins and
medals. The collection of engravings ex-
ceeds 1,300,000, contained in some 10,000
volumes. The portaits number about
100,000. The building which contains
these treasures is situated on the Rue
Richelieu.  Its 'length is 540 feet, its
width 130 feet. The largest library in
New York, in respect of separate works,
is the Astor. About 195,000 volumes are

on its shelves.

The Enccenial exercises at the University
were held Thursday afternoon in the Univer-
sity Library. There was the usual large and
 fashiomable gathering. These festivals have
been long recognized as among the ‘most im-
portant events of the year and attract visi-
tors from & distance. The interest in the
University is certainly on the increase, and
the value of the institution as the'¢rown of
the education system of the Province isevery
yeak being more highly appreciated.

“Happy is the bride whom the sun shines
on,”’ says the old proverb, and if the same
adage applies to those who receive their de-
grees at the University, the graduates have
reason to feel confident of a happy future,
for Enceenia day is always pleasant. Yes-
terday seemed likely to prove an exeeption

and threatening looking, but in the after-
noon the sky became clear, and the old tra-
dition was justified.

At three o’ clock the large room was com-
pletely filled. Upon the platform were the
Lieut. Governor, the Metropolitan, the Sen-
ate and Professors of the University, the
Chief Justice, Dr. Rand, Principal Crocket,
Prof. Foster, M, P., and others. The ex-
ercises began by the delivery of

THE ENC®NIAL ORATION,

Dr. Jack being the orator. This oration is
always to he understood as delivered in
praise of the founders of the University. It
owes its origin to Sir Howard Douglas, who
founded the Douglas gold medal, which is
pregented every year to ‘the successful com-
petitor in English composition, the test be-
ing an essay upon a subject named by the
Lieutenant Governor. As might be expect-
ed, the subject of the oration has become
quite hackneyed; nevertheless Dr. Jack held
the attention of the sud;qn.ce, while he gave
a brief historical sketch ‘of the institution,
going back to the earliest steps taken by
the Legislature of New Brunswick to found
an institution for higher education in the
Province.

After the dehvery of the oration, Dr. Jack
announced that the Douglas Gold Medal had
been awarded to W. J. Fowler of the gradu-
ating class. The subject of the essay was
‘“The effects of the discoveries of the nine-
teenth century upon the comforts and conve-
nience of life.” In gnnouncing theawarding
of the medal, Dr. Jack said that there were
three competitors for this prize. One of
them, whose essay was considered the best,
had not been attending the University for
the past year, and, consequently, it was felt
that the medal could not in justice be
awarded to him. :

MR. FOWLER

then came forward and read a portion of his
essay, after which the medal was presented
by the Lieut. Governor, who made a few ap-
propriate remarks. ;

Mr. Parkin then reported upon the essays
submitted in the competition for the Alumni
Gold Medal, which had been awarded to'W.
Bliss Carman.

Mr. Carman then read a few extracts from
his essay.

The Medal was presented by Mr. Parkin,
who made a few remarks. Among other
things, he said the prize must be regarded as
an evidence of the interest taken in the Uni-
versity by the old graduates, aind of the im-
portance attached by them to the study of
classical languages. - He spoke of the career
of the medalist, both at school and college,
in the highest terms. ‘

The Sc¢holarships were then announced.

Mr. Fowler received the Mathematical
Scholarship awarded to the Senior Class;
Mr. Bliss the English Scholarship in the
Junior Class, and Mr. Fritz the Classical
Scholarship in the Freshman Class

The French Prize was awarded to Mr. Wm.
Crocket.

The Microscope was awarded to Mr. F.
Bliss for proficiency in Natural Science.

Dr. Jack spoke of the remarkable equality
of the competitors for this prize.

Dr. Bailey presented the microscope. He
spok¢of the difficulty of deciding upon
which student should receive the prize. He
announced that Dr. Atherton had cut the
Gordian knot by'presenting a second micros-
cope.

Dr. Jack stated that he was unable at
present to award the Lorne Medal. There
were three competitors, namely, Messrs.
Brodie, Mackintosh, and Meagher who had
made respectively 7504 ; 750 and 735.

The Lorne Silver Medal for proficiency in
Natural Science, the competition for which
was conferred to the Freshman class, was
awarded to Mr. A. W. Duff, Mr. W. Ganong
being a very close competitor. The Metro-~
politan announced that he would give
a prize of books to Mr. Ganong.

Honor certificates were then awarded. The
number of -students receiving them this year
is unusually large.

Mr. W. B. Carman delivercd the annual
oration of the last graduating class. He
spoke of the significance of this privilege
which had been accorded graduates and of
the College course generally, acquitting
himself very creditably.

The Degree of A. B. was conferred upon
the following undergradvates :

ARABI PASHA AND THE CIRCASSIANS.—
Arabi Pasha’s enjoyment of his lease of
power seems to be poisoned by fear of
the assassination which he can never
shake off. Eversince the military plot
was discovered he is pursued with a night-
mare, in which Circassian officers play
the chief part. He pictures them lying
in ambush for him at the corner of every
one of the narrow streets of Cairo; he
hears their voice in the murmurs of the
populace ; and he expects their presence
from behind every acacia tree that quiv-
ers on the road between ‘the Esbekeyeh
and the Abdin barracks. His befe noire
has now followed him even in the shades
of ithe Shooprah. This—as every one
who is acquainted with Cairo knows—is
a long avenue of bellek or acacia trees,
where the Khedive and all who wish to
be thought fashionable in Cairo—Moslem
and Christian, native and foreigner—drive
or ride up and down on Sundays and
Fridays.

A Sunday or two ago the promenade
was unusually crowded with' carriages
and horsemen ; the Khedive passing by
almost unnoticed with his Master of the
Ceremonies, while Arabi drove up and
down accompanied by a corfege of seven
or eight carriages filled with his new
“creations.” . In the press it appears that
his Victoria came  into collision with
another carriage which was being driven
in the opposite direction, the horse of
which getting restive became entangled
in the carriage of the minister, who’ was.
only extricated from under the legs of
the frightened animal after having re-
ceived some nasty bruises. It has been
officially stated that the offending horse
is of Circassian parentage.

Landlordism in the Canadian North.
West. .

The success of the govérnment of Sir
John Macdonald at the recent Parlia-
mentary elections in Canada is an event
of more significance than the mere ap-

proval by the people of the national po-

licy of protection to home industry. It
involves the approval of another policy

of even greater importance to the people

of the Northwestern provinces. The
question of the disposition of the public

lands of the Dominion was purposely

kept in the background by the govern.
ment during the campaign, for the pre-
mier well knew that it would not bear
investigation. Ignorant, therefore, of the
consequences of the land policy of the
goyernment, or careless as to its results,
the people have in effect voted_to sustain
it for five years to come—a period long
enough to consummate the purpose now
in view by the directors of the policy ; to
transfer the Irish landlord system to Mani-
toba and the Northwest territory.

The immense grant of land to the Cana-
dian Pacific syndicaté has been the sub-
ject of much criticism by the opposition
press, but this of ' itself would not have
proved an unwise step provided the lands
so granted had been disposed of to actual
settlers who would assist in the develop-
ment of the country. Instead of pursu-
ing this course the syndicate has sold an
immense domain, comprising all the lands
thus far earned by it, some eleven million
acres, to the Canadian Northwest Land
Company, composed of the Duke of Man-
chester, Earl Dunraven, and other large
landed proprietors in Ireland. The land
embraces the tract two miles wide, reach-
ing from Brandon to the eastern boundary
of British Columbia, and the company
has the option of a refusal of the land of
the syndicate for the remainder of the
line to the Pacific coast. It is the pur-
pose of the company, as explained by a
member of the Duke of Manchester's
suite, to apportion the land out in farms,
and induce farmers from England and
Ireland to settle upon and improve them,
paying at first but a nominal rental. It
is estimated that within a few years the
value of this estate will be augmenited to
a fabulous degree.

Supplementing the action of the rail-
way syndicate and the Duke of Man-
chester’s company, the government has
pursued a course calculated to create
vast estates in the  North-west, and to
keep ordinary farmers in the condition
of simple tenantry. More than a score
of colonization societies have been organ-
ized, and each of these has received a
grant of from one to six million acres of
land. The shares of these companies

were at first subscribed by people of
moderate means, who had an idea of
settling in the new Northwest. But the
freezing out process soon began, and the

shares have gradyally accumulated in; a|

few hands.  Each of these -colonisation
grants will, in the course of a few yedrs,
become individual estates in which' the
tenants will' have no present or pros-
pective proprietary interest. ‘There is
evidently an organized effort to make of
the Northwest provinces such a depen-
dency to Canada as Ireland  is to Great
Britain, and it is very evident that the
movement has the sympathy and co-

operation of the government.. «
With such a state of affairs existent in
Manitoba and the Nolthwedt 10 , it

is diffioult to see how' y man’ in W
senses can seriously consider settlenfert

there. The evils of landlordism haye
been graven in letters of blood upon: the
hearts of the Irish people. for centuries
past, and in England and Scotland there
is no hope for advancement for the
tenant farmers. There ‘is no reason to
believe that the same system in Mani-
toba will produce different results, and
the outlook for that province, therefore,
is not a bright one.—Chicago Herald.
