He belongs to an
ancient, an aristoeratic Polish family, re-
lated to the Odescalehi’'s of Rome. He
passed hisx youth as a ~nnpl|~ gentleman,
moving in the highest society, acquiring
those \\nlulnl(c and courteous manners
for which he has been always so distin-
wuished at home and abroad, and which
have, no doubt, contributed greatly to
his success as a diplomatist in later yoears,
Signor (zacki came to Rome with the in-
tention of entering the Church, and was
immediately selocted by the l’uln to fill
an important post, for which his talents
and knowledge of languages pre-cminent-
Iy fitted him. Cardinal Angelo Bian-
chi was born in Rome in 1817,
he passed through his carly studies
in a  Dbrilliant  manner, and
devoted  himself to the study and
mastery of the spirit and ceremonies of
Pontitical Liturgy, on account ot which
he was nominated Master of Ceremonies
at the Papal Courtand afterwards attache
to the Congregation of Ecclesiastical
Affairs.
