Honpuras.—An extract of a letter
dated Belize, April 11, 1852, gives the fol-
lowing news from Honduras: “ ‘The weather
has been unsually hot and dry, all'signs of
vegetation are dried up, and our walks and
gardens look like a burnt prairie. Yester-
day, however, the sky became clouded, and
at evening we were visited with a ‘severe
hail storm, the first and only one ever known
here, which lasted several minutes, and for
the time furnished us with home made ice.
During the night it rained, and this morn-
ing the air is cool and delightful. A" ves-
sel has been wrecked on our coast, making
cleven this year. These are all large ves-
sels which came here to load on the coast
with mahogony, and, as they lay on the
open sea, opposite the rivers wlhere they are
