Northern Railway Blevator Burnt

Over $200,000 WorrH oF ProPERTY Dis-
TROYED.

The old elevator belonging to the North-
ern railway, and situate on a wharf to the
westward of the Brock streot station, was
completely destroyed by fire last night.
The origin of the fire is clothed in mylter{

THE WUNDERFUL RAFFLESIA.

“ Come with me, sir ; come! A flower
very large, beautiful, wonderful !’ exclaim-
ed a Malay, who drew the attention of Dr
Arnold to a flower remarkable alike for ite
enormous size and its strange structure
and mede of growth. And the surprise of
the Malay was nothing compared with that
of Dr. Arnold and his companions, when
(ullo'in{ their native attendant, they saw
among the bushes of a jungle a flower ap-
parently springimng out of the ground,witf:-
out stem or leaf, and measuring at least
a yard in diameter. .

The moest striking feature in the Rafflesia
is its enormous size ; indeed, it is the
largest and most magnificent flower in the
word. Itis compused of five roundish
leaves or petals, each a foot across, of &
brick-red color, but covered with numer-
ous irregular yellowish white swellings.
The petals surround a large cup nearly a
foot wide, the margin of which bears the
stamens ; and this cupis filled with a
fleshy disc, the wpper surface of which is
everywherecovered withcurved projections
like cows’ horns. The cup, when freed
frem its coutents, would hold about
twelve pints of water.' The flower weighs
fifteen pounds. 1t is .very thick ; the
petals beiug from one te three-quarters of
aninch in thickness,

L A flower of such dimensions and weight
might xpected to be a treasure to the
perfu: ; but, alas, its odor is exactly
that of tainted beof. Dr. Arnold supposed
that even the flies which -vurmes over
the flower when he discovered it, were de-
ceived by itssmell, and were depositing
their- in the thick disc, takingit for a
piece of carrion.

Another canse of wonder to the little
band of explorers who discovered it, was
that they could find no leaves conmected
with it. 1t sprang from a small, leafless
creeping stem,aboutas thick as two fingers.

DeArSIR,—At last the lickaniug details
of Culonel Baker's attack on the v;gxe of
the Piegans, in Montana, on the of
Jaunuary last, have been received. Of the
173 killed, only fifteen were what might
be called fighting men—that is, between
the ages of twelve and thirty-seven years.
Ten were from thirty-seven-tosixty years,
and cight additional were uver sixty years
- i all, thirty-three. There were minety
women killed, fifty-five, or over one-half
of whem over forty years of age, and the
remaining thirty-five were between twelve
and forty years, Lastly, there were fifty
children under twelve yoars of age killed,
many of whom were in their parents’
arms, The whole village had been suffor
ing for over two months past with small-
pox, some half dozen dying daily. The
above facts were received to-day from
Lieutenant W. B, Pease, United States
ariny, the agent of the Blackfeet, and is
endorsed by GenerZl Sully, United States
army, With regard, faithfully yours.
