Mix the seed with a little cold
ham, either boiled or fried, and a few
‘bread crumbe ; season with salt, pepper,
and a little bit or onfon, and muisten
with Worcestershire sauce. #ill the cu-
cumber with this, put them in an_earth-
en pudding &ish, and bake them, basting
them with gravy, or with butter and
water.

This receipt fur ginger-cake comes from
the English cook noted for the excellence
of her work: Put one pound of butter
into one pound of flour; add k&lf a
pound of finely-pewdered sugar, the rind
of a lamon grated, two tablespoonfels of
ground ginger, and one grated nutmeg.
Mix them together ; then heat one gill
ot aweet milk, or warm it rather, stir in-
to 1t half a teaspooful of bicarbonate of
soda. Roll out, cut in square cakes,and
bake in a moderate oven.

Batter or string beans, if cooked and
picked according to theee directions, are
delicious : Wash them and steam-them
until they are tender but not lof!_; put |
them into a jar and pour hot vinegar
over them ; sweeten the vinegar and sea-
son highly with cinnamon. Another
way equally excellent, but which gives a
different fiavor to the pickles, is to boil
them in salted water until tender;
then pour over them the hot vinegar
which has been sweetened, and in addi-
tion to the cinnamon have a liberal allow-
ance of pepper : cayenne or black may be
used.

One of the novelties and luxuries of
the period is bansna cake. Take one
cup of water or of sweet milk, three
eggs, four cups of flour, three small tea.
spoons of baking powder. Mix lightly
and bake in layers, Make an icing of
the whites of two eggs, and one cup and
a half of powdered sugar. Sprud.thia
on the layers, and then cover thickly
and cntirely with bonanas sliced thin.
The cake may be flavored with; vanilla.
The top should be simply frosted. 2

To preserve the large plums that have
tough skins, it is necessary first of all to
remove the skins. This may be done
very easily by dropping a few of the
plums at a time into hot water, then

. with a very uhnrr knife removing the
skins. Cut the plums in halves, drop
them intn a syrup made of sugar and
water. The plums should be weighed,
and an equal quantity of sugar should be
set aside for the syrup. Let them cook
80 gently that they will keep their shape.
Take them from the svrap with a skim-
mer, put them into the cans, and pour
the syrap over them, having first remov-
ed the scam from it.
