HOW UNEMPLOYED
COME T0 CANADA

Secretary of Movement in Great
Britain is in Canada. Rate is
Levied for Purpose.

Winnipeg, August 28. — The
Rev., John C. Morris, of St. Mark’s
vicarage, Lewisham, London, Eng-
land, a representative of the Central
Unemployed body, arrived in the city
vesterday morning from the east, and
will go through to the coast in the
interests of the organization which he
is“represemting 4% tire Domimien-—Phe
Central Unemployed body was instru-
mental in sending 5,000 people from
the mother country during the past
year and if the investigations now be-
ing made by Mr. Morris should prove
satisfactory it is probable that 10,000
people will be sent to the Dominion
by the organization next year.

“The Central Unemployed body,”
said Mr. Morris, ‘“was created by act
of parliament, and its work is carried
forward under the provisions of the
act. We are permitied to levy a rate
of half a penny in the pound for the
work of relieving the unemployed, by
finding work for them, and the way
we do this is by sending the men to
this country.

“We have been eareful in making
the selection of the men who are to
be sent out, and so no one is ever sent
unless the committee is satisfied that
the colonist will be able to jnake his
way in the new conditions umfor which
he will be ecalled upon tolive. We had
last year 15,000 applications to con-
sider, only one man in three being
sent out.

‘“When the colonist has been select-
ed, all of the money required for the
payment of the transportation charges
is furnished by this body. The colon-
ist enters upon an engagement to re-
pay the sum so advanced, if he should
be_able to do so. There is no process
by which we can compel any man to
repay the money if he does not wish
to do so, but it is expected that under
ordinary circumstances the money
will be. repaid to the Crown. )

MONTREAL BIRTHRATE HIGHEST

Montreal, Aué‘. 27.—Further figures
available in connection with the an-
nual report of the medical officer of
health for the city, Dr. L. Laberg,
show that ‘during 1906 the French-
Canadian birthrate per thousand was
47,66, as against 44,19 for the previous
year, being an increase of 3.47 per
thousand.

This is over three times the birth-
rate in Paris, and doublé that of New
York. - The birthrate oi the city of
Montreal as a wholé is double that of
the French capital, being upwards of
31 per 1,000, English Roman Cathol-
ics and English Protestants average
about the same.

Dr. Ward, the new statistician, is
working at fhe details of an estimate
of the population of Montreal by na-
tionality. He finds the last census
quite useless for this purpose, as it
showed only 16,000 Jews in the whole
of Canada, while it is well known,
Dr. Ward avers, that there are more
than double that number in Montreal
alone, and they have been coming in
by boat loads since the last census
wag taken.

Journalists

MR. OLIVER OPPOSED TO INDENT-
URED LABOR. .

Winnipeg, Aug. 26.—Hon: Frank
Oliver, minister of the interior, arriv-
ed in the city Saturday morning, and
early received a number of callers.
The minister’s journey westward was,
it will be recalled, to look into orien-
tal immigration to British Columbia:

“I find everybody employed,” said
Mr. Oliver in an ibterview with a
Free Press represeritative, comment-
ing_at.the ontset on the commercial
prosperity of the province., “There
is an unsatisfied demand for labor;
wages are good, and generallv speak-
ing. econditions are buoyant,”

The minigter then proceceded to dis-
cuss the Japanese influx. ““Thig,” he

said, “‘is a’little different from any
oriental question that has arisen hith-
erto, The labor organizations object,
and all laboring classes object natural-
ly because of the consciousness of the
presence of a large mumber of men,
who are competent and able to work
for very much less ‘wages. But the
feeling of opposition extends beyond
this class. There is a panicky feeling
among the inhabitants generally that
they do not know what is behind the
movement. They are not in a frame
of mind to reason the matter on_the
merely economie side, They fear that
it is a preconcerted movement; that
there is a responsibility behind i,
some sort of mysterious responsibility
that they do not’ understand, and do
wot know the limits 1of. Employess
wiho ¥ecognize ,only ecomdmie econsid-
erations, are measurably in favor ‘of
the introduction of Japanese, on the
ground that they are competent work-
ers and supply a requirement which
every one admit: to exist. But, in-
stead of thers heing a clear div(sion
between employers and the working
classes, as was the case in regard to
Chinese and Hindoo labor, there is a
mingled opposition, comprising em-
ployers and the mercantile classes.
Everyone, except the employer who is
up against it badly for labor in order
to meet some urgent demand, seems
to share the feeling of distrust engen-
dered by the suddenness and volume
of the influx.

“It is only this spring that the
movement has taken place, and its
suddenness -has alarmed people. An
important feature of .the case is that
the immigrants are not coming from
Japan, but the S8andwich Tslands: and
although they are Japanese citizens.
the Japanese government has no legal
contrel over their movement. There
is no restrietion .to the movement to
the Sandwich Islands; and, after they
obtain permission to go thither, they
may go whither ‘they choose. Sorfe
years ago the Japanese -government
entered into m tacit wunderstanding
that only so many would be allowed
to leave Japan for Canada; and, see-
ing that they cannot be held respon-
sible, suspicion is' aroused. This is
accentuated by fthe -statement—I can-
not quote my authority—that the peo-
ple whe are landing in British Col-
umbia hold passports to the Sandwich
Isalnds, dated omly this spring. If
their passporte were dated years ago
it could be readily coneeived—so it is
argued—that the conditions of the la-
bor market there might be the cause
of the present influx. A desire to bet-
ter one’s position could be rationally
attributed as the remson for the move-
ment to British Columbia, and the
influx- would -have a natural gompléx-
ion, 'But, in the circumstances; the
idea prevails that the Sandwieh
Islands are being used as a cloak to
cover, a pre.concerted move; towards
Qanada, The' feeling ‘of' panic is at
present . practically confined to the
coast  citles, Japanese in numbers
have not penetrated the up-country
distriets; but I have no doubt that if
the same  conditions became evident
to the 'minds “6f the inhabitants there,
similar. feelings would be: evoked.

“If the Japanese government could
show.that it was adhering in epirit as
well as letter, to the understanding of
some years ago, I think there would
be comparatively little cause of com-
plaint. At least the position would
be 1adieally ¢nanged. It would then
becomg largely e:nomie, whereas it
is' now regarded more from the na-
tiorial aspect.

The interviewer suggested that the
characteristics of the Chinamen made
them to be preierred to the Japanese.

“I have heard people express them-
selves after that fashion,” the minis-
ter replied. ‘“‘Some say they would
rather have Chinese; but I do not
know that the feeling is universal.
The.. Chinamen,. it -is true, are said
to be more willing, more likely te re-
main in the calling in which they are
tngaged, and are more reliable. There
is no doubt, on the other hand, that
the Japanhese are more adaptable and
intelligent, and possibly more indus-
trious. But, then, they are more am-
bitious; and they only enter the low-
er forms of émployment as a stepping
stone to higher. There is, therefore,
no fixity of relationship, between the
employer and the-Japahese workman.
As soon as he becomes efficient, he
naturally  steps -ifito something high-
ar. Generally © speaking, however,
there is an expression .that Japanese
e not as relimble and trustworthy as

hinamen.”

Mr. Oliver thinks that the immigra-
siony of Hindoos is no danger; the in-
flux having praetieally ceased. Hin-
doos, he said, are not adapted to the
slimate and environment; and, more-
over, are not as efficient as celestials.

Effect of Head Tax.

““The Chinaman’s’ position to-day,”
the minister added, “is exceptionally
good individually, He will command
as large wages as g white man; be-
tause he has cornered the market,
sinee the head tax was put on, China-
men’s wages have dowmbled and their
efficiency depreciated 26 per cent.”

“Are you in favor of removing the
head tax, Mr. Oliver?” was asked.

“No,” he replied,

“What do you think of indentured
Iabor as a solutiofi?”

“That is mierely slavery, and we|

could not stand for that,”” he said em-
phatieally.

‘“The Japanese raw laborer . re-
ceives,””” continued Mr. Oliver, “$1.65
as against $2 and $2.256 paid to the
white man. But the former, as soon
a she becomes independent, asks for
his $2 like the white man.

“While .the over-sea European im-
migration’ to British Columbia - has
been comparatively sinall, the popula-
tion has beén largely /intreased by the
migration df people- irom .the prairie,
in search of climate and other condi-
tions, which can be secured af the
coast cities or in the fruit districts of
the interior. The population, in
wealth and general standing, has thus
been markedly improved; and théfe is
prosperity all round. Fruit and min-
ing are.both flourishing. As to the

labor question in the upper mainland,

the fruit growers have to get cheap
labor or they cannet grow fruit on a
commercial basis and the lumber in-
dustry has to obtain labor,  too, . By
cheap labor, I mean a class of labor
that ought to be cheap; because it
demands not much strength or skill,
At the presetit:prices of fruit, cultiva-
tors. cam - afford -to pay ‘full wages.
There is ‘nof ‘a Preat deal of oriental
labor in the interior; the white men
work in the mines and Europeans on
the farms.”
Crops Heavy in Albérta, %
The  minister, in conclusion, com-
mented upon the prairie erop pros-
pects. “Crops in Alberta,” he said,
*‘are very heavy this year. In the
south cutting’is going on; but in the
north it has not started yet. They are
inclined to ‘be little late; but their is
a fair prospect.of their coming on all
right, In travelling east, as far as I
tould see,, the crop looks good around
Regina and Moose Jaw. It is a little
late, but very good—mnot too heavy,
but heavy enough.”

MONEY INFLUENCE AFFECT
MARKETS,

Winnipeg, August 28.—The past week
in the wheat markets has been charac-
terized by a great deal of nervousness,
but at the close of business, ji}{ces
show a - substantial advance over what
they steod at a week ago. Perhaps
never before has there occurred such a
combination of conditicns and uncer-
tainties as environ the wheat markets
at the present time, and which effect in
a larger measure the speculative markets
than the more slow-going actual wheat
trade. We have the telegraph opera-
tors’ strike in the United States, which
to a moderate extent, affects our own
country; then there is the shadow of

tight money and the uncertainties of a |1

financial situation, liable to become seri-
ously disturbed almost any day without
giving much warning; and beyond these
is the unusual uncertainty about the ma-
turing and harvesting of this yeorys
spring wheat crop.  On the other hand
there is the well established shortage 1n
this year’s wheat crops in the northern
hemisphere, and the large requirements
which have to be filled during the com¢
ing twelve momths, ‘T'hese factors are
working in opposition to each ether in
the making of the business sentiment
which expresses itself in_the daily and
hourly advances and declines in wheat
prices. Naturally, therefore, a feverish
intcrest is observed in all that pertains
to the wheat markets at the preesnt time
Just - a week ago to-day the.trade was
making a buoyant recovery from the dis-
astrous break in prices on the day pre-
vious which was caused by the exten-
sion of the telegraph operators’ strike |
and heavy decline on the stock markets.
Gradually the wheat markets came to,
under the returning confidence that,
whatever experiences may await other
lines of business, the wheat trade has
this season a firm foundation of its own
Towards the close of last week the feel-
ing became a shade easier again, and it
looked very much as if in face ¢ jm.

The Western Storm.

On Saturday the majority of traders
went home with the feeling that in the
ordinary course of things, somewhat, low-
er prices would be the experience of this
week. But a good deal happens in
twenty-four hours, sometimes to change
the appearance of the situation and
what happened between Saturday  and
Monday of this past week was just this,
viz.: that, while in the east here, we
were enjoying during Saturday a fine
summer day, there was beginning in the
far west a storm of wind and rain which
swept across the wheat fields of Alberta,
SBaskatchewan and Manitoba, and down
into the states of Minnesota and the Da-
kotahs, giving the already water-logged
country another good soaking, What
was of more serions import than the
wind and rain was the low temperature

accompanying the storm. At one or two
places near the foothills of the Rocky
Mountains a little' snow. was reported,
and on oMnday morning a few places re-
ported the temperature as having gone
slightly below the freezing point. What
deterioration to crops this low tempera-
ture may have eaused it is impossible to
tell, because such:damage may never be
recognized by those interested, and it
may only tell in a less yield at thresh-
ing time than was anticipated. The ser-
ious change in the wéfither turned the
markets upward yesterday morning, and,
as a low fenirerature continued through-
out the day and the fdrecast was for
slight frost in some localities last night
& strong market developed and result-
ed in good advances, and an excited mar-
ket was expected today and much frost
was reported. It turned out, however,
that a little change in the wind last
night prevented the frost materializing
north of the international boundary, and
this morning the markets opened lower,
and very soon slid off one cent. ‘In the
midst of the session if was reported to
the markets that a district in North Da-
kota had suffered a hard frost last might.
Liverpool had in the meantime closed
with a large advance, and it was report-
ed that a very large export trade and
frcst rumors together, rallied the mar-
kets and turned what at first seemed
a very weak situation into a strong and
advancing one. The close of the markets
today was very strong, and the advance
in prices on the week is from 2c to 3 1-dc
per bushel. In the events of the week
we cannot help seeing further evidence
of the strength of this season’s wheat
situation. In view of the considerable
stock of old wheat still to be used up
and the movement of the first of the
new crop, we have not been expecting
any particular advance in prices at pre-
sent nor in the near future, and have
considered prices would do very well if
they held up to about present level in
the meantime, seeing that that level s
around 20c per bushel higher than a
year ago, but we would state again, as
we have done several times previously
in these reviews, that there is develop-
ing a condition of affairs which
bring miuch higher prices in the later
part of the present crop season.

Our Winnipeg market has not shown
any great animation during the week.
The cash trade is very low, and it is
evident our prices are held somewhat
above export basis for last week the
shipments from Fort William and Port
Arthur were only 441,303 bus., while
stocks showed an increase of 532,999
at this time of year. The shipments
from the country, however, continue
large, though running less than re-
cently. The total stock at Fort William
and Port Arthur at the close of last
week  was 7,389,234 bushels against
6,856,234 bushels the week previous and
only 909,867 bushels same date last year.
In this market at the present time, the
weather changes over Western Canada
and the spring wheat country to the
south of us, are of inténse interest. The
cash , wheat trade is stagnant for the
time being, but speculative dealing ‘n
future goes by fits and starts. If the
weather becomes faveorable for 21 houars,
trade lags and the market bocomes dull
but reports of light frosts set the mar-
ket on fire again. 'The same thing oc-
curs in the Minneapolis market, and our
market. follows Minneapalis very closely
and, seldom- acts independently. ' Tt be-
comes more and -more! evident that our
crop is going to- be unprecedentedly late
in being harvested and, of eourse, the
movement will sbe correspondingly late.
It is now bound to be not less than four
weeks later than last year and ¢crop may
have much to undergo yet from weather
variations, so that the quality of it is
as yet a matter of great uncertainty.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba "or the
North-West Provinces, excepting 8
and 26, not reserved, may be home-
steaded by any person the sole head
of a family, or male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application - for homestead entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may,
however, be made on certain condi-
tiong by the iather, mother, sou,
dacghter, brother, or sister ¢f an in-
tending homesteader. -

An application for entry or inspec-
tion made personally at any Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to the
focal Agent by the Subagent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
fand applied for is vacant on receipt
of the telegram such application is
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the tyansaction are receiv-
ed by mail.

In ease of “‘personation’ the entry
will be summarily cancelled and the
applicant will forfeit all priority of
claim.

An application for inspection must
be made in person. The applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
and only one application for inspec-
tion will be received from an indivi
dual until that application has been
disposed of. )

A homesteader whose entry is in
good standing, and not liable to can-
cellation, may, subject to approval of
Department, relinquish it in favour
of father, ~mother," son, daughter,
brother or sister; if eligible, but to
no one else, on filing declaration &
akandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can-
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub-
sequent to institution of concellation
proceedings, the applicant for inspec-
tion will be entitled to prior right of
entry.

Applicants for inspection must
state in what particulars .the home-
steader is in default, and if subse-
fquently the statement is found to be
incorrect in material particulars, the
applicant will lose any prior right of
re-entry, shoulu the land become
vacant, or if entry has been granted
it may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to
perform the conditions under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
wpon and cultivation of the land in
each year during the term of three
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vieinity o
the land entered for by such home-
steader 'the requirement as to resi
dence may be satisfied by such per-
son residing with the {ather or
mother.

(3) If the settler hag his permanent
residence upon farming land owned
by him in the wvieinity of his bome.
<tead ,the, requirement may be satis-
fied by residence upon- such land.

Before making application for
patent the setftler must give six
months’ notice. in writing to he Com-
missioner “of Dominion Lands at Ot-
tawa, of his intention to do so,

The Mail and Empire rises to con-

Retrgat is impossible and eva-
sion cqu:'xll_v impossible, He must
pursue the course he has adopted or
renounce the speeches of both himself
and his followers during the session
which closed four months ago. Sil-
ence will not avail him, for silence
would be either an admission of a
hopeless cause or an affront to the
public who look to him for justifica-
tion of his conduct.

Borden to repeat or retract on the
platform what he said and did in
the House of Commons.

This is a matter thatsconcerns more
than the leader of the Oppesition. It
vitally affects both the fighting pow-
er and the public capacity of the
party he leads. It paralyzes the ef-
ficiency of the political force of which
he is the nominal head and looses
to the people of Canada the public
service they have a right to expect
and demand from any body of men
seeking political powers and honors.
If" Mr. Borden refuses to recognize
this public interest in the party
which he leads he places that party
in the position of being merely a
donkey engine to hoist self-seeking
politicians into seats in Parliament.

The first duty of Mr. Borden both
to his party and to the country is to
set his house in order.

THE ECONOMIC VALUE OF
CONFIDENCE.

Hon, Leslie M. Shaw, former
retary of the tréeasury and now presi-
dent of the Carnegic Trust Company,
interviewed regarding the financial
and commercial situation in the Un-
ited States emphasized the power
of public confidence to awoid indus-
trial depression and to maintain con-
ditions of prosperity. He said:—

“Our farms produce more than $6,-
500,000,000 per annum, and the pros-
pect is good for an average -crop.
Our mines yield more than $1,500,-
000,000, and our forests more than
$1,000,000,000, and neither of these
sources of wealth has been exhausted.
The output of our factories, in other
than food products, is approximately
$12,000,000,000, and no fires have been
extinguished, The railways earn
more than $2,000,000,000, and they are
all in successful operation. The pay
rolls of our factories and railways
aggregate approximately $3,500,000,000
and the scale of wages has not been
reduced. In other words, the real
sources of the people’s wealth have
not yet been affected, and the ability
f industrial concerns to pay divi-
dends is not measured by the market
price of their stocks. Logical reasons
for serious conditions are therefore
wanting. Psycliological reasons are
never wanting.

“If I judge correctly, the people
will have exactly what they expect,
ff those who have money in the
banks withdraw it and lock it up;
if the banks refuse to grant accom-
modations, and if the consuming pub-
lic decline to place crders, then we
will very soon witness the effects.

“Let those who think that times
of disaster follow each other at regu-
lar intervals bear in mind that this
country has never yet experienced a
period of severe depression that was
not traceable to financial or economic
agjtation or legislation, and usually
to both.””

Nothing resembling an industrial or
commercial depression exists in Can-
ada, nor have we economic eauses to
produce - any- such _calamity. - Our
farms and mines are producing splen-

sec-

didly, our factories ar¢;running over-
time,the problem of our railway man-
agers is how to handle the traffic.
Work is plenty and wages good, both
in town and country, throughout the
Dominion, Expansion and conges-
tion more adequately. describe the
conditions than stagnation or depres-
ston.,

One element alone we lack—money.
And the lack of this is felt not so
much’ in the secarcity of funds with
which to carry on present business
as in the scarcity of capital with
which to undertake new enterprises.
The ’plaint about the money string-
ency is not that it has forced our
factories to close, or our farmers to
abanden their land, but that it pre-
vents us temporarily from building
more factories and bringing more
land under cultivation. It is not at
all that the present conditions of life
are less favorable than the past, but
that we are held back for a time
from realizing the still better condi-
tions just ahead; not that opportun-
itiegs already embraced have been lost,
but that the still broader opportuni-
ties of the future are temporarily
withheld. The present ‘good has not
been destroyed; only the future great-
er good has been postponed.

The occasion surely calls more for
gratification over what has been ac-
complished than for lamentation over
what cannot be accomplished quite
as soon as expected. If the eircum-
stances of life of people generally are
better now than they were ten years
ago this should ouiweigh the disap-
pointment that they cannot be still
bettered as rapidly as hoped. If the
situation is met in this spirit of con-
tentment and in confidence that op-
portunities dzlayed are not opportun-
ities denied, the money stringency
can do no more than postpone the
enterprises of today until tomorrow.
The productive sources of wealth are
unimpaired. It only requires a per-
iod of retrenchment to allow them to
fill again the empty coffers of capital.
But retrenchment should not become
pessimism, for = pessimism breeds
panic and panic means disaster.

WAS THE INQUIRY JOBBED?

The Winnipeg Tribune is not satis-
fied with the manner in which the in-
vestigation into the alleged beef com-
bine was conducted in Winnipeg and
in the course of a criticism says:—

“Thé Tribune can only abide. by’ its
“former ‘statements, that. throughout
“this 'investigation, in ‘Winnipeg, Mr.
“Haggart has. examined no’ abattoir
“witness in a manner that was likely
“to. cause the abatteirs any embar-
“rasement, that,’up to the’ present,
“nothing has beééh drawn from these
“witnesses that would tend to prove
“the existence, of, the alleged trust—
“and that the examination conducted
“by Mr. Haggart is reférred to in the
“streets as a farce.”

The press reports during the pro-
gress of the hearing’indicatod that the
Winnipeg sessions were-phenomenally
unproductive “of eviderice - damaging
to the cause of fhose whose conduct
was under examination, The barren-
ness of the inq‘;iry there was the more
conspicuous and the more perplexing
because the evidence produced at the
Alberta sessions had warranted an ex-

pectation that something interesting
would happen when the Commission
began digging into things -at head-
quarters, The expectation was dis-
appointed however and at the close of
the Winnipeg sittings there was little
if any additional proof before the
Commission that'a combine existed.
This - unfruitfulness the Tribune be-
lieves was not because there was nog
thing to bes found out, but because 1t
was nob desired to find it, and be-
cause the examination of witnesses
wag conducted in such manner as to
avoid finding it.

This is a matter of grave public
concern and of quite as vital import-
ance to the people of Alberta as to
those of Manitoba, Winnipeg is the
centre for the beef trade of the entire
west and if there is a beef combine
its headquarters must be in that city.
The ccnditions of trade in Winnipeg
determine directly or indirectly the
price which the rancher and farmer of
Alberta receives for his best beef
cattle and if those conditions are de-
termined by a combine among the
cattle dealers, the farmer and rancher
of Alberta feels the pinch quite as
severely as the stock-grower of Man-
itoba. Presumably, too, the best
place to locate a combine if such ex-
ist, should be at its headquarters and
from its principals rather than far
out among its victims, For these
rcasons the whole public interest in
the inquiry hinged on the sessions
in Winnipeg. - If the inquiry there re-
vealed a combine the case was estab-
lished; if not, the evidence obtained
elsawhere could scarcely bs expected
to be conclusive. If, as the Tribune
alleges, the inquiry in Winnipeg broke
down or failed in any material de-
gree because the examining counsel
did not do his duty the consequences
| of the jobbery will fall on the ‘Alberta
beef produeer quite as heavily as on
his Manitoba contemporary.

‘A bit of corroborative evidence that
such may have béen the case is the
fact that when -the Alberta sessions
were concluded the services of Mr.
~P. &, Nelany-of Calgarvsy-whe had con-
ducted the examinations in this Prov-

ince were dispensed with and Mr.
Haggart of Winnipeg was: appointed
examining counsel for the Manitoba
inquiry. The authority of the Alberta
government of course ceased at the
provincial boundary, the Manitoba
Commissioner then became chairman
and the control of the Commission
passed into the hands of the Manito-
ba authorities. Just why the Roblin
government replaced Mr. Nolan it is
difficult to understand, except on the
assumption that they desired an ex-
aminer who was less likely to discover
unpalatable facts, Mr., Nolan’s con-
duct of the inquiry in Alberta left
nothing to be desired or disclosed
and gave promise of some interesting
moments for the cattle kings when
he got them in hand. But when the
authority of the Alberta Government
ceased Mr. Nolan was switched off
the scent and Mr. Haggart took up
the chase. From the results the Tri-
bune gathers that this gentleman was
governed by no uncontrollable desire
to reveal the inner workings of the
meat business. If his lack of curiosity
was the result of official interference
or instruction it is the most shameful
job ever perpetrated on the farmers
and ranchers of this country,

The senatorial solicitor of the Can-
adian Pacific railway was the orator-
in-chief at a Conservative picnic at
Leduc a few days ago. Naturally Sen-
ator Lougheed devoted his oratory
largely to the Grand Trunk Pacific
and used up considerable vivid lan-
guage in picturing that project as the
most outrageous bargain ever inade.
Naturally, too, the Senator did not
get up to details and compare that
bargain item for item with the bar-
gain his friends made with the Can-
adian Pacific railway some years ago.
In this thé Senator was wise. Com-
parisons would have got him into
trouble. Had he made the compari-
son honestly he would have torn his
case to shreds; had he made it dis-
honestly he would have insulted the
intelligence of his hearers who unlike
himself were not on the pay roll «f
the Canadian Paciflic. Instead, he
resurrected the lifeless fabrication
that “Conservatives fought for a Gov-
“ernment road from coast to coast.”
The ‘performance will deceive nobody.
Mr. Borden and his followers came no
nearer pledging themselves to a gov-
ernment owned vyailway than their
Alberts, machine came to divorcing
itself from the Canadian Pacific rail-
way. How near that was may be gath-
ered from the spectacle .of the Can-
adian Pacific providing orators for
the party picnics.

“monton does not compare with either
“Grand Forks or Fargo as a city, nei-
“ther do the numerous landscape
“views of mountainous scenery com-
“pare with the broad and fertile
““ficlds of this state, But at the same
“time we cannot blame them for
“‘fishing- for suckers’ in North Da-
“‘kota, where each one is worth from
*‘$2,500 to $5,000. If it was merely
“settlers they wanted they would not
*“‘work fthe North Dakota market so
*hard, but the fact is apparent that
“Dakota ‘fish’ is the best of . all to
“‘these westerners, who talk so much
“about their ‘hills,” and ‘golden sun-
“sets.” ™’

What better proof could be desired
that the Board is doing effective
work? The Dakota exchange would
have no ground for complaint if Da-
kotans were not showing an awaken-
ing interest in Alberta. It would not
squeal if it was not afraid of being

REASONS FOR

PRESENT STRESS

In Money Markets—Big Rubber
Works Have Gobbled up
the Gold.

The ‘'oronto Globe in a recent issue
published a special article on the finan-
cial stringency which deals in part with
conditions in the west,

No man needs to be told that at the
present time there exists throughout the
money markets of the world a condition
of stringency. Everywhere money is hard
to obtain, even when the security offered
1s of a gut-edged character, but proba-
bly in mo country -is the demand for
money more difficult to satisfy than in
Lanada. It nas been an open scoret
ior some Uime That The financial in-
stitutions of the country have not been
and are not now willing to comply with
all the demands made upon them tor
loans, not that the banks and great loan
companies are in any way in a bad con-
dition financially, but that they are de-
termined to continue in a good financial
condition. The calls made upon them are
so numerous that it is impossible to sat-
1sty everybody.

——

With a view to ascertaining what 1s
being thought of the position in finan-
cial circles a representative of The Globe
has during the last few days waited on
a number of gentlemen in the city of
Loronto who are closely ‘identified with
financial organizations, and though, for
somewhat obvious reasoms, it is not pos-
sible to disclose their identity, yet the
results of these investigations are of in-
terest, and on the whole.may b2 re-
garded as reassuring by theose who have
of late become a little fearful asto the
condificn which attairs have assumed.

Causes of Dear Money.

Generally speaking, the chief causes of
dear money throughout the world are,
in the first instance, .the huge expen-
ditures brought about by the South Af-
rican war, costing the British people 1n
round figures something like two hun-
dred and fifty million pounds steriing;
the great war between Hussian and
Japan both of which turned money from
1ts natural industrial channel, and fin-
ally the great wave of prosperity which
has literally swept over the world of re-
cent years. ‘'I'he last mentioned factor
is by far the most important. "I'o real-
ize that it is so needs only a moment’s
thought on the great industrial develop-
ment that has taken place in connection
with the three great manufacturing na-
tlons of the *world—Great Britain, tne
United States and Germany. In each ot
vnese countries, particmlarly in regara
To the two last, the rate of progress
and development in, comparatively-speak-
ing, the last few years has been aston-
1shingly great. 'T'he expansion of com-
merciat and ngustriad enterprise
throughout: the world has, as a matter
o1 .1aci, been proceeding 1n a greater
ratio than has the increase of the world’s
supply of gold, the basis of all commer-
cial enterprise, and it is a natural and
easily understood comsequence that dear

money should “‘result;« normous enter- |

prises like the Panama Canal, Canada's
iranscontinental, Egyptian and African
projects of great magnitade have added
to these burdens enormously.

Such being the case, it is no difficult
matter to realize why 1n Canada the
stringency of fhe money market should
be greater than it is in some of the older
communities. No country in the world
can point to such a remarkable record
of development as can the Dominion.
The record of progress during the last
ten years, progress made in every branch
of commercial undertaking has no equal.
In every part of the country the same
story of prosperity and expansion is to
be told. 'I'ne great crowds of new ecitr-
zens that have poured into the country
have had to have their needs supplied.
(Those of them that have taken up farm-
ing in the west as the means by which
to gain a livelihood have had to be sup-
Plied with machinery, and the great
growing pepulation so rapidly increas-
Ing has demanded such an increase In
the supply of manufactured goods that
In every industry there has taken place
an enormous expansion.

Have Enlarged Establishments.

The manufacturer and the merchant,
in order to keep pace with the demands
of the people have had to enlarge their
establishments, and the demand for
money to carry out these works has been
so great that at the present time it is
absolutely impossible for the banks and
loan corporations to meet them, and, in
spite of the fact that the rates of in-
terest have been considerably increased
they are now only able to deal with
such applications as will yield absolute-
ly the most advantageous results to
themselves. In other words, Canada’s
own tremendous development and pros-
perity,  affords the reason why money
should be dearer here than in other
countries.

1t -was frankly admitted to the Globe
reporter by more than one head of big
Toronto institutions that it was impos-
sible for them to afford that accommo-
dation to local industries as had been
afforded in the past. In this connection
a point of great interest and consider-
able importance to Toronto arises. Since
the beginning of the year, building per-
mits have been issued in the city aggre-
gating in value $10,689,330. A consider-
able portion of this proposed construc-
tive work is house property, and with
the need for greater hamse accommoda-
tion in the cify Becoming more pressing
it is of the greatest importance that
these building operations should not be
interfered with. It must also be borne
in mind that to a large extent the erec-
tion of new house property is undertaken
as a speculation purely’and simply and
those engaged in #his business are depen-
dent on the banks and loan societies for
the means of carrying on their work.
The question is, therefore, whether or
not the stringency of the money market
will prevent any large portion of these
undertakings for which permits have
been issued being carried out.

Made Financial Arrangements.

Asked whether he thought that such
would be the cass one gentleman said
most emphatically, “No! because peo-
ple, bhefore obtaining their permits, at
least in a great majority of cases, have

made their financial arrangements. No
doubt some isolated cases will be inter-
fered with, and people will be prevented
from going on with their work.” It
must be confessed that this optimistic
opinion was not generally supported, and
it is to be feared that the growth. of the
city will not be so rapid this year as it
was expected to be, and as those condi-
tions which have produced light money
are likely to continue Toronto’s expan-
sion will be somewhat retarded for some
e to come,

There is another feature of the situa-
fi.r that is worthy of consideration. It
i mere than possible that the stringency
of meney may have a good effect in the
lonz run by restraining municipalities
iv the west,, particularly, from wundue
speuding and in reducing the existing 'n-
flated values of township lands. In that
resp:ci some benefit will accrue, al-
though the remedy is rather a severe
01+ Specunlation in all forms, whether
in stocks, land values, or in what may
be regarded as more legitimate, but what
13 none the less speculation, industria!
dext'tpment is bad, and, to use the
words of the gentleman previously quot-
el, It 1= not wnprichable that our in-
dustrial prcgress at the present time is
taving the fu'aie, and while I am stil
oplimistic as= 4. the future of the coun-
tiy, and believe that the economic con
ditions are sound, yet I think it possible¢
to make hasts too rapidly. If there was
no other result it would foster a spirit
of extravagance on_the part of our peo-
ple, which in itself is not desirable.”

A Restraining Influence,

As a matter of fact there is alread)
evidence that this restraining influence
is bearing results. On the part of all
the finanmciers interviewed there was ¢
cordial agreement with regard to the
position of the west. In each instancs
the opinion was expressad that there
could not be desired better security than
that offered by western farm lands, pro-
viding. of course, that reasonable care
was exercised. 'T'he,proof of the pudd
ing is in the eating, and the faith that
loan companics have in farm lands as
security at the present time is shown b
the fact that at one board meeting 'r
Loronto tiis week eighty mortgages on
farm lands were passed. Some of the re-
presentatives of the investment compan
les this year have spent a very consider-
able time  in visiting and investigatin;
the conditions of the west, and, as befor
Staleéd, luey regard well-selected larn
lands as offering excellent security. On
the other hand there is a concurrence
of opinion that too great care cannot!
be exercis>d' in the dealing in westerp
town lots, and that if loans have been
made to any extent on out-lying arban
securities  trcuble will certainly result.
There 3s pracigcal evidence that a spirit
of greater sanity in regard to townshij
Investments 1s beginning to prevail rr
the country, ‘e extravagant expend:
ture of some of the western communi-
ties is being curbed by the wvefusal ot
the public to supply money by taking
their bond issues and the intlated yalues
are tumbling. No better instdncg can
be given of how values have been forcec
up than that of a case which ocdurred
in a well-known western town. A ‘prop
erty held by an eastern holder w‘s as
sessed’ at $4,000, but on it being offerec
for sale, the best bid secured was $2.5

Another interesting feature in connec-

farm land security, while they are, as a
rule, unwilling to have anything to do
With town securities. There can be ne
doubt but that this loan buciness wiy]
expand, and by its means, to some ex-
tent, the necessary moneys to meet Iet-
‘iinave requirements will be proviaea.
Lurcier, trere 1s every evidence tnar
British capitalists are becoming more
and. more interested in the growth and
prosperity of the agricultural west. One
Instance of what is taking place came
particularly under the writer’s notice
during a recent visit to Great Britain.

IN THE DOMINION

Debt to Old Country is
$1,224,234,000.

Toronto, Aug. 20.—The News says:
Light upon the subjec. ol the amount
of British capital placed in Canada

is afiorded by an article in the cur-
rent Quarterly Review upon “British
Investments Abroad.”” By collating
stock exchange pub’ cations, govern-
ment trade statisti~ , income tax re-
ports, treatises o:. oecial industries,
works on economics and private 1in-
juiries, the writers comes to the start-
ling conclusion that in 1906 Great
Britain had <dnvested abroad a total
sum of £3,150,000,000; or, in our mon-
ey, of well over fifteen billion dol-
'ars. What may be styled the formal
.nvestments are thus set forth:

.n nominal amount, and this had the
:normous market value of £453,200,
)00—an  appreciation of 108 per eent.
Australasian borrowings at the same
Jate aggregated £3%3,500,000 in nom-
:nal,and £353,000,000 in market value.
During the nine years the British in-
vestor has put into Canada $535,000,-
J00, into South Africa nearly $800,-
J00,000. The South African figures
can be explained in part by a refer-
ence to the war, the British having
been obliged to invest heavily to pro-
tect their earlier commitments. Into
Canada, whose British borrowings ten
vears ago were only 43 per cent. .ol
those of Australasia, during the dec-
wde five pounds of British money
aave gone to one to the Antipodes.

It is one thing to owe money, and
another thing to have received it.
The Quarterly writer admits ‘that
there 18 much water in these vast in-
vestments, .““All the ordinary stock of
the Grand Trunk Railway company
of Canada, he notes, “was issued at a
huge discount—the last issue of stock
naving been made at £75 per cent.
discount.” Taking into consideration,
we shall not be so very far out if we
put the amount ‘which Britain has
contributed to our development at a
billion;. the face value of that debt
being a billion and a quarter, The
sum may surprise some who are wont
to complain that the Mother Country
does not invest enough of her capital
with us.

One or fwo other points of interest
arise in the courze of this survey. A
A feature of the situation is the ex-
traordinary aggregate skill with which
Englishmen have balanced their in-
vestments so that depression in one
part of the world has been offset by
buoyancy in another—the prosperity
on this continent making up for war
and drought in South Africa and Aus-
tralia. The trend of the decade shows
vnone the less, a slow furning to the

Empire, In 1897 the United Kingdom
has £2,400,000 invested abroad, and
of this just under half, or £1,182,-
000,000 was placed in British colonies
and -dependencies. In. 1906 the total
had arisen to £3,150,000,000 and just
over half, or £1,626,000,000, was un-
der the flag. The Imperial invest-
ments had increased by £444,000,000,
or 37.5 per cent., and the non-Imper-
ial ones by £306,000,000, or 25 per
cent.

Another considération is the
amount of interest we have to pay
for all ' this. .accommodation. The
Quarterly writer puts the average in-
terest realized on the face value of the
Englishman’s investments abroad at
4.5 per cent. Applying this to our debt
we should conelude that our yearly
payment to Britain would be between
fifty-four and fifty-five millions cf
dollars, This probably is an under-
statement; indeed, the' writer ex-
pressly remarks the money put into
Canada, the United States, Argentina
wnd - Brazil, is earning from five to
gix per cent, Applying this to our
case, the interest bill which we must
dquidate ranges from sixty to seven-
millions.

STRAW COMPANY DID WORK.

Of Preventing C.ompetition,:and Led
to Bribery of Council.

San Francisco, (Cal., Aug. 29.—The
task of showing. that the - Pacific
States Telephone & Telegraph Com-
pany in ‘19056 sought to prevent the
entrance into Oakland of the Home
Telephone Company by organizing a
“straw’’ company, and obtaining ior
it a franchise, was resumed at the
continuance of the Glass bribery case
today. Attorney A. W, Beasley, of
San Jose, who testified that he had
bid in the franchise and furnished a
surety bond of $2,500 to the Oakland
council and then had signed and de-
livered through Halsey all his stock-
holding in the “straw company” to E.
J. Seimmer, who at that time was an
auditor for the Pacific States Tele-
phone and Telegraph Company.

Subsequently the scheme was aban-
doned and Seimmer went to the clerk
of the Oakland County court and
caused the franchise to be forfeited
and the bond released. He received
for his service $100 a month. and
about $11,500 for expenses.

A CRUEL MOTHER.

Threw a Pot of Sczlding Water on
Her Son. )

Montreal, August 29 —Shrieking
with agony, Dan Murphy, a tairteen
year old boy of Beaudette street, was
taken to the hospital suffering from
scalds inflicted by his mother in a fit
of anger. His back is one huge
blister., The boy refused to do what
the mother wanted, and in a ﬁt_r,f
passion she snatched a pot of boiling
water from the stove and threw it at
him. At the hospital the boy cried
for his father, but begged the nurse
to keep his mother away from him.

Black Hand Plot Miscarried.

New York, August 29.—After a des-
perate struggle, in which. he was
severely cut and bruised, Joseph
Volte, a boss barber, at midnight last
night shot and killed Dominic Verde.
who had demanded money and at-
tacked Volte. The Black Hand’s plots
seem to enter into the tragedy.

Volte is wealthy, .and owns several
barber shops; his compatriots call
him “the barber king.”” He declared
early this morning that he had ignor-
ed threatening letters demanding
money, for he feared no one,

After a surgeon had staunched his
bleeding, Volte was taken to the
police station in a patrol wagon and
locked up, charged with homicide.

Harriman Doés not Give Fish
Credit for Rise In Railway
World.

Chicago, Ill.,, Aug. 29.—President
Harriman of the Illinois Central ar-
rived in Chicago -this afternoon and
a few hours later issued a statement
which, to a certain extent, explains
the controversy between him and for-
mer President Fish, ‘whi€h occurred
at a meeting of the direetors oi the
road in New York yestepday. Mr.
Harriman’s statement lows: “On
my arrival in Chicag6 this afternoon
from New York, I find in the papers
articles telegraphed| from New York
concerning an alleg occurrence re-
ported as having taken place at a
meeting of the Board of Directors held
yvesterday.

‘My duty and honor will not allow
me to discuss matters of occurrences
considered or taking place at the
meetings of the board of directors;
nor will my dignity permit me to posi-
tively discuss personal matters, fur-
ther than to deny the:report, which
undoubtedly emanated from the same
source as the reports appearing in to-
day’s newspapers and which have
been frequently published, to the ef-
fect that the friendship, which existed
between Mr. Fish and myself was
broken just prior to my election to
president of Illinois Central in No-
vember, 1906. The fact is Mr. Fish’s
actions had severed that friendship
several years ago prior to that time

“Reports have also been published
to the effect that during the long
friendship of Mr: Fish and myself fre-
quent promotions were given me
through the influence of Mr. Fish,
As a matter of fact, my connection
with the Illinois Central Railroad Co.,
began with my election as second
vice president, by the board of di-
rectors in 1890 and I eontinued in
that capacity until my election as
president by the board of directors
in November, 1906.

TO EXPLO;E NORTH.

Coast Man Wilt Go Up Mackenzie on
Geological Survey.

Victoria, August 29.—A twenty-two
ton sailing vessel has just been com-
pleted on the Harrison River, and
will be brought down to the open sea
in the course of the next few weeks,
says the New Westminster News.
The builder of the yacht is Captain
E. J. Warde, and he says that he has
put in - the best part of two years
getting the ‘boat built exactly the way
he wants it. Now that it is com-
pleted the captain announces that he
will ‘start shortly for the Arctic re-
gions, where he is to conduct a geo-
logical survey.

When, pressed for details concern-
ing the scientific exploration party,
Warde declined to furnish the namese
of scientists who would go out with
him, and talked in vague terms: of the
work which was to he done, . He claimg
to come from an old race of explorers,
his father and grandfather having
been northern seamen in the early
days. : ‘

According to his :statement he will
take the.yacht up, to the Mackenzie
River within a few weeks .and hunt.
fish and explore around there for some
time. He intends to' return south
when the ice opens. The crew of
the vessel will have to be all picked
men, every man a volunteer, .and
only about half a dozen will be taken
from this port or Vancouver, The
remainder of the crew will be made
up of Esquimaux, picked up in wue
north. The captain may also’ indulge
in a little seal hunting just by way of
relaxation.

Warde has been in the city for the
past few days trying to pick out men
suitable for the job of handling a
vessel which is going north td hunt
and explore and fish a little, but up
to date he has not secured any volun-
teers. . No others will be taken.

The Fever in Cuba.

Washington, D.C., August 29.—
Governor-Magoon today made the fol-
lowing report upon the fever in Cuba
by cable  to the war department:
“Yellow fever situation in Irenfuges
continues to improve. The last sol-
dier to have the disease was discharg-
ed yesterday. This gives the camp
a clear record and no suspects.
Cleaning gangs working in the town
have cleaned 1,406 houses and remov-
ed 501 eartloads of debris.

Deaf Man Killed By Train.
Brampton, Ont., Aug. 29.—Robt.
Lowes, 96 years of age, was struck
down this morning by d C. P. R.
train which crosses his farm, and
was instantly killed..

BETTER OUTLOOK FOR THE
FUEE SUPPLY IN WEST

This. Year. »
Were Taught by Experience
Railways atid Goy
Movement of Fuel.

Mining. Districts. are Showing More £ stfidence.
of Last Seasonr:, , Efforts of
ernments Meeting with tqrgef'

Laborers are Scarce.

Fernie, Aug. 28.—The mining dis-
tricts of the Crow’s Nest.Pass do not
reflect #he conceérn which is felt onf
the prairies with reference to the fuel
outlook for the ceming winter. It is
true that a shortdge of cars at some
of the mines and a scarcity of skilled
labor are causing some trouble to the
operators, and the aggregate output is
not as large as it should be. But the
state of affairs is génerally reported
to be much better than that which
prevailed at this time last year; and
such »a “comparison is the only one
which -eonveys an idea of the ftrue
proportion, At the close of last sum-
mer, it will ‘be remembered, little
or no coal ‘was moving to. the east
fram this meighborhood, - The : Galt
mines at Lethbridge, the principal
sonfce of the domestic fuel supply for
the new provinces, were tied up by a
strike, and did not resume shipping
opergtions. wuntil December. The
snfaller mines &id not produce enough
in-the aggregate to meet the require-
ments, ard the supply of Canadian
anthracite from Banff was not suffi
ciént to make up the deficiency. The
stéam coal which was produeed in the
Fernie district was got available for
household purposes;-and could not be
deperded upon to save the situation
which the shortage of domestic coal
caused,

Th: Trouble Last Year.

On’ *he whole there was room for
grave concerr on account of the short-
age. and many a household. was in
desperate straits. As winter approach-
ed the situatien - improved .slightly
with respect to produection, but the
transportation difficulties offset that
berefit. Th« railwaysiwere busy with
the miovement of grain, and were un-
able to 4urnigh all 'theé ‘cars required
for the carriage of fuel.: By the time
the-grain movement was over the dis-
tress, particdlarly ‘in Saskatchewan.
had beeome - acute, - At about the
same time the  railways discovered
that their supply of coal from Alberta
and British Columbia was not as large
as it should be, and they began to
confiscate shipments from this seetion
inorder to:keep their trains running.
All these circumstances would have
been overridden through the strenu-
ous efforts of goyernment, railway and
mupicipal officials #f the winter had
been “decent.”’  But it was most un-
ruly, and it persisted in its nefarious
work for ‘weeks, and even months, af-
ter it should have retired- The pro-
longation of the intense cold furnish-
ed the great difficulty:: The prepara-
tiens whidh were made -on short no-
tite 10 meet the immediate demands
of: the ‘people were mnot sufficient to
cover the operations of a season which
was praclieally twigé-as long as an
ordinary ‘winter. ere was a great

deal o{ ificonvenience in some of the

more remote settlements, and there
was even greater alarm over the pos-
sibility ‘of loss of life.. The 'ifiost in-
tense relief was felt when spring fin-
ally errived; . and it was heped that
the west would be spared a repetition
of the experiences which a coal short-
age had wrought.

Lessons. Taken to Heart.

There are indications that the les-
sons learned last winter have been
taken to heart; ‘and that the uncom-
fortable incidents which marked . the
course of events then will not be re-
peated. It is true that the genersl
public has not ‘awakened' to a sense
of its reésponsibilities, and is indiffer-
ent on the subject of laying in a suf-
ficient supply of fuel. Human nature
iz said to be the cause of this indif-
ference. It is the same wariety of
human nature which refuses to bor-
row trouble. The westerner will not
cross a bridge until he comes to it,
and he will not lay in a supply of
coal until frosty weather comes, It
is also trué that the credit of the
Saskatchewan government ecannot and
will not be used this year for the pro-
tection of the small coal dealers who
were unprepared to assume the finan-
cial responsibility attached to large
shipments of coal in 1906. The fact
that the movement of a large grain
crop will seriously diminish the sup-

"I ply of cars in the fall must alse be

taken into consideration. But even
these factors do not overbalance the
improvement in the general situation.

Increased Stocks of Coal.

The railways, mineowners and pro-
vineial governments have made the
most of their opportunities during the
spring and summer, and the results
of their joint efforts are to be seen in
increased stocks of coal at points con-
venient to the great consuming dis-
tricts. The wholesale dealers are- do-
ing their utmost to obtain large sup-
plies in order to be in a position '  to
meet demdnds régularly and steadily.
Many of the retailers are also stock-
ing up liberally, although this branch
of ‘the -distribution might easily .do
much more towards fortifying the pub-
lic against the possibility of a famine;
The smaller mines are complaining of
the shortage of cars, while the larger
ones are praying for a larger supply
of skilled miners. The deficiency in
the labor market is very noticeable,
and it applies to all departments of
the. work. It is felt particularly by
those mines which employ a large
amount of machinery; and which re-
quire experienced mine workers in or-
der 1o.carry on their operations to the,
best advantage  This is, indeed, the
greatest ohstacle, and if it were over-
come the fear of a fuel shortage in the
west during the coming winter would
practically disappear. A.E. B.

“To’ the sotith of the Derwent-Wat-
er is the.rocky chuasm of Borrowdale,
a tremendous pass, at the entrance of
which dark caverng.yawn, terrific as
the wildness of a manise, and then
you diseover a narrow strait runming
up between:huge mountains that pos-
sess --almost every possible form of
horror.”

An old Yerkshire proverb says:
“Theres’ never.a brow but there’s a
slack,” which means that after every
uphill struggle there is an easy de-
scent to compensate for it. This say-
ing iz literdlly true of the lake district
and fo- balance the deep depressions
where the lakes lie, we have the huge
elevations of the mountains.

The Cliff-Climbers,

There is another class of visitors to
the lake district, and they do not take
much aecount of the rich verdure oi
itg lowlands. They hurry over the
high roads and are.not happy until
they have shaken the dust from off
their feet. - They are anxious to scale
the huge cliffs that lie hidden with-
in. that inner ‘mountain cirele, the
heart of the lake district. The up-
land farmhouses ‘that appear from 4
coach seat tp be the ultimate limit of
a_tourist’s penetration, are fo these
elimbers but the commencement of
their province, the bages from whieh
they can make. their daily excursion
into the wilderness. A

iThey zee an altegether different side
of the same distriet.

pose there is anyone nowadays who
suffers the same experience in Bor-

rowdale us iis marrated: by the compil-
er of«the old zoad book that-has. been
guoted; but people do. feel a tinge of

orror mixed with their admiration of
the seere; and the erags on either gide
tan strike them wth some amount of
awe.

But those who stay at the white-
washed honse of Seatoller, and plod
their way ap Grain Gill in: the early
morning, feasting their eyes on the
craggy bastion 6f Great End, are sure
to turn round many a time to enjoy
the retrospect. From such ,a view-
point, .« Borroswdale dand Dérwent-Wat-
er -are -perfect - -miniatures: in jewels
and ename‘, and a striking contrast
ta the  forbidding,. savage grandear
of .the mountains near-at hand. The
erags - that appear- inaccessible from
the coaeh road are seéen:-:to. be mere
lumps when wviewed from & position
where they may. be measured by the
standard -of a real cliff.

These mountaineers are not content
with throwing off the excrescences of
the last century, they want to be rid
of every, tittle of evidence of man’s
work. ’I'hey long for such a complete
change from their everyday :life that
a culgtivated field annoys them, as it
records .a certain artificialness and in-
terference with natiire. They long to
be where neithier plow nor spade has
wolinded. the =arth, and their chiet
delight is to stand where the foot of
man has mnever trod before.

To eatisfy their desire for a prime-
val world, they have tracked out
difficult and dangerous ‘routes up the
very faees of the mightiest cliffs; and
climbing-—used in its technieal mean-
ing—in the 'lake distriet is one of
the most difficult branches of the
great sport,

True, the Cumberland mountains
are not Alps. but the - tourist who
spends a few days in gaining a close
acquaintance with these moble forms
will receive a fair dose of mountain
pleasure; and it is well worth while
deserting the coaches for a short time,
in order to plunge. into this fair wil-
derness, ;

Anyone: who would experience the
beneficent inflwence of the English
lake district should devote part of
his time to an expedition into this
inner ‘mountain Hedart, not for tne
mere purpose of peat-bogging, but to
open hig soul to the subtle and poig-

The Hague; Aug. 28:~The “text of the
Americdn proposition for the establish-
ment of a permanent court of arbitra-
tion been completed in agreement
with Germany- and Great Britain, and
wil! ccmeé up for discussion Aug. 28.

The first
article recc1ds the desire of the signa-
tory powers te. organize;.an ‘linterna-
*16ral bigh court of - justiee. easily.- ac-
cessible and , free ©of charge, with
judges representing the various systems
of lawg in vae world, and capable of en-
surng a continuation of arbitration by
JuiE] *roence 7

IF'ne sedond prevides . that. the judges
rast. be *‘juris-consults: of known .com-
petence. 1n international law, selected
so far as possible from members of the
permanent court of arbitration.”

According to the third and-feurth ar-
ticles the judges are gppointed for terms
of tielve yesits, and will.-enjegy diplo-
matic privilegds and ImMunities while
exercising 18¢ir, fumctionse, - . .

Article, fiye provides. thaf fhe court
shadd - consist of seventeen judges, nihe
formisg & QUOTRE:N -1 afowr i

Article siz allots the appeintimnehts to
the various nations.

Article seven provides that the high
eourt yearly shall appoint thrée judges
Wiih three substitutes, constituting a
special tribunal;. which can if necessary
try cases elsewhere than at the Hague:

Article eight rays that the president
of the coiirt shall be elected every thi'ee
years by .a majority of the votes.

(

Article nine deals with the payment
of the judges. The mamounts are not fix-
ed, but the proposal contemplates a
fixtd yedriy salary, besides cZscial re-
inuneration when engaged in cases, and
iravelling expenses.
| Articlé tem torbids judges from re-
eeiving remuneration from their own or
other governments for services in con-
hection with the high court.

Article eleven says that the ¢ourt shall
Bit at 'I'he Hague except in cases of
force majeure, and the special instances
provided for by article seven.

Articles twelve and thirteen deal with
secretarial- matters.

Article fourteen states that the high
tourt shall sit enece or twice yearly in
July and January.

Articles fifteen, sixteen,  seventeen,
and eightegn relate to the cases which
the high court is competent to try.

Article nineteen provides,K that ‘“each
party shall be entitled to have its awn
judge to participate in the trial of cases
sBubmitted to the court. If a special tri-
bunal acts as a commission of inquiry
even a person- not connected . with the
court can participate in a trial.”

Articles twenty, twenty-one, and twen-
ty-two deal with the. court procedure
and the calling of witnesses.

Articles twenty-three and twenty-four
empower the court to establish its own
rules. L]

Article twenty-five proposes the rati-
fication of the convention at the Hague
as quickly as possible, ]

Article, twenty-six proposes to ostab-
lish the duration of the eonvention, but
the. terin is not yet fixed. Any signa-
tory power :is entitled to--demounce the
conivention by notifying the Dufch gov-
ernment two years before. the expiry of
gach period, but the convention remains
intact for .the other powers.

RAISULI TELLS
TALE OF WRONGS

Says He was Started on Career
of Crime by Sultan’s
Oppression.

London, Aug. 28—“How I became
an outlaw” is the story Raisuli told
8 special correspondent of the Daily
Mm! the. other day. :

His first quarrel with the govern-
ment was through a former Basha of
Tang;er, who oppressed. him and seiz-
ed his property, .- Raisuli was threwn
into prison at Mogador, and remain-
ed there for five years, Finally he
was 'set free and went back to his
village.

“What did I find?., Not a vestige ol
my. possessions remained:. I toek no
measures, for: revenge; but put mysel
under the wing of _the government,
Bargash (the -new Basha) promised
restitution;” That pfomisé: was "never
fulfilled. §

“Despairving - of ‘justiee I - went. to
the tridve - Gharbiaj six hours from
Tangier; where I had a farm, My
intention ‘was ‘to collect a few cattle
and devote myself 1to agricultare.
Bargash, sent men-.to. surround my
farm, and when I came out they fired
bn me. I complained to Tangier and
had no reply. Friends wrote that the
governmernt was bent on my destruc
tion.”

Beme time later, when the hill
tribes were in revolt, he managed to
pacify. them, for.he was still loya
to the government. .He hoped . thus
to prove that he was no outlaw.

“W}'mt followed?” he continued.
““Soldiers campéed near my village, 1
thought they had come to investigate
my claims. No, They attacked my
Village, took me by surprise, and
urned and sacked the village. That
Was '‘my reward.. I was forced to flec
to the people of my ancestors, the
Aros tribe. A reward was offered for
e dead ot alive, but none werc
tempted. ° Béldiers moved into the
country of the Beni ‘Ares, pillaging
plundering and murdering.

“When' I saw how ‘the people wer«
oppressed I went secretly to Tangie:
and stole a  Christian,  Perdicaris
This I did that Europe might know
how I was: persecuted: and hunted:
down, - I did not want open war witl
the government, so I thought. a Chris
tian the best weapon. My idea and
hope was that Europe would invasti.
gate, for I .knew that Europeans are
just and will see that justice is done.’

He then deals. with his capture cf
Bir Harry Maclean. At their first in-
teryview Sir Hagry said: “I have come
to learn your grievances. The sultan
wants you to go to Fez.”

Tale of Treachery.

‘“We parted,” : continues - Raisuli,
““and. I came to El Khmes and confer:
red :with -my people. They thought 1
should accept the propesal, and I ac
cordingly wrote to Maclean at Fez.

“Baut,. bshold,even while these cour-
tesies were being exchanged, a ma
halla swooped down upon my village
of . Zinat, near Tangier, seized mj
crops of wheat and barley, and ecar-
ried off to prison some of my rela
tives. .How could T reconcile the
words of Maclean with these acts?

““All thede things I  hid in my
heart. - I#acleja came,. and. we met
between El Sereef and Erhoan tribes,
I.told him what the others had been
doing te .me and mine. ‘You say 1
can go safely to Fez. If these things
are doné before I place myself in
the hands. of the sultan, what will
happen when I teach Fez? Maclean
showed me a letter in which the sul-
tan gave guarantee. It was a- very
good letter, ;

“Maclean said.a similar letter had
been sent to El Guebbas. (the minis-
ter of war). Now it happened that a
copy. of the letter to El Guebbas had
come--into my hands, It _was not in
the. least like.the letter .brought by
Maclean. - The sultan’s letter to El
Guebbas said that if I did not go to
Fez the minister .of war was to sen
a mahalla to attack me, to seize my
property and person; and to pérsecute
me with the ntmost wvigor. The ac-
tion of El Guebbas and this letter
convinced me and my people that the

I have been

v

ministers meant treachery and had
laid a trap for me.

‘They sought to Betray me, there-
fore I betrayed Maclean. I took him
by a trick, desiring to avoid violence,
as the Kaid§js an old man and had
acted honestly with me.

‘“Now Maclean is in my possession,
and ‘will be kept in ‘Aman, Aman,
Aman’ (that is, in perfect safety). No
harm shall befall him till the British
government say what they propose to
do.

“The British people now know how
cppressed, and I have
taken these measures to call attention
to my wrongs. I know the British
government is:powerful as well as
just, Before them I lay my griefs.

“I have ' not takem Maeclean for
money, Had I wanted money there
was Tangier in my hands; with its
banks, merchants and wealth.

“No, it is mot money I want, but
justice, justice, justice.”

T0 START WORK ON

“The question of help has already
been solved, and we are in readiness
to turn the first sod just the moment
the stakes are driven.”

Mr. Gunn. emphatically stated that
there is no truth in the story that it
would be fully six weeks before the
work would be well under way. The
contract is a big one, and as time is
a consideration, a large staff must be
kept steadily employed and the work
rushed with all possible speed to com-
pletion.

PANAMA CANAL AGAIN ON
CARPET.

Washington, August 27.—In a letter
to Aecting Secretary of War Oliver,
made public today, Representativ:
James A. Tawney, of Minnesota,
chairman of the house committee on
appropriations, resents what he re-
gards as the imputation by Chairman
Goethals, .of the Isthmian Canal Com-
mission and Attorney-Genzra] Bona-
parte. that Congress failed to appro-
priate sufficient money to carry on
the work of digging" the Panama
Canal to the full capacity of the force
on tha Isthmus.

Why Men Were Laid Off.

Mr. Tawiey said he was greatly
surp:iscd at the statement of Colonel
Goethals, that in consequences of the
inadequacy of the appropridtions to
meet expenditures it had become
nec¢eszary to lay off thousands of men
and was even more surprised at the
reported opinion by the Attorney=
General that under the amendment to
the urgent deficiency appropriation
act” the canal appropriation must be
apportioned to certain periods, which
apportionment could “not be waived
or modified except upon the happen-
ing of some extraordinary emergency
of unusual circumstances, which
could not ‘be anticipated at the 4ime
of 'making such apportionment.”

Appropriations All Right.

Mr.  Tawney says+ “If the At~
torney-General has given an opinion
to this effect it is evident that the
opinion was' given without carefully
reading the seetion referrod to, * The
appropriations of the canal expsndi-
tures for the fiscal year 1908 were

made in accor«ance with estimates
submit‘ed by the.:. Isthmian Canal
Commission through the Secretary of
War and with the exception of the
amount estimated for the admiuisira-
tive purposes of the Canal Zone
Government, the approepriations are
equal in amount to the estimates sub-
mitted, If therefore, this section did
apply to the canal expenditur s, the
committze on approp:iation in the
last congress is in no way responsible
for the fact that the appropriations
ior labor and equipment are inade-
quate.”
Below Limits of Cost.

Mr. Tawney said that the canal
appropriationg fell within ths except
ed class in that the construction of

the canal was authorized by law and]

the limit of cost fixed. The canal
appropriations are excepted from the
provisions of the law requiring the
apportionment of expenditures to ezr.
taif periods. - Mr. Tawney argued
for the reason that the appropriations
made for the fiseal year are not only
within /but far below the limits of
cost fixed by law,

MONTREAL’'S POOR WATER
SUPPLY.

Montreal, Aug. 28.—There was a
joint meeting this afternoon of mem-
bers of the Board of Trade, Chambre
de Commerce, Underwriters’ associa-
tion, Manuiacturers’ association, and
the- Business men to protest against
the condition of the city’s water sup-
ply. Feeling was unanimous that
something must be done to improve
the system- in the interests of fire
protection, and must be done at once,
The end of the discussion was the
appointment of a committee to stir
the city council into action. At pres-
ent time insuranece companies are not
only inereasing rates, but are refus-
ing to accept risks,

GARIBALDI PEAK IS J
CONQYUERED.

Vancouver, Aug. 28.—Mount Garibaldi
a hitherto inaceessible peak of the Cas-
cade ranye which can be viewed from
the head ot Howe Sound last Monday
lowered its colors to a party of mountain
climbers from Vancouver, headed by At-
well . King. With A. D. Dalton he was
not to be daunted by the failure of a
previous attack on this peak two years
ago.

The trip was commenced on Wednes-
day, Aug. 7. A spring waghn was se-
cured to drive the purty\ten miles up the
Pemberton road to where it crosses the
Cheekea river. The start did not look
propitious, heavy clouds hid the peaks,
and rain squalls swept the valley but a
good shack was found to sleep in the
first night. "Thursday merning the wea-
ther cleared and with thirty and thirty-
five pound packs of provisions and blan-
kets the party commenced to ascend the
Cheekee, the course of which was follow-
ed steadily from six o’cleck.in the morn-
ing until 10.30 a.m., when a stop was
made for lunch where a canyon barred
further, progress. Here the anercid car-
ried by J. J. T'rorey registered 1,500 feet
above sea level, having risen from 250
feet, the altitude of the camp on the
trail.

Five Thousand Feet High.

“Starting again at noon,” said one of
the party in speaking of the trip, “we
attacked the north canyon wall five hun-
dred feet high, which involved someé dif-
ficult rock work and the dodging of
flying pieces of detached stone. The top
of the mountain slope, though still steep
was heavily timbered with magnificent
fir, and with scarcely any nnderbrush.
Here began a steady grind which was
kept up till 6 o'clock in the evening,
when with everyone nearly Jplayed out
camp was made at an altitude of 5,200
feet in a little open glade carpeted with
heather. Here mear a grove of balsam
we built a camp fire and with a hot
supper felt somewhat revived after our
twelve hours’ climbing,

Next morning after a good night’s
rest, we resumed the climb up slopes
which now became fairly open, with here
and there alpine glades blossoming with
heather, heath, tiger lilies, mountain he-
liotrope and flowering grasses and mos-
ses. A few hundred feat more of climb-
ing and we stocd upon our first lookout
point of any consequence. This we nam-
ed Observation peak. Here the aneroid
registered 5,750 feet. A grand panorama
cf rugged peaks and countless glaciers
broke upon our view, the icefields to-
wards the headwaters of the Squamish
river being particularly impressive.

Grand Scepic Panorama.

“Garibaldi’s stern forbidding precipi-
ces and reddish rock slides rose across
the valloy a few miles away in all their
grandeur, with hanging glaciers between

the peaks. Away to the southward lay
the island-dotted waters of Howe Sound
reaching out to the gulf, and beyond the
mountains of Vancouver island and en-
trance to Nanaimo harbor, with a wisp
of smoke from the city, could be seen.
Looking towards Mount Crown and the
Lions both these peaks were in view,
also a rugged group of peaks glacier-
clad, apparently about- 8,000 feet high
which lay to the eastward of Britannia.
At Cheekee’s Headwaters.

“Heading north again we dropped
down a steepy slope 500 feet to Crescent
ridge, so named because it lies in a
semi-circle leading up to Garibaldi, and
forming the basin which the Cheekee
river heads. Here on the open tree-dot-
alplands a deer was started, while bear-
signs also were to be seen. Mosquitoes
got busy, but everyone being provided
with mosquito netting we were able to
defy them and enoy the walk over the
springy moss and heather with the sharp
pure mountain air blowing in our faces
from the far-stretching ice-fields. Fol-
lowing Crescent ridge for a few miles we
reached a point close to the timber line
at 11 a.m. Here with snowfields on ev-
ery side, we pitched camp in a grove of
balsam and other conifers. Garibald:
clouded up during the afternoon and
everyone being stiff and tired we pro-
ceeded to make camp comfortable for the
night. The heavy clouds soon wrapped
us in their folds, but before the roaring
fire we slept soundly Friday night.

Up in the Cloud-Drift.

“Saturday. morning broke thick and
wet and J. J. Trorey, A. T. Dalton and I
were the only ones who tried any climb-
ing; but for exercise we struck a com-
pass course and ascended the ridge to
the 7,000 foot level and, perched on a
crag viewed with awe the wild rush ot
mist out of the gorge of the Cheekee.
Now and then a rift would give us a
glimpse of the valley of the Cheekee and
Squamish thousands of feet below, with
the cliffs of Garibaldi rising but a com-
paratively few yards from us. “T'he misty
indefiniteness of the scene, the rush ot
clouds and snowflakes lent a sensa of
unreality to the landscape which for :
few seconds at a time would come into

“Returning to camp we continued the
Siege another night through co'd ana
mist and snow. New snow had been no-
ficed on the higher peaks on Thursday
view,
lorning, and more had fallen subse-
Gieully, buf hoping for a break in the
clouds we started out on Sunday morn-
Ing up the steep climb leading to the
western shoulder of the mountain. Snow
flurries and - clouds swept by and the
scene was as wild as the previous day.
As we advanced the fresh sSnow grew in
depth tifl we stood on the glaciers 7,500
feet above the sea with cight inches ot
fresh snow on the.ice and deepening at
every upward step.

Climbers Almost Discouraged.

“Behind Garibaldi, where our path lay
was a wilderness of ice, .rent by huge
crevasses and wrapped in dense and 1m-
penetrable eloud through which the sum
could hardly be seen. ' Nothing could be
seen more than 20 yards'away. ‘As there
was no sign of the clouds lifting the re-
turn was made to camp, The barometet
vas still falling for ' bad weatheér and
there was talk of giving up thv?.(;ttempt
to scale the peak.

“One more chance was decided on,
however, and Monday morning fortun-
ately broke clear and frosty. 'We tumb-
fed out of our blankets as the light of
the stars beégan to dim 'in the eastern
heavens and breakfasted, got  €cgether
our ropes, alpine stoc and  smoked
glasses, and started as the sun tipped
the glaclers and surrounding peaks.

Sun-Glare on Icefields.

“Following our route of the previous
day fhe western shoulder of .the moun-
tain, and roping up on the Warren gla-
cier, an 1cefield stretching for miles or
the northern side of the peak, we started
off over the trackless snow at the back
of the mountain. The sun, which had
now risen to some height, shone on the
lields of spotless white wifh dazzling
brilliance and everyone wore smokec
glasses and protected their faces frem
sunburn with mosquito net veils.

An Avalanche’s Fight.

“I'ramping along over the hard frozen
surface in which scarcely more than the
marks of our hob nails were left, we
witnessed an avalanche from a hanging
glacier several hundred feet up the whitc
dome on Garibaldi’s western shoulder.
Starting with" a motion which distance
made appear slow, it thundered down,
throwing up an immense cloud of snow
like the spray ef a huge rock plunging
into the sea.

Lake in the Clouds.

“Still elimbing we caught sight of the
green waters of Dalton lake, named by
the party two years ago. The lake 1s
several miles in length and of consider-
able wldth, Net in glaciers, woodec
ridges and rock peaks at an altitude oi
about 6,500 feet, it lies about three miles
due north of Garibaldi and at its west-
ern end rises a peculiar table mountain,
which we christened Trorey’s table, and
further west is a pinnacle we dubbec
King’s chair,

“The glaciers now grew deeper as we
rose the view to the east, where in a vast
amphitheatre of glaciers and broken
peaks the Mumquuam appears to head.
the scene was grand in the extreme. I'he
snow bogan to soften slightly with the
sun and at 10.30 we stopped for lunch.
Our camp overlooked the Squamish val-
ley, with the sharp main! pinnacle ot
Garibaldi rising eleven hundred  fee'
above us, our altitude being 8,500 fee*

Claimed Victory at Last,

“loping up again with King in the
lead we attacked the deep snow slopes
which two years before had proved im-
passable but now with a coating of froz-
én mnew snow gave excellent I1oothola.
though at an angle of nearly 60 degrees.
With a hatchet sfbps were chopped and
we climbed up tfie top of a rocky ledge
whose edge varied from four inches to
four feet wide and overhanging a glacier
100 feet below on the northern side. Iur-
ther up we scrambled up the loose de-
caying rocks, the yawning crevasses and
steep ice slopes below waiting cold and
hungry for victims of the treacherous
rocks, but our leader was careful and
after several hours careful climbing we
mounted a last steep ascent of snow and
stood on the highest pinnacle at 1.25 p.m.
which Mr. 'L'rorey’s aneroid registered
as 9,600 feet,

““We built a cairn on the highest point
placed the names of the party and other

+
particulars in a bottle in the centre of it
waved the Union Jack; threw out our
chests and took photos.

“"I'he mountain has:two other .peaks,
one a dome bearing west from the maan
Peak, and several hundred feet lower,
and the other the southern pinnacle also
lower, which is the most prominent one
seen from Howe Sound, only the point of
the main peak being seen behind it. 'the
View around was grand.

Several Fell Into Crevasses,

“"Commencing our return at 2 o’clock

we descended Pattison arte and followed
our footsteps back. The snow had now
scitened and on.the trip back several
of the party fell into crevasses which
we descended Pattison ledge and followed
frozen snow. However, the entire party
being roped together, the unlucky ones
Were pulied out without any trouble.
The return to camp was made in four
hours from the summit, the climb and
return taking altegether 12 hours, camp
being made at 6 o’clock at night. Nearly
éveryone was badly sunburned in spite
of the veils. On ‘l'uesday we made the
P’emberton trail after a hard dgy’s trip
through the rain, and driving from there
down to the Squamish caught Wednes-
day’s boat home.”

FOUND NEW FISH,

Dominion Inspecior Finds New
Mackerel Off Vancouver
Island,

Victoria, August 27.—E. G. Taylor.
Dominion fishery inspector, who has
be:n visiting some of the salmon
traps on the island coast contiguous
to Vietoria, found a new species ot
fish. not noticed previously in thi
vicinity, at the Gordon trap of J. H
Todd & Sons; near Sooke, The fish
is of the mackerel species. Some
specimens are b-ing secured for the
federal fisheries inspector by the trap
men, and it is probable that some
zelatine casts will be made for the

museum.

Mr. Taylor says that preparations
‘are being commenced for the herring
fishery at Nunaimo, which is expected
to*bz very successful this season, He
says the arrival of Mr, Cowie and the
Scotch herring girls who came to
Nanaimo some seasons ago to instruct
the local fishermen with regard to the
packing of herring did much to aid
the industry, whieh is growineg con-
siderably. Targe consignments arve
sent yearly to the Orient and to other
growing markets.

A SC.ANDINAVIAN VISITOR.

C. Rasmussen, presidentt of the
Rasmussen Publishing Company of
Minneanolis, Minn., is in the city to-
day. Mr. Rasmussen is on a tour of
the west, visiting all the Scandinavian
districts in the country. His company
holds the agency for 100 different
Scandinavian - publications and it is
in connection with these that he is
now in the country. He came here
from Prince Albert where an excep-
tionally prosperous colony is located.
There is also a colony at Wetaskiwin,
which he purposes wvisiting when he
leaves Edmonton. Mr. Rasmussen
says the Scandinavians make good set-
tlers. They have proven among the
very best in the United States and
statistics show that 80 per cent. of
them own their own farms across the
line, When the Scandinavians first
immigrated to America they located
in Illinois, From there they went over
nto Wisconsin, from Wisconsin they
proceded to Iowa and-irom Towa to
Minnesota; finally wifiding up in the
Dakotas. Their next move will natu-
rally be into Canada. Mr. Rasmus-
sen says that Canadian land is cheap-
or and better than that in the north
western United States and he advises
all Scandinavians with whom he
comes in contact to come into the
Prairie Provinces. Besides the two
places already named there are large
eolonies of Scandinavians in Hanley,
Sask., and in the Red Deer district.
Through the Prairie Provinces there
ire 50 Scandinavian Protestant cler
gymen. Mr. Rasmussen was in Can-
ada the last time in 1888, Naturally

€. P. R. IMPROVEMENTS.

Many of the people who visit the
railway station at Strathcona are un-
gware from easual observation, of the
aextensive work that the C. P. R, are
doing at their yards here this sum-
mer, The addition to the ireight shed
Has baen completed, and the work on
the station has advanced ta a point
where some idea may e obtained of
the size and pretentiousness of the
structure. A walk down the track to
the south, however, shows-that.these
improvements are only a small part
af the work in hand. On both sides
of the main line many new sidings
have been laid, and old cnes length-

ened. The track has been put down
all the way to the new roundhouse,
where the frenchesd are also dug for
turntable. At present the rails are
lving laid to the roupdhouse, which
opens to the north, and has the turn-
table directly in front of the en-
trance, The building contains six
tracks laid on concrete foundations.
There are also 4 number of other
large rooms in the building for repair
shops, etc. The walls are of cement
and brick, and are practically com-
plete and ready for the rpof. The line
of track running into the building has
not yet been ballasted, but there are
piles of gravel and other material at
hand, and the work wil shortly be
proceeded with. Up at the freight
shed a siding is being Jaid to the
west of the building, supplementing
the one to the east. This will great-
ly iacilitate the unloading-of freight,
and will make it possible to unload on
both sides of the building at the same
time.
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THE GREAT IDEA
OF CECIL RHODES

Lord Rosebery Reveals Some of
his words and Thoughts at _
Uuveiling of Tablet.

in unveiling the Rhodes’ memorial
taklet at the Oxford Examination
Rehoots, Lord Rosebery delivered a
brilliant panegyric of his friend, and
revcaled some of his words, and
thoughts.

It was an inspiring idea which
made him combine his Imperial id:zag
witik  his  affection for Oxford.
Rhodes once said, “When I find my-
self in -uncongenial company, or when
people are playing their games, or
when I am alone in a railway, car-
riage, I shut my eyes and think of
my great idea, It is the pleasant-
est companion that I have.” No
man was sa slandered in his lifetime
as was Rhodes. He was represented
as a mere bloodthirsty Shylock, a
man who would wade through mis-
deeds to obtain money. But no man
ever spent lesg on himself. He valued
money b:cause he valued power, and
money was one of the most obvious
and effectual means of obtaining
power. When people who should
nave known better were throwing
every sort of dirt at him as a low
money-grubber and a disgrace to the
name of Ewitain in  South Africa.
Rhodes said: ““All' this dozsn’t worry
me *in-- the least. 1 have my will
here”’—as if he had it in his pocket—
“and when they abuge me I think of
it, and I know vhey will read it
after I am gone and will do me
justice.”

Rhodes had at one time a strong
idea oi posthmous fame. Lord Rose-
bery remembered arguing with him
about it and saying that fame was
short, and that in the case of but
very few people thgre was no fame
to speak of, and even with them it
did not last very lomg. . He pointed
to the millions of universes in the
firmament in each; af which there
might be millions of inseets like our-
selves, striving for the same brizf
and futile hour of fame. But Rhodes
would have none of it. He said, “No,
I don’t agree with..you at all. 1
have given my name to this great
region of Rhodesia, and in two or
three hundred years my name will
still be there, and I shall be rem=m-
bered after two or three centuries
What does it matter?”

The last time Lord Rosebery saw
Rhoedes, when the hand oi death was
upon him, he found him in a very
different mood. Rhodes said: “Well,
after all, you are wight. Everything
in this wortd is too short—life and
fame and achievement; everything i
too short,” and he gave a groan as
he thought of his own career and his
own ambitions cut short.

“Perhaps he and I were both
wrong,” cgntinued Lord Rosebery.
“I think his fame will survive his
own anticipations and mine alse
He has dug deep, he has dug b:oad,
.. foundations of his own reputea-
tion "in South Africa, that region ol
perplexity, which will, at any rate,
remain for all time a monument of
British generosity and I hopz of
British wisdom. Th2 name of Rhcde:
will' always be preserved in the
Lrritish Empire, for which he worked
with such sublimity of conception
such broad capacity, and such un-
resting energy.”

SPARK ARRESTER
BEING TESTED

Great Improvement on Any of
Old Ones Used on Can-
adian Northern.

A new spark arresting device is now
in course of testing on the Canadian
Northern, which, if it proves as suc-
cessful as is expeeted from the experi-
ments already made. will render per-
fectly safe the use of lignite coal on
the line and remove the prohibition
of the railway commission which is
to go into force on October 1st. This
device will be a great boon for the
coal producing seetions of Northern
Alberta and will in all' probability
bring lignite coal into general use on
all the western roads,

Different employees of the C. N. R.
machine shop have besen experiment-
ing for some time on various contriv-
ances to prevent the sparks that un-
der ordinary conditions are thrown
out from the locomotive stack. Am-
ong those already tried are fans at
the mouth of the stack and a rough-
ened cone "inside the stack: These
expedients, hewever, were not suec-
cessful in- arresting the sparks.

The latest invention, at'the trials
of last-night and the previous night,
as well as on a trial run to Vegrevilla,
has given the greatest satisfaction.
Despite the fact that it reczived the
hardest possible test under forced
draught, hardly a spark came from
the stack. Meanwhile steam was gen-
erated without the burning of extra
coal and with no greater trouble than
required in the old stack.

The Device Itself.

The new spark arrester is used ex-
clusively in diamond shaped stacks.
It is in the form of two cones placed
end to end, about two and a half feet
tong. Running through the entire
length are tubes, two hundred in all,
through which the smoke and sparks
from the furnace pass. The sparks,
which are about the size of a pea and
consist of unburned coal, in passing
through the stack hit ‘obstruections
five times and thus is destroyed any
ignitible matter that may exist. Con-
sequently when the smoke raaches
the outer air the sparks are complete-
ly extinguished and of no danger to
the country through which the leco-
motive is passing.

For several days, James Ogilvie,
Ottawa, inspector of reiling stock and
tquipment and safety appliances in
econneciion with the railway commis-
sion, has bezen in the city, looking
into the new spark arrester.
