most profound sorrow the death on 
the 6th instant of our beloved Sover­
eign King Edward the Seventh.

The wise rule and gracious person­
ality of the King have endeared His 
Majesty to every section of His sub­
jects throughout our vast Empire and 
the Governor is confident that there is 
not one amongst us who does not 
realize that the King’s death is at once

a disaster to the Nation and a person­
al loss.

It has pleased God in His mercy to 
take him to Himself, and His subjects 
can only bow before the calamity 
which has befallen them.

The Governor trusts that during the 
period of mourning which may be 
prescribed all persons will wear some 
little badge or token, thus uniting with 
the whole Empire in deploring and 
mourning the loss of their King.

The Nation Mourns.
The King is dead, and another 

reigns in his place. The announce­
ment we made yesterday of King Ed­
ward's serious illness was sudden 
and startling, but within a few short 
hours it was followed by the intelli­
gence which has plunged the world 
in grief.

The first news was a little reassur­
ing, as the bulletin announced that 
the King whs easier at Thursday mid­
night, but still much anxiety existed 
from the fact that physicians were 
kept in' constant attendance. But 
when the news spread late last night 
that His Majesty had passed away.

Consort, he took the place of Victoria 
the Good in most of the great social 
functions. During his long career 
he was assisted by the popularity and 
personal charms of the Princess of 
Wales, now Dowager Queen Alexan­
dra, and during these long years of 
apprenticeship he was learning in the 
school of life men >nd things. He was 
a keen observer of men, a first hand 
student of foreign affairs, and a 
thoughtful watcher of constitutional 
and political struggles. Friendly and

free with the great Gladstone, he was 
yet on the best of terms with eminent 
med of all parties. A touching story 
of the tact and kindliness of the late 
Kihg, then Prince of Wales, is told 
as occurring after the memorial ser­
vice at the death of Gladstone. The 
Prince and Princess of Wales attend­
ed the service, and after it was over 
the Prince passed over to Mrs. Glad­
stone and before the august and sol­
emn congregation silently took her 
hand and kissed it and passed on. A 
radical of republican tendencies who 
witnessed the scene remarked :

“This atones for a good deal. I’ll 
never say another word against him 
as long as I live.”

It was the humanity in the King 
which touched men and made the 
King what he was. His mother and 
father made a man of him. George 
W. Russell writes: “Queen Victoria s 
books revealed the scrupulous and 
anxious care with which She and the 
Prince Consort trained their eldest 
son for the high duties which awaited 
him. His religious training was en­
trusted to Dean Wellesley, and that 
part of his education which consisted 
in teaching him the duties of constitu­
tional Kingship was conducted by the 
Queen and Prince Consort.”

At Oxford he studied history, and 
then passed to Cambridge for a course 
of history. It has been said of the 
late King that if Kingship went by 
election, then King Edward would 
have polled every vote as successor to 
Queen Victoria.

The last words of the King will in­
spire generations to come: “Well! It 
is all over, but I think I have done 
my duty." England expects every 
man to do his duty, and judged by the 
Nelson admonition, has not King Ed­
ward done his duty?

At the beginning of His Majesty's 
reign, the writer just referred to, pre­
dicted that the King's reign would (1) 
be popular; (2) splendid; (3) im­
partial; (4) and active. How true 
the prediction has come out, will be 
testified by the universal mourning 
which is felt for the popular, spendid 
impartial and active King, who has 
passed to his rest and left a natior 
bereaved.

,lhe country. For the moment busi­
ness and politics are at a standstill. 
The first news given out early to-day, 
indicated an improvement, those with 
the King having been deceived, by the 
fact that he had rested quietly 
«through the night. Subsequent ex- 
jamination developed that the pa­
tient’s bronchial tubes, instead of be­
ing in better condition, were more 
seriously affected after the night’s 
sleep than they were yesterday. The 
King’s age and corpulence, and the 
«well known weakness of the heart, 
which has caused occasional attacks 
resembling vertigo, during the past 
two or three years, and which were 
attributed chiefly to the constant 
smoking of strong cigars, all have- 
'served to weaken his power of resist­
ance to disease. The prospect of. the 
death or long illness of the Sovereign 
confronts the country at the worst 
possible time in -years. From a poli 
tieal and other points of view such an 
outsome would be-particularly disas­
trous. Premier Asquith is expected 
to return to London from his trip to 
the Mediterraean next Monday. Ac­
cording to report important political 
developements wll follow the arrival 
of the Premier, and no matter what 
may be the issue of the King's illness 
the Veto struggle i^ill be deferred un­
til the next session of Parliament, the 
House of Commons, with the consent 
o' the Unionists passing a non conten­
tious budget for the current year.

LONDON, 11.30 p.m. Yesterday. — 

King Edward passed a comparative­
ly good night, but his physicians pro­
nounced his condition worse this 
morning, and a bulletin published to 
that effect, has caused profound gloom 
throughout London. The Archbishop 
of Canterbury visited the Palace this 
-morning, and conferred with the 
Prince of Wales. The latter was 
greatly affected, and broke down after 
the ititerview with the Archbishop. 
The Archbishop telegraphed all the 
Bishops in England and Wales, ask 
ing for the prayers of the Church and 
people for the recovery of the Kin; 
The Prince and £rincess of Wales 
spent all day at the Palace, not 

.leaving until late in the afternoon. 
As the Prince and Princess drove 
.through the streets, which were 
thronged' with thousands of sorrowing 
subjects, the Prince lifted his hat, 
and the Princess held her handker­
chief to her eyes. The news of the 
King’s serious illness spread quickly, 
which caused great depression in the 
city.

OUR NEW QUEEN. OUR NEW KING, GEORGE V.

As a diplomatist King Edward was 
known the world over as one of the 
greatest of modern times. When 
Prince Bismark, the great pilot of the 
German Confederation was dropped, 

ithe Kaiser shét up like a meteor be­
fore the eyes of Europe, but a void 
was still left, and shortly after King 
Edward ascended the Throne he be­
came a power in Europe. England 
had been isolated and disturbed. In 
a few years, however, all was changed 
and London became what Berlin had 
been—the centre of European diplom­
acy. The nations that had been hos­
tile or suspicious all became friendly 
one after the other. Italy, France, 
Spain, Austria, Russia, Japan and 
even Germany are now all friendly 
disposed to the country against which 
their had existed suspicions, if not 
hatred and dread. The credit for 
this condition of the diplomatic af­
fairs of England must be given main­
ly to the late lamented King, Lord 
Lansdowne and Sir Edward Gray were 
largely the instruments of his desires 
to have peace with all nations.

In foreign affairs the late King 
tcok always keen interest. He was 

born diplomatist, and worked with 
the most potent weapons — honesty 
and sincerity. His word was trusted 
at home and abroad. He had the in 
stinct of his mother, Queen Victoria 
the good, and scorned to use deceit or 
duplicity. He prided himself on keep­
ing faith with every one, individuals 
as well as nations. In this he merely 
followed the predeliction of his Hano­
verian forebears who were noted for 
their sincerity and truthfulness,, es­
pecially does this refer to his mother, 
the late Queen Victoria, who made it 
a rule never to deceive hefr own sub­
jects or foreign Governments.

The great tri­
umph of his methods was abundantly 
illustrated in their dealings with 
France in the Mediterranean; the 
friendly understanding with Russia in 
reference to Asiatic claims, and the 
entente with suspecting Rtissia; and 
-last but not least was the friendly un­
derstanding with Germany. The visit 
paid to Windsor Castle1 by the Emper­
or of Germany marked an epoch in 
British diplomacy yhich this genera-

■tion never expected to see. No man 
living at the time could have accom­
plished this and the subsequent 
ifriendly relations but Edward the 
jVII., who deservedly is entitled to the

Î' itle of “Peacemaker.”
As his public acts fall back into the

;han we do that he is pre-eminently 
‘tititled to that name, and it will go 

jdown to generations unborn as long 
|as the language of Shakespeare is 

poktn and written.
In the many acts of International 

icliplomàcy there is one in which New­
foundland have reason to be particu­
larly grateful. We refer now to'that 
Ifriendly spirit which the &ing cul­
tivated with France shortly after he 
came to the Throne, and which re 
suited in inducing the French Nation 
to relinquish those harrassing claims 
to a large portion of the seaboard of 
the Colony. King Edward came and 
untied the Gordian knot by his peace 
iful diplomacy—a knot- that had puz. 
zled the greatest Sovereigns and 

^statesmen for the past 200 years. The 
Ipeople of Newfoundland will bear His 
Majesty in grateful memory on this 
account for all time to come. King 
Edward, as we view the accomplish 
intent of deeds regarded almost impos 
sible, may be said to have inspired 
the system of diplomacy. His meth 
ods were new and startling by their 
very simplicity and straightforward 
ness, but more astute minds and 
keener intellects perhaps had to lay 
down the old weapons of double deal 
ing and subterfuge and acknowledge 
the greater potency of strength, hon 
esty and truth. The impress of his 
life will, no doubt be felt not only on 
his own people but on those of other 
nations, particularly its rulers, for 
long time to come. His power as 
King was no greater than his power 
as a man, a humane man actuated by 
.the feelings and motives of our com 
mon humanity that contribute when 
honestly directed to round out the 
lives that the Almighty destined us to 
live on this earth.

free. The latter acquired, many years 
ago, all the land they have In our city, 
for a very paltry sum, and are now 
receiving big rents for it; in some 
cases as high as JO or fifteen dollars a 
foot yearly.

I am a land owner myself, but not 
In the most valuable part of the city, 
and I pay taxes, and believe it right 
to do so, but I don’t consider it fair 
when those who do not reside in the 
city are not contributing at all. It is 
certainly unfair, also, that honest ami 
mdustrous workingmen amongst us, 
who are owners of bouses or land, are 
besieged with the Council’s bills. It 
seems to me that the City Council 
never take up this question properly, 
or at all, as I never see any reference 
to it in the weekly reports. Is it that 
they think it easier to force the hardy 
toilers and workers of our town to 
pay up. The Municipal Council 
should take up this question and 
force the absentee landlord to pay a 
goodly portion of his unearned incre­
ment towards the upkeep of our city.

I ofterèd $500 cash to the Council 
towards the laying ’ of sewer and 
water pipes along the street which 
runs through my property, but they 
would not accept it, for what reason 
I could not understand. Whilst that 
would be money well spent, and

Mr. Fitzpatrick Writes would give labor to the unemployed, 
the foreign land owner would do no 
such thing. He would rather take all 
and give nothing in return.

There is another question I would 
wish to call public attention to, and 
that is with regard to property ap­
praisement. On one occasion I asked 
one of our appraisers how he manag­
ed to get at the value of a house, and 
what do you think he told me? “We 
ask.” he said, “the woman who lives 
in it." Now, does not this seem ab­
surd, and surely we could find plenty 
men who would know more about 
property valuation. It is not neces­
sary to have anyone who would not 
know the value of a pound of nails, 
but it would be more preferable to 
have those who could tell the value 
of property In a satisfactory way. 
This is something also, that the Coun­
cil should not overlook, but take into 
consideration seriously, and see that 
men of ability in these lines be ap­
pointed.

I am personally interested in these 
matters as stated above, and look 
upon them as of no small importance, 
and hope that they will commend 
themselves to the civic electors.
