other pause—“I wonder no one ever 
suspected me before."

BOVRIL.
Report of the Feeding Experiments

Made in the School of Physiology,
Trinity College, Dublin:—
The preliminary announcement of 

the results of the experiments con­
ducted at the request of the Local 
Government Board for Ireland during 
the past year, in the School of--Pliy- 
siologv, Trinity College, Dublin, es to 
the nutritive value of Bovril, and com­
municated to the British Association 
at Sheffield (“Times" report. Septem­
ber 3), has created considerable in­
terest amongst the Medical Profes­
sion.

In order to secure a decisive test, 
dogs were first brought to a constant 
weight on dried dog biscuit mixed 
with known quantities of water. Bov­
ril—from 2U to 7% grammes—was 
then added to the food, with the re­
sult that the weight of the animals 
went up as much as DO to 100 gram­
mes, or, in round numbers, 10 to 20 
limes the weight of the Bovril given.

Afterwards Bovril was discontinued, 
and the animals fell back to the ori­
ginal weight. Compared with the ef­
fect of hard-boiled white of egg it 
was found that from 8 to 10 times as 
much by weight of the latter had to 
be given to obtain the same incr-ase 
in weight, or, taking the dried organic 
solids in the two foods, from 2j£ to 
4 times as much egg white had to be 
given to obtain the Bovril effect.

In several of the experiments there 
was a retention of reserve nitrogen, 
and in al) an increased utilisation of 
other foods.

It was therefore concluded that 
Bovril had both a direct and an in­
direct nutritive value, the latter by 
causing a more complete digestion 
and absorption of ihe other food gi 'en.

STATEMENT BY MEDICAL STAFF.
As the publication of a message in 

the Chronicle, Telegram and Herald, 
of December the 3rd, charges the Gen­
eral Hospital with causing the pres­
ent outbreak of diphtheria at Trepas­
sey and as we consider this message 
to be absolutely without foundation 
and calculated not only to injury the 
institution, but to cause suffering 
amongst patient’s relatives we beg to 
state that there has not been a case of 
diphtheria at the hospital since early 
in July, and moreover that when 
diphtheria or any infectious disease 
occurs, arrangements are made for 
the immediate removal to Infectious 
Disease Hospital, where a thorough 
disinfection is carried out before the 
patient is permitted to go home.

This evidence is conclusive so far 
as it goes and proves clearly that 
there has been no case of diphtheria 
in the General Hospital since JuL 
last. ‘

The origin of the diphtheria ai 
Trepassey is yet to be investigated 
and the Government are acting wise­
ly in sending Dr. Brehm, the Public 
Health Officer, to investigate on the 
spot. It is to be hoped he may b( 
able to trace the origin of the diseas 
which has so grievously afflicted the 
family of Molloy. If the evidence shows 
that the girl Hagerty .was not afflict­
ed with this disease, this breaks con 
clusively the chain of suspicion of it. 
connection with old outbreaks in the 
General Hospital. Even if this line 
of investigation fails for want of posi­
tive evidence, it may be that Dr 
Brehm will be able to show conclus 
ively from facts he may discover at 
Trepâssey that the outbreak had ne 
connection with the girl Hagerty o> 
the General Hospital. We hope he 
may be Able to do so and thus clench 
by testimony at Trepassey the testi­
mony of the staff of the General Hos 
pital. We repeat we are glad to find 
that the Government are taking steps 
to probe the matter to the bottom. 
The deaths which have followed the 
outbreak at Trepassey show the grav­
ity of the outbreak. The circum­
stances surrounding the case have, 
excited suspicion. The members of 
the staff of the General Hospital have 
offered testimony, which goes far to 
dispel doubt and suspicion; the inves­
tigations of Dr. Brehm on the spot 
should clear up any possible doubt 
and establish the true facts of the 
case.

JOAN OF ARC.
Lecture 011 The “Maid of Orleans” by 

Rev. Dr. kitehen.
Rev. Dr. Kitchen lectured 011 “Joan 

of Arc" at St. Bonaventure’s College 
last night in aid of the College Fund.

Sir Edw-ard Morris, President ol 
the Old Boys Association, introduced 
the lecturer, who for over an hour 
held the attention of the audience in 
following the marvellous career ol 
the Maid from the time she first re- 
c< ived her inspiration. at her native 
village of Domremy till she was burn­
ed as a witch at the market place oi 
Rouen. Joan’s life as a humble peas­
ant girl,, of poor parents, was de­
picted. Her deep religious temper- 
ment was noticed by her parents and 
companions, and when she declared 
that she had received angelic visits 
from St. .Michael to go to the aid of 
the French who were then beseiged in 
Orleans, her friends did not doubt her 
but carried away by her persistency 
aided her in getting an interview with 
Generals and Captains of the French 
Army whose doubts were alsco over­
come by "La Pucelle," and who finally 
agreed to conduct her to the Dauphin. 
To test the genuineness of her mis­
sion she was asked to select the Dau­
phin amongst a large number of 
courtiers. This she did successfully 
and nearly all were thus won ove'r to 
believe that she was sent by Heaven to 
restore the falling destinies of France 
and drive the English invaders from 
her borders. She told the King that 
her mission was to relieve Orleans 
and crown him at Rheims. Her 
dauntlessness won all hearts, and at 

j her urgent request she was given a 
suit of armour and a charger and al­
lowed to lead the troops, bearing a 
banner of her own device symbolical 
of the heavenly aid under which she 
fought. .Her first duty on being giv­
en command was to reform the lives 
of the soldiers and to put down the 
licentiousness Hint prevailed in the

amps and compel the men under her 
ommand to attend to their religious 
luties. All being ready she went 
orth to fight the English Army on her 
war horse, and won in rapid succes- 
iion three battles, putting terror into 
he English troops. Following up 

ihose victories she lead on the Army 
o the Walls of Orleans in the spring 
"ollowing, and on the 29th of April. 
1429, drove away the beséiging army 
and entered the city. The other part 
if her mission was fulfilled the fol- 
'owing autumn, vv/.\ the crowning of 
Xing Charles the Vll. at Rhèims.

Dr. Kitchen gave a vivid descrip- 
ion of those Incidents and made the 
ecture more clear to the audience by 
ihowing pictures on the screen by the 
aid of lantern slides.

The soldiers of the Duke of Burgundy 
a few months afterwards defeated the 
French in battle and captured Joan. 
She bad before thte asked to be re­
lieved of her charge and to return to 
her native village, hut the French 
King would not comply with her re­
quest notwithstanding that she earn­
estly assured theni that her miseiqn 
her being burned at the stake in the 
her been burned at the stake in the 
Rouen market place in 1431, In her 
19th year, was related by the lecturer 
lu touching terms. In April of last 
year tardy justice was done by the 
French people to tji'e memory of the 
Maid who was beatified by the'Church 
ai Rouen. Her carver was a marvel­
lous one, and as time goes on the con­
census of opinion, of writers who 
make research, is all in favour of the 
Maid.

At the close of the lecture a vote of 
thanks proposed to Dr. Kitchen by 
Mr. M. W. Furlong and seconded by 
Sir E. P. Morris wrs carried by ac­
clamation.

LONDON, Dec. 8.

At the close to-night of the polling 
in the general elections, the standing 
of the parties are a» follows: Govern­
ment coalition, Liberals, 147 ; Labor - 
ites, 28; Nationalists, 45; Indapend- 
ent Nationalists. 6. Total, 226. Op­
position Unionists, 193. The fifth day 
of the elections ended with'the par­
ties running neck and neck and with 
the prospects that they will come un­
der the wire in almost precisely the 
same relative position they held at the 
start. Returns had been received up 
to midnight from the voting for 419 
members, and the result Is a Union­
ist gain of two seats in that numbiu 
on those held by that party in the 
last Parliament. This amazing re­
sult is unprecedented in English his­
tory, as it is embarrassing to poli­
ticians of all factions. Both parties 
predicted great gains, but are now- 
convinced that the new House of 
Commons wil be practically identical 
with the old. The Conservatives 
argue that Premier Asquith bid for :i 
sweeping endorsement from the 
country and has not obtained il 
Therefore he cannot be justified in 
fastening upon the nation such Radi­
cal changes as Home Rule and the 
disarming of the House of Lords. Tin 
coalitionists insist that the voters by 
returning them to power endorses the 
policies and direct them to carry oui 
their programme in its entirety. Fort; 
four seats were ballotted for to-da.v. 
Returns were received from 21 ol 
these, and from 44 which were ballot­
ted for yesterday, in these 65 tie 
Liberals gained Radnorshire and Bed 
ord. while the Unionists gained Elks 

dale The contests were close, nearly 
everywhere the Unionists continued to 
cut down the Liberal majority and 
make numerical gains, but insuffi- 
oienty to turn out the Liberal mem- 
>ers. Winston Spencer Churchill, 
the Home Secretary, was returned at 
Duiidee by about 1,700 vetes, shifted 
to the Unionist column. The indica­
tions are that the O'Brienites are cut­
ting down the strength of the Red- 
mondites in most sections of Ireland, 
leavy rains to-night coupled with a 
lelay in the reports decreased the 
teneral enthusiasm.
