Lord Kitchener Expected to Improve
Conditions in Egypt—No Change
in Policy.

London, August 12.—Except among
the Egyptian Nationalists, who, how-
ever, have been very quiet of late, the
appointment of Lord Kitchener as
British Agent in Egypt and the Soud-
an, has been received with the great-
est enthusiasm. Here in England sat-
isfaction is expressed at the fact that
the Government has at last found
something for the greatest of British
generals to do, something that is con-
sidered worthy of his talents, while
the British residents in Egypt have
received the news with the greatest
delight.

Although Sir Edward Grey has an-
nounced in the House of Commons
that the appointment of Lord Kitch-
ener does not foreshadow any change
in the Government’s policy, there is a
feeling, both here and in Egypt, that
if there is no change, there will at
least be a different way of carrying
out that policy. Kiichener’s reputa-
tion gives the Impezrialist hope that
he will deal a little more drastically
with those Nationalists, who at the
commencement of the late Sir Eldon
Gorst’s administration, attempted and
to some extent succeeded in stirring
up trouble.

While the Nationalits are quiet and
their leaders disassociate themselves
from all talk of violence, there is
known to be a great deal of smould-
ering discontent, encouraged by the
Socialist members of parliament. A
strong man, it was felt, was needed to
keep this under, and in Kitchener the
people believe they have the man. His
long experience in Egypt and the Sou-
dan further fits him for the place and
his appointment was doubtless made
with the almost -practical certainty
that British prestige would benefit
from his administration. There are
some optimists who believe that this
benefit will spread throughout the
Near East, and that with Kitchener
and a strong army in Egypt, Britain
will be able to formulate and carry
out any plans she may have in Turkey
and Persia or frustrate any schemes
of other powers .that might interfere
with England’'s policy.

Receives $35,000 Annual Salary.

Lord Kitchener’s full title is Mini-
ster Plenipotentiary and Consul-Gen-
eral and his salary is $35,000 a year.
In theory he simply acts as the auth-
orized exponent of the views and
wishes of his Government to the Gov-
ernment of Egypt. In reality, how-
ever, he is arbiter of Egyptian policy,
and will be responsible, under the
British Government, for the adminis-
tration of Egypt and the Soudan and
the Khedive, the theoretical ruler, is
bound to accept his advice. The Khe-
dive is said to have opposed the ap-
pointment of Kitchener, for with a
strong man at Cairo, the Sultan’'s re-
presentative will have very little to
say.

Contest O‘er Citizens’ Army.

Trade Unionists are looking for-
ward with interest to a fight over the
question of the organization of a citi-
zen army to be raised at their annual
congress in September. The sub-
ject is to be brought forward by the
Lomdon Glass Blowers’ Society in the
form of the following resolution:

“This congress realizing that mili-
tarism and the existence of a regular
standing army constitute a menace to
popular liberty, is of the opinion that
the time has arrived for the institu-
tion of a real citizen army, free en-
tirely from military law during times
of peace, officered entirely by the se-
lection of the rank and file. Such
citizen army to be used for defensive
purposes only.”

The members of the congress are
not by any means agreed on this sub-
ject. At previous congresses similar
resolutions have been defeated, the
members declaring themselves op-
posed to all forms of militarism. If
the proposer of the resolution is to
‘be credited, however, Trade Unionists
are coming around to the view re-
peatédly urged by Wilt Thorne, M.P.,
the labour member, that every man
should be compulsorily trained to
bear arms, and that they should be
organized into a citizen army to take
the place of the standing army. A
varietyof opinions have 'been given
by labor leaders and social reformers
on the resolution. It is rather inter-
esting to hear H. W. Lee, the secretary
of the Social Democratic Federation,
declaring that “military training in
some form or other is bound to be in-
troduced into this country before
long, and we prefer to see it univer-
sal and in as democratic a form as
possible, wm_lout the application of
mﬂnary law in time of peace s

LONDON, Aug. 20.

A great wave of. relief swept over
the country last night, when shortly:
after eleven the announcement was
made from the Board of Trade offices
that the Railway strike had been set-
tled, and that the men would return
to work immediately. Telegrams
were quickly despatched to all the
important railway towns, bearing the
information, and crossed in transit
messages to London describing strike
riots in Llanelly and other of the
small towns in the Kingdom. Most
of the credit for the settlement rests
on the shoulders of David Lloyd
George, the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer, who, in his statements in
parliament, and in interviews with
managers and men worked for con-
ciliation, when all the other interested
parties seemed to have given up all
hope. A joint committee of five mem-
bers, composed of two representatives
of the railway companies, two of the
members of the unions, and a non-
partisan chairman, will be appointed
on Tuesday to investigate the work-
ings of the Conciliation Act of 1907,
which the men claim is at the root
of all their grievances. This device
overcomes the men’s objections to a
Royal Commission, which they con-
tend has. always been in practice a
synenym for delay. So far as there
is cnytechniecal advantage in the com-
promise, it appears to be in favor of
the men.
