High officials of itlie administration 

believe the fortunes of the constitu­
tionalist movement in Mexico hang 
largely in the balance, that only a 
clear explanation of the Benton inci­
dent and a satisfactory reparatioh will 
gain for them the prestige they had 
acquired as persons desiring the re­
storation of Constitutional Govern­
ment in their country.

The dispute arose as 
to which of them was the first to tread 
the frozen pans. As is usual in such 
cases of dispute, both, had been there 
first, and to convince each other of the 
fact a few fierce blows were exchang­
ed. They were separated shortly 
afterwards by some of their fellow 
seamen.

■ the use of rifles on the steel ships.
• In Sec. G.
| “The use of rifles by the crew or 

“any member thereof for the pur- 
1 "pose of killing seals, shall be pro­
hibited.”

In relation to the shooting of old 
seals, the Hon. John Harvey says as 
follows:

| “I have no intention of making an 
’ assertion that of every 4 seals shot 3 
| died without being secured. There is 

indeed a wide difference of opinion as 
to the wastage, but I much doubt if it 
is at all as large as this.”

I The Hon. member need have no 
hesitation in making the assertion 
that out of every 4 seals shot 3 are 
lost. Alas the proportion is even 
greater.

During three springs in the Diana 
with A. Barbour, master, we shot the 
greater part of our trip of seals each 
year. We had twenty-five of the best 
gunners in Bonavista Bay. and the 
best average we would make was 1 
seal out of every 4 stopped, what I 
mean by stopped is with the bullet in 

'some part of his body, in other words 
or hit; “if the seal is not struck in 
the head he will go off,” and this was 
considered good shooting, 

j It is not easy to shoot old seals
• with the rifle, the running and jump­

ing, especially if the ice is loose.
! makes it difficult to shoot accurately, 
j In the Neptune for several springs 
j the average was even lower than 1 
! for several shots, for various reas­

ons, one of which was Capt. Bland- 
ford was too impatient for old fai 
and did not give his gunners much 
time, consequently we had to run and 
fire, and that made it very hard to 
shoot straight. Capt. W. Winsor and 
myself shot away four hundred 
and fifty cartridges in one day for 90 
seals, in this way, running and fir­
ing.

I have seen thousands of old seals 
go off before a company of gunners 
armed with the modern rifles with 
blood streaming out of the bull el 
holes in their bodies, some with as 
many as three spurts of blood from 
parts of the body, and still with 
enough life left to crawl to the edge 
of the pan and so get away, only to 
die of their wounds and be eaten by 
the sharks.

The awful cruelty of indiscriminate 
shooting of old seals at a time when 
•every animal is supposed-to need pro­
tection most, is to my mind a very 
serious proposition and one that 
needs to be looked after if we would 
save the sealfishery for the next gen­
eration.

Among 
the plumber was Mr. A. H. Salter, 
Secretary of the St. John’s Club, who 
visited New Glasgow a few years 
ago and made many friends here, 
and Mr. W. J. Herder of the leading 
St. John’s daily paper and the oldest 
member of the Fourth Estate in St. 
John's. Unfortunately, the visitors 
from Newfoundland were not fortuate 
enough to carry off with them any of 
the trophies, but they made a splen­
did showing in the initial stages of 
the competitions, and only dropped 
from the running when the pace be­
came strenuous and the play narrow­
er! down among the most skilled play­
ers of the Bonspiel.

A Curling Bonspiel. especially 
where the players enter in all the 
contests, as happened in Halifax, is 
one that exacts a heavy physical tri­
bute from the rinks that are at all 
successful rinks. Added to this, the 
severe cold weather tended to make 
more difficult the trials. As many as 
four games a day were called for, and 
this meant beginning play at 9 a.m., 
2.30 p.m., 7 p.m.. and 9.30 p.m. The 
only relief came in losing games, and 
this is not a consideration that is per­
mitted, no matter the penalty, for 
Scotchmen try to the end.—Eastern 
Chronicle, 27th Feby.

The House then went into Com­
mittee of the Whole on the Revenue 
Bill.

Mr. Lloyd rose and gave an able, 
concise and telling criticism of the 
Budget. That the overflowing pros­
perity referred to.by the Minister o’ 
Finance was beyond conception, ii 
view of what the Budget Speech ant" 
Revenue Bill contained, and that ever 
if there was any prosperity evident 
it was an extraordinary feature that 
with the revenues such as the coun 
try never saw before, that the Minis­
ter of Finance should be asking to; 
over a Quarter of a million dollars t 
year more for taxation. In fact the 
present Minister had the unprecedent 
ed record of asking for more than an; 
predecessor. He was surprised tha: 
the Minister of Finance, abetted b; 
the Leader of the Government, should 
have the unmitigated gall to tell the 
House and the country of the re 
markable prosperity and in the ont 
breath ask for such an extraordinary 
increase in the revenue. The situa 
tion was so illuminating, he said 
that it brought back the whole pol­
icy of the Government. He dealt ef­
fectively with the much talked-oi 
mandate given the Government to d< 
all they had done. He said that tht 
conditions under which that mandate 
was given by the people, were not 
stated and he pointed out clearl; 
that the Premier, in his manifesto 
promised to build branch railways 
without one cent of extra taxation 
The people who were deluded by the

false promise of giving something for 
nothing, now find that the mandate 
is going to cut every man, woman and 
child in the Island $1.00 a year. The 
.people were told twelve months ago 
that after reducing taxation $380,000 
there would be a surplus of $350,000. 
But the facts are that the Govern­
ment was $300,000 to the back, or 
$450,000 out in their reckoning. He 
elucidated how the poorer class of 
people were taxed heavier than the 
well-to-do, that more thought was 
given to the “champagne Charlies” in 
the imposition of the extra taxation 
than to the little luxuries of the fish­
ermen. He then grappled with the 
Question of balance in trade and the 
difficulty the Government would have 
floating a loan on their debentures, 
owing to the stringency of the money 
market.

The Prime Minister congratulated 
the previous speaker on his speech,

because be knew, he said, that the 
bon. member for Trinity spoke from
principle and from conviction, and 
congratulated him upon his far-see­
ing political abilities, as he said the 

'Government would have had 33 mem­
bers returned but for Mr. Lloyd. Con­
tinuing, the Prime Minister got off 
the same honey-combed speech about 
railways and doses of medicine as 
was heard from him twice already 
this session, but as was pointed out to 
him by the hon. member for Trinity, 
lie convinced nobody.

Mr. Coaber followed, pointing out 
to the Premier, who boasted so much 
of his majority, that whilst they had 
more members, that the Opposition 
party had over three thousand votes 
or the majority of the people. He 
then referred to some of the tele­
graph extension work. He knew o! 
poles not being.«.delivered and thaï 
drunkenness waj&yery evident among 
those engaged dtXhe work. Regard­
ing the Loggers' Bill, he said that al 
though it .passed unanimously in tht 
House, not a „man in the Uppei 
House had the courage to introduci 
it. The reason, he said, was that ont 
company did not favor the Bill, ant 
he graphically described how the log 
ging men were treated by that Com 
pany. He read letters that carat 
from the men themselves telling o 
the hardships they had to undergo 
ind all the winter had to sleep on 
brin bags and boughs. In conclusion 
he emphasized that his members and

The Colonial Secretary . got off à 

'engthy eulogy7 Of the' Prime Minister 
telling mainly of his humane princi­
ples. He made a brief reference to 
the Budget and believed that the fish­
ermen were anxious to take their 
ihare of increased taxation.

Messrs. Jennings, Winsor, Target! 
and Stone made very practical 
speeches of how the increased taxa­
tion, particularly the iniguitious ten 
jer-cent. on all dutiable goods, is go­
ng to affect the fishermen.

The clock had just reached mid- 
light. and much more business was 
o be gone on with, when Mr. Dever- 
laux took the floor. He made an at- 
;ack on Mr. Coaker, but the attack 
vas permeated with eulogiums—that 
re should not have the right to speak 
:f fishermen from the standpoint of 
.he F.P.U., while in the House.

Owing to the lateness of the hour, 
Jr. Kent reserved his remarks and 
;he Bill passed the Committee stage.

The Public Service Bill was read a 
iecond time and then the Prime Min­
ster gave notice of suspension of the 
rules.

The House adjourned at 2 a.m. to 
neet again Monday afternoon.

E-asy ForESSENTIALS IN BREAD MAKING.
Liquid must be lukewarm when ad­

ded to the yeast cake.
Bread must be thoroughly kneaded. 

The dough should double in size be­
fore cut down or kneaded again.

Best flavor of bread is produced by 
long, slow rising. The temperature 
of the room at about sixty or sixty- 
five degrees produces such bread.

Quicker bread is made by the addi­
tion of more yeast and a higher tem­
perature for rising.

Too high a temperature kills the 
yeast plants and sours the bread.

Medium-sized loaves should bake 
one hour in a moderate oven. This 
length of time is necessary to bake the 
bread to the centre- and produce a 
thick nutty crust. The temperature 
of the oven should be kept low enough 
to permit the bread to remain in the 
oven for this length of time without 
becoming too brown or burned in 
spots.—WoiAan’s World for Septem­
ber. *

A dam is a sort of holding company 

constructed for. the purpose of col­
lecting water.

Dams are not financial, however. 
They are built of stone and other ma­
terials. A dam can collect as much 
water as a real holding company, but 
i'_ cannot convert it into diamond flog 
collars and limousines so easily.

Dams are built across rivers to 
their great annoyance and interefere 
extremely with their progress. After 
a dam has stopped a river, it allows it 
to flow through a set of turbines or 
water wheels, thus making It work. 
If there was only some way of throw­
ing a dam across our leisure class we 
might make them work too.

Building dams is a very difficult a.nd 
dangerous operation, but not so dan­
gerous as living below them. Living 
below a dam is as uncertain a pro­
position as holding office under a hos­
tile administration. This Is because 
dams sometimes break. After a dam 
has held back billions of tons of water 
for a good many years, it sometimes 
gets tired and lets go. Nothing is 
harder on a town's prospects than iO
get in the way of a river which has
