London, Sept. 28—There is no end 

of the war if! sight. Any step at this 
time by the United States, the Vatican 
or any other neutral in the direction 
of peace would be construed by Eng­
land as an unneutral, pro-German 
move.

The United Press is able to make 
these statements on no less authority 
than that of the British man of the 
hour, the Rt. Hon. David Lloyd 
George, Secretary of State for War.

“Britain lias only begun to fight; 
the British Empire has invested thous­
ands of its best lives to purchase fu­
ture immunity for civilization ; this 
investment is too great to be thrown 
away," was the Welsh statesman’s 
size-up of the situation.

More than at any time since the be-, 
ginning of the war there is evidenced 
throughout England a popular sus­
picion toward America, a suspicion 
that did not exist a year ago.

This feeling appears directly attri­
butable to the notion generally en­
tertained by the man on the street 
that President Wilson might be in­
duced to butt in for the purpose of 
stopping the European war. A simi­
lar suspicion of Spain and the Vati­
can is also manifest.

Fighting For Fair Play.

Mr. Lloyd George was asked to give 
the United Press in the simplest 
possible language the British attitude 
toward the recent peace talk.

“Simple language?” he queried, 
with a half smile. Then he thought 
a moment.

“Sporting terms are pretty well un­
derstood wherever English is spok­
en,” he replied. “L, am quite sure 
they will be understood in America.

"Well, then, the British soldier is 
a good sportsman. He enlisted in 
this war in the sporting spirit—the 
best sense of that term. He went in 
to see fair play to a small nation 
trampled upon by a bully. He is 
fighting for fair play in international 
dealings.

“He has fought as a good sports­
man by the thousands. He has died 
like a sportsman. He has never 
asked anything more fotn a sporting 
chance' and hasn’t always had that. 
When he couldn’t get it, he didn’t 
quit. He played the game. He didn't 
squeal,*and certainly he never asked 
anyone to squeal for him."

No Time Now To Let Up.

The Secretary of State for War con­
tinued:

“Under the circumstances, the 
British, now that the fortunes of the 
game have turned a bit, are not dis­
posed to stop because of the squeal­
ing done by the Germans, or for the 
Germans by probably well-meaning, 
but misguided sympathizers and hu­
manitarians. For two years the 
British soldier had a bad time—no 
one knows so well as he what a bad 
time it was. He was sadly inferior in 
equipment. • On the average he was 
inferior in training. He saw the Al­
lied cause beaten all about the ring, 
but he didn't appeal to either the 
spectators or a referee to stop the 
fight on the ground that it was brutal, 
nor did he ask to have the rules 
changed.

“He took his punishment. Even 
when beaten like a dog, he was a 
game dog. When forced to take re­
fuge in a trench, when too badly used 
up to carry the fight to the enemy, he 
hung on without whining, fought off 
every attack, bided his time, endured 
without wincing, worked without 
flagging.”

No! He was talking of annexing Bel­
gium and Poland as a result of his 
‘victory’, and while he was re-making 
the map of Europe without the slight 
est regard for the wishes of its peo­
ple. the British people were preparing 
to pay the price we knew must be 
paid for the time to get the army- 
ready.

“It is one thing to look back on the 
pounding the British soldier took the 
first two years of the war, but a dif­
ferent thing to look forward as he 
did and know the beating couldn't be 
avoided during these months, when it 
seemed the finish of the British army 
might come quickly.

“Germany elected to make it a 
finish fight with England. The Brit­
ish soldier was ridiculed, held, in con 

1 tempt. Now we intend to see that 
Germany has her way. The fight 
be to the finish—to a knock-out.”

Unn Be No Intervention.
Dropping his colloquialisms, the 

half-smile fading from his face, Mr. 
Lloyd George continued in a more 
serious vein.

“The whole world, including neu­
trals of the highest purposes and 
humanitarians with the best motives, 
must know that there can he no out­
side interference at this stage. Brit­
ain asked no intervention when she 

| was not prepared to fight. She will 
tolerate none now that she is pre­
pared, until Prussian military des­
potism is broken beyond repair.

“There was no regret voiced in Ger­
many over thee useless slaughter. 
There were no tears by German sym- 
pathiers when the few thousand Brit­
ish citizens who never suspected to 
be soldiers, whose military education 
started only a few months previously 
went out to be battered, bombed and 
gassed, to receive ten shells for every 
one they could fire—went out, fought 
and died like sportsmen without even 
a grumble.

“I repeat that there was no whim­
pering then, and the people who are 
now moved to tears at the thought of 
what is to come watched the early 
rounds of the unequal contest dry­
eyed. None of the carnage and suf­
ferings of those Allied dead who stood 
the full shock of the Prussian war 
machine before it began to falter.

Would Be Cruel To Stop Now.
“But in the British determination 

to carry the fight to a decisive finish 
there is something more than the 
natural demand for vengeance. The 
inhumanity, the pitilessness of the

‘Peace now, or at any time before 
the flnaal and complete elimination 
of this menace, is unthinkable. No 
man and no nation with the slight­
est undersliatiding of the temper of 
this citizen army of Britons, which 
took its terrible hammering without 
a whine or grumble, will attempt to 
call a halt now.”

“But how long do you figure this 
can and must go on?”(Mr. Lloyd 
George was asked.

‘There are neither clocks or. calen­
dars in the British army to-day/’ was 
his quick reply. "Time is the least 
vital factor. Only the result counts 

■not the time consumed in achiev­
ing it.

Time Is Immaterial.

‘It took England twenty years to 
defeat Napoleon and the first fifteen 
of those years were black with Brit­
ish defeat. It will not take twenty 
years to win this war, but, whatever 
time is required, it will be done, and 
I say this recognizing that we have 
only begun to win.

‘There is no disposition on our 
side to fix the hour of ultimate vic­
tory after the first success. We have 
rip delusion that the war is nearing 
an end. We haven’t the slightest 
doubt as to how it is to end. ”

‘But what of France ; is there the 
same determination there to stick to 
the end, the same idea of fighting 
until peace terms can be decided by 
Germany’s enemies?” Mr. Lloyd 
George was asked.

The Secretary carefully matched 
each finger of one hand with each 
finger of the other, and as he turned 
his chair slowly to gaze out over the 
khaki-dotted throng in Whitehall, it 
seemed the interruption had stemmed 
the flow of conversation. There was 
â full moments pause, and as the chair 
swung round again, the reply came in 
a voice and manner impressively grave

France Will Stick to the End.

“The world at large has not yet be­
gun to appreciate the magnificence the 
nobility, the wonder of France,” he 
said. “I had the answer to your in­
quiry given me a few days ago by a 
noble Frenchwoman. Se had giv­
en four sons—she had one left to be 
given to France. In the course of my 
talk with her, I asked if she didn’t 
think thd struggle had gone far en 
ough. Her reply, without a moment’s 
hesitation was: ‘The fight will never 
have gone far enough until we have 
made a repetition of this horror im­
possible.’ That mother was voicing 
the spirit of France.

“Yes, France will stick to the end. 
I suppose America’s conception of 
France and the French soldier be­
fore the- war was as erroneous as the 
British idea. I guppose you, too, re­
garded the French soldier as excit­
able, brilliant in attack, but lacking 
dogged staying qualities.

"Nothing was more unwarranted 
than the popular idea of the French­
man as a poor defensive fighter. His 
tory never justified this idea, but there 
will be a new appraisement, a new ap­
preciation when the real heroism, no 
bility and genius of the defence of 
Verdun is fully understood. France 
has fought the longest wars ef any 
nation of Europe and her history it­
self is assurance enough that she will 
hold to the end.

“With the British it will be the 
sporting spirit that will animate the 
army to the last, fairplay the motive 
—fair fight the method. With the 
French it will be that fiercely burning 
patriotism that will sustain the army 
to the end, regardless of when the end 
may come.”

Russia Will Go Through.

“And Russia?”
“Will go through to the death!" in­

terrupted Mr. Lloyd George. “Rus­
sia has been slow to arouse, but she 
will be equally slow to arouse, but she 
will be equally slow to be quiet. The 
resentment of the Russian against 
having been forced into war is deep.

“He has neither forgotten nor for­
given the fact that this happened 
when he was Ill prepared and unsus­
pecting. No, there are and will be no 
quitters among the Allies.

“‘Never again!’ has become our 
battle cry. At home the suffering and 
sorrow is great and is growing. As 
to. the war zone, its terrors are inde- 
scribablev I.have just visited the bat­
tlefields of France; I stood, as it were, 
at the door of hell. I saw myriads 
marching into the furnace. I saw 
some coming out of it, scorched and 
mutilated.

“This ghastliness must never be re­
enacted on this earth, and one method 
at least of answering that end is the 
infliction of such punishment upon 
the perpetrators of this outrage 
against humanity that the temptation 
to emulate their exploits will be elim­
inated from the hearts of the evil- 
minded amongst the rulers of men.”

Msmters at Table
The Berlin Lokalanzeiger solemnly 

discusses the changes which the war 
has produced in German manners at 
table, and in those “laws of decency” 
which are said to be partly aesthetic 
and partly matter of habit, but mainly 
due to “the changing circumstances 
of practical life.” The article says:—

Formerly it was entirely forbidden 
to absorb gravy with bits of bread 
stuck upon one’s fork, and so to 
wipe the platter clean. Good mannerp 
required that one should not take 
excessive pains to get this gravy, 
however fine it might be. One might, 
indeed, dip a piece of meat or pota­
toes in it. At an earlier period, in 
the times of our grandfathers, man­
ners were even more strict. A good 
tçne at table then demanded that one 
should always leave something on 
the plate. This stupid fashion had 
long disappeared even in times of 
peace, and is now regarded as bad 
manners rather than good to leave 
anything on the plate. But In peace 
time one did leave the remains of the 
gravy. War time and the scarcity of 
fats has produced a change, and 
doubtless this is right. It is of course 
not necessary that one should with 
all one’s strength sweep the plate 
with pieces of bread stuck upon a 
fork, in order to wipe up the last rem­
nant of gravy and to scour the plate 
till it shines. That would produce 
an inelegant effect. But any sort of 
waste would be too offensive to the 
practical needs of our time for one to 
be able to regard it as good manners.

The fate of other table customs has 
been similar. Gnawing at bones, if it 
is done in quite too ugly a fashion, 
will be hardly possible to justify the 
leaving of pieces of bread, which for­
merly was in many places a rule. 
What eyes an hotel keeper would have 
made two years ago if a guest had 
brought a piece of bread with him to 
dinner! To-day thousands of people 
do it, and nobody minds. Thus even 
at table the war is an educator.- 
Times.

The End of a
Day at Ypres,

(By Alice Thayer* in the Outlook, New 
York.)

A cloud hung over the earth. A 
fierce onMaugiht had been repulsed. 
We were all dazed, and worked as 
people in a trance trying to get to­
gether the men and nurses of our 
unit, so as to send as many of the 
wounded as we could to shelter ; and 
the dead—they lay where they had 
fallen.

I bent over the body of a little 
Scotchman, a brave, sturdy young 
fellow. His curly hair was stained 
with blood, the deep-blue eyes were 
fiery. He was talking fast, though the 
failing strength made his voice very 
low, and I had difficulty in hearing 
what he said, fils exhausted mind 
could find no rest. Each incident of 
the battle was being lived over.

“Boys, it looks like business.” He 
got excited. "D------n them! This

place is like a ploughed field; there is 
hardly a place to stand. My ears! 
why are they buzzing so? Oh, yes, I 
know; the big shells. They are going 
at it hard, nurse. On with your masks, 
boys—the clouds—look, they are going 
to give us tiie gas. Well, let them 
try ! ” Suddenly lie flung his arms 
around my neck and whispered, 
“Mother, water, please.” I gave him 
a little, and he smiled and quieted. 
“Nurse, you don't mind, do you? You 
see”—he grew wistful—“I like to 
think I am at home—and mother— 
you'll tell her?”

“Cheer up, my laddiè,” I said. 
"You’ll be well before long. To-night 
you are going to the ambulance, and 
in a week or so yon’li be home.”

He scarcely listened. The faint 
flicker of a smile passed over his face.

“What's that light over there?” he 
oried. “It’s a French ‘fuse eclairante" ; 
and thit light there—it gets bigger 
and bigger and bigger.”

I could hot see It.
“It’s lonely, you know, nurse; and 

the music and the flowers and the 
birds."

Then I knew what he meant. The 
delirium had set in.

A cool wind was sweeping away the 
clouds on the horizon, and the golden 
streaks were fast fading into silver. 
The moon and stars came out, and 
night hid the horrors of the day. Sud­
denly, out of the night, came the voice 
of the little soldier:

“Your hand, nurse ; it will help me 
to take the stride.”

His eyes glowed and he held me 
fast. “I died that they might live 
again.” And then, as if transported, 
“Yes, I am going to live.” And, rais­
ing himself with a strength I had 
thought long since gone, he cried in a 
clear, strong voice, "Long Live Eng­
land!”

The living heard, and it justified the 
smiles on the faces of the dead. He 
fell back into my arms and I laid him 
on the ground that he had conquered.

The situation about Per­
onne is interesting and marked by cer­
tain peculiarities.

The town rests on the north bank 
of the Somme, and its southern ap­
proach is protected both by the river 
and the marshy flats that border it. 
From this side an assault is out of the 
question, but success for the French 
on the other, northern, side would 
automatically compel the Germans 
south of the river to fall back across it 
and evacuate Peronne as a military 
necessity.

The land to the north is much more 
favourable to the attack. It is broken 
by a number of hills, of which the 
highest is just below Bouchavesnes and 
already in the hands of the French. 
Their first object must be to take 
Mount St. Quentin, and this they will 
certainly do by their favourite method 
of driving past if higher up. We may 
expect at any time an assault -in force 
upon Allaines, which lies upon the 
Tortille, a small tributary of the 
Somme. If they can take it, and get 
around St. Quentin, the Germans will 
find much of the defensive factors of 
the position a disadvantage to them. 
But there is no chance of Peronne be­
ing cut off as Combles was, for there 
are several lines of railway and a 
number of good roads leading from it, 
over which retreat in the darkness 
would be comparatively easy. As­
suming that Mount St. Quentin is 
taken by the French, the resulting 
position is thus summed up by the 
New York "Times” Military Expert.

"If the French are successful in this 
move, the subsequent happenings will 
be extremely interesting. We will see 
Germany with two parallel lines ”ght- 
Ing back to back, each line under five 
from front and rear, as these 11 .os 
would be but about two a'd 
a half miles apart, and each 
line in addition being subject 
to an enfilade fire. The front 
line could not fall back without fall-
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those of all*of us with the great deeds 
and greater sacrifices of our boys in 
France. There is no need to expatiate 
here upon the efforts they pqt forth 
untiringly and in every direction 
towards the welfare and comfort of 
every member of the Regiment who 
was accessible to them : they are too 
well known to need recalling and have 
been rewarded by the gratitude of the 
men themselves and of the community.

The Premier’s presence in England 
at a time when Newfoundland’s sons 
had won for her wide and splendid 
recognition coincided also with that 
of other eminent representatives of 
the Colonies. We trust that the re­
sult will be seen, and that Newfound­
land will be able to enjoy some of the 
benefits hereafter which Sir Edward's 
gifts and the occasion presented to 
him the opportunity of commanding. 
There has been much talk of late 
about the changed relations of Britain 
and her Colonies and of many matters 
Imperial after the war, and it has not 
all been empty air. Of its value and 
meaning Sir Edward Morris must be 
a capable judge, and we shall look to 
him with interest as an interpreter 
of these signs of the times. New­
foundland has not been moved great­
ly from her everyday course by the 
war, and the impression seems to be 
general that it will leave her little 
changed when it ends. That is as it 
may be, though it were a pity if it 
were so. We do not share the view, 
but feel convinced that there will be 
large political readjustments made 
that must affect us profoundly. We 
hope, at any rate, that our representa­
tives will see to it that Newfoundland 
assumes the place to which she is en­
titled in the United Empire that will 
emerge great and glorious, from the 
trial that has brought it together.

Such an English 
victory would not only mean the bank­
ruptcy of our industry and our over­
sea trade, But it would be the ruin of 
our whole middle class. It would be 
felt especially by our trading middle 
class, because such an English victory 
would totally exclude the possibility 
of our enemies being made to pay our 
war costs, and for generations to come 
our own war burdens wound grow 
enormously. Among our workmen 
there would be misery which would 
throw them back 80 years—back to the 
times when English machine-made 
yarns drove out German hand-made 
yarns, and starvation fever carried 
away thousands, especially in Silesia 
and Saxony.—London Times.

The Warship’s

I suppose that I must be regarded 
as an uncommonly black liar by any 
German sympathizer who reads this 
article—if any do—for his friends tell 
him that the Warspite is at the bot­
tom of the sea, whereas I now tell 
that on leaving the Inflexible I per­
sonally visited the Warspite and saw 
her holes being patched, six weeks 
after the Jutland battle. She was 
even (hen ready for action again. It 
is true that she had been battered 
heaviljpfor she had taken on no less 
than eight German ships. One hole 
was about the size of a small church 
window, and she had many dents. But 
the real damage done was not great, 
and the spirits of her men were very 
great indeed.

This is the way in which they toss­
ed aside their crowns of heroism.

FOOD PROBLEM RELIEVED.
VIENNA, Oct. 5.

IMPORTANT DOCUMENT CAPTUR­
ED BT BRITISH.

War Correspondents’ Headquarters 
in France, Oct. 5.—Germany is short 
of war material of all sorts, but not of 
food, according to a most sensation­
ally interesting document the British 
have captured which is called “The 
establishment of'the fourth German 
corps in the battle of the Somme.” 
The document was written as instruc­
tions to the troops. It was drawn 
from lessons of the battle, by General 
Count Von Arnim, a corps command­
er, who has been fighting opposite the 
British throughout the offensive. This 
long detailed revelation of the inner 
thoughts of the German staff dis­
cusses the methods and shortcomings 
of every branch of the German army 
in view of the unexpected power and 
organization the British have shown. 
The document starts out by paying a 
has undoubtedly learned much since 
tribute to the British infantry which 
last autumn’s offensive, and shows 
great dash in attack. The document 
continues, the Englishman also has 
physique and training in his favor; 
one must acknowledge the skill of the 
English in rapidly consolidating cap­
tured positions, and their great ten­
acity in defence of them. Because the 
breech actions of so many German 
rifles have been clogged with dirt, 
General Von Arnim suggests in the 
document that it would be advisable 
to fit a cover for the breech of their 
rifles like that used in the British ar­
my which can be easily unfastened, 
and then hangs from the rifle. Ex­
plicit instructions are given in the 
document to the artillery to change 
their methods of placing batteries in 
a village behind slopes because of the 
British method of distribution of their 
artillery fire which prodigiously 
searches all obvious shelters.

On the Caucasus front our detach­
ments by sudden resumption of the 
offensive, with co-operation of the 
fleet in the coastal region, advanced 
on a wide front, capturing a fortified 
enemy position in the region of the 
River Karaburnu. West of Kalkit 
Tchitvtlik our advanced posts broke 
through the Turkish advanced guards 
and inflicted great losses upon them, 
capturing prisoners, some arms, cart­
ridges and equipment, and destroyed 
earthworks and trenches in the ene­
my's rear.

FISHERMEN SAW ZEPPELIN.
FABJENY, Denmark, Oct. 5.

Fishermen, who arrived here to-day 
reported that at noon on Monday they 
sighted a partly submerged Zeppelin 
thirty-five miles northwest of the Is­
land of Sylt in the North Sea, off the 
coast of Schleswig. Several German 
destroyers and two large vessels were 
surrounding, the Zeppelin, the fisher­
men said, in an attempt to keep her 
afloat.

NORWEGIAN STEAMERS SUNK.
LONDON, Oct. 5.

Three Norwegian steamers, the 
Brink, Kut and Carl Nesjar, are sunk, 
according to Reuter’s Christiania cor­
respondent. The crew of the Brink 
landed.

IUNARD LINER FRANCONIA SCN*K.
LONDON, Oct. 5.

The Cunard Liner Franconia is 
sunk. According to thë latest reports 
the Franconia was being used by the 
British as a transport. She was a ves­
sel of 18,160 tons gross, built in 1910. 
Her maiden voyage was between Liv­
erpool and Boston in February, 1911. 
She was 625 feet long, 72 wide and dis­
placed 25,000 tons. The Admiralty an­
nounces that the steamer Franconia 
was employed for transport duty, and 
was sunk in the Mediterranean yester­
day by an enemy submarine.

Speeding of Autos.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—I should be much obliged 
if you could enlighten me with refer­
ence to speeding of automobiles and 
also with reference to the lighting of 
the tail light so that a person can tell 
their number. It is simply disgrace­
ful the way that lives of citizens are 
endangered by these night hawks, 
who speed along the roads, often at­
taining a speed of 50 miles an hour, 
and no number showing. Have we a 
law to compel the stopping of this 
nuisance? It is not safe for a person 
to take a drive after his day’s work 
because he never knows when one of 
these nuisances will put himself, wife 
and all in the ditch and pass on and 
laugh at the transaction. The Topsail 
Road at the present time is a spot 
which is not safe for any one, and it 
is a wonder a great many more acci­
dents don’t happen. Why cannot a 
policeman be stationed on this road 
for a few nights to take speed and see 
whether they have numbers showing. 
Nine-tenths of motors have not num­
bers showing. I have counted an 
average of 10 every time on that road. 
Again, Mr. Editor, I should like to 
know whether something cannot be 
done to stop the awful glare of the 
headlights. They are not necessary 
and horses often take fright and acci­
dents happen. They are compelling 
them in Canada to put in half lenses; 
why not here? They don’t want 
searchlights—we have no fear of air­
ships and therefore they needn't light 
the heavens as well as the earth for 
miles around. Again, how much room 
does an automobile want of the road, 
three-quarters or half, I guess. They 
always want three-quarters of it and 
will have it or ditch the party on the 
other half. Who pays for the ûpkeep 
of the road? Both do, therefore half 
and half is right. Citizens, stick up 
for your rights and outside the town, 
too, stick up and don’t let these road 
hawks do what they like. If the law 
won’t act, I guess it is time for us to 
act and put these in their place right 
quick. The roads are kept up on tax­
es of the people, then the people have 
the right to use them and enjoy them.

Besides large 
quantities of other war material, we 
captured and recovered from the 
Somme battle front about 29 heavy 
guns and heavy howitzers, 92 field 
guns and field howitzers, 103 trench 
artillery pieces and 387 machine guns.

Jericho Will FallLONDON, BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

With the Russians vigorously at­
tacking the Austro-Germans in Volhy- 
nia west of Lutsk and thence along 
the whole front to the Dneister 
in Galicia, Emperor William has 
started for the front of General Von 
Linsengen, near Lutsk, where the 
principal fighting is taking place, at 
various places in this sector and 
Galicia. Petrograd asserts that the 
Austro-Germans have been defeated. 
Berlin, however, has taken issue with 
the Russian War Office statement and 
declares that the only point where the 
Russians reached the Teutonic lines 
was north of Zubilmo, and that here 
they later were driven out of the cap­
tured positions. Although there is 
some divergence in the official re­
ports from Sofia and Bucharest con­
cerning the fate of the force of Rou­
manians which was thrown across the 
Danube into Bulgaria, the fact is pa­
tent, according to a Bucharest com­
munication, that they have ceased their 
demonstrations and withdrawn to the 
left bank of the river ; but Sofia as­
serts that the battlefield in northern 
Bulgaria, between Rostchuk and Tur- 
tukai, where they crossed the river, is 
covered with Roumanian dead, the re­
sult of their forced speedy retirement 
back to their own soil. All attempts 
by the Roumanians and Russians to 
advance in Dobrudja have been frus­
trated by counter-attacks of the Teu­
tonic Allies. Thirteen cannon have 
fallen into the hands of the Russians 
and Roumanians in this region. In 
Transylvania the Roumanians have 
captured near Parajd, Austro-Ger- 
man fortresses. After a battle that 
lasted three days, the forces of the 
Entente Powers have driven their line 
to within 12 miles of Monastir in Ser­
bia and occupied the town of Buf. On 
the eastern part of the Mcaedonia 
front, the occupying of Yenikevei near 
the Struma river by the British is 
admitted by Berlin. Likewise, Berlin 
concedes the taking by the Entente 
forces of the Nidje Mountain, east of 
Monastir. The Italians have captur­
ed several additional towns in Alban­
ia. Considerable fighting is again 
taking place in Asiatic Turkey, where 
along the coastal region the Russian 
forces on land in co-operation with 
their fleet have made advances on a 
wide front, inflicting heavy losses on 
the Turks and capturing arms, ammu­
nitions and supplies, says Petrograd. 
Constantinople reports the repulse of 
a British attempt to advance along the 
Euphrates front near Nasiviysh. Lit­
tle fighting except by the artillery of 
the belligerents is taking place on the 
Austro-Italian front. A similar situa­
tion exists on the Western front in 
France.

The first business of the meeting 
was a complaint that the work of 
painting the fence surrounding the 
Parade Ground was not yet com­
menced, although the contract had 
been awarded some time ago.

Councillor Ayre, on behalf of Mr. 
Howell, the contractor, stated that the 
paint had been ordered from abroad, 
but had not arrived and was evident­
ly detained "en route. He had no 
doubt the work would be proceeded 
with immediately the paint should 
arrive.

Councillors Morris and Tait took a 
different view. The former opined 
that the contractor had offered to do 
the job at too low a figure and con­
tended it was a great pity that the 
word “cheapest” was not cut out 
when calling for tenders.

Councillor Tait motioned that the 
contractor be given until Monday 
next to go on with the Work. If the 
imported paint had not arrived, he 
was to use the local artic1 ?.

Some coal bills were being read 
when Councillor Tait interposed and 
protested vigorously against the pay­
ing of $10.80 for -a ton of coal from 
any coal dealer.

Russian attacks on the Eastern 
front are more violent than any 
known since the start of the war, ac­
cording to a Copenhagen despatch to 
the' Exchange Telegraph Co. quoting 
the Eastern correspondent of the Ber­
lin Lozal Auzier.

His Grace at Argentia.
LAYS FOUNDATION STONE OF NEW 

CHURCH IN AN IMPRESSIVE 
CEREMONY.

At Argentia on Sunday last Missa 
Cantata was sung by the Rev. Father 
Sheehan In the presence of His Grace 
Archbishop Roche. The singing of 
the choir under the able direction of 
Mrs. M. Murphy was of an inspiring 
and elevating nature and merited the 
“Prosits” of the congregation.

After Mass His Grace performed 
the ceremony of laying the "lapis 
primaries" of the new Church, to be 
soon erected and dedicated to Our 
Lady of the Rosary. It was a coin­
cidence that just twelve months ago 
last Sunday a like ceremony was per­
formed by His Grace at Portugal Cove, 
the ancient Cove Parish of which 
Father Ashley had charge - for ten 
years.

His Grace, whose Interests are now 
not confined to merely parochial mat-, 
ters but to the more general ones of 
his extensive and largely populated 
diocese, addressed the congregation 
and gave a beautiful explanation of 
the day’s ceremonies.

From its very beginning, the 
Church, the Temple of God, is taken 
hold of and receives through His re­
presentatives the Blessings of the 
Almighty God. The building Is care­
fully watched through the different 
stages of erection till Its amplet in 
which the Church stamps its solemn 
seal upon it with the holy ceremony 
of Consecration whereby It is solemn­
ly set aside for the service of God. '

Truly Our Divine Master spoke not 
in majestic temples but from the 
decks of the fishing boats, by the side 
of the sea shore, and under the blue 
canopy of heaven. By this He has 
impressed upon us the necessity of 
more of that vivid and lively interior 
spirit more so than the exterior grand­
eur of His churches.

His Grace complimented Pastor and 
people that nothing of an elaborate 
nature was in contemplation but 
merely a chaste design suitable to the 
needs of the Parish.

It was a pleasure to us all to have 
with us on the occasion the very able 
Prelate of Placentia, the Rt. Rev. 
Monsignor Reardon. A very hand­
some . trowel, beautifully engraven, 
was presented to the Archbishop. The 
parchment, copies of the daily papers, 
Newfoundland coins, as well as a copy 
of this year’s school report, were 
placed in the stone.

The schools of Argentia have had a 
wonderful record this year despite the 
fact that an epidemic of measles dis­
organized the schools from Easter to 
midsummer. Twenty-seven Passes in 
the various grades including pine In­
termediate candidates, two of whom 
passed in the honours division. Pre- 
lininary has been Argentla’s record 
this year. We were proud to see that 
our scholarship winner of a short 
time ago, Miss McCarthy, has sustain­
ed her reputation at Littledale by win­
ning an open scholarship, and that 
our other girls at that Institution are 
well up to requirements and striving 
to lead instead of to follow.

His Grace returned to St. John’s 
Monday morning in the private car so 
generously placed at his disposal by 
the R. N. Co., and we hope that the 
Archbishop’s wish will, on the occa­
sion of his next visit to Argentia, be 
realised, and that his will be the pleas­
ing duty of Pontificating in the new 
church so auspiciously blessed by his 
consecrated hands on Sunday last.

Incandescent
Gas Lighting.

The remarkable economy of the in­
candescent gas lamp is by no mean* 
either its chief—or even an import­
ant—claim for popularity. It meets 
better than any other source of arti­
ficial light the requirements of ideal 
light.

In the color of the light produced 
it is far superior to any other illu­
minant in general and universal use. 
The investigations of acknowledged 
authorities indicate that for the ap­
proximation of artificial daylight the 
gas mantle has at least one and one- 
half times the value of the carbon- 
filament electric lamp.

This quality is highly desirable, in­
deed absolutely essential where the 
approximation of daylight color values 
is important. For lighting shops, dis­
playing haberdashery, suitings, 
gowns, millinery, etc., the incandes­
cent gas lamp is not even remotely ap­
proached by any other incandescent 
lamp.

Of all the manifold advantages of 
gas light perhaps the most important 
is its favourable effect upon the eyes. 
The development of the incandescent 
electric lamp with its intense bril­
liant and glaring filament has been 
accompanied by hitherto nnheard of 
prevalence of eye troubles and dis­
eases which are forcing themselves 
upon the attention of the medical fra­
ternity. This is resulting in a great­
er appreciation of the soft mellow 
quality of gas light and is rapidly en­
larging its field of use.—JulylS.eod

Germany Must
Be the Suppliant.

The Allies have no intention of ask­
ing for peace. Germany must be the 
suppliant, not the Entente Powers. 
And she must accept our conditions. 
The injustice already committed must 
be set right. Belgium, Serbia, Monte­
negro must have their national life re­
stored to them. There must be an end 
of Prussian militarism. It is not that 
we want, as Von Bethmann-Hollweg 
insinuates, to destroy united and free 
Germany. “We should be glad,” on the 
contrary, "to see the German people 
free.” On this point Sir Edward 
Grey’s words are conclusive. “We be­
lieve that the German people—when 
once the dreams of world empire, 
cherished by Pan-Germanism, are 
brought to nought—will insist on the 
control of Its Government; and In this 
lies the hope of secure freedom and 
rational independence in Europe. For 
a German democracy will not plot and 
plan wars, as Prussian militarism 
plotted wars, to take place at a chos­
en date In the future.” This is a 
strong and confident prophecy to 
which Sir Edward Grey’s fellow- 
countrymen will willingly subscribe,
