American Mails Only.

Notwithstanding the statement in
this morning issue of the Post, that
no inconvenience has been eaused Yy
the failure to send mails by 8. 8.
Kyle which sailed on Saturday, and
that all mails for foreign countries
have been despatched by S. S. Runa,
it is just as well for the public ‘to
know that mails for the United States
only are on board the Runa, and the
ship had not left port up to moon to-
day, being bound to New York direct.
Other mails for Canada are remaining
over at the Post Office. The Post is
the official authority for substantiating
the fact that tfe Kyle did sail with-
out any mail whatever, but the Runa
did not sail Seturday night, hence
there is inconvenience and perhaps
loss to the trade because of the bungle
and delay even in getting some mail
away.

Because of to-day’s storm, the
Runa does not sail until midnight, if
then. The left-over Canadian mails
will not be despatched before Wednes-
day, when they will go by Rosalind to
Halifax. And yet the Post would
have it that’the present mail service
is up to date.
