It is passing strange how the
Government Press and sup-
porters make such tremendous
pother over any reports con-
cerning unemployment and re-

\lief in Newfoundland. They ap-

parently would have it that
there is no such thing as out of

work people in this country,
when in every other land under
the sun there is a dearth of em-
and Governments
have their hands full in efforts
and attempts to cope with a
gituation which does not appear
to lessen itself. Late rewspa-
pers from England are by no
means so sensitive to conditions

‘there as some of our contem-

poraries in this city. They do
not apologise for making it
known that much unemploy-
ment exists and that measures

‘have to be taken to cope there-

with. A Cabinet Committee of

‘the Imperial Parliament is just

now considering the whole ques-
tion of unemployment and en-
deavouring to arrange a scheme
which will carry those out of
work over the winter. Various
public improvements will be un-
dertaken, during the autumn
and winter months, should cir-
cumstances appear to justify
such being put into operation.
Biit there will be an end to the
doles. Work of sorts has to be
found, as it has been discovered
that the system of weekly
doles in cash has undermined
the original independence of the
workers, and they now are be-
ginning to look upon these pay-
ments as being due them regu-
larly. When the Cabinet Com-
mittee reports, the problem
will be discussed and such re-
medial measures only as are ab-
solutely necessary will be put
in hand. Apparently similar
measures as adopted by the
Government of this Colony dur-
ing the past months have not
been marked with the success
expected. The fact that a cou-
ple of detachments of police
have been sent out over the
line recently would give rise to
the suspicion that all is not so
glowing as we have been led to
believe. The message from
Badger to Sir Michael Cashin,
published in the daily press yes-
terday, reveals a situation hith-
erto unheard of in our labor
history. As it reads, it is a
striking commentary on the
methods adopted by the Gov-
ernment to relieve the unem-
ployment congestion.

Memorial Flower Service
AT SANDY POINT.

(Western Star)

A very impressive Flower Service
was held at Sandy Point on Sunday,
August 6, the Feast of the Transfigura
tion.

The early morning was threatening,
but &s the day advanced it became
beautifully fine.

The Service began at 3.30 p.m., and
consisted of a Special Form compris-
ing Versicles, Psalm, Lesson and
Prayers; also Hymns A, & M. 165, 221,
57. The Rector preached an interest-
Ing sermon from the text “The world
passeth away, but he that doeth the
will of God, endureth for ever.”—1 Ep.
St. John II. 17. The chief theme of the
preacher was the due care and respect
for the resting places of the Christian
dead.

In St. Stephen’s churchyard lie the
bodies of persoms from all parts of
Bay St. George, and among them the
late .Rev. H. Lind, a former well-re-
membered and beloved clergyman of
Sandy Pt., whose grave was not for-
gotten on Sunday. This is still the
burying-place for the Church people
of Stephenville Crossing and St.
George’s, who must w:turn to this mo-
ther of settlements at the last.

In the still older graveyard lower
down on the extremity of the Point, is
buried another clergyman of this par-
ish, Rev. Thos. Boland, who lost his
life in ministering to his people. Un-
fortunately this burying-ground lies so
far out on the sandy flats that it is in
danger of being completely buried by
the ever-shifting sand. The Service in
the church was short and was con-
cluded by singing the well-known
hymns “Within the churchyard” and
“Side by side,” during which the
priest and choir walked down the
aisle, and followed by the congrega-
tion, proceded to the churchyard.
Here two more hymns were sung, and
appropriate prayers recited.

The graves were beautifully decorat-
ed with flowers, a really surprising
profusion offloral tributes having been
brought for the occasion. The church
was also brightened by a large num-
ber of potted plants lent by mem-
bers of the congregation. The little
God’s Acre of St. Stepher’s, Sandy
Point, amid its encircling tress is at
all times a peaceful and lovely spot,
but never has it appeared more attrac-
tive than on this occasion, nor more
worthy of the care bestowed upon it.

“Under the modern usage. though
nominally dismissed by.the .

of dismissal is rarely required. An
adverse vote in the House of Com-
mons upon a Government K measure
may be said to be invariably followed
by resignation of the ministry or ap-
appeal to the electorate by dissolu-
tion.

“The continuance of the ministry
in office is also dependent ultimately
upon the goodwill of the electorate,
and where, upon a dissolution the
latter declares itself against the Gov-
ernment by returning a majority op-
posed to its policy, it is usual for the
ministry either to resign immediately
or to await an adverse vote in the
new Parliament. In some instances,
however, the resignation has been de-
ferred until Parliament has met and
a vote of want of confidence has been
passed. Anyway, the Crown is jus-
tified in dismissing a ministzy in
whom it feels unable to repose con-
fidence or for want of ability or fit-
ness.”

WHAT DICEY SAYS ABOUT IT.

In his “Introduction to the Study
of the Law of the Constitution,” A. V.
Dicey, K.C.,, Hon. D.C.L., observes:—
“There are cerainly combinations of
circumstances under which the Crown
has a right to dismiss a ministry who
command a Parliamentary majority,
and to dissolve the Parliament by
which the ministry is supported. The
prerogativa, in ghort, of dissolution
may be constitutionally so employed
as to override the will of thesrepre-
sentative body, or. as is properly
called, “The People’s House of Par-
lament.” This looks at first sight like
saying that in certain cases the prero-
gative can be so used as .to . .set at.
nought the will of the nation. But in
reality it is far otherwise. “Thé; dis-
cretionary power of the Crown occas-
ionally may be, and according to con-
stitutional precedents sometimes
ought to be, used to strip an exisﬁng
House of Commons of itg anthority.

He believed that the coun-
try did not approve of the policy pur-
sued by the House of Assembly. He
was right in this belief.

To accomplish one of the greatest
feats of navagation in modern times
and then, but a few short months
later, to become a total wreck on the
coast of Labrador . that is the
sad fate of H.M.S. Raleigh, one of the
newest and finest light cruisers in the
British Navy. But two short days be-
fore, I looked down from the fighting
top of the great cruiser over her
vast decks, over her guns, her boats,
over all the innumerable gadgets that
crowd the decks of a modern warship.
On Sunday previous to the wreck, I
had lunched with the Captain and his
officers on board the ship, I had laugh-
ed and joked with them, had visited
the great engine rooms, looked with
smazement at the enormous boilers,
seen and marvelled at the extraordin-
ary ingenuity of the minds which had
conceived the intricate mechanism of
this engine of war and peace.

AN ENGINE OF PEACE.

War, one might say, yes, but peace,
how could a warship have anything
to do with peace. Nevertheless the
Raleigh, during her brief career, for
she was only commissioned last year,
was a great force in strengthening the
Anglo-American alliance. Leaving
her winter station at Bermuda, and
carrying the flag of Admiarl Sir Wil-
liam Pakenham, the Raleigh proceed-
ed to the Pacific coast, paying visits
to British Columbia and Californian
ports, At San Francisco, an extra-
ordinary tribute was paid to the
British Nation by the Mayor of the
city, who at a banquet given to Ad-
biral Pakenham and his officers, ended
his speech in proposing the toast of
the British Navy, with these memor-
able words:—“God Bless your Nation,
God Bless your King, God Bless your
Flag.” That was the message which
was entrusted to the Raleigh to be
brought back to England as significant
of the sentiment of the Pacific Coast
of the United States towards the Em-
pire,

A WONDERFUL FEAT.

From the Pacific the Raleigh pro-
ceeded back to the Atlantic coast, and
sailed majestically up the Potomac to
Washington, the first British warship
to perform the feat since 1814, and the
largest ship to enter the historic
capital of the American Republic. The

AN UNIQUE TRIBUTE.

While in Washington, several of-
ficers of the Raleigh paid a visit to
the House of Representatives, and
were there paid an unique tribute,
which bears out the statement that
she was an engine of peace, as well
as of war. The debate on the bill to
incorporate the Women's Overseas
Service League was in progress when
Congressfnan Hicks noticed the visi-
tors and said:—

Mr. Speaker:—“I note in the gallery
some officers of the British Warship
now visiting Washington and it seems
to me that we should offer to them
our felicitations, and express to them
our sincere feeling of regard, and
have them know that they are welcome
guests of the American Congress.”

This informal motion was carried
amid scenes of wild enthusiasm, which
would have silenced forever the ton-
gues of those who have doubts of the
Anglo-American friendship, could they
but have been present. Mr. Hicks and
some other members then went up to
the gallery and escorted the officers
of the Raleigh to the floor where they
were introduced to the Speaker and
leading members on both sides, and
given a most friendly reception.

A LAST GOOD-BYE,

On Tuesday morning, the 8th of
August, the Raleigh left Hawke Bay
on what was to be her last voyage,
As she glided out of the harbour, the
signal “good-bye” floated up at the
mast head of the tiny “Hawke” and
as the cruiser disappeared from our
sight, the answering pennant ap-
peared at the Raleigh’s aftermast, fol-
lowed by a signal similar to that
which we had sent out. Little did we
guess at the time that it was a last
good-bye, that five hours later the
Raleigh would be a broken
wreck, plled up on the rocks, but
fifty miles from' where we lay at
anchkor in Hawke’s Bay.

A NEW SHIP,

A very large ship of the light
cruiser class, the Raleigh was com-
pleted'in 1921 and was attached to the
North American and West Indian
Fleet as flagship. Her main arma-
ment consisted ‘of seven point fives
and she also carried several smalled
guns, and six torpedo tubes, She was
600 feet long, drew 22 feet of ‘water
and was capable of a maximum speed
of 30 knots. Her engines were ofl
turbines of the “very latest type. The
Raleigh’s career was short, but it was
useful,’ nor was there any limit to
the furher service she might have
rendered the Empire had she not met

such g tragic end.

I have read in print, in times gone
by, of some religious spegker moving
prisoners to tears; but out of all the
years it has been my misfortune to be
behind prison bars, I can count on
the fingers of one hand the men I
have seen crying becauge of some-
thing saild or dons. This afternoon is
the one exception out of my leng and
unfertunate’experiences. This after-
neon I saw men on all sides of me
shedding 'tears, myself among the
number. And I say without any
qualification that it was the most ap-
pealing sermon preached to a prison
audience since the time of Christ.

Prison life is a hard life; it is a
tough life; in spite of all and every-
thing that has been said, er may bhe
gaid, to the contrary. From daily as-
snedation and forced contact with
| prisonerg of every degree of educa-
{ tlon and intelligence, from the high-
est to the lowest; from the toughest
. to the mast tender; I say it makes
teugh men tougher and the. more
!tender. tough. So it is well that &
' pieture of suech tender appeal to the
| best that is in a man's heart should
'he shewn to a prisem audience, for
‘such a plcture as we were privileged
{to see thaws out frozen hearts;
makes the tough, tender; and tender
ones more so. I'll bet all that I ever
hope to have that there was net a

prisoner in the aldience but what

was made a better man by having
seen the pieture. I am sure that
those who have mothers still living
will have a greater appreciation of a
mother's all and ever sacrificing love;
and if mother has departed this life,
not let a day go as long as life on

earth is premitted us, without a
prayer to eur Heavenly Father for the
bit of Divine Love He gave us in—our
Maethers. .
| No doubt those who were instru-
mental in securipg this photoplay for
us, fully grasped the appeal it would
have to prisoners’ hearts. It will be
the talk of this place for many a day.

I wish we had more of the meral ap-

peal kind such as that of this after-
noon. I say “moral appeal,” becausa

it appeals to the tenderest senti-
ments in a man. And when you can
' reach man’s heart, the man so reach-
fed is deserving of a hetter fate than
long years behind stone and steel.
