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The Scandal.
ELEVENTH AND TWELFTH DAYS.

Sir John A. Macdonald commenced
his evidence with a carefully prepared
statement, historical and descriptive, of
the Canada Pacific Railway echemes. It
reoapitulates the patriotic horror of
American capital and influence displayed
by the Government ; the failure of at-
tempts to amalgamate competing Can-
adian schemes, and the ultimate award
of the contract to the Government's
¢‘rich friend,” Sir Hugh Allan, Sir John
confirms what has already been said re-
garding the coldness between Sir G. E.
Cartier and Bir Hugh at first, which
suddenly changed into friendship. BSir
Johnat this time being somewhat anxions
about the chances of his supporters in
Ontario, asked Sir George, on the depar-
ture of the latter for Montreal, to do
something for the last named Province,
and singled out Sir Hugh as the richest
man, and the one most likely to render
assistance. Sir John says:

When Sir George Cartier went to
Montreal from Ottawa, and I went to
Toronto, I asked him to get what help he
could—pecuniary help from our rich
friends in Montreal. When I wae in
Kingston, at the time of my own election,
I got a letter from Sir Hugh Allan, stat
ing that he would contribute of the fund
$25,000 for the eleetion of friends to the
Adminpistration, a communication I was
very glad to get. I may say here that I
considered myself the trustee of that
fund, and I certainly did not apply any
portion of it to my own election. I got
additional pecupiary assistance in the
West. Sir Hugh Allan went off to New-
foundland, I thiuk, (a laugh), and twice
I wrote personally to Mr. Abbott, who was
acting there for him, and received twice
contributions to the extent of $10 000 each
time,

The Charrman—That Was in addition

to the $25,000 ?

Sir John Macdonald—Yes.
I see that in one of Mr. McMullen's let-
torg, his letter of the 4th of August, in
the Montreal Herald, he says that over
$100,000 were sent to Sir John from

ntreal, besides a large amount paid to

Central Committee. As to the fund
. 1 Igot from Moutreal, there were ex-
actly the sums I have mentioned. There
was a contribution cf $25,000 without my
previously having asked forit. I had no
communication with Sir Hugh Allan, and
never asked him to give that $25,000. I
have no doubt that Sir George Cartier
asked him, and I have the intimation of
Sir Hugh Allan that he did subscribe
that amount, and the other two sums of
$10,000 each were certainly given at my
request.

Sir John read the statement in the
Chicago Times of 3McMullen, that Sir
John telegraphed to Hugh to shell ont,
and that he (witness) knew of an endors-
ed agreement between Sir George and 8ir
Hugh. The statement was absolutely
false. T'here never was anagreement or un-
derstandiryg of any kind between the Gov-
ernment and Sir Hugh by which the latter
was to receive any advantage for aiding
the elections. It was Sir Hugh’s interest
to secure the return of a Railway Parlia-
ment.

In reply to Mr. Campbell, Sir John said
the money was always spent in elections.
A great part of it to pay canvassers,prin-
ters, coach bire, etc. The late election
was one of the fiercest he ever saw. The
Opposition spent unusually large sums
of money, and had to be fought with
their own weapons. In this country
leaders of parties generally regulated the
election funds. In Epgland they had
clubs to manage elections. The appoint-
ment of Foster was strongly pressed up-
on the Government, butihe refused to re-
sign the Senatorship.

Judge Rameay here claimed the right
to appear for Sir Hugh, as his private
letters were now before the Commission
and he was in a position similar to the
Government.

Judge Day did not take the same view
as Rameay. Sir Hugh was a witness;
and if one witness had counsel, any other
witness could claim the same right. Judge
Ramsay could put the question
through the chair, but could not appear
formally by counsel.

The Hon. Mr. Langevin deposed that
he knew nothing of the alleged agree-
ment between Sir Hugh and the Ameri-
cans till he saw it in the papers. The
Government never had any arrangement
or understanding with Sir Hugh or any
one else respecting the disposal of the
Pacific Railway charter. The charge was
absolutely false. Reepecting the election
funds, the witness knew nothing. Daring
the session of 1872 he had an interview
with Sir George respecting the e.-ctions
coming on, and suggested that the work
in Lower Canada should be divided be-
tween Sir George and bhimself. Expe-
rience in previous elections showed that
money would be spent on both sides. He
told Sir George that Montreal was
wealthier than Quebee, and hoped he
would help witness during the elections
in the eastern part of Quebec. Sir
George promised to do so. Referring to
McMullen's statement that Abbott was
authorized to promise witness $26,000 in
return for the support to be given after-
wards to Sir Hugh's railway projecss, Mr.
Langevin said Abbott never spoke to him
upon the subject. The statement was
false ; no such promise was ever given.

He
would give no receipt for the $10,000,
nor accept it, unless as a voluntary sub-
scription for the election fund. The
$10,000 was afterwards sent without any
conditions. Some time after Sir George
wrote ‘asking how matters were going.
‘Witnessreplied that he was out of pocket
about $7,000. The Government formally
announced the policy of American ex-
clusion. Was not present at McMullen's
iuterview with the Government ; had not
the letter Sir Hugh wrote to him ; always
destroyed private correspondence; recent
ovents justified such a course (laughter);
from the beginning Sir George pro-
mnounced his aversion to the introduction
of the American clement in any company
that might be formed; witness knew
nothing of Cartier's letter of the 30th of
July; Sir George never spoke to him
“about it. Allan did not control the ap-
pointment of Directors nor influence
them 1n any way. He tried to do so in
Senator Foster's case, but failed.

Sandford Fleming was next called and
testified tLat he knew nothing of the
matter mentioned in Huntington's
charges, ar.d was not connected with the
Canada Pacific Company ; was nominated
by 8ir John; all Directois were on equal
footing; Sir Hagh's election t) the Presi-

rangement withMr.McMullen,who was to
have $20,000 for delivering them to Mr.
Starnes as trustee, tobe. delivered to Sir
Hugh Allan after the session ot Parlia-
ment was over ; failing which delivery,
or in case of publication, §17,000 of the
above sum, which was iz an accompany-
ing package, was to be forfeited to BSir
Hugh Allan. The history of the incep-
tion of the Pacific enterprise when the
American element was concerned in it
was gone over, and Sir Hugh produced
tue contracts under which he and the
Americans proposed to carry out the pro-
ject. He believed that American capi-
tal was necessary to realize the scheme,
and had no sympathy with the objections
raised again it by the Government. He
testifies to the honorable conduoct of his
American associates, and asserts that he
paid them back $40,000 they had ad-
vanced for preliminary expenses, which
were lost owing to the determination of
the Government to exclude Americans.
Sir Hugh gave into this prejudice so far
as to prohibit Americans being on the
Board of the Company he next formed,
but kept open a means for the admission
of their capital into the concern. It was
no use, however. The rival Interoceanic
Company blocked the way, and the Gov-
ernment would not give any formal ap-
proval of his scheme. The amalgama-
tion projectethen came up, Sir Hugh re-
ceiveing assurance from the Government
that he wounld be President of whatever
Company should eventunally be chartered.
By this time Cartier and Sir Hugh bad
become more friendly, and Cartier asked"
Sir Hugh for money to aid in the com-
ing elections. Allan replied that, as on
former occasiorg, he would no doubt do
so 1o some extent, but before he finally
consented to advance what was required,
he took the precaution of binding Sir
George in black and white to a certain
bargain, The subsequent proceedirgs
are recounted by Sir Hugh as follows :—

I therefore determine to give the Gov-
ernment all the assistance in my power,
and in answer to Sir George’s request I
asked him to state to me iu writing what
he wanted me to do. That afternoon we
agajp waited on Sir George, and he gave
me a letter, of which the following is a
copy :
“Private and Confidential.

“MoxT REAL, 30th July, 1872,

“DEear Sir Hoen.—The friends of the
Government will expect to be assisted
with funds in the pending elections, and
any amount which you or your company
shall advance for that purpose shall be
tecouped to yon, A memorandum of
immediate reqnirements is below.

‘‘Very truly yours,
‘ (Signed),
** Georok E. CARTIER.

“ Now wanted.

Sir John Macdonald,............ $25,000
Hon. M. Langevin, . 15,000
Sir G. E. Cartier,. .. 20,000
Sir John A., additiona! . 10,000
Hon. M. Langevin, 10,000
Sir G. E. Cartier additional,..... 30,000

As the letter now appears, the memor-
andum 18 for $110,000, but at the time it
was written the th.ee first items, amoun-
ting to $60,000, only were mentioned.
Sir George said* hcwever, that they could
talk of that afterwards. Aceordivgly I
paid over the threo first sums of money
to the gentlemen indicated. Afterwards
Sir George requested me to send a fur-
ther amount for Sir John Maedonald of
$10,000 ; $10,000 to Mr. Langevin, and
$30,000 to the Gentral Committee of
Electicns ; and the three sums last men-
tioned in the letter, and appended to the
letter, were then added to it by Sir
George. I accordingly remitted $10,000
to Sir John Maedonald ; $30,000 to the
General Committee, and left $10,000 with
Mr, Abbott for M. Langevin, to be paid
upon getting from that gentlemsn a re-
ceipt for it. In Sir George Cartier's let-
ter of the 30th of July is an undertaking
on the part of Sir George that my ad-
vances would be paid back to me. I did
not gee well from what conrse this money
could be repaid, but Sir George held out
some hope that his political friends
would contribute to make it np. Neither
then nor on any other occasion had I any
correspondence with;Sir George as to the
repayment of these sums, Was in New-
foundland during August, and while there
received two telegrams from Mr. Abbott,
informing me that Sir George wanted
$20,000 more for the general committee,
and $20,000 for Sir John Macdonald. T
authorized Mr. Abbott to pay over the
sums, Ithink I also received a tele-
gram from Mr. Abbott, telling me that
M. Langevin would sign no receipt, and
asking to send bim the money withont
any. On my return I found that the lim-
its of payments which I had first agreed
to, had been exeeeded, and, with subse-
quent advances they finally stood as fol-
lows :

I also paid for assistance of other
friends of my owvn 1n eonnection with the
elections between $16,000 and $17,000.
These sums, with the preliminary expen-
ses on the Pacific, and on the various
railroads on which I was engaged more or
legs directly .ected with the Pacific
enterprisey ii...ié up the amount of my
advances to :t $350,000.

SYNOPSIS OF THE BY-LAW
The by-law rejected by the County
Council, on Saturday, embraced within
the group of municipalities the same vil-

“lages aud townships as were in the for-

mer by-law, but the southerly portions
of Pilkington, Nichol, and Erin were not
inclnded in the present group, namely :—
In Pilkington, Lots 8 to 18, in Conces-
sions 1 to 5 inclusive ; 1n Nichol the whule
of concessions 4 to 10 inclusive; and in
Erin, Lots 1 to 10 in Concessions 1 to 6,
with lots 1to 5 in Concessions 7 to 11,
inclusive. The by-law provides for the
_issue of debentures by the Warden, and
the levying of rates upon the grouped
territory at the rate of three mills and a
fraction, for twenty years ; also that the
debentures ghall be delivered by the
Warden to trustees appointed in accor-
danee with Sec. 28 of the 0. V. R’y Co’s
Act, upon the trusteés executing an ac-
knowledgment that they had received the
same in trust for the County Council of
Wellington as well as for the Company,
and agreeing to pay out the proc¢eeds on
wotk done in constructing the Railway
as follows:—** From the junetion point
near Bellfountain, or the forks of the
River Oredit, and Elora or Salem, and
between Alton and Orangeville, pro rata
per mile over the whole mileage of the
said line between the said respective
points, on the certificates of the Chief
Engineer to be given in the manner
provided by the Act of* Incorporation of
the said Company. And no portion of
the proceeds of the said debentures shall
be paid out by the Trustees for or in re-
speet of any other portion of the said
Railway, or in any other purpose whatso-
ever.” The by-law concludes with de-
tails of the voting machinery.
