es is toddy so congested that from 
every portion of thie country arises 

! clamor for relief. The railroads ev- 
erywhere are taxed beyond their po­
wer. The people of the United Stat­
es therefore, are face to face with 

, the greatest business problem that 
has ever threatened the nation. Dur-

|
i ing recent years the volume of bnsi- 
! ness has increased and is increasing 
with extraordinary rapidity, while 
the necessary additional trackage 
and terminals have not beed equal 
to the demands upon them. The re­
sulting situation is freight blockade 
of enormous proportions, esjpecially 
at all terminal points.’’

Mr. Hill gives figures from official 
reports of the interstate commerce 
commission covering the increase of 
the railroad business for the last 
ten years to prove some facts which 
are significant. "The problem and 
necessity are enormous. It is the 
real railroad problem of the United 
States, and it is one which 'people 
have been singularly slow to per­
ceive and reluctant to realize.’’

The Rev. Messrs. Kerby and Pat­
terson and Adjt.

“You can’t mention the word sin 
without the story of the serpent be­
ing apparent—it damns and blasts 
everything that it touches.”

Mr. Crossley in addressing the 
meeting said he would be very glad 
indeed if the words he was about to 
utter tonight would be the means of 
converting 25 people, but he would 
be gladder still if he could persuade 
25 people who were present to go 
out of the church and induce one or 
more oï their friends and acquain­
tances to become Christians.

“If the people present will carry 
out the teachings of my text fully 
500 will be converted before the 
meeting closes.

"I would rather be a man than an 
angel; we are more privileged than 
the angel Gabriel, inasmuch as we 
have the privilege of bringing indi 
viduals to Christ.”

The Question of Heaven

Editor Albertan—The expression and 
argument used in Mr. Browning's kind 
and apparently sincere reply to my let­
ter about Heaven seems to suitably 
convey the general idea of most minds 
on the matter. At any rate the gen­
eral belief about the Christian’s future 
home is synonymous with his views. 
In answering this letter I shall there­
fore be dealing with the objections of 
a large number of Christian people, and 
while there are other passages in Scrip­
ture which seem to support the idea 
of the Christian’s future being “up 
yonder” I think Mr. Browning's selec­
tion sufficiently comprehensive in sup­
porting his argument. It was my de­
sire to hear from the evangelists on 
this matter-—and I do certainly want 
to have some word from them if it is 
only a note through the general deliv­
ery. Mr. Hunter has replied to his 
other critics but has left me out—and 
I wonder why? I hope I have not per­
sonified the devil to the extent of be­
ing entirely ignored. I want to hear 
from you Mr. Hunter. I hope the evan­
gelists are not afraid of me. I am a 
brother in Christ. I won’t harm them!
I just want to make them think wheth­
er they are telling the truth or not 
about where we are going when we die 
and where they ask others to go, and 
I will extend my challenge a little fur­
ther to show them that I am in per^- 
fect earnest about my question. I will 
meet Mr. Hunter on any public plat­
form any night this week to debate 
with him from the sayings of Jesus 
about the Christians hereafter. Please 
choose the time and place.* I hope he 
will see his way clear to accept my of­
fer and be honest in what he is do­
ing. If he is ashamed to defend what 
he preaches he ought to be ashamed 
to preach it, and moreover if he can­
not "give a reason for the hope that is 
within him” that hope of the future 
is not worth having. The Bible does 
not forbid argument. Paul used many 
striking arguments in his epistles and 
there was great contention in the 
early church. Paul and Barnabas se­
parated because they could not agree 
over the things of God. It is right to 
use discussion, especially when in ear­
nest. I would not make this proposal 
to you, Mr. Hunter, only I have a duty 
to perform toward my God. I must 
defend the truth and denounce what 
is not of the truth and what is not 
of Christ, and I dare not keep silent 
in the face of the profound error you 
deliberately persist in making by re­
ferring to the traditional idea of the 
believer’s future home. I want the ev­
angelists to prove what they have told 
us about the hereafter and I demand 
on behalf of the intelligence of this 
city and on behalf of the entire teach­
ing of Jesus that they shall substan­
tiate their statement from Scripture 
either in letter, sermon, or debate.

I will jiow briefly answer Mr. 
Browning. First he refers to John 
18-36 which says that Jesus said, “My 
Kingdom is ' not of this world." He 
will notice that in my first letter I 
have quoted ' this passage and have 
there substituted the word “age” for 
“world” which is the correct transla­
tion of the original word used by 
Jesus. The fact that His kingdom is 
to be established on the earth in the 
ages to come, or as some people say, in 
the world to come, is proved clearly 
from Rev. 5:10; Dan. 7:27; II Tim 
4:1; Rev. xi:15; Num. 114:21; Ps. 
72:19 and in the face of these proofs 
Christ could never mean that the king­
dom was not of the earth without con­
tradicting the whole of the prophesy of 
the Old Testament and without con­
tradiction of Himself.

Next, Mr. Browning refers to Luke 
23:43, where Christ tells the thief on 
the cross that he would be in para­
dise that day with Him. My friend 
will note that the request of the thief 
was, “Lord remember me when Thou 
comest into Thy kingdom.” Note 
when Thou comest into Thy king­

dom.” Christ said, “I will.” Tlfe
thief did not ask to go to the skies; 
he asked for a place in the kingdom, 
and Christ promised him one, and 
told him “today thou shall be in para­
dise with Me.” Now where was para­
dise; was it up in the sky, down in 
the grave, or in the kingdom? It was,
I believe, in the grave. Paradise in 
this case, from the facts I can gather, 
seems to mean the peaceful sleep of 
a believer waiting for resurrection into 
the Kingdom of God and his Christ. 
Paradise could not have meant the 
Heaven above, because, when Christ 
died He went down into hell and re­
mained there till the third day and on 
Hte resurrection Mary on recognizing 
Him was forbidden to touch him, for 
He said, “I have not yet ascenrl°d un­
to My Father” in Heaven. Th"t was 
three days after the day He told the 
thief they would be together in para­
dise. Christ had not been to Heaven. 
He had been to hell—and hell here 
is the translator’s version of a word 
meaning the grave; Therefore the 
thief went to the grave and his sleep 
was the sleep of a believer’s paradise. 
There he sleeps until he shall awaken 
in the resurrection to join in the King­
dom of God and to Join in the peace 
of a paradise of God on earth in the 
age or world to come.

Next, I am referred to Luke 4:50, 
where Christ is parted from his own 
and goes up into Heaven. Although 
I have often doubted the resurrection 
of Jesus, seeing that the original 
MSS. of the Gospel are strangely sil­
ent upon it, I am nevertheless ready 
to believe it and that He went up to 
the Heaven where the higher creation 
live, i. e„ the angels of God, from 
whence He had come. It is here no 
doubt that a great number of people 
mistake the heaven of the angels for 
the heaven of Christians. Man will 
never be an angel and he will never be 
in the heaven where the ang>Is are— 
at least the bible takes us no further 
than our place upon the earth. The 
passage my friend quotes distinctly 
declares that Jesus went up to heaven 
and the passage he next quotes Mark 
13.25 declares that Jesus will come 
again to the earth with great power 
with the object of reigning king upon 
it A great space of time has here 
elapsed between his going to heaven 
and his returning during which many 
Christians have lived and died. Had 
these Christians gone to the same hea­
ven where Jesus was then they would 
not have needed to be raised from the 
dead at his coming. We are told that 
“the dead in Christ shall be raised 
first” and that “no man hath ascended 
up in heaven but the Son.” We can­
not lay any claim to a place in that 
heaven beyond the universe which my 
friend says the astronomers have not 
yet discovered and we are not going 
there. Christ may be there with the 
angels or he may not—I believe he is 
however, and I know from the bible 
that when we who hope to see the 
kingdom of God die we will not go 
there. If we did how can you explain 
the resurrection, what use of a resur­
rection of the “dead in Christ when 
we would be alive with Christ.

At St. Petersburg, the planet 

Mars will be on the cusp of the 
fourth house, presignifying destruc­
tive fires, explosions and outrages. 
A serious plot against the czar 
should be guarded against.

At Calcutt athe ingress takes place 
in the fourth house, denoting a dan­
ger os seismic troubles and scarcity 
of provisions. Railways will pros­
per, but expenditure on armaments 
will be heavy. There will be much 
sickness among elderly people. The 
position of Jupiter afflicted is omin­
ous of danger to the viceroy, who 
may resign. Some prominent official 
is in danger of disgrace.

It will be a year of misfortune for 
the Netherlands. She will have 
many grievous troubles, disappoint­
ments, ill health and bereavement.

ECLIPSE
There will be 2 eclipses in January 

1907, that will have great effect in some 
parts of the world. Eclipse of the sun 
Jan. 14th was invisible in Britain, 
and visible at Madras and Hong Kong 
Eclipse will result in great disputes 
with foreign powers. Serious ques­
tions will be continually rising, whch 
will require the greatest care and vig­
ilance on the part of the English gov- 
emftient.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchas­

ed at $10 per acre for soft coal and 
$20 for anthracite. Not more than 
320 acres can be acquired by one in­
dividual or company. Royalty at the 
rate of ten cents per ton of 2,000 
pounds shall be collected on the gross 
output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certificate is 
granted upon payment in advance of 
$5 per annum for an individual, and 
from $50 to $100 per annum for a com­
pany according to capital.

A free miner, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500x1,500 feet.

The fee for recording S. claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu" thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 
per acre.

The patent provides for the payment 
of a royalty of 214 Per cent, on the 
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally 
are 100 feet square; entry fee $5, re­
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of the 
Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles.

Homestead Regulation».
Any even number aectlon of Domin­

ion Lande in Manitoba or the North- 
Weet Provinces, exception 8 and 2£, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by 
any person the sole head of a family, 
or male over 18 years of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section of 160 
acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or 
Inspection must be made In person by 
the applicant at the office of the local 
Agent or Sub-agent.

An application tor entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’a office may be wired to the 
local Agent, by the Sub-agent, the ex­
pense of the applicant, and if the land 
appl'ed for Is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application is to have 
priority and the land will be held un­
til the necessary papers to complete 
the transaction are received by mail.

In case of “personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An applicant for Inspection must be 
eligible for homestead entry, and only 
one applicant for Inspection will be re­
ceived from, an Individual until that 
application has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing and not liable to can­
cellation, may subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish It In favor of 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister, if eligible, but to no one else, 
in filing declaration of abandonment

Where an entry is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to Institution of cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applications fer inspection must in 
what particulars the homesteader is 
in default, and if subsequently the 
statement is found to be Incorrect In 
material partclulars, the applicant will 
lose any prior right of re-entry, should 
the land become vacant, or if entry 
has been granted it may be summarily 
cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to per­
form the conditions under one of the 
following plans;

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to resi-
