‘ovér theit own local affairs was given
to the.colonisig, the whole:management
of naiive affairs, the foreign policy of
the colony, was intrasted to the ‘Gov-
ernor alone. So lo: g a8 this Constitu=
tion was in force we cear'y bad no
right to call on the colony for any con-
tribution towards its military expenses.
It we did not allow New Zvalsnd a
voice in determining her relatious 10 the
natives, if we, soparated from her by
the diameter of the earth, insisted that
we could do betier for ber in those
delicate local matters than sbe could
for herself, we had no right to complain
of haviog to pey for our folly. But
such a state ol things did oot and could
not last, The Goveroor soom fouund
that iv was quite impossible to separate
| native from domestio - policy, He
acquired the habit of consulting with
and deferring to the Colonial Miniaters
on native sffairs, and tbe couduct of
tbem bad virtoslly passed from tbe
Howe to the Colouial Government be«
tfore the Duke of Newcasile formatly
renounced it. From that time our duiy,
to pay for the vative wars of New Zua-
laud absolutely ceased.® H-re, then, we
have a distivet recognition of the doo-
trine that so long as the affairs ot ths
the natives » ere managed by ihe Crown
it, snd pot the coluny, was responsible
for the eonsequevces, &bd on the Im-
perial, oot the Colonial, Exchequer shoald
full tbe expense. Nuw, suppode we
give wider scope to this priucipte, and,
hold the Imperial Governmeut respun=
sible for the entire Civil List of this
colony, seeing the Crowa still virtaally

deuies the colonists the right of manag
